GROWERS WHO WANT COTTON 
CLASSIFIED SHOULD MAKE REQUEST 
SOON AS COTTON IS PLANnO

College station, April 5 — Grow­
ers who wish to have their cotton 
classed by the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture under provisions of the 
Smith-Doxey Act should apply for 
these services as soon as their cot­
ton is planted, says Fred Elliott, 
extension cotton specialist.

The Smith-Doxey Act provides for 
one free classification for each el­
igible bale of cotton. Samples must 
be submitted by a bonded sampler 
or by a public warehouse which is­
sues negotiable receipts, explains 
Elliott.

Each cotton improvement group 
except those in southern Texas, 
must file an application with the 
cotton classing office serving its 
territory not later than August 1. 
Those counties south of a line from 
Dimmit to Karnes to Matagorda 
must file an application by June 1.

Prompt application filing is nec­
essary because time is needed for 
each group to arrange for submit­
ting samples by an approved samp­
ling agent to the proper classing of­
fice, says Elliott. At least 15 days 
are required to process applications 
and deliver sampling supplies.

Application forms for these serv­
ices may be obtained from county 
agents, cotton classing offices of the 
Cotton Division of the AMS, or from 
the area office in Dallas.

SELECTION OF PLANTING SEED 
VERY IMPORTANT, SAYS EXPERTS

College station, April 5 — Top 
crop yields are dependent upon 
several factors but among the most 
important is the selection of plant­
ing seed. L. C. Coffey, extension ag­
ronomist who specializes in seed, 
places major emphasis on the se­
lection of an adaptable variety or 
hybrid of the best possible quality.

He points out the Texas Seed Act 
requires that all seed sold in Texas 
must meet certain standards. The 
one exemption is the farmer who 
sells seed to his neighbor; hence, 
the seed does not enter the channels 
of trade. All other sellers of seed 
must have a Texas Tested Seed La­
bel attached to the seed container.

This seed label must list thé kind 
of crop, the variety if it is known, 
germination, num;ber of noxious 
weed seed per pound, percentage of 
pure seed, inert matter and weed 
seed.

The information carried on the 
seed analysis tag is important. No 
farmer, Coffey believes, would 
knowingly buy weed seed, especial­
ly the noxious kinds, in planting 
seed. Neither would he buy seed

containing other crop seed and in­
ert matter when high-germinating, 
weed-free seed of high purity are 
available at very little extra .cost.

'The percentage of weed seed 
shown is frequently important, 
points out Coffey, biit the farmer 
may not realize it from reading the 
tag. For example, if the tag states 
there is .11 percent (eleven hun­
dredths) weed seed in some grass 
or forage crop, this could mean 
several thousand seed because 
weed seed are frequently small and 
weigh very little, says Coffey.

Coffey not only suggests that 
farmers read the analysis tag but 
that they understand the informa­
tion it carries. County agents can 
supply additional information on 
the adaptability of both varieties 
and hybrids.

PRISON CO nO N  CROP 
EXCEEDED MILLON DOLLARS

HUNTSVILLE — In spite of the 
damages caused by Hurricane Car­
la, the value of the 1961 cotton crop 
of the Texas Department of Correc­
tions exceeded $1 million, it was re­
ported by Dr. George J. Beto, di­
rector of the state’s penal system.

The prison system sold 5239 bales 
of cotton at an average price of 
$165.17 to remit a total of $865,362.- 
16 to the general revenue fund of 
the State of Texas.

Dr. Beto said also that the prison 
system retained 1100 bales, valued 
at approximately $176,000, for pri 
son use in the manufacture of in­
mate uniforms, sheets, pillow slips, 
and mattresses.

H. H. Coffield of Rockdale, chair­
man of the board’s agriculture 
committee, praised farm unit war­
dens for an outstanding production 
record under severe difficulties.

“ The final result is a tribute to 
Byron W. Frierson, assistant di­
rector for agriculture, and to all 
farm wardens who through their 
own ingenuity and cooperation per­
formed a task worthy of commen­
dation,”  said Chairman Coffield.

TEXAS FARM FAMILIES REPAY 
$39,146,268 TO FHA IN 1961

Texas farm families repaid $39, 
146, 268 in principal and interest on 
U. S. Farmers Home Administra­
tion loans last year, L. J. Capple- 
man, the agency’s State Director, 
announced in Temple today. 'This 
was 19.9 percent above collections 
of the previous year in the State.

A total of 3,078 Texas families 
completely repaid their loans in 
1961.

Mr. Cappleman said the Farmers 
Home Administration loan program 
is an outstanding example of those 
USDA activities producing large re­
turns to the U. S. Treasury which 
nearly balance out initial cost.

Mr. Cappleman said the repay­
ment record of Texas farm families 
demonstrates their willingness to 
make sacrificies now in order to 
develop sound and efficient farms 
for the future.

Farmers Home Administration 
makes loans to young farmers, 
small farmers attempting to im­
prove their operations, farmers 
whose equities have been wiped out 
by low returns of recent years, and 
those hard hit by natural disaster. 
Loans are made to ¡both part-time 
and full-time farmers. Before these 
borrowers came to the Farmers 
Home Administration, they were 
unable to obtain .credit from any 
other sources.

During the past 25 years, nation­
ally, about two million farm famil­
ies have borrowed $5.5 billion from 
the Farmers Home Administration 
and its predecessors. To date they 
have repaid more than $4 billion of 
this. Most of the amount outstand­
ing has not fallen due. Interest col­
lections far exceed losses on princi­
pal.

A major reason for the excellent 
repayment performance of FHA 
borrowers in Texas, Mr. Capple­
man said, is the management aid 
supplied by the agency to all of its 
borrowers.

“ The Farmers Home Administra­
tion programs include guidance and 
technical aid as well as credit. The 
aim is not only to produce better

tire farm family greater opportuni­
ties to develop their ability to man­
age farm and home resources, h> 
eluding capital available to them,’ ’ 
Mr. Cappleman said.

He reported that in 1961 Farmers 
Home Administration advanced ov­
er $40 million in supervised loans 
to Texas families. Following are 
some highlights of the agency’s 
lending program last year in the 
state —

— Operating loans for equip­
ment, livestock and other ex­
penses totaled $40,301,000 to 
3,531 farmers.
— 140 farmers received a total 

of $2,631,940 to buy, develop or 
enlarge farms or refinance 
debts, $1,619,870 of this was ad­
vanced by private lenders un­
der the agency’s insured loan 
program.

— Approximately 648 loans 
totaling $5,849,030 were made to 
farm families and others to 
build or repair dwellings and 
other buildings.
— About 17 individuals and 4 

associations received soil and 
water .conservation loans total­

ing $613,038. Watershed loans 
amounted to $1,485,020.
— Emergency loans, amount­

ing to approximately $9,505,558 
assisted 781 farmers hard hit 
by floods, droughts and other 
natural disasters.

Due to the increased number of 
requests from farmers and eligible 
applicants for Operating Loans and 
Rural Housing Loans, all of these 
funds for the fiscal year of 1962, 
ending June 30, 1962, have been ob­
ligated. There are funds, however, 
for Emergency Loans; Farm Own­
ership Loans; Soil and Water Loans 
for individuals and associations; as 
well as Watershed Loans.

PUBLIC HEALTH ’— Salk Vaccine 

One of the great achievements in 
public health has been realized in 
the last ten years. Between 1949 
and 1954, there was an estimated 
yearly average of 162 cases of 
paralytic polio per million persons 
in the United States. This period is 
used because it is the immediate 
five years prior to the advent of 
Salk Vaccine. The use of Salk vac­
cine and its availability to all 
people in all walks of life through­
out this country has resulted in a 
reduction in the annual toll of 
paralysis by 97 percent. In the year 
1961 only 864 new cases of paralytic 
polio were reported. This is a rate 
of less than five cases per million

population. Had paralytic polio 
persisted at the pre-vaccine level 
between 1949 and 1954, there would 
have been at least 100,(X)0 more 
paralytic cases in the past seven 
years. Thanks to Salk vaccine and 
the tremendous amount of researcr 
that went into its discovery, botb 
by the government and private in­
dustry, paralytic polio has been re­
duced to the level of typhoid fever, 
diphtheria, and other diseases that 
once took tragic tolls of human 
lives. It has resulted in prevent 
ing at least 7,000 polio deaths and 
an estimated saving of $300 million 
in polio medical care and personal 
income losses in the seven-year 
period that Salk vaccine has been 
available. It has also resulted in 
the prevention of thousands of 
twisted lim'bs and bodies of child­
ren, something that could not pos­
sibly be weighed in dollars and 
cents. It might also be pointed 
out that there has been a 77 per 
cent reduction in all polio, whether 
pararlytic or not, including un­
specified cases — a tremendous 
triumph over one of Man’s most 
vicious diseases. Highly signifi­
cant has been the fact that in the 
age group of 0 to 59, totalling 158 
million people, only 38 percent of 
the total group received no Salk 
vaccine at all. This attests to the 
efficacy of the Salk vaccine in elim­
inating the polio virus from the 
community.

The National Foundation, in a 
recent release, stressed the fact 
that to maintain the present con­
dition with the respect to polio, 
newborn children should be vac­
cinated. Other citizens who have 
not yet been vaccinated, of course, 
have the choice as a personal mat­
ter to decide whether or not they 
will be vaccinated or run the risk 
of being stricken by the disease. 
The fact for which we should all 
be gratefully thankful for is that 
the Salk vaccine was a success and 
is presently available. The tre­
mendous progress that was made in 
developing this vaccine and the 
present availability of it makes it 
possible for the National Found­
ation, as well as other agencies, 
both in government and in private

industry, to move forward in the 
war against other crippling dis­
eases such as birth defects, arth­
ritis, central nervous system dis­
orders, etc.

Our people have had many en­
emies in many forms, but none so 
deadly as polio, heart disease, can­
cer, etc. Hence, our every possible 
attention should be directed to­
ward the conquest of these prob­
lems and others which wiU be en­
countered.

Communications Satellites
The Interstate and Foreign Com­

merce Committee is presently 
hearing several proposals as to 
how this country should proceed 
with placing in orbit and utilizing 
satellites for communications pur­
poses. This means of .communi­
cation will be one of the greatest 
steps in the history of communi­
cations between Man. It will open 
new areas and avenues which will 
permit Man to communicate any­
where on earth, in almost the flash 
of an eye. The big controversy 
is the administration of such a pro­
gram. Some advocate comple^te 
government ownership. They ar­
gue that the movement into outer 
space has been accomplished by 
tax money furnished by the Ameri­
can taxpayer. Another school of 
thought is to create a public cor­

poration financed and supported 
by stock sales to the general pub­
lic. It is argued that this gets away 
from government ownership and 
permits every citizen to have an 
opportunity to participate in this 
program. Another version of the 
public owned corporation, but pro­
vides that several Cabinet officers 
and subCabinet officers sit on tl,, 
board of directors. Another ap­
proach is the formation of a cor­
poration, all of the stock of which 
is to be owned by the companies 
presently engaged in the communi­
cations business. Testimony has 
been taken for some time in an ef­
fort to determine the best possible 
way to move forward on this pro­
gram with the greatest possible 
speed. Certainly, every effort must 
be made to get these communi­
cations satellites into orbit before 
the Soviet Union.
