‘84 W HEAT OOTLOOK
For most of the current 19- 

63-64 year, the wheat outlook 
is characterized by a good de­
mand and a fairly tight supply, 
conditons that indicate strong 
prices, the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture reports in its latest 
"Wheat situation.”

"However,” the report de­
clares, "toward the end of the 
1963-64 marketing year the ap­
proaching 1964 crop and its 
much lower support rate will 
have a pronounced effect on the 
wheat economy. Uncertainty in 
the long-run outlook stems 
from the fact wheat farmers for 
a number of years have not 
faced the same conditions and 
alternatives they now have open 
to them.

"For the 1st 10 years, they 
have operated under a manda­
tory control program (as ap­
proved by growers’ referen- 
dums) with individual farm 
acreage allotments and a support 
price for all production on their 
allotment.

"Under the 1964 program, 
effectuated by last May’s wheat 
referendum, price support will 
be lower than for many years. 
Farmer may ignore their allot­
ments and forego price support 
without the direct financial pen­

tained from any member of the 
Junior class.

HIGHWAY PATROL 
REPORT FOR SEPTEMBER

The Texas Highway Patrol 
investigated 2 accidents on rural 
highways in Briscoe County! 
during the month of Septem­
ber, according to Sergeant W. 
E. Wells, Highway Patrol sup­
ervisor of this area.

These wrecks accounted for 
1 person injured and an esti­
mated property damage of 
$9.50.

The rural traffic accident 
summary for this county from 
January through September of 
1963 shows a total’ of 20 acci­
dents resulting in 1 person kill­
ed, 15 persons injured and an

estimated property damage of 
$29,.285.00.

“Mr. Motorist," have you 
noticed in the last few weeks 
that the shadows of darkness 
are creeping upon you much 
earlier than they did during the 
summer months The sergeant 
stated that October is the first of 
three months in which hours of 
darkness are much longer than 
those of other months of the 
year. If these three months fol­
low true to form as they have 
over the past years, it will mean 
more traffic accidents.

A survey was made compar­
ing the number of accidents 
occurring during the months of 
October, November and Decem­
ber of the past three years to 
the three months in which occur 
red the greatest number of ac­
cidents out of the other nine 
months during this three year 
period. The results were 20 000 
more accidents occurred in Oc­
tober, November and December.

The veteran patrol supervisor 
listed some laws and procedures 
for night driving: (1) Turn 
on your low beam headlight be­
fore dusk. The law requires 
headlamps burning from one 
half hour after sunset to one 
half hour before sunrise, and 
during daytime when a person 
or vehicle cannot be seen 500 
feet away. (2), The law requires 
you to keep your headliirhts on 
low beam when you approach 
an oncoming vehicle within 500 
feet and when you are followinq 
a vehicle within 200 feet. (3) 
Do not overdrive your head­
lights. Good visibility on high 
beam may varv from 250 to 
300 feet. (4) If blinded bv on­
coming lights, ease off the ac­
celerator and glance along the 
right edge of the pavement a- 
cross the hood to be sure von 
keep in your lane. (5) Watch 
shoulder of highway for cy­
clists, pedestrians or animals, 
and (6) Do not wear sunglass­
es at night, at dusk or in day­
time when visibility is low.

W EST TEXAS STATE 
LOAN PROGRAM

West Texas State University 
has a unique student loan pro­
gram, recognized by the school 
but not widely publicized. The 
Oppor/tunity Plan, Inc., has 
since its founding in 1958 help­
ed 1300 students complete their 
educations. Financed (entirely) 
by donations from leading Pan­
handle citizens, this non-profit 
loan plan offers to the student 
who can qualify an interest-free 
loan for the duration of his col - 
lege career.

Under the Opportunity Plan, 
a student prepares a budget list­
ing his proposed expenses for the 
semester, including items of 
clothing and recreation as well 
as tuition, books, room and 
board. Once approved, the stu-
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dentj may draw checks from the 
Opportunity Plan on his bud­
get as he needs the money. If 
he works, as most Plan students 
do, he is encouraged to turn in 
his salary thus keeping his total 
debt to a minimum.

The founder oi the Oppor­
tunity Plan, Mr. Milton (Buff) 
Morris, is still the director. An 
interview with him may qualify 
a student for enrollment in the 
Plan if funds are available. 
Sometimes students leaves

debts that will never be paid, 
but most of those who borrow 
from this Plan repay the loan. 
Many even donate money later 
for the benefit of other students.
