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NEWS from the' High Plains 
Research Foundation

Many area farmers are watch­
ing with interest the develop­
ment of soybeans as an ad­
ditional crop that can be grown 
on the Plains of Texas. At this 
time, Texas stands twenty-third 
in the nation in acres devoted 
to soybean production. How­
ever, at the same time the state 
of Texas leads the nation in 
average bushels yield with 28 
bushels of beans per acre in 
1964. About two-thirds of the 
total world production of soy­
beans is in the U. S. A.

During the crop year of 
1964, Texas had only 63,000 
acres of land planted to soy­
beans. Most of the available 
land is planted with either cot­
ton or grain sorghum, but each 
year soybeans gain some in 
popularity.

Due to the unusually dry 
year in 1964, the yields on all 
arieties of soybeans were down. 

In most years, there is some 
supplemental rainfall to help in 
crop production.

1965 will see an increase for 
the nation of over 2 million 
acres qf soybeans that have been

planted in some other crop in 
years past. This demand for 
soybeans is brought about by 
the large percentage of the U. 
S. beans being exported to other 
countries. 82 j>ercent oif Japan’s 
total soybean imports came from 
the U. S. A. This ever increas­
ing market is demanding not 
only more soybeans, but also a 
product of better qualiity. At 
this time, soybeans are the lead­
ing agricultural export, bring­
ing into the U. S. more export 
money than any other agricul- 
cultural commodity.

The High Plains Research 
Foundation at Halfway, Texas, 
has been carrying on an accel­
erated breeding program on soy­
beans. This first new variety 
released by the Foundation and 
given the name of HINN has 
proven to be a good producing 
and high yielding soybean.

Some of the characteristics 
for whch HINN was developed 
are: higher yielding ability than 
the other varieties being grown 
in the area; shatter resistance: 
fruiting higher from the ground 
for better harvesting and re­
duction loss at harvest: will not 
lodge or fall down. One im­
portant characteristic of the 
HINN soybean is its ability to 
produce heavy branches which 
help compensate for skips and 
will also help in shading for 
weed control.

Reports from some of the 
growers who planted part of 
the 6,000 bushels of the HINN 
soybean seed during 1964 in­
dicated that an average yield of 
33.66 bushels per acre was ob­
tained. This is a composite of 
all the yields that were reported 
to the Foundation.

Most of the work with the 
HINN soybean ihas been in the 
irrigation belt, but some very 
good reports on this variety 
have come to the Foundation 
from dryland farmers.

Shelton Nunnelly, farming 5 
miles northwest of Wellington, 
harvested 16 bushels of HINN 
from dryland planted on June 
2. After rain fell in June, no 
rain was received until Septem­
ber. Of this crop, Nunelly also 
planted some irrigated land to 
the HINN and reported a yield 
of 35 bushels per acre. He said, 
" It’s a pretty good dryland 
variety. I believe that they did 
very well considering the sea­
son. In a normal year, I believe 
that the HINN will do even bet­
ter on dryland. ”

“They’re a pretty good bean.’’ 
So said R. S. Francy who grew 
some of the HINN soybeans on 
his place southwest of Happy. 
“The neighbors had some of 
the Hill soybeans, and they had 
mostly two beans to the pod. 
My HINN had three. This 
neighbor was disappointed in 
his yield last year and plans to 
plant some o'̂  the HINN this 
year.’’

Francy’s HINN beans yield­
ed 40 bushels per acre in 19- 
64 on two irrigations and re­
ceived one two inch rain after 
pod set.

Some of the growers reported 
high yields of over 50 bushels 
per acre and the yields ranged 
down to 16 bushels grown on 
dryland. In general, the HINN 
out produced all standard var­
ieties by from 3 to 8 bushels 
per acre. During harvest time, 
most receiving points were pay­
ing points were paying around 
$2.50 per bushel. At an increase 
of 3 bushels, this would mean 
$7.50 per acre extra income to 
the famer.
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At this time, the High Plains 
Research Foundaton has a good 
supply of Foundation quality 
HINN soybeans on hand for 
any of the farmers wishing to 
plant some for the coming crop

They 
point out that the fuse box is the “heart” of the electric system 
and should be given proper care.

Never use a higher rated fuse than recommended or substitute 
something else which w ill keep the fuse from functioning  
properly, 4-H’ers warn. They regularly check electric circuits to 
guard against overloading— a frequent result from using more 
and more electrical equipment in the home and on the farm.

For 30 years the national 4-H Electric program has sparked 
millions of boys and girls to undertake a wide variety of projects. 
After learning the fundamentals of electrical energy and its place 
in modern living, they engage in projects that range from simple 
jobs like repairing cords to servicing motors, appliances and 
assisting with wiring and lighting surveys.

In recent years electronic devices including robots, radios and 
hi-fi sets have been constructed by club members. Participation 
in the program has enriched their knowledge and given comfort 
to their families as well, club leaders report. The work is super­

GOVERNMENT VERSUS 
THE GOVERNED

The basic right of private 
ownership of property is being 
seriously challenged. The me­
thod being used affects only a 
few people at a time, hence the 
subject has received little pub­
licity. It is the exercise of the 
right of eminent domain by the 
Federal government. Eminent 
domain has been defined by the 
Supreme Court as “the right or 
power to take private property 
for public use.” More precisely, 
it is the right of the nation or 
the State or the sovereign power, 
or of those to whom the power 
has been lawfully delegated, to 
condemn private property for 
public use, and to appropriate 
the ownership and possession of 
such property for such use on 
paying the owner a due com­
pensation to be ascertained ac­
cording to law. This right or 
power in the sovereign to take 
private property is supposedly 
justified on the existence of a 
common necessity and interest 
of a whole community that 
overrides the basic right of the 
individual. The exercise of the 
right of eminent domain by the 
sovereign is usually and com­
monly called “condemnation.” 
I was taught in law school that 
condemnation was a harsh pro­
cedure because it was the action 
of the all-powerful government 
taking property from a private 
citizen without his consent. It 
is true that the private citizen 
is entitled to just compensation: 
however, the owner of the pro­
perty might not want to sell it 
for any purpose. Since such ac­
tion by the government was un­

usual and harsh, it was gener­
ally taught that there must be 
a present need for the use of the 
property for public purposes: a 
present need or necessity that 
completely oyersjhadowed th e  
rights of the individual owner.

In recent years there has been 
a marked change in the think­
ing of government officals on 
this subject. A s c h o o l  of  
thought has developed on the 
theory that “anticipated” needs 
of the government should be 
ample jusifeation for taking pri­
vate property from a private 
citizen. In other words, if gov­
ernment officials think that 
government might need some 
land for highways, reservoirs, 
building sites, recreation pur­
poses, military establishments, 
or any other purposes in the fu­
ture, condemnation proceedings 
would be justified to take pro­
perty and hold it in govern­
ment until a need arose. This 
is in direct conflict with the ba­
sic propositon that there must 
be a present public need and 
necessity for the property.How­
ever, this conflict does not de­
ter the government-minded bu­
reaucrats, many of whom have 
been raised in government by 
forebears who were in govern­
ment, and have never had to 
meet a payroll or past due rent 
in their lives. An excellent ex­
ample of the wrongs that can 
occur under such thinking took 
place within the shadow of the 
Capital. Some years ago govern­
ment officials decided that a 
new airport site was needed near 
Washington. They chose what 
was called “The Burke Site” in 
northern Virginia near the Po­
tomac River and very close to

the Capital. They condemned 
this land, ran landowners off 
the land whose families had oc­
cupied it for 200 years. This 
property was then held by the 
government without being used 
for airport purposes or any 
other purpose. It was subse­
quently determined that a grave 
mistake had been made and an 
airport could not be properly 
located at this site. The govern­
ment officials then moved fur­
ther up the Potomac and chose 
a place near Chantilly, Virginia 
(which is the present location 
of Dulles International Air­
port) . They started condemn­
ation proceedings against the 
landowners in that area. Some 
of the landowners at the Chan­
tilly site were the identical land- 
owners who had been kicked off 
their land at the Burke site. 
They told the government that 
they would be most pleased to 
trade their Chantilly land to
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the government for the land 
that had been taken away from 
them at Burke, or that they 
would repurchase the land at 
Burke from which they had 
been ejected at the same price 
that they had been paid. Xhe 
government officials a d v i s e d  
them that this could not be 
done, even though the Burke site 
had never been used for the pur­
pose for which it had been con­
demned. These citizens, who 
were being ejected from land 
which they owned as private, 
owners twice in few short years 
by their own government, were 
told by government officials 
that the land at the Burke site 
had increased in value due to 
the expansion of the city of 
Washington and its environs, 
and that if they wanted their 
former homes it woud be ne­
cessary that they pay the Fed­

eral government a profit.. Sev­
eral of us in the Congress tried 
to correct this situaton but we 
were overruled.

We are presently undertaking 
another movement to put a stop 
to Federal bureaucracy tramp­
ling on the rights of indvidual 
citizens in this matter. We hope 
to be successful this time.
