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PRESIDENTIAL
SUCCESSION

The Constitution, article II, 
section 1, clause 5, reads as fo l­
lows:

“ In Case o f the Removal of 
the President from Office, or 
at his death. Resignation, or 
Inability to discharge the 
Powers and duties o f the said 
Office, the same shall devolve 
on the Vice President, and 
the Congress may by Law 
provide for the Case o f Re­
moval, Death, Resignation, 
or Inability, both oif the 
President a n d  V i c e  Presi­
dent, declaring what Officer 
shall then act as President, 
and such Officer shall act ac­
cordingly, until the Disabili­
ty be removed, or a Presi­
dent shall be elected/'
This is the language o f the 

Constitution as it was adopted 
by the Constitutional Conven­
tion. It will be noted that the 
proviso provides no replacement 
procedure when a vacancv oc­
curs in the office o f the Vice- 
President. For many vears there 
has been a continuing debate 
with regard to the line o f suc­
cession to the Presidency as to 
whether or not provision should 
be made for a Vice President 
when the elected Vice President 
becomes President, and on the 
touchy issue o f the meaning of 
the term “ disability” , and who 
is to make the determination. 
The Congress has undertaken 
to settle this debate. The Sen­
ate has passed a Resolution call­
ing for a Constitutional amend­
ment, and the House passed an­
other one. The vote in the Sen­
ate was 72 to nothin?. The 
vote in the House was 3 8 to 
20. T cast my vote with the 2.9. 
Needless to sav. I was oueried 
pndlesslv as to my reasons. Here 
thev are:

In the first instance. T have 
great hesitanev in tampering 
with tbp Constitution. T have 
said mannv times and T repeat 
that his document, although 
«•truck hv the hand of man. was 
iindouhtedlv the work of God. 
Unless there is clear iustlfication 
hevond anv reasonable doubt 
for tampering with this docu­
ment. it should not he amend­
ed. In the oresent case, the Con- 

o f the United States is 
rdaving with nolitiral dvnamite. 
T'he r<roof o f the bedrock sta- 
hih’tv the nrovisious as th^v 
now stand is unchallenged. On 
«•̂ nlv two occasions in the his- 
torv o f rhe United Scares has 
rhpre been a cerious ^eed for the 
answer to the question o f dis­
ability. The first o f these cases 
arose in 1881 when President 
Garfield fell victim o f an as- 
sassian’s bullet and lingered for 
some 80 da vs. The other was 
when President W oodrow  W il- 
«:on suffered a severe stroke in 
1919. On both these occasions 
there was much talk and serious 
questions o f action. However, in 
both cases no action was taken 
although it could have been. 
And it might he well to point 
out that the Countrv survived 
and grew stronger. During the 
T^isenhower Administration, an 
informal agreement was made 
between the President and Vice 
President concerning tvhe Vice 
President assuming the duties 

the President and standing 
in a position o f Acting Presi­
dent. This, in my opinion, is a 
rather dangerous proceeding. A 
President o f the United States 
is elected bv the people, as is 
a Vice President. Neither has 
the right or the power to traffic 
in the duties or responsibilites 
of those offices.

In all three cases above men­
tioned had an extreme emer- 
fTpnev situation been crested, the 
Gonprrpc?; cv̂  the United States 
pould have acted quickly and 
dpr,‘<;;velv -without endangering 
rhp ha<!’c concepts of govern­
ment "o f  the people, bv the 
peonle. and for tht neople.”

of succession is, in mv opinion, 
completely sound. The Presi-

1 dent and the Vice President are 
both elected by the people of 
the entire Country. The next 
man in line of succession is the 
Speaker of the House o f Repre­
sentatives who is elected by the 
people of a Congressional Dis­
trict and in turn elected to the 
Speakership by other Members 
who have been elected in their 
respective Districts by all of the 
people o f this Country, on a 
population basis, for 2 years and 
intended to be Members of the 
House o f Representatives, the 
body oif he Congress closest to 
the people. The next man in 
line o f succession is the Presi­
dent Pro Tempore o f the Sen­
ate, who is elected by all o f the 
people o f one o f the States and 
in turn elected by other Sen­
ators who have been likewise 
elected by each State. The line 
of succession then moves into 
the area o f those previously 
appointed by the President and 
holding Cabinet status. If we 
in this Country change this and 
amend the Constitution as pro­
posed in the Resolution adopt­
ed by the House o f Represen­
tatives, we could very well be 
ooening the door for the cre­
ation o f a 20th Century Ras­
putin for constant schemes and 
plans for power grabs not in 
keeping with the best interests 
o f our form government. I 
hope the legislatures o f this 
great United States will not 
ratify this amendment.

NOTES FROM THE C O U NU  »GENT'S OFFICE
The number of persons par­

ticipating in outdoor recreation 
has been steadily increasing for 
the past several years. These 
people are constantly seeking 
more recreational facilities and 
services, and we have seen the 
influence here in Briscoe County 
says Leon Grosdidier, county 
agent.

Popular types o f outdoor re­
creation are hunting, fishing, 
camping, boating, swimming, 
hiking and various combin­
ations of these.

Many rural landowners in 
our area could adjust their re­
sources to provide recreational 
facilities for the public. Indi­
viduals interested in develop­
ing’ private land for recreational 
purposes should give careful 
consideration to specific require­
ments prior to development, ad­
vises Grosdidier.

The most important factor 
to consider is the landowner’s 
attitude. A  recreational enter­
prise, in many respects, is sim­
ilar to a small business which 
requires the operator to deal di­
rectly with the public. Other re­
quirements are sufficient resour­
ces, good location, sound plan­
ning, good design and con­
struction o f facilities, proper 
financing and diligent manage­
ment. ,

Grosdidier suggests that per­
sons interested in entering the 
1-ecreation field take a close 
look at these factors before in­
vesting in recreational develop­
ment. Helpful publications and 
other material concerning re- 
'■’̂ eation are s-̂ ^̂ \hhle at county 
Extension offices the agent 
said,

Good insect control means 
healthier and more productive 
home gardens. T o  aid home 
gardeners, entomologists of the 
T e x a s  Agricultural Extension 
Service have prepared informa­
tion which should help in the 
fight against insect pests, reports 
County Agent Leon Grosdidier.

The new publication, L- 
642, “ Control of Insects in the 
Home Garden,”  is now avail­
able without cost at his office, 
Grosdidier said.

Among the topics covered 
in the publication are discuss­
ions of the three groups of in­
sects which normally cause 
trouble in the home garden. 
They include those with suck­
ing mouth parts, those with 
chewing mouth parts and those 
which live in the soil.

Each group, says the county 
agent, requires a different con­
trol method and often a differ­
ent insecticide. Dust and sprays 
are discussed as are insecticides 
used in combinations. The ento­
mologists have prepared tables 
showing the amount o f each 
recommended insecticide needed 
to make even a small amount of 
spray, and have listed safety 
precautions regarding the use 
of the most commonly used 
materials, Grosdidier said.

The primary purpose ô f the 
SCS is to provide technical ser­
vice to districts.

.hually than any other infectious 
disease of childhood.

Noting that safe measles vac­
cines are now available, Dr. 
Terry said: “I urge, all parents 
of children who have not had 
measles to see their physicians 
or . health departments about 
measles vaccination without de­
lay. Let’s immunize the children 
of America against their enemy, 
measles.”

Hl-Plains HI-LIGHTS
The planting o f soybeans in 

the High Plains o f Texas in in­
creasing each year. The con­
stantly expanding domestic and 
foreign markets make this an 
attractive crop in this area. 
Farmers are requesting infor­
mation on the best methods of 
planting and care o f this crop 
which is new to many operators.

Barry L o v e ,  Agronomist, 
and. Jack Werner, Associate 
Agronomist at the High Plains 
Research Foundation, were in­
terviewed regarding these ques­
tions. Their suggestions were 
as follows:

“ Prepare the seed beds as 
for cotton and grain sorghum

with soybeans planted on top 
o f the bed. Where possible, 
registered or certified seed should 
be used. The purity and ger­
mination of the seed should be 
determined before purchase. All 
soybean seed should be inocu­
lated thoroughly with soybean 
inoculum.”

Four years testing at Half­
way have shown no economic 
response from use of fertilizer 
in any combination. A  few 
farmers have claimed responses 
and in most instances the land 
used was o f a low fertility level. 
There are indications that soy­
beans respond to fertilizer ap­
plied to the crops planted pre- 
ceeding soybeans in rotation.

The varieties best adapted to 
the area are the HINN, Hill and 
Lee. The soybeans should be 
planted May 15 to June 7 in 
the northern area o f the High

i a s y  Does It With Plug-In Hoe

“ 1 Like My Way Better”
Gardeners have often lamented that the toughest tasks álways 

seem to crop up when you’re least ready for them. Heavy fall 
showers invariably hit before all the leaves have been raked, the 
strongest winds always blow just as you’re seeding the lawn and, 
worst of all, the earth seems 
lieaviest in the spring, when the 
winter lay-off has softened your 
muscles.

There’s something new on 
the gardening horizon, however, 
that promises to ease the bur­
den of spring preparation and 
simplify the necessary mid­
season cultivating so necessary 
for an attractive and productive 
garden. Just as power saws took 
much of the work out of carpen- 
try, a new electric hoe intro­
duced this spring will lighten the 
gardener’s load.

Equipped with a dual speed 
control for proper tilling or cul­
tivating, the new hoe will dig 
a full six-inch wide swath 
through the earth to a depth of 
three inches. Its eight tines, 
made of high-carbon steel, were 
designed to roíate at just the 
right speed — fast enough for

area in a short period of time, 
but not so fast that they’ll throw 
earth any significant distance.

Working with the new hoe, 
named the Starflyte Model 3320, 
any gardener, amateur or pro- 
fessional, can make quick work 
of the tedious, make-ready part 
of gardening and devote ' more 
time to the fun part; planting 
and watching things grow, A 
seven-foot, grounded three-wire 
cord assures complete safety of 
•the tool, even in damp ground, 
and can easily be connected to 
readily available extension cords 
for complete freedom of move- 
ment.

Portable Electric Tools, Inc., 
the Geneva, Illinois, firm that 
makes the hoe, also manufac­
tures an electric hedge trimmer 
and an edger-trimmer for lawn 
use.

Plains and the first two weeks 
in June in the southern High 
Plains. The seeding rate under 
irrigation should be 60 pounds 
of seed per acre in single rows, 
38 to 40 inches apart, and up 
to 80 pounds in double rows on 
40-inch beds or single rows 
when spaced at 26 inches apart. 
The plant population will be 
less for the HINN variety due 
to the larger seed size, but the 
branching characteristics will 
take advantage of this space. 
Due to the latter characteristic, 
HINN variety does best with 
single-row planting and’should 
not be planted in double rows. 
The seed should be planted one 
inch deep in the heavier soils 
and up to two inches in depth 
in the lighter soils.”

“ The lister planter or any 
other type row crop planter or 
grain drill may be used in 
planting. Larger plates for soy­
beans should be used. The seed 
should be checked for any split­
ting damage after they leave the 
planter. The cut o ff lever some­
times splits the beans and should 
be removed.

The _ soybeans can be culti­
vated with a conventional sweep 
cultivator used with other crops 
and the rotary hoe is highly 
effective from pre - emergence 
until the plant is five to eight 
inches tall.

Some method of weed con­
trol should be used until soy­
beans reach sufficient height to 
completely shade the drill area. 
Flame cultivation can be suc­
cessfully used when the soy­
beans are 8 to 10 inches tall or 
taller. The weeds should be 1% 
to 2 inches in height (or less). 
Treflan has been cleared by the 
F.D.A. for use in pre-emergence 
application to control weeds in 
soybeans. This chemical is also
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effective against volunteer sor­
ghum.

We are very fortunate that, 
at the present time, insects are 
not known to be an economic 
factor in soybean production on 
the High Plains.

The most effective irrigation 
practice found in the research 
program at the Foundation are 
preplant, eight weeks and twelve 
weeks after planting, when 
planted June 1 to June 15, In 
1964, an additional irrigation 
at 16 weeks was applied due to 
the extreinely dry weather. Ear­
lier planting should be irrigated 
preplant, prebloom, and pod 
set. An additional irrigation 
may be required if ground starts 
to dry before pods are filled

out ,or when normal rainfall 
is inadequate, as it was in the 
1964 growing season. Northern 
High Plains areas, with heavier 
soil, may require an additonal 
irrigation. The soybean plants 
should not experience a stress 
period once irrigation is start­
ed.”
