AU STIN , August 4 —  A p­
proval o f  $271,494.00 in  
matching funds for the develop­
ment o f outdoor recreational 
facilities at Palo Duro Canyon 
State Park has been received 
from the Denver Regional O f­
fice o f the Bureau o f Outdoor 
Recreation, Texas Parks a n d  
Wildlife Commission Chairman 
W ill Odom announced.

The total} cost o f the project 
including the State’s share, will 
be $542,988.00.

T w o  new concession facili­
ties will be built at the vast 15,- 
103-acre Panhandle park. One 
will be a 2500 square foot con­
cession building to be located in 
the floor o f the Canyon and 
will serve the entire park. This 
facility will offer visitors gro­
cery items, prepared food, sou­
venirs, ice, gasoline, oil, sundry 
drugs, notions and camping 
supplies.

The other concession ar ea  
was included in the addition to 
the 1,300 seating capacity am­
phitheatre. This addition also 
includes a prop storage room, a 
ticket booth and dressing rooms.

Upon completion o f the pro­
ject, Palo Duro Canyon State 
Park will provide 26 trailer 
camp sites, 45 tent camp sites, 
and 75 picnic sites. Other fa­

cilities include rest rooms and 
showers, an interpretive build­
ing, and a park headquarters 
building. Miscellaneous i t e m s  
include the electrical system, 
roads, boundary fencing, and 
park signs.

A  complete new water sys­
tem will be built to support 
both the existing facilities and 
those included in the project, as 
well as those planned for fu­
ture development.

Palo Duro Canyon State 
Park, largest o f the Texas State 
parks, is located southeast of 
Amarillo in Randall and Arm­
strong Counties. Visitation to 
the park was 256,439 in 1964. 
The additional facilities will be 
completed in  1968, a t which 
t i m e  visitation is expected to 
reach 432,000.

“ Section 2. Every person

Section 1. That Section 49-d 

of Ai*ticle III of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas 
be amended to read as fol­
lows ;

“ .Section 49-d, It is hereby 
declared to be the policy of 
the State of Texas to encour­
age the optimum development 
of the limited number of 
feasible sites available for the 
cons traction or enlargement 
of dams and reservoirs for 
conseiwation of the public wa­
ters of the state, which wa­
ters are held in tnist for the 
use and benefit of the public. 
Tile proceeds from the sale of

“ Under such pro'vdsions as 
the Legislature may prescribe 
by General Law, the Texas 
Water Development Board 
may also execute long-term 
contracts with the - United 
States or any of its agencies 
for the acquisition and de'vel- 
opment of storage facilities in 
reservoirs constructed or to 
he constructed by the Federal 
Government, Such contracts 
when executed shall consti­
tute general obligations of the 
State o f Texas in the same 
manner* and with the "same ef­
fect as state bonds issued un­
der the authority of the pre­
ceding Section 49-c o f this 
Constitution, and the pro­
visions in said Section 49-c 
with respect to payment of 
principal and interest on state 
bonds issued shall likewise ap­
ply with respect to payment 
of princiml and interest re­
quired to be paid by such con­
tracts.

water at a price not less 
than the direct cost of the 
Board in acquiring same; and 
the Legislature may provide 
terms and conditions for the 
Board to sell any unnappro- 
priated public waters of the 
state that might be stored in 
such facilities.

Banquet on a Picnic?

Who says you can’t pack a banquet in a picnic basket? — or take 
along frosted grapes and onion biscuits made with sour cream? 
Not me, I'm all for bringing inside glamour to outdoor eating. 
And how’s this for the rest of the menu? Cold fried chicken and 
potato salad. Vegetable relishes, olives and pickles. Lemonade 
with sprigs of fresh mint. And for dessert, a spectacular fresh 
fruit platter, garnished with the frosted grapes, and a slab of 
Cheddar cheese on the side. Pretty paper plates are fine. Your 
everyday stainless, too. But go ahead, use a washable cloth and 
napkins for your banquet table under the sky. Now, about 
those biscuits.

ONION BISCUIT SQUARES
2 cups sliced onions 
2 tablespoons shortening 
Va.teaspoon salt 
Dash of pepper,
2 cups Bisquick 
%  cup milk 
1 egg
Va cup dairy sour cream 
®/4 teaspoon salt

Keat oven to 450°. Brown 
onions in shortening. Sprinkle 
with Va teaspoon salt and the 
pepper.

At ban­
quet time, toss the salad right 
in the plastic bag — gently 
squeezing the bag to mix the 
dressing throughout.

To frost grapes for the fruit 
platter, brush with slightly 
beaten egg white. Dip in granu­
lated sugar. Dry on rack. Ar­
range grapes atop fresh straw­
berries and peaches on a gold 
paper plate. Overwrap with 
foil for safe traveling.
And isn’t that posh for a pic­
nic? Who but you would think 
to do it!

-•In order to assist cotton pro­
ducers in their fight against 
insect pests, the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service has re­
leased the 1966, “ Texas Guide 
for Controlling Cotton Insects” 
and copies are available at the 
offices o f all county agents in 
cotton producing counties.

County Agent Leon Gros- 
didier said copies o f the revised 
guide are now ready for distri­
bution from bis office to any 
interested cotton grower. Sup­
plemental guides are also avail­
able for counties in South T ex ­
as and those in the High and 
Rolling Plains and the Trans- 
Pecos areas.

The county agent added that 
the guide not only lists the re­
commended chemicals but also 
the amounts of each needed for 
insect control. Advice and sug­
gestions are also given on the 
safe use of insecticides.

Recommendations in  th e  
guide are based on the results o f 
continuing research conducted 
throughout the state by the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station and the Entomology 
Research Division,, U. S'. De­
partment of Agriculture.

The cotton insect control 
program for 1966 include three 
phases: namely, early s e a s o n  
control which insures early 
fruiting and maturing in certain 
areas; late season control which 
insures continued fruiting and 
fruit protection and early stalk 
destruction and farm cleanup 
w h i c h  reduces overwintering- 
populations o f boll weevils, 
pink bollworms and tobacco 
budworms.

determine the degree o f infes­
tation and to check for such 
pests as aphids and spider mites

Local county agents can sup­
ply additional information on 
insects as well as those which 
attack most of the farm crops 
and pastures.

Proposed CO.MSTiTUTiONAL AMENDMENT
NUMBER SIXTEEN ON THE BALLOT

PKOPOSED C O N S T I T U- 
T I O N A L  AMENDMENT 
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN 
ELECTION TO BE HELD 
ON NOVEMBER 8, 1966. 
HOUSE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 1 pi’oposing an 
Amendment to the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas to 
establish the date on which 
newly elected Members of the 
Legislature shall qualify and 
take office.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article III, 

Section 3, of the Constitution 
of Texas, be and the same is 
hereby amended so as hereaf­
ter to read as follows:

“ Section 3. The Senators 
shall be chosen by the quali­
fied electors for the term of 
four years; but a new- Senate 
shall be chosen after every 
apportionment, and the Sena­
tors elected after each appor­
tionment shall be divided by- 
lot into two classes. The seats 
of the Senators of the first 
class shall be vacated at the 
expiration of the first two 
years, and those of the second 
class at the expiration of four 
years, so that one half of the 
Senators shall be chosen bi- 
enni.'.liy thereafter. Senators 
shall take office following 
their election, on the day set 
by law for the convening of 
the Regular Session of the 
Legislatui-e, and shall serve 
tlieieafter for the full term 
of years to which elected and 
until their successors shall 
have been elected and quali­
fied.”

Sec. 2. That Article III, 
Section 4, of the Constitution 
of Texas, be and the same is 
hereby amended so as here­
after to read as follow-s: -- 

“ Section 4. The Members of

the House of Representatives 
shall be chosen by the quali­
fied electors for the term of 
two years. Representatives 
shall take office following 
their election, on the day set 
by law for the convening of 
the _ Regular Session of tlie 
Legislatui-e, and shall serve 
thereafter for the full teim 
of years to which elected and 
until their successors shall 
have been elected and quali­
fied.”

Sec. 3. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this 
State, at an election to be 
held throughout the State on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1966, at which election all 
ballots shall have printed 
thereon the following:

“ P’OR the Con.stitutional 
Aniendment establishing the 
date on which newly elected 
Membei-s of the Legislature 
shall qualify and take of­
fice.
“ AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendment estab­
lishing the date on which 
newly elected Members of 
the Legislature shall quali­
fy  and take office.”
If it appears from the re­

turns of such election that a 
majority o f , the votes cast 
therein are for such Amend­
ment, same shall become a 
part of the Constitution of 
Texas.

Sec. 4. The Governor of the 
State of Texas is hereby di­
rected to issue the necessary 
proclamation for such election 
and this Amendment shall be 
published and the election 
shall be held as required by 
the Constitution and laws of 
this State.
