GO FIVE-DAY WEEK

AUSTIN—The Texas De-
partment of Public Safety an-
ncunced ‘today that all of its
uniformed patrol personnel are
go'ng.on ‘a fiveeday week, ef-
fective immediately, in an effort
to attract and retain adequate
personnel, thus providing bet-
ter 1aw enforcement coverage
cver the state.

Director, announced at the same
time that there are some 125
vacancies in the patrol services,
including Highway Patrol, li-
cense and Weight, Motor Ve-
hicle Inspection and Driver
Licensing.

“Applications for these ca-
reer positions are now being ac-
cepted, with an October 17
deadline for the next statewide
examination on October 22,”
Garrisonr said. ‘“The next train-
ing school will begin January

3.

“The five-day week will ap-
ply during the training period
also, and the training period
has been extended from 16 to
18 weeks to cover the shorter
school week.”

Garrison said cadets at the
DPS Law Enforcement Acad-
emv in Austin will receive $400
rer month while in training,
and will be off Saturdays and
Sundays. Upon graduation,
thev will be assigned to the
fields with salaries ranoino from
$468 to $484, depending on
branch of service.

Go Signal Given
Soybean Growers

in FDA’s Report

WASHINGTON, D.C.— Soybean'
growers were advised today they
can use toxaphene or toxaphene-
DDT insecticide formulations in
their insect control programs
without fear of illegal residues.
The announcement came as result
of FDA action establishing official
telerances on both-chemicals.

Toxaphene and toxaphene-DDT
combinations are currently used,
with great success in controlling,
insect pests on cotton and a wide’
variety of other crops.

The new tolerances mean that
soybean- growers can treat their
crops with toxaphene or toxa-
phene-DDT up to three weeks of
harvest. Most insect pests are no
longer a factor this late in the
season, and controls are not
usually required. The FDA order
permits two applications of toxa-
phene-DDT formulations after
pods form, using dosages as high
as four pounds of toxaphene plus
two pounds of DDT per acre.
