COMING DOLLAR-A^BALE 
REFERENDUM EXPLAINED

Although definite dates have 
not been set by Secretary Free- 
mon on the proposed cotton re­
ferendum, it has been announced 
that this referendum will be 
held at the same time as the re­
ferendum on cotton marketing 
quotas for upland cotton. The 
dates for the quota referendum, 
which will be by mail for the 
first time, has been set for De­
cember 5 through 9. It is gener­
ally acknowledged that when 
and if the promotion program 
referendum is set, that tliese will 
be the dates.

In a statement by the Nation­
al Cotton Council on “ How to 
Meet Synthetic Fiber Compe­
tition,’ ’ the council points out 
that price is not the problem. 
The council says that “ some of 
the market losses have been 
based on PRICE competition. 
This has been particularly true 
in the case o f rayon and foreign- 
grown cotton.

“ For the time being, how ­
ever, cotton is being made com- 1 
petitive through government 
subsidies. A n d  whatever else 
may be said about it, the new 
four-year program just enacted 
by Congress permits the gov­
ernment to go the last mile in 
making American cotton com­
petitive in price.

, “ But will this kind o f gov­
ernment price policy win the 
markets that cotton farmers so 
desperately need?

“ It will help. It is a neces­
sary condition f o r  winning 
these markets. But price alone 
is completely incapable of doing 
the job ."

Most producer leaders have 
acknowledged th e  fact, after 
considering the alternatives, that 
the uniform collection proced­
ure is the only method for 
raising the necessary funds. The 
conclusion was arrived at after 
previous' efforts on the part of 
the Cotton Producers Institute 
to raise adequate funds on a vol­
untary basis failed to meet its 
goal.

The proposal under the en­
abling act provides for the fo l­
lowing:

A referendum of cotton grow­
ers, on a Beltwide basis, on the 
question o f a research and pro­
motion assessment o f $ 1 a bale. 
Two-thirds o f  those voting, or 
a majority o f those voting who 
also produce two- thirds o f the 
cotton represented in the refer­
endum, would be required. This 
assessment could be discontin­
ued if it failed to win simple 
majority approval in s u b s e- 
quent referendums.

Voluntary participation o f  
individual growers is provided 
for in the proposal. While col­
lections would be uniform in 
order to eliminate th e  compe­
titive factor among processors 
and handlers, any grower could 
request and receive a refund on 
his money.

Producer organinzations i n 
the various states would apply 
to the Secretary o f Agriculture 
for approval to participate in 
the program. Approval would 
be based on a careful set of 
criteria to determine the extent 
to which a given organization 
i s qualified t o represent cotton 
producers.

A Cotton Board would be 
appointed by the Secretary, 
from nominations submitted by 
the approved producer organi­
zations. Each o f the 14 major 
cotton states would have at 
least one Board member, with 
additional members being al­
lotted to the heavier producing 
states. The Board would be a 
quasi - governmental body. It 
would receive the funds; con­
tract with a Bcltwide cotton 
producer organization for their 
expenditure; a n d  in  general 
look after the government’s re- 
cpcnsibility for seeing that the '

funds are spent for the purposes 
intended.

The governing body o f the 
Beltwide producer organization 
would be selected by the approv­
ed producer organizations in the 
various cotton states— just as 
the CPI Board Is now selected. 
Each state would be represented 
on the governing body in ratio 
f o the funds paid in, just as at 
present. The governing body 
would have the power to allo­
cate funds among various re­
search and promotion projects. 
It would be able to utilize the 
experience a n d  demonstrated 
ability of the research and pro­
motion staff o f the National 
Cotton Council and thus avoid 
overhead expenses.

Those arguing for a “ yes" 
say that the proposed Idea Is 
neither new or radical, having 
been a concept applied for the 
research and promotion o f other 
farm commodities i n c l u d i n g  
fruit, dairy products, wool, veg­
etables and others.

Opponents o f the program 
base their opposition on the fact 
that the expenditure for cotton 
research and promotion should 
be shared in by processors hand­
lers. In their testimony at the 
hearings they have also relied 
on the argument that the pro- 
g r a m constitutes government 
interference and that the Sec­
retary is provided with undue 
authority over the operation o f 
the program.

In a news release by the 
National Cotton Council from 
Waco this week Rep. W . R. 
Poage (D-Texas) said the at­
titude o f Congress will be sharp-

A  grinding, headon collision 
between two automobiles took 
two lives a n d  wounded five 
c thers about 7:30 p. m.

the others.

Ricky Boggs and Miss Crow­
ell were traveling south in one 
car and the others were driving 
north toward Quitaque.

Mrs. Barrett was carried to 
Northwest Texas Hospital in 
Amarillo following the accident 
and was in surgery for several 
hours that night. She received 
severe head injuries, internal in­
juries and both legs were brok­
en, and also injuries to her feet. 
Her condition was very critical 
and is still critical, but reports 
now are that she has a chance 
to recover, barring complica­
tions. Mrs. Barrett also receiv­
ed eye injuries, but latest reports 
were that they were not as ser­
ious as first reported.

The other injured were car­
ried to Methodist Hospital in 
Lubbock. Miss Crowell, 16- 
year old daughter o f Mr. and 
Mrs. Junior Crowell of Flomot, 
has been in critical condition 
since the accident, but reports 
Thursday morning w e r e  that 
she was showing slight improve­
ment. She received severe head 
and eye injuries, a broken arm 
and a broken leg.

Ray Persons received t w o  
broken arms and several broken 
ribs and facial lacerations. Ron­
nie Hutcheson received severe 
cuts around his face and head 
and also a brokn jaw. Mr. Per­
sons and Ronnie are reported to 
be recovering, although their in­

Representative Poage remind­
ed cotton growers that in order 
to protect the farmer’s income, 
meet price competition, and re­
duce the surplus, the govern­
ment is making domestic allot- 
j ment payments a n d  diversion 
payments.

For a typical farmer who has 
an allotment o f 30 acres, who 
has average yields and who took 
the 35 per cent diversion, he 
explained, the total payment on 
his production this year would 
come to about $72.50 a bale.

"Is it worth this much to the 
country to try to save cotton?”  
he asked.

while— if we can see genuine 
promise that there will be pro­
grams capable o f putting cotton 
on its feet and making it self- 
sufficient within some reason­
able period o f time.

" I f  there is to be such an 
outlook, a greatly expanded pro­
gram of reseach and promotion 
must be at the very heart o f it.”

Mr. Poage said he was de­
lighted when cotton producers 
came to Congress with a self- 
help plan that would give farm­
ers an opportunity to put up the 
dollar a bale for research and 
promotion programs they would 
operate themselves.

He, accordingly, helped bring 
about passage o f the Cotton Re­
search and Promotion Act 
which would make possible such 
a program provided it is approv­
ed in the referendum in early 
December.
