Saturday, May 4 is election day 
here in Texas, ajid voters will go to 
the polls to be faced with a king- 
sized ballot and many candidates 
from whom he must make a choice.

For Quitaque voters, the only 
local race that is contested is that 
of the sheriff’s race. Incurnbent 
Vinson Smith is up for reelection 
and he is opposed by J. C. Fowler.

District Attorney John Stapleton 
is up for reelection with no oppo­
nent, as is County Attorney J. W. 
Lyon. Jr.

In the State Representative 
race, incumbent J. M. (Red) Simp­
son is opposed by Marion Bruce 
in that contest.

The race for governor of the 
State of Texas is drawing more 
attention than any other and voters 
have a wide choice in that contest. 
Ten candidates are listed on the 
ballot in the race for governor, 
but probably four of these men will

get a lion’s share of the total vote.
Voters also will have three propo­

sitions on the ballots on which they 
may express their opinion—voters 
will not be voting these into law ( 
voting them DOWN—but will oni 
be expressing their own opinion i 
to whether they think these iten 
should or should not be made law

The first proposition concerns tl 
sale of liquoi' by the drink in w i 
areas. Voters will indicate whetii 
they are for or against the sale of 
liquor by the drink in wet areias.

The second proposition concerr-' 
horse racing with pari-imutuel wa 
ering on a local option basis.

The t h i r d  proposition conceri 
the passing of a law creating tl 
Texas Dairy Commision with tl 
power to regulate and fix the pri< 
of retail and wholesale price of 
milk. Voters will indicate whether 
or not they favor such a law.

The note can be amortized over a 
long period of time at 5 percent 
interest.

'The other type of loan can be 
made to low income persons who 
do not necessarily have to be sixty- 
two or older who have a deed to 
their property. With these funds 
anything that may be hazardous to 
the health of the occupants can be 
corrected. This would perhaps en­
tail putting on a new roof, new 
screens or digging a cespool.

This loan has an interest rate of 
4 percent and can be amortized 
over a period of up to fifteen yers. 
Much can ibe done through these 
two housing programs to alleviate 
the inadequate housing that many 
of our Senior Citizens and low in­
come people must live in.

Step 1. PREPARE THE BASE 
— your patio area care-

Remove the 
t”.if c.nd at least four inches 
If top soil. Compact loose soil 
v/i;h a tamper or heavy roller. 
Pf-co a smcoth, level one-inch 
layer of saud pi*ovide firm, 
even svq-ixntt for your patio.

Step 2. SET THE FORMS — 
Your concrete patio can be 
laid out in almost any shape: 
square, circle, diamond, or free 
form. For a 4-inch thick slab, 
use 2x4 boards on edge, nailed 
to lx2-inch stakes driven firmly 
into the ground. The top edge 
of the forms will be the sur­
face grade of your patio. Be 
sure that water will drain prop­
erly.

Step 3. ORDER CONCRETE 
— After the base is prepared 
and forms set, call your local 
ready - mixed concrete dealer. 
Tell him the size patio you are 
building and that you want to 
use concrete with 6 percent 
air-entrainment. He will deliver 
enough concrete to do the job. 
Be sure to have enough help 
ready to place . the concrete 
when it arrives. Wait until you 
are ready to place the concrete 
before calling the ready-mix 
company.

Step 4. P L A C E  CON- 
CRETE — Place tlie concrete 
as near as possible in its final 
position. Don't spread it from 
one central puc. S p a d e  the 
concrete thoroughly to help con­
solidate it. Afier the concrete 
is placed, strike it eff with a 
2x4 resting on the forms as 
shown hero. ITiis insures a fiat, 
level patio s u r f a c e. Keep 
enough concrete ahead of the 
2x4 to fill in all low snots.

For best re­
sults keep it wet for at least 
six days after placing or cover 
it with a plastic film as shown 
here.

LANDING A FISH

With screwworm cases on the up­

swing, livestock producers are now 
in a critical period.

This year the first case in Texas 
was confirmed on March 26, and 
more cases are being reported. One 
of the major causes for this early 
infestation was the movement of 
cattle from the interior of Mexico 
into tne northern barrier zone for 
better pastures. Warm weather, hu­
midity, and a lage number of wild 
flowers, weeds and grasses are al­
so adding to the possibility of more 
screwworms moving into Texas.

All livestock bwaiers are urged to 
check their animals oil d day-to- 
day basis., They should examine 
and treat all wounds on their livei- 
stock. Injuries can be kept to a 
minimum by cheeking fences, pens, 
and chutes f ,or protruding nails 
wires or splinters. Navel wounds 
ot newborn animals should be

treated and rechecked frequently.

It is also important to control ex­
ternal parasites b y spraying o r 
dipping the animals with a recom­
mended insecticide. For further in­
formation, producers can pick up a 
copy of “Texas Guide for Controll­
ing External Parasites on Live­
stock and Poultry’’, (Leaflet 256).

Worms taken from wounds slidUld 
be sent to the Missiori ScrewWorhi 
Laboratory for identification. Live­
stock owners who need vials for the 
larval samples should contact the 
county agent’s office.
