TO BE HELD SOON

Bicyclers from Quitaque for
Briscoe County and bicyclers from
Turkey for Hall County will ride
to raise funds for Cancer research
Saturday, June 3.

Now is the time for homeowners
to start inspecting their trees for
bagworms.

Bagworms feed- on the foliage
of many trees, especially the ever-
green varieties. Several trees in
the Briscoe County area were
badly damaged by these pests last
year. Small bagworms hatch in
late spring or early summer from
old bags left on the tree during
the winter. Young worms spin sil-

are first observed. Chemical con-
trols are not effective on the old-
er and larger bagworms. A few
insecticides are available locally
for use on bagworms. The home-
owner should read the label to
insure proper application rates
and to be certain that the tree
being treated will not be damaged
by the insecticide.
