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High court declines to hear Schiavo case
SUPREME LETDOWN: Schindlers running out of 
options to get their daughter’s feeding tube reinserted.

W A SH IN G T O N  (A P ) —  T h e  Suprem e 
C ourt was the last stop for Terri Sch iav o ’s 
parents in a federal court system that rejected 
them  at every turn.

T h e  justices’ refusal to intervene T hu rs­

day was no surprise: R ight-to-die questions 
have long been  the dom ain o f the states, 
w hich give doctors and spouses wide latitude 
to  navigate difficult questions o f  life and 
death w hen som eone is incapacitated.

“T h e  d eterm ination  w hether som eone 
wishes to  live a quality o f life, such as that o f

Terri Schiavo’s, is generally a very private de­
cision ,” said Janicem arie Vinicky, director o f 
biom edical ethics at W ashington Hospital.

“From the Suprem e C ourt perspective, 
leg is la to rs g en era lly  do n o t m ake good 
health  care decisions because o f the politics 
involved,” she said.

T h e  Suprem e C ourt has m led that the 
term inally ill have a constitu tional right to 
die, but that right is no t absolute. It held 
in 1990  that states may impose high legal 
burdens on families to show that a patient

would have wanted to  die.
In  m aking th a t  d e term in atio n , states 

have passed laws placing a premium on the 
m edical judgm ent o f doctors. O thers also 
establish a pecking order that puts the wishes 
o f spouses before those o f parents, children 
or siblings.

T h e  rationale is that spouses have a legal 
responsibility to each  other, and their health  
choices will im pact each  other the most.

S in ce  the legal battle over Schiavo began 
in 1998, Florida’s state courts have repeatedly

found th at M ich ael Sch iav o  proved w ith 
“clear and co n v in cin g ” evidence th at his 
wife Terri had indicated before she becam e 
severely brain-dam aged in 1 9 9 0  th at she 
would n o t w ant to be kept on  artificial life 
support.

H e testified that she made that position 
clear after she saw a T V  program involving 
an end-of-life story. Doctors also testified that 
she was in a “persistent vegetative state” w ith

Iraq war forum draws 
large crowd, discussion

In  a H olden H all classroom filled 
to  a far higher capacity than the fire 
m arshal w ould prefer, professors, 
students and Lubbock com m unity 
members gathered to  hear the first 
o f a four-part series focused on issues 
pertaining to the war in  Iraq.

T h e  series, w hich was initiated  
by faculty m embers, is titled  “T h e  
Iraq Education P ro ject,” and aims to 
inform the community about the war, 
especially issues left out o f media cov­
erage, said Dr. Ted Reid, a professor 
at the Texas T ech  U niversity H ealth  
Scien ces Center.

“W e want to get people talking 
about the war,” he said. “W e want 
to inform people w hat we are doing, 
why we are doing it and what we are 
going to  do about it.”

R e id  said h e  and o th e r  T e c h  
faculty members believe they should 
do som ething to further knowledge

and understanding o f world relations 
among students and the community.

“W e need to  get students th in k ­
ing —  this is their lives we’re talking 
abou t,” h e  said. “Yet no one else is 
discussing the issue.”

T h e  first discussion focused on  the 
hum an costs o f the Iraq war. C atherine 
Miller, a T ech  history professor, opened 
th e  d iscu ssion  by asking peop le to  
th ink  about what is at stake as the war 
continues.

“W h a t is a t stak e today? W h a t 
has happened since our cu rrent war 
began?” she prompted. “W h o  is fight­
ing this war? A re you going to  fight 

this war?”
T h e  discussion featured two videos 

and two speakers, bo th  o f whom have 
just returned from serving in Iraq.

C orina Estrada, a sophomore nurs­
ing m ajor from Perry ton, said she be­
lieves the movies added m uch needed 
effects to the discussion.

A fte r  a sta te  sen ate  co m m ittee  
approves Jo h n so n , th e  state senate 
w ill vote on  w hether he should be 
approved for the Suprem e C ourt o f 
Texas.

If Johnson is approved, he would be 
sworn into his new position the week 
o f A pril 11.

Gov. R ick  Perry appointed Jo h n ­
son , th e  c h ie f  ju s tic e  o f  th e  1 7 th  
D istrict Court o f Appeals in Am arillo, 
on M arch 15 in the T ech  Sch o o l o f 
Law courtroom .

B ria n  S h a n n o n , associate  dean

H O U S T O N  (A P ) —  T h e  truck 
driver charged in the n a tio n ’s dead­
liest smuggling attem pt has avoided 
the death penalty  —  for now —  but 
faces a possible life sen tence for his 
role in the deaths o f  19 people.

Jurors on  W ednesday spared the 
life o f Tyrone W illiam s, 34 , because 
they  could  n o t agree on  w hether 
he bore d irect responsibility for the 
deaths. Instead, he was convicted  

• on  3 8  counts o f transporting illegal 
imm igrants.

“W e don’t give the death penalty 
in  th is cou ntry  for an  a c c id e n t ,” 
defense attorney C raig W ashington 
said Wednesday. “Tragedies happen 
every day. But every tragedy is not 
a crim e.”

U .S .  D is t r ic t  Ju d g e  V a n e ssa  
G ilm ore declared a m istrial on  20 
cou nts o f  consp iracy  and h arbor­
ing a fter th e  jury d eadlocked  on  
th e  charges during 2 1/2 days o f 
deliberations.

M ore th an  70 illegal imm igrants 
were cram m ed into  W illiam s’ trailer 
at the M ex ican  border for a journey 
th a t was supposed to  hav e tak en  
them  to H ouston.

T h e Student G overnm ent A s­
sociation m et Thursday to discuss 
issues facing Texas Tech students, 
including student organization fund­
ing, the library’s pay-to-print policy, 
the future o f off-campus buses and 
parking citations.

A llo c a tin g  funds to  stu d ent 
organizations that appealed to sena­
tors was a priority at the meeting. 
Student organizations who missed 
deadlines or did not perform the 
budget process correctly  must go 
through an appeals process to be 
considered for funding.

T h e senate passed Senate Reso­
lution  4 0 .3 5 , w hich outlines the 
need  for stud ent rep resen ta tion  
on  th e  u n iv ersity ’s L ibrary  U se 
Fee C om m ittee . T h is  com m ittee 
is responsible for determining the 
library fee students are required to 
pay each  semester. A ccording to 
the resolution, the fee has risen from 
$60  in 2001-2002  to $225 this year. 
T h e  library has recommended a $ 15 
per semester increase to the fee for 
2005-2006.

Joel Brant, senator for the gradu­
ate sch oo l, said he thou ght the

resolution presented a positive idea. 
T h e resolution does not say the library 
should n o t hav e the p ay -to -p rin t 
policy; it suggests students should be 
involved in the process of determining 
library fees.

“It does address the problem — the 
problem of com m unication,” he said.

T h e re  is no o ffic ia l lim ita tio n  
placed on the am ount o f tim e that 
can elapse between citations for the 
same offense, according to the resolu­
tion. T h e  resolution recommends an 
amendment to the policy so a citation 
for a single offense may only be issued 
once per calendar day.

Fow ler said he does n o t th in k  
Traffic and Parking employees give 
more than one citation  for a single 
offense. T h is resolution is a way to 
ensure abuse of the lapse in policy 
does not occur.

Som e senators brought up co n ­
cern s regarding th e  am end m en t, 
including that Buddy Knox, director 
o f Traffic and Parking, had not been 
contacted about the resolution.

Brant said the resolution was only 
a recom mendation and the final deci­
sion about changing the university’s 
operating policy rests with the Board 
o f Regents.

John Gotti, in his final criminal acts as a 
free man, desperately plotted to bribe ju­
rors and intimidate wimesses at the 1992 
Brooklyn trial that put him behind bars 
for the rest of his life, according to allega­
tions in long-buried FBI documents.

The last-ditch efforts by the Dapper 
Don included the hiring of two or three 
private investigators “to aid in wimess/ 
juror identification” while the trial was 
under way, according to the documents, 
released to T h e Associated Press in 
response to a Freedom of Information 
A ct request.

Jurors in the case were kept anony­

mous and sequestered in an undisclosed 
hotel because of tampering by G otti in 
earlier trials.

“Members and associates o f the 
G am b ino  crim e fam ily have been  
actively seeking to identify both jurors 
and wimesses in an attempt to influence 
their decisions in regard to this case,” said 
a Feb. 10,1992, FBI memo designated as 
“routine.”

In a sense, it was routine: This was not 
G otti’s first try at buying his freedom.

A  juror at his first federal racketeer­
ing trial in 1987 was convicted of taking 
$60,000 to successfully convince fellow 
panelists of the mob boss’ innocence.

And at his 1990 trial for allegedly order­
ing a hit on a union official, information 
on jurors was fimneled to Gotti through 
a corrupt New York City detective. No 
jurors were charged in that case.

The tainted acquittals earned Gotti 
his other sobriquet, the “Teflon Don” —  
which became the “Velcro Don” when 
he finally was convicted of racketeering 
and murder in April 1992. He died 10 
years later in a federal prison.

Details o f the purported scheme 
were revealed in the 274 pages of FBI 
documents. Though heavily edited, they 
offer hew glimpses into the last-ditch 
efforts of the Gambinos to keep their

boss out of jail.
According to the Febmary memo, 

G otti’s cronies ran down license plate 
numbers as they hunted for jurors or 
wimesses who might be paid off or 
scared off.

Gotti’s trial attorney, Albert Krieg­
er, was dismissive of the latest jury 
tampering story.

“I think it’s ridiculous,” he said in 
a telephone interview from Florida. 
“If I took every story I’d heard about 
John Gotti, and put it on a sheet of 
paper and then into a file drawer, I’d 
have' 20 cabinets filled. To me, it’s 
preposterous.”

This case is something 1 have

Her court- 
appointed doctors say she is in  a 
persistent vegetative state with no 
hope o f recovery.

In  arguirig th is issue, m any 
point to the fact th at most o f the 
doctors have pronounced Schiavo 
b ra in  dead w ith  n o  a b ility  to  
recover.

However, according to Salem  
Radio N etw ork News, the doctor 
M ichael Schiavo, Terri’s husband, 
hand-picked to look at Terri is a

“right to die” activist and a featured 
speaker at the H em lock Society.

C N N  reported the request filed 
by Florida authorities in state court 
to intervene (though denied Thu rs­
day) argued new inform ation sug­
gests S c h ia v o ’s c o n d it io n  m igh t 
have been misdiagnosed. T h e  peti­
tion  was filed by the Florida D epart­
m ent o f C hildren and Fam ilies and 
said a neurologist w ho exam ined  
S c h ia v o ’s m ed ical record s found 
she was “m ost likely in  a state o f 
m inimal consciousness,” rather than 
the previously diagnosed persistent 
vegetative state.

T r a d it io n a lly , p e rso n s  p r o ­
nounced “brain dead” are in a sort 
o f com atose state and dependent 
on a respirator. T h is is because the 
brain approaches a 100 percent loss 
o f functional capacity.

Sch iav o  is different. Her brain 
still tells her lungs to breathe, her 
eyes to blink  and even to cry.

A s reported by C N N , “T h ere is 
no denying the absolute tragedy that 
has befallen Mrs. Sch iavo,” the 11th 
U .S . C ircuit Court o f Appeals ruling 
said. “However, we are called upon 
to make a co llective, ob jective deci­
sion concerning a question o f law.”

T h a t’s the real argument —  what 
should the law be in this case?

In  the b ill passed by Congress, 
w hich  put th e  case under federal 
ju risd iction , legislators stated, “It 
has taken  our n a tio n  m any years 
to make good on  its com m itm ent 
to  equal ju s tice  for persons w ith

p rofou n d  c o g n itiv e  d is a b ilit ie s . 
U nless the state o f Florida retains 
the power to protect the rights of 
its most vulnerable citizens ... the 
14th  A m endm ent’s guarantees will 
apply only those who are capable of 
defending them  on  their ow n.”

T h e  parallel here is simple. I f  a 
ch ild  is born brain  dead but w ith 
properly functioning body systems, 
do the parents hav e the right to 
w ith h o ld  n o u rish m en t from  th e  
ch ild  so that the baby may die?

M ost people, 1 be lieve, would 
say no. Perhaps it is because a baby 
has no t led a full life and Schiavo 
has, but th a t’s a d istinction without 
a difference.

W h a t we are asking w ith this 
issue is: W h at is the nature o f our 
ex isten ce? A t w hat p o in t are we 
“alive?”

A d d itionally , S c h ia v o ’s d eath  
will no t be a quick process, taking 
only a few days, as some seem  to 
think. Doctors have said Terri would 
die w ith in one or two weeks after 
rem oval o f the feeding tube, n o t 
mere days.

1 think that, more than anything, 
this case helps us better understand 
our own views o f life and hum an 
existence.

Fundam entally, the question is 
raised w hether there is some true 
purpose for ou r liv es . I b e lie v e  
there is, and allowing som eone to 
die o f  d ehyd ration  becau se they  
ca n ’t feed them selves undermines 
w h atev er purpose m ay e x is t  for 
Sch iav o’s life.

It is no t that her biological sys­
tems will cause her to die. It is the 
rem oval o f h er food source. T h e  
fact that she has lived for the past 
15 years w ith a feeding tube proves 
this point.

A gain, the parallel is simple. W e 
are not arguing about the rem oval of 
“life support” but o f “nourishm ent.” 
Schiavo will no t die because her or­
gans stop functioning on  their own. 
Sh e  will die o f neglect.

W e want to  keep tu ition reason­
ably priced , n o t to  ensure T exas 
residents can  get a college educa­
t io n .B u t  we w ant to  en su re we 
don’t, as one o f our newly-appointed 
regents remarked in a W ednesday

UD article, “Price ourselves out o f 
the m arket.”

W h ile  I am  sure th e  re g e n t’s 
intentions are honorable, his use o f 
the word “m arket” reveals the un­
derlying m entality. College-bound 
high school graduates are not a com ­
m odity for w hich to be com peted 
to fund a university. M oney itself 
has becom e the end to w hich the 
m eans o f  research and edu cation  
are employed.

U niversities are supposed to be 
institutions in the pursuit o f truth 
for the pure purpose of knowledge, 
n o t for the purpose o f  eco n o m ic 
gain. 1 understand a university needs 
fin ancial resources to  provide for 
education and research, and perhaps 
it’s in this interest th at acquisition 
o f m oney has becom e such a huge 
concern.

B u t if  t h i s js  th e  case, why is

it th at any financial co n tribu tion  
to  T e ch  is h e ad lin e  new s, w hile 
the research  th a t w arranted th at 
contribu tion is a mere blurb in the 
article, or not m entioned at all?

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Steroids a concern for workout buffs

Bigger, stronger and faster are 
qualities revered in athletes. However, 
pressure to be the best causes some 
athletes to resort to steroid abuse.

“Now 1 wonder if (th e  a th lete) 
is actually that strong and fast,” said 
Ryan Jacobs, a senior chemistry major 
from San A ntonio.

Jacobs said he does not believe 
athletes who use steroids should be 
compared to baseball icons like Babe 
Ruth.U sing perform ance-enhancing 
drugs gives players an unfair advan­
tage, adding it does not frustrate him  
that people use steroids. He said men 
w ith excess muscles look huge and 
gross.

Jacob s played foo tb a ll and ran 
track in high school and took creatine, 
an over-the-counter supplement com ­
monly used to build lean mass. He said 
using the supplement was com m on 
for people because it can be found at 
many health food stores.

Jacobs said the only problem with 
creatine is someone taking the supple­
m ent must stay hydrated.

According to W ebM D.com , there

has not been enough research on cre­
atine to thoroughly know the effects, 
and it is not FD A  approved.

T h e supplement can cause dehy­
dration, nausea, electrolyte im bal­
an ces and h e a t-re la te d  illn esses, 
according to W ebM D.com .

K en  M urray, sen io r a sso cia te  
director for sports medicine, was an 
athletic trainer for nine years. He said 
if an athlete tests positive for steroid 
use, they are suspended for one year. 
A fter a year’s suspention, the athlete 
may be reinstated after passing a drug 
test. T h e same rules apply for street 
drugs, he said.

“(Steroid abuse) can really create 
serious h e a lth  problem s,” M urray 
said.

It is impossible for athletic trainers, 
physicians or sports medicine special­
ists to know the side effects that may 
occur 10 to 15 years from the time a 
person takes a supplement or steroid.

According to W ebM D , anabolic 
steroids are used to increase the mus­
cle mass in a person’s body. A nabolic 
steroids contain  the male hormone 
testosterone and ca n  be taken  by 
mouth or injected.

A lthou gh anab olic steroids are

dangerous if used to become stronger 
or larger, doctors prescribe them  for 
several uses, including delayed pu­
berty and testicular issues, according 
to the W eb site.

A nabolic steroids are also used 
to treat people suffering from A ID S 
who are losing muscle mass. T h e 
steroid can also be administered to 
treat certain kinds of anemia and 
for people w ho ca n n o t produce 
testosterone on their own, according 
to the W eb site.

A cco rd in g  to  W eb M D .com , 
abusers o f  an a b o lic  steroids are 
know n to  take doses as m uch as 
100 tim es higher than  the am ount 
prescribed by physicians.

T h ere  are m any possible nega­
t iv e  c o n s e q u e n c e s  to  ab u sin g  
steroids. A cco rd in g  to  the W eb 
site , an ab o lic  steroids abuse may 
cau se th e  p ro d u ctio n  o f excess 
p ro tein s, w hich  can  cause liv er 
tum ors.

O th e r  co m m o n  side e ffe c ts  
inclu de m ood swings, baldness, 
excessiv e  o il p ro d u ctio n , acn e , 
m ania, delusions, v io len t aggres­
sion and h eart a ttacks, accord ing 
to  th e  W eb site.

“I actually came for history extra 
credit,” she said. “But it was really inter­
esting. I have a friend from home who 
was killed in the war, so the movies were 
really cool.”

Estrada said the event was informa­
tive and said she believes more students 
should be informed about both the war 
and the world.

“There is not enough information 
out there. (The soldiers) are fighting for 
the United States and I think the U.S. 
has a right to know.”

One of the speakers, Jacob Patton, is 
concluding six years in active reserve and 
talked about the misinformation he was 
given when joining the service, but said 
he didn’t regret his experiences because 
he was forced to quickly mature.

“I got a crash course in growing up 
real quick,” he said. “I grew up in Plano 
with a silver spoon up my ass. I don’t 
regret (joining the military) at all.”

Patton fielded questions regarding 
what constitutes a volunteer army, ulte­

rior motives behind the war, how the world 
has changed since Sept. 11,2001, and gave 
accounts of his personal experiences while 
in the service.

Shawn litis, a senior history major from 
Possum Kingdom, said he came to the 
discussion to learn more about the war and 
hear alternative opinions.

“I am interested in getting multiple 
perspectives on the war in Iraq,” he said. “I 
got another perspective.”

Isaac Garnett, the second speaker at the 
discussion, was in active reserve when Sept. 
11,2001, occurred. He said though he is a 
Muslim and he knew when entering the war 
he would inadvertently be fighting other 
Muslims, he still felt he needed to go.

‘You h^ve to keep your word,” he said. 
“I am proud to have served, very proud to 
have served.”

Garnett said not all his experiences in 
the service make him as proud.

“It was a horrendous, heart-wrenching, 
life altering experience,” he said. “People 
come home damaged, people come home 
broken and people don’t come home.”

He said what bothers him the most 
about the war is many Americans are not 
informed.

The videos displayèd emotional and 
physical injuries soldiers receive while 
serving their country and the opinion that 
the United States needs to take care of 
the people in Iraq and the people coming 
home.

The discussion brought out men and 
women, freshman and seniors, professors 
and students, children and adults and 
military and non-military community 
members.

Henry Matthews, a Tech art profes­
sor, said the turnout was impressive and 
hopes more come to hear the final three 
discussions.

“We need more discussion —  the 
soldiers want more discussion. To ask a 
question is not unpatriotic.”

Estrada said she is ready to learn more 
about the war and plans to attend the next 
installment of the series.

“After hearing (the speakers), I realized 
I haven’t kept up with the war, and then 
I realized I should keep up with the war,” 
she said.

The second part of the series will take 
place March 29 in Holden Hall room 150 
and will discuss the moral dilemmas of pre­
emptive war, torture and occupation.

W hen a Tech student succeeds, his 

achievement reflects positively on the 
university, Quinn said.

“It is always good to have alumni 
reach high positions (and for them) to 
succeed in their field,” he said.

If a judge wants to he appointed to 
the Texas Supreme Court, they must 
first fill out a lengthy application, C^uinn 
said.

Against Oklahoma State in the Big 12 
Conference Tournament, UCLA in the 
first round of the NCAA Tournament and 
Gonzaga in the second round, Tech was able 
to overcome a deficit to win or come close 
against its opponent.

In this matchup, however, the Raiders 
were tied with the Mountaineers at 32 during 
halftime. The reason it was tied, though, is 
Tech’s 11 -2 run capped off by a 3-pointer by 
Marshall with three minutes remaining.

T h e  first thing the Lady Raiders plan to do in P h ila ­
delphia is eat a cheese steak sandwich.

T h a t could be tough, considering Tennessee co ach  
Pat Su m m itt just becam e the w inningest co ach  in  co l­
lege basketball, surpassing D ean Sm ith  w ith her 880'^ 
win in the second round Monday.

T h e  Lady Vols also are am ong the top w om en’s 
basketball programs in the nation , but the Lady Raiders 
are n o t intim idated.

TTie Lady Raiders missed last year’s Sw eet 16. TTiis

year, the  team  is thrilled  to be back where it expects to. 
be every year, but the players are no t going to let this 
be the apex o f their season.

“It did disappoint us a lot that we didn’t m ake it to 
the Sw eet 16 last yesff, arid we’re trying to take advantage

T h e  Kansas C ity  region is the only oth er region w ith 
all four teams in the Top 25.

T h e  strength o f the region can  be seen on an E SPN , 
com  poll. Philadelphia was voted the toughest region 
receiving 3 8  percent o f 26,500-p lu s votes.

G ettin g  through the region will be a tough test for 
all four teams, and T ech  is hoping to be the one to  pull 
what most would consider an upset and advance to the 
Final Four in Indianapolis.

A  victory against the Lady Vols would send Sum m itt 
hom e unexpectedly early, bring extra a tten tio n  to the 
Lady Raiders and serve as an opportunity to  make the 
program stronger.
