Dennis Thatcher, executive vice president and
chief operating officer for Mission Broadcasting,
said because of shared services and joint sales agree-
ments, the two companies have financial interests
in each other.

Nexstar is the larger
corporation and handles

Tech officials work

to create unified logo

The public image of Texas Tech
is affected by visual communication
with internal and external audiences.
Tech officials are aiming to create a
more unified approach to communi-
cation by changing the guidelines
regarding logos for the academic
entities on campus.

Lynn Denton, vice chancellor.

for communications and marketing,
said under the current
guidelines, each college,
school and department of
the university is allowed
to have its own logo. She
said the university would
no longer allow individu-
al logos to be used.

“We're going to start
using one sophisticated
...academic logo,” she
said. “We’re going to stop
using those individual logos all over
campus.”

The new guidelines will offer
consistency in all academic aspects
of the university through a new logo,
which incorporates the university
seal and shield.

The university seal was hand-
drawn in 1923, Denton said. Graphic
designers updated the seal to create
a 21st century look. The seal will
be used on official communication
from academic offices including the
president and the provost.

Denton said the shield in the
center of the seal would serve as the
academic logo that will be used by
academic entities on campus.

“The inside of the shield is a seal,”
she said. “That will be paired with
the name ‘Texas Tech University’
to create the visual identity for our
academic unity.”

Denton said each college or
school would be able to customize
the logo by adding the college name.
to the shield.

Paige Holland, the
coordinator of special
projects and licensing
in the athletics depart-
ment, said the university
hired a company to study
the Tech brand, logos
and symbols. She said
the university was given
suggestions to strengthen
Tech’s image.

“The whole univer-
sity is going through a new branding
initiative,” she said.

The entire campus will use the
double-T symbol, the university seal
and a shield, she said. The university
should implement the new brand
guidelines by June.

Holland said the double-T was
developed as an athletic symbol and
is controlled by the athletic depart-
ment, but can be used by the rest of
campus.

England pleads guilty to inmate abuses at Abu Ghraib

FORT HOOD (AP) — Pfc. Lynndie England, the young woman
pictured grinning and giving a thumbs-up in some of the most notorious
photos to come out of the Abu Ghraib scandal, pleaded guilty Monday
to mistreating prisoners, saying she let her comrades talk her into going

along with the abuse.

Wearing her dress green Army uniform and speaking somberly in a soft
voice, the 22-year-old Army reservist told the judge she initially resisted
taking part in the abuse at the Baghdad prison, but ultimately caved in

to peer pressure.

“I had a choice, but I chose to do what my friends wanted me to,” she

said, entering her pleas a day before the start of her trial.

The charges carry up to 11 years in prison, but prosecutors and the

defense reached an agreement for a lesser sentence, the length of which
was not released. A military jury will convene on Tuesday to determine her

U.S. prosecutor: migrant traffickers enslaving undocumented workers

MEXICOCITY (AP) — Migrant traffickers are
using the increasingly large flow of undocumented
migrants into the United States to selectively en-
slave some of those workers, often as prostitutes or

field hands, a U.S. Justice Department anti-slavery *

prosecutor said Monday.

Traffickers’ “safe houses” — homes where
migrants are held pending payment of smugglers’
fees — not only are becoming more common in
U.S. border states, but also now sometimes involve
more than a few days of captivity.

The prolonged captivity is contributing to
more than 16,000 estimated cases of slavery in the
United States each year, Justice Department at-
torney Lou DeBaca told reporters in Mexico City,

where he is looking to increase cooperation with
Mexican officials in prosecuting such cases.

The 16,000 figure represents enslaved migrants
from all over the world, but “a very large percent-
age of those” are Mexicans, DeBaca said.

He explained how regular migrant smuggling
“can ripen into a slavery situation.”

“There’s such a large movement of people
north, that it’s easy to move people within that
stream to enslave them as well,” he said. “You
can slip people into the migrant stream, fully
intending to enslave them, (though) they might
not know it.”

DeBaca described one recent case in which
police raided a group of trailers in Texas used as
safe-houses by migrant traffickers. They found four
Mexican women who had been forced to serve

there for months as concubines.

“The four were held as slaves to serve as concu-
bines for the alien smugglers, to cook, clean, and
then at night be raped by the alien smugglers,”
DeBaca said.

“Those women thought they were going north
like any other women, but alien smugglers kind
of plucked them out and held them over the long
term,” he said, noting many such cases probably
go unnoticed.

“If we had not been thinking about trafficking,
we would have simply said ‘there’s a safe house with
a bunch of hostages,” he said of the 2003 case.

DeBaca, the anti-slavery coordinator for the
Justice Department’s human rights division, said
cooperation with victims and Mexican prosecu-
tors is key.

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WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Supreme Court said Monday it will
consider whether colleges and universi-
ties may bar military recruiters from
their campuses without fear of losing
federal funds.

Justices will review a lower court rul-
ing in favor of law schools that restricted
recruiters to protest of the Pentagon’s
policy of excluding openly gay people
from military service.

That ruling, by the Philadelphia-
based 3rd U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals,
invalidated a 1994 federal law requiring
law schools to give the military full ac-
cess or lose their federal funding. The
appeals court ruled the law infringed on
law schools’ free speech rights.

The Supreme Court will hear the
case during its next term, which begins
in October.

The law, known as the Solomon
Amendment, has been controversial for
law schools that have nondiscrimination

policies barring any recruiter from
campus if the organization unfairly
bases hiring on race, gender or sexual
orientation.

“The Solomon Amendment
forces the law school to violate its
own policy and actively support mili-
tary recruiters who come onto campus
to engage in the very discriminatory
hiring practices that the law school
condemns,” wrote the coalition of 31
Jaw schools, known as the Forum for
Academic and Institutional Rights.

The Bush administration coun-
tered in court filings that equal
access to campuses for recruiting is
necessary to fill the military’s legal
ranks “in a time of war.” It said the
law does not violate free speech
rights because schools are free to
protest so long as they are willing to
forgo federal research dollars, which
amount to hundreds of millions at
some schools.
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Texan among those
arrested in kidnapping

VICKSBURG, Miss. (AP) — A
man and a woman were arrested
Monday in South Carolina on charg-
es they abducted two Vicksburg teens
at knifepoint.

Warren County Sheriff Martin
Pace said the teens, a 16-year-old
girl and a 17-year-old boy, identi-
fied themselves to authorities after
a car wreck in Laurens, S.C., early
Monday.

Pace said the two were being
treated at a South Carolina hospital
but were expected to be released. Pace
declined to identify the teens.

Arrested by South Carolina state
police and charged with Sunday’s al-
leged kidnapping were Ronald Wayne
Shugart, 39, of Coolidge, Texas, and
Norma Lisa Thiem, 40, of Florence, .
S.C., the sheriff said. Coolidge is
about 75 miles south of Dallas.

Officials at the Laurens County,
S.C., Jail said Shugart was being
treated in the emergency room
at the Laurens County Hospital.
Shugart was listed in stable condi-
tion in the emergency room, but the
spokesman had no information on
whether Thiem required treatment
at a hospital.

DULUTH, Ga. (AP) — The
jilted groom whose bride-to-be ran
away four days before their wedding
still wants to marry Jennifer Wil-
banks, saying, “Haven’t we all made
mistakes?”

“Just because we haven'’t walked
down the aisle, just because we
haven’t stood in front of 500 people
and said our I Do’s, my commitment
before God to her was the day I
bought that ring and put it on her
finger, and I'm not backing down
from that,” John Mason said Monday
in an interview with Fox News’ Han-
nity & Colmes show.

It was Mason’s first public state-
ment since he learned on the morn-
ing of his scheduled wedding day that
his fiancee had gotten cold feet.

As her family and friends feared
the worst, police say Wilbanks cut
her hair and took a Greyhound bus to
Las Vegas to back out of a lavish, 600-
guest wedding planned for Saturday.
She then went on to Albuquerque,
N.M., where she eventually called
Mason and police from a pay phone
at a 7-Eleven, saying she had been
kidnapped. She later said it simply
was a case of cold feet.

South Korea, Japan
play down weapons

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) —
South Korea and other Asian govern-
ments on Monday played down the
significance of North Korea’s latest
missile test, saying it involved a short-
range weapon unable to reach as far
as Japan and with no link to the com-
munist North’s nuclear program.

North Korea apparently test-
fired a missile into the Sea of Japan
Sunday, raising new concerns about
its nuclear intentions just days after
a U.S. intelligence official said the
secretive state had the ability to arm
a missile with a nuclear warhead.

“The missile that North Korea
recently fired is a short-range missile
and is far from the one that can carry
a nuclear weapon,” Deputy Foreign
Minister Song Min-soon said in an
interview with South Korea’s Yonhap
news agency. “This isn’t a case to be
linked to the nuclear dispute.”

Song, who is South Korea’s top
envoy to the nuclear dispute, also
commented on reports that Wash-
ington warned allies that North
Korea might be ready to conduct an
underground nuclear test as early as
June, with Song saying South Korea
had received no such warning.

Last of three African elephants

from Chicago zoo dies after move

CHICAGO (AP) — The last of
three African elephants brought to
Lincoln Park Zoo in 2003 — over
the objections of animal activists
— died shortly following her trans-
fer to a Utah zoo, officials said.

Wankie the elephant’s health
deteriorated en route to Hogle
Zoo in Salt Lake City, and officials
there were forced to euthanized the
36-year-old animal on Sunday. The
cause of death was not immediately
known, but zoo officials were in-
vestigating.

“We wouldn’t expect an elephant
this age to die,” Lincoln Park Zoo
spokeswoman Kelly McGrath said.
“If we did, we might have looked
at alternatives to moving her. We
moved her because it’s not good to
let these animals live alone.”

Wankie was one of three female
elephants acquired by Lincoln Park
Zoo from San Diego in 2003.

At the time, activists with the
People for the Ethical Treatment
of Animals argued that Chicago’s

harsh winters could be harmful to
the elephants. The animals, how-
ever, were kept in a heated struc-
ture whenever

collaborations, the highest
number of collaborations in
the nation, Thatcher said.
There are several markets
where Nexstar and Mission
control large portions of the
market.

In Lubbock, for example,
KLBK-TV and KAMC28-TV
control more than 30 percent
of the market, Thatcher said.

In Wichita Falls, K]TL-TV
and KFDX-TV together con-
trol 58 percent of the market.
In Abilene, KATB-TV and
KRBC-TV control 60 percent
of the market, according to the

Nexstar Web site.

Other states where the collab-
orative team is present are New
York, Pennsylvania, Alabama,
Louisiana, Georgia, Arkansas,
Missouri, Connecticut and Iowa,
according to the Web site.

In these states, too, the two
corporations control a large
share of the market. The largest
portion is in Joplin, Missouri,
where they control more than
67 percent of the market with
the KODE-TV and KSNE-TV
television stations, according to
the Web site.

Nexstar aims to acquire sta-
tions in small- to medium-sized
markets to continue to achieve
lower programming costs, ac-
cording to the Web site.

stations form the technical side. (Mission
Broadcasting), pays them a fee, which varies
based on market size,” he said. “We (also) do
not maintain a sales staff. Nexstar Broadcast-
ing agrees to sell ads on our behalf.”

Nexstar is given a set percentage of
Muission Broadcasting’s ad revenue, but said
he believes Mission keeps most of its own
profits in order to remain a competitive
corporation, Thatcher said.

How are the newsrooms similar?

Despite the similarities, Thatcher
still believes the two stations deliver dif-
ferent and unique news to the viewers.
The stations’ setup causes many employees
to believe the main purpose of the television
stations is not to compete, but to collaborate
to provide news coverage.

Instead of competing like typical news
stations, the stations share cameras, live
satellite trucks, reporters, video coverage and
anewstoom. Business cards from staff mem-
bers have the logos of both stations printed
at the top. KAMC and KLBK staff members
work side by side in the same newsroom with
no discernible separation.

When showing live feeds from the
Newsroom to promote evening Newscasts,
the lights on a sign for one station will be
dimmed while the other is illuminated to
create the appearance of separate news-

tooms.
Under the roof of the same building,
reporters such as Ellen McNamara and Dori
Robau often do increased work, writing one
full-length story for one of the station’s news-
casts and a shorter version for the other.
Todd Reno, KAMC news director, said

these reporters are called swing reporters
because they regularly contribute to both
stations.

Benji Snead, news director for KCBD-
TV (Channel 11), discussed the problems
with this practice.

“That would be a tough job,” he said.
“I'm sure it’s hard for the same news organiza-
tion to compete against itselfand expect the
viewers not to notice.”

Where do the stations rate?

Itisdifficult to determine whether view-
ers have noticed the connection between
KMAC and KLBK because the stations rank
in the middle of the four local newscasts.

KLBK has 15,000 viewers and KAMC
has 14,000 for their 10 p.m. newscasts
Monday through Friday, according to the
Neilson Reports from February that surveyed
viewers 18 and older. The leading station
for this time period was KCBD with 40,000
viewers on average.

According to the 2004 year-end results
release from Nexstar, the two stations rank
No. 147 in size nationally.

Despite beingNo. 2 and No. 3 in ratings,
the recent University Daily Reader’s Choice
Poll rated KLBK and KAMC as third and
fourth respectively in the favorite newscast
category.

Don Richards, a media law lawyer, said
he is concerned one voice would come from
both stations, limiting competition.

“(The) public needs independent (news
organizations),” he said.

Richards said because of the way KLBK
and KAMC share resources and reporters,
they are under one control group.

Shawn Maher, an attorney adviser for
the Federal Communications Commission,
said FCC regulations stipulate no company
can own more than one of the top-four-rated

stations in a small market, or less than eight
stations. He said Lubbock has six television
stations.

However, Maher said, stations owned by
separate parties are exempt from this rule.
Moreover, news stations can be indepen-
dently owned but can share a news staff.

“This is not a problem as long as it
doesn’t constitute control,” he said. “But
this is not a common practice, it’s a money
saver. Both companies save money and still
have full-blown (newscasts).”

Maher said because of the duopoly rules,
he believes the corporations nationwide
merging to gain more control of the market
will not be a long-standing practice.

“These companies are probably trying to
find a way to survive until the new (FCC)
rules go into affect,” he said.

When initially acquiring stations,
Thatcher said Mission Broadcasting primar-
ily takes over stations already lacking in some
aspect, often financially.

Andrew Schwartzman, president and
Chief Executive Officer of Media Access
Project, a national nonprofit public-interest
law firm, said the question of the extent of
control between stations is an issue of the
independence of Mission. He added there
are increasing concerns about Nexstar’s
control.

Schwartzman said there are questions
about whether Mission is independent.

This practice in general has been under
FCC scrutiny, but he could not comment
on this specific situation, Schwartzman
said. However, he said, these and similar
arrangements nationwide create what are
called virtual duopolies.

Virtual duopolies, according toaJan. 11,
2004, article in the Akron Beacon Journal,
allow one company to run two stations in
the same market, even though it technically

does not own both of them.
“It’s two companies on paper,” Reno,

KAMC news director, said.

Are they hurting the viewers?

Critics say allowing one company to
run two stations hurts viewers by limiting
competition to three voices in a small,
Division III market like Lubbock that is
intended for four.

“[Viewers] probably don’t know we are
out of the same market,” Reno said.

Robert Wernsman, an instructor in the
College of Mass Communications at Texas
Tech, compared this situation to competing
newspapers printing similar stories.

“If you're operating two newspapers
under this sort of agreement, you just don’t
expect to see the same story or information
from the same person in what we would
think would be competing companies,”
he said.

Wernsman said his problem with this
practice is its lack of transparency. Rather
than attributing the story to the appropriate
reporter on each station, reporters are recog-
nized on one and not the other, he said.

For example, in a recent story about the
need for Lubbock softball fields, McNamara
conducted all of the interviews accompanied
by one photographer.

When she came back to the newsroom,
she wrote the teleprompter copy for KLBK
and added her voice to the story with her
name being recognized; on KAMC, how-
ever, she wrote the copy for the anchors to
read, and her name was not attached to the
story. Similar video footage and interview
sound bites were used on each station.

Wernsman said the real question in this
situation is why two stations are needed if
one is doing all the work.

Follow the money:

Former KAMC photojournalist
Melanie May, now a distance learning
instructor at Tech, worked at the station
during the 1999 merger. May believes the
two stations could save money by using
fewer resources.

“There was a lot of turnover rate, and
[ don’t know if it’s just this industry, or if it
had alot to do with the merger,” she said.
“People would leave, but they wouldn’t
hire replacements, so I felt I was doing
twice the amount of work because they
wouldn’t rehire people.”

Wernsman, who once owned two
separate newspapers in different markets,
said he often would allow discounts for
advertisers who wanted to buy space in
both newspapers. :

May. said this practice is effective
in business and would allow KLBK and
KAMC to draw in a wider range of
advertisers.

“From a business perspective, you are
saving money and you have twice the
amount of airtime, and your profits — as
far as from advertising perspective —you
can go out and get commercials and air
them on both stations,” she said.

Reno said from a business standpoint,
the merge makes sense.

The joint operation is independent
because the producers are separate and
each channel has its own style. KLBK,
Reno said, has fewer stories, but that go
more in-depth, and KAMC shows more
stories with less depth.

Nexstar and Mission work together in
13 markets nationwide. If the companies
are, in fact, in violation of FCC rulings,
Maher said punishment can range from
a warning to revoking the station’s
license.

“The double-T is an ath-

letic mark,” she said.

According to the guide-
lines for the use of Tech’s
name and logos, the Office
of Intercollegiate Athletics
External Operations regu-
lates, promotes and protects
the use of the university’s
registered marks, both on and
off campus.

The university has many
registered marks including
the Red Raider character, the
three-dimensional double-T
and the Masked Rider on a
horse.

Denton said the double-T
would continue to be used
by the university to promote
spirit, traditions and athletics
as it has done in the past.

“Nothing is changing
with the double-T,” she said.
“We’re not doing away with
the double-T.”

Other universities have
developed similar systems of
branding with a separate logo
for the academic aspects of a
university, Denton said.

Tech is one of the last ma-
jor universities in the country
to make this change and the
change is one that is needed.

“We’re following the same
standard that is being used
throughout the country,” she
said.

Their faces were a little
rounder than those people cutting them
up with machetes and beating them to
death with sticks.

We live in a terrible world. Something
is very wrong when people are killed for
belonging to a different tribe. Something
is wrong when children are slaughtered in
an effort to wipe out the next generation
of a people. Something is wrong when the
lives of black men and women in Africa are
not as important as the lives of Europeans
and Americans.

But the problem is much more wide-
spread than that.

Something is wrong with the world
when a place like the Haven Animal
Shelter in Lubbock has to exist, because
people are too selfish and lazy to take care
of the animals for which they willingly
assumed responsibility, when the sweet-
est, friendliest cats and dogs I've ever met
are forced to live in cages, and the people
who work there have to somehow spread
their time, energy and funding over so
many animals. :

Something is wrong when one out of
two marriages ends in divorce, when one
in three people gets cancer, when children
are abused and neglected by the people
who should be willing to die to protect
them.

Something is wrong when one person
hates another because of his skin color,
ethnicity, religion or sexual orientation.
Something is wrong in a world where
hate is OK. :

The way [ see it, that something that’s
so wrong with the world today — that’s
selfishness. We all, as a society, as a people,
have been trained to take care of ourselves
first. That used to be self-preservation.

Unfortunately, we've preserved our
physical selves far too well, and in the
process we as a people are losing our
humanity.

Everyone on this campus has been
blessed. I know [ have. ’'m in college. I have
a place to live and a reliable vehicle.

I have a wonderful, supportive family
and good friends. [ have a belief system. I
have food in my cupboard and clothes in
my dresser. I have never been truly afraid
for my life. 'm not sure I know the differ-
ence between a gunshot and firecracker
going off.

And [ deserve none of this. All of it
was a gift from God. I just as easily could
have been born in a war-torn country or
to drug-dependent parents.

But I wasn’t. I have been blessed. And
because of this, I owe something to the
world.

benefits even though she already
has been denied. She said she
doesn’t know what else to do.

Furr is the proactive problem
solver of the pair, she said, and he
is the one taking action by setting
up a Web site and putting dona-
tion cans up in local businesses
such as Cricket’s and Cujos.

Antilley said she is grateful
for Furr’s help, but is embarrassed
about making pleas for money.

“I don’t want to beg,” she said
in a tranquil tone. “I don’t want
to come across like that. There
are ways; ['ll get through it.”

While monetary relief has come

back after graduation, she’s having
major surgery in hopes of saving her life.

Bar tabs, tuition expenses and credit card balances
have become the least of this college couple’s finan-
cial burdens. Like more than 12 million young adults
in America, Antilley did not have health insurance.
So, as a bump the size of a grapefruit started to swell

in small, sporadic spurts, she said

she still is waiting for an answer to the prayers that she

will make it through this without experiencing financial

ruin. In the meantime, Antilley has moved back home to

Austin to live with her single mother, who works three
jobs to support them both.

Before cancer, Antilley was an independent woman

whose life was full of friends and fun. She worked and
went to school full time. She had long brown hair, and
fashion was her passion. Now, dealing with her illness
has become her full-time job; Scott and White hospital
in Temple is where she spends most of her time. She
has to depend on others and a collection of hats now
take turns covering her bald head.

her degree to help her father on
his Texas farm; World War II had
negatively affected her family’s
finances and university life was
the last thing on her mind.

‘More than 60 years, one daugh-
ter and three grandchildren later,
Webster decided to finish her
degree. In 2001 she was sitting
at the graduation of one of her
granddaughters from Tech, and
she decided it was time to finish.
Her daughter, late husband and
two granddaughters all were Tech
alumni, and she was ready to join
that collegiate club.

“This incredible inferiority
complex came over me as [ realized
[ was one of the only members of
my family who had not graduated
school,” she said. “I enrolled the
Monday after that graduation.”

Though the price tag on higher
education went up much faster
than new university buildings,
Webster said she has no regrets.
The $3,500 she spent on tuition
this semester was worth it be-
cause she’s finally got her cap and
gown.

At 9 a.m. May 14, Webster,
who was born the same year The
University Daily first published
and Tech began offering classes,
will graduate cum laude with a
bachelor of arts in anthropology
and a minor in English.

As she clutched her red honors
cord, she said she is most proud about
graduating with a 3.66 GPA.

“When I got into this, [ was
really worried I wouldn’t be able
to pass,” she said with a strong
southern accent. “I was afraid I
was too old to be able to remember
anything.”

Peering out through her pre-
scription glasses, Webster said she
sat in the front row of her classes
so she could see clearly. Everyone

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in her classes probably thought
this was because she was old and
senile, she said, but there is more
to the story she tries to disguise.
When she was 6 years old, she
caught scarlet fever, which made
her completely deaf in her right
ear. She gets through classes by
reading lips.

Overcoming her disability
and her age, however, were not
her. greatest challenges. Parking
problems and tuition increases do
not seem to bother her. And, what
proves to be the average student’s
obstacle to success — missing class
— did not get in Webster’s way. In
fact, she has a perfect attendance
record, except for one day.

It was Sept. 11, 2001, and her
oldest grandaughter’s husband,
Kevin Oppenheimer, was on the
54th floor of the south World
Trade Center when the hijacked
plane hit. She skipped class to
wait to hear he had made it out
safely, but she hasn’t played hooky
since.

She said she hopes she has
served as an example to younger
students.
