Same-sex marriage ban
‘may hurt Hispanics most

HOUSTON (AP) — A proposed
constitutional ban on same-sex mar-
riage in Texas could hurt gay Hispanic
couples more than Anglos because
they have more children, make less
money and may not be U.S. citizens,
the National Gay and Lesbian Task
Force said Tuesday. .

The group issued a report derived
from 2000 U.S. Census data on His-
panic same-sex couple households a
week before Texans vote to amend
the state constitution to ban gay
marriage, which is already against
state law.

- The Census data showed that 66
percent of Hispanic female same-sex
couples and 58 percent of Hispanic
same-sex male couples were raising at
least one child. That compares to 32
percent of Anglo lesbian couples and
19 percent of Anglo male couples,
report author Jason Cianciotto said.

Anglo gay couples earn about
$65,000 a year on average, compared
to incomes in the high $30,000s for
gay and lesbian Hispanic couples.

Postage stamps to
take 2-cent increase

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 2-
cent boost in the price of a postage
stamp was approved Tuesday by the in-
dependent Postal Rate Commission.

Under the recommendation, which
now goes to the Postal Service’s Board
of Governors for final action, the cost
of a first-class stamp will go from 37
cents to 39 cents and the postcard
rate will rise a penny to 24 cents. The
Postal Service requested the increase
last April. It is expected to go into
effect in January.

The increase is needed so the post
office can make a $3.1 billion escrow
payment required by Congress. A bill
that would eliminate that payment
and make other changes in postal
operations was approved by the House
but has not yet passed the Senate. The
White House has expressed reserva-
tions about the bill. :

The Postal Service had requested a
5.4 percent increase in all postage rates,
but the rate commission altered some
of the proposals. The matter now goes
back to the Board of Governors.

Iraq accuses Moroccan
in September bombing

~  BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — The gov-
emnment accused a Moroccan in a triple
car bombing in September that killed 60

and offered a reward for his arrest, while
roadside bombs and shootings Tuesday
killed eight people. ' ,

The U.S. military said an Army
soldier was killed by a roadside bomb
in central Iraq, raising to at least 93 the
number of American service members
who died in October, the fourth deadliest
month for the troops in the Iraq war.

The government identified the
Moroccan suspect as Muhsen Khayber,
also known as Abdul Rahim, and said
he was allegedly inyolved in coordinated
suicide bombings in Casablanca on May
16, 2003, that killed 32 people. The claim
could not be independently confirmed.

~ Morocean authorities blamed the
Casablanca attack on al-Qaida, and
launched a crackdown on fundamental-

Bush outlines $7.1 billion flu-fighting strategy

Knowledge of the avian flu’s
effects in other countries has led
to increased U.S. concern and
speculation as to the possibility of
a worldwide pandemic.

President Bush announced his
administration’s plan for prepar-
ing and responding to pandemic
influenza Tuesday at the National
Institute of Health in Bethesda,
Md.

“In a pandemic situation, it
quickly gets to where you saturate
your healthcare resources,” said

- Dr. Patti Patterson, vice president

of Rural and Community Health at
the Texas Tech University Health
Sciences Center. “That’s why pre-
vention items are so important.”

Patterson said the idea with pre-
paring in advance for an outbreak
is similar to the administration’s
preparations and preventative
measures in response to surges in
global terror.

“It’s always one of those things
that you hope doesn’t happen, but
that’s the cycle of these viruses,”
she said. “They mutate, and there’s
a pandemic.”

His announcement included

a three-point plan for improved
global detection and response and
an emergency funding request of
$7.1 billion from the U.S. Congress
to support the plan.

The first of Bush’s goals is to aid
.in global detection efforts.

Lubbock already has a detection
system in place for influenza and
other contagious viruses.

“Clinicians can report early on
the numbers of patients that are
presented with one of six types of
symptoms,” said Tigi Ward, one of
Lubbock’s public health coordina-

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Judge removed
from DeLay’s
criminal case

AUSTIN (AP) — Republican Congress-
man Tom DeLay won his first court battle in
a legal fight with a Democratic prosecutor in
a town known for its liberal ways.

He got the judge booted off the case Tues-
day. Now his lawyers want the trial moved.

DeLay, charged with money laundering
and conspiracy, objected to Judge Bob Perkins
hearing the case because Perkins contributed
to Democrats in the past, including the group
Moveon.org, which waged a “Fire DeLay”
campaign after the then-House majority
leader was admonished by the House ethics
committee.

Judges in Texas are elected, and free to
contribute to candidates and political par-
ties. But DeLay’s legal team argued Perkins
couldn’t fairly hear a trial for someone with
whom he was so obviously politically op-
posed.

DeLay is accused of orchestrating a scheme
that routed corporate donations through his
Texas political action committee to the na-
tional party, which then returned nearly the
same amount back to seven Texas House can-
didates. Use of corporate donations for direct
campaign expenditures is illegal in Texas.

Prosecutors say that money helped elect
a Republican majority in the Texas Legisla-
ture, which then passed a DeLay-engineered
congressional district voting map that led to
more Republicans in Congress.

Although witnesses on both sides testi-
fied Tuesday to Perkins’ reputation as a fair,
honest judge, DeLay’s lawyers successfully
argued that his political activities created the
appearance of bias.

“The public perception of Judge Perkins’
activities shows him to be on opposite sides
of the political fence than Tom DeLay,” said
defense attorney Dick DeGuerin.

Prosecutor Rick Reed argued that DeLay
had to prove the public would have a “rea-
sonable doubt that the judge is impartial”
before Perkins could be removed. “Judges are
presumed to be impartial,” he said.

“There is less media coverage for
these elections,” Richardson said.

“Every one needs to have a posi-
tive voice,” she said.

But she said it seems that fewer
people seem to vote than when she
was young.

“People of my generation seemed

Heightened gas prices not only are
inconveniencing automobile owners,
but companies such as Lubbock’s Ci-
tibus also are feeling the sting.

Shannon Garrett, director of legis-
lative affairs and marketing for Citibus,
said the burden of revolving gas rates
is not one that will be passed onto
Citibus passengers any time soon.

Garrett said rising gas prices were
taken into consideration when the fis-
cal year’s budget was mapped out.

“We are dealing with it as it comes,”
she said. “At this point, we don’t plan
on raising fares.”

Garrett said with the heightened
gas prices, more and more Lubbock
citizens are opting to ride Citibus.

“Ridership in general has in-
creased,” she said. “So, the schedule
is a little tighter.”

Garrett said Texas Tech’s Citibus
drivers are used to dealing with large
crowds and should not have any diffi-
culty handling a growth in the number
of student riders.

“Tech drivers are used to full buses,”
she said. “That’s nothing new.”

She said a previously constructed
contract between Citibus and Tech
would keep the price Tech pays for
Citibus’ services stable — at least for
this academic year.

“We have had a contract with Tech
for the whole year,” she said. “A new
contract will go into effect in August
2006.”

Amanda Perry, a senior photo
communications major, said the
heightened gas prices this semester
have influenced how often she travels

home to Midland.

Perry said she used to travel to her
hometown every couple of weeks, but
recent gas prices have discouraged
such habits.

“I have only been home once this
semester,” she said. '

Gas prices have addltlonally in-
fluenced Perry’s travels around Lub-
bock. ‘
She said her course schedule fea-
tures three-hour gaps in the middle of
her day, yet because of gas prices, she
stays on campus rather than driving
home then having to waste gas travel-
ing back to school.

Chris Cabaniss, a sophomore pub-
lic relations major from Houston, said
the state of gas prices have not deterred
him from using his car when driving
around Lubbock. |

“I haven’t ridden the buses yet
because they stop too much,” Cabaniss
said. “They stop a bunch of places
along the wayj it’s just faster to take
my car.”

He said Lubbock is small enough
that gas prices do not affect his drin
ing routine.

“You can go from one side of Luh
bock to the other on $2 worth of gas,”
he said.

Lubbock’s gas stations were vend-
ing regular unleaded gasoline at an
average price of $2.29 per gallon Tues-
day. During the last several months,
Lubbock gas rates have been hovering
at about Texas’ median gas figures.
The least expensive gas as of Tuesday
was being sold at $2.06 per gallon of
regular unleaded gas in Kingsville and
Sherman, while Tuesday’s highest gas
rates were found in Winters at $2. 59
per gallon. :

New report shows how difficult it can be
to stop roadside bomb attacks in Iraq

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — A day
after releasing new casualty figures
showing that October was the fourth
deadliest month for U.S. forces in the
Iraq war, the military issued a report
Tuesday showing how hard it can
be to prevent the deadliest form of
attack: roadside bombs.The report,
summarizing combat operations in
and around Baghdad over a five-day
period, said U.S. forces had found
several powerful roadside bombs hid-
den in two vehicles on Saturday.

The day before, soldiers caught
three suspected insurgents planting a
bomb along a street and defused it be-
fore it could be used in an attack. On

Thursday, a roadside bomb exploded,
damaging a U.S. patrol, and when its
soldiers chased three Iraqi men into a
nearby home, they found it contained
more bomb-making materials, ‘the
military said.

On Monday, the U.S. command
reported that seven American service
members were killed, six on Monday
and one on Sunday. All of them were
victims of increasingly sophisticated
roadside bombs that have become the
deadliest weapon in the insurgents’
arsenal.

To guard against such attacks,
the military has raised the number of
American troops in Iraq to 157,000
— among the highest levels of the
Iraq conflict.

Most of the combat deaths and
injuries in recent months have been
a result of the increasing use by in-
surgents of sophisticated homemade
bombs. The military refers to those
bombs as “improvised explosive
devices,” or IEDs.

Last Friday, an IED killed Col.
William W. Wood, 44, of Panama
City, Fla. an infantry battalion
commander. He was promoted post-
humously, making him the highest-

ranking soldier killed in action in
the Iraq conflict, according to the
Pentagon

“We see an adversary that contin-

vety deadly and mcreasmgly precise
stand-off type weapons — IEDs, in
particular,” Pentagon spokesman
Lawrence Di Rita told reporters
Monday. “We’re getting more intel-
ligence that’s allowing us to stop more
of these things, find more of them.
So we’re learning from them and the
enemy is learning from us, and it’s
going to be that way for as long as
there is an insurgency.”

The U.S. military death toll for
October is now at least 92, the high-
est monthly total since January, when
106 American service members died
— more than 30 of them in a helicop-
ter crash that was ruled an accident.
Only during two other months since
the war began has the U.S. military
seen a higher toll: in November 2004,
when 137 Americans died, and in
April 2004, when 135 died.

The ongoing violence has killed-a
far greater number of Iraqis.

Bush picks FDIC chair to oversee Gulf Coast recovery

WASHINGTON (AP) — Donald Powell, chairman
of the Federal Deposit Insurance Corp., has been assigned
to oversee the federal government’s disaster recovery
efforts in the Gulf Coast, the Bush administration an-
nounced Tuesday.

Powell, 64, a wealthy contributor to President Bush’s
presidential campaign, will be in charge of the long-term
plans to rebuild the states hit by hurricanes Katrina and
Rita in the late summer. The sluggish federal response to
Hurricane Katrina, the first and most damaging of the two,
particularly has been widely criticized.

Powell will be the administration’s point person for
dealing with Congress, state and local governments, and
private businesses on the hurricane relief efforts. The top
federal official currently overseeing day-to-day Katrina
recovery efforts, Coast Guard Vice Admiral Thad Allen,
will leave that post by year’s end, officials said.

“Don has the leadership, ideas and optimism that the
residents of the Gulf Coast Region deserve,” Homeland
Security Secretary Michael Chertoff said in a statement
announcing Powell’s role.

Some lawmakers from Gulf Coast states had pleaded for
afederal czar-like official to oversee the reconstruction of
the devastated region after Katrina— in part to safeguard
against improprieties in awarding lucrative reconstruction
contracts. In late September, Bush signaled he would do
50, but first wanted local officials to produce a vision for
how they want their rebuilt communities to look.

“I'm really pleased that the president has named a
single, focused federal coordinator for the hurricane recov-
ery effort,” said Sen. David Vitter, R-La., who was among
officials pushing the White House to create the post.

ButRep. Bennie G. Thompson, D-Miss., said state and
local governments need more support to rebuild communi-

ties — not more oversight from Washington.

“It is ironic and strange that an administration that has
had so little success in responding to Hurricane Katrina
thinks it can solve the problem by adding another layer
of bureaucracy,” said Thompson, the top Democrat on the
House Homeland Security Committee.

Powell traveled in early September to areas in Louisiana
and Mississippi struck by Katrina, and met with state bank-
ing commissioners and local bankers as he inspected the
damage to banks’ operations and services. In recent weeks,
he was under consideration to be named an overseer of the
private-donation fund for Katrina headed by former presi-
dents Bush and Clinton — a position he would have held
while continuing as FDIC chairman.

The FDIC and other federal banking agencies urged banks
and thrifts in the affected areas to help customers by, among
other things, waiving ATM fees and easing restrictions on
cashing out-of-state checks.

Known for his affable, informal attitude, Powell was ap-
pointed as FDIC chairman in August 2001 and is described
as having more than 30 years experience in the financial
services industry. Qualifications for federal response officials
have been fiercely scrutinized since Katrina, and former
FEMA Director Michael Brown resigned amid questions
about his experience to handle disasters.

Before becoming FDIC chairman, Powell was presi-
dent and chief executive officer of First National Bank in
Amarillo, Texas, and chairman of the board of regents for
the Texas A&M University System — an earlier Bush ap-
pointment.

One of the “Pioneers” who raised at least $100,000 for
Bush’s presidential campaign, Powell has great personal
wealth. He was praised by the banking industry when Bush
appointed him to chair the FDIC. i

[ believe a constant reminder of the
human cost of King George II's war in
Iraq is essential. ] urge you to continue the
count of U.S. military fatalities.

Unfortunately, U.S. military fatalities
comprise only a very, very small piece of
the overall picture. The actual casualty
toll is staggering.

As detailed at www.icasualties.org/oif,
the now 2,027 American military dead
are joined by 97 from UK and 102 from
other countries. There also have been
58 journalists killed. The list of dead
civilian contractors was too long for me
to count.

In sheer volume, the number of mili-
tary wounded seems even worse: by DOD
counts, 15,220 US military personnel have
been wounded, with 7,199 of those injuries
too severe for return to duty.

And, hidden to those of us in the
comfortable seclusion of the Hub City,
between 26,797 and 30,163 Iraqi civilians
have been killed in George IIs ignoble

effort to eradicate nonexistent weapons of
mass destruction and enforce democracy.
My rudimentary addition puts the casualty
count at considerably more than 50,000.

When I was an undergraduate here 40
years ago, some were occasionally heard to
comment on the war in Vietnam in a way
that now seems appropriate for our efforts
in Iraq: “Fighting for peace is like f---ing
for chastity.” We are apparently doomed
to repeat history, for we certainly do not
seem to heed its lessons.

~ The second part of his plan concerns
improving the production and stockpiling
of vaccines and antiviral drugs.
The plan includes the production
of vaccines for both pandemic flu and

seasonal flu.

Bush said $1.2 billion of the requested
emergency funding would be used by the
Department of Health and Human Services
to purchase enough avian flu vaccines to
vaccinate 20 million people.

The vaccine, developed at the National
Institutes of Health, was based on the current
avian flu virus.

Patterson said these preventative mea-
sures will be at least partially effective in
the event of an outbreak, even though the
strain of avian flu that may develop could
be different from the one on which the
vaccine is based.

The president said researchers are
working to develop more efficient methods
of producing vaccines and called for $2.8
billion for this research.

The lack of manufacturers of seasonal flu
vaccines has contributed to the occasional
shortage, Bush said, and this lack must be
addressed to prepare for a pandemic.

“Some company’s have just gotten out of
the business.

Republicans enthusiastic about Alito, while
Democrats wondering whether to filibuster

WASHINGTON (AP) — Su-
preme Court nominee Samuel Alito
is “clearly within the mainstream”
and shouldn’t be filibustered, declared
a Republican who helped fashion a
plan limiting parliamentary road-
blocks for judicial nominees.

Sen. Mike DeWine, who met with
President Bush'’s latest high court
choice Tuesday, warned Democrats
he would side with GOP leaders to
eliminate the judicial filibuster if the
minority party uses it against the New
Jersey judge. e

“It’s hard for me to envision that
anyone would think about filibuster-
ing this nominee,” said DeWine, an
Ohio Republican who sided with 13
other Republicans and Democrats
earlier this year to end a Senate stale-
mate over judicial filibusters.

Some Democrats were contem-
plating just such a move as the 55-
year-old Alito began courting sena-
tors on the second day of his Supreme

Court candidacy. Democratic Sen. Tim
Johnson of South Dakota refused to rule
out supporting a filibuster.

“I would leave all those options on
the table,” he said.

Johnson said he hasn’t made up his
mind on Alito after discussing the right
to privacy and other constitutional issues
with him Tuesday. “Not surprisingly, it’s
hard to draw hard and fast conclusions on
how he will vote,” Johnson said. “There
is no question he is a conservative.”

Democratic leaders are cautioning
their colleagues against rushing to
judgment on President Bush’s pick to
replace his previous unsuccessful choice,
White House counsel Harriet Miers, as
the successor for retiring Justice Sandra
Day O'Connor.

“Ordinarily it takes six to eight
weeks to evaluate a Supreme Court
nominee. We shouldn’t rush to judg-
ment,” Sen. Dick Durbin, D-IIL., the
No. 2 Senate Democrat, said on CBS’
“The Early Show.”

DeWine, who met with Alito for
more than an hour, is one of the 14
centrist senators Democrats need to
sustain a filibuster. Without the group’s
seven Republicans, Democrats would
not be able to prevent Senate Majority
Leader Bill Frist, R-Tenn., from abolish-
ing judicial filibusters and confirming
judges with a simple majority vote. The
Republicans hold 55 of the 100 seats in
the Senate.

DeWine made clear Tuesday that a
Democratic filibuster would not have
his support, saying he didn’t see how
“anyone would think that this would
constitute what our group of 14 termed
‘extraordinary circumstances’ that would
justify a filibuster.”

“This is a nomination of a judge
who is clearly within the mainstream of
conservative thought,” he added.

The so-called “Gang of 14” will hold
its first meeting on Alito Thursday.

The White House on Tuesday named
former Indiana Republican Sen. Dan

Coats and former Republican Party
chairman Ed Gillespie to help guide
Alito through his confirmation process.
The two served in the same capacity for
Miers, who withdrew her nomination
last week after some conservatives re-
fused to fully support her candidacy and
questioned whether she was qualified.

Conservatives are much more com-
fortable with Alito than they were with
Miers because of his conservative track
record as a federal judge, prosecutor and
a Reagan administration lawyer.

Miers had never been a judge.

The nomination got Bush on the
good side again of conservative and
anti-abortion groups, who declared Alito
a winner after opposing Miers.

James Dobson, founder of Focus
on the Family Action, said he was
“extremely pleased,” and the anti-abor-
tion Operation: Rescue declared that
the country was on “the fast-track to
derailing Roe v. Wade as the law of
the land.”

plan to hold the bioterrorism disaster
drill project.

The health department had been
trying to implement such a project,
Pudlo said, but was not successful.
Health department officials believed
Tech nursing students would have
greater success if they banded together.

“(The Lubbock Health Department
was) really helpful,” he said.

The goal of the bioterrorism simula-
tion is to vaccinate 250,000 Lubbock
County residents against a bioterrorism
agent within 48 hours of exposure,
Cooper said.

The drill began at 8:30 a.m. and
ended at 12:30 p.m., Cooper said.

“It wasn't perfect, but it was better
than what there was before, which was
nothing,” he said.

Acting as a non-biased evaluator,
Cooper said he took notes during the
simulation. He said a disaster plan
such as this should be in place in case

“It would be very scary,” he said, /1
think it’s very realistic to be prepared.

To alleviate hysteria that would
most likely be associated with a biologi-
cal weapon attack, Cooper said the plan
would be to set up 20 to 25 vaccination
sites throughout the Hub City.

After Sept. 11, Pudlo said, it be-
came necessary to be aware of the
possibility of a communicable disease
outbreak.

“The way times are changing now
— you never would have thought that
schools would be preparing for a bioter-
rorist attack,” he said.

Pudlo said the disaster procedures
applied at the bioterrorism disaster
simulation also would be effective
in combating other disasters such as
tornadoes or hurricanes.

“I think America should just be
ready,” he said.

The event took approximately
four months to plan, Cooper said,
and more than 30 volunteers from
Covenant Medical Center School of
Nursing, a handful of Tech fraternities

.and other Tech organizations and the

HSC School of Nursing participated
in the simulation to make the project
a success.

Volunteers posed as health workers
and patients in real-world scenarios
demonstrating delicate situations, such
as how to treat someone with a mental
disability and those who are pregnant
in a volatile bioterrorist situation,
Cooper said.

Pudlo said this drill also demon-
strated that nursing professionals could
use their medical knowledge and skill
to run a clinic as needed.

Texas consists only of the union of one man
and one woman and prohibits the state
from creating or recognizing any legal status
identical or similar to marriage.

Matt Flick, a senior communications
design major from South Lake, said he
went to the booth Tuesday to vote ‘no’ to
proposal No. 2.

“The state shouldn’t be allowed to
say what is right or wrong,” Flick said. “If
religion wants to say that same-sex marriage
iswrong than that is one thing. But the state
should stay out of it.”

Flick said it is important for people in
his age group to vote.

“We are the ones who inherit what is
voted on,” he said.

For the first time, Lubbock is using new
handicap-accessible voting machines. The
2002 Help America Vote mandates that
every voting precinct have at least one
handicap-accessible voting machine by
Jan. 1, 2006.

Flick said he believes the machines are
£asy to Use. ;

“They look complicated,” he said. “But
once youget past that, they are really actu-
ally easy to use.”

Lubbock resident Dee Buck said there
is a learning curve with the voting ma-
chines.

“Once people get used to using them,
they will find them easier to use,” she said.

Buck said she tries to vote in every
election.

“If you don’t vote you don't have
the right to complain,” she said. “But
seriously, I think voting is a right and a
responsibility.”

Buck said she prefers early voting.

“There are no lines,” she said. “I like to
stay away from the crowd.”

Richardson said the voting machines
eliminate any problems voting and count-
ing votes.

“Before there might have been excuses
nottovote,” Richardson said. “But now the
excuses of ‘it takes to long’ and ‘my vote
won't be counted’ can’t be used.”

Richardson said the problems with vot-
ing that happened in the last presidential
election are void.

For the first week of early voting, the
elections office set up booths around town
at United Supermarkets and the Lubbock
County Courthouse. Students can vote at
these locations or at the Rec Center from
8 am. to 8 p.m. until Friday when early
elections are over.

“The good thing.about early elections
is that a voter can yote,in any, precinct,”
Richardson said. “They can utilize any of
the special voting locations.”

During regular election, which is Nov.
8, voters must vote in the precinct in which
they are registered.

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Raiders still hoping to net postseason berth

The Texas Tech volleyball team
will be looking to capture their
first conference road win as they
take on No. 13 Missouri at 6:30
p-m. Wednesday in Columbia,
Mo.

After two straight conference
losses to Oklahoma and No. 1
Nebraska, Tech (11-12, 4-8 Big 12)
will need to take a match in order
to stay in the hunt for a possible
NCAA berth.

Tech coach Nancy Todd said
the next two opponents will be
make or break for the Raiders and
could ruin any chance of making
it into the postseason.

“We're putting ourselves against
the wall,” she said. “They’re all im-
portant from here on out.”

Missouri (16-3, 10-3 Big 12)
pulled out of a 2-0 deficit in Lub-
bock a month ago, taking the final

three games from the Raiders and

starting a trend that has haunted

the team ever since.

The five-game curse started last
year when A&M was able to sneak
away twice with five-game wins
against Tech after being down 2-0
to the Raiders in both matches.

Mizzou and Oklahoma domi-
nated Tech twice this year when
pushing the match to five games.
The Sooners, who lost 3-0 to the
Raiders in Lubbock, prevented
Tech from capturing a Big 12
road win.

Senior middle blocker Brianna
Florus said much of it has to do
with not making mistakes early in
games 3 and 4 while staying point-
for-point with the opposition.

“Less errors and whoever can
finish the longer rallies will be
the team to come out on top,”
she said.

Tech has managed to prevail in
two five-game matches this year

against A&M and Colorado, but
will try to keep from going into
more than three games for the win
while on the road.

Todd said it always comes down
to the service errors and how good
the team can keep playing defense
against their opponents.

“When you get to that point,
you know you’re going to have to
serve at the end,” she said. “You
gotta play defense, which is huge,
and you have to make less errors
and that’s huge for our team to
block and play defense.”

The Tigers will try to extend a
six-match winning streak against
Tech, but the Raiders lead the all-
time series, 12-9.

Five Tigers were able to get into
double-digits in their last meeting
with Tech. Sophomore outside
hitter Na Yang led the group with
21 kills, but it was junior middle
blocker Nicole Wilson who had
the most impressive showing.

Wilson racked up 19 kills while
hitting .515 in the match. She
also shut down the Raiders at the
net with four block assists and two
solo blocks.

Junior outside hitter Philister
Sang and sophomore outside hitter
Amy Charlebois look to top their
previous performances against the
Tigers. Both were in the double-dig-
its combining for 37 kills, and Sang
picked up another double-double
on the season.

With the team unable to put
together a streak since entering
Big 12 play, Florus said they would
be looking to maintain the level of
play it takes to win games.

“Consistency is the key, and
right now we don’t have it,” she
said.

Tech will travel one more time
to Colorado to face the Buffaloes
before returning home to Lubbock
for a match-up with Kansas State
Nov. 9.

Against the Giants, Henry had
seven tackles, four passes defended,
intercepted a pass at the 1-yard line
to stop New York’s opening drive
and forced a fumble that led to a
field goal. He was rewarded with the
NFC’s defensive player of the week
award and these morsels of praise
from coach Bill Parcells: “He’s done
a good job. He’s a pretty physical guy
and makes plays.”

BEST ROOKIE, OFFENSE:
Marion Barber III may end up with
this one. Or Tyson Thompson could
make a late push. For now, give kudos
to sixth-round pick Rob Petitti for
taking over at right tackle in training
camp and playing every down through
eight games.

“He comes in, he kind of does his
job, doesn’t seem like the situation’s
too big for him. He’s really doing a
good job for us.”

But don’t forget Marcus Spears,
who has just moved into the starting
lineup and has earned brownie points
by playing goal-line fullback.
