Tech researchers help develop new tornado ratings scale

Ted Fujita devoted his academ ic research 
to studying winds and tornadoes, w hich led 
to  the developm ent in 1971 o f the tornado- 
rating scale that bears his nam e.

S till  used today, the Fu jita  Sca le  now has 
a successor slated for 2007 , perhaps fittingly 
developed at Texas Tech , w hich now holds 
m uch of his original work.

T h e  N a t io n a l  W e a th e r  S e r v ic e  a n ­

nounced Thursday it will put into practice 
the Enhanced Fu jita  Sca le , developed in part 
by T ech  researchers, by February 2007  as its 
m ain m ethod in measuring the intensity of 
tornadoes.

T h e  Enhanced Fu jita  Scale  will be more 
co n sisten t th a n  th e  standard F u jita  Sca le  
through exam ining more and varied damage 
indicators.

“In  the past, in  order to  assign a scale, 
you only looked at one or two damages, the 
most severe damage,” said Kishor M ehta, a

H orn professor o f civ il engineering and former 
director o f the W ind  S c ien ce  and Engineering 
R esearch C enter. “A t times, it ’s difficult to use 
—  it doesn’t have a description of damage in 
detail.”

As one o f two researchers from T ech  who 
worked on  the p ro ject, M eh ta  said the Fu­
jita  Sca le  was effective in its tim e, although 
the new scale will produce more consisten t 
results.

T h e  Enhanced Fu jita  Sca le  builds on  the 
Fu jita  Sca le , as bo th  are based on  assigning

a numbered rating on  a six-point scale to 
tom adic events derived from an analysis o f 
the damage after the event.

T h e  p ro ject to make the new scale began 
in 2001 , w hen M ehta and Jim  M cD onald 
o f T ech  held a forum w ith other scientists 
to decide how the scale redesign should be 
implemented.

“W e were wanting to involve as many

stood for political change.
Rep. David H obson o f O hio , 

who backed Boehner, said the new 
leader will be “good on TV, good on 
policy. Democrats fear and respect 
him  because they know h e ’s tough 
but he is also fair.”

B o e h n e r  and  D e L a y  h a v e  
clashed repeatedly over the years, 
but the election had scarcely ended 
when Democrats launched an effort 
to depict the winner as a continua­
tion of the status quo.

“A s the W h o  famously said, 
'M e e t the new boss, same as the 
old boss,”’ said Rep. Rahm  Emanuel 
o f Illinois, chairm an o f the Dem o­
c r a t ic  co n g re ss io n a l cam p aign  
com m ittee.

Last m onth , B oehner refused 
to return some $ 3 0 ,0 0 0  in dona­
tions from A m erican Indian tribes 
represented by disgraced lobbyist 
Jack  Abramoff. Boehner has been 
criticized, as well, for the donations 
he has received from Sallie Mae. 
T h e  n a tio n ’s largest provider o f 
student loans has interests before 
the com m ittee that he chairs.

As m ajority leader, Boehner’s 
first challenge will be to work with 
Hastert and the rank and file to find 
consensus on legislation designed 
to curtail the influence o f lobbyists 
in Congress.

Beyond that, he said Republi­
cans “must take the necessary steps 
to get the federal budget under 
control —  to cut wasteful spending, 
reform our en titlem ent programs 
and cra ft a budget process th a t 
encourages fiscal discipline.

“And we must recommit ourselves 
to reducing the influence o f govern­
m ent in our lives.”

President Bush called  B oehn er 
with congratulations from A ir Force 
O ne on a flight from M innesota to 
New M exico. He also called Blunt.

Boehner’s triumph capped an im­
probable comeback for the 56-year-old 
conservative, who has a golfer’s tan 
and often has a cigarette in hand.

In 15 years in Congress, he has 
been a reformer, a member of the lead­
ership, the loser in a fierce round of 
infighting, a com m ittee chairman.

Now, w ith DeLay under ind ict­
m ent on cam paign finance charges 
in Texas, lobbyist Abram off pledging 
to  cooperate w ith a congressional 
corruption probe, and polls showing 
dwindling support for Republicans, 
he offered him self as a reformer with 

- experience.

B lu n t, tapped  as a tem porary  
s ta n d -in  for D eLay last fa ll, had 
claimed for more than a week that 
he had the votes to win the job  per­
manently. But his total declined as 
Republicans reached for an alterna­
tive to the status quo.

A t the same tim e, B oehner has 
long played a s ig n ifica n t ro le  in 
helping other Republicans with their 
campaigns.

His p o litical action  com m ittee. 
T h e  Freedom  P ro je c t, distributed  
nearly $3 m illion to Republican can­
didates over the past 11 years, ac­
cording to Political M oneyLine, an 
In te rn e t site  th a t tracks p o litic a l 
fundraising and lobbying. A nd as a 
member o f the leadership several years 
ago, he cultivated ties with lobbyists 
as he tried to line up support for the 
G O P  agenda.

Boehner first drew notice in the

House when the Republicans were 
in the minority, as a member of the 
“Gang of Seven” that did its best to 
publicize alleged Dem ocratic ethical 
lapses. More than a decade later, a 
poster showing the seven hangs near 
his desk in his office across the street 
from the Capitol.

Boehner’s role earned him  a seat 
at the leadership table in 1994 when 
Republicans gained a House majority. 
Clashes with DeLay quickly followed, 
and he lost his post in a shake-up 
th at followed G O P  electio n  losses 
and N ew t G in g r ic h ’s resig n atio n  
as speaker in 1998. Two years later, 
he becam e chairm an o f the House 
Education and W orkforce C om m it­
tee, where he helped shepherd Bush’s 
N o Child Left Behind legislation to 
passage.

In  the House, Boehner has estab­
lished a solidly conservative voting 
record. He has supported Bush’s tax 
cuts, opposed abortion and backed 
num erous R ep u b lican  attem pts to 
reduce spending.

A s chairm an o f the com m ittee 
with jurisdiction over labor issues, he 
has said he never voted to increase the 
m inimum wage. A t the same tim e, 
Boehner has shown an ability to work 
across party lines.

Late last year, he and T hom as 
re a ch ed  a co m p rom ise  w ith  th e  
U nited  A u to W orkers U n io n  that 
allow ed passage o f m ajor pension 
legislation w ith the support o f  70 
Dem ocratic votes.

He and Sen . Edward M . Kennedy, 
the Massachusetts D em ocrat, com ­
bine forces for an annual charity din­
ner to benefit 14 inner-city C atholic 
schools in the neediest neighborhoods 
o f W ashington.

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Alito will increase presidential power
Court’s newest Justice favors strong executive hanch

 hate contributing to  my own fail­
ure. T here  have been times when 
I loaned a buddy basketball shoes 

and was whooped in front o f specta­
tors or len t a friend some cologne 
and he got the num ber o f the girl I 
was going for at the club. It is quite 
irritating to know that I could have 
prevented these unfortunate events 
from  happening to myself. T h e  phe­
nom enon is com m only referred to  as 
“shooting yourself in the foot.”

T h e  R e p u b lican s in  C ongress 
shot the legislative branch, as well 
as A m erica, in  the foot earlier this 
w eek by confirm ing Sam u el A lito  
as the 1 1 0 *  Suprem e C ourt Justice 
o f  th e  U n ite d  S ta te s . A side from  
A lito ’s troubling stances regarding 
the reproductive rights o f women and 
the possession o f m achine guns for 
private citizens, his opinion o f how 
powerful the executive branch is, is 
a m ajor cause for concern.

T h e  U nited  States constitu tion  
established three separate branches 
o f governm ent. T h e  legislative was 
to  write the law, the jud icial is to 
interpret the law and the executive 
is to enforce the law.

A  system  o f  c h e c k s  and  b a l­
ances was also established so th at 
th e  b ran ch es could  tabs o n  e a ch  
oth er and keep the branches from  
overstepping their bounds. Each  o f 
them  was to  be d ifferent in  th eir 
influence but approxim ately equal 
in their power.

H ow ever, in  re c e n t tim es th e  
executive branch has been steadily

growing in  power. O n e  p articular 
instance o f this is the use o f signing 
statem ents on  bills. W h e n  Congress 
passes a b ill, th e  president e ith er 
signs it and it becom es law or vetoes 
it. S in ce  the tim e o f M onroe, the 
president has had to option of writing 
what is known as a signing statement. 
T h is was a tex t attached to the bill 
th a t  usu ally  exp ressed  triu m p h , 
thanks to  contributors or was used 
as a press release.

However, according to The Wash' 
ington Post o f  Jan . 2, w hen Reagan 
was president ift th e  80s, a young 
lawyer w orking in  his adm inistra­
tion  suggested a new application of 
the signing statem ent. H e said the 
president could use it to give specific 
instructions as to  how a law should 
be applied. T h is lawyer’s nam e was 
Sam uel A lito .

S in ce  A lito  invented a new way 
to k ick  justice in the groin, the use 
o f signing statem ents in this way has 
been popular amongst the presidents. 
A ccording to Tim e magazine Reagan 
used it 71 times, the first Bush used 
it 146 times and B ill C lin to n  used it 
105 tim es. But nobody waa prepared 
for what George Bush had in store for 
the signing statem ent. H e has used it

more than  50 0  times. H e never has 
vetoed a bill and reason is he uses the 
signing statem ent to amend bills to 
fit his agenda.

T a k e  fo r in s ta n c e  S e n . Jo h n  
M cC ain ’s anti-torture bill. A fter it 
becam e public that the U .S . m ilitary 
has engaged in torture o f detainees, 
the former P O W  M cC ain  proposed 
a bill banning it.

T h e  Bush ad m inistration  cam ­
paigned hard against it, but failed to 
keep the b ill from  passing. R ath er 
than  veto the bill and receive more 
negative publicity. Bush quietly wrote 
this in the signing statem ent, “the 
executive branch shall construe T itle 
X  in  Division A  o f the A ct, relating 
to detainees, in a m anner consistent 
w ith  th e  co n stitu tio n a l au th ority  
o f the President” in the interest o f 
“p ro tectin g  th e  A m e rica n  people 
from further terrorist atacks.” In  other 
words, the president will disregard the 
bill and torture people if he sees fit.

A l ito  h as d e m o n stra te d  th a t  
he believes the power o f president 
should  be above th e  rep roach  o f 
Congress. By giving the president the 
right to edit laws w ith no checks o f 
power, an authoritarian system begins 
to take the place o f democracy.

T h is could not have com e at a 
worse tim e. W ith  each passing week, 
new stories o f unethical behavior by 
executive leaders surface. W e’ve all 
heard about the secret detainm ent 
camps and the wire-tapping o f A m er­
icans. The Associated Press reported 
on Saturday that the army has at least

T h ere  is little  doubt w ith 
A lito  and other conservative activist

In  his S ta te  o f the U n io n  address 
Tuesday, president Bush called for a 
ban on  all genetic experim entation 
including “creating  hu m an-anim al 
hybrids.” If  A lito  thinks increasing 
the power o f a guy who saw “T h e  
Island of Dr. M oreau” and thought 
it was a documentary is wise, then  
clearly a law degree from Yale isn’t 
all it’s made out to be.

(U-WIRE) AUSTIN —  At the end 
of his nightly program, CNN commenta­
tor Lou Dobbs presents the “Exporting 
America” segment, where he rallies against 
American companies that employ foreigners 
overseas in a process mistakenly labeled as 
“outsourcing.” His show contains moving 
stories about workers who have tragically 
lost their jobs that are filled with undertones 
of nationalism and xenophobia.

Outsourcing, he claims, threatens to 
send millions of Americans into the ranks 
of the unemployed. But in his focus on anec­
dotal evidence, Dobbs has failed to look be­
yond the surface and present the tmth about 
this issue. Outsourcing is not an evil scheme 
to take precious jobs from Americans, but 
merely a new way of doing business that

promises to actually bring huge economic 
opportunities to the United States.

Because opponents of outsourcing are 
so keen on anecdotal evidence, a true story 
would be an appropriate way to begin. In 
2003, Delta Airlines outsourced 1,000 
call center jobs to India, but in the process 
ultimately saved $25 million, allowing 
Delta to expand their q^erations and hire 
1,200 new reservation and sales agents in 
the U.S. Not only was there a net increase 
in U.S. jobs within the company that year, 
but the jobs created were better paying than 
the old ones.

This is not an isolated incident but an 
example that represents a trend sweeping 
the country, promising stronger job growth. 
America will only hurt itself by hiding 
behind a wall of tariffs and shunning what 
the world has to offer us. Rather than fight 
progress we should adapt to it. and reap all 
the benefits we can.

K atie  M cK inney, a sophom ore 
advertising major from the Woodlands, 
said she is a big fan of Bushnell’s and 
has read her book “Trading U p.”

“I couldn’t put it down,” she said, 
as if embarrassed by this. “She relates 
to women and stuff girls are going 
through but are too scared to  talk 
about. She just puts it all out there on 
the table.”

These books, which often depict 
w om en w ith  high-pow er job s and 
a great education that still act like 
children at times, has become the bar 
other authors are judged by.

“If  you’re a girl then you’re reading 
about stuff you can really relate to ,” 
M cKinney said.

W ith  the rise o f the “ch ick  lit ,” 
a new genre has immerged in the 
last few years that has been growing 
increasingly. T h e Christian “chick lit” 
describes the genre o f books targeted at 
women who want to read something 
they can relate to, without all the sex 
scenes spliced in between.

“I t ’s not just reading a self-help 
book, it’s reading fiction, but reading 
it from a Godly standpoint,” M ichelle 
Steele, a sophomore special education 
m ajor from Austin, said.

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U*S* intelligence officials tell Congress 
disclosure of wiretap and other classified 
programs compromises their work

W A SH IN G T O N  (A P ) —  U .S . 
intelligence officials told Congress on 
Thursday that disclosure of once-clas- 
silled projects like President Bush’s 
nO'warrant eavesdropping program 
have undermined their work.

“T h e  damage has been very severe 
to our capabilities to carry out our 
mission,” C IA  D irector Porter Goss 
told the Senate Intelligence C om m it­
tee, citing disclosures about a variety
o f C IA  programs --------------------------
that he suggested 
m ay h a v e  b e e n  
compromised.

G o s s  sa id  a 
federal grand jury 
should be empan­
eled to determine 
“w ho is le a k in g  
this inform ation.”

But D em ocrat­
ic members o f the 
panel accused the 
Bush adm inistra­
tion o f wanting to 
have it both ways.

“T h e  president has not only co n­
firmed the existence of the program, 
he has spoken at len g th  about it 
repeatedly,” while keeping Congress 
in the dark, said Sen. Jay Rockefeller 
o f W est Virginia, the panel’s senior 
Democrat.

R ockefeller suggested that such 
“leaks” most likely “came from the ex­
ecutive branch” o f the government.

T h at brought a terse response from 
FB I D irector R obert M ueller, who 
said, “I t ’s not fair to point a finger as 
to the responsibility o f the leak.”

T h e sometimes pointed exchanges 
came as leaders o f the nation’s in tel­
lig en ce  ag encies appeared before 
the panel in a rare public session to 
give a rundown on threats facing the

Com m ittee Democrats sought to 

change the focus to the president’s

suspects abroad.

N ation a l In te llig e n ce  D irector 
Joh n  N egroponte, who oversees all 

__________________ in te l lig e n c e  a c ­
tiv itie s , strongly 
d e f e n d e d  t h e  
program , ca llin g  
it crucial for pro­
tecting the nation 
ag a in st its m ost 
menacing threat.

“T h is was not 
a b o u t d o m e s tic  
su rv eillan ce,” he 
said.

A s an ind ica­
tion of how closely 
the administration 
held the N S A  pro­

gram, Paul McNulty, the acting dep­
uty attorney general since O ctober, 
said Thursday he learned of it only 
when he read about it in  T h e  New 
York Times.

Testifying at his Senate confirma­
tion hearing, M cNulty said he does 
not know whether information gath­
ered through the warrantless surveil­
lance has been used in prosecutions 
in the Alexandria, Va.-based federal 
judicial d istrict where he has been 
the ch ie f  federal prosecutor since 

Sept. 2001.
Two defendants in terrorism cases 

in Virginia have asked a federal judge 
to determine whether any evidence 
against them  resulted  from  N S A  
eavesdropping.

O n  the specific question o f assess­
ing the terrorist threat, Negroponte 
calfed al-Qaida and associated terror 
groups the “top concern” of the U .S . 
in te llig en ce  com m unity, follow ed 
closely by the nuclear activities of 
Iran and N orth Korea.

G oss com plained  th at leaks to 
the news media about classified C IA  
programs —  such as reported C IA  
secret prisons abroad —  had damaged 
his own agency’s work.

“I use the words 'very severe’ in­
tentionally. And I think the evidence 
will show that,” he said.

G oss cited  a “disruption to  our 
plans, th ings th a t we have under 
way.” Som e C IA  sources and “assets” 
had been rendered “no longer viable 
or usable, or less effective by a large 
degree,” he said.

T h e  revelations have also made 
intelligence agencies in other coun­
tries mistrustful of their U .S . counter­
parts, Goss said.

“I’m stunned to the quick when 
I get questions from my professional 
counterparts saying, 'M r. Goss, can’t 
you Am ericans keep a secret?”

Goss, when pressed, said he was 
speaking of programs run by the C IA , 
and would let N S A  officials speak for 
themselves.

G en. M ichael Hayden, the princi­
pal deputy director of national intel­
ligence and a former N S A  director, 
said it was hard to characterize any 
damage done to  his agency in  an 
open session.

But, he said, “Som e people claim  
that somehow or another our capa­
bilities are immune to this kind o f 
information going out into the public 
dom ain.”

“And, I can tell you, in a broad 
sense, that is certainly not true.”

the F u jita  sca le ,” said M cD onald , 
a retired chairm an o f the civ il e n ­
gineering departm ent and M eh ta ’s 
partner on  the project.

T h e  two turned to experts in the 
field to  collaborate on  the endeavor 
in more ways than  as consults for the 
preparatory forum, however.

M c D o n a ld  used a p ro cess h e  
called “expert e lic ita tio n ” to  make 
th e  scale m ore reliab le  during its 
developm ent. Experts on a particular 
top ic would be asked to give esti­
m ated wind speeds for certain  types 
o f damage. T hese results were com ­
piled irito what becam e the criteria 
for judging w hich wind speeds would 
result in  certain  ratings.

M cD onald ’s m ain problem  w ith 
the Fujita Sca le  concerned the high 
wind speeds needed to  garner the 
highest ratings.

O n  th e  standard  F u jita  S c a le , 
wind speeds would need to  be from 
2 6 0  to  3 1 8  m iles per hour for an 
event to be classified as an F5 tor­
nado. O n  the Enhanced Fujita Scale, 
any wind speeds of more than  200  
m iles per hour m ake an ev en t an 
EF5 tornado.

T h e  team  subm itted the pro ject 
to  th e  N a tio n a l W ea th er S e rv ice  
in  Ju ne 2 0 0 4 , but they would n o t 
know o f the scale’s acceptance until 
la te  last year w hen th e  W e a th e r  
S e rv ice  co n tacted  th e  researchers 

w ith details.
“I t ’s a m a jo r  ite m  to  c h a n g e  

i t ,” M e h ta  said. “You d o n ’t w ant 
to change it unless everyone feels 
co m fortab le  w ith  w hat should be 

done.”
F u jita ’s original work, w hile at 

the U niversity  o f C hicago, can be 
viewed in the Southw est C ollection , 
w hich received m uch of Fu jita’s work 

last summer.
T h e  Fujita Sca le  will have been

used for 3 6  years w hen it is retired in 
2007 , and M cD onald  hopes the E n­
hanced Fu jita  Sca le  can  be similarly 
successful.

“I t ’s developed  in  su ch a way 
th a t we can  m ake refinem ents to 
it,” he said.

C u rre n t te c h n o lo g ie s  s t ill  do 
not allow scientists to measure the 
high wind speeds o f tom adic events 
directly, w hich is why b o th  Fu jita  
scales base their ratings on a storm ’s 
afterm ath.

However, technology has been  
c a tc h in g  up. M c D o n a ld  said  h e  
believes the new scale will be the 
last scale necessary until direct wind 
m easurements are possible.

M ehta and M cD onald  will work 
closely w ith the N ational W eather 
Service to advise them  on use o f the 
scale until its im plem entation begins

Mine^rescue crewman recounts, discusses 
grim recovery of 12 dead W. Va. coal miners

ST. L O U IS  (A P ) — O ne o f the 
crewmen sent in to rescue the lone 
survivor o f the accident that killed 
12 coal miners in W est Virginia 
said Thursday the dead m en he 
found huddled  in  th e ir  under­
ground tom b appeared hauntingly 
at peace, as if on a break.

“A ll I can  te ll you is they were 
all at rest,” B rett Bushong told The 
Associated Press.

B u sh o n g , 2 6 , b e lo n g s  to  a 
m ine-rescu e crew, one o f m any 
summoned to the Sago M ine after 
the Jan . 2 explosion. His crew was 
assigned the grim task o f recover­
ing bodies —  and any survivors 
—  largely becau se th e  c e n tra l 
Illinois m ine w here he works is 
owned by the same company that 
owns Sago.

Bushong is the first m em ber 
o f his rescue crew to talk publicly 
about the experience.

A  m o n th  la ter, h e  said h is 
memories o f the dead miners clois­
tered  together hundreds o f feet 
below the earth ’s surface continue 
to gnaw at him .

O ne Sago m iner died in the ex­

plosion, while 12 others were trapped 
in the m ine and exposed to deadly 
ca rb o n  m on oxid e  for m ore th a n  
41 hours. A ll but R andal M cC loy  
Jr. had died by the tim e searchers 
found them .

A s an em ergency m edical te ch ­
n ic ia n  and v o lu n te e r  fire fig h ter, 
Bushong said he was accustom ed to 
handling trauma victim s. But Sago’s 
dead, he said, simply looked at rest.

Speaking by telephone from his 
hom e in A thens, III., Bushong said 
the bodies already had begun stiffen­
ing from  rigor m ortis and all were 
cold to the touch.

“W h at bothered me was that it 
looked like the way it is w hen I ’m 
at hom e (at the Viper M in e), w hen 
we have down tim e and everybody 
in  our unit would all get around in 
a cen tra l poin t and all ta lk  about 
things, joke around,” he said.

“T h a t ’s the way they looked to 
me, the way they were all sitting. It 
looked like I could have said, 'H ey, 
guys, it’s tim e to  go hom e.’”

Bushong, who works as a diesel 
m ech an ic  at the V iper M ine near 
W illiam sville, 111., said some o f the

dead were sitting, some lying.
“O n e gentlem an had his hands 

together; h e ’d been praying,” he said. 
“T hey  all died in peace.”

Bushong and others in  the group 
helped retrieve notes each m iner had 
scrawled, finding the notes either on 
the m iners’ bodies or in their lunch 

boxes.
“N o n e o f us read it. W e didn’t 

w ant to  tam per w ith it ,” Bushong 
said. “W e ju st w anted  to  resp ect 
them .”

A s they helped rescue M cCloy, 
Bushong and a crewm ate ensured he 
was getting oxygen.

“I didn’t th ink  he had m uch of a 
ch an ce ,” Bushong said. “His life was 
leaving his body pretty rapidly.”

D octors have described M cC loy 
as b e in g  w ith in  “m om ents if  n o t 
hours from death” w hen he arrived 
at a W est Virginia hospital on Jan . 4. 
He is continuing to recover.

Bushong said th e  Illin o is crew 
played no role in the tragic miscom- 
m unication that led to the m istaken 
b elief that 12 o f the 13 miners had 
been  rescued alive the day after the 
explosion.

A  half-day drive southwest of Lub­
bock takes visitors to the majestic and 
ever-changing sand dunes of W hite 
Sands N ational Monument.

W hite Sands is famous for its tow­
ering sand dunes, w hich are actually 
made of gypsum, according to www. 
nps.gov.

Gypsum sand is rare because water 
and snow dissolve gypsum and carry 
it to the ocean by rivers and streams; 
however, at this monument, there is 
not a river to carry the sediment away. 
Because of this, the gypsum is depos­
ited in a basin and then eventually gets 
blown back to the dunes, according to 
the W hite Sands W eb site.

Terry Wilder, W h ite  Sands visi­
tor use assistant, said the gypsum 
originally came from the mountains 
by wind and rain.

Visitors will not get bored at the 
monument. W ilder said.

“W e have walking, picnicking, 
and you can rent or buy sleds to slide

down the dunes,” he said. “Also, in the 
visitors’ center, we have a movie that 
continually loops showing the history 
of the dunes.”

M ike Nghiem, a senior interna­
tional business major from Keller, said 
he had a great time at W hite Sands.

“It ’s a blast,” he said. “I t ’s only 
about 3 1/2 away, so it makes a great 
weekend getaway.”

N gh iem  said w hen h e  was at 
W hite Sands he bought a sled for the 
sand dunes.

“W hen  you get up there, it’s just 
acres and acres of beautiful white sand 
dunes as far as you can see,” he said. 
“I bought the sled, and it was only 
about $ 10. You can bring snowboards, 
also.”

Visitors can walk on any o f four 
walking trails ranging from 500 yards 
to 4 .7  miles long. W ilder said. A ll 
trails are in the sand; none of them  
are paved.

He said the ranger-guided tours do 
not take place year round.

“There is a sunset stroll during the 
summer m onths,” W ilder said. “W e

show a video, then the ranger talks, 
and there is a guest speaker.”

Stargazing activities take place 
during the summer months.

“W e have star talks led by a ch ief 
interpreter,” he said. “W e also have full 
m oon nights and other activities.”

Cam ping is permitted at W hite  
Sands, but it is primitive. W ilder said, 
w hich means there are no bathroom 
or shower facilities available. Primitive 
camping is a reasonably priced alterna­
tive to a hotel, he said.

Entrance fees to the m onument 
also are inexpensive. W ilder said.

“For adults it is $3 to enter and 
$3 to camp,” he said. “For children 
under 16, it is free to get in, and $ 1.50 
to camp.”

Many animals that live in W hite 
Sands have evolved over time and are 
now white, W ilder said.

“W e have coyotes, foxes, jackrab- 
bits, m ice and lizards that have all 
turned white over time,” he said.

Most o f these animals are noctur­
nal because of the cooler temperatures 
at night. W ilder said, so most visitors

usually will not see many animals ex­
cept lizards, mice and roadrunners.

T h e  lo ca tio n  o f W h ite  Sands 
is another attractive feature o f the 
monument. Nghiem said one of his 
favorite parts o f his weekend trip to 
W hite Sands was the isolation.

“You hav e th e  freedom  to  do 
w hatever you w ant,” he said. “Just 
bring a cooler and some friends and 
just hang out.”

W hite Sands is a great alternative 
to the usual Lubbock weekend scene, 
Nghiem said. ^

“People complain that there isn’t 
anything to do in Lubbock,” he said. 
“But if they would look around and 
see what’s out there, they would find 
this great place that is really close to 
town.”

Porter adds edge to Super Bowl, wants Seahawks to ‘tap out’
PO N TIA C , Mich. (A P) —  Pitts­

burgh linebacker Joey Porter kept up 
his verbal barrage against the Seahawks, 
saying Thursday the Steelers will be so 
physical in the Super Bowl they will try 
to make Seattle quit playing.

“W e’re going to try to tap out as 
m any people as we can . I ’m going 
to put it like that,” Porter said at the 
Steelers players’ final pre-Super Bowl 
news conference. “W e’re going to try 
to send as many people to the sideline 
as we can.”

Asked what he meant by “tap out,” 
Porter patted the top of his head with 
his hand —  a sign that the player is 
tired or injured and wants to be taken 
out of the game.

Porter’s latest com m ents cam e a 
day after he ripped Seahawks tight end

Jerramy Stevens’ seemingly harmless 
comment that Seattle planned to spoil 
Jerome Bettis’ retirement party by win­
ning the Super Bowl.

Stevens seemed mystified by Porter’s 
reaction, calling it “ridiculous.”

But, a day after both players sat at 
small tables with few people around 
them at Super Bowl news conferences, 
each was given a podium to accom ­
modate the large crowds that wanted 
to hear them Thursday.

“Some people need something to be 
motivated. If that’s what he found, that’s 
what he found,” said Stevens, normally 
unaccustomed to such attention. “I 
don’t feel I was out of line. I meant what 
I said. I am not going to repeat it to stir 
something up. I meant it, and I meant 
it with no disrespect.”

B oth  coaches also tried to play 
down any effect on the game by Porter’s 
constant talking. Seattle coach Mike 
Holmgren talked to his team about not 
creating any more distractions.

“I used to lecture my children, too. 
A s much as I’d like to think they’re 
perfect, they’re not,” Holmgren said.

Steelers coach  B ill Cowher said 
Porter has always been emotional and 
“was only being himself.”

Porter said he wouldn’t have said 
anything if Stevens hadn’t talked.

“I don’t want to go into a situation 
where you can’t say how you really feel 
and you’re acting like it’s going to be a 
nice day,” Porter said. “It’s not going to 
be a nice day. They’re trying to come out 
and win the same trophy I want to win 
and only one of us can have it.”
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Teches Polk named Big 12 athlete of week

T he Texas Tech track and field team continues to re­
ceive early season praise as senior Tori Polk received this 
week’s Big 12 A thlete of the Week.

“1 am excited and honored to receive the award,” Polk 
said.

Polk, from Hewitt, was a 2005 Outdoor A ll-A m erican 
in the long jump. A t Saturday’s New M exico Invitational 
Polk set a new school record and an Indoor N C A A  auto­
matic mark in the long jump with a mark of 21-2 3/4. She 
replaced her previous record of 19-11 1/2 set on Feb. 25, 
2005 at the Big 12 Indoor Championships.

“I am real excited for Tori,” C oach Wes Kittley said. 
“It was just a phenomenal jump, and it gives her a lot of 
confidence for the rest of the season.”

Saturday’s jump is currently ranked second in the na­
tion. Kittley said he believes Polk has a legitimate shot at 
being a national champion in the long jump.

“1 think it is a realistic goal for her,” he said. “She has 
a lot more in her. She will only get stronger as the season 
goes on.”

Polk, who also anchors the 4X 400M  relay team, is a 
leader on the team, Kittley said.

“W e are really young especially on the women’s side,” he 
said. “Because she is a senior, and because she is Tori, a lot 
of the other girls look to her for leadership on the track.”

Kittley said Polk’s leadership role is a result of her four 
years of hard work.

“She just competes hard every m eet,” he said. “Tori sets 
a good example for her teammates.”

Polk said she appreciates the leadership title.
“1 don’t like to call myself a leader,” she said. “1 think 

maybe other people might look at me that way.”
Polk said if people look at her as a leader, it is because 

she always tries to give a great effort.
“I always try to encourage my teammates to get better,” 

she said. “Sometimes you are not always having your best 
day on the track. W hen 1 see a teammate that might not 
be having their best day, I just encourage them to work 
harder.”

Polk said she hopes to compete in track and field after 
college.

Sands said he is looking for some good 
things out of freshmen Brandon Lakatta 
and Jake Youman-Wise.

“Brandon and Jake played a huge
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roll in bur success during the fall,” Sands 
said.

Sands said the team needs more con­
sistency out of the five position.
