H O U ST O N  (A P) —  A  Hous­
ton man and a Pakistani living ille­
gally in the U .S . have been arrested 
and charged with conspiring to train 
and prepare to jo in  the Taliban and 
fight against U .S . forces, federal 
prosecutors announced Tuesday.

U .S . A ttorney Donald J. De- 
G a b r ie lle  Jr. said a fou r-cou n t 
in d ic tm e n t ch arg es K ob ie  D i- 
allo W illiams, also known as Abdul 
Kabir, and A d n an  Babar M irza 
with conspiracy. Mirza, a 29-year- 
old Pakistani who overstayed a 
student visa, also is charged with 
three counts o f violating federal 
firearms laws.

—  A  form er U .S . C oast Cuard 
Academy cadet has been released 
from  prison after serving about 
five m onths for extorting a female 
classmate for sexual favors, his at­
torney and the Coast Cuard said 
Tuesday.

W ebster M . S m ith , th e  first 
stu d ent co u rt-m artia led  in the 
academ y’s 130-year history, was 
acquitted of rape in June, but was 
convicted o f extortion, sodomy, in­
decent assault and other charges.

Bush says U.S. won’t 
quit Iraq until complete

RIGA, Latvia (AP)— Under intense 
pressure to change course. President Bush 
on Tuesday rejected suggestions Iraq has 
fallen into civil war and vowed not to 
pull U.S. troops out “until the mission 
is complete.”

At the opening of a NATO summit. 
Bush also urged allies to increase their 
forces in Afghanistan to confront a 
strengthening Taliban insurgency.

On the eve of his visit to Jordan for 
meetings with Iraqi Prime Minister Nouri 
al-Maliki, Bush portrayed the battles in 
both Afghanistan and Iraq as central 
fronts in a war “against the extremists 
who desire safe havens and are willing to 
kill innocents anywhere to achieve their 
objectives.”
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Syria says Islamic militant leader killed

JD E ID E T  Y A B O U S , Syria (A P ) —  T h e  
Syrian leader o f an Islam ic m ilitant group blew 
him self up Tuesday after trying to cross in to  
L eb an on  and engaging in  a g u n battle  w ith  
Syrian border forces. Two border guards were 
wounded.

T h e  in c id e n t raises qu estions about the 
security o f the Lebanese-Syrian frontier, w hich 
Israel contends is a gateway for weapons to rearm 
Hezbollah m ilitants.

It comes at a tim e o f increased tension in

Lebanon as the struggle intensifies betw een 
the anti-Syria governm ent and factions led 
by Hezbollah, Syria’s ally in Lebanon.

T h e  S y ria n  In te r io r  M in istry  said in 
a sta tem en t th e  clash  began w hen O m ar 
Abdullah, 28, the leader o f the Islam ic m ili­
tant group Tawhid and Jihad, was challenged 
w hen he tried to cross into Lebanon w ith 
fake documents.

A  witness said A bdullah was standing 
outside the passport control building when 
security agents approached. H e opened fire 
w ith a handgun, wounding two guards, then  
ran toward the nearby village of Kfeir Yabous

about 5 0 0  yards away.
M ore secu rity  forces arrived, started  

shooting and apparently h it  the gunman, 
said the witness, who spoke on  cond ition  of 
anonym ity out o f fear o f reprisals. He said 
the attacker raised one hand in a gesture o f 
surrender, but used the other to detonate an 
explosives belt.

B lood could be seen splattered on  the 
rocky terrain nearby.

T h e  In te r io r  M in istry  said n in e  fake 
id e n tifica tio n  d ocu m ents were found on 
A bdullah, who also used the nam e O m ar 
Hamra.

Rice, Abbas 
to meet in 
West Bank

R A M A L L A H , W est Bank (A P )
—  Secretary  o f S ta te  Condoleezza 
R ice  put W ashington’s heft behind 
new  M id east p eace  ov ertu res on  
Tuesday, scheduling an unexpected 
m eeting w ith Palestin ian President 
M ahmoud Abbas this week.

T h e  m eeting —  the second b e­
tween R ice  and Abbas in two m onths
—  was ann ou nced  a day after Is­
raeli Prim e M in ister Ehud O lm ert 
called on the Palestinians to  return 
to  peace talks, saying h is country 
would be w illing to  leave m ost o f 
the W est B ank  in  exch ang e for a 
“real peace.”

Israel and the Palestin ians also 
agreed Saturday on a cease-fire to end 
five m onths o f fighting in the Gaza 
Strip , and R ic e ’s visit was seen as a 
further push to use the mom entum  to 
start new peace talks.

R ice , who is accompanying Presi­
dent Bush on a trip to neighboring 
Jordan, will m eet Abbas on Thursday 
in the W est Bank town o f Jericho , 
said Saeb Erekat, a top A bbas aide. 
Sean  M cC orm ack, a S ta te  D epart­
m ent spokesman, raised the possibil­
ity that she would also m eet w ith an 
Israeli official.

T h e  U nited  States was the m ain 
en g in e  b e h in d  th e  phased  “road 
map” peace plan, w hich calls for the 
establishm ent o f a Palestinian state 
alongside Israel. T h e  plan foundered 
shortly after it was presented in 2003, 
w ith both sides failing to live up to 
their in itial obligations.

Subsequent efforts to get the sides 
talking again suffered another blow in 
January, w hen Hamas m ilitants won 
Palestin ian parliam entary elections. 
Israel and the W est boycotted  the 
new  g o v ern m en t, im posing cr ip ­
p ling  e co n o m ic  san ctio n s on  the 
Palestinian A uthority to try to force 
the Islam ic group to  m oderate its 
violently anti-Israel views.

Tensions exploded in June when

E w a lt S tu d e n t  
R e c re a tio n  C e n te r  are w orking 
to g e th e r  to  h e lp  stu d ents d eal 
w ith their stress during Curb Your 
A nxiety  Day from 3 p.m. to 6 p.m. 
today at the north  entrance of the 
rec center.

Karissa Adams, counseling psy­
chologist at the Student C ounsel­
ing C enter, said she believes Curb 
Your A nxiety  Day is a great oppor­

tunity for students to learn effective 
ways to  deal w ith their stress.

Adam s said Curb Your A nxiety  
Day can  be beneficial to all students 
regardless o f classification.

“T h e  first year can  be the most 
stressful because students are often 
lea rn in g  w hat c a n  w ork b est for 
them ,” she said. “O ther students can 
say, ‘Hey, I keep doing this, and it’s 
obviously n o t w orking. W h a t else 
can  I do?”’

Sh e  said the issues the counsel­
ing cen ter deals w ith the most are 
relationship issues, stress and anxi­
ety, and depression. Adams said she 
enjoys hosting the event because it 
gives the cen ter another opportunity 
to rem ind students that the cen ter’s

se rv ice s  are in clu d ed  in  th e ir  
student fees. Students are eligible 
to receive eight free counseling 
sessions each  sem ester from  the 
counseling center.

Adam s said the day’s activities 
comprise chair massages, anxiety 
screenings, blood pressure screen­
ings, b io feed b a ck  tra in in g  and 
re la x in g  in  a re la x a tio n  room . 
B io feed b ack  gives stud ents the 
op portu nity  to  see the physical 
effects o f relaxation. A ll activities, 
she said, are free for students.

“Students love chair massages 
and biofeedback,” she said. “T here 
are lines, but you get to do many

to carry out a suicide bombing in Leba­
non or whether he aimed to attack the 

border post.
A  senior official w ith the U .N . 

Interim Force in Lebanon emphasized 
the area was not part o f its mandate. 
“T h e  Lebanese-Syrian border is out 
of our area of operations,” said Milos

Stmgar, senior adviser to the U .N . force 
commander. “Therefore, we don’t know 
what happened at the Lebanese-Syrian 
border today.”

About 10,000 U .N . troops are po­
sitioned along Lebanon’s border with 
Israel since the force was beefed up after 
the Aug. 14 cease-fire that ended fight­
ing between Hezbollah and Israel.

Syria is a transit route for Arab mili­
tants intending to go to Iraq to fight in 
the insurgency. T h e United States has

accused Syria of failing to stop fighters 
from crossing into Iraq, but Damascus 
has insisted it is doing all it can to seal 
the long desert frontier with Iraq.

Syrian President Bashar Assad 
has warned of an increasing terrorist 
threat against his country, saying 
al-Qaida militants are taking refuge 
in neighboring Lebanon. Assad’s 
Lebanese opponents say his regime 
is sending militants into Lebanon 
and Iraq.

Michael Richards’ publicist explains 
com ic’s statement of being Jewish

L O S  A N G E L E S  (A P )  —  Ju st 
w hen it seem ed M ich ael R ichards 
was about to leave the most troubling 
in cid en t o f h is career beh ind , his 
pu blicist is having to exp lain  how 
the com ic could consider him self to 
be Jewish.

L ast w eek, cris is -m an ag em en t 
expert Howard R ubenstein acknow l­
edged th a t R ich ard s had shouted  
a n ti-S e m itic  rem arks in  an A p ril 
standup com ed y ro u tin e  —  w ell 
before h is appearance earlier this 
m o n th  in  w h ic h  h e  h a ra n g u e d  
heck lers w ith  th e  n-w ord. But he 
defended R ichards’ language about 
Jews, saying that the com ic “is Jewish. 
H e’s no t an ti-Sem itic  at all. He was 
role-playing.”

A s R u b e n ste in ’s assertio n  c ir ­
cu lated , Jew ish  organizations and 
com m entators pointed out that the 
m an  w ho played C o sm o K ram er 
on  “Seinfeld” has no t converted to 
Judaism  and n e ither o f his parents 
are Jewish.

W h ich  makes h im ...
“T ech n ica lly , n o t hav in g  b een

bo rn  by blood  as Jew ish  and n o t 
formally going into a conversion, it 
was purely his interpretation o f hav­
ing adopted Judaism as his religion,” 
R ubenstein  told The Associated Press 
on Tuesday. “He told me, I ’m Jewish,’ 
w hen I asked him .

“H e said there were two m entors 
who raised him  and who had a big 
influence on  his life, and they were 
Jew ish. H e said, T agree w ith  the 
concepts and the religious beliefs o f 
Judaism and I ’ve adopted Judaism as 
my religion,”’ Rubenstein said. “He 
really thinks o f him self as Jew ish.”

W h at do some Jews think?
“You can ’t feel Jewish. It ’s no t a 

m atter o f feeling. You can  convert 
to  Judaism . You c a n ’t n o t conv ert 
to Judaism and th en  be Jew ish,” said 
Rabbi M arvin Hier, founder and dean 
o f the S im on W iesenthal C en ter in 
Los Angeles.

H ier defined being Jew ish from 
two perspectives, if som eone hasn’t 
gone through the process o f formal 
conversion.

“From  th e  O rth o d o x  p o in t o f

view, if  th a t person  has a Jew ish  
m oth er, h e  w ould be co n sid ered  
Jew ish,” H ier said. “In  the Reform  
tradition, there’s also a patrilineage. 
U n d er those categories, he would 

n o t fit.”
R abbi M ark S . Diam ond o f the 

2 8 0 -m e m b e r  B oard  o f  R a b b is  o f  
Southern C alifornia agreed.

“T h e r e  are m any p eop le  w ho 
appreciate Jew ish customs, who may 
em brace aspects o f Jew ish  cu lture 
and practice, but that does n o t make 
them  Jew ish,” he said.

A fter h is tirade cam e to  ligh t, 
R ichards apologized on David Let- 
term an’s “Late Show ” on  C B S , saying 
his remarks were sparked by anger at 
being heckled , no t bigotry. H e also 
apologized to the Rev. A1 Sharpton, 
and apologized Sunday on  the Rev. 
Je sse  Ja c k s o n ’s sy n d ica te d  rad io  

program.
R ubenstein  said Richards wasn’t 

available for an interview  Tuesday.
“H e wants to rest,” the publicist 

said. “H e’s been talking to  his psy­
ch iatrist.”

NY mayor meets with family of 
groom slain in police shooting

N E W  Y O R K  (A P ) —  Mayor M i­
chael Bloom berg m et Tuesday w ith 
the family o f the m an who was killed 
on  his wedding day in a barrage of 
police gunfire as he left his bachelor 
party, and investigators questioned a 
third civ ilian  witness.

T hree days after the fatal encoun­
ter, it rem ained unclear why four de­
tectives and one police officer opened 
fire w hile conducting an undercover

operation at a strip club.
T h e  unidentified witness was on a 

darkened block  in Q ueens w hen five 
police officers killed 2 3 -year-old Sean  
B ell and injured two friends as the 
three sat inside a car, officials said.

T h e r e  are tw o o th e r  c iv i l ia n  
witnesses: O n e woman on  the street 
who says she saw officers firing their 
weapons, and a second wom an who 
from  h e r  w indow  sp o tted  a m an
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running away from  the area around 
the tim e o f the shooting. Investiga­
tors are trying to determ ine if that 
m an had been  w ith the three who 
were shot.

O n  Tuesday, B lo om b erg  w ent 
to the B ell fam ily’s Q ueens church, 
where he m et for about an hour w ith 
the parents and fiancee of the victim , 
along w ith  the Rev. A1 Sh arp ton . 
T h e  mayor th en  m et at a restaurant 
w ith about 5 0  com m unity leaders.

T h e  mayor held a sim ilar m eet­
ing M onday at C ity  H all in  w hich 
he declared th at officers appeared to 
use “excessive force” w hen B ell was 
killed hours before his wedding. He 
stood by his com m ents Tuesday.

“I am a civilian . I am not a profes­
sional law enforcem ent officer,” he 
said. “I used the word excessive and 
th a t ’s fin e . T h a t  was my personal 
opinion. It may turn out to be that 
it was not excessive.”

C ouncilm an Jam es Sanders Jr. o f 
Q ueens said he warned Bloom berg 
about possible unrest.

“I alerted the mayor th at the tem ­
perature on  the streets has increased 
to a large degree,” he said. “W h ile  we 
are sitting in  these m eetings, a lo t o f 
people are out on  the streets.”

P olice  Com m issioner Raym ond 
Kelly said some tension was inevi­
table because o f “the nature o f what 
police departments do —  we arrest 
people, we give them  summonses, 
we’re the bearers o f bad news, we use 
force and som etim es we use deadly 
force .”

Sh e  said this is one o f the most 
popular events the counseling center 
hosts because of all the activities and 
the free giveaways.

“T h is  is an opportunity for stu­
dents to get lots o f stress m anagement 
resources as w ell,” she said.

Adam s said she suggests profes­
sors offer extra credit to  encourage 
students to attend.

“S tu d e n ts  o f te n  a r e n ’t aw are 
o f their level o f  anxiety,” she said. 
“M any com e on their own but some 
need the extra push. W h e n  we work

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Pope condemns religious violence
A N K A R A , Turkey (A P ) —  Pope 

B en ed ic t X V I urged leaders o f  all 
religions Tuesday to “utterly refuse” 
to  support any form o f violence in 
th e  nam e o f fa ith , w hile Turkey’s 
top Muslim cleric com plained to the 
pontiff o f growing “Islam ophobia” in 
the world.

A s he began his first v isit to  a 
M uslim  country —  a trip that drew 
extraordinary security but few o n ­
lookers —  Benedict sought a careful 
balance as he extended friendship and 
brotherhood to Muslims, hoping to 
end the outcry from many Muslims 
over h is rem arks lin k in g  Islam  to 
violence.

H e expressed support for Turkey’s 
efforts to jo in  the European U nion, 
m oving away from  op p osition  he 
voiced when he was a cardinal.

But the G erm an pope also ham ­
m ered  away a t key p o in ts  o f  h is 
18-m onth papacy, telling diplomats 
that leaders o f all religions must “ut­
terly refuse to sanction  recourse to 
v io len ce as a legitim ate expression 
o f fa ith .”

He avoided m ention o f any spe­
cific religion, even as he decried ter­
rorism and the “disturbing conflicts 
across the Middle East.”

B enedict also said guarantees o f 
religious freedom are essential for a 
just society, and the V atican said he 
raised specific issues such as property 
rights o f Turkey’s tiny 32,0(X)-member 
C a th o lic  com m u nity  during talks 
w ith Turkish officials.

His comm ents could be reinforced 
later during the four-day visit w hen 
th e  pope m eets in  Is ta n b u l w ith  
Ecum enical Patriarch Bartholom ew  
I, the spiritual leader o f the world’s 
O rthodox Christians.

T h e  pope is expected to call for 
greater rights and p ro tectio n s for 
C hristian m inorities in the Muslim 
world, inclu ding the sm all G reek  
O rthodox com m unity in Turkey.

T h e  79-year-old made reconcilia­
tion  a priority o f his first day, taking 
on a taxing series o f  m eetings that 
saw him  needing a drink o f w ater 
after coughing repeatedly while ad­
dressing diplomats in the last public 
appearance in the evening.

B en ed ic t’s journey is extraord i­
narily sensitive, a closely  w atched 
pilgrim age fu ll o f  sym bolism  th a t 
could offer hope o f religious reconcili­
ation or deepen what many say is a 
growing divide between the Christian 
and Islam ic worlds.

Seek in g  to  ease anger over his 
perceived criticism  o f Islam, Benedict 
m et w ith A li Bardakoglu, who heads 
religious affairs in Turkey, warmly 
grasping hands. Benedict sat nearby 
as the M uslim  cleric  defended his 
religion.

“T h e  so-called  co n v ictio n  th at 
the sword is used to expand Islam in 
the world and growing Islam ophobia 
hurts all Muslims,” Bardakoglu said.

T h e  co m m en t appeared to  be 
a re feren ce  to  B e n e d ic t’s rem arks 
in à speech in Septem ber w hen he 
quoted a 14th-century C hristian em ­
peror who characterized the Prophet 
Muham m ad’s teachings as “evil and 
inhum an, such as his com m and to 
spread by thy  sword th e  fa ith  he 
preached.”

T h e  V atican described the cleric’s 
speech as “positive, respectful and 
n o n -p o le m ica l,” applauding w hat 
the church sees as efforts for a true 
dialogue betw een faiths.

O n  Sunday, m ore th a n  2 5 ,0 0 0  
Turks showed up to an anti-V atican 
protest in  Istanbul, asking the pope 
to  stay at hom e, but on the streets o f 
A nkara most people w ent about their 
usual business and only a tiny protest 
was held outside the religious affairs 
office hours before the pope arrived.

“Today we had the sensation he 
was a welcom e guest,” said V atican 
spokesman the Rev. Federico Lom-

bardi.

“A ll feel the same responsibility 
in this difficult m om ent in history, 
le t’s work together,” B en ed ict said 
during his flight from Rom e to A n ­
kara, where more than  3 ,0 0 0  police 
and sharpshooters joined  a security 
effort that surpassed even the visit o f 
President Bush two years ago.

“W e know that the scope o f this 
trip is dialogue and brotherhood and 
the com m itm ent for understanding 
betw een cu ltu res... and for reconcili­
ation ,” he said.

P rim e M in is te r  R e ce p  Tayyip 
Erdogan —  in a last-m inute change 
o f plans —  welcomed the pope at the 
foot o f the plane and described the 
visit as “very m eaningful.” Erdogan’s 
p o lit ic a l party  has Is lam ic roots, 
though the governm ent is secular.

In  his first official act, Benedict 
visited the mausoleum of Mustafa Ke- 
mal A taturk, the founder o f m odem  
Turkey, and wrote a message in a guest 
book calling Turkey “a m eeting point 
o f different religions and cultures and 
a bridge betw een A sia and Europe.”

P o lice  m onitored  th e  highw ay 
leading to A nkara from the airport, 
w here T u rk ish  and V a tic a n  flags 
w aved in  a lig h t breeze. Sn ip ers  
clim bed atop buildings and hilltops. 
In  wooded areas along the route, 
soldiers in camouflage fatigues set up 
observation points and sniffer dogs 
passed along bridges.

It was his first visit to a Muslim 
co u n try  as p o n tiff . T h e  o rig in a l 
goal o f the pope’s trip to Turkey was 
to  m eet B artholom ew  I, leader o f 
th e  w orld’s 3 0 0  m illion  O rth odox 
Christians. T h e  two m ajor branches 
o f C hristianity  represented by Bar­
th o lo m ew  and B e n e d ic t  sp lit  in  
1 0 5 4  ov er d ifferen ces in  o p in io n  
on the power o f the papacy, and the 
two spiritual heads will m eet in an 
attem p t to  b reach  th e  divide and 
reunite the churches.

Rice
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Ham as-linked m ilitants captured 
an Israeli soldier, sparking an Israeli 
m ilitary offensive in Gaza. But the 
c e a s e -f ire  th a t  w ent- in to  e f fe c t  
early Sunday has raised hopes th at 
new peace m oves could be on the 
horizon.

In  his speech  M onday, O lm ert

said  Is ra e l w ou ld  re le a s e  frozen  
funds to the P alestin ian  A uthority, 
free P alestin ian  prisoners and ease 
ch eck p oin ts if  P alestin ians choose 
the p ath  o f peace.

A bbas said Tuesday that O lm ert’s 
speech was a “p ositive” step toward 
peacem aking.

If  O lm ert’s “in tention s are good, 
then  we can  build on  this (his in itia ­
tive) in  order to put forward a plan 
for future negotiations on  all issues

related  to  th e  P a lestin ia n  cau se,” 
A bbas said during a visit to Jordan.

T h e  cease-fire rem ains fragile, 
w ith m ilitants still firing hom em ade 
rockets at Israel since the truce took 
effect. M ilitan ts launched two more 
rockets at Israel on  Tuesday night, 
P a le s tin ia n  w itnesses said. T h e r e  
were n o  reports o f  in juries.

O lm ert said h e  wa^ “a b it ffiis- 
t r a te d ” th e  r o c k e t  f ire  had  n o t  
stopped.

In reading your article about wind 

farms in the Nov. 28 issue of The Daily 
Toreador, I was a little miffed at your 
reasoning. It seamed from the article 
that your whole disappointment with 
wind farms is its “visual impact.” How 
narcissistic of you. You cite three wind 
farms that produce enough electricity for 
700,000 homes and business as trivial. 
I don’t think it’s trivial to them. They, 
your great-grandmother included, are 
being provided with cheap, non-pollut­
ing energy. You called this “insignificant 
when compared to alternatives” such as 
nuclear power. Recall Chernobyl?

Y es, a n u c le a r  p ow er fa c i l i ty

produces a lot o f e lectric ity  for its 
size compared to wind farms, but the 
significant cost d ifference in  their 
constru ction is w hat sets them  apart. 
N u clear fa c ilit ie s  co st b illio n s  to  
construct, n o t to m ention  the tens- 
of-m illions per year for operation and 
waste rem oval; all costs passed on  to 
the consumer. W ind  farms, on  the 
oth er hand, cost approxim ately $1 
m illion per turbine start to finish.

You may not want a turbine “sit­
ting  in your backyard,” would you 
rather hav e a nu clear facility? O r 
perhaps a road through your town 
th at is an artery for nuclear waste?

Turbines do nothing to the environ­
m ent but cast shadows and stir the 
wind com pared to  farm ing, w hich  
displaces topsoil and reduces vegeta­
tion  for animals.

Yes, nuclear power has improved 
considerably throughout the last 10 
years, but so has turbine technology. 
Turbines can now operate in as little as 
5 mph of wind. So  the next time you 
base energy woes off its visual aesthet­
ics, you might want to look beyond 
yourself and see the social benefit.

Fred H erm an, creator o f the Red 
R id er B B  gun m ade famous in  the 
m ovie “A  C h ristm as S to ry ,” had 
m ore to  w orry a b o u t d uring th e  
1950s th an  shooting  his eye out.

S c o tt  W h ite , operations m anag­
er and cu rator for th e  Fred H erm an 
E x h ib it at th e  T exas T ech  R a n c h ­
ing H eritage C en ter, said H erm an 
was asked  by th e  U n ite d  S ta te s  
governm ent to  go behind  the “Iron  
C u rta in ” and spy for his country.

“H e had a p hotographic m em o­
ry,” W h ite  said o f H erm an. “I th in k  
he did som ew here betw een 5 0 0  and 
1 0 0 0  pictures for them  from  w hat 
he saw.”

H erm an’s ex h ib it in  the R a n c h ­
ing H eritage C e n te r  focuses on  his 
life as a painter, a co m ic artist and 
th e  creato r o f  th e  B B  gun.

R o b ert T idw ell, cu rator at the 
museum, said H erm an created  the 
co m ic strip “R ed  R id er.” Before the 
co m ic cam e about, H erm an spent 
tim e w orking on  an ill-fated  strip 
called  “B ron c P eeler.”

D u rin g  h is  t im e  as an  a r t is t , 
he was th e  room m ate o f the th en - 
u n know n a n im a to r W a lt  D isney, 
T idw ell said. H erm an and D isney 
attem pted to open their own anim a­
tio n  studio together, but it never got 
off th e  ground.

“I t h in k  W a l t  g o t o v e r  i t , ” 
T idw ell said w ith  a laugh.

T hrou gh  his life , H erm an made 
alm ost 3 5 0  p aintings. W h ite  said. 
E a c h  o f  th e  p a in tin g s  rep re se n t 
som ething H erm an saw —  w hether 
it was th e  average day on  a farm  or 
learn ing how  to  break in a horse.

W h ite  said H e rm a n  was ¿ t i l l  
Jbreaking in  hprses ev en  in  his later 
years o f life.

“H e founded th e  Cow boy A r t­
ists o f  A m e ric a ,” W h ite  said. “It 
featured th e  leading cowboy artists 
o f  the tim e .”

T h e  H erm an ex h ib it is on  dis­
play at th e  T ech  R an ch in g  H eritage 
C e n te r along w ith  three o th er ad­
d itions.

W e s te r n  a c to r  B u c k  T a y lo r , 
know n for h is roles in  “T om bstone” 
and “G u n sm oke,” has his artw ork 
displayed at the museum along w ith 
costum es and scripts from  some o f 
his m ore popular films.

R o b in  Craw ford, cu rator at the 
museum, said Taylor used acting  as 
a way o f  supporting him self, but his 
real passion rested in  painting.

O il paintings hang in the gallery 
o f  b o th  famous and not-so-fam ous 
actors Taylor has worked w ith  over 
th e  years. A  p ortrait o f V al K ilm er 
( “T o m b sto n e ” and “B a tm a n  F or­
ever”) hangs n ext to  o th er paintings 
o f  actors w ho were n o th in g  m ore 
th a n  background m ovem ent.

For th e  grand o p en in g  o f th e  
e x h ib it , T ay lo r m ade th e  trip  to 
Lubbock and was greeted by a crowd 
o f fans, T idw ell said.

“Fans or people old enough to 
rem em ber N ew ly on  ‘G u n sm o k e’ 
cam e ou t,” T idw ell said. “T h ey  all

“I t ’s funny th e y  hap p en  to  be 
n e ig h b o rs , b u t th e y  h a v e  n e v e r  
done a show  to g eth er ,” Craw ford 
said.

C raw ford  w rote th e  lab els for 
th e  p ictures, but she said she did 
n o t  w ant to  sim ply say how  th e  
photographer took the p hoto.

“I w anted  to  m ake th e  lab els 
m ore ed u cation a l,” she said.

M oorhouse prim arily works as a

rancher, but he takes photos in his 
spare tim e, Crawford said. O n  the 
o th e r  h an d , M ein zer is a p ro fes­
sional photographer, so he has had 
m ore shows th an  M oorhouse.

“M einzer is the official p h otog­
rapher for T exas,” she said.

T h e  ex h ib it is com pleted  w ith 
a c o lle c tio n  o f trees spaced about 
th e  gallery. Crawford said museum 
em ployees constru cted  a sm all hut 
w ith binocu lars for ch ild ren  to look 
through and spy on  the fake birds 
in the trees.

“E v ery on e’s b e en  really  happy 
w ith  th e  e x h ib it ,” Craw ford said. 
“E v e n  th e  p h o to g ra p h e rs  w ere 
happy.”

T h e  fourth  ex h ib it is a rep lica  o f 
a ch u ck  wagon som eone m ight see 
out on  th e  range from  long ago.

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Cyber Monday follows Black Friday

T h e  day after T hanksgiving, 
known as “B lack Friday,” enticed 
some consumers to camp outside of 
stores for the best deals of the year. 
Yet the day also drove some people to 
stay at home and shop online for deals 
the following Monday, also known as 
“Cyber Monday.”

According to the ShopperTrak 
W eb site, sales totaled $8.9 billion 
for the season’s first major shopping 
day, which represented a 6 percent 
increase from 2005’s Black Friday.

According to CN N ’s W eb site, 7.5 
million individuals decided to shop on 
eBay, the most popular e-commerce 
site on Black Friday.

According to the W eb site. Black 
Friday’s name was derived from the pe­
riod in which retailers are said to move 
out of the red —  as in operating at a 
loss —  and move “into the black” as 
the holiday shopping season begins.

According to the Cyber Monday 
W eb site at Shop.org, the term “Cyber 
Monday” was coined last year by a 
division of the National Retail Fed­
eration. T he W eb site also stated the 
Cyber Monday trend was initially rec­
ognized a number of years ago when 
many retailers saw spikes in sales and 
traffic as consumers went back to work 
after the Thanksgiving holiday.

Ronald Gilbert, associate professor 
of economics, said he did not go shop­
ping the day after Thanksgiving and 
would not even consider it.

“If there is such demand for some 
things, I think they should auction the 
limited supply,” he said.

Gilbert also said he does not think 
the economy is weak, so he does not 
think it will be a bad season.

“I think  it is too early to tell 
w hether people are buying fewer 
things or spending less total dollars,” 
he said.

Although Cyber Monday sales 
numbers have not been released, 
according to a Shop.org survey con­

ducted by BIGresearch, 60.7 million 
consumers planned to shop online from 
home or at work on Cyber Monday.

According to ComScore Networks, 
the expected increase in online sales in 
2006 will be up 24 percent from 2005.

Maegan Wilber, a freshman broad­
cast journalism major from Albuquerque, 
N.M., said both she and her friend got 
up at 7 a.m. to go shopping on Black 
Friday.

“It was pretty busy, and there were 
a lot of long lines,” she said. “There 
were a lot of good deals, and I would 
go again.”

Caitlyn Ryan, a senior marketing 
major from Austin, said she had been 
shopping the day after Thanksgiving, but 
did not venture out this year.

“I live in Dallas by the Galleria and I 
heard the stores were crazy,” Ryan said.

David Tovar, spokesperson for Wal- 
Mart, said most of the company’s stores 
are open 24 hours, but the ones that do 
not stay open around the clock opened 
at 5 a.m. on Black Friday.

“Over the past couple of weeks, we 
rolled back a number of prices in antici­
pation on Black Friday and the holiday 
season,” Tovar said.

According to Wal-Mart’s facts Web 
site, the company unveiled additional 
“Black Friday” features online Thanks­
giving Day for the first time it its his­
tory.

In seven games so far this season, 
the Texas Tech m en’s basketball team 
has had two identities.

First there was the team that made 
one field goal in the first 10 minutes of 
the second half in a 67-53 loss to A ir 
Force. T h en  there was the team that 
put up 9 4  points ---------------------------
in a 17-point win 
against UTEP.

H eading in to  
t o n ig h t ’s gam e 
against the T C U  
H om ed Frogs, the 
Raiders (5 -2 )  are 
trying to find a true 
identity.

“ W e  r e a l l y  
d o n ’t h a v e  an  
id e n t i ty  now  I 
g u e ss ,” forw ard  
Darryl Dora said.
“W e h a v e  o n ly  
p la y e d  s e v e n
games. W e still have a lot to work on 
and a lot to improve. W e’re just trying 
to find the right attitude where we go 
out every night and play hard and win 
the game.”

Senior guard Jarrius Jackson leads 
Tech with 23 points per game and 5.3 
rebounds per game. Jackson is currently 
seventh on the T ech  career scoring 
list with 1,705 career points. In Tech’s 
win against U T E P  Sunday, Jackson

recorded a team-high 31 points and was 
joined by M artin Zeno who recorded a 
career-high 28 points.

T C U  is led by guard Ryan W all who 
averages 13.4 points per game.

Tech leads the all-time series with 
T C U  69-44. T h e  Hom ed Frogs head 
into tonight’s game with a 4-1 record 
after winning just six during the 2005- 
2006  season. Jackson said the mem-

__________________ ory o f  two years
ago will keep the 
T ech  squad from  
o v erlo o k in g  th e  
Hom ed Frogs.

“A ll  I k n o w  
is my sophomore 
year when we went 
down there they 
beat us,” Jackson 
sa id .

O n  the defensive 
end it ’s just a m atter o f us getting 
stronger and being more hungry to just 
get the ball.”

Guard Benny V alentine said an­
oth er concern  for the team  is shot 
selection.

“T h at’s something I have been get­
ting yelled at for a lot lately,” Valentine 
said. “N ot only shot selection, but using 
the shot fake when a guy is rurming out 
at you at full speed. T h a t’s something 
the coaches have been talking to us 
about is using the shot fake and better 
shot selection.”

Despite the fact that Tech is favored 
to beat T C U , Valentine said he agrees 
with Jackson that the Raiders won’t 
overlook T C U .

“I t ’s ju st a n o th er gam e on  our 
schedule, so we might as well go in 
there and play hard and try to win the 
game,” he said.

W ith  a win Tech coach Bob Knight 
would move w ithin two victories of 
Adolph Rupp for second on the list for 
career coaching wins. Knight currently 
is six wins behind Dean Sm ith for first 
on the all-time list.

“It’s not something we think about,” 
Jackson said about the coaching record. 
“I don’t even know how many wins 
he needs.”

Stoops unanimous choice for Big 12 honor

N O R M A N , O kla. (A P ) —  In a 
season of turmoil. Bob Stoops was still 
able to mold a championship-caliber 
team at Oklahoma.

Even after the dismissal o f their 
starting quarterback and an injury to 
their record-setting running back, the 
Sooners managed to go 10-2 ,7-1  in the 
Big 12. It was good enough for O U  to 
win its fifth Big 12 South title and a 
berth in the conference championship 
game Saturday —  and, on  Tuesday, 
Stoops was named with The Associated 
Press’ Big 12 coach of the year.

Stoops was a unanimous choice for 
the honor, w hich he also won in 2000 
and 2003. H e becomes the first three­
time winner in the conference’s 11 -year 
history. O nly former Colorado coach 
Gary Barnett has won twice. Stoops is 
the second straight unanimous selec-

tion, following Texas’ M ack Brown.
“W ith  the things that we’ve had to 

overcome, the way he’s kept this team 
focused, kept our mind-set focused on 
our m ain goals, is big,” quarterback 
Paul Thom pson said. “T h a t’s the main 
thing for coaches, keeping your team 
focused, keeping them  away from the 
d istractions.... H e’s just done a great 
job overall with the adversity that we 
have had this year.”

Stoops has had to deal w ith the 
nasty business of dismissing two players, 
including starting quarterback R hett 
Bomar, who broke N C A A  rules by 
taking more money than he earned at a 
Norman car dealership. T h e program is 
still under investigation by the N C A A , 
w hich has said Bom ar took $ 7 ,4 0 0  
more than he earned while offensive 
linem an J.D . Q uinn took $ 8 ,1 0 0  in 
extra benefits.

O nce the season started. Stoops had 
to brush aside a crushing 34-33 loss at

Oregon that could’ve been a win if 
officials had made a correct ruling 
on a late onside kick or a subsequent 
instant replay review.

Next, he lost his starting tailback, 
200 4  H eism an runner-up A drian 
Peterson, to a broken collarbone 
that has kept him  out six weeks. 
H e’s doubtful to return Saturday for 
the Big 12 title game against N o. 19 
Nebraska (9 -3 ,6 -2 ) .

Each tim e adversity has flared. 
Stoops attacked it directly by tell­
ing players no excuses would be 
allowed.

“It was just on and on ,” lin e­
backer Rufus A lexander said. “He 
just came in and made it seem like 
it’s your choice what you want to 
do and how you want to go through 
whatever has happened to you. You 
get dealt a hand of cards and you 
have to play them , and th at’s all 
we did.”

Tulane returns every starter from 
Jast season’s team, including guard Jami 
Montagnino, who averages 15.2 ppg and 
4.2 rpg and shoots 96 percent from the 
charity stripe.

Stockton said the match-up is some­
thing she and her team are looking 
forward to.

“It’s a great opportunity,” she said. 
“They have great people there. It will be 
a great experience.”
