Elroy C hester, 3 7 , confessed to 
th e  slayings o f at least four o th er 
p eople during a s ix -m o n th  crim e 
spree. H e pleaded guilty to  k illing 
W illie  Rym an III , who was trying 
to keep C hester from raping his two 
nieces at their Port A rthur hom e. Ry­
man, who frequently checked on  the 
girls w hen their m other was at work, 
had interrupted C hester’s burglary o f 
the hom e and the rapes.

A  settlem ent was reached be­
tween Texas T ech  and local retail 
m erch an t R ed  R aid er O u tfitte r  
concerning a trademark lawsuit.

Stephen Spiegelberg, son of the 
owner o f Red Raider Outfitter, said 
the settlem ent was reached after 
m onths o f discussions betw een the 
two parties.

“G eneral reaction  is I th ink  it 
is a w in-win situation for both the

university and R ed  R aid er O u tfit­
te r ,” h e  said. “W e are happy and 
excited .”

Specifics o f  the settlem ent were 
not made available.

S p ie g e lb e rg  said b o th  p arties  
agreed not to discuss the specifics o f 
the settlem ent at this point.

H ow ever, h e  said C h a n c e llo r  
K ent H ance and V ictor M ellinger, 
senior associate general counsel for 
T ech , were im portant in getting the 
lawsuit settled.

“Resounding thanks to Mr. H ance

and V ictor for their hand in getting 
this thing done and m oving forward 
in a positive way,” Spiegelberg said.

M ellinger declined to com m ent.
“I can ’t com m ent on  the term s,” 

said Stacey  Barnes, the counsel for 
R ed  R aider O utfitter. “It has been  
settled.”

Barnes said paperwork is being 
filed to  close out the proceedings, 
w hich should be starting soon.

T h e  o rig in al law suit was filed  
ag a in st R ed  R a id e r  O u tf i t te r  by 
T ech  in N ovem ber concerning Red

Raider O utfitter’s use o f the “Raider 
R ed ” sym bol as w ell as th e  use o f 
the slogans “W reck ‘Em T ech” and 
“Raiderland” on m erchandise being 
sold in the store.

Earlier in the legal proceedings, 
Sp ieg e lb erg  asked ind iv id u als to  
sign a p etition  asking President Jon  
W hitm ore to  reconsider T e ch ’s ac­
tions against Red R aider O utfitter in 
a paid advertisem ent.

“Instead o f claim ing the royalties 
or profits from  the disputed sales, 
the university has asked the court to

award them  every penny o f revenue 
our store took in over the past few 
years. T h e  court awarded them  $3.1 
m illion. T h a t will force Red Raider 
O utfitter, a fam ily-ow ned business 
owned and operated by a Tech  gradu­
ate, to shut our doors,” according to 
the advertisem ent.

T e c h  te rm in a te d  R ed  R a id e r  
O utfitter’s license to sell official Tech 
m erchandise in 2003  because o f the 
business’ failure to  account for the

First diversity meeting gives students 
opportuniuty to discuss concerns

Diversity tension on campus was the m ain topic o f discussion 
at a student-focused tow n hall m eeting Thursday night.

Texas T ech  President Jo n  W hitm ore said in his Feb. 22 
message to the student body there would be a series o f events 
in w hich the students could voice their opinions about issues 
involving diversity.

T h e  first diversity m eeting was conducted by Juan Munoz, 
special assistant to the president, and the primary topic o f dis­
cussion was a recent party involving T ech  students. W hitm ore 
was not present at the discussion.

Protestors at a Feb. 15 rally outside the Student U nion  Build­
ing said the party, w hich was made public by a photo album 
on  the W eb site www.facebook.com, was comprised o f white 
students im itating blacks in a degrading manner.

E than Logan, director o f Student Judicial Programs, said the 
incident occurred off campus; and the subsequent inform ation is

protected as free speech because it was made available on 
a public forum. He said other schools have a hate-speech 
clause in their codes o f conduct, but many have been sued 
and lost because it inhibits free speech.

“Institutions w hich have hate speech clauses in their 
code o f conduct, they can not defend them ,” Logan said. 
“T hey  are being challenged in courts o f law and they are 
losing. I don’t believe it is a sound practice to  include a 
hate speech clause in the code o f conduct.”

Logan said if som eone gets attacked verbally, but no t 
to the point o f harassm ent, there is nothing that person 
can  do.

“P rim arily  sp e ech  is p ro tected , and if  som ebody 
verbally accosts you, we recom m end you walk away,” he 
said. “Anybody who feels like they have been a victim  o f 
a v iolation o f the code of student conduct, they can  make 
referrals to the student judicial programs office.”

Munoz said there has to be som ething done to address

Representing C om anche N ation  C ollege was A cadem ic D ean

B rink  said the agreem ent is about m aking a seamless transi­
tion  for students transferring to T ech  and working together on 
several issues.

D ance program growing, 
lacks space for practice

T h e  size o f Texas T e ch ’s dance 
program has more th an  quadrupled 
in the past three years.

In  2 0 0 4 , 13 students were regis­
tered w ith either a m ajor or m inor in 
dance. Currently, there are slightly 
few e r th a n  1 0 0  u n d erg ra d u a tes  
studying dance.

A n  increase in enrollm ent cou ­
pled w ith  th e  Ja n . 17 fire, w hich  
caused sm oke and w ater damage to 
the C harles E. M aedgen Jr. T h eatre , 
has put s ig n ifica n t stra in  on  th e  
departm ent’s resources.

G enev ieve Durham , head o f the 
dance program, said the program has 
the p otential to  double its size in the 
n ext several years, but it can n o t b e ­
cause of facility lim itations. Sh e  said 
T e ch ’s adm inistration is aware o f the 
lack  o f space and outdated facilities 
and is working w ith  the departm ent 
to  resolve the issue.

“W e need space right now,” Dur­
ham said. “It’s problematic having to be 
transitory, constantly changing rooms 
and being in other people’s space.”

Durham  said talks o f dem olish­
ing th e  S p o rts  S c ie n c e s  C e n te r , 
w here the dance program is located , 
prevents the departm ent from  m ak­
ing the necessary im provem ents to 
m eet th e  N a tio n a l A sso cia tio n  o f 
Sch o o ls o f T h e a tre ’s requirem ents, 
w hich  the departm ent is currently 
violating. Durham  said the program 
received new mirrors and specialized 
floors for its one dance studio, but 
it is still in  need o f tlassroom  and 
rehearsal space.

F red erick  C h ris to ffe l, d irecto r 
o f  th e a tre  and  th e  d e p a rtm e n t’s 
chairm an , said the M aedgen T h e ­
atre  fa c ilit ie s  could  be easily  e x ­
panded outward to  accom m od ate  
classrooms, dance studios and shop 
space for bo th  the dance and th e ­
a tre  p rogram s, g iv en  th e  am p le 
space surrounding the building. He 
said updating the facilities to  m eet 
th e  m in im u m  sta n d a rd s fo r a c ­
cred itation  by the N A S T  could cost 

y roughly $ 9  m illion  to  $ 1 0  m illion. 
He said repairs and improvem ents to

the M aedgen T h ea tre  alone would 
cost nearly $ 1 .3  m illion.

C h ristoffe l said the departm ent 
is bringing in a consu ltan t in A pril 
to  assess c o s ts  and  a n a ly ze  th e  
departm ent’s situation. H e said he 
is op tim istic and hopes to  see the 
fa c ilit ie s  re -op en  in  tim e for th e  
d ep artm en t’s first p erform an ce, a 
m usical to be conducted  in O ctob er 

2 007 .
“W e are still evaluating where we 

are,” he said. “M y ultim ate concern  
is the safety o f our students.”

K elly  G arcia , a sophom ore com ­
m u n ic a tio n s  d esig n  m a jo r  from  
H ouston, said the teach in g  in the 
dance program is the best she has 
ever had, and she would like to  see 
the program contin u e growing.

“I t ’s hard to  get the classes I need 
for my m in or,” G a rc ia  said. “T h e  
lim ited space restricts the tim es of 
required classes, w hich are usually 
b a ck-to -b ack .”

G arcia  said space is so lim ited  
th a t D an ceT ech , a m odern d ance 
group in  th e  program , reh earsed  
outside, barefoot, on  the out-of-ser­
v ice tenn is courts n e x t to  the S S C  
because tim e co n flic ts  p ro h ib ited  
the group from  using the studio or 
oth er facilities.

“W e had to use som ebody’s car as 
a radio to  review  our dance before 
th e  D a n ce T e ch  c o n c e r t ,” G a rc ia  
said.

D a n c e T e c h  p erfo rm ed  in  th e  
A m e rica  C o lle g e  D a n ce  F estiv a l 
ann u al p erfo rm an ce last w eek at 
Texas C h ristian  U niversity  in Fort 
W orth , along w ith alm ost 20  oth er 
universities in  T e ch ’s region.

B rittany  W escott, a sophom ore 
d an ce  m a jo r from  H o u sto n , said 
she spends at least three hours each  
day in the S S C . Sh e  said w hen she 
and her co lleagues are rehearsing 
for concerts, they spend at least five 
hours per day in  the building.

“I th in k  we would have a m uch 
b e tter program if our accom m oda­
tio n s w ere b e tte r ,” she said. “I ’m 
tran sferrin g  to  th e  U n iv e rs ity  o f  
H ouston because the accom m oda­
tions are so bad.”

House Democrats want troops to come home from Iraq
W A SH IN G T O N  (A P) —  House 

D em ocratic leaders have coalesced 
around legislation that would require 
troops to come hom e from Iraq within 
six m onths if that country’s leaders 
fail to m eet promises to help reduce 
v io len ce  there , party officials said 
TTiursday.

T h e plan would retain a Democrat­
ic proposal prohibiting the deployment 
to Iraq of troops with insufficient rest 
or training or who already have served 
there for more than a year. Under the 
plan, such troops could only be sent 
to Iraq if President Bush waives those 
standards and reports to  Congress 
each time.

T h e proposal is the latest attempt 
by Democrats to resolve deep divisions 
within the party on how far to go to 
scale back U .S . involvement in Iraq. 
Rep. James Moran said the latest'Ver­
sion has the support o f party leadership 
and said he believes it is final and has 
the best chance at attracting, broad 
support.

“W e’re going to report out” a war 
spending bill “that’s responsive to the 
will o f the voters last November and 
brings our troops hom e as soon and 
safely as possible,” Moran, D-Va., said 
in an interview Thursday.

M oran, a m ember o f the House 
co m m ittee  th a t oversees m ilitary  
spending, said the plan was discussed 
in a closed-door meeting of comm ittee 
Democrats on Thursday.

Brendan Daly, a spokesm an for 
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi, D-Calif., 
declined to  confirm the details and 
or say whether Pelosi backs the plan. 
But he said: “W e have said we want 
to make sure our troops have all the 
training and equipm ent they need 
and that the Iraqi government must

m eet the benchmarks President Bush 
endorsed.”

Bush said the Iraqis had promised 
to m eet certain goals when he offered 
to send 21,500 more troops to Iraq. For 
example, the Iraqis pledged to spend 
more money on reconstruction and 
reach a political agreement to share 
the nation’s oil resources.

If the Iraqis fail to live up to their 
promises, some troops could be left 
behind under the Democrats’ plan to 
train Iraqi troops or conduct counter­
terrorism missions, M oran said.

Bush requested $ 9 3 .4  billion for 
this year’s military operations in Iraq 
and Afghanistan.

Moran said that as o f Thursday, the 
proposal was on track to add an extra 
$ 1 billion to step up efforts in Afghani­
stan. Money also would be added to 

'Ittipi'q'x^e health care for veterans and 
help wounded active-duty troops, as 
w ell as provide relief for hurricane 
victims.

T h e legislation also would require

Bush to seek cor^essional approval for 
any military operations in Iran.

T h e  Senate, meanwhile, could be­
gin floor debate on Iraq as early as next 
week. Sens. Joseph Biden, D -D el, and 
Carl Levin, D-M ich., have proposed a 
resolution that would call for combat 
troops to come home by M arch 2(X)8.

As Democrats finalized their spend­
ing plan for this year. W h ite  House 
ch ief o f staff Joshua Bolten told Senate 
Republican leaders that the administra­

tion will need additional funding to 
pay for the influx o f troops to Iraq.

T h e Pentagon initially estimated 
the 21 ,500  troops would cost $5.6 
billion through O ct. 1. But 6 ,000  
more personnel will be needed to 
provide support to the combat units, 
according to G O P  aides.

T h e  administration also might 
amend its funding request in order 
to  provide m ore m oney for A f­
ghanistan.

Obese boy is victim of love
According to  a story by the 

A ssociated Press earlier this 
week, a custody battle  was 

waged betw een social workers and 
the m other o f a severely obese eight- 
year-old boy in G reat B ritain . T h e  
child , C onn or M cCreaddie, weighs 
218  pounds —  four times the healthy 
weight o f a child his age.

His mother, N icola McKeown, said 
while she knows her son is at risk, she 
is unable to deny him  the junk food 
that is making him  so overweight.

S in c e  in itia l news o f th is case 
spread around the world, the Local 
Safeguarding C hildren Board, w hich 
is responsible for the custody battle, 
decided it would prefer to leave C o n ­
nor w ith his family and attem pt to 
m ake an agreem ent to  protect the 

child.
But I question this decision, es­

p ecially  after learning m ore about 

this case.
F irstly , w h ile  som e m ay hav e  

suspected  g en etics or som e o th er 
uncontrollable factor is involved in 
C o n n o r’s obesity, th e  m other has 
pretty much confessed her son’s weight 
and eating habits are mainly because 
she can not control him  and allows 
him  to eat whatever he wants, accord­

ing to the A P.
H e eats nothing but ju n k  food, 

and he eats it every 20 minutes. She 
claim s she can n o t deny him  these 
things, he will starve him self if he 
cannot have what he wants and that 
if he is given healthy food, he will 

simply spit it out.
T h e  boy is so overw eight he is 

unable to  walk excessively w ithout 
becom ing exhausted and vom iting. 
He cannot fit into his school uniforms 
and often misses extended periods of
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school because of his poor health.
If  that wasn’t enough, when he is 

at school, the boy said he is the co n­
stant subject o f ridicule and bullying 
because of his appearance, according 

to the AP.
It ’s plainly clear this boy is at risk 

o f serious physical and psychological 
damage, no t to m ention the fact he 
ca n n o t be learn ing everyth ing he 
needs to know if he is missing a lot 

o f school.
It ’s not just about superficial de­

mands o f society. His life is at risk. 
M any health  experts feel the family’s 
inab ility  to  help  co n tro l the boy’s 
eating constitutes an u nintentional 
abusive environm ent. I would have 
to agree with them.

But I feel this issue goes even far­
ther than a m other’s unwillingness to 
deprive her son of sweets and potato 
chips. It’s a generational disease; the 
effects o f w hich are beginning to be 
n o ticed  in  A m erican  college-.aged 
individuals.

T h a t’s right, you. You are the dis­
eased. A nd apparently so am I.

A  recent study by five psycholo­
gists found today’s college students 
are more narcissistic and self-centered 
than those o f yesteryear.

Professor Je a n  Tw enge o f  S a n  
D iego S ta te  University, the  study’s 
lead author, said she feels the findings 
are because of the fact today’s college 
students were the first to be constantly

told “they are special” by their parents 
and teachers.

Those conducting the study worry 
this trend m ight be harmful to  our 
society as a whole, leading us to have 
m ore difficu lty  w ith  in terpersonal 

relationships.
I feel this kind o f ch ild  raising 

might also be responsible for C onnor 
M cC readdie’s plight. His ability to 
assert his will over his mother, to win 
the little  battles and eat w hatever 
he w ants, is som ething th a t prob­
ably would not happen if the m other 
hadn’t started spoiling him  when he 
was young.

Sh e said she can’t stand his unend­
ing nagging and asking for sweets, 
according to the AP, despite the fact 
this kind of spoiling will eventually 

kill him.
So , if the m other is willingly al­

lowing herself to do something that 
is harm ing the boy’s h e a lth  w hile 
placing him  in a situation that will 
leave psychological damage;, does this 
constitute child abuse?

Obviously, the m other loves her 
son, but could she be k illin g  him  
slowly with love? Is it possible our par­
ents did damage to us by telling us how 
special we are w hen we were youjjg? 
Tragically, it might be possible.

I don’t think  it’s fair to blame our 
parents for loving us a little too much, 
but it is something to th ink about for 
future generations. T h e  idea o f tough 
love has been left behind, categorized 
as a harmful euphemism. But perhaps 
tough love is favorable in the long run 
over excessive love. Tim e may tell.

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I-for-CC justice for Darfur
A

s many of us are aware, the 
systematic genocide of more 
than 200,000 Sudanese by 
Janjaweed militias has not ended.

W hat has ceased, however, is the 
United States’ support for those in the 
Darfur region.

The United States essentially has 
done as little as would be necessary to 
appease the United Nations.

Finally, though, the International 
Crim inal Court has stepped up to 
the plate.

W ith next to nothing being done 
by any international oi^anization to 
bring the perpetratoïs and fecilkators of 
these atrocities to justice, the court has 
brought charges against the Sudanese 
state tninister for humanitarian affairs 
and the Janjaweed commander, Ali 
Kushayb, for war crimes and crimes 
sgainst humanity.

Thank goodness. It is paramount 
for those complicit in these horrendous 
crimes to face some kind of accountabil­
ity. The IOC, however, has its problems.

T h e largest o f these problems, 
though, is a lack of U.S. support.

W hile President Bill Clinton may 
have signed the Rome Statute that 
authorized the International Criminal 
Court in 1998, he refused to ratify it 
until certain changes, namely reforms 
to protect American service members, 
had been made.

President George W. Bush, though, 
has unsigned the treaty and attempted 
ad nauseam to weaken the authority of 
the court.

International justice is key to end­
ing the genocide in Darfur, and the 
IC C  is currently the best avenue fof 
international accountability.

Until the United States begins sup­
porting the court and its actions, those 
who are responsible for the genocide 
and displacement of milliorts will never 
be brought to justice.

A  key argument the Bush admin­
istration makes against the IC C  is it 
would be too harsh on our soldiers.

Perhaps if we can prevent our 
soldiers from committing war crimes 
then we wouldn’t have to worry about 
“harshness.”

If you’re naive enough to think 
U .S. troops don’t commit war crimes, 
go ask those imprisoned at Abu Ghraib 
or Guantanamo, or go ask the Haditha 
villagers.

Either way, the United States’ iso­
lationist stance on the IC C  is one that 
needs to change for anyone in S u d ^  
to receive justice.

Until the United States can rec­
ognize the importance of international 
accountability, it only justifies genocide 

• in other nations.
The United Nations fails at com­

bating genocide (remember Rwanda?), 
and the United States simply doesn’t 
care. It’s time to allow the IC C  to do 
its job and stop attempting to under­
mine it.

United States objections to the 
International Criminal Court would 
have more legitimacy if the govern­
ment were attempting to correct any 
of the problems that Sudan currently 
faces. It’s clear, however, because Sudan 
doesn’t export millions of barrels of oil, 
the United States could give a damn 
how many die.

Amy
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It’s time for Sudan to receive justice, 
and time for the United States to stop 
preventing it.

The concerns about U .S. soldiers be­
ing tried by the ICC have a simple solution 
-d o n ’t commit war crimes! It’s pretty plain 
and simple.

W hat is also important to note is na­
tions, have the option, under the Rcxne 
statute, to prosecute war criminals under 
their own jurisdiction.

I have the utmost respect for those in 
the military, but there are certainly some 
“bad apples” who perpetrate heinous 
crimes against humanity and dehumanize 
the citizens of the nations they occupy.

These soldiers need to know not 
everything they do has a justification, 
and they will be held accountable for 
their actions.

Accountability is necessary for the 
human rights movement to progress. 
Slobodan Milosevic, former Yugoslavian 
president and war criminal, was expected 
to be the first sentenced under the author­
ity of the ICC.

Because of a lack of support, though, 
Milosevic died before he could ever be

tried.
Still, the ICC has liad some minor suc­

cess. Thomas Lubanga, a Congolese militia 
leader, was the first person to be arrested by 
the International Criminal Court for war 
crimes including soldiering children. His 
trial is still pending.

The core of the issue, though, is it is 
time for thé United States to stop being 
pigheaded and join the rest of the world. 
The International Criminal Court is an 
excellent avenue for trying and convicting 
war criminals. Our concerns about the 
IC C  are best solved at home.

If  the Uniform  Code of Military 
Justice contained a better definition of 
war crimes and stronger punishments for 
them, perhaps President Bush wouldn’t 
have anything to worry about.

The Sudanese genocide is one of the 
most time-sensitive issues on the planet. 
It is time for the world to stop being silent 
and stop the death.

Supporting the Court’s indictment of 
Khartoum officials and Janjaweed leaders 
who complied with (through their silence) 
and ordered these heinous crimes t^ainst 
humanity is key to implementing an 
international code of justice that no one 

is exempt from.

It  has b e e n  o n ly  fou r m o n th s 
s in ce  th e  ground  b rea k in g  o f  th e  
new  C h r is t in e  D e V itt  and  H e le n  
D e V itt  Jo n e s  C h ild  D e v e lo p m e n t 
R e se a rc h  C e n te r , b u t th e  c e n te r ’s 
s ta ff  a lread y  has ad ju sted  to  th e  
new  b u ild in g  and  h as ro o m  for 
m ore c h ild re n  th a n  ever.

T h e  new  b u ild in g , w h ich  was 
funded  by p riv a te  d o n a tio n s , was 
d ed ica ted  last N o v e m b e r and also 
hou ses T h e  C e n te r  for th e  S tu d y  
o f  A d d ic tio n  and  R eco v ery .

M a r jie  C o ll in s , lead  s p e c ia l­
ist a t th e  c e n te r ,'s a id  m ov in g  to  
th e  n e w  b u ild in g  h a s  e n a b le d

th e  c e n te r  to  exp an d  from  th re e  
classroo m s to  s ix , and  allow s for 
m ore secu rity  fea tu res , in c lu d in g  
e le c tr ic -k e y  card s.

T h e  new  fa c i li ty  is equ ip p ed  
w ith  sand and w ater room s for arts 
and  cra fts  and  o b se rv a tio n  room s 
sep arated  from  th e  c lassroo m s by 
glass w alls.

“O n e  o f  th e  n e a te s t  th in g s we 
h a v e  is ou r s t a t e -o f - t h e - a r t  r e ­
se a rch -te ch n o lo g y  c o n tro l ro o m ,” 
C o llin s  said.

T h e  re s e a rc h -te c h n o lo g y  c o n ­
t r o l  ro o m - is e q u ip p e d  w ith  a 
co m p u ter and te le v is io n  m on itors 
lin k e d  to  v id e o  ca m e ra s  in  th e  
classroo m s and  p lay  areas.

C o l l i n s  s a id  t h e  c e n t e r  is

u tiliz e d  fo r  re s e a r c h  by fa c u lty  
m em b ers in  th e  H u m an  S c ie n c e s  
D ep artm en t and by undergraduate 
stu d en ts m a jo rin g  in  c h ild  d e v e l­
o p m e n t, w ho ta k e  a la b  co u rse  
th ro u g h  th e  ce n te r .

H u m a n  s c i e n c e  p r o f e s s o r s  
stu d ying  c h ild  d e v e lo p m e n t u t i ­
lize  th e  ro o m  fo r  n o n - in v a s iv e  
r e s e a r c h  o f  s t u d e n t s ,  C o l l i n s  
said . F a cu lty  m em b ers d oing  su ch  
re s e a rc h  are  req u ired  to  o b ta in  
p a re n ta l c o n se n t b e fo re  ob serv in g  
stu d en ts from  th e  c o n tr o l room .

W h i l e  e n r o l le d  in  t h e  la b  
co u rs e , u n d e rg ra d u a te  s tu d e n ts  
studying ch ild  d ev elo p m en t in te r­
a c t  w ith  th e  c h ild re n , w ho ran ge 
from  2 years o ld  to  5 years old .

S ta c y  Jo h n so n , associate  d ire c ­
to r  o f  th e  ce n te r , said stu d ents get 
r e a l- life  e x p e r ie n c e  in  d isc ip lin e  
an d  g u id a n ce  from  th e  lab  and  
w ill re c e iv e  fou r hou rs o f  cou rse  
c re d it  b e g in n in g  n e x t  sem ester.

“I t ’s re a lly  in te re s tin g  to  see 
how  te a c h e rs  and  stu d en ts in te r ­
a c t  w ith  th e  k id s ,” said  M ad ison  
K rueger, a fresh m a n  in te r io r  d e ­
sign m a jo r from  P lan o  and stu d ent 
a s s is ta n t  a t  th e  c e n te r . “A ll  o f  
ou r te a c h e rs  are rea lly  ca lm , and  
I ’ve n e v e r  heard  th e m  lose  th e ir  
te m p e r.”

C o llin s  said  th e  111 stu d ents 
en ro lle d  a t th e  c e n te r  are p rim ar­
ily  c h ild re n  o f  fa cu lty  m em b ers, 
bu t c h ild re n  from  o th e r  fa m ilie s

a tte n d .
S h e  said  ra tes  are co m p a ra b le  

to  th o se  o f  o th e r  day ca re  c e n te rs  
in  tow n , and  th e re  is a lon g  w a it­
ing  lis t  o f  p a re n ts  w an tin g  to  e n ­
ro ll th e ir  c h ild re n  a t th e  ce n te r .

B e ca u se  th e  c e n te r  is funded  
by th e  tu itio n  o f  th e  c h ild re n  e n ­
ro lle d , C o llin s  said  it is n ecessary  
for th e  c e n te r  to  use fundraisers to  
p u rch ase  a d d itio n a l e q u ip m en t.

K ru e g e r sa id  th e  fu n d ra ise rs  
g e n e r a l ly  t a r g e t  f a c u l ty ,  s t a f f  
m em b ers and  p a re n ts  o f  c h ild re n  
e n ro lle d , b u t sh e  w ould  l ik e  to  
see m ore stu d en ts p a rtic ip a te  in  
th e  fu tu re .

“T h e s e  f u n d r a is e r s  g iv e  us 
m ore  o p p o rtu n itie s  for th e  kids

and  buy b e tte r  m a te r ia ls  for th e  
p lay  a rea s ,” she said .

A lo n g  w ith  toys, m on ey  earned  
from  th e  fu n d raisers w ill b e  used 
to  p u rch ase eq u ip m en t, in clu d in g  
a la m in a tin g  m a c h in e .

“O u r te a c h e rs  h a v e  w ish lis ts  
in  e v e r y  c la s s r o o m  fo r  to y s o r  
o t h e r  th in g s  o u r b u d g e t  c a n ’t 
c o v e r ,” C o llin s  said .

Spiegelberg (ow ner o f R ed  R aider 
O u tfitter) is liable for federal trade­
m ark infringem ent,, federal unfair 
com p etition , breach  o f c o n tr a c t . . .” 
am ong o th er claim s, accord ing to  
the same court docum ents.

T h e  settlem en t o f the case will 
n o t set a p recedent for future deal­
ings betw een T ech  and businesses 
selling T ech  m erchandise, said Craig 
W ells, associate a th le tic  d irector o f 
extern al affairs.

Tech men’s golf gearing up for second tournament o f season

The Texas Tech men’s golf team 
will compete in its second tournament 
of the spring season, the Ashworth 
Collegiate Invitational, Monday in 
Westlake Village, Calif.

T he Red Raiders are coming off a 
lOth-place finish in their Feb. 9 season 
debut at the UH-H ilo Invitational 
tournament in Waikoloa, Hawaii.

Sophomore Jake Younan-Wise of 
Kingscliff, Australia, led the team with 
a tie for 12th place at the Hilo Invita­
tional. Despite the team’s top-10 finish 
in Hawaii, Younan-Wise said there is 
still more work to be done.

“W e need to be more consistent,” 
Younan-W ise said, “and we need 
much more playing time if we want 
to play better.”

Monday marks the first time Tech 
will be competing in the Ashworth

“W e don’t know much about it; we

Tech’s inconsistent fall season was a 
disappointment compared with its 2006 
spring season, Horen said.

“I think we had higher expectations 
after last spring,” he said. ‘W e had one 
o f the best semesters the school has 
ever had, but everyone made too many 
mistakes and we were too inconsistent 
overall.”

The sporadic winter weather, Horen 
said, has caused some problems for Tech’s 
preparations for the tournament.

“It’s been hard because we haven’t 
been able to play that much,” he said. 
“It’s a lot better now.”

Sophomore Garret Merrell, a Dallas 
native, said although practicing has been

hard this season, some good ultimately 
will come from it.

“Now when we go to a tournament 
and play in bad weather, it’s not a big 
deal,” Merrell said. “W e know what it 
is like to play when the weather is not 
optimal.”

Compared to the beginning of the 
2006 season, the Tech men have dropped 
in numbers this year, but for Younan- 
Wise, that aspect has allowed the team 
to bond.

“T he team is about half the size it was 
at the start of last year,” Younan-Wise 
said. “I think we have become a lot closer, 
we know each other a lot better and we 
all like to have fun.”

Merrell said not only are the team­
mates pushing one another as a team, but 
they are pushing one another individually 
as well.

‘W e get along well, and we work well 
together,” Merrell said. “I think not only 
do we have a small, tight group, but we 
want each other to do well.”

For the Lady Raider seniors, their 
hom e finale did not end the way they 
had hoped.

O n  sen io r n ig h t, in  th e  f in a l 
hom e game o f the season, Texas Tech  
dropped its fifth-straight game, 72-68  
to Iowa State  Thursday at the U nited  
Sp irit A rena.

Powered by a team -high 18 points 
from M egan Ronhovde and 16 points 
from Lyndsey Medders, the Cyclones 
were able to  fend off a late run by the 
Lady Raiders for the win.

T ech  seniors A lesha Robertson , 
B ro o k e  B a u g h m a n  an d  P a tr ic e  
Edwards co m b in ed  for 2 4  p o in ts 
in their final regular season hom e 
game.

T ech  co ach  Kristy Curry said she 
wished she could have coached  her 
th ree  seniors for longer th a n  ju st 
one year.

“1 just w ant them  to know  and 1 
w ant you guys to  know  th at they’re 
laying the foundation for w hat we’re 
going to do here in the future,” Curry 
said. “T h e y ’re always going to be a 
part o f w hat we’re doing. I ’m proud 
to  have coached  them .”

T ech  (1 5 -1 5 , 6 -1 0  B ig 12) was

down 6 6 -5 9  late in the second half, 
but big plays from  Tiny Henderson, 
w ho scored  five p o in ts in  a on e- 
m inute span, helped tie  the game 

at 66 .
Iowa Sta te  took a 7 0 -66  lead, but 

two free throws by Erin M yrick cut 
the lead to  7 0 -6 8  w ith 50  seconds 
left in  regulation. T ech  m aintained 
possession after a missed shot and a 
jum p ball, but a missed jum per from 
the free-throw  line forced T ech  to 
foul w ith 3 .5  seconds left.

Toccarra Ross put the game out 
o f reach w ith two free throws to give 
IS U  a fou r-p oin t lead. R o b ertso n  
drove the length o f the court on  the 
inbound pass and took one last shot 
in front o f fans at the U S A  from  just 
past m id-court, but the ball fell short 
as the buzzer sounded.

R obertson , who finished w ith a 
double-double —  14 points and 13 
rebounds, said she finds it difficult to 
believe it was her final tim e to step 
on  the floor o f the U S A .

“I was trying to  co n cen trate  on 
th e  gam e, bu t I k ep t rem in d in g  
m yself th at it was my last tim e out 
there ,” R obertson  said. “I t ’s kind of 
hard to  believe, but I d on’t know if 
i t ’s sunk in  yet.”

Edwards, who finished w ith six

p oin ts and six rebounds, said the 
effort was there, but the end result 
was a disappointm ent.

“W e w ent out there and played as 
hard as we could, and we didn’t get 
the result th a t we w anted,” Edwards 
said, “but it ’s really hard to  believe 
it ’s the last tim e we’ll play on  this 
cou rt.”

Down 17-9  w ith just m ore than  
13 m inutes to  play in the first half.

Iowa S ta te  (2 2 -7 ,1 0 -6 )  poured it 
in  from  behind the arc in the first 20  
m inutes, h ittin g  eight 3 -p oin t shots, 
including two from  R onhovd e, who 
finished w ith 10 first-half points.

A t the conclusion o f the game, 
R obertson , Edwards, Baughm an and 
C hesley Dabbs, who ended her ca­
reer w ith the Lady Raiders before the 
Kansas game Jan . 3 1 , were honored
