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550 juveniles to be 
realesed from prison

AUSTIN  (A P )— Texas’ troubled 
ju v en ile  prison system plans to 
release more than 550 inmates who 
have com pleted  th e ir  minim um  
sentences and haven’t caused any 
trouble behind bars, officials an­
nounced Monday.

The inmates will be released in 
the coming week, as soon as agency 
officials are able to line up the ser­
vices they will need in the commu­
nity, including parole supervision and 
counseling, Texas Youth Commission 
spokesman Jim Hurley said.

The move is part of a top-to-bottom 
investigation of agency policies amid 
burgeoning allegations that inmates 
were sexually and physically abused 
and employees who knew about the 
problems did nothing to stop them.

D A M A S C U S , Syria (A P ) —  
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi toured 
Damascus on Tuesday, the h igh­
est-ranking American politician to 
visit Syria since relations began to 
deteriorate four years ago. President 
Bush criticized the trip, saying it 
sends mixed signals to President 
Bashar Assad. The United States ac­
cuses Syria of interfering in Iraq and 
Lebanon and sponsoring terrorists

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Bush, Democrats wrestle for upper hand

W A S H IN G T O N  (A P ) —  
President Bush on Tuesday called 
Democrats in Congress irrespon­
sible for approving war bills that 
order U .S . troops to leave Iraq by 
certain dates. He said such efforts 
will backfire, keeping some troops 
in battle even longer.

“In a time of war, it’s irrespon­
sible for the Democratic leadership 
in Congress to delay for months on

end while our troops in combat are 
waiting for the funds,” Bush said in a 
Rose Garden news conference.

“T he bottom line is this: C on­
gress’ failure to fund our troops on 
the front lines will mean that some 
of our military families could wait 
longer for their loved ones to return 
from the front lin es,” Bush said. 
“Others could see their loved ones 
heading back to the war sooner than 
they need to.”

A ccording to the nonpartisan 
Congressional Research Serv ice,

Bush and Congress have about three 
m onths to resolve their standoff 
before a lack of funds would begin to 
adversely affect operations in Iraq.

The C R S concluded in a recent 
analysis th at money for the war 
runs out in mid-April. After that. 
Pentagon accountants would move 
money around in the department’s 
more than half-trillion-dollar budget 
to make sure operations in Iraq and 
Afghanistan are not disrupted.

Bush’s comments underscored his 
standoff with Congress. Democrats

won power in N ovem ber, fueled 
in large part by national anti-war 
sentiment. They are intent on using 
their power over money to force Iraq 
to take more responsibility, and prod 
Bush to wind down the war.

T h e  p resid ent renew ed veto 
threats on both a Senate-passed bill 
calling for most U .S . combat troops 
to be out of Iraq by March 31, 2008, 
and an even stronger House-passed 
bill demanding a September 2008 
withdrawal. He said both bills “un­
dercut the troops.”

Bush bluntly said that Congress 
could not override such a veto.

T h e  president’s remarks come 
one day after Senate Majority Leader 
Harry Reid, D-Nev., announced he 
would try to eliminate money for the 
war if Bush rejects Congress’ proposal 
to set a deadline to end combat.

“It’s interesting that Harry Reid, 
leader Reid, spoke out with a differ­
ent option,” Bush said. “W hatever 
option they choose, we hope they

WabMart stores 
evacuated after 
bomb threat

A t 6:28 p.m. Tuesday, employees 
at the Wal-Mart on South Loop‘289 
and Quaker Avenue called in about a 
bomb threat, said Sgt. Ray Mendoza 
of the Lubbock Police Department.

W al-M art employees were sta­
tioned at all of the entrances to the 
parking lot, preventing individuals 
from entering.

One store employee confirmed the 
bomb threat and said there also had 
been one at the Wal-Mart located on 
Fourth Street and Avenue Q.

T he employee said no one from 
the store was able to give any infor­
mation concerning the incident.

Mendoza said the bomb threat 
at the Fourth Street and Avenue Q 
location was called in either earlier 
in the week or last week, and that the 
only bomb threat on Tuesday was at 
the store located on the Loop.

A  male voice phoned in the bomb 
threat directly to the W al-M art, 
Mendoza said.

W al-M art employees requested 
a bomb-sniffing dog to canvass the 
whole building, he said. Since only 
one was brought to the store and 
used, it took some time before every­
thing was checked.

Employees were allowed back into 
the store a little after 8:00 p.m.

“It was pretty basic, we got a call 
that they were evacuating the store,” 
Mendoza said. “It was their decision 
(to evacuate and search the store).”

Letting customers back in was 
also left up to individuals at the 
store, he said.

“T h at’s totally up to them, Wal- 
Mart would be the one to determine 
that,” he said.

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Journalist who spent 
record time in jail freed

SAN  FRA N CISCO  (A P) —  A  
freelance videographer walked out of 
federal prison Tuesday after spending 
more time behind bars than any other 
journalist for refusing to testify to a 
grand jury.

Joshua Wolf, 24, in a deal with 
prosecutors, posted online the unaired 
videotape that he had refused to give 
federal authorities, defense lawyer 
David Greene said. U .S. District Judge 
William Alsup, who had jailed Wolf 
for 226 days, had approved his release 
earlier in the day.

“Joshua W olf has complied with 
the grand jury subpoena,” prosecutor 
Jeffrey Finigan said in court papers 
filed Tuesday.

Wolf spent more than seven months 
in a federal prison in Dublin, Calif, after 
refusing to obey a subpoena to turn 
over his videotape of a chaotic 2005 
San Francisco street protest during the 
G '8  summit.

5th'graders charged 
with having sex in 
classroom

NEW ORLEANS (AP)— Five fifth- 
grade students face criminal charges after 
authorities said four of them had sex in 
front of other students in an unsupervised 
classroom and kept a classmate posted as 
a lookout for teachers.

The students were arrested Tuesday at 
the Spearsville school in rural north Loui­
siana, authorities said. Two 11-year-old 
girls, a 12-year-old boy and a 13-year old 
boy were charged with obscenity, a felony. 
An 11-year-old boy, the alleged guard, 
was charged with being an accessory.

“After 44 years of doing this work, 
nothing shcxks me anymore,” said Union 
Parish Sheriff Bob Buckley. “But this 
comes pretty close.”

Authorities said the incident hap  ̂
pened March 27 at the school, which 
houses students from kindergarten 
through 12th grade. A  high school 
teacher normally watches the fifth-grade 
class at the time, but went to ah asseftibly  ̂
for older students and the class wasmad- ̂  
vertenfly left unattended, Buckley said.

how a San Francisco police officer’s 
skull was fractured during the melee 
and who set a police car on fire.

The footage Wolf posted Tuesday 
does not show those events, Greene 
said.

Prosecutors said they were not 
inclined to seek his grand jury testi­
mony, though they left open the pos­
sibility that he could be subpoenaed 
again later.

“I will not under any circum­
stances testify before a grand jury,” 
W olf said as he left the prison.

W olf’s lawyers had argued that 
the First Amendment gave him 
the right to refuse the subpoena for 
unaired video.

T he judge, however, cited a 
1972 U .S. Supreme Court ruling 
that the U.S. Constitution does not 
entitle reporters, or anybody else, to 
withhold confidential sources or un­
published material from a grand jury 
investigation or criminal trial.

New water rates could affect Tech

The City of Lubbock water utility rate 
change, which began Sunday, could result 
in higher water bills for Texas Tech.

An ordinance passed by the Lubbock 
City Council in Febmary bases the rate 
customers pay on the average amount 
of water they use during the months of 
September through Febmary, the season 
water sprinklers generally are not used.

Douglass Chowning, managing direc­
tor of the Tech Physical Plant, said he 
anticipates the rate the City of Lubbock 
charges Tech will increase next year, but 
he does not know by how much. He said 
the university pays a special industrial rate 
for water consumption.

He said he does not believe the 
university will implement water ration­
ing because the majority of the water 
consumed by the university cannot be 
reduced.

“I don’t see telling anybody they 
can only flush the toilets on Monday, 
Wednesday and Friday,” Chowning 
said, “and I don’t see us telling anybody 
they can only drink half a glass of water

every day.”
The new water rate charges customers 

based on their average water consump­
tion and divides the billing into three 
blocks. If the customer uses less than their 
average, they are charged the Block 1 
price of $2.09 per thousand gallons. If the 
customer uses up to 40,000 gallons more 
than their average, the rate is $2.61.

Lubbock area schools will be charged 
at the Block 1 price beginning in Oc­
tober.

Chowning said one solution the 
physical plant may use to offset an in­
crease in the water rate would be to drill 
more wells to tap into the groundwater 
under the university.

Lon Mirll, utilities and chemistry 
manager at the physical plant, said much 
of the water the physical plant uses for 
cooling, heating and irrigation comes 
from wells more than 100 feet below 
Tech’s surface soil.

“The vast majority of water the utility 
plant uses is well water and not from the 
city,” Mirll said.

Water levels in the wells fluctu­
ate between times of drought and wet 
seasons, but they are not currently ap­

proaching levels indicating they will dry 
up, Mirll said.

“This is something we monitor 
constantly,” Mirll said. “We want to 
know the water level of the well, and we 
want to make sure that it doesn’t run out 
some day.”

Mirll said the quality of well water 
and surface water, like lakes and rivers.

can differ based on drought conditions 
and water levels. Depending on the 
particular minerals or organisms in the 
water, it can sometimes cost the city 
more to treat.

“The city has to use water that’s 
drinkable, but it also has to be usable for 
industrial use,” Mirll said.

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Circumstances of Platt case still unclear

D ixon P latt, the ch ief of staff 
for the C ity of Lubbock, was not 
informed why he was put on paid 
administrative leave last week, said 
Frank Hill, Platt’s attorney. However, 
Vicki Bennett, the director of the 
city’s Human Resources Department, 
said she does not agree.

“I believe he knows why (he was 
put on paid administrative leave),” 
she said.

The truthfulness of recent reports 
in the media of allegations that Platt 
made racist and sexist remarks in 
the past is also a point of contention 
between Hill and Bennett.

H ill said allegations have not

formally been made that'h is client 
made racist and sexist remarks.

“The things that we saw in the 
media are without merit,” he said. “He 
has done nothing wrong.”

Bennett said she would not con­
firm the reason for Platt being placed 
on leave, but she pointed to a state­
m ent made by city manager Lee 
A nn Dumbauld last week in which 
Dumbauld m entioned the alleged 
comments as the reason for Platt be­
ing placed on leave.

Dumbauld could not be reached 
for comment by The Daily Toreador.

H ill said he is waiting to hear 
som ething about the review the 
Human Resources Development is 
supposed to conduct.

“O f course anything like this we
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want to settle as quickly as possible,” 
Bennett said, “but we want to be as 
thorough as possible.”

She said she is not sure when the 
whole process will be completed.

Mayor David Miller said he de­
clined to comment on the matter 
because it is a personnel issue.

However, at the District 2 Town 
Hall Meeting Monday, he did make 
several statements concerning recent 
incidents involving the city govern­
ment.

“That is what our pledge to you 
tonight is,” Miller said. “W e’ll always 
be honest with you.”

Miller was speaking on the behalf 
of Hoyd Price, councilman for District 
2, Linda DeLeon, councilwoman for 
District 1, and Phyllis Jones, council- 
woman for District 4, who also were 
present at the town hall meeting.

M iller said he could not assure 
incidents like Gary Boren, former 
councilman for District 3, resigning 
and Platt being placed on paid admin­
istrative leave are finished.

Instead, Miller requested several 
things from the Lubbock residents 
present at the meeting.

“W hat I would like to encourage 
you to do tonight is some good, posi­
tive talk,” he said. “I am so grateful 
to be your mayor. My favor that I’m 
asking of you is to hold me account­
able.”

Price told those present that 
despite what has been reported in 
the news, things are going well for 
the city.

“The city has not missed a beat 
yet,” he said. “Tonight, we’re going to 
talk about what it is Lubbock is doing 
and what is on your minds.”

T h e  m eeting con tin ued  w ith 
discussions conceniing colon cancer 
and measures to detect it in the 
early stages, the Texas Assessment of 
Knowledge and Skills test and how 
students in the Lubbock Independent 
School District are faring, the new 
city water rates, as well as comments 
and questions presented by Lubbock 
residents.

The new city water rate was ex­
plained to the residents present by 
Tom Adams, water utilities director 
and deputy city manager.

He said the new rate is an increas­
ing block rate, so the more water an 
individual uses, the more money he 
or she has to pay.

This is to help encourage residents 
to conserve water, he said. Those who 
do not use an excessive amount of 
water have nothing to worry about.

“We have many citizens who do 
not use much water at all,” Adams 
said. “They will actually see a decrease 
because we want to benefit those who 
use little.”

In the new water rate system, 
there are three blocks: essential, ir­
rigation and excessive. As residents 
move up the blocks, determined by 
the amount of water they use, the 
costs also will rise.

C on cern s brought before the 
city council members present at the 
town hall meeting ranged from the 
upcoming Juneteenth celebration and 
the plans currently in place, the lack 
of activities for younger individuals 
residing on the east side of Lubbock, 
crime rates and drug use, as well as 
prairie dogs causing damage to ath­
letic fields.

begin,” Blair’s office said. “Both 
sides share a desire for an early reso­
lution to this issue through direct 
talks.”

Iran’s ambassador. But reports of 
contacts with officials in Tehran 
have been sketchy. T he Downing 
Street statement did not say whether 
the contact with Larijani came in 
person or by phone.

Blair said earlier in the day that 
the next 48 hours would be “fairly 
critica l” to resolving the standoff

over the British personnel, who have 
been held by Iran since M arch 23.

T h e  call for talks came hours 
after Iranian diplomat Jalal Sharafi 
was freed by his captors in Iraq.

Their job is simple: protect, pro­
tect, protect.

The duty of the offensive line is 
well known, but who would step into 
that role was a question mark enter­
ing Texas Tech’s spring practices after 
the departure of Manuel Ramirez,

Gabe Hall, Brandon Jones and Glenn 
January.

New offensive line coach Jack 
Bicknell said after two weeks of prac­
ticing, he has an idea of who will be 
starting, but the competition for the 
starting roles is still wide open.

“W e’ve kind of set the first and 
second team; now it is wide (open) 
and they can continue to compete,”

Bicknell said. “W e’ve got five guys that 
we’ve got starting. W e’ve got Marlon

“For the most part, we’re pretty 
much tight;— there’s always room for 
improvement,” he said, “but right now 
we’re on the right track as far as good 
chemistry and being close.”

Hamby, a 6-foot-3  290-pound 
junior, said the line’s chemistry has

developed through constant contact 
with one another.

“We see each other at least five 
days ,a week —  in meetings for two 
hours joking around, and then getting 
serious,” Hamby said. “O n the week­
ends, I’ll see these guys once a week­
end. I’m with them all the time.”

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Tennessee captures seventh national title with 5 9 4 6  win
CLEVELAND (A P) —  Everyone 

is gazing up at good ol’ Rocky Top 
again.

After a nine-year title drought, 
Tennessee and coach Pat Summitt 
are N C A A  champions.

The Lady Vols captured an elu­
sive seventh national title Tuesday 
night, beating Rutgers to the ball 
for second and third shots in a 59-46 
win to reclaim their customary place 
above all other programs.

Rutgers coach C. Vivian Stringer 
had hoped to win her first title, 25 
years after her first national title ap­
pearance. Instead, Summitt won her 
seventh, 20 years after her first.

“I can’t even describe it,” said 
Tennessee’s All-Am erican Candace 
Parker. “This is what everyone came 
to Tennessee to do, and we did it.”

Parker scored 17 points to lead 
the Volunteers (34-3), but the game’s 
most outstanding player got plenty 
of help from Shannon Bobbitt and 
a supporting cast o f less-heralded 
teammates, who too often this season 
stood around and watched her.

N ot this time.
T h e  Lady Vols, trophy-less in 

their past five tournam ent visits.

“To win anything you have to be 
a tight team,” Summitt said. “They 
believed in each other and they all

wanted this title —  badly. Almost 
from the outset, they outworked the 
young Scarlet Knights (27-9), who 
waited until the final game of an 
improbable tournament run to show 
their inexperience.

A fter building a 16-point lead 
and then holding off a late push by 
Rutgers, the Lady Vols could finally 
celebrate, dribbling out the final 30 
seconds under the Rutgers basket. 
W h en  th e  fin a l h orn  sounded, 
Dominique Redding flung the ball 
high enough to hit the scoreboard 
as Tennessee’s players, some in tears, 
danced at midcourt as orange, blue 
and gold confetti fell from above.

had one goal, to be here in Cleveland 
and cut down the nets. I’m real, real 
proud of this team.

Summitt’s 947th career win could 
be one of her sweetest. The Hall of 
Fame coach —  joined on the floor 
afterward by her mother. Hazel Head, 
in a wheelchair —  had captured six 
national titles from 1987-98, but 
had been shut out for No. 7 despite 
having some of her most talented 
teams.

Parker, too, had been looking 
to solidify her place among the 
best to ever wear U T ’s orange and 
white. She knew only a title would 
fulfill her legacy and allow her to be

m entioned along with Chamique 
Holdsclaw, Tamika Catchings and 
Bridgette Gordon.

She belongs in their class now. 
And she’s not going anywhere.

“W hy wouldn’t I? W hy wouldn’t 
I?” said Parker, when asked if she 
would wear orange next season.

Bobbitt scored 13 points —  9 of 
them on three 3 -pointers in a light­
ning-quick span in the second half 
—  and Nicky Anosike, who made 
her teammates sign a pact in January 
to reinforce their com m itm ent to 
winning it all, had 16 rebounds for 
the Lady Vols, who had 24 offensive 
boards.

Kia Vaughn had 20 points and 10 
rebounds to pace Rutgers. But the 
Scarlet Knights made far too many 
mistakes to challenge the Lady Vols 
down the stretch.

Several times. Stringer, back in 
the championship game for the first 
time since leading Cheyney to the 
1982 game, put her hands to her 
head in disbelief at seeing unforced 
turnovers and lackluster defense.

Goestenkors leaving Duke for Texas
DURHAM , N.C. (AP) —  Gail 

Goestenkors is leaving Duke to 
coach the Texas women’s basketball 
team, a person with knowledge of 
the decision told The Associated 
Press on Tuesday.

Goestenkors, 44, built a pow­
erhouse during her 15 seasons at 
Duke, winning seven A tlan tic  
Coast Conference coach of the 
year awards and compiling a career 
record of 396-99.

The person with knowledge of 
the decision spoke on condition 
of anonymity because a formal 
announcement had not yet been 
made.

Duke guard Abby Waner said 
a team meeting was scheduled for 
4:30 p.m. EDT Tuesday, but did not 
know why it was being held.

Goestenkors was widely consid­
ered the top candidate to replace 
Hall of Famer Jody Conradt at 
Texas after her sudden resignation 
last month.

The night Conradt retired, Tex­
as officials made it clear they would 
be willing to pay for a top-notch

coach. Conradt earned $550,000 a 
year. W hile Goestenkors’ salary at 
Duke is not a public record, it was 
believed the private school would be 
unlikely to match a high offer from 
the Longhorns.

Goestenkors visited the Texas 
campus last week, when she met 
with women’s athletic director Chris 
Plonsky and members of the school’s 
search com m ittee and toured the 
Longhorns’ facilities.

Goestenkors coached the Blue 
Devils to four Final Fours and two 
appearances in the national cham­
pionship game. Her last Duke team 
was one of her best. The Blue Devils 
ended the regular season ranked No. 
1 and held the top overall seed in the 
N CA A  tournament, but were upset 
in the regional semifinals by Rutgers. 
Duke ended the season 32-2.

After Goestenkors visited Austin, 
Duke held an on-campus rally at­
tended by fans and players to urge her 
to stay. But Texas is considered one of 
nation’s best programs with its first- 
rate facilities and a recruiting pipeline 
to 1,3(X) Texas high schools.
