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Bush invites Dems for meeting on war

W ASHINGTON (AP) —  Presi­
dent Bush offered to talk  w ith 
Democrats about the standoff over 
war funding, but he made it clear 
Tuesday he will not embrace any 
tim etable for a U .S . troop w ith­
drawal. Democrats said there was 
no point in talking if Bush refused 
to negotiate.

“We can discuss the way forward

on a bill that is a clean bill —  a bill 
that funds our troops without artifi­
cial timetables for withdrawal, and 
without handcuffing our generals on 
the ground,” Bush said in a speech 
to an American Legion audience in 
nearby Fairfax, Va.

O n the one hand. Bush extended 
an offer to meet with lawmakers 
Tuesday. O n the other, the W hite 
House bluntly said it would not be 
a negotiating session.

The president said if lawmakers

don’t send him a bill he will sign 
—  one that does not include time­
tables or money for pet projects in 
their home districts —  it would be 
Congress, not the W hite House, 
that will have to answer to troops.

“The bottom line is this: Con­
gress’ failure to fund our troops 
will mean that some of our military 
families could wait longer for their 
loved ones to return from the front 
lines,” Bush said at American Le­
gion Post 177. “Others could see

their loved ones headed back to 
war sooner than anticipated. This 
is unacceptable.”

Senate M ajority Leader Harry 
Reid and House Speaker Nancy 
Pelosi rejected the terms set by the 
W hite House.

“Congressional Democrats are 
willing to meet with the president 
at any time, but we believe that 
any discussion of an issue as critical 
as Iraq must be accomplished by 
conducting serious negotiations.

said in a joint statement.

“W ith his threat to veto such a 
plan for change in Iraq, President 
Bush is ignoring the clear message 
of the American people: We must 
protect our troops, hold the Iraqi 
government accountable, rebuild 
our military, provide for our veterans 
and bring our troops home.

Former insurance provider responds to Lubbock lawsuit

In the lawsuit filed by the City of Lubbock, 
against A m erican Adm inistrative Group, 
the city’s former health insurance company, 
recent developments include a response filed 
by A A G , and a presentation by the auditor to 
the city’s audit committee on Monday.

Robert Frcek, the founder and chief execu­
tive officer of Benefit Plan Audit Services, 
presented information concerning the audit of

A A G  in a closed meeting, said Linda DeLeon, 
councilwoman for District 1.

Because of ongoing litigation, she said she 
could not comment on what Frcek said during 
the meeting.

However, she said information has still 
been withheld from Frcek by A A G .

“He finished all that he could with the 
information he has,” DeLeon said.

Some of the things stated during the meet­
ing were alarming, she said.

“I think it was in the best interest to the

citizens of this community to have this audit 
done,” she said. “I think we need to move 
forward and resolve this issue.”

O n March 27, A A G  filed a response to the 
lawsuit and fiudit.

A ccording to court documents, A A G  
claim ed “Lubbock is dem anding... docu­
ments to which it has no right, informa­
tion to which it has not right, and money 
w hich it did not pay, and is not owed.” 
A A G  also claimed in the documents that 
Benefit Plan Audit Services targeted A A G

from the beginning of the audit by skewing 
samples.

A A G  claimed the business agreed to pro­
vide access to “plan-related” information only, 
but not to any information beyond that.

According to the documents, Lubbock is 
requesting the Lubbock County Court order 
A A G  to preserve information.’

“Lubbock’s Application is merely a guise to 
inflame, prejudice and try A A G  in the

Female body found in East Lubbock

A  body was found by a Lubbock resident Tuesday night 
sometime around 8 p.m. near east Municipal Drive and north 
Olive Street.

Bill barring HPV vaccine mandate 
approved by Senate committee

A U STIN  (A P) —  A  Senate 
com m ittee signed off on a bill 
on Tuesday that would bar state 
health  officials from following 
Gov. R ick  Perry’s order requir­
ing schoolgirls to be vaccinated 
against a cancer-causing sexually 
transmitted disease.

The bill was overwhelmingly 
approved by the Texas House last 
month and could be considered 
by the full Senate as early as next 
week.

Perry made n atio n a l head ­
lines in February when he issued 
an ex e cu tiv e  order d irec tin g  
state health officials to require 
the HPV vaccine for girls start­
ing sixth grade as of September 
2008.

Merck &. C o .’s Gardasil, the 
only HPV vaccine on the market, 
protects girls and women against 
strains of the virus that cause 
most cases of cervical cancer and 
genital warts.

Perry’s order outraged lawmak­
ers from both parties and much 
of his social conservative base.

who questioned the vaccine’s safety 
and efficacy and said the mandate 
intrudes too far into families’ lives.

The bill approved by the House 
would perm anently proh ibit the 
state from adding the H PV vaccine 
to the list of shots required for school 
attendance. The Senate’s version of 
the ban would expire in 2011 under 
the b ill the com m ittee approved 
Tuesday.

Sen. Glenn Hegar, a Katy Repub­
lican who is sponsoring the bill in 
the Senate, said he believes parents 
should be able to decide whether to 
vaccinate the daughters.

But he said the Legislature should 
revisit the issue down the road, 
when they have more information 
about the risks and benefits of the 
vaccine.

“I think it’s appropriate that we 
have that discussion and we as leg­
islators try and make that decision,” 
Hegar said.

Republican Rep. Dennis Bonnen, 
who sponsored the bill in the House, 
said he supports Hegar’s change.

Before the vote, lawmakers heard

testimony from parents, doctors 
and o th e r ad vocates for and 
against the vaccine mandate.

Nan McAdams, a 70-year-old 
great-grandmother from Abilene, 
said she believes all girls and 
women between 9 and 26 should 
be required to get the vaccine. 
Gardasil is approved for females 
in that age range.

McAdams, who worked as a 
radiation therapist for 14 years, 
said she vividly remembers the 
young women she helped treat for 
cervical cancer.

“Please help us stop these trag­
edies, for you never know when it 
could strike someone you love,” 
McAdams told the committee.

But Caroline Davis, of Round 
Rock, said she should have the 
freedom to make her own decision 
about vaccinating her 11-year-old 
daughter.

“If you administer this vaccine 
to my daughter and then we find a 
problem, you cannot take it back,” 
she said. “It is in her system and 
that worries me.”

PEN SA CO LA , Fla. (A P) —  
The founder of the “Girls Gone 
W ild ” video empire was taken 
into custody by federal marshals 
early Tuesday toiace a contempt of 
court citation'*after initially defying 
a federal judge.

Joe Francis was booked into 
the Bay County Jail in Panama 
City, said Ruth Sasser, a spokes­
woman for the sheriff’s office. “His 
attorneys continue to work toward 
a settlement,” Ronn Torossian, a 
Francis spokesman, said in a state­
ment e-mailed to The Associated 
Press.

Francis, 34, makes an estimated 
$29 m illion a year from videos 
of young women exposing their 
breasts and in other sexually pro­
vocative situations.

He appeared Tuesday afternoon 
before federal Magistrate Larry A. 
Bodiford, who ordered him held 
without bail. Torossian said Francis 
would likely be held until at least 
Thursday, when he is scheduled to 
appear before U .S. District Judge

Richard Smoak, the judge who issued 
the contempt citation.

He drew the contempt citation 
during negotiations in a civil lawsuit 
brought by seven women who were 
underage when they were filmed by 
his company on Panama City Beach 
during spring break in 2003.

Lawyers for th e  w om en told  
Smoak that Francis became enraged 
during the settlement talks, shout­
ing obscenities at the lawyers and 
threatening to “bury them.” Smoak 
ordered Francis to settle the case or 
go to jail for his behavior.

Negotiations continued with the 
help of a mediator, but broke down 
Thursday, and Smoak issued a con­
tempt of court warrant.

Francis initially refused to sur­
render and called Smoak “a judge 
gone wild.”

The 11th U .S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals in Atlanta refused to let him  
remain free pending an appeal. Jan 
Handzlik, Francis’ Los Angeles-based 
attorney, said the court is considering 
another appeal.

“If someone behaves badly in 
a civil case, you punish them with 
a monetary sanction. It is alien 
to the justice system to say to a 
person who is not willing to settle 
a civil case that they should go to 
jail. You take the case to trial,” 
Handzlik said.

Torossian told the A P that 
Francis “surrendered on his own 
100 percent.” But U .S. Marshals 
spokesman Dominic Guadagnoli 
said marshals were monitoring the 
airport and were tipped to Francis’ 
arrival.

“W e were not aware that he 
would be flying in in the morning. 
He stepped off the jet, and he was 
immediately arrested,” he said. “If 
he was coming to Panama City to 
turn himself in, he was a day late 
and a dollar short.”

Francis had said Thursday he 
would settle the case to avoid jail 
time- “I’ll give up a billion dollars, 
but it will be under duress,” he 
said, arguing that any money given 
would be voided in an appeal.

Romney says new Iraq strategy “deserves chance to succeed”

(AP) —  GOP presidential candidate 
Mitt Romney urged renewed support 
Tuesday for the war in Iraq and a major 
U.S. military expansion.

“Running away from Iraq now 
would embolden our enemies, giv­

our country,” Romney said in remarks 
prepared for delivery Tuesday night at 
the George Bush Presidential Library.

men and women in uniform in this 
time of war.”

Romney, the 60-year-old former 
governor of Massachusetts and a lead­
ing candidate for his party’s presidential 
nomination, also proposed a major 
military buildup to offset what he called 
a “dangerous decline” under the Clin­
ton administration, and the strains of 
wars in Afghanistan and Iraq.

Romney proposed in his speech 
an increase of 100,000 troops and the 
dedication of at least 4 percent of the 
U.S. gross domestic product to defense 
spending.

Romney’s speech comes just weeks 
after he emerged as the leading fund­
raiser among Republican presidential 
candidates, pulling in $23 million 
between Jan. 1 and March 31. Former 
New York Mayor Rudy Giuliani raised 
$ 15 million, and Sen. John McCain of 
Arizona raised $12.5 million.

San Angelo and Lubbock. This is only 
detrimental to Texas State.”

Darby said the regents representing 
Texas State had some issues with the 
separation, but he believes their claims 
are invalid.

“They claim the existing tuition 
would need to be refinanced,” he said. 
“That is just not right. The income 
stream is paid by the State of Texas 
already —  the state is going to pay the 
bonds whether Angelo State is with 
Texas Tech or Texas State.”

He said the regents claimed the 
move would create higher adminis­
trative costs per student in the Texas 
State system.

In a statement to The Daily Tore' 
odor, Texas State Chancellor Charles 
Matthews said he anticipates working 
with Angelo State in the future.

“Although the bill has been touted 
as simplistic and routine, in reality 
it is quite complex and has serious 
statewide policy implications for higher 
education in Texas,” Matthews said. 
“By hearing from both sides on the 
issue, the legislature can now make an 
informed decision about what is in the 
best interests of the ASU  students and 
the taxpayers of the State of Texas.”

Darby said he is confident the bill 
soon will be put before the entire House 
for a vote.

Attempts to contact several regents 
of the Texas State system went unre- 
tumed, and Rep. Geanie Morrison, 
R-Victoria and chairperson of the 
Higher Education Committee, was not 
available for comment.

we renew his blank check for a war 
without end.”

J im Manley, a spokesman for Reid, 
said Bush must drop his conditions 
on the meeting before Reid would 
attend. Pelosi agreed.

“W hat the president invited us to 
do was come to his office so that we 
could accept without any discussion 
the bill that he wants,” Pelosi said at 
a news conference in San Francisco. 
“T hat’s not worthy of the concerns 
of the American people, and I join 
with Senator Reid in rejecting an 
invitation of that kind.”

Bush said the Defense Depart­
m ent will soon send Congress a 
request to transfer $1.6 billion from 
other military accounts to cover fund­
ing for troops —  a move needed, he 
said, because lawmakers have delayed 
his emergency spending request. He 
warned that continued delays would 
undermine troop training, slow the 
repair of equipment and force soldiers 
to serve longer tours of duty.

Bush got an assist for his argu­
ment on Tuesday from Iraqi Prime 
Minister Nouri al-Maliki, who said 
he saw no need to set a timetable for 
the withdrawal of U .S . troops. His 
comments in Japan came a day after 
tens of thousands of Iraqis took to 
the streets of two Shiite holy cities, 
demanding that U .S . forces leave 
the country.

Meanwhile, House Armed Ser­
vices C om m ittee  C h airm an  Ike 
Skelton wrote to Defense Secretary 
Robert Gates questioning whether 
additional N ational Guard units 
named Monday for possible deploy­
ment to Iraq will be properly trained 
and equipped before they leave.

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Three professors receive Tech’s highest honor

Texas T ech ’s three new H orn 
professors were recognized at the 
annual Faculty Honors Convocation 
Tuesday afternoon.

The Tech Board of Regents named 
three faculty members Horn profes­
sors —  the highest honor they could 
receive from the university —  March 
30 in recognition of their scholastic 
reputations and research efforts iri 
their respective fields.

The three new Horn professors 
are Eileen Johnson, William Casto 
and David Nes.

A t the ceremony, each professor 
received an engraved Tech medallion 
and a round of applau^ from the 
crowd of faculty members \yho had 
filled the seats in Room 169 of the 
Human Sciences building.

Johnson is a professor of museum 
science, the curator of anthropology 
at the Museum of Texas Tech Univer­
sity, and director of the Lubbock Lake 
Landmark archeological site. She has 
been working at Tech since 1978.

“Among the criteria (for choos­
ing Horn Professors) are evaluations 
of the national and international 
impact of your research,” she said. “I 
work in the quaternary period, the 
last 2.6 million years. W ithin that 
broad time period, I look at things 
like ex tin ct animals and ancien t 
peoples.”

T h e Lubbock Lake Landniark,

w hich Johnson has been director 
of since 1980, is an internationally 
significant site that traces human 
occupation back about 12,000 years, 
according to a press release from 
the Office of Communications and 
M arketing. Because of her work, 
Johnson has received research grants 
from organizations including the N a­
tional Science Foundation and the 
National Geographic Society.

Before being named a Horn pro­
fessor, Casto was already the Alvin R. 
Allison Professor of Law, a professor­
ship named after the late Levelland 
attorney who helped to establish 
Tech’s School of Law.

“I feel very happy and very grati­
fied,” Casto said. “To get this recog­
nition, you have to have a national 
reputation that’s good.”

. Casto said he needed 20 refer­
ences outside o f Tech during the 
selection  process. His references 
included people in positions like the 
U .S. Supreme Court, which he dealt 
with in the past.

“The U .S. Supreme Court has ad­
opted my reisearch on some issues,” he 
said. “They were about foreign affairs 
and how the U .S. Constitution fits 
into the discussion of foreign affairs 
and also rny analysis of old statutes 
that were still on the books.”

Casto is recognized as a legal 
scholar at Tech and around the coun­
try, Tech Provost William Marcy said 
at the ceremony.

“He has a national reputation for

excellence in the legal profession and 
among legal scholars as individuals,” 
Marcy said.

Nes, a professor of chemistry and 
biochemistry, has been at Tech since 
1993. He has served as the chairman 
of the Division of Biochemistry with­
in Tech’s Departinent o f Chemistry 
and Biochemistry and as program di­
rector in the Molecular and Cellular 
Biosciences Division at the National 
Science Foundation.

“I have research programs in tw o. 
areas,” Nes said. “I work in rational 
drug design with antifungal drugs 
and also in mechanistic entomology 
where I study the enzymes in plants 
and animals.”

The Horn Professorship is named 
for Tech’s first president, Paul W hit­
field Horn, and was established in 
1966 to recognize scholarly achieve­
m ent and outstanding service to 
Tech, according to the press release. 
Since then, 69 faculty members have 
been named Horn professors, 30 of 
whoiri are current faculty members. 
The 30 current faculty members also 
were honored at the ceremony by 
standing and receiving a round of 
applause.

“I’m very proud to be considered 
in this way by the university,” Nes 
said. “It’s a very prestigious group, 
and to be part of that group is ju s t . 
wonderful.”

T h e  new H orn professors all 
expressed gratitude and pleasure at 
being accepted into the group.

People of faith are often told to 

be in the world, but hot of the 
world. Unfortunately, no one 

ever specifies w hich world.
For me, there, have always been 

two. T h e  Christiart world and the 
political world seem ever in con ­
flict, and I’ve lived caught between 
them. I fight to inhabit both worlds 
without being defined by either.

Every pore in my body loves 
political affairs. But for.heaven ’s 
sake, the bom bardm ent o f it at 
church must stop.

Talk of presidential infallibility 
or wickedness does not belong in 
a house of worship. T he search for 
a church hom e is difficult enough 
without the stigma of being a mod­
erate in a society laced with Bush 
worshippers.

I t ’s been a fruitless six-semester 
endeavor for me. I put on a phony 
smile and cringe as the preacher 
spouts. I lost count of how often 
this occurred.

“I t ’s time for the church to get 
a spinal co lu m n ,” and push the 
“seculars and the jihadists ... into 
the dust bin of history,” Pastor Rus­
sell Johnson told a full sanctuary at 
First Christian Church of Canton, 
O hio, in.

Over-the-top comments nothing new for Imus
On the A p ril 4 ed itio n  

of the radio talk show 
“Imus in the Morning,” a 

conversation with the show’s ex­
ecutive producer over the women’s , 
national basketball championship 
game led to Don Imus calling the 
Rutgers women’s basketball play­
ers, “some nappy-headed hos.” 
C e rta in ly  n o th in g  out o f the 
ordinary for the New York City 
radio host whose over-the-top  
comments ensure him.listeners.

■ This time was different though. 
T he Rev. Jesse Jackson andThe 
Rev. A1 Sharpton got involved. 
The Web site www.drudgereport. 
com fueled the fire. Fox News hosts 
defended Imus. A  panel discussed 
the topic on N B C ’s “The Today 
Show.” His comments now place 
him in the center, of a free speech 
fire storm. Overnight it seems Don 
Imus became a household name.

Yet for all the debate and con­
demnation of Imus, the Rutgers 
basketball team didn’t officially 
make a statement until Tuesday, 
almost a week after the incident.

It took the good Revs. —  Jack- 
son and S h a rp to n  —̂ g e ttin g  
involved in order for this “story” to 
become a story. Could it be because 
these girls didn’t care? Nevermind 
the content of Imus’ statement; 
they’re probably more hurt by the 
fact this entire incident upstaged 
their remarkable run to thé na­
tional championship game.

Surprising to me is the kind of 
criticism Imus has received, which 
centers on the apparent racial

overtones in his words. Yet, the true 
outrage about this entire incident 
should not focus on the word “nappy­
headed.” Rather, it should be on the 
use of the word “hos” and its demean­
ing nature toward women.

In addition to the “nappy-haired 
hos” com m ent, Imus referenced  
players of the University of Tennes­
see basketball team saying they “all 
look cute.” Now, I’ll admit to being a 
fan of a few Lady Raiders because of 
looks, but to call out an entire team 
for being cute —  how is that not 
objectification of women?

Yet, the Tennessee basketball 
team hasn’t com plained. N either 
have members of the National Or­
ganization of Women, although they 
have demanded Imus be fired for the 
use of the word “ho.” Moreover, you 
have not'heard any condemnation of 
the Tennessee remarks by the good 
reverends.

In essence, the image of “nappy­
headed hos” walking the streets of 
Newark, N.J., is supposed to offend 
us, but the image of “cute” little girls 
playing basketball and painting their 
toenails in Knoxville, Tenn., is OK 
(and I’d argue equally offensive to 
female basketball players).

Imus also referenced the two 
basketball teams in terms o f the

“jigaboos” and the “wannabes” —  an 
obvious reference to the Spike Lee 
movie, “School Daze.” Does referring 
to the Tennessee basketball team 
— which has more white players than 
Rutgers —  not imply the racist belief 
that whites cannot play basketball as 
well as blacks?

T h a t is a double standard. If 
people are going to attack a person’s 
comments, they need to apply their 
criticism equally, not just to the com­
ments that offend them.

You heed to consider two things. 
First, Imus is a so-called shock jock 
because he has the ability to outrage 
people with his comments. The same 
applies to anyone required to drub-up 
interest based on shocking state­
ments. You don’t think A nn Coulter 
received a spike to her book sales and 
Web site hits when she called John 
Edwards a “faggot.”

Thousands of people, who last 
week did not know who Imus was, 
suddenly do. In this respect, he has 
fulfilled his job.

Secondly, if black people want 
the nam e-calling to stop, maybe 
they need to stop calling themselves 
names. W hen someone hears black 
people referring to each other as 
having nappy hair or calling each 
other as the N-word, it just gives'non- 
blacks justification to do the same.

These terms have almost become 
endearing —  whether intended or 
not —  in the eyes of outsiders.

I can’t remember the last time 
I called any w hite girl I know a 
“straight-haired ho,” and I’ve cer­
tainly never called my best friend 
a “cracker.” Homosexual men don’t 
call each other “faggot” and M exi­
cans don’t call each other “wetback.” 
Yet, all of those terms are demeaning. 
So  why do some segments of the 
black community seem so intent" on 
degrading themselves?

Jackson and Sharpton -  who have 
been so adamant about Imus’ firing 
-  should relinquish their duties. They 
have spent years fighting oppression 
and racism, yet they cannot get their 
own people to stop using supposed de­
rogatory terms toward themselves.

Imus apologized to the women’s 
basketball team at Rutgers over the 
air, and he now needs to do so in 
persoti. He also must apologize to the 
players of Tennessee, but he should 
not be fired for his comments. He is 
just the product of the culture around 
him and the type of job he holds. 
The critics of Don Imus only have 
themselves to blame.

Police say 2 students shot inside Chicago high school Stocks edge higher as investors await word on earnings
CH ICAGO (AP) —  Two students 

were shot Tuesday inside a Chicago 
public high school on the city’s South 
Side, police said.

Two people were taken to hospi­
talized in “critical/serious” condition, 
the Chicago Fire Department said.

Spokeswoman Eve Rodriguez did not 
have information on the victims’ ages 
or gender.

Police had initially said the students 
were in good condition.

The shots were fired at the Chicago 
Vocational Career Academy at about

2:30,p.m., police spokeswoman Mo­
nique Bond said. A  student with a hand- 

-gun shot an unarmed student in the leg, 
and a bullet apparently ricocheted and 
struck the shooter in the leg.

She said a gun was recovered at 
the scene.

Rutgers coach calls Imus’ comments ‘deplorable’

Rutgers women’s basketball coach 
on Tuesday called the com m ents 
radio host Don Imus made about 
her team “racist and sexist remarks 
that are deplorable, despicable and 
unconscionable.”

“These young ladies before you 
are valedictorians, future doctors.

musical prodigies,” coach C. Vivian 
Stringer told a nationally  publi­
cized news conference a day after 
the uproar over Imus’ com m ents 
led to a two-week suspension of 
his show.

Team member Essence Carson 
said she and the other players were 
angry and disgusted but would meet

with Imus. They stopped short of 
saying w hether they thought he 
should be fired for calling the team 
“nappy-headed hos.”

“W e are students first,” Carson 
said; “W e did not do anything to 
deserve his controversy.”

But she said, “W e all agreed the 
meeting with Mr. Imus will help .”

N EW  YORK (A P) —  Stocks 
edged higher Tuesday as investors 
refrained from major moves ahead 
of first-quarter earnings reports 
that began with Alcoa Inc.’s results 
after the closing bell. A  modest 
increase in the Dow Jones industri­
als marked the eighth-straight win 
for the blue chip index, its longest 
such streak since 2003.

A lum inum  producer A lco a  
reported a better-than-expected 
first-quarter profit, pleasing inves­
tors who bid the company’s stock 
up in after-hours trading. W all' 
Street was looking for results from

the Dow com ponent to not only 
gauge the pace of earnings for the 
quarter but as a proxy for the health 
of the overall economy.

Tuesday was the second day in a 
row that stocks showed little overall 
movepaent as investors awaited news 
of how companies fared during the 
first quarter, and also their expecta­
tions for the coming quarters. In the 
fourth quarter. Standard &  Poor’s 500 
companies snapped an 18-quarter 
streak of double-digit profit gains, and 
Wall Street expects profit growth to 
remain in the single digits for the first 
three months of the year.

“A  lot of people are going to be 
watching earnings very closely and 
not just the numbers, but the guid­
ance that they give going forward,” 
said J. Michael Barron, chief execu­
tive of Knott Capital. “1 think that 
will be crucial.”

W ith no major econom ic data 
sched u led , in v esto rs  looked  to 
speeches by Federal Reserve officials 
to get a better idea o f where the 
central bank stands on inflation and 
interest rates. A  stronger-than-ex- 
pected jobs report Friday dashed some 
investors’ hopes that the central bank 
will soon lower interest rates.

House plans hearings surrounding Tillman, Lynch cases

NASA aims for June space shuttle launch
CAPE CAN AVERAL, Fla. (A P) 

—  N A SA  will try to launch Atlantis 
on the first space shuttle mission 
of the year in early June, almost 
three months later than originally 
planned, so that technicians can 
finish repairing its hail-damaged fuel 
tank, officials said Tuesday.

The new launch date now was set 
for no earlier than June 8.

N A SA  managers had been study­
ing for weeks w hether to fin ish

repairing the tank and use it for 
A tlantis’ mission or swap it out with 
another tank.

But N A SA  managers said they 
were pleased with the progress of re­
pairs that already have been made.

“W e don’t see any showstoppers 
in front of Vis ... but there is still a 
lot of work to be done,” said Bill 
G erstenm aier, N A S A ’s associate 
administrator for space operations.

Golfball-sized hail left thousands

of dings on the foam insulation on 
A tlantis’ fuel tank as it sat on the 
launch pad in February. The space 
shuttle was rolled off the launch 
pad and sent back for repairs to the 
Vehicle Assembly Building, forcing 
N A SA  to miss the original March 
15 launch date.

T h e  foam  is used to prevent 
dangerdus ice  from  building up 
on the tank during fueling on the 
launch pad.

SAN FRAN CISCO  (A P )— A  
U .S. House committee announced 
Tuesday it would hold hearings on 
misleading military statements that 
followed the friendly fire death of 
Pat Tillman in Afghanistan and 
the rescue of Pfc. Jessica Lynch 
in Iraq.

The House Committee on Over­
sight and Government Reform said 
an April 24 hearing would be part

of its investigation into whether there 
was a strategy to mislead the public.

The plan comes two weeks after 
the Pentagon released the findings of 
its own investigations into Tillman’s 
death, and three years after he was 
killed

The committee has been quietly 
investigating the case since then and 
decided to add Lynch to the scope of its 
probe. It will “examine why inaccurate

accounts of these two incidents were 
disseminated, the sources and motiva­
tions for the accounts, and whether 
the appropriate administration officials 
have been held accountable,” the 
panel said on its Web site.

One or more members of the Till­
man family will probably testify, the 
committee said. Tillman’s mother and 
father did not immediately return calls 
for comment Tuesday.

3 suspected terrorists blow themselves up in Morocco

Climate changes to impact food and water supplies
M EXICO  C ITY  (A P) —  Rising 

global temperatures could melt Latin 
America’s glaciers within 15 years, cause 
food shortages affecting 130 million 
people across Asia by 2050 and wipe 
out Africa’s wheat crop, according to a 
U.N. report released Tuesday.

The report, written and reviewed by

hundreds of scientists, outlined dramatic 
effects of climate change including rising 
sea levels, the disappearance of species 
and intensifying natural disasters. It 
said 30 percent of the world’s coastlines 
could be lost by 2080.

Scientists with the Intergovernmen­
tal Panel on Climate Change outlined

details of the report in news conferences 
around the world Tuesday, four days 
after they released a written summary 
of their findings. The report is the sec­
ond of three being issued this year; the 
first dealt with the physical science of 
climate change and the third will deal 
with responses to it.

C A S A B L A N C A , M orocco  
(AP) — Acting on a tip, Moroccan 
police surrounded a building where 
four terrorism suspects were holed 
up Tuesday, causing three to flee and 
blow themselves up with explosives. 
The fourth was shot dead by a police 
sharpshooter as he apparently tried 
to detonate his bomb.

A  police officer was killed and 
10 people, including a young child 
and a policeman, suffered injuries.

Coming just weeks after a bomb­
ing at an Internet cafe, the series of 
explosions revived memories of five 
near-simultaneous suicide bombings 
that killed 45 people in the country’s 
biggest city in May 2003 —  this North 
African kingdom’s first brush with 
Islamic terrorism.

P olice have since pursued an 
unprecedented crackdown on sus­
pected militants, arresting thousands 
of people, including some accused of

working with al-Qaida and its affili­
ates to plot attacks in Morocco and 
abroad.

The latest blasts came as Morocco 
prepares for parliamentary elections in 
September. The opposition Justice and 
Development Party, an Islamic group, 
is expected to lead the voting.

Officials said Tuesday’s police raid 
targeted four suspects with alleged 
links to the bomber who killed himself 
in the March 11 cybercafe blast.

DNA test identifies baby 
but mother remains missing

DALLAS (A P) —  A  DNA test 
proved that an abandoned infant 
found Feb. 25 in a M exican border 
town is a Dallas girl who disappeared 
with her mother, authorities said 
Tuesday.

M exican  au th orities are now 
trying to place 9-month-old Dafne 
M orales with family members in 
Pachuco, M exico, said Lt.' Vernon 
H ale, a spokesman for the Dallas 
Police Department.

Her mother, Norma Morales, 33, 
remains missing. Dallas police still 
consider her disappearance to be a 
missing person case. Hale said.

The baby was discovered in Mat- 
amoros, Mexico, the day after she and 
her mother were last seen in Dallas,

police said. She has since been in the 
care of social workers in Mexico, The 
Brownsville Herald reported in a story 
for its Wednesday edition.

Norma Morales left behind most 
of her belongings, including her car, 
leading investigators to believe the 
woman and her baby may have been 
the victims of foul play, police said. 
No suspects have been named.

. H ale said i t ’s possible Norma 
Morales left Dallas voluntarily, al­
though police don’t know why she 
has disappeared.

Norma Morales was an undocu­
mented immigrant working in Dallas, 
police said. Her parents told the news­
paper Tuesday they were glad their 
granddaughter had been found.

U zbekistan is not the pow er 
source of evil for all of Central Asia 
as Sacha Baron Cohen would have 
audiences believe in his film “Borat: 
Cultural Learnings of America for 
Make Benefit Glorious N ation of 
Kazakhstan.”

Alime Sadikova,' a graduate stu­
dent at Texas Tech from Uzbekistan, 
said the film “Borat” gave her country 
a bad image.

“Our country is not filled with ass 
holes,” she said with a laugh. “We are 
very hospitable people.”

Sadikova is one of four Full Bright 
Scholars selected to come to the 
U nited  S tates  from U zbekistan. 
The other three students went to 
Columbia, Indiana University and 
Washington University.

Tuesday afternoon, Sadikova 
brought a little bit of her home coun­

try to the Hub City. She delivered 
ari hour-long presentation in the 
Foreign Language building about the 
culture, art, politics and recreation of 
Uzbekistan’s citizens.

“W e do not all ride camels to 
school,” she said with a laugh, dressed 
in traditional Uzbekistan clothing. 
“It ’s a developed couritry. It’s not 
the desert. We have ears. I t ’s not 
Africa.”

Sadikova said she misses her home 
country. T he winds in Lubbock as 
well as the limited public-transpor­
tation system were a big change for 
her.

“In Uzbekistan, you can walk out 
onto the street and hold up a hand 
and get on a bus,” she said. “It’s not 
like Lubbock where you have to stand 
a bus stop for a long time.’’

Sad ikov a w ill return  to  her 
home country in the middle of May, 
but she said she will come back to 
the Hub City before the new school

year starts in August.
“There’re mountains in Uzbeki­

stan,” she said. “That’s what I miss 
the most.”

She said she longed to smell the 
fresh air of her home country again.

“TTae air is so different, here,” she 
said. “You can’t breath in deeply.”

During her presentation, Sadiko­
va spoke at'lengths about the wedding 
process in her country compared to 
what people in the United States 
are used to.

She said weddings in Uzbekistan 
are long affairs in which the. bride and 
groom will invite people they went to 
school with 15 years ago but haven’t 
spoke to in years.

“Food is . important at the wed­
ding,” she said. “We eat and drink 
a lot.”

She said food tables in Uzbekistan 
have little-to-no white space show­
ing. Dishes of all kind pack the table, 
and almost nothing goes to waste.

Sadikova has spoken with people 
who are timid about visiting her 
country when they see it borders 
Afghanistan, but Sadikova said there 
is nothing to fear.

“My family lives in Uzbekistan, 
but I’m not afraid for them,” she said. 
“Only a small part of the country 
borders Afghanistan.”

Collin Alexander, a senior land­
scape architecture major from Fort 
Worth, said he attended the presen­
tation because he wanted to learn* 
something about the country.

“I saw it in Tech Announce,” he 
said. “I wanted to just learn a little 
more. I like to inform myself.”

Kyle West, a senior Russian lan­
guage and area studies major from 
Abilene, said he was at the event to 
earn extra credit for a class.

“I think it will be interesting,” 
he said. “I know a very little about 
Central Asian countries.”I

Texas Tech  students from all

'A bortion Debate at 7 :30 p.m. to ­
night to decide where they stand on 
the controversial issue.

The debate, which is sponsored 
by. Tech Students for Life, will be 
hosted in Robm 202 of the Business 
Administration building.

Brian Kinney, president of TSL, 
said the debate will feature a variety 
of speakers, such as Jim Sedlak, the 
vice president o f the A m erican  
Life League. Kinney said Sedlak’s

specialty is learning about Planned 
Parenthood, and Sedlak will provide 
the counterpoint to Tony Thornton, 
the CEO  of Lubbock Planned Par­
enthood, who also will be speaking 
at the debate.

Kinney said other speakers, such 
as Clayton Trotter, a pro-life general 
counsel with The Justice Founda­
tion, and Susan Barrick, a political 
and social activist, will present their 
opinions and other useful informa­
tion at the debate.

A d d itionally , a woman w ith 
real-life abortion experience will 
be speaking, Kinney said. Students 
will have a chance at the end of the

debate to ask questions of any of the 
participants.

“We have been working hard to 
make this a fair debate,” said Kinney, 
a senior construction engineering 
technology major from Austin. “We 
tried very hard obviously to make 
whoever is on either side be very 
strong in their opinions so that it’s 
a good debate.”

Kinney said he believes T SL  is 
the only registered student organiza­
tion that is pro-life, and T SL  cares 
about the issues in either direction. 
He said the goal of the group, which 
is comprised of approximately 30 
members, is to educate the campus.

and the group cannot succeed until 
the campus is educated.

“Our intent is simply to educate 
everyone by having a balanced de­
bate because so many people don’t 
really know what they believe in,” 
Kinney said. “I believe it’s something 
that we really can’t afford not to 
know what’s going on.”

Tim Garbett, a senior exercise 
and sports scien ces m ajor from 
Plano, said h e got involved when 
the organization started about three 
years ago. G a rb ett, who was in 
charge or recruiting speakers for the 
debate, said he feels it is important 
to educate people on the facts.

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DNA shows Birkhead is father of Smith’s daughter
N A S S A U , Bahamas (A P ) —  

DNA tests prove it: Larry Birkhead 
is the father of A nna Nicole Sm ith’s 
million-dollar baby.

“I told you so!” the late Playboy 
Playm ate’s former boyfriend said 
Tuesday upon em erging from  a 
closed court hearing. He added: 
“My baby’s going to be coming home 
pretty soon.”

Birkhead, a 34-year-old Califor­
nia photographer, then hugged his 
rival, Howard K. Stern, who has 
been caring for baby Dannielynn 
since Sm ith’s sudden death in Feb­
ruary.

The hearing was a pivotal mo­

ment in the battle over who gets 
custody of the girl, who could inherit 
a fortune from the estate of Sm ith’s 
late husband, J. Howard Marshall 
II. Although Birkhead is the father, 
S tem ’s name is on the birth certifi­
cate. Another custody hearing was 
scheduled for Friday.

Stem , who was Sm ith’s lawyer 
and later became her companion, 
said he wouldn’t fight for custody, 
but a lawyer for Sm ith ’s mother, 
Virgie Arthur, indicated she might. 
The judge scheduled another hear­
ing for Friday in the pink colonial 
courthouse to discuss who will raise 
the girl, who could inherit hundreds

of millions of dollars.
S tern  said he loved the baby 

despite the DNA results and would 
support Birkhead.

“I’m obviously very disappointed, 
but my feelings for D annielynn 
have not changed,” he said, add­
ing of Birkhead: “I’m going to do 
whatever 1 can to make sure he gets 
sole custody,”

Birkhead had been fighting for 
custody of Dannielynn even before 
Sm ith’s death.

“Nothing’s been determined ex­
cept parentage and I’m the father,” 
Birkhead said. “It’s been a long road 
and I ’m just happy to have this

behind me.”
A  crowd of about , 250 people, 

many of them tourists, cheered from 
behind police barricades when Birk­
head, clutching a piece of paper, an­
nounced the DNA test results. The 
court’s DN A expert,.D r. M ichael 
Baird, confirmed it.

“Essentially, he’s the biological 
father,” Baird said.

This tropical capital has been 
transfixed by the A nna Nicole saga 
S’ince she moved here last year. 
Sm ith gave birth to Dannielynn in 
September, only to see her 20-year- 
old son Daniel die days later at her 
bedside from a lethal combination of

drugs. Sm ith died in February at age 
39 in Florida.

Many in the crowd took pictures 
of the impromptu news conference 
with cameras and cell phones. One 
man in the crowd wore a T-shirt 
emblazoned with the handwritten 
message: “I’m the baby’s daddy.”

Arthur, who had been estranged 
from Smith for years, said she wanted 
to be present in her granddaughter’s 
life, but seemed appeased by the 
DNA results.

“I ’m happy th at D annielynn 
will know who her real father is,” 
she said.

T h e  baby, whose full name is

Dannielynn Hope Marshall Stem , 
could inherit millions from M ar­
shall’s estate. Smith, a former model, 
had been fighting the Texas oil 
tycoon’s family over his estimated 
$500 million fortune since his death 
in 1995.

T h e  question of who inherits 
Sm ith’s estate remains unresolved. 
A  2001 will released after her death 
in February said her fortune should 
be held in trust for her son, who died 
last year. The 19-page will named 
S tem  as her executor but did not 
say how much Sm ith was worth. It 
remains a mystery how much her 
daughter might get.

logic by keeping the movie shoots 
to the breaks between seasons.

W hat we’re seeing, in terms of 
Vince Chase’s (Adrian G renier) 
down time, is fairly realistic for 
an actor who can pick and choose 
his roles.

T h is doesn’t soothe a guilty 
conscience, however. This-season, 
we may get to see the premiere of 
Johnny “Drama” Chase’s (Kevin

D illo n ) T V  show “Five Tow ns,” 
and there is definitely hope in the 
hearts of “Entourage”’s fans for its 
success.

How' does that make us look? W e 
are deeply emotionally invested in 
the triumph of a spoiled pretty boy 
who, when not acting, cooks for his 
younger, more famous, brother.

Vince, meanwhile, has to make 
a tough decision. His new agent is 
very attentive and caring, but out 
of the blue his old agent, A ri Gold 
(Jeremy Piven), sends a script his 
way that V ince has wanted for a 
while, but had thought was off the 
market.

W e, of course, want y in ce  to get 
the role he wants.

A ri, of course, wants desperately 
to get Vince back. A ri is a low down, 
no good, rotten, conniving weasel 
who had Vince act as guest of honor 
at his daughter’s Bat-M itzvah. He 
also strings along a Robert Evans 
clone for hours just to get credit for 
a script that wasn’t his, continually 
degrades all those around him, and 
isn’t above insulting gays, women 
and racial minorities.

But the audience, needless to say, 
feels emotionally invested in this 
slimeball’s success and wants to see 
more of him on screen.

Turgeon introduced as A(S?M coach

C O L L E G E  S T A T IO N , Texas 
(A P) —  Mark Turgeon was intro­
duced as Texas A & M ’s basketball 
coach Tuesday, just five days after Billy 
Gillispie left for Kentucky.

Turgeon comes to Texas A & M  
from W ichit9 State, where he led the 
Shockers to a 17 -14 record in the Mis­
souri Valley Conference in 2007.

He takes over a team that Gillispie 
took from an 0-16 Big 12 record to 
its first trip to the N C A A  tourna­
ment round of 16 since 1980 in three 
seasons; Texas A & M  finished with a 
school-record 27 wins and was ranked 
in the top 10 for most of the season.

Turgeon was 1 2 8-90  in s^ven 
seasons at W ichita State. He led the 
Shockers to three consecutive 20-plus 
win seasons from 2004-2006, culmi­
nating with a trip to the round of 16 

' in the 2006 N C A A  tournament.
His first head coaching job came 

at Jacksonville State, where he led 
the team to a 25-29  record from 
1998-2000. Turgeon also served as an 
assistant coach at Kansas under Larry 
Brown and Roy Williams, and was 
an assistant at Oregon and with the 
Philadelphia 76ers.

As a player at Kansas, Turgeon 
became the first player in Jayhawk his­
tory to appear in four straight N C A A  
tournaments and was part of the 1986 
team that reached the Final Four. He 
led Hayden High in Topeka, Kan., to 
back-to-back state championships as

a player in 1982 and 1983.
Turgeon inherits a te a m 'th a t 

returns several starters, including 
6-foot-9 Joseph Jones, top defender 
Dom inique Kirk and three-point 
shooting ace Josh Carter. Promising 
freshman Donald Sloan and Bryan 
Davis, who both got significant play­
ing time in 2007, will also be back.

The Aggies were eliminated by 
one point in the regional semifinals 
by Memphis in their second straight 
appearance in the tourriament. It was 
their school-record third straight 20- 
win season and marked the first time- 
Texas A&iM had made back-to-back 
tournament appearances.

Atop the list of tasks for the new 
coach will likely be persuading A & M ’s 
top recruits to remain committed to 
the team.

The biggest name among the list is 
Houston’s De Andre Jordan, who the 
recruiting Web site Rivals.com calls 
the eighth-best recruit in the country. 
The 7-footer is also considered the 
top recruit in the state. Also on the 
priority list will be keeping Derrek 
Lewis of Tulsa, who is one of the, top 
five recruits in Oklahoma.

Gillispie turned down Arkansais to 
agree to a new contract with the Ag­
gies that increased his salary $500,000 
to $1 .75 m illion. Sch ool officials 
said he’d sign the contract when he 
returned from the Final Four, but he 
bolted for Kentucky instead.

De Anza College investigates rape claims
SAN JO SE, Calif. (A P) —  Au­

thorities are investigating a woinan’s 
claim that she was sexually assaulted 
in December by community college 
baseball players at a house where po­
lice said a 17-year-old girl was raped 
during a party in March.

Sgt. Ed Wise, spokesman for the 
Santa Clara County Sheriff’s Office, 
confirmed the new claim. He also said 
investigators took DN A  samples from 
an unspecified number of partygoers 
in March, including some De Anza 
College players, but he declined 
further comment.

Authorities began investigatirtg 
the athletes and some other'students 
at the community college in Cuper- 
tirio, a quiet San Jose suburb, after the 
teenager claimed she was raped last

.month at a player’s birthday party.
No one has been charged in either 

case, and prosecutors have declined 
to comment.

Eight players were suspended from 
the team for violations of the athlet­
ics department ethics code, school 
spokeswoman Marissa Spatafore said. 
She would not identify them.

The team canceled three games 
after the teen’s allegations surfaced 
last rnonth but has resumed playing.

One witness told K N TV that at 
least 10 people watched and cheered 
while two players had sex with the 
17-year-old girl in a side room, and 
that members o f De Anza women’s 
soccer team  took the girl to the 
hospital. Staff at the hospital alerted 
authorities.

Tech scores 17 fo r w in  over Cow boys

The Texas Tech baseball team, 
exploded for 17 runs .on 21 hits 
to topple Hardin-Simmons 17-6 
Tuesday at Dan Law Field.

The home run sparked a Red Raider 
rally where Tech batted through the 
lineup, scoring eight runs on eight hits 
in the inning. .

The win comes at a crucial time 
for the Red Raiders as they travel to 
Austin this weekend to take on No. 6 
Texas in a three-game series.

Knight writes in a new book that 
his friendship with the basketball 
coach left him in a tough spot at 
the time.

C hristop her Sim pson said in 
“W eathering the Storm: Protecting 
Your Brand in the Worst of Tirries” 
that when he had first come to lU  
in 1994 as an aide to then president 
Myles Brand, he was frustrated that 
Knight was synonymous with the 
university and that the coach’s repu­
tation overshadowed highly ranked 
academic programs.

But Sim pson eventually found 
h im self en joy in g  K n ig h t’s com ­
pany and considered the coach a 
friend, even after Brand in 2000  
had imposed on the coach a .“zero 
tolerance” policy for inappropriate 
behavior.

“My fatal misstep was to become 
buddies and swap stories-and inside 
inform ation about the president, 
trustees and other administrators,” 
wrote Simpson, who was lU ’s vice 
president of public affairs and gov­
ernment relations.

Brand fired Knight in September 
2000 for violating the zero-tolerance 
policy and a “pattern of unaccept­
able behavior” that culminated with 
Knight .grabbing a student by the 
arm, cursing and lecturing him about

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NBA bound: Durant 
entering 2007  draft

A USTIN , Texas (AP) — Kevin 
Durant is done with college,

Durant, an 18-year-old Texas 
freshm an and T h e  A ssociated  
Press Player of the Year, said Tues­
day he’s leaving the Longhorns to 
enter the N BA  draft.

“I enjoyed my year here at 
Texas,” Durant said in a statement 
released before his news confer­
ence. “A ll the fans and everyone 
here at Texas made me feel right at 
home, considering I was so far from 
home. I will always be a Longhorn 
and never forgfet what the people 
of Texas have done for me,”

After an All-American season 
in which he swept the major player 
of the year awards, few expected 
Durant to play another season in 
college.

Now the question is whether 
he’ll be the first pick of the June 
28 draft. Durant and Ohio State’s 

• freshman center Greg Oden —  
who has not yet said if he’ll leave 
college —  are considered the likely 
first two picks.

“H e’s made history,” Texas 
coach Rick Barnes said Monday 
night at the team banquet. “No 
One’s done what he did this year. 
He Swept every major award as a 
freshman. It’s a year we may not 
ever see again by anybody. I t ’s 
remarkable.”

Players have until April 29 to 
declare for the June 28 draft in 
New York.

Durant, the Big 12 player and 
freshm an o f the year, shot 47 
percent from the field, 40 percent 
from 3 -point range and 82 percent 
from the fioul line. HeVaveraged 
36 minutes and also led the Long- 
hqrns in steals and blocks. He 
had 20 double-doubles and scored 
at least 30 points a Big 12-record 
11 times.

He averaged 25.8 points and 
11.1 rebounds —  one of three play-

• He led Texas, which started four 
freshmen, to a third-place finish in 
the Big 12 and to . the second round 
of the N CA A  tournament, where the 
Longhorns lost to Southern Califor­
nia.

Durant is the fourth Longhorri in 
two years to leave early. P.J. Tucker, 
LaMarcus Aldridge and Daniel G ib­

son all entered the 2006 draft after 
leading Texas within a game of the 
Final Four.

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Senate passes steroid testing bill for Texas public school athletes
A U STIN  (A P) —  Texas public 

school athletes would face mandatory 
random steroids tests as early as next 
fall under a Senate bill approved Tues- 
day that would create the largest high 
school testing program in the country.

The program would test at least 
22,000, about 3 percent, public school 
athletes. Students who test positive 
would have to sit out of competition for 
30 days, and repeat positive tests could 
lead to a permanent ban.

“I think this will make high school

athletics safer,” said Sen. Kyle Janek, 
R'Houston, the sponsor of the measure. 
The bill passed 28-2 and now goes to 
the House.

The House is considering a similar 
but less specific measure and could take 
a vote later Tuesday.

The biggest difference between 
the two chambers is how to pay for it. 
The Senate would have the state bear 
the cost of about $4 million per year, 
although some experts have said that 
figure is too low.

The House measure would require 
the University Interscholastic League, 
the state’s governing body for high 
school sports, to assess a fee on sports 
tickets to pay for the tests.

“I think if we’re going to mandate 
it, the state should pay for it,” Janek 
said.

The Texas High School Coaches 
Association, the Texas Medical AssO' 
elation, and groups representing public 
school districts and administrators all 
have testified in support of the Senate

Texas has about 733,000 athletes at 
about 1,300 public schools.

The Senate bill requires all students 
agree before the season to be tested if 
selected in order to be eligible to play. 
Proposed penalties for positive tests 
include:

—  Refusal to take a test will be 
considered a positive test.

— A  first positive test would bring a 
suspension of at least 30 days. A  second 
would bring a one-year suspension,

followed by the permanent ban for 
a third.

Only a ban on playing football, bas­
ketball or any other sport will discour­
age athletes from taking performance­
enhancing drugs, Janek said.

The bill does not include sanc­
tions for schools whose athletes test 
positive.

T he Senate would also require 
middle school and high school coaches 
to complete a training program on 
the dangers of steroid use, which can

include dramatic mood swings, heart 
disease and cancer.

A  state study among 141,000 Texas 
students in grades 7-12 conducted by 
Texas A & M  University found that 
steroid use fell from 2 percent in 2004 
to 1.5 percent in 2006. Among 12th 
graders, it went down from 2.4 percent 
to 1.8 percent.

New Jersey was the first state to 
implement a testing program last year, 
but it tests only athletes who make the 
postseason.
