Martinez in August pleaded guilty 
to interfering with com m erce by 
means of extortion under color of 
official right.

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Democrats address approving war funding

W A S H IN G T O N  (A P ) —  
Democrats are debating whether to 
approve $50 billion to $70 billion 
more for Iraq and Afghanistan, 
less than half of President Bush’s 
$196 billion request but enough 
to keep the wars afloat for a few 
more months.

Such a move would satisfy party 
members who want to spare the 
Pentagon from a painful budget

dance and show support for the troops 
as Congress considers its next major 
step on Iraq.

But it also would irritate scores 
of other Democrats, who want to 
pay only to bring troops home and 
who say their leadership is not doing 
enough to end the war.

“I cannot vote for another dollar 
that will be used to continue the 
president’s occupation of Iraq,” said 
Rep. Lynn Woolsey, D-Calif.

Democratic leaders caution that 
no decisions have been made, includ­

ing whether to approve any money 
for the wars at all. Also uncertain is 
which spending bill might contain 
the war money.

Senate M ajority Leader Harry 
Reid said Tuesday he didn’t think 
Congress should approve the money 
and won’t deal with it immediately. 
Delaying the money signals to voters 
that “the president does not have a 
blank check,” he told reporters.

Consideration of the war money 
comes as Democrats are locked in a 
dispute with Bush on domestic spend­

ing. None of the dozen annual spend­
ing bills, including the Pentagon’s 
annual $460 billion budget, has been 
approved.

Democrats say one possibility is 
sending Bush a bill that would bundle 
together the defense and veterans, 
spending he wants with extra money 
for education that he doesn’t. The bill 
would not likely include war funding, 
officials said.

O n Tuesday, Bush said he would 
veto such a meaSUfe, calling it a 
“three-bill pileup.”

O n the table for war spending 
are estimates of $40 billion to $70 
billion— with $50 billion considered 
the most likely scenario. The final 
amount would depend on how many 
months of combat Democrats would 
want to support, and how much 
money they th ink  the Pentagon 
needs to buy new bom b-resistant 
vehicles that protect troops from 
roadside blasts.

Many Democrats say the money

Presidential book 
award winners speak 
at Tech lecture series

The three most recent recipients of the President’s Book 
Award spoke about their work and publications during a panel 
discussion Tuesday in the Texas Tech Merket Alumni Center.

Gary Forsythe, a Tech associate professor of history, won first 
place for his work “A  Critical History of Early Rome.” According 
to the office of the president Web site, Forsythe’s book is an im­
partial look at early Imperial Rome which covers Rome’s history 
from its Stone Age to the First Punic War in 264 B.C.

Forsythe, who received his Ph.D. in ancient history from the 
University of Pennsylvania, said his college and doctoral studies 
helped him to “take on the ambitious task of reconstructing early 
Roman history” in his book.

He said the book’s topic was problematic because historical 
records of early Rome are either inaccurate or simply nonex-

Eerie sounds of steam release haunt campus on eve of Halloween

The rumble of what sounded like a low flying je t over the Texas Tech campus Monday and 
Tuesday was the product of steam released as part of a boiler renovation at the Tech Physical 
Plant’s Central Plant.

Pete Tarlton, director of utilities with the Tech Physical Plant, said the approximately $1 
million boiler renovations at the plant, located near the Robert H. Ewalt Student Recreation 
Center, are necessary to ensure the university meets state and Environmental Protection Agency 
emissions regulations in 2008.

“Basically we have put new burners in the boiler,” he said, “so as far as the state and federal 
government are concerned, we have a new boiler, so we have to prove to them what it will do 
on air emissions.”

He said renovations to the boilers, which were originally installed in 1965, include energy- 
efficient burners and other technological advancements designed to improve efficiency and 
emissions.

“Before, the boiler was grandfathered,” he said. “Now, it has to meet new air emissions 
standards by 2008 and we are on track to meet the new federal and state guidelines.”

Though this week’s testing is unofficial and government testing is scheduled for December, 
Tarlton said the unofficial testing was necessary to give the university a 60-day grace period to 
use the new equipment.

“The reason this was done today is because we’re worried about wintertime coming on the 
campus and having problems with one of the boilers,” he said. “W e’ve got to make sure we can

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Tech library hosts book sale

Stu d en ts en terin g  th e  Texas 
Tech library today may see admin­
istrators in costumes selling books 
at less than scary prices.

Lisa G onzales, the book sale 
coordinator and a library associ­
ate , said she estim ated  at least 
2 ,000  dilfereitt titles are on sale 
w ith paperbacks costing $1 and 
hardbacks $2.

T h e re  are four categ o ries  o f 
books on sale: social sciences, art 
sciences, hum anities and popular 
reading.

Je ff W hitley, director of com ­
munications and marketing for the 
library, said the books on sale cover 
a wide variety of themes.

“A s you can  im agin e  
they are eclectic ; they are 
from  every  im a g in a b le  
topic,” he said. “We could 
get books from the ‘30s 
to the ‘70s, all the de­
cades.”

Many students may 
believe the books on 
sale are old shelved 
books, he said,

but that is not the case.
“These are the books that never 

made it on the sh e lf ,” W h itley  
said . “W h e n  we re ce iv e  books 
from donors, we evaluate them  to 
see if  they should be added to the 
collectio n .”

W hitley  said books are evalu­
ated on their academic application 
level and therefore many do not 
end up on the shelves.

W h ile  n o t a ll o f th e  books 
donated to the library are used in 
the collection, W hitley said donors 
should not be discouraged from 
giving to the Tech library.

“W hen someone gives a book 
to the library, even though it may 
not be used for the library, it is 
still valuable, because we can turn 

around and co llect proceeds,” he 
said. “T h e  pro­

ceeds are used 
to  e n h a n c e  

a c a d e m i c  
a d v a n c e ­
m ent for

(the students).”
G on zales said th e  last book 

sale occurred about a year-and- 
a -h a lf ago, though she was n ot 
sure how m uch money the sale 
accumulated.

M oney from the last book sale 
was used to buy a Safari electronic 
database for Tech students focused 
on  th e  com p u ter s c ie n c e  area, 
W hitley  said.

“T h e adm inistration will take a 
look at how we can use the funds, 
and it may be another electronic 
data base like Safari,” he said, “but 
it will be some sort o f research- 
based tool or service; w'e are all 
the tim e adding new searchable 
databases.”

T h e  searchable databases are 
located on the Tech library W eb 
site, www.lib.ttu.edu.

Books that are not sold typically 
are recycled, W hitley said.

“There is no waste, really, be­

Tech Press author recognized for 
‘Getting Away with M urder’

A Texas Tech University Press 
book, “Getting Away with Murder 
on the Texas Frontier,” was named 
the 2007 Book of the Year by the 
National Association for Outlaw' 
and Lawman History.

The book about unsolved and 
historical murders in Texas w'as 
authored by Bill Neal, a retired 
law'yer whose attributes include 
serving as district attorney for 
the 50dT District of Texas, w'hich 
includes Quanah and Vetpon, and 
a 40-year history' of practicing law 
in West Texas.

“1 was really kind of startled 
by getting the awards, but very 
pleased,” he said. “Actually, I got 
three awards on the damn thing.”

Along with the NOLA recog­
nition, Neal’s book also is a 2007 
W riters League of Texas and West­
ern Writers of America finalist, said 
Barbara Brannon, marketing man­
ager with the universi ty press.

She said she believes the rec­
ognition of Neal’s book is a valida­
tion of the quality of the books 
and content the university press 
publishes.

“R ecognition  of the quality 
books that we publish is important 
to awareness of the books, and 
they’re also a way of rewarding the 
author for all of (his) hard work,” 
Neal said.

N eal com piled most o f the 
stories in the book as he traveled

to trials in court houses around the 
state, he said.

“There was always an old, retired 
sheriff or a district judge or maybe an 
old newspaper man hanging around 
the courthouse,”
Neal said. “During 
recesses in trials, 
they’d sit around 
and tell me about 
all these killings 
and tr ia ls  th a t  
happened in their 
county at the turn 
of the century or 
even before.

“ 1 th o u g h t ,
‘damn, a ll these 
tales are just too 
damn gocxl to con­
sign to the dust 
bins of time.’”

He said he be­
lieves Texas history' 
is full of fascinating 
murder stories because of the state’s 
bloody history including the Texas 
Revolution, the Civil War, recon­
struction and skirmishes with Native 
Americans.

“A fter the C ivil W'ar, a lot of 
outlaws came to Texas because there 
W'as no organized law,” he said. “It 
was just a violent history for about a 
century there.”

Neal said “G etting Away with 
Murder on The Texas Frontier” is the 
first book in a trilogy of Texas-themed 
crime stories that the university press 
has signed a contract to publish.

He said the working title of the

next book he is working on is “Sex in 
the Unwritten Law.”

“The unwnritten law in those days 
W'as, if you did something illicit with 
a female, then you were pretty' well

_________________  bought and paid
for,” Neal .said.

B ecau se o f 
his love of his­
tory, Neal said 
it W'as important 
that he write his 
books to appeal 
to three groups of 
readers; scholarly 
historians, grass 
roots historians 
like himself and 
a general reading 
audience seeking 
entertainment.

“I don’t think 
there’s anydaing 
in the Constitu­
tion of our coun­

try or Biblical text daat dictates that 
history really has to be dull,” he said. 
“I think you should w'rite history so 
that it’s interesting. You don’t have 
to be so damned dull or scholarly, not 
that Pm against being accurate, but 1 
just-think it can be written so that it’s 
interesting to people.”

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Impact Tech educates students about health

O n any college campus, there 
are a number of students concerned 
about their own health. But for 14 
Texas Tech students, improving the 
health  levels of everyone else on 
campus is not importiant.

The group, called Impact Tech, 
works to educate the rest of the Tech 
community about health issues by 
participating in health-awareness 
fairs and giving health-related pre­
sentations.

“W e present on topics like alco­
hol responsibility, sexual responsibil­
ity, nutrition, exercise, body image 
and general health and wellness,” 
said Amanda Eldredge, health edu­
cator for Student H ealth Services 
and Impact Tech adviser. “General 
health and wellness covers things

like drugs, stress and getting enough 
sleep.”

Two of those topics affect Tech 
students more than the others, said 
Kyle L. Martin, the public relations 
and recruitment officer for Impact 
Tech.

“It’s a tie between alcohol aware­
ness and sexual responsibility,” said 
M artin , a sophom ore m olecu lar 
biology major from Arlington. “A  
lot of freshmen students experiment 
with alcoh(j)l, and it’s nice for them 
to know a safe way to do it. We don’t 
say ‘you should do this,’ we say ‘here 
are the options, and here are the 
consequences.’”

Sexual responsibility is an issue 
for Tech students because many are 
not familiar with the safe sex men­
tality, M artin said.

“Unfortunately, sex education in 
Texas is abstinence only,” he said.

“For a lot of the students, this is the 
first time they’ve been presented 
with this information. They usually 
have a mature response and a lot of 
questions. I won’t say we haven’t 
had any immature responses, but, in 
general, the students respond well, 
and they just want to know.”

M artin said he feels a respon­
sibility to teach his peers because 
topics like sexual responsibility  
were not taught in previous levels 
of education.

“In  high school, there were a 
lot of topics in regard to health and 
wellness that weren’t touched on,” 
Martin said. “This gives (students)v 
an opportunity to learn about these 
things so they can make educated 
decisions for themselves.”

W ill McAdoo, president of Im­
pact Tech, said he also feels this 
responsibility and enjoys fulfilling

his duty.
“T he best part is enlightening 

students on different health topics,” 
said McAdoo, a senior political sci­
ence major from Midland. “You get 
kind o f an inner satisfaction from 
presenting these important topics 
to your peers.”

Eldredge said the d ed ication  
o f Im pact T ech  members always 
impresses her.

“They really blow me away,” she 
said. “They go to class and succeed 
there. They come to the group, and 
they’re eager to learn about health 
and wellness. T hey’re eager to teach 
their peers.”

A lthough he enjoys teaching, 
M artin said it is important to re­
member that Impact Tech members 
usually see issues from the student 
side.

“W hen you think about our title

—  Peer H ealth Educators —  we’re 
students as well,” M artin said. “We 
think from a different perspective. I 
will stress things student to student 
that wouldn’t be stressed from an 
adult.”

M cAdoo agreed, saying his stu­
dent status usually is a benefit when 
he presents to a class.

“Students are more w illing to 
listen when it’s coming from a peer, 
especially on relationships or stress,” 
McAdoo said. “W e share our experi­
ences with them. I can say, ‘here’s 
what I do.’ It provides a different 
outlook for the information, and we 
also offer alternatives they would not 
normally find.”

Eldredge said Impact Tech mem­
bers work about three hours each 
week, depending on the number of 
presentations and outside events 
going on.

Martin said the workload is some­
times hard to balance with classes, 
jobs and other responsibilities.

“It can be difficult,” M artin said. 
“W e recen tly  form ed a p artner­
ship with the Student Counseling 
C en ter, so w e’ll be doing some 
presentations for them, and that’s 
more work. You have to have good 
time management.”

Even good tim e m anagem ent 
cannot help when there is more 
demand for presentations than the 
group can handle, M cAdoo said.

“I t ’s hard to m eet everyone’s 
needs, and I wish we had more 
people,” he said. “It’s an important 
thing to do because there’s a need for 
it. If our group didn’t do it, there’s 
not another group on campus to do 
it. If we didn’t do it, the need would 
be unmet.”

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is necessary if Congress passes an an­
nual defense spending bill without any 
war funding. If left without a “bridge

These Democrats also say they 
want to avoid giving the public per­
ception that the party is turning its 
back on the troops.

Earlier this fall. Democrats decid­
ed to delay until next year action on 
Bush’s war spending request. Unable 
to pass veto-proof legislation ordering 
troops home, they also are divided on 
whether to continue paying for the 
unpopular war.

Party officials say they hope that 
by next year, as election season ap­
proaches, more Republicans might 
be willing to support anti-war leg­
islation.

House and Senate appropriators 
hope to complete an agreement on 
the 2008 defense appropriafiops-Fill 
on Thursday, either theTfouse nor 
the Seriate version of the bill includesU -»rro''»
war spending.

M eeting privately on Tuesday 
to discuss the bill were Reps. John 
Murtha and C .W  Bill Young and 
Sens. Daniel Inouye and Ted S te ­
vens. Murtha, D-Pa., and Inouye, 
D -H aw aii, ch a ir the House and 
Senate panels that oversee military 
spending; Young, R-Ha., and Stevens, 
R-Alaska, are the top Republicans on 
those subcommittees.

Murtha said he supports adding 
the war spending to the Pentagon’s 
core budget, but the leadership op­
poses it.

“You’re going to have a bridge 
fund at some point,” he told report­
ers. “I just don’t know if it’ll be on 
this bill.”

records of early Rome are either inac­
curate or simply nonexistent.

“The things that went into that 
book stretch back to my reading and 
thinking of about 20 years or more,” 
Forsythe said. “It was a project I had 
been developing for a long time.”

Forsythe, who is blind, said the 
book took approximately two years to 
write and, due to complications with 
the process, approximately 5 years 
to publish. During the publication 
process, Forsythe’s wife, who helped 
him with his work on the book, died 
of cancer. Although he appreciated 
the recognition, he said the award 
was somewhat bitter sweet.

“It really means a lot to me to 
have this award, and I am very 
honored by it,” he said, “but in some 
ways I feel as though, with my wife 
not here to take part, it is something 
of a hollow victory.”

Two other Tech professors, Hafid 
Gafaiti and Stephen Graham Jones, 
tied for second place.

Hafid Gafaiti received a second 
place award for his book, “La Dia- 
sporisation De La Littérature Post- • 
coloniale.” Originally from Algeria, 
Gafaiti came to Tech in 1995 and 
is now a Horn and Qualia Professor 
in the Department of Classical and 
Modem Languages and Literatures.

He said he hopes this award with 
bring awareness to his field of study.

“This award is a great honor be­
cause it is a recognition of my efforts 
and a recognition of the importance 
of postcolonial and Francophone 
countries,” he said. “I hope this award 
allows our smdents, faculty, staff and 
other members of the university to 
learn more about the importance of 
other cultures and that this awareness 
will contribute to a mutual under­
standing and collaboration between 
civilizations.”

Gafaiti said his book, written in 
French, is about postcolonial litera-

tures and cultures.
“This book is about extremism in 

third world and western countries,” he 
said. “It says the structure of opposition 
between countries and cultures is not 
valid anymore. We are now in a differ­
ent world that promotes collaboration 
rather than conflict.”

Stephen Graham Jones, associate _ 
professor of English and a Tech gradu­
ate, also received a second place award 
for his book “Bleed Into Me: A  Book 
of Stories.”

“I am very happy about receiving 
this award,” he said. “This is my second 
President’s Book Award, and I am al­
ready in the running for next year’s.”

Jones said the book is a collection of 
16 original. Native American-inspired 
stories.

He said each story took him ap­
proximately five months to write during 
a span of six years and he has positive 
responses from the readers of his collec­
tion of stories.

“One reader, who had recently lost 
his brother, e-mailed me and said this 
was the first piece of fiction he had read 
that made him feel less alone,” Jones 
said. “I think that is what we all reach 
for as writers.”

Mary Jane Hurst, professor of English 
and feculty assistant to the president, 
coordinated the President’s Book Award 
panel discu^ion^ part of the Presiden­
tial Lecture Sc Performance Series.

She said the panel was an opportu­
nity to recognize the accomplishments 
of Tech faculty members.

“We have many excellent faculty 
members at Tech and these are just 
three shinning examples,” she said. “We 
are pleased to have been able to feature 
them in this series.”

your kids before they go out.”
There have not been any sig­

n ifica n t incidents in Lubbock 
during Halloween in the past, but 
safety is always important when it 
comes to trick or treating, said Sgt.

“Our number-one goal is that 
we want everyone to have a safe, 
Halloween,” he said. “It’s basically 
just common sense. Children need 
to be accompanied by an adult.

Parents should be extra dili­
gent in  inspecting their children’s 
candy before letting them eat any 
of it, Williams said.

Michelle Boykins, a spokesperson 
for the N ational Crime Preven­
tion Council. These groups tend 
to decrease the time it takes for 
police to respond in case of an 
accident.

“It also makes sure that you 
keep the improper element away 
from the kids,” she said. “If they 
know that people are out patrol­
ling, there aren’t as many op-
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portunities for mischief or things to 
happen.”

There are only a handful of sex 
offenders in Lubbock whom the court 
deemed a threat to children, Casey 
said. Police will keep an eye on those 
who are forbidden from handing out 
candy to chijdren.

Also, it is a good idea to ignore 
houses without a front-porch light 
on, he said.

Casey said reluctance to let chil­
dren participate in trick-or-treating is 
reasonable, espe­
cially since there 
are so many al­
ternatives to the 
traditional door- 
to-door method, 
such as carnivals 
and organ ized  
events.

“I th ink  the 
times have just 
c h a n g e d , and 
there have been 
some incid ents 
that happen na­
t io n w id e ,” he 
said. “As a par­
ent, you get con- --------------------------
cemed. You don’t
want to put your child through that, 
and I think that’s reasonable.”

Leanna Elbert, president of Mae 
Murfee Elementary School’s Parent 
Teacher Association and a mother 
of two girls who will trick-or-treat 
tonight, said she and her husband 
mostly take their children to or­
ganized events to ensure safety on 
Halloween.

“Then, if we do door-to-door, it’s

just to people we know,” she said. 
“A  lot of people just drop their kids 
off and let them go down the whole 
block.

O ctober can be a frighteningly 
good time of the year for the Lul> 
bock com munity, but the Texas 
Tech Feminist M ajority Leadership 
A lliance has worked with students 
and faculty this month to prevent 
a fearful issue for the organization: 
domestic violence.

Tuesday night, the organiza- 
tion closed out the O ctober events 
with a game, “In Her Shoes” —  an 
interactive experience simulating 
the role of a victim  of domestic 
violence or her abuser from their 
perspectives.

Roy Rios, coordinator of com- 
ntunit y education and development 
for W om en’s Protective Services, 
said the game draws many per­
sonalities, lifestyles and behaviors 
together, offering a broad range of 
emotions and opportunities for col­
lege students living with, or on the 
brink of, domestic violence.

“T h e game tries to make the 
experiences lifelike, it really tries 
to portray a diverse group; i t ’s 
everywhere,” he said. “This issue 
is hitting home for a lot of people 
because (college) is where it begins, 
it sets you on your path to make 
tough decisions.”

Students picked through six

color-coordinated cards, each con­
taining details of the characters’ 
personal and private lives. Once the 
selections were made, the stories 
unfolded to reveal the trials and 
tribulations caused by the students’ 
decisions in various situations.

Students were engulfed in the 
lives of the characters struggling 
with dmg addiction, alcoholism and 
poverty throughout the lives of the 
teenage to early-20s characters.

R io s said th e d ialogu e and 
thought processes seemed realistic 
to the students, because the stories 
are real-life cases taken from women 
in the W ashington D.C. area.

thropology and sociology m ajor 
frotn Corpus Christ! arid president 
of the Tech Feminist Majority Lead­
ership A lliance, participated in the 
game. She said the problems w'ith 
domestic violence come from the 
misconception that the problems 
are not important in society.

“So many people don’t like to 
think that something like this is so 
prevalent,” she said, “because then 
they might feel like they should 
do something about it, or because 
they just don’t want to deal with 
that reality. The first step to fixing 
such a large problem like domestic 
v io len ce  is to make people a c ­
knowledge that it is a problem, and

then they will want to do something 
about it.”

Earlier this month, the Feminist 
M ajority Leadership A lliance as­
sisted with a candlelight vigil at 
Memorial C ircle to honor women 
who were v ic tim s o f d om estic 
abuse. T he organization also has 
been  activ e  in th e  free speech 
zone outside of the Student U nion 
Building.

Although this is Rhode’s first 
time as president of the organiza­
tion, she said there are big plans 
for the future.

“W e have a lo t planned for 
every m onth until May, because 
we are a group about activism and

positive change, and that is our sole 
purpose,” she said. “I’m very excited 
for all of it, and I honestly want to 
do so much more, because I have 
so many ideas and so many things I 
want to change for women.”

Among these plans are a voter 
registration drive, a benefit produc­
tion of the Vagina Monologues and 
Sexual Assault .Awareness M onth.

Court allows Spears 3 weekly visits with sons
LOS ANGELES (AP) —  Britney 

Spears can have sleepovers with her 
two boys —  if she has regular drug 
and alcohol tests, childproofs her 
home and buckles the kids in car 
seats, a court commissioner ruled 
Tuesday. ~ .

T h e  pop star, who is seeking 
to regain the shared custody she 
lost earlier this month, also must 
continue meeting with a court-ap­
pointed parenting coach, Superior 
Court C(3mrnissioner Scott Gordon 
ruled.

Calls to lawyers representing 
Spears, 25 , and her ex-husband 
Kevin Federline, 29, were not im­
mediately returned.

Tlie nine-page ruling said Spears 
could have overnight visits with 
her kids —  som ething she had 
been seeking. She w ill get two 
visits a week from noon to 7 p.m. 
and one from noon to 10 a.m. the 
next morning. A ll the visits will be 
monitored.

The order also cited some details 
of an O ct. 19 report submitted by 
paieruing coaclp-J-isa Hacker about 
her observations of Spears with Sean

Preston, 2, and Jayden James, 1.
The report makes it clear that 

Hacker feels Spears “loves her chil­
dren and the children are bonded” 
to her, the ruling states.

However, Hacker was concerned 
that Spears didn’t seem to have 
“child-centered” interactions, ac­
cording to the ruling.

The “environment at the house 
ranged from chaotic to almost som­
ber with little com m unication at 
all,” Hacker reported, according to 
the ruling.

During all three of her visits, 
Spears “rarely engaged with the chil­
dren in either conversation or play,” 
Hacker said in her report.

Hacker also reported that Spears 
seemed to have a “lack of general 
attention at times” but added there 
was nothing she “would characterize 
as abusive in a traditional sense.”

H acker added that during an 
additional visit O ct. 23 , Spears 
seemed “much more engaged with 
(H acker) and the child ren ,” the 
ruling stated.

Las't year, authorities went to 
Spears’ home to investigate after

she was photographed driving with 
Sean on her lap. Gordon addressed 
the issue in his ruling.

“The minor children are not to be 
transported in a motor vehicle by any 
party unless the children are properly 
secured in a properly installed child 
safety seat,” the ruling said.

The ruling came after a three- 
hour hearing last Friday attended by 
both Spears and Federline. Extensive 
testimony was presented on a num­
ber of issues.

Gordon previously said there was 
evidence that Spears is a “habitual, 
frequent and continuous” user of 
drugs and alcohol.

He had withdrawn approval for 
her to even visit the children after 
finding she had failed to comply with 
some conditions for shared custody.

He later withdrew the ban and 
allowed her to visit Sean and Jayden 
—  but only in the presence of a 
court-approved monitor.

Spears had filed a request Friday 
to “terminate or modify” the order, 
according to court records. A d ­
ditional details about the request 
weren’t disclosed.

The year 2007 told a tale of three 
seasons for the Texas Tech women’s 
softball team.

After starting the season 12-5, 
the team went 6-21, but ended up 
tinishing with a 6-1 record that nearly 
earned the Red Raiders an automatic 
bid to the Women’s College World 
Series.

Tech won three straight games to 
end the regular season and went into 
the Big 12 Conference Tournament 
seeded eighth. In the tournament. 
Tech won the ixext three games and 
reached the Big 12 title game, some­
thing no eighth-seed had done before, 
but Tech fell short of the N C A A  
Tournament with a loss to Oklahoma 
in the championship.

Fourth-year head coach Teresa 
W ilson said the dramatic ending 
left an impression that lasted past 
the summer and into the team’s fail 
season.

“W hen you talk about players in 
a system,” Wilson said, “the Big 12 
Tournament was the culm ination 
of kids finally understanding an of­
fensive system and executing that 
exceptionally well.”

Tech  looked to continue that 
execution and finished its fall season 
with a record of 5-3-1.

The NCA A does not count the 
fall season record or statistics toward 
the regular season.Tech starts its regu­
lar season in February, playing four 
tournaments on the West Coast be­
fore returning to Lubbock for a March 
5 matchup against New Mexico.

Wilson said she used the fall sea­
son to teach the incoming freshmen 
her system and to get the team famil­
iar with game situations again.

“We used a lot of combinations 
and did a lot of things in the games,” 
she said. “I think that was beneficial 
in that it brought some points home 
to the players that you can’t really

recreate in a practice setting.
The team returns seven seniors, 

including infielder Jennifer Corkin, 
catcher Robyn Wike and outfielder 
Devin Zaragoza.

Angels lead chase to acquire A-Rod
In a decision that exemplifies 

the ‘me first’ mindset that has to 
come define how the public views 
him, Alex Rodriguez opted out of 
his record-setting, 10-year, $252 
million contract. A-Rod opted out 
of the most lucrative contract in 
baseball history three years before 
it expired in order to pursue an even 
richer deal.

In keeping with file theme of 
being bigger than the game, A-Rod 
and agent Scott Boras released the 
news during Game 4 of the World 
Series. Needless to say. Bud Selig 
and M ajor League Baseball were 
not too pleased with the timing. But 
aside from the blatant disrespect to 
the game, the fact is A-Rod is a free 
agent. The question to be asked 
now is this: where is A-Rod most 
likely to play next season?

It’s doubtful Vegas has odds on 
where A-Rod ends up, and if they 
do, the ones listed here are far from 
resembling those lines. However, 
the teams to be discussed are the 
biggest players and the odds as­
sociated with them are obviously 
subjective.

Angels: 5 to 1. Los Angeles 
Angels of Anaheim owner Arte 
Moreno has long been vocal about 
his hesitancy to sign a big-ticket 
free agent, but this situation could 
lead to a change in that stance. 
Although Moreno is cautious of 
spending money excessively, that 
does not mean the Angels do not 
have money to spend.

In 2007, the Angels had the 5th 
highest payroll in baseball and were 
one of seven teams to top the $100 
million mark. In addition to having 
money to spend, the Angels have a 
need for a formidable middle-of-the- 
order presence. The Angels finished 
the season ranked 9th in slugging 
percentage and 12th in home runs 
in the American League. The need 
for an RBI producer to complement 
Vladimir Guerrero, coupled with the 
means to give A-Rod the big money 
he is looking for, make the Angels the 
early frontrunner.

Yankees: 6 to 1. Before A-Rod 
opted out, the Yaixkees took the hard­
line stance that they would not negoti­
ate with A-Rod if he abandoned his 
contract. However, the Yankees also 
need a third basemen and undoubtedly 
have the money to pay A-Rod. W ith 
the back and forth that went on with 
the Joe Torre managerial situation, it 
would not be surprising in the least if 
they retreated from their ultimatum.

Giants: 10 to 1. Tlie San Francisco 
Giants need to replace their slugger 
and ticket seller, Barry Bonds, and 
have a history of signing free agents 
to absurd contracts, i.e. $126 million 
for pitcher Barry Zito. With Bonds’ 
$15 million-plus salary off the books, 
the Giants have room, to add A-Rod 
to the payroll.

Dodgers: 20 to 1. The possible hire 
of Joe Torre as the new Los Angeles 
Dodgers manager could affect the like­
lihood that A-Rod ends up a Dodger,

although what that effect might be 
is uncertain. The Dodgers have the 
capability to spend money, and, with 
each team that is discussed, it should 
become more and more apparent that 
having money to spend will be the 
most important factor deciding where 
A-Rod ends up. The Dodgers could be 
well served by spending their money 
on A-Rod considering third base was 
a black hole offensively for them this 
year and because only one Dodger 
reached the 20 home-run plateau.

Cubs: 35 to 1. A-Rod said he en­
joyed playing for Cubs’ manager Lou 
Piniella when they were both with the 
Mariners in the 90s. Unfortunately, 
the Cubs are going through a difficult 
period with ownership and a $300 
million dollar investment is unlikely 
at the moment.

Red Sox: 50 to 1; Following the 
Boston Red Sox World Series victory 
against Colorado, members of the Red 
Sox Nation in Denver were chanting, 
“Re-sign Lowell” in reference to third 
basemen Mike Lowell. Boston fans 
hate A-Rod, and it seems improb­
able they would gamble with A-Rod 
damaging the team chemistry already 
in place. However, a lineup consist­
ing of A-Rod (at shortstop), Lowell, 
David Ortiz, Manny Ramirez, J.D . 
Drew, Jason Varitek and their young 
stars would be like no lineup ever 
constructed.

A-Rod set the bar with his previ­
ous contract and is poised to do so 
again. A  12-year, $380 million con­
tract is not out of the question. The 
only question is this: ’-Vlrich team will 
be the one to fund A-Rod’s benchmark
contract;

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Streak busting: Tech hoping to break streak against team that started it

With seven matches remaining in 
the 2007 season for the Texas Tech 
volleyball team, four are against ranked 
opponents, and No. 12 Kansas State is 
first on the list.

The Red Raiders (7 -1 5 ,1 4 2  in Big 
12 Conference) will attempt once again 
to end their five-match losing streak 7 
p.m.today in the United Spirit Arena.

Tech assistant coach Mike Mofhtt 
said the focus in practice this week has 
been the team’s ability —  not only as a 
group, but as individuals at the players’ 
positions.

“It’s going to be a lot of individual 
and group kind of work,” Mofhtt said. 
“They’re going to get a lot of stuff done 
—  individual work on their skills within 
their position. (There also will be) a little 
bit of team stuff leading right up to K- 
State as far as game planning and what 
we’re going to try to do against them.”

Today’s game will be the second 
time the Red Raiders have faced the 
Wildcats (17-6,9-4) this season. Tech’s 
five matches without a win started with

Kansas State when the Wildcats handed 
the Red Raiders a 3-0 (22-30, 15-30, 
14-30) loss Oct. 17.

Since then, the Wildcats are 2-1 with 
wins over Iowa State and Missouri.

“(Kansas State is) always fun to play,” 
Tech coach Nancy Todd said. “They 
serve really tough. Big lefty on the right 
side, she does a nice job. It’s kind of hard 
to defend her sometimes. (She) gets a 
lot of kills for them, so it should be a 
good match.”

The lefty for Kansas State is outside 
hitter Nataly Korobkova who leads the 
Wildcats in kills this season with 358. 
Korobkova had 16 kills against the Red 
Raiders with a .5(30 hitting percentage 
earlier this season. Kansas State com­
piled a .449 hitting percentage as a team 
against Tech’s defense.

In the Red Raiders’ match against 
Baylor Saturday, much emphasis was 
placed on Game No. 2 in which Tech 
held the lead until the 26th point, only 
to allow Baylor to reel off 10 consecutive 
points and come from behind to win 
the game.

“We should’ve won the second 
game,” Tech outside hitter Lindsey Louis

said. “1 think we’re really just going to 
work on trying to finish games. Finish 
all the way to 30 and not let down at 
all. I think if we can do that, then we 
are going to have a chance.”

Moffitt said he believes when Tech 
effectively passes the ball, the team 
starts well.

“W hen we’re playing well like we 
were in Game No. 2 against Baylor and a 
little bit (in) Game No. 1 at Iowa State, 
it’s really kind of a result of our passing,” 
he said. “If we’re passing the ball right 
to where we need it, we can run our of­
fense effectively. We’ve still got big-time 
hitters, we’ve got great athletes, so it’s a 
matter of‘we pass that ball exactly where 
we need it’, we’re going to be able to do 
some things on offense.”

Tech outside hitter Michelle Flores, ,̂ 
leads the team in kills with 248 on 
the season, while libero Jenn Harrell 
leads the team in digs averaging 3.98 
per game.

Setter Kourtney Dunnam will con­
tinue to start in place of Emily Ziegler 
as Ziegler continues to recover from a 
foot injury.

Romo to the list of Dallas Cowboys 
franchise quarterbacks, right after 
Don Meredith, Roger Staubach and 
Troy Aikman.

Having already inched his way 
toward such elite company by win­
ning 12 of his first 17 starts, often

in spectacular fashion, Romo’s spot 
in the team’s hierarchy was secured 
Tuesday with the signing of a six-year, 
$67 million contract of which $30 
million is guaranteed.

“H e’s the man for the 2000s,” 
team  ow ner Jerry  Jo n es said. “I 
wouldn’t have done this if I didn’t

think he gives us a chance to win 
Super Bowls.”

Rom o is signed through 2013, 
which means he’ll be the face of the 
franchise when it moves into a $ 1 bil­
lion, 100,000-seat stadium in 2009.

“The best feeling by far is to know 
the organization, the Jones family and

our coaches and everyone say, ‘Hey, 
you’re our guy,”’ Romo said. “That 
means everything, more than the 
money ever could. I’m just excited 
to be here for a long time/’

Romo replaced Drew Bledsoe at 
halftim e of a Monday night game 

.against the New York Giants last O c­

tober. His first start came the follow­
ing game, on O ct. 29, 2006; a year to 
the day later, he agreed to a contract 
that gives him the third-highest an­
nual salary for an NFL quarterback, 
behind only Peyton M anning and 
Carson Palmer.

“I don’t think that I’ve made it,”

Romo said. “Off the field, you live a 
more comfortable l ife .... W hat did I 
set out to do? Money ? That was never 
the intent. The next step is always on 
the field.”

Jones has been searching for a 
quarterback he could rely on since 
Aikman’s career ended in 2000.
