Iraqi leader calls for Arab support

BAGHDAD (AP) — Iraqs prime
minister appealed Monday for sup-
port from his Arab neighbors, urging
them to open embassies and forgive
Iraqi debts as his government tries
to crack down on Shiite militias in a
crucial power struggle.

But the government plea came as
militia leaders warned more violence
could await.

Followers of Shiite cleric Mugtada

said they could widen the battles
with the government — even ask-
ing supporters for blood donations
to aid fighters m]ured during weeks
of urban clashes.

With tension rising, Prime Minis- *

ter Nouri al-Maliki flew to Kuwait for
ameeting Tuesday of Irag’s neighbors
to discuss ways they can help Iraq’s
Shiite-led government as it confronts
both Shiite militias and Sunni ex-
tremists including al-Qaida in Iraq.
Al-Maliki said he will be looking
for tangible support, including relief

Retail gas hits
record $3.50

a gallon as oil
marches higher

NEW YORK (AP) — Rising gasoline prices
tightened the squeeze on drivers Monday, jump-
ing for the first time to an average $3.50 a gallon
at filling stations across the country with no sign
of relief. ;

Crude oil set a record for the sixth day in a row
— this time closing above $117 a barrel — after
an attack on a Japanese oil tanker in the Middle
East rattled investors.

“It’s killing us,” said Jean Beuns, a New York cab
driver who estimated he now makes $125 to $150
less per month than in the fall because of costlier
gas. “And it was so quick. Every day you see the
price go up 5, 6, 10 cents more.” ‘

Diesel prices at the pump also struck a record
high of $4.20 a gallon, according to AAA and the
Qil Price Information Service. That’s sure to add
to truckers’ costs and drive up the price of food,
clothing and other goods shipped by truck.

“You and I are going to pay more,” said Bob
Costello, chief economist of American Trucking
Associations. “Exactly how much ... [ can’t tell you,
but it’s got to show up.”

Gasoline and diesel prices are expected to keep
climbing as they trace the path of crude. Oil prices
are charging ahead along with a host of commodi-
ties that are enticing speculators seeking hedges
against a weakening dollar.

Light, sweet crude for May delivery rose to a
record $117.76 a barrel on the New York Mercantile
Exchange before settling at $117.48, up 79 cents
from Friday’s close.

Gas jumped more than a nickel over the week-
end and is up 23 percent from a year ago. Drivers
in New Jersey are paying the least, while drivers in
California pay the most, $3.86 a gallon for regular
unleaded.

The Energy Department predicted earlier this
month that monthly average gasoline price will
peak at more than $3.60 per gallon in June and
could even reach $4.

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4 Tech graduate programs
ranked in annual Top 100

In the annual rankings released
in its April issue, “U.S. News &
World Report” listed four Texas
Tech graduate programs in the Top
100 of their respective disciplines.

Three graduate programs from
the College of Engineering and one
from the Department of Psychology
made this year’s list after the maga-
zine reviewed more than 12,000
graduate programs around the coun-
try, according
to a university
news release.

“It shows
the quality of
our program,”
said Lloyd
Heinze, chair-
man of the
Department of Petroleum Engineer-
ing. “I think it will make it more
attractive to students. I think it will
cause more students to apply, and
we only have a limited number of
spots, so that allows us the pleasure
of picking the best candidates.”

From the College of Engineer-
ing, the Department of Petroleum
Engineering -was ranked 10th in
the Petroleum category, the De-
partment of Industrial Engineering
was ranked 30th in the Industrial/
Manufacturing category and the
Department of Electrical and Com-
puter Engineering was ranked 65th
in the Electrical/Electronic/Com-
munications category, according to
the release.

Heinze said he believes recent
world events have played a role
in the level of recognition the
petroleum engineering field is
receiving.

“Sometimes the magazine does
not list petroleum because it’s a
small discipline,” Heinze said.
“Sometimes we’re so small that
we get ignored. But that makes
us very appreciative when we are
recognized. Currently, the energy
prices are up and the world is wor-
ried about the price of energy, so |

think that has a lot to do with us
being recognized.”

Vittal Rao, chairman of the De-
partment of Electrical and Comput-
er Engineering, said he anticipates
the College of Engineering using

" the rankings in its recruitment ef-

forts, both for students and faculty
members.

" “These rankings will be an indi-
cation of the quality of a program,
s0 a lot of prospective students look
at these,” Rao said. “Also, people
looking for jobs like to go to places
that are ranked.”

From the Department of Psy-
chology, the doctoral program in
clinical psychology was ranked in
the top tier of the nation’s clinical

psychology programs, coming in at
No. 92 out of the Top 100 programs
in the country, according to the
release.

“This improves our visibility and
helps in recruiting for both grad
students and faculty members,” said
David Rudd, chairman of the De-
partment of Psychology. “There are
more than 400 psychology programs
in the country, so this puts us in the
top quartile, nationally. These kinds
of rankings are what students look

at when they’re choosing a program.

- The psychology
department has moved up 22 posi-
tions in the rankings during the past
five years, according to the release.

“It’s/primarily a function of our
faculty,” Rudd said.

These are things other faculty be-
come aware of nationally, and that’s
one of the things the rankings are
based on.”

According to the release, the
rankings were calculated based on
a weighted average that came from
10 indicators, including student
selectivity, research activity, faculty
resources and assessments by peers
and recruiters.

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Bush defends free-trade agreement with Mexico, Canada

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Pres-
ident Bush and Mexican President

Felipe Calderon strongly defended
free trade across North America

on Monday, fending off anti-trade

remarks that Democrats running for

the White House are using to lure
working class voters.

Opening a two-day summit with

Calderon and Canadian Prime Min-
ister Stephen Harper, Bush hailed
the benefits of cross-border trade
despite a rising protectionist senti-

ment on Capitol Hill. The president

said that when he and Calderon were
growing up, the border was poor, but
today it’s prospering.

“Our trade has tripled, and our
economies have grown,” said Bush,
who decided to host the summit in
New Orleans to showcase its rebirth
following Hurricane Katrina. “This has
been a very positive aspect for both our
countries.”

Calderon was more specific, saying
the North American Free Trade Agree-
ment is misunderstood. Launched in
1994, the accord eliminated trade bar-

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Investigation determines cause of apartment fire at Waterside Vil age

After an investigation of Sun-
day’s three-alarm fire at the Wa-
terside Village apartment complex
on 70th Street, the Lubbock Fire
Marshal concluded the blaze began
after a child’s 1mproper use of a
microwave.

More than 45 Lubbock fire-
fighters responded to the fire at
approximately 7 p.m. Sunday. By
8 p.m., they had the fire under
control.

There were no injuries.

An investigation later deter-
mined the cause of the fire to be a
child who put a cup of dehydrated
noodles in a microwave without
first adding water, said Lubbock
Fire Department Chief Rhea Coo-
per on Monday.

The child’s mother retrieved
the flaming cup of noodles and
placed it on the back porch, he
said. After turning her back briefly,
she turned around to find that the
flames already had begun to spread
to the building’s structure.

“It was kind of unusual,” Coo-
per said. “All the things about
it were unusual. He didn’t even
know to put water in the cup of
noodles before you heat it up, and
so he just plugged it in there and
heated it for two minutes or four
minutes or whatever. He just fried
those noodles. Like a burned bag
of popcorn or something, it gets
extremely hot.” 4

The fire burned through three
apartment units and resulted .in

_chasing renter’s

water and smoke damage to several
more of the building’s 16 apart-
ments, Cooper said Sunday.

Kurtis Parker, a Lubbock resi-
dent whose apartment was dam-
aged by the fire, said he returned
home from an afternoon soccer
game to find emergency personnel
at his apartment.

“Things were going great,” he
said Sunday. “Our team pulled out
a win today. That was the high-
light of the day.’

Without

any of the clothes are salvageable
or not. We'll find out after we
wash them.”

Parker said all of his pets sur-
vived the fire, and he moved into
a different apartment Monday
within the same complex.

“I have several friends here
in town, and they've been very
generous and very helpful and very
supportive,” he said.

Sunday’s fire was particularly
severe, Cooper said Sunday, and
there have been very few apart-
ment-complex fires recently in
Lubbock.

“This was the greatest potential
for disaster that we have seen in
several years here at the chapter,”
Parker said Monday. “Fourteen
units could have been affected by
this severely, and so the potential
was there for this to be one of the
worst ones in a long time.”

As a non-government, non-
profit organization, Curnow said
the Red Cross would not have
been able to assist any of those
who were affected by the fire with-
out donations from the region’s
residents.

Curnow said Sunddy evening’s
fire reminded him of a phrase he
heard during a conversation last
week.

“It’s ‘Give and forget; receive
and remember,”” he said. “We're
not going to remember the names
and the faces of the people we
helped. In a year or so, we're just
not going to remember.them, but
you had Better believe that they
are going.to remember (Sunday)
night and: that the Red Cross was
there to help them out.”

More convicted felons allowed to enlist in Army, Marines

WASHINGTON (AP) — Under
pressure to meet combat needs, the
Army and Marine Corps brought in
significantly more recruits with felony
convictions last year than in 2006,
including some with manslaughter and
sex crime convictions.

Data released by a congressional
committee shows the number of sol-
diers admitted to the Army with felony
records jumped from 249 in 2006 to 511
in 2007. And the number of Marines
with felonies rose from 208 to 350.

Those numbers represent a frac-

tion of the more than 180,000 recruits
brought in by the active duty Army,
Navy, Air Force and Marines during the
fiscal year ending Sept. 30, 2007. But
they highlight a trend that has raised
concerns both within the military and
on Capitol Hill.

The bulk of the crimes involved
were burglaries, other thefts, and drug
offenses, but nine involved sex crimes
and six involved manslaughter or ve-
hicular homicide convictions. Several
dozen Army and Marine recruits had
aggravated assault or robbery convic-

tions, including incidents involving
weapons.

Both the Army and Marine Corps
have been struggling to increase their
numbers as part of a broader effort to
meet the combat needs of a military
fighting wars on two fronts. As a result,
the number of recruits needing waivers
for crimes or other bad conduct has
grown in recent years, as well as those
needing medical or aptitude waivers.

House Oversight and Government
Reform Committee Chairman Henry
Waxman, who released the data, noted

that there may be valid reasons for
granting the waivers and giving indi-
viduals a second chance. 7

But he added, “Concerns have been
raised that the significant increase in
the recruitment of persons with crimi-
nal records is a result of the strain put
on the military by the Iraq war and may
be undermining military readiness.”

The services use a waiver process
to let in recruits with felony convic-
tions, and many of the crimes were
committed when the service members
were juveniles.

‘Forgetting Sarah Marshall’ proves worthwhile

Hilarity ensues in the newest
Jason Segal cinematic endeavor,
however the “best comedic film
of the decade,” as Richard Roper
claims, it is not. The movie succeeds
in carrying the Judd Apatow torch,
combining romantic appeal with
raunchy comedy.

We open with the laid back,
slightly pathetic couch potato Peter
Bretter (Segal) being dumped by
longtime girlfriend Sarah Marshall
(Kristin Bell), while completely in
the nude — according to Segal,
a semi-autobiographical scenario.
Marshall provided some of the
cleverest moments in the movie
here with satirical quips at the crime
television genre, of which she was a
rising star. The scenes, I suspect, are

cringe-worthy for David Caruso of
“CSI Miami,” unless he can laugh
at his own career choices as Bell
does in this film, where a direct ref-
erence is made to her performance
in the Japanese remake, box office
flop “Pulse.”

Unfortunately for the pair, Bret-
ter retreats to Hawaii to forget Mar-
shall, only to discover her vacation-
ing with her new boyfriend Aldous
Snow (Russell Brand) at the same
resort. Mila Kunis, known to many as

Jackie Burkhart of “That “70s Show”

and Meg Griffin of “Family Guy,”
was a tay of sunshine as the flawed
but passionate Rachel Jansen, an
employee of the resort that sets the
scene. Genre collaborative favorites
Jonah Hill (“Superbad”) and Paul
Rudd (“Knocked Up”) make appear-
ances as an Aldous Snow-obsessed
aspiring musician and a burnt-out

surf instructor, respectively.

Group interaction of the four
main characters provided some of
the best scenes, complemented by
slightly odd cameos that help Bret-
ter and Marshall gain much needed
perspective on the pitfalls of their
relationship. An unexpected mutual
understanding, even appreciation,
burgeons between Snow and Bretter,
and both charaéters developed suf-
ficiently to embrace their weaknesses
and love them anyway.

About the time the characters

finally figured out who they were sup-

posed to end up with, I'd predicted
the straightforward ending from the
get-go and “wrap it up” signs started
flashing in my head. Fortunately, I
didn’t give up altogether, as one of
the biggest laughs of the movie is
held to the end. Segal draws from his

self-proclaimed identification with

the classic “Dracula” and love for
puppets, culminating in Bretter per-
forming a “Gothic Neil Diamond”
rendition of a musical inspired by the
Bram Stoker literary classic.
Overall, the movie was thor-
oughly enjoyable and certainly
targeted to an audience with a
collegiate mentality, but the film
is likely to achieve a wider fan base
than “Superbad” simply because it
is slightly more mature. If it hadn’t
been for the dwindling energy
during some of Bretter’s grieving
and ‘again toward the end when
the audience had figured it all out,
it may have indeed been one of
the best comedies of the decade.
However, as with the' characters,
the flaws are forgivable and “For-
getting Sarah Marshall” won'’t soon
be forgotten.

ably a piece of me in there,” he
said. “That’s the great thing about
art. All people of art are like that.
Without meaning to, you write about
something that, later on, you find
significant.”

Growing up in Lubbock may have
played a role in his choice to become
a musician, Eppler said, though it is
hard to say for sure. Undoubtedly,
life in Lubbock drives people to play
music, even if they are not embraced
by the city at first, such as was the
case of Buddy Holly.

“Lubbock is so musically — if
you're an artist or if you have an
artistic temperament — everybody
plays the guitar so they apply it to
music,” he said. “If you’re an artistic
person in Lubbock, the likelihood of
you becoming a writer is substantially
lower than of you becoming a musi-
cian, just because that’s considered ...
the go-to mode of rebellion.”

Talent, alone, does not guarantee
success for a musician, Eppler said. He
spends a great deal of time perform-
ing. During what little free time he
does have, Eppler works diligently
to promote himself. “Drive” is a
key component in the success of a
musician.

Since he was 16 years old, he said
he has performed his music at coffee
shops and eventually bars, where he
had to “sneak into his own shows”
because he was not yet 21 years old.

Now, years later, Eppler earns
enough money with his music to
support himself. He said he wanted to

experiment more with his creativity
and release a recording of his other
passion: writing. During the album’s
seventh track, “Paper and Pen,”
Eppler defines himself as “the point
between paper and pen.”

Too much of today’s music holds
lictle artistic expression, he said.
Most musicians of his generation
writé formulaic lyrics and produce
albums infused with artificial effects.
Such music offers little in the way of
musical progress.

“If you’re going to make art,”
he said, “you might as well make it
legitimate.”

For iinstance, the album’s first
short story, “The Abernathys,” ex-
plores the emotional desperation
that accompanies a loved one’s
death. Eppler said he wrote it not
long after his wedding and the death
of his grandfather, approximately 18
months ago.

He said his writing necessarily
does not mirror his life directly, but
it does mirror his thoughts and his
identity.

Growing up as the son of a local
preacher — a trait he finds remark-
ably common among Lubbock’s
musicians — he said he has had his
struggles with his own spirituality and
wanted to delve into those struggles
through the album'’s second short
story.

As the album’s 11-minute final
track, “The Surgeons of Shadow”
is a graphic account of sacrifice and
suffering, good and evil.

Through the album’s poetry,
Eppler said he also gives listeners
a glimpse into how he feels about
certain issues, ranging anywhere from

the unsightly curtains in his living-
room to his apathy toward politics.

During the album’s second poem,
“Political Man,” he gives a sarcastic
and somewhat-scathing crmque of
politicians. :

“You fascinate me political man,
how your miraculous mind in all
its infinite capacity could hold so
much truth and reason,” Eppler’s
voice reads. “By what treachery and
foolishness has it come to be that the
world has not recognized you for the
fountain of wisdom that'you are?”

The motivation behind “Dark
Places” was not money, he said. He
created the album to merely expand
his horizons. Because he does not in-
tend to sell the second album as much
as he sold the first, he will not offer it
in a hard copy. He will, however, sell
it on iTunes.

Eppler said he could not care less
if people copy his albums and give
them to each other for free. To him,
a free exchange of his music promotes
his live performances.

“If | didn't sell any more CDs of
(“There is No Underground”), and
everyone just bumed it, that would
be totally fine with me,” he said. “For
me, it’s a free commercial.”

Jessica Eppler, Andy’s wife and
a Sweetwater native whom he met
while attending South Plains Col-
lege, said she encouraged his decision
to produce the spoken-word album,
“Dark Places.”

“He has always written short sto-
ries and poetry and stuff, so I thought
it was pretty cool,” she said. “He just
does his thing, and usually it turns
out pretty cool.”

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The
poster for “Harold & Kumar Escape
From Guantanamo Bay” is the best
thing about the movie, depicting
the brainy potheads in orange prison
jumpsuits staring in dishelief from
behind a wire-mesh fence.

That one still image captures all
the inherent humor of two wily-as-

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Softball begins 6-game homestand
with doubleheader against UTA

After snapping an eight-game
road losing streak with a sweep-of
Baylor Sunday in Waco, the Texas
Tech softball team returns home
looking to continue its stellar play
in Lubbock.

The Red Raiders will face the
UTA in a doubleheader at 2 p.m.
and 4 p.m. today at Rocky Johnson
Field, where they have won eight
consecutive games.

Tech (17-32, 5-9 in Big 12 Con-
ference play) swept Baylor in Waco
for the first time since 1998, handing
the Lady Bears their first sweep in
a conference series at home since
2003. Tech now has five wins in Big
12 play, which is the most under
coach Teresa Wilson and had not
been accomplished since 2001.

Under Wilson, the Red Raiders’
conference wins have increased from
three in 2005 to four in the past two

seasons. With its last two Big 12
series at home, Tech has a chance
to put the most conference wins up
since Bobby Reeves led Tech to 10
in2001.

The Red Raiders could be prepar-
ing for a late-season charge similar to
last year, when they went 6-2 during

. the last eight games en route to the

Big 12 Championship game.

UTA (20-19) was four games
under .500 before the it won eight-
straight games, but the Mavericks
have dropped three consecutive
games and are in jeopardy of falling
back under .500.

Offensively, senior shortstop
Amanda Swofford paces UTA with
a.336 average, 25 RBIs and 10 home
runs, while Samantha Chumchal is
hitting .333. Brittany Washington
and Rebecca Collom have combined
for 17 home runs and 33 RBIs, add-
ing a balanced attack to a lineup
that has done well in the Southland
Conference.

In the circle, sophomore Cara
Hulme (11-5, 2.03 ERA) has
pitched 113.2 innings this season,
only giving up 38 walks with 133
strikeouts. UTA’s other main
starting pitcher, senior Laura
Jones (5-10, 1.61 ERA), has con-
ducted a strong performance this
season, but whenever she steps
in the circle, her team leaves the
bats at home.

Tech pitchers Tye Coats (6-
12, 4.03 ERA) and Ashly Jacobs
(8-13, 2.27 ERA) picked up the
wins at Baylor, and will most
likely see action against UTA.
However, in Tech’s last outing at
Rocky Johnson Field, junior Alex
Watkins pitched a one-hitter for
her first career shutout in a win
against UTSA, so she could see
some time as well.

UTA will be the fourth South-
land Conference opponent Tech
has faced at home this season.

Robidas’ toughness just what the Stars needed

DALLAS (AP) — Sergei Zubov
was already out with an injury. Then
Philippe Boucher went down, too.
So the Dallas Stars cringed when
Stephane Robidas, another reliable
defenseman, took a puck off his face
and rushed straight to the dress-
ing room during Game 5 of their
first-round playoff series against the
Anaheim Ducks. :

The Stars already had three rookie
defensemen suited up. What were
they going to do now?

Before co-general managers Brett
Hull and Les Armstrong could go
over their contingency list, Robidas
returned to the bench. With cotton
stuffed up the nostrils of his broken
nose, he jumped right onto the ice for
a power play, then toughed it out the
rest of the game.

And he was just warming up.

Playing Game 6 with a cage pro-
tecting his face, all Robidas did was
score his first career playoff goal to
tie it at 1, then set up what proved to
be the game-winning goal 52 seconds
later. Dallas won 4-1 Sunday night,
sending the Stars into the second
round for the first time since 2003,
eliminating the defending Stanley
Cup champions and earning Robidas
the appreciation of his teammates _
and even his foes.

“He’s a warrior,” captain Brenden
Morrow said.

“He’s one of those heart-and-soul
players who don't come along very
often,” goaltender Marty Turco said.

The Ducks paid their tributes dur- -

ing the post-series handshake.
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“I was last in line and Robi was
right in front of me,” Dallas coach
Dave Tippett said. “It’s interesting
to hear the comments he was getting
from the Anaheim players about what

_kind of player he is. ... He’s one of the

best teammates you'll ever find. He
will go through a wall to help the team
win. ... We all recognize it in our room,
but to hear those Anaheim players say
that to him, that's gratifying to me.”

Robidas, Boucher and Zubov are
getting a few days off to heal. The
Stars’ next foe depends on whether
Calgary or San Jose wins Game 7 of
their series Tuesday night.

If Calgary wins, Dallas will be at
home against Colorado, with Game
1 probably not until Sunday because
of arena conflicts.

If the Sharks win, the Stars will
open on the road against San Jose,
probably Thursday.

Tippett said Boucher (hip) and
Zubov (sports hernia) will be re-evalu-
ated Tuesday.

As for Robidas, the only question
is whether he'll keep the cage.

Tippett said Robidas epitomizes
what the Stars are all about: Not the
biggest, strongest or most talented, but
always giving his all and, quite often,
that’s good enough.

Robidas was first on the team in
blocked shots and second in hits this
season. He set a career high in goals
with a modest nine, tied his career
high in assists with 17 and, obvi-
ously, set his career high in points.
So he’s certainly a valuable guy to
have around. :
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“He’s a much better player than
he gets credit for,” said veteran Stu
Barnes, who scored the game-win-
ner off Robidas’ perfect feed in front
of the crease. “He’s a good skater;
he’s smart out there.”

Whether it was good skating,
good smarts or good fortune, Ro-
bidas was in the right place when
Mike Modano’s smash went wide
of Anaheim goalie Jean-Sebastien
Giguere, banging off the end boards
and caroming back out. He turned
it into the tying goal and his first in
25 career playoff games.

“I was just going for a rebound,”
Robidas said. “It hit the boards,
came right on my blade. I wanted
to shoot it on net; Giguere was out
of place. [ wasn’t really aiming at
any spot in particular. I was lucky
that it went in.”

There was no luck on his next
shift. It was pure skill that sent
him barreling past his defender on
the side boards. Then he cruised
toward Giguere. When the goalie
committed to stopping Robidas, he
shoveled the puck to Bames, who'd
just lost his man.

“All T had to do was put it in,”
Barnes said.

Now that Dallas has gotten over
its first-round hump, the next chal-
lenge is winning a second-round
series. The Stars haven’t done that
since 2000, when they were reign-
ing champs and made it all the way
back to the Cup finals.

The health of their defensive
corps could be pivotal. But Dallas
also has to feel good about how
youngsters Nicklas Grossman,
Matt Niskanen and Mark-Fistric
played. Grossman and Niskanen
played all six games, while Fistric
got into the last three after Boucher
went out.

“The whole group has stayed
committed and doing everything
we are capable of,” Turco said. “We
are moving on and that’s the fun
part, to give ourselves a chance to
keep winning.”

Tech baseball prepares for midweek
series with New Mexico State

Fresh off breaking its longest
losing streak since 1987, the Texas
Tech baseball team is gearing up
for a midweek series with New
Mexico State.

After losing eight-straight
games, the Red Raiders (18-23)

Buchholy, Ortiy lead Bosox to
4th straight win, beat Texas

BOSTON (AP) —Clay Buch-

holz pitched six shutout innings,

David Ortiz drove in three runs’

with a pair of doubles and the
Boston Red Sox completed a four-
game sweep of the Texas Rangers
with an 8-3 win Monday.

Julio Lugo went 4-for-4 with a
walk and an RBI as the Red Sox
scored at least five runs for the
ninth straight game. They finished
with 12 hits and 11 walks.

The annual game on Patriots
Day _ a holiday commemorating
Paul Revere’s ride and the battles
of Lexington and Concord in 1775
_began at 11:06 a.m. It takes place
on the same day as the Boston
Marathon. Runners passed by
Fenway Park starting in the third
inning and kept going forhours
— just like the Red Sox offense.

And they did it without two
of their leading hitters. Manny
Ramirez, who was ejected for ar-
guing a third strike in the second
inning Sunday, is batting .338 and
got the day off. Lefty hitter Sean
Casey, with a 349 average, rested
against lefty Kason Gabbard.

Boston rallied late to win its
previous two games but didn’t need
a comeback this time as it scored
five runs in a wild fourth inning
and three in the fifth, all off Dustin
Nippert (1-2).

Buchholz (1-1) allowed five

hits and two walks with six strikeouts,
one in each of his innings, as Boston
won for the ninth time in 10 games.
Texas is 2-9 in its last 11.

Gabbard left the game with a stiff
back after throwing two shutouts in-
nings. Nippert came in and got out
of a first-and-third jam in the third,
then gave up five runs on five hits in
the fourth.

J.D. Drew led off with a walk, took
second on a balk and third on a bunt
single by Jed Lowrie. Lugo followed
with an RBI single. Then Kevin Cash
hit a soft line out to second baseman
Jan Kinsler. Lugo strayed off first but
Kinsler threw wildly trying to double
him up, allowing Lowrie to score.

Jacoby Ellsbury singled and Dustin
Pedroia hit a two-run double. Ortiz
hit what looked like a routine fly out
to left fielder Milton Bradley. But
Bradley lost a battle with the early-
afternoon sun and the ball dropped
behind him as Pedroia scored the
fifth run..

There was nothing odd about
Boston’s next three runs in the fifth.

Lugo led off with a double, took
third on Cash’s single and scored on
Ellsbury’s single. Then Ortiz hit the
ball off the left-field wall for a two-run
double and an 8-0 lead.

Texas scored two runs in the
seventh on two RBI doubles — by
Gerald Laird off David Aardsma and
by Josh Hamliton off Javier Lopez.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) —
San Antonio Spurs guard Manu
Ginobili _ good enough to be
a starter on about any team _
won the NBA’s sixth man award
given to the league’s best reserve
on Monday.

Ginobili led the Spurs in
scoring, averaging a career-high
19.5 points to:go with. 4.8 re-
bounds and 4.5 assists. Ginobili
came off the bench in 51 of the
74 games he played this season.

“] really don’t care about
coming from the bench if that
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Spurs’ Ginobili wins sixth man award

helps the team o win a champion-
ship,” Ginobili said.

The Spurs have a 1-0 lead over
the Phoenix Suns in their best-
of-seven first-round playoff series.
Suns guard Leandro Barbosa won
the award last year and Ginobili
came in second. :

“He’s one of the better players
in the NBA, who just happens to
come off the bench;” said Spurs
starting guard Michael Finley.
“Any other team in the league,
he’d probably be starting, but for
him to come off the bench and
put his ego aside it just shows what
kind of team we have, and more
importantly what kind of player
and All-Star he is.”

Ginobili got 123 of 124 first-
place votes for 615 points. Barbosa
came in second with 283 points
and the Dallas Mavericks’ Jason
Terry was third with 44.

“It was no race. Just like, when
(is it) going to happen,” said Spurs
point guard Tony Parker. “He was
our best player all year long.”

The 6-foot-6 guard who gives
the team a boost of energy off the
bench. He was drafted by the Spurs
in 1999 in the second round with
the 57th overall pick. The Argen-
tinian has been with the team for
three of its four title runs.

“That is what I’'m going to re-
member when I retire, the rings |
have,” Ginobili said. “Not the fact
I played 28 minutes or 33 or my
name being called in the starting
lineup. That’s not going to make
the difference in 10 to 15 years.”

Ginobili enters the game, usu-
ally about midway through the
first quarter, to huge roars from the
ctowd when the Spurs announcer
yells “Here comes Manu!”

“I just consider myself a player,
a team player,” Ginobili said. “So
this year he (Spurs coach Gregg
Popovich) thought it was more
important for.me to come from the
