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Tech’s new president, Guy Bailey, officially takes office

W ith warm greetings and enthusi­
asm about Texas Tech, the university’s 
new President, Guy Bailey, may have 
won the Tech community over.

Bailey was officially introduced to die 
public for the first time Monday morn­
ing at the Frazier Alumni Pavilion.

During the introduction, Bailey, 
Tech’s 15di president, made his future 
plans for the university clear while 
expressing his excitement for the upcom­
ing school year.

W idi die opportunity to speak in 
front o f the public, Bailey said he believes 
opportunities lie ahead for die university 
that have the potential to help Tech 
become one o f the best universities in 
the country.

“I th ink  (the opportunities are) 
huge,” he said. “I think, as Tech moves to 
tier 1 status, you’ll find all o f its support­
ers very excited. People support things 
that they have a passion for. Tliey’ll sup­
port programs that we grow and develop 
as their passions as well.”

Bailey’s fundraising background in­

cludes a $200  million capital campaign 
and $10 million in adminisnative sav­
ings when he was chancellor at the U ni­
versity o f Missouri-Kansas City. During 
his tenure at U M KC, enrollment also 
increased by 40  percent Approximately 
$ 175 million in construction also was ap­
proved with public and private funding 
partnerships during his term there.

Bailey said Tech is in a prime posi-. 
tion to accomplish many goals, which 
is why he wanted to become its presi­
d ent

During his speech, Bailey expressed 
the potential Tech has by stating it is 
the “greatest opportunity in America 
for higher education.”

Tech already has many o f the tools 
it needs, he said, to take the next step as 
one o f die nation’s top universities.

“It has well-established doctoral 
programs in research,” Bailey said. “It 
has a great name recognition. Those are 
the key things. You have to have a state­
wide scope (for recruiting students). You 
have to have well-defined, well-developed 
research in doctoral programs and then 
you need a lot o f recognition. This is a 
highly visible institution.”

Bob Stafford, head o f the search 
com m ittee that chose Bailey and a 
member of the Board of Regents, said he 
thinks Bailey and his wife. Tech alumna 
Jan Tillery Bailey, will fit in well with the 
culture o f Tech and Lubbock.

“I think  he understands Texas,”

Stafford said. “His wife understands 
Lubbock. She grew up here. So I think 
he can start widi a running start with 
all those things because I know his 
credentials are very good.”

Since he officially took die position 
Friday, Bailey has wasted no time in es­
tablishing a connection widi students.

Throughout his career, Bailey said 
he always has strived for a connection 
with students. He said he and his wife 
will aim for that same connection by 
being in the classroom.

“You’ll find that I spend a lot o f 
times with students,” he said. “You’ll see 
me around on campus. My wife and I 
will eventually teach classes. I think the 
key thing Is students want to have access 
to you. You’ll find that you a great deal 
o f  access to me.”

Over the years, Bailey has authored 
approximately 100 books and articles. 

Along with his background in education 
and teaching, Bailey attained his bach­
elor’s and master’s degrees in English 
from the University o f Alabama and a 
doctorate in English linguistics from the 
University o f Tennessee.

Although he aims to build relation­

ships with students, Bailey has already 
made good impressions with some stu­
dents since his arrival on campus.

“T h e  feedback th at I ’ve gotten 
back from our Student Governm ent 
President, Lee Bobbitt, and our Student 
Regent, Kelli Stumbo, has been very, 
very positive,” said Michael Shonrock, 
vice president o f students affairs. “Tlae 
feedback I get back from my colleagues 
and other places — like U M KC, U T  at 
San Antonio — is he’s very thoughtful 
about students. H e’s already asked 
about helping out moving people into 
the residence halls and attending a lot 
o f student functions already. That’s the 
great deal about th a t”

As president, Bailey said his first 
priorities are to fill vacant faculty and 
staff positions, such as the provost, which 
W illiam Marcy soon will leave vacant 

Bailey was recommended by Chan­
cellor Kent Hance to the search com­
m ittee and nam ed sole fin alist on  
July 2. Friday marked the end o f the 
state-mandated, 21-day waiting period 
after a new president or chancellor o f a 
university is named.

Studies. He said the India deal is the 
worst o f  the three.

T h e  Iran and N orth  Korea nego­
tiations involve offers m ade by the 
U n ited  States together w ith  oth er 
nations, and a new president is no t 
likely to pull ou t o f  those coalitions 
right away.

R e p u b lic a n  J o h n  M c C a in  is 
som ew hat skeptical o f  the Iran  of­
fer bu t says he would pursue bo th  
diplom acy and punitive sanctions.

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Tech chose as one o f the best universities in the West

O n e  com p any  to o k  a lo o k  at 
Texas Tech and made a decision: T he 
university’s 3 0 ,0 0 0  students could’ve 

done worse.
T he Princeton Review, a New York- 

based educational services company, 
chose Texas Tech as one o f the best 
colleges in the western U nited States 

for 2009 .
“W e are, in my opinion, and have 

been for some tim e one o f the very 
best (universities) in the nation,” said 
Tech Chancellor Kent Hance, “and it 
thrilled me that T h e Princeton Review 
recognized w hat I have know n for 
quite some time. It ties in with my 
m otto for Texas Tech: ‘It’s more than 
a great education.’”

Every year. T he Princeton Review 
identifies schools that it considers to 
be the best in the country, said Jeanne 
Krier, a spokesperson for the company. 
There are 63 2  colleges that received 
reg ion al d esignations like T e ch ’s, 

including 120 in the West.
Krier said it is special for a school 

to be chosen by T he Princeton Review 
because there are about 2 ,500  four-year

colleges in the U nited States, which 
means one out o f  every five schools 
receives an honorary title from  the 

company.
T h e  P rinceton  Review’s college 

evaluation process has many steps, 
and, before it is chosen, a school must 
first be seen as academically outstand­
ing to the National College Advisory 
Board, she said, which is 25 college 
advisers across the country who make 
suggestions about the schools. Also, a 
representative o f the company visits 
and evaluates ab o u t 5 0  cam puses 

per year.
“T h e third thing they do is they try 

a real balance o f schools from different 
states -  large schools and small ones, 
m en’s colleges, women’s colleges and 
so forth -  so it gives a prospective ap­
plicant a nice variety o f great schools 
to consider,” Krier said.

A  large p art o f  the evalu ation  
process involves student surveys that 
are done online and on paper then 
d is tr ib u ted  on  cam pus, she said. 
These surveys give officials an insight 
in to  how students feel about their 

campus life.
T he schools that were chosen as the 

best in their respective regions are not

ranked from first to last but grouped 

as a whole.
“T h e Princeton Review does not 

rank schools norm ally, and we do 
that for a very im p ortant reason ,” 
Krier said. “W e really don’t think you 
can ever say there is a best school, one 
single best school, in the country. And 
ranking has become something that we 
think people sometimes pay a little too 
m uch attention to and will not help 
som eone know if that school is the 

best school for them .”
H ance said he thinks the student 

surveys are an integral part o f the 
evaluation process.

“T h e students are the consumers 
and students know whether they are 
getting a good education,” he said. 
“They know the cond itions o f  the 
campus, what kinds o f  professors they 
have. Som e people take a discount o f 
anything that asks the students, but 
the students are very smart and very 
wise about the university and they’re 
consum er savvy. If  they’re getting a 
good deal and a good education they’ll 
say so. To me it means more than any 

other group.”

Incoming medical students attend initiation ceremony

The future practitioners of health care 

just received their white coats.
The Texas Tech Health Sciences Cen­

ter’s incoming Class of 2012 participated 
in the 12thAnnual White Coat Ceremony 

on Friday at the Lubbock Memorial Civic 

Center Theatre.
The purpose o f the W hite C oat 

Ceremony is to emphasize to students 
the importance of both professionalism 
and humanism in the field of medicine, 
according to the ceremony’s program.

At the event, first-year medical stu­
dents individually took the stage and 
received their doctoral white coats. The 
students also received gold lapel pins that 
feature a heart-shaped stethoscope, which 
represents humanism in medicine, accord­
ing to the ceremony’s program.

“The white coat ceremony for Texas 
Tech coincides with the first day of 
medical school and it’s very symbolic,” 
said Steven Berk, dean of the School of 
Medicine at Tech. “Putting on the white 
coat is a symbol for the medical students of 
a commitment to professionalism, a com­
mitment to life-long study, and a commit­

ment to being an excellent physician.”
Tlie ceremony is significant at Tech 

because the smdents will .start to see pa­
tients within two weeks of receiving their 
coats, he said. Some universities conduct 
the ceremony during the students’ third 
year, but, since students at Tech start 
to see patients almost immediately, it is 
important to have the ceremony early in 

their careers.
“The other significance (of the ceremo­

ny) is the students made their own oath,” 
Berk said. “Togetlier in small groups they 
came up widi an oath of what they want 
to say and what they want to commit to 
just beginning medical school.”

The oath stresses the principles o f 
teamwork, respect, compassion and 
humility. The students collectively re­
cited their oath on stage at the end of the 

ceremony.
The Class of 2012 is made up of 140 

students who received their undergradu­
ate degrees from universities across the 

country. Berk said.
The first Wliite Coat Ceremony oc­

curred at Columbia University in New 
York City and involved the Class of 1993. 
Tech first adopted this ceremony tradition 
with the Class of 2001.

Karl Kashfi, a member of the Class 
of 2012, said he Is excited about the op­
portunity to come to Tech and pursue his 
career in the medical profession.

“I’ve wanted to go into health care 
ever since 1 was young,” he said. “I’ve put 
so much effort into studying and pursing 
the experiences that will prepare me to 
become a physician, and I’m just glad that 
I’m here and 1 feel really honored.”

Kashfi said the reason he chose to 
pursue his medical degree at Tech was 
because of the “laid back” atmosphere of 
both Lubbock and the university.

“The quality of life here is very good 
and it’s a really friendly environment,” he 
said. “That is what really drew me in.” 

Maham Rahimi, another member of 
the Class of 2012, said the reason he chose 
to leave Southern Methodist University in 
Dallas and continue his studies at Tech 
was because of the size of dre West Texas 

market
“There are not many hospitals in West 

Texas and I think that and Lubbock’s size 
will give me more opportunities to help 
people,” he said. “Compared to busy 
cities like Dallas, I think I’ll get better

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Gay animals prove legislators should spend more time at zoo

It is always interesting to see what 
we can learn from lower animals. This 
m onth’s issue o f Scientific American 
Mind contains a particularly interest­
ing article about the phenom enon 
o f  anim al hom osexuality . A nim al 
homosexuality has been documented 
in as many as 1,500 species, includ­
ing insects. W hile I have long been 
peripherally aware o f the evidence 
docum enting hom osexual behavior 
between other species, I was not aware 
that it existed to this extent.

T he article details two male chin- 
strap penguins. Silo  and Roy, who 
m et in M a n h a tta n ’s C en tra l Park

Zoo, coupled and proceeded to mate. 
W hen they found they were unable 
to bear offspring, they nudged a rock 
into their nests and treated it as if it 
were an egg. O ne o f the zookeepers 
observed this and took an egg from 
another pair o f  penguins who were 
unable to care for it and placed it in 
Silo and Roy’s nest, who hatched and 
raised the baby penguin.

T h is week, Massachusetts voted 
to allow out-of-state couples marriage 
rights. Earlier this summer, Califor­
nia legalized gay marriage for state 
residents and out-of-state partners 
alike. Examples from biology, like the 
penguins, and smdies in pre-natal con­
ditions should confirm  what anyone 
who has ever thought about the issue

already knows: Human homosexuality 
is not a simple life choice.

Yet the states o f Massachusetts and 
C alifo rn ia  may have 
gone too far. A  state 
should allow its own 
citizen s to m arry in 
whatever m anner it sees 
fit, bu t by marrying non­
residents, they create legal 
co m p lica tio n s th at o th er 
states will be forced to deal 
with. I t ’s a rude prospect, if 
nothing else.

Exporting these marriages 
may only succeed in drawing 
attention to the flawed poli­
cies o f  other states. Suing the 
state they reside in may allow newly

married gay couples to fight the good 
fight. Unfortunately, they will almost 
certainly achieve nothing, and should 
they, it will only be a pyrrhic victory. 

For example, when the city o f  San 
Fran cisco  broke state law and 

decided to marry homosexuals 
in 2004 , the state Supreme 

C ou rt had to intervene, 
and many felt as if their 

laws and their values 
were under attack. 

Gays and lesbians 
should not be fight­
ing losin g  b attles 
with opponents o f 

sam e-sex  m arriag es, 
thus provoking defensive posturing, 

but should rather be in the business

o f convincing their opponents o f the 
validity o f  their cause.

M eanw hile, som e in Texas are 
upholding the sanctity o f marriage by 
making it harder to get divorced. State 
Rep. W arren C hisum  is sponsoring a 
bill (for the second tim e) in which it 
will take couples two years to divorce 
unless they attend state-sponsored 
marriage counseling. It is d ifficu lt 
to see how the state’s interest is bet­
ter served keeping people m arried 
against their will rather than allowing 
gays and lesbians to adopt from  the 
state’s crowded foster care system. 
Perhaps leg is la to rs shou ld  spend 
more tim e at the zoo and less tim e 
tampering with people’s freedom to 
contract.

As the tall semester approaches and 
thousands of students prepare to jump 
in their cars and flock to Lubbock from 
across die state, they may find it in dieir 
best interest to consider die lessons learned 
from younger drivers.

According to the National Highway 
Traffic Safety Adm inistration, 4 ,842  
teenage passengers bem^een the ages of 
16 and 20 years old were killed in motor 
vehicle accidents during 2006. O f those, 
58 percent of victims were not wearing 
seat belts.

Cpl. John Gonzalez, a Lubbock safety 
educator with the Texas Department of 
Public Safety, said high school and college 
students have a lot more in common when 
it comes to poor driving habits than many 
might realize.

He said everyday choices — such as 
wearing one’s seat belt and going the 
speed limit—can gready impact die safety 
of drivers.

Young drivers are the least likely to 
buckle up and wear seat belts correcdy, 
Gonzalez said.

Teenagers complain about the discom­
fort and annoyances from wearing seat 
belts, Gonzalez said, but when it saves dieir 
life they will be thankful.

Seat belts are designed to go across 
die chest and hips, which are some of 
die strongest' areas on the human body, 
he said. Seat belts hold die body in place 
during an accident and protect internal 
organs from injury.

If  worn incorrectly — for example, 
under one’s arm or only around the 
w'aist — seat belts could seriously harm 
motorists, Gonzalez said, and are capable 
o f severing a limb or paralyzing them from 
the waist down.

in terms of fatalities from car acci­
dents involving high school students, he 
said, Lubbock experienced die “deadliest 
time” between October 2006 and Febru­
ary 2007.

During that time, car accidents claimed 
die lives of about 10 students in die Lub­
bock area, Gonzalez said. The majority of 
these victims were ejected from the car 
because they were not wearing seat belts.

Driving over the speed limit is anodier 
factor involved in fatal car crashes among 
younger drivers, according to a NHTSA 
report.

Inexperienced drivers tend to ignore 
the speed limit more than any odier age 
group, Gonzalez said.

Media portrayals, he said, including 
car racing movies and video games, hav̂ e 
contributed to reckless driving behaviors 
among young adults.

Gonzalez said it gives a “false ideology” 
about responsible driving and what a 
person’s car is capable of doing.

Teenagers tend to have an attitude that 
they will not get hurt and do not have to 
abide by the law, he said.

Also, distractions in die vehicle—such 
as cell phones, CDs, iPods, navigation 
systems and DVD players, not to men­
tion other passengers — often are at least 
partially responsible for car accidents that 
involve teenaged drivers, according to a 
NHTSA report.

Researchers and graduate students in 
the Texas Tech Department of Psychology 
plan to conduct a study in August about 
human driving behaviors that will inves­
tigate driver awaréness along common 
driving routes in Lubbock.

Jeff Dressel, the study’s supervisor, said 
he Is specializing his research in the area of 
cell-phone use while driving.

Studies show that drivers who talk on 
cell phones are four times more likely to be 
involved in an accident, he said.

Many people believ̂ 'e that the act of 
holding a phone or dialing a number 
while driving is die main danger, Dressel 
said, but, in actuality, it Ls die subsequent 
conversation that distracts and narrows 
the visual field of a driver. Also, the person 
with whom a driver is speaking through 
die phone may not be aware of traffic con­

ditions surrounding the driver, he said.
“Until you get into an accident,“ Dres­

sel said, “you’re always going to drink drat 
you’re doing fine.”

Instead of being a distraction to a 
driver, Dressel said, passengers who are 
not driving could serve as a “second set 
o f eyes” for the driver. They also may be 
more considerate of the driving œnditions 
by altering the tone and subject matter of 
the conversation.

According to the NHTSA report, teen 
drivers recognize the dangerous behaviors 
passengers can impose on the driver, but 
lack the confidence or strategies for keep­

ing their passengers under control.
Driving requires “responsibility and 

common sense,” Gonzalez said, as well as 
defensive driving techniques.

Regardless of how well a person thinks 
they drive, he said, one can never know 
the actions or emotions of the drivers 
next to them.

Gonzalez said he encourages drivers 
of all ages to take defensive driving classes 
every tliree years to refresh their driving 
abilities.

“Driving is a continual, educational 
purpose,” he said, “because our driving 
habits have to change witli time.”

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US pulls out 93'58 win against Hammon, Russia
H A IN IN G , C h in a  (AP) -  See­

ing Becky H am m on on  the Russian 
side was exactly w hat the A m ericans 

needed.
D iana Taurasi scored 21 points 

and the U nited  States pulled away in 
the second half, beating the Russians 
9 3 -5 8  M onday n ig h t in  the F IB A  
D iam ond Ball tournam ent.

In  a much-hyped m atchup against 
her native country, H am m on scored 
10 points, bu t her adopted team  was 
n o  m atch for the A m ericans. T h is 
was the first m eeting betw een thé 
U .S . and Russia since the Russians 
beat the A m ericans in the 2 0 0 6  world 
cham pionship sem ifinals.

“Sh e m ade her choice, and that 
was up to her,” U .S . co-captain Katie 
Sm ith  said. “W e’re here to represent 
our country. W e have a nice rivalry 
w ith Russia w ith or w ithout her. It’s 
always been  a battle  w hether she’s 
here or not; we’ll always bring our 

best.”
Sylvia Fowles and the U .S . team 

came ou t focused and showed flashes 
o f  the dom inance th at has helped 
them  win three straight Olympic gold 
medals. They got easy uncontested  
shots o n  th e  offensive end  w hile 
defensively contain ing Russia.

H am m on wasn’t  in  the 29-player

pool used to select the U .S . Olym pic 
team . So  she chose another option: 
playing for Russia.

“I t ’s n o t an issue anymore; we’re 
p lay in g  a g a in st R u ss ia  now  and  
i t ’s 12 p eo p le ,” U .S . co ach  A n n e 
D onov an  said. “A nyone w ho puts 
that uniform  on  is our opposition. 
T here is no individual that we look 
at or highlight.”

A  S o u th  D ak o ta  native, H am ­
m on  com petes for a R ussian club 
team  during the w inter and becam e 
a naturalized citizen there. Sin ce she 
had n’t played for the U nited  States 
in any m ajor FIBA -sanctioned inter­
national events, she was allowed to 
com pete for Russia in the Olympics, 
w hich begin Friday.

Even though she was wearing a 
Russian uniform , H am m on had her 
eyes closed and her hand over her 
h e a r t  d u ring  “T h e  S tar-Sp angled  

B anner.”
“I th ink  the pre-game was worse 

th a n  a n y th in g ,” H a m m o n  sa id . 
“O n ce  the ball w ent up, it was just 
another basketball game.”

H am m on entered the game mid­
way through the first quarter as she is 
still learning the Russian system after 
only three practices w ith the team. 
She missed her first two shots before

hitting a 3-pointer to start the second 
quarter and make it 17-13.

T h e n  the A m ericans w ent on  a 
26-6 run to close the h a lf and put 
the game away. Taurasi scored seven 
points during the spurt, including 
a 3-pointer for a 20-point lead. T h e  
A m ericans extended the advantage 
to 43-19 at the break.

“W e did a good jo b  o f  putting 4 0  
m inutes together,” Taurasi said. “W e 
took a step closer to what we are try­
ing to accom plish.”

T h e  U nited  States w ent up by 3 0  
on  K atie Sm ith ’s 3-pointer early in 
the third quarter, and Russia got no 
closer than  19 the rest o f  the game.

Fowles added 15 for the U SA , 
and Tatiana Shchegoleva led Russia 

w ith 14 points.
U p next for the U nited  States is 

rival A ustralia in  w hat could  be a 
preview o f  the Olym pic gold medal 
game.

“W e expect it to be a great game 
and look  forward to it,” D onovan 

said.
Russia will face M ali in  the fifth  

place game.
I f  the U nited  States and Russia 

m eet again in the Olympics, it will 
be on  a m uch bigger stage w ith m ost 
likely a m edal at stake.

Texans back Brown returns to practice
H O U S T O N  (AP) -  H ouston 

Texans running back Chris Brown 
returned to practice Monday after 
sitting ou t last week w ith a sore 
back.

T he 6-foot-3,235-pound Brown, 
who signed with H ouston as a free 
agent in March, is expected to back 
up A h m an  G re e n  th is  season . 
Brown rushed for 4 6 2  yards and 
five touchdowns last year for Ten­
nessee and missed four games with 
injuries.

Brown took a painkilling injec­
tion last week and said his back felt 
fine after Monday’s workout.

“E v eryth ing  held  up g rea t,” 
Brown said. “Hopefully, I can just 
build on that.”

W h e n  B row n got h u rt, the  
Texans signed Mike Bell, who was 
cut by Denver. Bell sat out Texans’ 
practice on  M onday w ith a sore 
hamstring.

H ou ston  coach  G ary K ubiak 
watched Brown closely Monday and 
cut his schedule short by six plays as 
a precaution.

“I think we got through clean,” 
K ubiak said. “W e’ll see how he 
reacts.”

T h e Texans have been practic­
ing o u td o o rs  in  th e  m orn in g s 
and inside in the afternoons since

training camp began. Kubiak said he 
would probably hold Brow n ou t o f  
practices on the artificial turf, but he 
was hoping Brown would be ready to 
play in Saturday’s preseason opener 

against Denver.
Brow n took about 15 snaps on 

Monday and got the contact he wanted 
to test his back.

“You don’t know until you start 
taking hits how it’s really going to 
react,” he said. “No issues, no flare-up. 
It didn’t  bother me at all.”

Brown was eager to see how his 
back felt Tuesday.

“Hopefully, I’ll have no more prob­
lems from here on out,” Brown said. 
“T h at’ll probably be the biggest thing, 
when 1 wake up tomorrow morning. 
Hopefully, it w on’t be stiff and I ’ll be 

all right.”
H o u sto n  averaged 9 9  ru sh in g  

yards per game last season, 22nd in 
the league. G reen missed all but six 
games w ith a knee injury, but h e ’s 

healthy again.
For now. Brown said he’s content 

with a reserve role.
“As long as we’re winning, every­

body’s going to be happy with what­
ever role they have,” Brown said. “I ’ve 
played in running-back-by-committee 
roles before. W hoever gets hot, that’s 
who it’s going to be .”
