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J ennlfer Takes New Job

Jennifer Harbury takes pictures with some f}iends at a Going Away Party that was given by the people at her
home town.

In this, the 14th edition of La Voz del Mexicano, its writers
and readers would like to pay tribute to Jennifer Harbury, one
of the founders of the paper. For most of us, Jennifer needs on
introduction; she is the tireless, persistent, and always
successful organizer and advocate for the' interests of the
Mexican American community. The paper isjust one of many
projects she has helped to organize. It has gone to long without
saying that Jennifer has the love and admiration of the people
she has worked with. There is no place more appropriate to
express the appreciation of all of her friends than here in the
pages of La Voz.

Jennifer first came to the Panhandle in March of 1979. She
was one of the first attorneys in the new office of Texas Rural
Legal Aid in Hereford. Before coming to Hereford, Jennifer
worked for a TRLA office in the Valley. The rights of
farmworkers and of the Mexican American community were
the focus of her work from the beginning. Jennifer very quickly
learned to speak Spanish fluently, and this made her even more
effective as a lawyer. ,

During the first two years she practiced law, Jennifer worked
on many important cases for her clients. She worked on
lawsuits for farmworkers demanding their unpaid minimum
wages, and for the right for equal access to the hospitals.

In the course of doing that work, Jennifer saw that the real
effectiveness of using the law for her clients came from the way
the cases brought people with the same problems together. The
more people with common concerns met one another and
worked together, the better the results. After 2 1/2 years of
being a lawyer, Jennifer resigned from her job with Legal Aid
and went on her own as a full-time community organizer in the
Dimmitt-Hereford area. '

As anyone who knows Jennifer is well aware, “full-time” for
Jennifer means day and night, every day of the week. For overa
year now, Jennifer has worked constantly on building up
several major caommunity projects. At the same time, she has
found the time to help more indiviudals than we can name her
with their own legal problems. And she has done some legal
work for TRLA in the Valley. All of this has kept her traveling
constantly, most of it in the dusty blue Datsun she calls “my
office.”

The first big success which Jennifer helped to organize was a
voter registration drive and voter education project last spring
in Dimmitt. Rolando Rios of the Southwest Voter Registration
and Education Project in San Antonio came to Dimmitt to give
a presentation on the importance of getting the Mexican-
American community to use their right to vote. Along with Joe
Garcia and several other Dimmitt residents, Jennifer registered

hundreds of Dimmitt citizens who had the right to vote but haa
never done so before. Mexican Americans turned out to vote in
record numbers, ana the result was the election of the first
Mexican American in Dimmitt history. Miguel Zuniga was
elected to the Hospital Board, and several other Mexican
American candidates came close.

Even before the election, Jennifer was talking to.people about
what they thought was needed to bring about greater
understanding and communicatioy among Mexican Americans
in the area. She knew that people in Hart, Muleshoe, Dimmitt,
Earth, and Hereford often talked of similar problems and had
ideas which would benefit all. A large group of people had
wanted for some time to have a bilingual newspaper with
distribution all over the area, but didn’t know how to go about
making the legal arrangements to get started. A huge
organizational meeting was held, then many smaller meetings ir.
Dimmitt, Earth, and Hereford. Committees of writers,
translators, and distributors were formed. The membership
selected the name “La Voz del Mexicano” for their new paper.
A Board of Directors was elected, with Miguel Velasquez as
chairman. On March 27, 1981, the first edition of La Voz was
distributed. It was written entirely by volunteer local writers.
Jennifer coordinated the collection of articles. layingout the
paper, and selling ads. With everyone pitching in, the paper has
come out every two weeks since that first issue in March.

Another significant victory which Jennifer helped to bring
about was getting the Dimmitt School Board to run a school
bus for the children living in the labor camp. This was a long,
difficult battle, but it again resulted in a victory for the people. It
required attendance at meeting after meeting of the School
Board by mothers of the children, with Jennifer accompanying
them as their legal representative. The school bus service has
begun. A story about the bus was reportedin the last issue of La
Voz.

For all of these things and many moe which Jennifer has
worked with the community on, we thank her. We won'’t forget
all of the meetings she has organized, the benefit dances, and all
of those trips from Dimmitt to Lubbock, Hereford, and
Mulshoe. Most of all, Jennifer, we thank you for constantly
reminding us what we can do if we all work together.

The came by car, bus, van,
and plane to the second annual
conference of agricultural and
working women.

On November 4th 1981, a
group of seven women
(including this reporter), eight

children and two men, left from .

the Texas panhandle for the
valley of Texas to attend the
Second Annual Conference of
the Agricultural and Working
Women.

They came from Arizona,
site of last yearis conference.
They came from Los Angeles,
there 'was woman mayor from
Alabama, there were women
from San Antonio, Dimmitt,

. Hereford, Earth, Muleshoe,

Houston, Austin and from
around the valley of Texas.
There were also some women
from south of the border, from
Mexico and El Salvador.
There were discussions and
workshops on the many
problems encountered by the
woman, as a wife and mother
and as a working woman. The
scope of discusion was wide
ranged. Topics were from
health problems caused by
working in fields sprayed with

. pesticides to educating her on

prenatal care on birth control
and chronic disease. Then on
the working front, especially
discrimination to women in
unfolding administrative
positions in many important
key government executive
posts, as well as the woman who
has worked with a company for
years and is overlooked for a
promotion in favor of a man.

The second topic disscussed
which probably envolved the
greater part .of the conference
was economics. This involved
long discusions about the
Presidenttis social
programs cut backs and the
increase in military spending.
There was also a major
discussion on the problems in
some areas of the country as to
organizing people. That being
either the fear of becoming
involved with a group (say the
T.F.W.U.) or the apathy of the
people in not caring to learning
what a group such as this is
really involved in doing. There
was a woman who spoke at long
last, and she told of the years
she has had in the organizing
struggle. How she has endured
the heartaches and disappoint-
ments of trying to reach people
and trying to tell them why they
should get organized and unite
to fight unfair wages and
working conditions. She told
the gathering of women not to
lose heart and faith in the
ALMIGHTY CREATOR, and
to continue to press on ahead
with the struggle.

There were brief talks on how
some of the most powerful
unions of the nation were

importance which are
happening in their respective
countries. One of them came
from Mexico. She spoke of the
broken promises of the
government to the rural people.
Of giving them enough land to
raise crops on and to live off of
it with dignity. They are the
people who have been staging
protest marches in the town of
Rio Bravo along the Texas-
Mexico border.

The young woman from El
Salvador gave a short narrative
of the ordeals she went through
when she and some fellow
countrymen were caught by the
border patrol in south Texas.
The terrible hours of
interrogation by the FBI. How
at one time for the space of a
week she was kept in solitary,
she was told that rumors had
been heard of a possible
attempt on her life from within
the jail. She also spoke of the
worsening conditions in her
country. How anyone having a
little food to spare on the shelif,
or if the person had it in his car
and were searched on the street
by the police, the person might
be arrested on the charge of
taking food to the rebels.

The resolutions came on the
last day, Sunday, November
8th. There were pledges of
support from the women at the
conference to the struggles of
the Indians of the Black Hills of
the Dakotas and to the Navajo
of Big Mountains Arizona.
Other resolutions were on El
Salvador; to write letters to
Washington to stop sending
military aid to that countryis
government. On discrimination
against women in key
government jobs and in general
jobs with advancement
potential. On the Farmworker
woman to educate men and
other women on how valuable
their support is in all the efforts
to bring about better living
conditions throuth.unity. On
cut backs; the social aid
programs, such as foodstamps,
school lunches, social security
benefits, and other such
programs that help the needy
should not be cut back in order
to increase military budgets. On
the location of the next
conference; Florida. Florida
was chosen because of the
concentration of farmworkers
and minorities.

These were the resolutions
voted on by the women at the
conference. There will be a
newsletter or a formal list sent
to each of the women attended
the conference and who
registered.

It is the earnest hope of the
reporter that all who attended
this conference go home to their
communities much inspired by
this exchange of ideas and
sharing of experiences and
really try to do something in
their communities. Even if it is
just talk about it to their
neighbors. Who knows they
might be inspired and join, I
already know of one.

Preliminary figures from the
1980 U.S. Census of

Population demostrate ,

something Chicano community
leaders have been saying for
some time. The Mexican
American population is
growing at a faster rate than the

total population of the country.

The Chicano population
increased over 30% compared
to just over 11% for the total
population in the decade since
the last census. Researchers
estimate that, although the
collection methods were better
for the 1980 than for the 1970
cnesus, there was still some
undercount of poor an
dminority populations, so the
totals are likely higher than
listed here.

However, this differs from
state to state within the
Southwest. Arizon, New
Mexico, and Colorado have
gained in Chicano population
but the proportion of Chicanos
has declined. In contrast, the
Chicano proportion of the

population in California and
Texas has grown (see chart).

“possible explanations for these
trends. Differing birth rates
within these states could

. account for some variation in

| growth, but would not explain
population growth changes
ranging from 2% decline to over
4% increase.

Migration is a better
explanation. First, just like the
Chicano population, the Anglo
population of the Southwest
states is growing at a greater
rate than it is in the country asa
whole. In those Southwest
states in which the proportion
of Chicanos is declining
l(including those areas where
settlements date back to the
time of the Spanish Conquest in
the 1500s) the Anglo
population is increasing at a
greater rate than it is in other
portions of the Southwest.
Thus, although the Chicano
populations in Arizons,
Colorado, and New Mexico are

growing; the Anglo population
is increasing even faster, due
primarily to imigration from
other regions which are
experiencing economic
downturns. Arizons and
Colorado are also centers for
immigration for the retired and
for persons with respiratiory
illnesses. Finally, a greater

There are a number of grants enter the country in

California and Texas than in
the other Southwest states and
are counted by census-takers
along with the Chicano
population.

The Chicano population of
California and Texas increased
by nearly half in the last decade,
while that of the country as a
whole increased by nearly a
third. Documentation of this
growth rate may be the first step
toward giving us a sort of voice
that we have never had before.
Companies are now beginning
to advertise with our
consuming needs and
preferences in mind. State
legislative redistricting plans
must take our numbers into
account. These actions indicate
new awareness that the
Chicano is not a small, regional
minority group. This awareness
can help businesses selling to
the Chicano market and
politicians confident of the
Chicano vote only, oritcanbea
