Agent Gives Pointers 
Applying Fertilizer

The National Joint Committee 
on Fertilizer Application, a group 
of twenty years standing and com­
posed of personnel Irom the A- 
merican Society of Agricultural 
Engineers, the American Society 
of Agronomy, the American So­
ciety for Horticultural Science, the 
National Fertilizer Association, 
and other well known groups has 
just released the following princi­
pal recommendations on proper 
fertilizer application:
Alfalfa

For Establishment: The prefer­
red method is to drill the fertiliz­
er, particularly the phosphate, in­
to the soil at a depth of three 
or more inches through a grain 
drill attachment or similar equip­
ment prior to or at the time of 
seeding the alfalfa. Where heavy 
applications are made, broadcast­
ing of about half of the fertilizer 
before plowing has been used with 
considerable success, particularly 
on heavy or stony soil where the 
drill frequently fails to place the 
fertilizer uniformly as deep as 
desired.

For Maintenance: When alfalfa 
stands are maintained for more 
than two years, application of 
phosphate and potash in early 
fall, late winter or early spring 
as a top dressing, which may be 
accomplished with grain drill e- 
quipment, is generally regarded 
as desirable and profitable.
Annual And Beneficial 
Forage Crops

For short-lived forage crops, 
either all or a major portion of 
the fertilizer of ordinary amounts 
should be drilled to a depth of 
3 to 4 inches at the time the 
stand is established.
Beans, Snap Beans

The fertilizer in amounts as 
high as 500 to 700 pounds per 
acre should be applied in bands 
2 to 3 inches to the side and 1 to 
2 inches below the level of the 
seed. Where larger amounts are 
needed the additional fertilizer 
may be broadcast and plowed un­
der when the land is being pre­
pared or, under some conditions, 
it may be applied as a side dress­
ing.
Cotton

Complete fertilizer applied sim­
ultaneously with planting of the 
seed should be placed in narrow- 
bands approximately 2 Vi inches 
to either one or both sides of the 
seed row and 2 to 2 Vi inches be­
low the level of the seed.
Small Grains

The fertilizer and the seed 
should be drilled simultaneously 
with the grain drill, which places 
the fertilizer close to and in par­
tial contact with the seed.

For fall-planted grain in the 
warmer areas all of the phosphate 
and potash should be applied with 
the grain drill attachment at time 
of seeding, but at least a part of 
the nitrogen should be withheld 
for top dressing in the spring. 
Tomatoes
On Heavy Soils: The fertilizer in 
amounts of 300 to 500 pounds per 
acre should be placed in a band 
3 to 4 inches to each side of the 
row and 4 inches below the soil 
surface, either at the time the 
plants are set or at first cultiva­
tion. For rates heavier than 500 
pounds per acre the balance of 
the fertilizer should be broadcast 
and plowed under when the land 
is being prepared. A starter solu­
tion should be used.

On Sandy Soils: A portion of the 
fertilizer should be applied broad­
cast and plowed under, and the 
remainder should be divided into 
two or three applications of 200 
to 300 pounds per acre each—the 
first to be side-placed at time of 
setting the plants, and the second 
and third to be applied as side 
dressing during cultivation in fur­
rows along the row at intervals 
of 3 to 5 weeks. Astarter solution 
should be used.

J. K. Adams, Bailey County 
farm agent, comments that the 
above information will give the 
irrigation farmer some basic in­
formation concerning fertilization 
of different crops; however, he 
says, it should be remembered that 
our soils are naturally more fer­
tile than the average regions now 
using fertilizer and we have irri­
gation water to assist in dissolv­
ing and distributing fertilizer 
through the soil.

With this in mind, he said, we 
might lower the recommended .a- 
mounts somewhat and disregard 
much that is said about placing 
fertilizer in bands on each side 
of the seed. It would be easier and 
more practical to bed our cotton 
land, chisel and place fertilizer in 
the bottom of the furrow, bed the 
land over the fertilized chisel fur­
row and irrigate. The cotton can 
then be planted in late April at 
a point in the bed approximately 
3 inches above the fertilizer.

Progress Man 
Beaten, Robbed 
Monday Night

No worthwhile clues as to the 
identity of two men who bludgeon 
ed Josh Blocher, of Progress, and 
robbed him Monday night have 
been discovered, Sheriff Hugh 
Freeman reported today. The rob­
bery, which netted the two men 
involved only $13, occurred at 10 
p. m., but sheriff’s officers were 
not notified until 8 a. m. the fol­
lowing day.

Deputy Sheriff Boone and of­
fice deputy Bill Boothe made the 
investigation. They said Mr. Bloch­
er had a head Injury. There were 
signs of bleeding, but no weapon 
was found.

The only description Mr. Bloch­
er could give was that the two 
men were about 25 to 30 years 
old, one rather short, the other 
tall and slim. He said they called 
him by name and told him they 
wanted those “$500 bills which 
Blocher had hid about the place.” 
Blocher said there was no money 
hidden about his place. He lives 
alone in a small house.

The two men were said to have 
forced Mr. Blocher to enter their 
car, described as possibly a two 
seated coupe. They released him 
about a mile from his home. Mr. 
Boone said he had notified all 
county officers in the area and 
the Texas Rangers, but that the 
clues were very meager and the 
officers have very little to go on 
in tracing the two men.

The building will be furnished 
and decorated by the Legion Aux­
ilary.

Although the home will be own­
ed solely by the American Legion,

The cost will be between $18,- 

000 and $20,000, approximately 
half of which the Legion Post now 
has In Its treasury. The loan for 
the remaining half is being se­
cured by the Pool Insurance A- 
gency from the Rural Life Insur­
ance Company, of Dallas. The 
debt will be paid by money raised 
by rental fees, donations, and the 
sale of lota in the American Le­
gion addition. These lots may be 
secured through any local real 
••tata dealer or member of the 
American Legion.

Several hundred more dollars 
were added to the building fund

According to Travis A. Winter. 
County Administrative Officer ol 
the Bailey County Agricultural 
Conservation Association. Feb­
ruary 28. 1949, is the final date 
for obtaining loans or purchase 
agreements on grain sorghums 
produced in 1949.
The loan and purchase agree­

ment program is a program act- ’ 
up whereby the Commodity Cre­
dit Corporation, guarantees the 
farmers, in Bailey County, $2.28 
for his 1948 grain sorghum crop, 
grade No. 2 or better, delivered 
to an approved point within the 
county. Grades less than No. 2 
and grain delivered to other ap­
proved delivery points will be at 
the applicable Loan Price at the 
Point of Delivery.

To be eligible for this support 
price the producer must have sign­
ed a loan agreement or purchase 
agreement contract with the Com­
modity Credit Corporation. The 
loan and purchase agreement 
phase of the Commodity Credit 
Corporation’s price support pro­
gram is administered locally by 
the County Agricultural Conser­
vation Association (Better know* 
as the AAA office).

Any producer who has grain 
sorghums which he has not plac­
ed in the Loan or otherwise dis­
posed of is urged to contact his 
local county ACA Office anytime; 
during office hours, between now 
and 5.00 P. M. Monday February 
28, 1949.

Unless producers have already 
started proceedings for a farm 
storage grain sorghum loan or 
have assurance that they will re­
ceive their Warehouse receipts by 
February 28th they should by aR 
means sign a Purchase Agreement 
to protect themselves on the price 
which they will receive for their 
grain sorghums.

The Purchase Agreement Pro­
gram is very simple and can be 
explained in a few words. Th* 
purchase agreement program is of­
fered to assuie producers price 
support at not less than the an­
nounced county loan rate for grata 
sorghums where the producer Is:

1. Unable to obtain storage ia 
warehouses for lack of space,

2. Does not wish to obtain a 
loan but desires assurance of a 
floor price on his grain,

3. His type of storage on the 
specifications, or
farm does not meet loan storage

4. his farm storage is located i *  
an area of the State not eligible 
for farm storage due to hazard* 
of climate and'or insects.

Under this phase of the price 
support program, the eligible pro­
ducer who signs a purchase agree­
ment form (CP-1) and pays his 
fee to the county committee Has 
a firm offer by the Commodity 
Credit Corporation that if he has 
not been able to sell his grain 
sorghums between the date the 
form is signed and April 30, 1949, 
for at least the support price, the 
Corporation will purchase the 
grain. The producer has a ‘‘bid’'  
or an “ offer,” so to speak, and at 
any time he can obtain from the 
trade more than the CCC “bid”, 
he may, if he chooses, sell hit 
grain. It should be clearly under­
stood by the producer that he is 
not bound in any way. The CCC 
cannot require a producer to de­
liver the grain sorghums. The pro­
ducer should further understand 
that settlement for the grain, if 
delivered, will be on the class and 
grade delivered during May 1949, 
and not on the class and grade of 
the grain at the time the agree­
ment is signed. This means the 
grain is at all times in his pos­
session and under his care. There­
fore, he should periodically inspect 
and fumigate when necessary; 
otherwise, the grain will deterior­
ate and a loss will be sustained 
by the producer.

The service fee on Purchase a- 
greements is one cent ( lc ) per 
100 pounds (Per CWT), of grain 
sorghums, with a minimum fee of 
$1.50.

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G O O D  ROADS 
FOR TEXAS

Delegations of farmers, ranchers, 
county officials, dairymen, school 
officials, and rural letter carriers 
and business men are expected to 
converge in Austin, Monday, 
March 7th, to attend a public 
bearing before the House Revenue 
and Taxation Committee on Re­
presentative C. S. McLellan’s bill 
No. 59.

This bill proposes an occu­
pation tax on the production of 
natural gas for the purpose of 
building a system of local coun­
ty rural roads of a type not now 
included in the State Farm-to- 
Market road program.
"The future of the small town 

business man is as vitally affect­
ed by this measure as that of the 
farmers themselves,” according to 
Jim Cantrell, Princeton banker and 
president of the Texas Rural Roads 
Association, sponsors of a plan 
calling for a 10-year program to 
build 10,000 miles of rural farm 
roads each year, to be paid for, 
in part, by using a portion of the 
tax proceeds from natural gas.

"Our natural resources are a 
capital asset and It Is only pru­
dent that the State adopt a policy 
of placing some of this tax yield 
into permatiM* improvements 
which will remain long after the 
natural resources that have meant 
so much to us, no longer remain 
to be taxed. It Is highly important 
that every citisen in Texas inter­
ested in rural roads attend this 
meeting,” Mr. Cantrell said.

“ It is of vital importance to the 
future of Texas that our school 
systems be served by busses trav­
eling over all-weather roads and 
that the farmers have the bene­
fits derived from such uninterrupt­
ed transportation. I urge each 
public official in this State to 
bring a delegation to this hear­
ing,” said Judge John S. Simmang, 
Giddings, president of the State 
Association of County Judges and 
Commissioners.

According to C. H. Davie, Aus­
tin, Rural Letter Carriers of Tex­
as Road Chairman, the rural 
people of Texas are not inter­
ested in super-duper highways, 
all they want is a road over 
which the mail carrier can travel 
every day in the year.
Mr. Davis estimated that less 

than 30 per cent o f the 82,000 
miles of rural mail routes in Texas 
are of all-weather construction.

“As Texas’ basic economy is 
agriculture, the farmers who are 
interested in a program that will 
build the type and miles neces­
sary to bring them out of the mud, 
should appear before this com­
mittee hearing in support of H. B. 
59,” urged Loyd D. Barbour, Wichi­
ta county farmer and Chairman 
of the Texas Farm Bureau Rural 
Roads Committee.

It is Mr. Barbour’s opinion that 
the bill is designed to place the 
administration on a local basis, 
in the hands of local authorities, 
w'ho know best the type of road 
and location necessary. “Such a 
plan,” he said, “ is practical, as 
there is nothing wrong with local 
administration that an election 
every tw'o years can not cure.” 

The Texas Farm Bureau has 
for many years beer, very active 
in their support of a system of 
all-weather roads to serve the 
rural people of Texas. 
"Statements are f r e q u e n t l y  

made,” Rep. C. S. MclAdlan, Eagle

Lake, author of House Bill "59, said, 
"that when the present so-called 
Farm-to-Market road program is 
completed, 90 per cent of our 
farmers will be within one mile of 
a highway. It is this last mile we 
seek to improve and make all- 
weather.

tor of Temple, a Vice President of 
the Texas Rural Roads Association, 
"but our program is seperate and 
distinct from this State program. 
We want to build those low-cost 
county roads that will link the 
farm and ranch to the State 
farm-to-market roads.”

Veterans Taking On-Farm Training 
Must Submit Reports On Earnings

West Texas veterans taking in­
stitutional on-farm training under 
the GI Bill must submit reports of 
their 1948 earnings to the Veter­
ans Administration Regional Of­
fice at Lubbock by March 1, 1949, 

. in order to continue receiving 
[ subsistence allowances, Robert W. 
Sisson, VA Regional Manager, said 
today.

Failure to submit the reports 
before the deadline may result in 
suspension of subsistence pay­
ments until such time as the re­
ports reach VA.

The reports—covering income 
from productive labor . only, for 
the calendar year 1948 will be us­
ed by VA as the basis for adjust­
ing each veteran's subsistence 
for the current year, 1949.

Under the law, subsistence al­
lowance will be reduced if a 
veteran's monthly income from 
productive labor plus his sub­
sistence allowance exceeds S210. 
a month if he has no depen­
dents, $270. if he has one depen­
dent. or $290. if he has more 
than one dependent.
The annual earnings report is 

based upon farm accounting re­
cords kept by the veteran farm- 
trainee as a part of his course 
of instruction.

In the case of a veteran operat­
ing a farm for himself under the 
training program, income from 
productive labor is computed by 
deducting from his yearly net 
farm income, (1) the Interest on 
his capital investments and (2) 
an amount for unpaid family la­
bor, and by adding an estimated 
value for family living furnished 
by the farm.

His net farm income is derived 
from the difference between in­
ventories at the beginning and end 
of the year and from a detailed 
account of all receipts and ex­
penditures in connection with his 
farm business.

Veteran-trainees received neces­
sary VA Forms (Form No. 7-1922) 
early this year. As a part of their 
course of training they receive as­
sistance from their instructors in 
closing their books for the past 
year, and in transferring data to 
the VA Form.

The VA Regional Manager stat­
ed that on December 31, 1948, a 
total of 4,426 veterans in the West 
Texas VA Region were enrolled 
in institutional on-farm training 
courses under the GI Bill; of this 
number 729 were disabled veter­
ans.

He sailed 
overseas in March, 1948, to be­
come a member of the 1st Cavalry 
Division which occupies the ten 
perfectures of central Honshu Is­
land, including the Tokyo-Yoko- 
hama area, under the command of 
Major General William C. Chase.

Private First Class Recer’s wife, 
Mrs. Roberta Recer, and two child­
ren, Lana and Roberta, reside at 
East Greenville Street, McKinney, 
Texas.

Get Ready Now 
For Spring Garden

LUBBOCK, Feb. 22. If you are 
planning a “good garden” for late 
spring and summer, now is the 
time to do the work, warns Dr. 
A. W. Young, head of Texas Tech­
nological college’s plant industry • 
department.

The spading, plowing and fer- I 
tilizing should be finished in the 1 
next few days, and English peas, 
radishes, lettuce and onions plant­
ed at once.

Rich barnyard fertilizer ought to 
be worked into the soil several I 
times, using about 10 tons per 
acre, Dr. Young said. Fertilizer I 
that is pretty well rotted and does 
give best results that is worked 
well in the upper 68 inches of 
soil. The amount of straw (which 
should be very slight) will make 
a lot of difference in garden re­
sults by determining the nitrogen 
content of the soil and the way 
the ground retains water.

By planning a garden -now, bet­
ter selection of seeds and plans 
that will actually be put in the 
ground later may be accomplish­
ed.

Voc. Ag. Boys 
Visit Amarillo 
Experiment Station

The Amarillo Experiment Sta­
tion held a field day for vocation­
al agriculture students and teach­
ers on Saturday, February 19. The 
local department was represented 
by Eugene Henry, Dewayne Myers, 
Jerry Messer, and Bill Aylesworth, 
who were accompanied by Lee 
Christie, vocational agriculture 
teacher.

The group saw the work being 
carried on in their field of grass­
es, and soil and water conserva­
tion. The station is attempting to 
put 450 pound steers on grass in 
the fail and to grow to 1,000 lb. 
grass fat steeTs the following fall. 
They have been able to do this 
by using wheat pasture, supple­
mented by sorghum bundles, until 
March 1.

The steers are then put on a 
cool season grass of crested wheat 
grass and Canadian wild rye until 
the pastures of blue grass and 
buffalo grass are available. This 
method has worked for them dur­
ing the normal rainfall seasons.

The station also has been doing 
some work on stubble mulch, to 
control wind erosion, which has 
worked very successfully. The 
boys had the opportunity of see­
ing some new machinery the sta­
tion has made for their use in this 
work The stubble mulch is used 
as a protection to plant their ten­
der grasses.

One of the most Interesting 
pieces of work carried out by the 
station is the reseeding of native 
grasses in cultivated fields. Their 
method has been the use of 
stubble mulch fields as th e tT lo­
cation for the grasses. All their 
work has been done under dry 
land conditions.

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Range Management Pays O ff In 
Big Dividends For Livestock Producers

COLLEGE STATION, Feb. 23 .- 
About 40 percent of the Texas 
agricultural Income is derived from 
livestock and livestock products. 
Some 93.5 million acres or about 
60 percent of the total area of the 
state is devoted to the grazing of 
livestock, says A. H. Walker, ex­
tension range specialist of Texas 
A. & M. College.

Range demonstrations have 
shown that livestock live longer 
and produce bigger offspring when 
plenty of good grass is available 
for them.

Programs are now underway 
that have as their objective a 
sound and practical approach to 
the problems of range manage­
ment. Two range management 
schools for county agents were 
held by the A. & M. department of 
range and forestry the past two 
summers, and the class rooms 
used were the ranges where some­
thing was wrong. Demonstrations 
have been established to show 
what can be done if proper stock­
ing rates are observed and if the 
good grasses are given a chance 
to reseed.
