For Dickson Set
The body of staff Sgt. Robert S. 

Dickson has been returned to the 
U. S., and final services will be 
held at a date yet to be selected 
in White Chapel Funeral Home, 
Azusa, Calif., with interment in 
Oakdale Cemetery, Azusa.

Sgt. Dickson was 19 when he 
was shot down and killed while 
on a bombing mission over Bel­
gium, Jan. 13, 1943. He was a ball 
turrett gunner on a B-17. He was 
a member of the 365th Bombard­
ment Squadron of the 305th Bom­
bardment Group.

Graduated from Ropesville high 
school in 1940, Dickson entered 
Tech College then enlisted in the 
Air Force in March, 1942. He had 
been overseas about three months 
and had engaged in seven or eight 
missions.

He was awarded the Air Medal 
posthumously and his mother re­
ceived the Purple Heart in cere­
monies held at Tech Army Air 
Field. The soldier is survived by 
his parents, Mr. and Mrs. L. G. 
Pitts, and one brother James W. 
Dickson, all of Muleshoe.

40% Mail Boxes 
Said Damaged

Forty per cent of the mail 
boxes on rural routes 1 and 2 
out of Muleshoe have been 
damaged by rifle, pistol, or 
shotgun fire or by other 
means.

This was the estimate plac­
ed on the situation by Post­
master A. J. Gardner this week 
after making a box inspection 
trip with Gil Wollard on route 
1 and Bill McAdams, on route 
2.

In some instances patrons 
were advised that the boxe3  
were in such condition that 
mail left in  them by the car­
rier might be weather dam­
aged.

Mr. Gardner pointed out 
that the patron is obligated 
to keep’ his box in good con­
dition; and that those who 
damage a mail box are incur­
ring Uncle Sam’s displeasure. 
One may not even damage his 
own mail box without violat­
ing the law, he said, and he 
urged that anyone having 
knowledge of damage being 
done to mail boxes should re­
port at once to the postmaster.

Cerebral palsy is some times re­
ferred to as spastic paralysis or 
birth injury and may be evidenc­
ed by the child’s inability to sit a- 
lone, stand alone, walk alone or 
hold objects at the age these 
things are accomplished by the av­
erage child. Research has shown 
that treatment is most effective 
if started within the first few 
months of the child’s life although 
children respond to treatment be­
gun at a much later age. /

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TV A IN COMPETITION 

WITH LOCAL PLANTS
From the Canyon (Texas) News
We have read interesting articles 

In recent years as to how Federal 
agencies have grown by leaps and 
bounds without the slightest pro­
vocation or particular need.

In years past we have not been 
particularly concerned about TVA, 
looking upon it as a water con­
servation and control measure. It 
started that way. In its creation 
the law provided that TVA would 
use the surplus power which would 
be sold to any or all consumers.

A new wrinkle has developed 
within the past month. Congress 
has passed a huge appropriation 
tor the construction of a STEAM 
POWER PLANT!

Having secured this apropria- 
tlon the administration is now de­
manding appropriation for TWO 
MORE STEAM power plants.

This means that the government 
is going into direct competition 
with the power plants of this na­
tion—those which are privately 
owned; paying taxes; giving good 
service; and manned and owned by private individuals who are 
your friends and neighbors.

This carries out the announced 
scheme of the Roosevelt admin­
istration to break up huge com­
panies and replace them with gov- 
emmentally owned and operated 
plants of all and sundry types.

Do you like it? No, neither do 
we.

Free enterprise, the thing which 
has built America, and which has 
made America strong and great, 
is on its way out unless it is 
checked by the people.

to consumers, the bill would let 
the consumer buy. at the price 
products would bring without sup 
port, and the farmer would be paid 
the difference from the Treasury.

The head of the Farm Bureau 
Federation put his finger on the 
joker, saying that both parties 
would pay the difference in the 
form of taxes, the source of the 
money in the Treasury. He warn­
ed his organization that the bill 
was a double-dealing affair, and 
ought not be made into law. The 
master of the Patrons of Husban­
dry, another large farmers’ or­
ganization known as the Grange, 
gave his disapproval on the same 
grounds.

The Paris News believes that 
farmers do not want preferential 
treatment. What they do want, 
and what they should have, is 
equal treatment with all other 
workers and producers and manu­
facturers. If that is given them 
they will go right along producing 
and providing for other people. 
There is no -need for double deal­
ing such as this bill seems to be.

Secretary Brannan is not a 
farmer. He is a lawyer and poli­
tician. He got into the Department 
of Agriculture ns an advisor on 
legal matters, and when Secretary 
Anderson resigned to become a 
United States Senator Mr. Bran- 
nan was advanced to the office. 
He has drawn this bill with a-view 
to its political value rather than 
to its fairness to the farmer and 
the consumer. It is a bad bill.

IsThere A  
Carpenter In 
In The House?

I COLLEGE STATION, May 25 
If the man of the house is handy 
with carpenter tools, he can do 
much to improve an old, incon­
venient kitchen.

Mrs. Bernice Claytor, extension 
home management specialist of 
Texas A. &• M. College, says that 
often an improvement in storage 
facilities and work space of an 
old kitchen is just a matter of 
simple carpentry, requiring tools 
and materials familiar to a farm 
carpenter.

“ Whether remodeling or build­
ing" she says, “plan on cabinets 
for food preparation utensils, mat- 
terials and serving. Storage space 
for work clothes and cleaning sup­
plies helps greatly in keeping the 
house more orderly.”

Cabinet units can be grouped 
or built individually between 

J doors and windows thal so often 
i break up wall space in an old 
i fashioned kitchen. The most dif­
ficult construction program in 
good cabinets may be the draw­
ers; if the farm shop does not 
have a routing plane for cutting 
grooves for the drawers, Mrs. 
Claytor suggests that this work 
usually can be done at a local 
lumber yard.

"Sliding trays are more conven­

ient for base cabinets than shel­
ves," she says. “Such trays will 
save a great deal of tiresome 
stooping and reaching to the back 
of a space nearly two feet deep. 
Adjustable shelves are most es­
sential if cabinets are to be of 
the service we expect them to 
be."

Many families in Texas have 
the problem of remodeling old 
farm-house, but the large num­
ber of new homes to he given 
to the planting for new kitchens, 
too, Mrs. Claytor concludes. Check 
your kitchen plans before the 
house is built'to be sure that all 
time and work-saving features 
are incuded.

In tne 
end the two children accomplished 
much the same thing but with 
great difference in speed and ease.

with which he bought a quarter
section of \ irgin mesquile pasture 
land that had never been broken 
to sod.

This \r;ung man went into the 
service in 19-14. After two years in 
Uncle Sam's Navy, IS months of 
which was on a tank r in the Pa­
cific theatre where he saw plenty 
of action, Claude came home in 
January of 1946. He arranged for 
an operating loun of $2,500 through 
the FHA in February, the following 
month and began farming on a 
rented pluce near Bovina. He first 
bought a tractor, five cows and a 
sow and six pigs His crop that 
year was a complete failure. He 
sins he didn't harvest a thing be­
cause of the drouth and his crop 
cost him $1)00. He still had his 
cows and hogs. In early 1947, he 
found an irrigated farm of 160 

i acres he could lease. He made 
good crops on this place in both 
1947 and 1948, averaging a bale of 
cotton to the acre.

So. last winter, he was ready for 
the farm ownership loan. He mov­
ed into a two-rooin house on his 
brother’s farm and immediately be 
gan the big job of clearing his new 
farm nearby. Despite the hard win 
ter, and with the . use of a cater­
pillar and mesqulte grubbing ma­
chine, the land was cleared at the 
rate of 25 to 30 acres a day. 
Claude Dell hired 10 Mexican 
bands who worked a month burn­
ing the mesquite brush, which had 
been piled up behind the tractor 
each day. During this time, he was 
planning his new home, a 2-bed­
room house. Martin Rees of the 
District FHA office in Amarillo 
helped design the house. It is now 
completed and ready for occu­
pancy.

In the meantime, Claude went 
into partnership on the dairy with 
his brother, Virgil.

Virgil Nowell has been in the 
FHA program since 1940 when he 
started farming operations with 
"one black cow and no car". 
That constituted his total assets 
in that year. He arranged for 
an operating loan to set up a 
dairy program. He couldn't have 
gotten the money from any other 
source. But he worked hard and 
soon built up enough credit so 
that he could buy his 160-acre 
farm through the Federal Land 
Bank.
This past winter, Virgil secured 

a farm enlargement program loan 
of $10,800 from the FHA. He used 
$2,500 of this to pay off the bal­
ance he owed the Federal Land

Following • tested recipe using enriched flour will help the bride 
make biscuits like these— golden topped, tender and flaky, 

served piping hot with butter or margarine and honey.
Four square biscuits provide breakfast or tea-time conversation, 

yet they are even easier to make than the usual round variety.
Tn following this basic biscuit recipe with sweet milk, cut shorten- 

ing into the dry ingredients well until the mixture looks like coarse 
crumbs. Use two knives, a pastry blender, a pastry fork, or finger- 
tips. Then add almost all the milk at once, saving out two or three 
tablespoons until you see if you need i t  Different flours may need 
a different amount of milk to make a dough of good consistency. Stir 
vigorously until flour ia mofstened.

Biscuits are different from most other quickbreads in that they 
have to be kneaded slightly. This makes them high, light, and flaky. 
Warning: knead with a light touch, and only 30 seconds.

After rolling out dough, dip sharp knife in flour. Cut into squares 
by pressing knife or spatula straight down. Avoid "dragging” the 
knife through the dough This pulls the biscuits out of shape and 
makes them lean to one side during baking. Bake on ungreased baking

Serve biscuits hot. with honey and tea, the traditional accessories 
Hot biscuits are one of the most economical ways to add not only 
appetite appeal, but needed B-vitamins and iron to the menu.

This provision was 
repealed on the ground that such 
pension plans usually represent 
an investment on the part of the 
worker as well as the employer, 
and that such investment should 
be treated in the same way that 
any otheT insurance investment 
is treated.

Another provision of the new act 
provides in effect that when the 
Trust Fund exceeds $200,000,000, 
every employer who is eligible for 
an experience rating shall receive 
an additional one-tenth of one 
per cent reduction in his tax rate 
for each $5’000,000 in the Trust 
Fund in excess of $200,000,000. Pre­
sently, there is over $206,000,000 
in the Trust Fund. For this pro­
vision to be effective there must 
likewise be an eight per cent ratio 
between the amount in the fund 
and the previous year's taxable 
wages. The present ratio is aprox- 
imately eight per cent. The old 
law had no limit on the size of

Storage Space 
For Wheat Is To
Be Available Soon

LUBBOCK, M a y  21. Storage
space for 16.Vi million bushels of 
wheat a? Pan-Tech Farms, former­
ly P/intex ordnance plant, near 
Amarillo, will be made available 
under plans adopted by the board 
of directors of Texas Technolog­
ical college.

The board authorized a com­
mit lee headed by Chanslor Wey­
mouth, Amarillo, to ( sign leases 
with the Commodity ‘Credit corp­
oration or some other organic t- 
ionfor the space in warehouse a.vd 
igloos on the 17,000 acre pro­
perty. Weymouth estimated the 
Panhandle wheat crop at between 
45 and 50 million bushels. He said 
much of the wheat will spoil un­
less slorage space is found. The 
commltee also was authorized to 
employ sufficient men to main­
tain the Pan-Tech lands and equ­
ipment.

The board at its meeting this 
week also contracted with the 
City of Lubbock to supply water 
to the campus, following a temp­
orary break-down in the Texas 
Tech water system.

An appropriation of $4,690.94, 
was made to complete the ani­
mal husbandry building on the 
campus, and $12,000, was set 
aside to renovate a portion of 
West hall men’s dormitory, for 
exclusive use of Tech athletes.

Add / cup 
crushed strawberries, 2 tbsps. lemon 
juice. Chill until mixture Is slightly 
thicker than consistency of un­
beaten egg whites. Fold it Into / cup 
whipped cream or % cup icy cold 
whipped evaporated milk. Turn into 
it-inch baked pastry shell and chill 
until Arm.
