LONDON (AP) — The Iranian government refused to 

negotiate with the three Arab Iranians holding its em­
bassy staff in London hostage for the third day today and 
told the British government it was up'to it to end the
siege.

“We are prepared to accept the martyrdom of our 
brothers in England,’’ said President Abolhassan Bani- 
Sadr, “but we will not yield to blackmail.’’ And Foreign 
Minister Sadegh Ghotbzadeh said the matter was “entire­
ly in the hands of the British government’’ to resolve in 
“the way it sees fit.’’

Ghotbzadeh said the safety of the hostages was Britain’s 
responsibility. But he said the 16 captive Iranians 
told him in a message they were willing “to die as martyrs 
for the Islamic revolution.’’ '

Ghotbzadeh warned that for each member of the embas­
sy staff harmed. Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini’s revolu­
tionary regime would execute one of the 91 Arab prisoners 
in southern Iran whose release the terrorist«

The gunmen took over the embassy Wednesday, cap­
turing 17 members of the Iranian sUff, three Britons and 
a Lebanese, and threatened to kill the Iranians if the Arab 
prisoners in Khuzestan, Iran’s oil province on the Iraqi 
border, were not freed.

The predominantly Arab majority in southern Iran’s 
Khuzestan Province, or Arabistan as the Arabs call it, 
has been demanding autonomy from the'Tehran regime. 
The Arabs are one of several minority groups, including 
the Kurds and Turkomans, who are seeking self-rule from 
Iran’s Persian majority.

The terrorists freed an Iranian woman Wednesday, let 
two deadlines pass Thursday without incident and then 
freed one of the British hostages who was having acute 
stomach pains. _

Ghotbzadeh said the takeover o f the London embassy

could not be compared to the seizure of the U.S. Em­
bassy in Tehran and 63 members of its staff because “The 
London affair is a terrorist act, while the occupathm 
of the U.S. Embassy in Tehran is a reaction by the Iranian 
people against years of suppression and domination 
by American power.’’

An unconfirmed report by a French TV correspondent 
said the gunmen demanded freedom for the American 
hostages in Iran— now in their 181st day of captivity — 
and Tehran Radio seized on that report to charge the 
Conservative British government of Prime Minister Mar­
garet Thatcher with complicity in the London embas­
sy takeover.

The broadcast said the seizure of the Iranian mission 
was a “Joint plot hatched by the CIA and British intel­
ligence’’ and Mrs. Thatcher was a U.-S, “puppet.” It said 
in h®r letter to to the Iranian government vowing to 
help save the diplomats, “by raising the rights of diplo­
mats and their immunity from any encroachment, she 
wanted tacitly to tell us, tit for tat.”

Tehran Radio also criticized Britain’s and-terrorisi 
police for not dealing harshly with the Arab gunmen 
while cracking down on chanting Iranian studenU demon­
strating outside the embassy in support of Khomeini.

A policeman broke his leg scuffling with the demonstra­
tors Thursday. One of the Iranians also was injured, 
and 10 were arrested. Some members of the House of 
Commons called for tougher immigration laws to curb the 
flow of Iranian students to Britain.

“What is this flood of young Iranians...ostensiMy com­
ing to take advantage of educational facilties? I t’s 
got to be looked at. It’s got to be stopped.’’ said Meriyn 
Rees, a former Labor government hdme socratary.

President Carter, expected to whip* 
Sen. Edward Kennedy in the Demo­
cratic beauty contest Saturday, ended 
his self-imposed rose garden exile 
with a “non-political” Jaunt to San 
Antonio Monday to visit servicemen 
injured during the aborted rescue 
mission in Iran.

“Our nation owes them a debt of 
appreciation, gratitude, respect and 
admiration,” Carter told reporters 
when he emerged from the hospital. * 

Kennedy, who contended Carter 
tried to bolster his campaign with the 
hospital visit, followed the presiden­
tial footsteps the next day and made 
his own stop at Brooke Army Medical 
Center to visit the injured comman­
dos.

More than 5,000 supporters in San 
Antonio roared their approval Mon­
day when Kennedy berated the Carter 
administraton. About 2,500 persons 
greeted the Massachusetts senator 
Tuesday at Houston’s City Hall, 
where a day before GOP hopeful 
George Bush attracted only 700.

Bush, in an intense effort to over­
take front-runner Ronald Reagan, ar­
rived early and stayed late, hitting 
Houston on Monday, Dallas Tuesday, 
Fort Worth and Houston on Wednes­
day and San Antonio and Austin on 
Thursday.

The former Houston congressman 
acknowledged he trailed Reagan in 
Texas. But he pointed to his come- 
from-behind win in Pennslyyania 
and, admonishing doom-sayers with 
an old adage, saidL ^

“The opera ain’t over ’til the fat 
lady sings.”

At every stop. Bush excoriated 
Carter’s foreign policy, directing his 
fire on the president’s handling of the 
Iranian crisis and questioning the ap-

pointment of Sen. Edmund Muskle as 
Secretary of State.

Reagan, who soundly defeated 
President Gerald Ford in the 1976 
state presidential primary, is thought 
to have a lock on most of Texas’ 80 
GOP delegates.

The former California governor 
tniginafiy Intended to spend only two 
days in Texas. But he campaigned in 
West and. North Texas on Wednesday 
and Thursday and planned to return

Reagan speaks with the assurance 
of the front-runner, blasting the 
Carter administration foreign policy

and pounding away at the president’s 
response to a faltering economy.

He also scorned Carter's decision to 
begin politicking again.

“He (Carter) says now that the 
burdens have been lifted off his back, 
presumably about the hostages which 
had been his reason for staying in 
there,” Reagan said in Midland. “If 
he feels freed, I wonder If he feels the 
hostages now, somehow, are frrcd.”

Rosaiynn Carter did her husband’s 
electioneering Wednesday, urging 
voters in Austin, San Antonio and

Cubans continue to arrive 
as refugee city is readièd

i

KEY WEST, Fla. (AP) — Hundreds 
of Cubans shouting “Viva Presidente 
Carter” arrived in the unstoppable 
“Freedom Flotilla” aa federal off!- 
j;ials readied a refugee tent city at an 
Air Force ,base and calculated the 
sealift armada at some 3,000 vessels.

“If the people of Cuba have the 
opportunity, (President Fidel)-Castro 
will be the only one left there,” said 
refugee Jose Antonio Arse, 77.

The Coast Guard said Ihursday the 
Cuban exile fleet that has carried

more than 7,000 refugees across the 
Florida Straits in the last 12 days now 
numbers at least 3,000 boats.

The exodus apparently is the hea­
viest flow of Cubans ever into the 
United States. Some 1,000 refugees a 
week flew into Miami at the height of 
a (^ban airlift in the late 1960s and 
1970s.

Meanwhile, the White House was 
expected to announce today that new 
arrivals would be airlifted to Eglin 
Air Force Base near Pensacola.

Several carport ceilings and one 
apaifmenT celhng were torn oul by 
firemen in their effort to extinguish 
the blaze.

Firemen used 12.500 gallons of 
water to put out the fire.

Residents of Room 22 were forced to 
evacuate, but no one was injured in 
the blaze.

THE RISE IN THE JOBLESS rate 
was the steepest for one month since 
January 1975, when the'nation was in 
the grip of its last recession. Even 
more startling was the leap in unem­
ployment among adult men from 4.9 
percent to 5.9 percent, the largest 
monthly increase since October 1949.

The. jobless figures parallel other 
recent economic indicators pointing 
to a  recession and lend new ¿vidence 
to revised predictions that the down­
turn will be substantially deeper then 
President Carter is forecasting.

The president has predicted a 
“short and mild" recession with un- 
emnployment rising to 7.2 percent by 
the end of this year and staying at 
about that level through 1981.

THE EMPLOYMENT FIGURES 
“shbw that a labor market recession 
is clearly under way,’’ Janet Nor­
wood, commissioner of the Labor De­
partment’s Bureau of Labor Statis­
tics, told (Congress today.

Mrs. Norwood, whose bureau pre­
pared the employment report, said in 
testimony before the Joint Economic 
Committee that so far this year un­
employment has risen by 1.2 million 
people.

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Political reform: 
Strange bedfellows 
result of primaries

WASHINGTON (AP) — Strange things have been 
wrought in the name of reform. Tax reform bills 
have opened new loopholes. Welfare reform propos- 
als have turned out to be either costly expansions or 
punitive cutbacks.

But it would be difficult to find a more bizarre 
prodiKt of reform than the process by which a 
handful of Democrats in Michigan picked 141 nation- 
al cmvenUon delegates. Sen. Edward M. Kennedy 
got 71, President Carter got 70, and most of the 
voters got nothing to say about it.

Another big delegation, 152 delegates, will be 
selected in a caucus-convention system in Texas 
beginning Saturday — and there, too. the partioi-

pants are likely to be but a tiny fraction of the state's 
Democrats.

Both states have presidential primary elections 
but, for the Democrats, neither primary counts.

The problem: Democratic reformers have forbid­
den open primary elections, in which Republicans 
can cross over at will, on grounds they don’t neces­
sarily represent the view of Democratic voters.
„ .Michigan has.an open primary, coming up May 20. 
It will count on the Republican side*

Texas has something like an open system, since 
there is no party registration to determine who is a 
Democrat and who is not. So the Texas primary 
between Carter and Kennedy Saturday will be purely 
for show, binding no delegates. But voting in the 
Democratic primary also is the only way to get a 
ticket to the Saturday night caucuses that will line up 
the Texas delegation.

A Democrat who wants to take part in the precinct 
caucuses will first have to vote in the meaningless 
primary in order to get a card attesting to party 
membership.

That guarantees confusion and a tiny turnout at 
the caucuses.

All in the name of reform.
While all this is going on, the unreconstructed, 

unreformed Republicans are having their open pri­
maries, Ronald Reagan versus George Bush, and 
urging Democrats to come on over.

They argue that crossover votes in the primaries 
are votes that could be held by the GOP in the fall.

The Michigan caucuses last Saturday drew about 
16,200 votes. They were limited to registered party 
members, who signed up prior to a Feb. 26 deadline. 
Only 41,717 Democrats did so. A good many of them 
paid $10 party membership fees as part of the deal.

Four years ago, the Michigan Democratic primary 
drew 708,666 voters. Carter won It, narrowly, over 
Hep. Morris K. Udall of Arizona.

This time, the Democratic National Committee 
banned open primaries. Michigan Democratic chair­
man Morley Winograd headed the reform commis­
sion that recommended the step, then tried to get his 
state’s primary system_amended to conform. That 
ran afoul of Republican Gov. William G. Milliken, 
who supports George Bush and the open primary 
system.

Hence the caucuses, which eliminated such elec­
tion niceties as the secret ballot. Rural votes counted 
for more than city votes. There was one delegate for 
each 115 caucus participants.

“We have enacted reforms which completely ne­
gate the results of non-representative primaries,’’ 
Winograd testified a year ago in trying to get the 
Michigan primary changed.

But those caucuses could hardly be passed off as 
representative.

Ironically, the most open of the presidential prima­
ry elections was held in Wisconsin on April 1, and It 
counts. Carter won.

In Wisconsin, a voter didn’t even have to ask for 
one party ballot the ether. Voters got both, 
marked one. Carter won 48 delegates, Kennedy 26, 
all firmly committed, despite the reform rule.

John C. White, the national Democratic chairman, ' 
said he will fight any attempt to chaliengé 'Ihë' 
Wisconsin delegation at the national convention.

He acknowledged that the open Wisconsin primary 
didn't comply with party rules. But Wisconsin Demo­
crats decided to fight rather than change the system 
they have used for 75 years.

Kennedy also said before the primary that he’d 
play by the state rules. But that doesn’t guarantee 
his supporters won’t try a convention challenge to 
dislodge the Carter delegates.

The party still is contesting thé Wisconsin system 
in court. But White — a Carter man — said any 
decision would be applied in 1984, not to the 1980 
delegation. •» ‘

Law Day U.S.A. was established to serve as a 
counterpart to Red Day U.S.S.R., according to Texas 
Supreme Court Justice Zollie Steakley.

Steakley spoke Thursday to a gathering of lawyers 
and Judiciary at a Law Day Celebration held at 
Midland Country Club.

“The original concept in the establishment of Law, 
Day was to draw a contrast between law in the free 
world and the absence of law, as we know it in the 
free world, in the communist nations,’’ he said.

Steakley also noted that this year, for the first 
time, the theme for Law Day focused on lawyers as 
well as the law. The theme is “Law and Lawyers 
Working for You.”

“I wonder if you asserted this to the average lay 
person in Midland, would they believe this theme of 
lawyers working for you?” queried Steakley.

He stressed the point that, although lawyers repre­
sent law in the United States, they are not trusted by 
the general public.

“Our whole life is organized on the basis of law, 
and without law there would be total chaos, and yet 
very few people outside the legal profession have any 
legal understanding of the law as such or of the legal 
profession, its custodians.

“The only difference between an alley fight and a 
debate is law.

“We, who are lawyers and Judges, are the custo­
dians of this law, and as such we are under the 
highest form of responsibility.”

The Texas Supreme Court justice admitted that 
the reputatlon of lawyers was hurt by those who were

rest, but said these were In the minority. ——^
“We cannot expect people to have a higher alle­

giance to the law than their respect for those of us 
who represent the law.”

According to Steakley, the legal profession is one 
of paradoxes.

“On the one hand, law is the strongest link between 
man and, freedom and we are the guardian of the' 
law. Yet we lack this thing we call respect, 
as a profession. The interesting thing about that is 
most people who feel and vojce disrespect do it in the 
abstract.

“They respect their own lawyer, but it is the 
profession in the abstract that seems to draw this.
: “We are seen by our fellow man in the positive and 

negative of our community services, of our church 
loyalties and our activities as citizens.”

~ Although difficult to obtain, Steakley told his 
audience that once community respect is earned, the 
lawyer’s stature In the community is increased 
because of his profession.

“1 am persuaded there is no profession where the 
rewards are greater in terms of satisfaction and 
personal respect.’’

Steakley has served on the Supreme Court of 
Texas since January of 1961. He was elected in 1962 to 
his first elective term and re-elected in 1968 and 
1974.

He has announced his retirement upon the comple­
tion of his present term, Dec. 31, 1980, ending 20 
years on the Supreme Court.

Prior to being on the court, Steakley served as 
secretary of the state of Texas beginning in 1957 and 
as assistant attorney general in the early 1940s.

Texan to hold 
energy job

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Assistant 
Attorney General David Hughes of 
Texas, appointed Thursday to the 
Federal Energy Regulatory Commis­
sion, is the third Texan to get an 
important energy job in the Carter 
administration.

CJharles Duncan is head of the De­
partment of Energy and Lynn Cole­
man is the department’s general
counsel.

“ I’ve been working on this one a 
long time,” Texas Land Commission­
er Bob Armstrong said of Carter’s 
appointment of Hughes.

Armstrong is a co-manager of 
Carter’s re-election campaign in 

. Texas. He appeared at a Capitol news 
conference with Hughes and Texas 
Attorney General Mark White.

Armstrong said the FERC, which 
has five commissioners, had “no rep­
resentation that suited me.”

Hughes, 45, has been chief of the 
attorney general’s energy division 
since January 1979. James Meyers, a 
state district Judge for 12 years, will 
succeed Hughes. Meyers has been in 
private practice in Austin since 1977.

Hughes said President Carter ap­
pointed him to a four-year term to fill 
the position formerly held by Don 
Smith of Arkansas. The Job had been 
vacant since October.

FERC — formerly the Federal 
Power Commission - r  was created in 
the 1920s to regulate interstate sales 
of electricity and interstate transpor­
tation of natural gas. In the 1950s the 
Supreme Court ruled that the FPC 
could regulate well-head sales of nat­
ural gas by producers to interstate 
pipelines.

FERC regulates oil pipelines and 
administers the Natural Gas Policy 
Act of 1978, which provides for a 
phase out of federal price controls 
over gas. It also is charged with 
encouraging electric utilities and in­
dustries to convert to the use of coal.

Hughes stressed he still must 
confirmed by the U.S. Senate, and he 
said he was “not at ilberty” to answer 
questions about “what I intend to do” 
on the FERC. He said the Energy and 
Natural Resources Gommittee should 
have the first chance at asking him 
specific questions.

“Virtually every-acrperformed by 
FERC touches Texas in a major 
way,” said Armstrong.

He said the “ competition was 
tough” from Louisiana and Oklahoma 
to win the position.

“An able lawyer (Hughes) is leav­
ing but my former law partner 
(Meyers) is succeeding him. This is a 
good day for th% state,” said Arm­
strong.

Government asks  ̂
share of interest

NEW YORK (AP) _— The Carter administration 
says the government is being cheated because it 
doesn't get its share of interest on your savings and 
dividends on your stocks, and it hopes to do some­
thing about it.

And so the administration and Congress and the 
banks and others are arguing their cases with facU, 
figures, testimony, opinions, iawyers and money, 
and they will let you know when they reach their 
decisions.

But there is another constituency too, the individu­
als who would have their incomes withheld. It 
deserves to be considered at least; and if nothing 
comes of it, the individuals involved deserve an 
explanation.

But first, the positions of the administration and 
the institutions:

The administration hopes to create a withholding 
system for interest and dividend income, using 
banks, corporations and others to route directly to 
Washington 15 percent of payments intended for
you.

The administration has its reasons. As Secretary 
G. William Miller explained; “We must ... take 
positive action to avoid needless loss to the Treasury 
of billions of dollars due under present tax laws."

The laws, it seems, are being flouted. According to 
Miller, about 9 percent to 16-percent of interest and 
dividend income to individuals — more than $2 
billion a year — fails to show up on income tax 
returns.

Congress, however, might not buy the proposal, 
now before the House Ways and Means Committee, 
one reason being that "those who'Would do Ute 
routing, such as banks, are uniformally and ada­
mantly against it.

Their “anti" arguments are many, but generally 
relate to cost of bookkeeping, to be assumed by 
institutions, and feelings that the plan would discour­
age savings and divert funds from more productive
uses.

Presumably, someone will speak for the millions of 
individuals who would feel the pinch, but they won’t 
have nearly the same ability to make so professional 
a presentation. They may have to rely on logic.

First, -with-the. .income of. corporations already 
taxed, why should individuals have to pay taxes 
again on the dividends they receive from those 
profits? It’s an old, old argument, but as relevant as 
ever.

Secondly, how many people have any real income 
f|om interest on savings? Very few. Inflation has 
consistently deprived individuals of that type of 
income during the Carter years. It has cost them 
instead.

In one instance, therefore, individuals are asked to 
pay tax on what already has been taxed. In the other, 
they are asked to pay taxes on an illusion — the 
illusion of profits, when the reality is a severe loss.

Their legitimate gripes aren’t intended to offset 
the government’s legitimate demands that it be paid 
everything the law declares it is entitled to. Nor is 
cheating on tax returns to be condoned.

Bentsen introduces bill
WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. Lloyd Bentsen sug­

gests that some of the Iranian assets frozen after the 
takeover of the American Embassy in Tehran last 
fall could be used to compensate the hostages.

The Texas Democrat and Sen. Sam Nuiiri, D-Ga.. 
introduced a Hostage Compensation Act on Wednes­
day that would allow up to $1 billion of the blocked 
assets to be used as a compensation fund.

The bill would use the money to provide $200 a day 
from the fund for any U.S. citizen detained in Iran up 
to the time the bill becomes law. After that, each 
hostage or other American hiding in Iran would 
receive $500 a day until his release.

Families of U.S. servicemen killed in last week’s 
unsuccessful military mission to Iran also would be 
eligible for compensation from the frozen assets.

“The Hostage Compensation Act, coupled with 
decreasing oil earnings, should put an increasingly 
effective strain on Iran’s economy,” Bentsen said in 
a statement.

“The bill is designed to increase compensation 
after it is signed into law, thereby sending the 
Iranians a message that any further delay in release 
of the hostages hurts them even more,” the senator 
said.
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
