Suprem e C ourt rules 
life  m ay be p aten ted

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Supreme Court ruling that forms of life 
created in a laboratory may be patented just like any other product has 
removed a major barrier to widespread industrial use of genetic engi­
neering.

Monday’s 5-4 decision, written by Chief Justice Warren E. Burger, said 
a living organism is covered by the federal patent law’s definition of 
"manufacture”  of inventions or discoveries.

Industry and university researchers predicted the ruling will spur an 
upsurge in genetic engineering work.

Those wishing to exploit the techniques have complained that the in­
ability to protect biologial products and organisms discouraged research 
because profits could not be assured to cover costs.

Without patent protection. Industry must try to keep the organisms as 
trade secrets. This keeps others from .seeing the work and perhaps 
building upon it and prevents a company frbmiicensing a-product for 
others to produce.

Thomas Kiley, a vice president of the San Francisco-based genetic re­
search firm Genentech Inc., said the ruling is particularly important to 
smaller companies “ who can be protected by patents so that they can 
enter fields such as pharmaceuticals which have been dominated by 
large firms.”

Irving Johnson, vice president for research at Eli Lilly & Cto., the na­
tion’s largest pharmaceutical manufacturer, said industry prefers to pa 
tent products instead of keeping them as trade secrets.

But he said the full impact of the ruling will depend upon further Inter­
pretations by the patent office and the courts.

“ For instance, will a patent apply to only one species of organism at a 
time or will it include other organisms developed from that parent orga­
nism?”  he said.

Most of the research in question involves recombinant DNA technolo­
gy. This Involves taking the basic material of heredity — deoxyribonu- 

 ̂ cleic acid or DNA — and transferring it from one species of organism to 
another, usually bacteria, to create organisms not found in nature.

So far, this “ gene splitting”  has yielded bacteria that make medically 
useful but hard-to-find human products such as insulin, growth^ormone, 
anti-viral interferon and others.

Physician worried 
about tax misuse,

A prosecution witness in the tax- 
evasion trial of Dr. Austin B. Tib­
betts, a physician-surgeon who man­
aged Lee Optical in Midland, testified 
Monday in federal court that Tibb<‘tts 
told him he was not paying income 
taxes for he was concerned about the 
alleged misuse of tax dollars by the 
federal government.

The jury trial is being tried before 
federal Judge Lucius Bunton.

“ He volunteered...that he had some 
concern about how our tax dullars.are 
being spent and had come upon a way 
of not paying so{pe of those tax dol­
lars,”  testified Don Luttrell of Fort 
Smith, Ark.

Luttrell, who operated Break One- 
Nine radio shop near Dr. Tibbetts’ 
optical office at 2211 W. Texas Ave. In 
the mid-1970s, said that the eye doctor

had invited him to attend a tax-pro­
test meeting sponsored by the United 
Tax Action Patriots.

“ He (Tibbetts) was not too con­
cerned about the consequences (of not 
paying taxes) at that time,”  Luttrell 
said, “ because he had proof of the 
legality”  of a tax-protest 1040 Form 
Instead of reporting earned income 
and deductions to the Internal Reve­
nue Service, the form cited court 
cases and reference sto constitutional 
law.

Don MaePherson, one of Tibbetts’ 
co-counselers, commented that his 
cllertts and others in UTAP were 
“ only exercising-their constitutional 
rights.”

“ He (Tibbetts) felt like he was 
within the law at the time,”  said 
Luttrell, who said he also had agreed

Mbs Miller, 31. who has refined to identify 
child's father, was pregnant when she was sentenced 
in December to five years in prison for grand 
larceny.

She will be eligible for parole in January 1982. 
Marc was placed in temporary foster care after be 
was bom May 22 at a hospital in the neighboring 
central Florida town of Ocala.

The reunion was made poulMe June 8 when 
Marion County arcuit Judge Wallace Sturgis grant­
ed Miss Miller’s petition to keep the child. Welfare

for a baby and proposed placing him in a foster home 
until her parole.

“ I can find no compelling reason to take the child

The ruling was the first under a 1979 state law that 
allows judges to determine custody in such cases 
based on the best interests of the child.

“ I wanted him to know that 1 loved him and that 1 
wanted him and that he is the most important thing 
in my life,”  Miss Miller said in a recent interview. 
“ He gave me life. I’m a different person now.”

Department of Health and Rehabilitative Services, 
uescribed Marc as “ a real good baby who sleeps well 
knd eats good.”

Then Miss Miller will “ return to the prison 
rehabilitation programs while the hospital staff

and to repent for the violent deaths 
“ of 70,000" Iranfan people.

Clark, an attorney general under 
Lyndon Johnkon, also urged the gov-- 
ernment to end economic sanctions 
against Iran, to stop harassing Irani­
an students in the United States, to 
give thanks that no Americans have 
been killed in Iran in the past 17 
months, and to pray for the hostages 
and for Iran to “ find a new fulfill­
ment.’ ’

"If 50 million Americans gave such 
a prayer...,’ ’ said Clark, “ the Irani­
ans, a deeply religious people, would 
respond generously.”

Perhaps the Congress is turning 
slightly hawkish once again. Only 
last week it approved the 19«! 
federal budget, a budget that calls 
for 1153.7 billion in defense spend-

That is a record peacetim e.de­
fense Increase and Is $3.2 billion 
m ore than P res id en t J im m y  
Carter had requested.

And the Congress is moving to­
ward renewing peacetim e draft 
registration. Under the funding 
measure now in the Congress, an 
estimated four million young men 
between the ages of 19 and 20 

 ̂ would be required to register for 
^Whe draft although they would not 
‘ be required Immediately to sub­
mit to physical examinations or

be issued draft cards.
What the Congress has done by . 

taking these steps is to assure the 
Soviet Union — and, the United 
fftates" other potential adver­
saries — that this nation will not 
lie back idly while aggressions 
are mounted against other free 
nations in the world.

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WA.SllINGTON — While the Pol 
Ivannas insist that the mass flight of 
Cuban refugees to the United States 
shows the moral bankruptcy and eco­
nomic failure of Fidel Castro’s Com­
munist regime, the professionals of 
the American intelligence community 
paint an entirely different picture.

Secret assessments presented to 
Congress by the Defense Intelligence 
Agency warn that Fidel Castro, far 
from being at the end of his rope, is at 
the pt'ak of his military efficiency, 
thanks to the Soviet Union’s military 
dssistsnc^.

The refugee exodus exposes Cas­
tro’s Cuba as a sham. But his Big 
Brother in the Kremlin supplies him 
with the practical support to keep him 
in control. The 100,000 Cuban refugees 
may have the principles, but Castro 
has the firepower.

In fact, humiliating as it seems, the 
Cubans may have achieved — thanks 
to their Soviet buddies a military 
capability that the United States is 
still just dreaming about, a rapid 
deployment force that can IM' rushed 
into the breach in brush-fire situa­
tions short of an all-out nuclear con­
frontation.

“ The Cuban armed forces have 
graduated from what was a defensive 
force to one which, with Soviet assis­
tance, can deploy a large number of 
troops to distant conflicts on short 
notice,’ ’ the CIA briefers recently in 
formed the House subcommittee on 
inter-American affairs, chaired by 
Rep. Gus Yatron, D-Pa.

Obviously, no one is suggesting that 
Fidel Castro can successfully attack 
the United States — although our in­
telligence has unearthed information 
that the Cubans in fact can strike 
targets in Florida with their Soviet 
weappns. The point is that Castro has 
the military muscle to attack his 
Latin American neighbors on quick 
notice.

Thanks to the Russians, Cuba has 
“ the best-equipped air force in Latin 
America." according to the Penta­
gon’s intelligence experts. Among the 
Cuban air force’s recently acquired 
planes is the MiG-23 "F lo g g e r ”  
which, fully loaded, “ can reach por 
tions of the Southeastern United 
States, Mexico.

But as anyone who has ever done 
business with the Soviets knows, the 
Russian bear hug is not a purely 
affectionate embrace. It requires a 
certain quid pro quo.

“ The Soviets and the Cubans have 
consummated what you might call an 
effective marriage,”  states a Penta­
gon report obtained by my reporter 
Lucette Lagnado, “ where the Cubans 
are providing the troops and the So­
viets virtually all the equipment.”

As a result, the intelligence ana­
lysts have concluded, “ the Cubans 
are now able to .serve as an important 
regional military actor in the Carib­
bean area.”

FLYING BACKWARD — Commer­
cial airline pilots who are alcoholics 
have been able, for the past eight 
years, to acknowledge their problem 
without fear of permanent grounding 
Once they have agreed to proper 
treatment — and have agreed to stay 
dry — they are allowed by federal 
regulations to keep their jobs.

But a federal court ruling last 
month may drive alcoholic pilots 
back into the closet — to the detri­
ment of the flying public.

As it happens, the court su't, 
brought by Delta Airlines against the 
Federal Aviation Administration, had 
nothing to do with alcoholic pilots 
Like all but one of the nation’s major 
airlines (Northwest), Delta has gone 
along with the FAA program that 
permits recovered alcoholics to re­
gain their wings.

But the court decision, which in­
volved Delta’s right to impose higher 
medical standards on its pilots than 
the FAA required, may shoot down 
the industry-wide rehabilitation (>ro- 
gram for the approximately 300 reco­
vered alcoholics who now pilot 
American commercial airlines. The 
decision also affects pilots who have 
overcome heart disease, psychiatric 
problems and other medical condi­
tions.

JERSEY CITY, N.J. (AP) — Dletel fuel polluting the

Jersey City water system ips been diluted, but state 
officials are advising about 240,000 residents of four
communities to avoid drinking tap water.

State Department of Environmental Protection offi--̂  
cials said SO to 2S0 gallons of diesel fuel leaked into Jer­
sey City’s Boonton Reservoir on Monday, fouling a 
system that also supplies Hoboken, West Caldwell and 
Lyndhurst.

The tainted water smelled like kerosene and could be 
nauseating, but environmental officials did not con­
sider it dangerous.

The state Department of Environmental Protection 
Issued precautionary orders not to drink it, spokesman 
Jeff Gove said. He said it was “ not a toxic problem, but 
more one of aesthetics."

Workers began diluting the fuel with fresh water 
from the Passaic Valley Water Commission and New­
ark Water Department, flushing out pipes, Gove said 

................ cTe"The system probably will clean itself up by some 
tirne Tuesday (today) or Wednesday,”  said state 
environmental engineer Barker Hamlll. “ Ther^proba 
bly will be lingering pockets of it (fuel) a few days 
later."

Meanwhile, businesses and hospitals in those areas 
seemed to get by with purchased water and grocery 
stores and supermarkets rep<jrted booming sales of 
spring and mineral water. But customers seemed to be 
staying away from restuarants

Workers at the Jersey City water plant in Farsip 
pany-Troy Hills learned at 9: 30 p.m. .Sunday that No. 2 
fuel oil filtered into an aqueduct from a generator, 
Gove said.

The pollution did not show in local water supplies

The bill permits Ù.S. tax dollars to 
he used to pay claims of Americans 
who can prove they suffered finan­
cially as a result of the June 1979 
blowout of an offshore well in Mexi­
co’s Bay of Campeche.

The spill became the world’s lar­
gest - sending 10,000 to 30,000 barrels 
of crude oil a day* into the Gulf of 
Mexico - long before the well was 
capped this March.

.Thick goo from the well arrived on 
South Texas beaches last year before 
winter currents reversed the flow,

Texas governments, businesses and 
individuals claiming damages under 
the bill would have to demonstrate to 
the Coast Guard’s satisfaction that 
they had suffered an actual economic 
loss as a direct result of the oil spill.

The loss or destruction of property, 
impairment of earning capacity, lost 
tax revenue or loss of natural re­
sources would be among the losses 
that could be eligible for compensa 
lion.

Hotel, motel and charter boat 
owners are among tHe businesses 
pointing to heavy, losses caused by 
customers staying away from the 
coa.st last year.

South Texas businessmen and 
elected officials traveled to Washing­
ton last December to press their case 
for federal compensation.

Ralph Thompson of the South Padre 
Island Tourist Bureau estimated that 
hotel occupancy dropped almost 70 
percent after publicity spread about 
the approaching oil.

The tourist bureau since has adi^t 
cd a "The Coast Is Clear” publicMt'y 
campaign to avert tourists’ potential

fears that the Ixtoc I oil still soils 
Texas beaches.

Sponsors of the legislation sai^it 
would probably take k year to process 
all the claims expected to be filed to 
weed out the ones the government 
feels are legitimate.

Rules and regulations to be deve­
loped by the secretary of transporta­
tion would establish the final guide­
lines for eligibility. The $80 million 
authorized by the bill would be ear­
marked for spending over a three- 
year period.

Sponsors said actual damages 
could be as high as four times the $80 
million authorized.

Ixtoc I is owned by Petróleos Mexi­
canos, the Mexican national oil com-
pany,

The Texas attorney general’s of­
fice, local governments and private 
organizations have filed suits seeking 
hundreds of millions of dollars in 
damages aiva,result of the bill.

Rep. Joe Wyatt, D-Texas, whose 
district includes a stretch of the 
Texas coast hit hardest by the spill, 
called Roberts’ bill “ adequate.”

He said, however, that the bill 
places a greater burden of proof on 
the victims than a similar measure he 
sponsored that bogged down in com­
mittee.

, "1 am concerned of how far the bill
(approved by the House) goes in 
terms of allowing compensation but 1 
am pleased that we were able to get 
the bill moving.”  Wyatt, of Victoria, 
said. '

"I am le.ss than totally pleased. 1 
think it puts a gréât deal more burden 
oh those who were amaged than what 
my legislation would hâve done, to 
prove their losses,”  he said.

Woman wins portioji 
of ‘polimony’ claim

FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla. (AP) -  Pinky Hen­
derson said her wealthy live-in lover — an Avon 
cosmetics heir — promised to take care of her 
forever. But a Judge, ruling ‘ 'hyperbole is the lan­
guage of lovers,”  awarded her less than 3 percent of 
what she demanded. .

'Such language alone cannot be said to form the 
basis of any contractual obligation,”  said Broward 
County Circuit Judge Miette K. Bumstein. “ What 
pallor the courts would cast on courtship if they were 
to hold otherwise.”

The decision 8(onday awarded $167,000 to Rose­
mary “ Pinky”  Henderson, who had suc^ A. Douglas 
Henderson for nearly $6 million. Ms. Henderson, 
40, had contended the 34-year-otd’ cosmetics heir 

' should be held to an alleged promise he made during 
their five-year romance to take care of her forever.

The Judge ruled Ms. Henderson had nbt met the 
burden of proof to reap the financiai rewards of a 
“ life-pooling arrangement.”

Ms. Henderson, the former Rosemary Lepera, 
adopted Henderson’s name after they began their 
relatfunship in 1971. According to court testimony, 
the couple presented themselves as husband and 
wife.

“ Hyperbole is the language of lovers,”  the Judge 
ruled. “ Adults have learned to view such language 
as being simply momentarily expressive of idtense 
and immediate emotion and desire.”

The Judge’s award included $58,947 for breach of 
an escrow agreement. Henderson had placed 1,000 
shares of Avon stock in escrow for Ms. Hender­
son with the understanding it would go to her if their 
relationship ended and she was not to blame, the 
judge said.'

Another $50,000 was awarded for Ms. Henderson’s 
personal property disposed of after she filed suit in 
1978, according to the ruling.

The remainder of the award, the Judge said, 
represented half the net equity in Marablue Farms, 
a thoroughbred breeding farm the couple developed 
together.

WA.SH1NGT0N (AP) -  Almost a 
year after Congress and President 
Carter decided the nation needed a 
crash program to develop synthetic 
fuels. House and .Senate negotiators 
have approved a multibillion-dollar 
bill to launch the industry.

Sen. Bennett J. Johnston, D-La., 
chairman of a .Senate Energy and 
Natural Resources subcommittee on 
energy regulation, said the bill will 
accomplish more to ease U..S. depen­
dence on foreign oil than has been 
done in the seven years since the Arab 
dil embargo

In finishing months of work on the 
measure Monday, the conferees also 
directed President Carter to resume 
filling the strategic petroleum re­
serve, the U S. stockpile of oil, at the 
rale of at least 100,000 barrels a day 

The reserve has a capacity of 156 
million barrels of oil but now contains 
only 91.7 million barrels. The Saudi 
Arabian oil minister. Sheik Ahmed 
Zaki Yamani, warned last week that- 
filling the reserve further could lead 
to cuts in his country’s current pro 
duction of 9.5 million barrels.

Purchases for the reserve were 
halted in 1978 due to tight supplies and 
high prices.

The conferees adopted an amend 
ment that would, in effect, fill the 
reserve with oil that remains under 
government price controls and thus is 
less expe^nsive, than current world 
market costs of up to $32 a barrel The 
price controls end .Sept 30. 19«|

'The Senate trimmed Carter’s plan 
last November and the House and 
-Senate conferees have been at work 
on a compromise since Dti;. %.

Under the bill approved Monday,

, ,cor4>uration governed by a seven 
member board of directors apppinted 
by the president and confirmed by the 
Senate.

The legislation sets a goal of pro­
ducing the equivalent of 500,(XN) bar­
rels of oil a day by 1987 — about 4 
percent of total daily U S. oil con 
sumption now — and 2 million barrels 
a day by 1991, with up to $68 billion in 
additional federal assistance.

The bill also includes:

duction of gasuhol and the conversion 
of urban wastes into energy.

Midlander pleads 
‘nolo contendere’

^idiander Richard Buckley Beals 
who was countering police charges of 
resisting arrest with ^xolice brutality 
pleaded ‘ ‘nolo contendere”  to public 
drunkeness and disorderly conduct 
Monday before Midland Municipal 
Court Judge James Fitz-fJerald and 
was fined $200 for disorderly conduct 
and $28.50 for public drunkenness.

Beals, a 47-year-old geologist, was 
arrested by two Midland police 
women May 17 at Midland Regional 
Airport after he had deplaned and. 
witnesses said, was staggering and 
uttering foul language.

Resisting arrest charges, which 
grew out of the incident, are to be 
dismissed by Midland County Judge 
Bill Ahders,

Resisting arrest, a more serious 
offense than drunkenness, is a Class A 
misdemeanor which is punishable by 
a fine of up to $2.000 and a maximum 
sentence of one year in jail. Public 
drunkenness and disorderly conduct 
are Class C misdemeanors on the 
same order as a moving traffic viola­
tion and each is punishable by a fine 
not exceeding $200.

In a court hearing before Ahders on 
June 10. Beals’ attorney. Bill Smith, 
maintained that Beals could not have 
resisted arrest, for the women offi 
cers did not identify themselves as 
police"wiimen The women could have 
bt*en mistaken for stewardesses or 
court jesters or as women dressed up 
for a masquerade party, he contend­
ed

Rotn-rt Rendall, assistant county 
attorney, represented the state in the 
court hearing before Ahders.

Complex issues face 
leaders of summit

WA.SIHNGTON (AP) — Some of the most “ pro­
foundly complex strategic and political issues" of 
the p<ist war period will confront President Carter 
and leaders of six other nations at their upcoming 
meeting in Venice, says a senior White House offi 
ciaf

Carter will sit down with the leaders of France. 
(Jermany, Great Britain. Japan. Canada and Italy at 
an economic summit conference next Sunday and 
Monday. The president will leave Thursday and also 
go to Yugoslavia, Spain and Portugal before return­
ing a week later.

The ecoriomic summit will be the sixth in as many 
years, but for the first time, a major portion of the 
two-day meeting will be devoted to political issues.

“ It will be an opp<)rtunity for Western leaders to 
consult on broad political and strategic issues at the 
outset of the decade of the 1980s,’ ’ the senior 
official, who asked not to be identified, told reporters 
Monday.

“ It is no exaggeration to say that this decade 
confronts us with the most pressing security agenda 
we have had facing us probably since some time 
back in the mid-1950s,’ ’ he said.

The official listed the Soviet occupation of Afghan­
istan. the Iran hostage crisis, the Middle East 
conflict and East-West relations as being uppermost 
on the political agenda. The Carter administration 
has been disppointed that some of the other summit 
nations have adopted different approaches on many 
of these key issues.

The European Common Market countries, includ­
ing France, Great Britain, Italy and Germany, 
issued a declaration Sunday In Venice calling 
for "the recognition of the legitimate rights of the 
Palestinian people’ ’ and a role for the PLO in the 
Mideast peace negotiations. The United States op­
poses PLO participation until It recognizes Israel’s ’ 
right to exist.

While the official acknowledged there was some 
"divergence of views’’ among the summit nations on 
the key issues, he insisted “ the state of the alliance is 
good.”

Another official, who also asked not to be identi­
fied, said energy issues top the economic agenda. In 
particular, he said there will be continued stress 
on the need to reduce dependence on oil and develop 
other energy altemafives, notably coal.

He said there will be emphasis on the need for 
countries to meet annual ceilings for oil imports, 
although specific targets won’t be set at Venice’ 
The same nations did agree to targets at their 
summit in Tokyo last year, but U.S. ofncials say only 
the United States was successful in meeting them.

Thè official said all seven leaders are likely to 
agree that they must continue to focus their econom­
ic policies on reducing inflation, even though it 
means slower economic growth and higher unem­
ployment.

The major reason for Carter’s visits to Spain and 
Portugal is to demonstrate support for these new 
democracies, the official said. The visit to Yugosla­
via Is to establish close ties between the United 
States and the new leaders who have taken charge 
following the death of Marshal 'Hto, he said.

Carter also will confer with lulian leaders and in 
Rome with Pope John Paul II at the Vatican.
