Iran to cut oil prices
Decrease may be $ 1 a barrel

V YORK (AP) — Iran wa.« r<>nnrtpH tnHav In Kavn ____  ■ NEW YORK (AP) — Iran was reported today to have 
cut the price of six grades of crude oil by as much as $1 a 
barrel, making it the first Organization of Petroieum 
Exporting Countries member to announce a reduction 
since an escaiation of world oil prices began 14  years 
ago

The industry newsietter Petroieum Intelligence Weekiy 
said it had been notified of the cuts by the National Iranian 
Oil Co.

The reduction was attributed by industry sources to the 
growing surplus of oil on world markets — a result of a 
more than doubling of petroleum prices since the Iranian 
revolution at the end of 1978 and the onset of a recession in 
the United States and other industriai nations.

The cut was not expected to trigger a round of OPEC 
oil-price reductions because Iran for severai months has 
been pricing its oii as much as f7 per 42-gallon barrel 
above comparable grades sold by other OPEC mem­
bers.

According to Petroleum Intelligence Weekiy, Iran re 
duced its Ferreidon grade of oii to $33.57 a barrel from 
$34.07, while its Ardeshire grade dropped $1 to $32.37. The

Midland's water supply 
holding up, despite heat

Although many other Texas cities 
are facing problems meeting water 
supply demands because of the con­
tinuing heat wave, Midiand is ap­
parently handling the situation weii 
despite a record-breaking daily water 
consumption rate.

Most of the major water-supplying 
reservoirs in Texas are in fairiy good 
shape, according to a statement by 
Dr. Herbert Grubb, director of the 
planning and deveiopment division of 
the Texas Department of Water Re­
sources.

However, many major cities are 
having trouble meeting water de­
mands because of a lack of adequeate 
pumping cap acity  ra th er than a 
water shortage, he said. Sm aller 
cities and suburban areas also are 
having difficulty because many do not 
have dependable reservoirs or re­
ceive ground water frorif shallow 
aquifers that are not being recharged 
because of the dry spell.

Neither problem applies to Mid­
land, though, which receives its sum­
mer water supply both from reser­
voirs and two ample city-owned weli 
fieids.

“We’re running at a record pace, 
far above what we’re used to ex­
periencing this time of year,” said 
John Lowe, city director of utilities. 
Midland cimsumers are using about 
31 million gallons of water a day, 
some 5 million gallons higher on the 
average than the normal consump­
tion rate.

“ W e’re pot having any trouble
1 i

k e e p in g  up w ith  th e  d em a n d , 
though,” Lowe said. The city’s con 
tract with the Colorado River Munici- 
pai Water District provides 11 million 
gallons daily from Lake Spence near 
Robert Lee and Lake Thomas near 
Snyder, and the remainder of the 
demand is supplied by the two 
well fields.

The Paul Davis field, located 26 
miles north of Midland on the Lamesa 
highway, provides about 19 million

gallons of water daily, according to 
Lowe. Plans for expansion of the field 
have been aoproved by the city of 
Midland, ana will evenutally enlarge 
its production to 27 million gallons per 
day.

“The McMillan field, located six or 
seven miles out on the Andrews high­
way, is a much older field with more 
limited production,” said Lowe. Dur-

Youths urged to refuse 
to register for the draft

WASHINGTON (AP) — With draft 
registration getting under way next 
week, the National Resistance Com­
mittee is calling for young men to 
refuse to sign up.

“The test of any law is how many 
people acquiesce to It,” said Alex 
Reyes, eastern director of the newly 
formed group.

Michael Sloss, a Washington stu­
dent who said he will refuse to regis­
ter, added; “We have never had in 
this country’s history a registration 
for the draft without a subsequent 
draft, and never a draft without a 
subsequent war.”

Congress would have to pass sepa­
rate legislation before anyone could 
be drafted and it is not currently 
considering such a move.

Meanwhile in Boston, lawyers for 
three college students are making a

last-minute attempt to stop the re­
sumption of draft registration.

Boston attorney Je ffrey  Denner 
said that unsuccessful suits filed in 
Washington and Philadelpia were 
based on narrow grounds, but that his 
suit challenges registration on the 
basis of age and sex discrimination. 
Arguments on the suit were scheduled 
for today.

Reyes told the Washington news 
conference Thursday that a “manda 
tory draft or any type of compulsory 
national service strikes at the very 
heart of individual liberty.”

He speculated that as many as 250,- 
000 to 500,000 young men will refuse to 
register. Those figures, he said, are 
based on the experience of the Viet­
nam era.

Saudi Arabia, OPEC’s largest member, sells its oii for 
$28 The Saudi oil traditionally has been the benchmark on 
which other cartel prices are set, but Saudi Arabia has 
been underselling Iran and other OPEC members since 
spring.

The policy has been seen as a move to unify the chaotic 
OPEC price schedule as world oil markets cool, and there 
has been widespread speculation that the Saudis might 
raise their price nearer the official cartel base in coming 
weeks.

The oil involved in the Iranian price reductions comes 
from offshore wells and historically has accounted for as 
much as 20 pecent of Iranian oil output. But firm data 
have been lacking in the disarray following the country’s 
revolution and sharp cutback in petroleum production

Iran has maintained Its oil exporU are 1 million barrels 
a day — 20 percent of its pre-revolution level — but other 
reports have put Iranian exports at 700,000 barrels daily 
up from 500,000 two months ago.

DETROIT (AP) — Ronald Reagan 
and George Bush, accepting their 
roles as the Republican presidential 
ticket at a festival of party unity, are 
opening a cam paign that will be 
directed at traditionally Democratic 
strongholds in the Northeast and in­
dustrial Midwest.

“We’re obviously going to concen­
trate in the Eastern and Central time 
zones,” Drew Lewis, a top Reagan 
campaign aide, said Thursday night, 
on the floor of the GOP National 
C^vention as delegates waited to 
hear the acceptance speeches of the 
two nominees.

Bush, who spent his youth in Mas­
sachusetts and (Connecticut and was 
educated in the Northeast, is a key 
element in that strategy.

Accepting the presidential nomina­
tion he had sought for 12 years, Rea­
gan expressed his strategy with a 
speech that called on Americans to 
cross party lines “to build a new 
consensus with all those across the 
land who share a com m unity of 
valqes embodied in these words: fam­
ily, work, neighborhood, peace and 
freedom.”

R eagan closed his accep tan ce 
speech by urging the delegates to 
“begin our crusade with a moment of 
silence.” With that, he bowed his 
head, his eyes closed. The hall fell

silent.
A moment later, Reagan opened his 

eyes. Jerked his head upright and 
said, “(Jod bless America." TTie dele­
gates erupted into a tumultuous dem­
onstration.

Reagan, Bush and their families 
stood on the podium waving to the 
joyful throng. Joining the I960 Repub­
lican ticket on the podium was former 
President (>erald R. Ford and his 
wife, Betty.

All day Wednesday, even through 
the balloting that gave him the presi­
dential nom ination, Reagan had 
sought a way to convince Ford to take 
the vice presidential nomination and 
when the negotiations failed settled 
on Bush as his choice and made a 
dramatic midnight appearance be­
fore the convention to announce it.

Ford said in a broadcast interview 
early today that he and Reagan had 
“almost made it” in their negotia­
tions to make him the vice presidim- 
tial candidate and might have suc­
ceeded if they’d had more time.

"We had a number of very, very 
constructive meetings but the reasons 
I think are undersUndable and it Just 
wouldn’t fit,” Ford said in the Inter­
view with the Mutual Broadcasting 
System.

HOLLYWOOD. Fla. (AP) -  Presi 
dent Carter, throwing his hardest

Inches yet in the early rounds of the 
I political slugfest, says Republi­

cans offer narrow vision and simplis­
tic solutions, and “We will whip the 
Republicans all over our great na­
tion” in November.

Campaigning in Florida even be­
fore the final gavel had fallen at the 
Republican National Convention in 
Detroit, Carter lost no opportunity to 
take both subtle and direct Jabs at 
newly crowned GOP presidential 
nominee Ronald Reagan.

And even with his own expected 
renomination still subject to the Dem­
ocratic National Convention in New 
York next month. Carter challenged 
Reagan to a series of debates. The 
challenger quickly accepted.

In an appearance here and in Ja ck ­
sonville before returning to the White 
House late Thursday night, the presi­
dent mentioned Reagan by name Just 
once — while calling the former Cali­
fornia governor’s tax cut proposal 
inflationary. At the same time, how­
ever, Carter all but promised a tax 
reduction program of his own next 
year.

Carter said the GOP is a party that 
“opposes Social Security, the mini­
mum wage. Medicare; the party that 
brought us the disgrace of Water­
gate.”

By contrast, he said. Democrats 
represent “compassion and courage” 
and don’t try to avoid controversial 
issues. And, borrowing from tradi­
tional Republican themes. Carter 
stressed his own commitment to de­
fense, “peace through strength,” and 
his opposition to a “free lunch” for 
those able to work.

The president said the GOP was a 
party “with a narrow vision, whose 
leaders are inclined to shoot from the 
hip, a party that will be defeated in 
November if Democrats in an honest 
way present th e ir fecord  to the 
American people.”

The president’s “shoot from the 
hip” comment and another reference 
to the political risks Carter took in 
supporting the Panama Canal trea­
ties both seemed aimed at Reagan, 
who opposed the treaties and has been 
accu s^  of using figures without prop­
er attribution.

The president arrived here from 
Sapelo Island, G a., where he had 
spent the week fishing and relaxing.

for a day of politicking.
As he campaigned. Carter told re­

porters he thought Reagan and his 
vice presidential nominee. George 
Bush, were “a very good ticket.” He 
said he looked forward with confi­
dence to a “hard-fought and thought 
ful campaign.”

While decrying the tax cut ad­
vanced by Reagan — sUrting with a 
10 percent, across-the-board reduc­
tion effective Jan. I — Carter held out 
the strong possibility of initiaUng a 
1981 Ux cut himself after the elec­
tion.

He said the GOP tax plan eventual­
ly would lower Uxes 30 percent, $280 
billion over five years.

“The shock of that and all that flood 
of extra money coming into the econ­
omy, I think, would restimulate the 
inflationary cycle in a devastating 
way,” Carter said.

The president said he believed in­
stead in a “steady course,” adding, 
“probably a tax reduction and other 
stimulating efforts in 1981 is the best 
course to follow.”

MainUining that it is difficult to 
resist cutting taxes this year. Carter 
said, " It  is not easy in an election 
year because it is easy to promise 
magic answers from massive cuts....I 
will not do that until I am sure that the 
federal government has exercised 
proper discipline in setting an exam­
ple for the rest of the nation.”

the night before. It was a happy show 
staged by a party confident it had 
named a strong ticket and buoyed by 
polls showing Reagan with a substan­
tial lead over President Carter.

Bush, Reagan’s former rival and 
now running mate, warned Republi­
cans that “ though Jim m y Carter has 
in the past four years been a failed 
president, he is a formidable cam ­
paigner who can be expected to use 
the power of his office to suit his own 
political ends...

“Remember only that political vic­
tories are won by hard dedicated 
work — and that in this crucial elec­
tion year, the stakes for America and 
the free world are too great to allow 
ou-selves to become complacent.”

Attempting to tie down loose ends of 
potential dissent, Reagan and his 
campaign managers agreed to give 
Sen. Jesse Helms of North Carolina, 
an arch conservative unhappy with 
the choice of Bush, a chance to ad­
dress the convention.

When Helms strode to the podium, a 
delegate shouted: “Give 'em Hell, 
Jesse .”

“I will,” replied the senator. But his 
speech was conciliatory, referring to 
“a common commitment to the pro- 
American and pro-family princi­
ples ”

Sen. Bob Dole of Kansas placed 
Bush’s name in nomination and told 
the delegates “this is not a time to 
stress our differences; this is a time 
to stress agreement.”

And one of the earliest references In 
Reagan’s acceptance speech was 
directed at supporters of the Ek]ual 
RighU Amendment, many of them 
bitterly disappointed by the candi­
date’s opposition to the amendment 
and to the decision of the platform 
committee to drop party support for

“As president I will esUblish a 
liaison with the SO governors to en­
courage them to eliminate, wherever 
it ex is ts , d iscrim in atio n  again st 
women,” said the candidate.

In addition to its appeal to a new 
coalition, Reagan’s speech was a re­
statement of familiar campaign posi­
tions and attacks on President Carter 
and a government he called “over­
grown and overweight.”

“I will not stand by and watch this 
great country destroy itself under me­
diocre leadership that drifts from one 
crisis to the next, eroding our national 
will and purpose.” said Reagan.

He resUted his pledge “to impcne 
an immediate and thorough freeze on 
federal hiring” as his first act as 
president.

"We are taxing ourselves into eco­
nomic exhaustion and stagnation” he 
said and went on to call for enactment 
of the across-the-board tax cuts that 
he has made a keystone of his eco­
nomic program.

Reagan political aides involved In 
planning the campaign in the major 
industrial states of the Northeast and 
Midwest appeared delighted with the 
choice of Bush for second spot on the 
ticket.

ambulatory surgery program, sche­
duled to begin as early as next week 
but not omcially until Aug. 1, Thurs 
day at its monthly board meeting.

The new program will allow pa- 
tlenU to have “ same day,” or oneway 
surgeries at the hospiul.

“The same day surgery concept has 
a great deal o i  advantages to us as 
well as the patient,” acting opera­
tions adm inistrator Bob.,Bash ex­
plained to the board. “We can reduce 
the cost — with a little planning and 
scheduling."

Bash said such things as lab work. 
X-rays and other preparations for the 
surgery could be done on an outpa­
tient-type basis the day before sur­
gery. Forms and admission papers 
could also be done in advance.

Two other advantages to the new 
program. Bash explained, would be 
the hospiul could “ schedule and sUff 
the unit for 12 hours instead of 24,” 
and it could “delay some admissions 
when the hospital was completely 
full.”

“We think this unit offers some real 
advantages to the patients," Bash
said.

Board president E.H. Magruder 
echoed Bash, saying, “ If we can cut 
the cost to the patient, that’s what we 
want to do.”

Economy tumbles
at 9 percent rote

WASHINGTON (AP) - 
The nation’s econoiny 
tumbled at an annual 
rate of 9.1 percent from 
A pril through Ju n e , 
equal to the worst quar­
terly decline during the 
last recession in 1974-7», 
the g ov ern m en t said  
today.

The steep decline in 
real gross national prod­
uct — the inflation-ad­
justed output of goods 
and services — proved 
even greater than Carter 
administration econo­
mists initially predicted.

They had expected a 
drop of between 8 per­
cent and 9 percent, sea­
sonally adjusted.

During the first quar­
ter of I960, the gross na­
tional product rose 1.2 
percent.

Despite the precipi- 
tious plunge last quarter, 
administration econo­
mists point to new signs 
the economy will begin to 
recover soon, including a 
sharp increase in hous­
ing starts, lower interest 
rates and easing infla­
tion

Nevertheless, private 
and government econo­
mists now see unemploy­
ment reaching about 9 
percent and then re ­
m ain in g  som ew here 
arou n d  8 .5  p e r c e n t  
through m ost of next 
year. Moreover, signs of 
industrial lag continue 
with production at the 
nation ’s fa cto rie s  e x ­
pected to continue de­
clining for several more 
months.

The Com m erce D e­
partment reported that 
before adjustment for in­
flation, the nation’s out­
put from April through 
June stood at an annual 
rate just exceeding »2.52 

.trillion, slightly above 
the first quarter level.

However, when adjust 
ed for double-digit infla­
tion, the nation’s output 
was at an annual rate of 
11.41 trillion.

An annual rate figure 
indicates what would 
happen over the course 
of a year If this quarter’s 
economic conditions con 
tinued for three more 
quarters.

Inflation, as measured 
by the so-called implicit 
price deflator rose 10.4 
percent in the second 
quarter, compared with 
a 9.5 percent increase in 
the first quarter, the de 
partment said

The decrease in real 
output last quarter was 
attributed to a sharp 9.6 
percent falloff in final 
sales, following a 1.5 per­
cent rise in the first quar­
te r , the d ep artm en t

oc
said.

The sales plunge 
curred primarily in the 
consumer sector, where 
people cut back pur 
chases in the housing and 
auto sector.

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Justice, Energy departments say 
oil firms innocent in gas shortage
WASHINGTON (AP) — Last summer’s long and 

sweltering lines at service stations weren’t the result of 
any conspiracy by oil companies to force up the price of 
gasoline, two government agencies report.

Instead, they say, the gas shortages that left Ameri­
cans fuming in sometimes blocks-long lines at the 
pumps came about because of a combination of other 
factors, including loss of oil from revolution-tom Iran, 
bad weather that hurt U.S. production and Energy 

~ Department regulations that control allocation of 
fuel.

The dual reports from the Justice and Energy_de- 
partments were prepared on order of President Carter, 
who asked for the probes of oil company actions in the 
wake of the summer shortages.

The Justice Department said It found no violations of 
federal antitrust laws and no further Investigation was 
needed. However, the Energy Department said one 
reason for the shortage was that some oil companies 
diverted — legally — oil that might have been refined 
for gasoline into the petrochemical industry.

The Energy Department said that for some refiners, 
“the shift towarts petrochemicals may have been 
motivated by profit considerations ... since the petro­
chemicals industry is willing to pay more ... than the 
gasoline consumer.’’ It added that “it may also be 
significant that some of the large oil companies also 
own petrochemical companies.’’’

The Justice Department sa id lt found gasoline sup­
plies during the first nine months of 1»79 averaged 
about 463,000 barrels a day less than predicted. It said 
about 62 percent of the shortage was caused by reduced 
imports, 22 percent by reduced refinery yields of 
gasoline and 16 percent by reduced U.S. crude oil 
production.

Canada gives go-ahead on gas line

OTTAWA (AP) — Prime Minister 
Pierre Elliott Trudeau’s government 
has given the go-ahead for construc­
tion of the 450-mile Canadian section 
of a pipeline that eventually will 
carry natural gas on a 3,600-mile 
journey from fields at Alaska’s Prud- 
hoe Bay to markets in the lower 48 
American states.

The decision, announced Thursday 
in the House of O>mmons, means

^ t u r a l  gas from Canadian fields in 
Alberta is likely to start flowing to 
U.S. markets by early next year, 
some four years before the target 
date for completion of the entire $20 
billion project, billed as the largest 
civil engineering feat ever undertak­
en.

Construction on the Canadian sec­
tion of the line, with an estimated 
price tag of $8 billion, is expected to

begin next month. Work on the U.S. 
portions of the line reportedly has 
been stalled by delays in the U.S. 
regulatory process.

“1 do not believe there can be any 
doubt that our national interest lies in 
proceeding with this Important un­
dertaking at the earliest possible 
date,” said Sen. Bud Olson, the Liber­
al Party minister responsible for con­
struction of the pipeline.

State allowable holds at 100 percent
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The Texas 

Railroad Commission today set a 100 
percent oil production factor for Au­
gust. As usual an 86 percent allowable 
rate was set on the East Texas Field 
to prevent possible waste.

The production factor has been at 
100 percent in most of the state every 
month except three since April 1932.

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Stock
market
gains

NEW YORK (AP) — The 
stock market Jumped ahead 
with renewed force today, 
carrying the Dow Jones in- 
dustriai average to its high­
est ievel in kim ost th ree  
years.

M ost o th er in d ic a to rs  
reached all-time highs — in­
cluding the closely watched 
Standard & Poor’s 500-stock 
composite index, which sur­
passed its previous peak 
reached in January of 1973.

The new surge of buying 
was attributed partly to the 
government’s report of an 
u p s w i n g  i n  h o u s i n g  
startsxckuuuTue when hopes 
were already rising on Wall 
.Street for an approaching re­
covery from the recession.

Oils and some other glam­
or issues paced the advance 
with widespread gains of a 
point or more.

The Dow Jones average of 
30 blue chips climbed 10.66 to 
915.10, its highest close since 
it stood at 923.42 on July 22, 
1077.

The average still has a 
consid erable d istan ce  to 
travel to match its closing 
high of 1,051.70, established 
more than seven years ago.

But the S&P 500 index, 
which many investing insti- 
tutions use in preference to 

TReTJow as a yardstick for 
measuring their own perfor­
mance, broke its old record 
of 120.24 with a 1.81 rise to 
121.44.

The New York Stock E x­
change composite index, up 
.99 at 69.53; the American 
Stock E xch an g e m arket 
value index, up 5.02 at 312.90, 
and the NAS-DA^omposite 
index of ovef-ttie-counter 
stocksAip 1I 7 Bt 168.67, also 
reached new highs.

Stock prices began moving 
ahead gradually at the open­
ing, and then picked up mo­
mentum in the afternoon as 
the Commerce Department 
reported that housing starts 
were up 30.4 percent in June 
from the month before.

That figure, which was 
consid erably  b e tte r  than 
many analysts had expected 
it to be, broke a string of five 
monthly declines in the num­
ber of new homes on which 
builders began work.

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Progress all 
but stopped

NEW YORK (AP) — While polittcians promise to 
get the country moving again, the present reality for 
America’s millions is the recognition that progress 
has all but stopped in many areas of their Ufe. ■ 

Economic progress, at least. Incomes aren’t grow­
ing enough to make much difference. Millions are 
shut out of the housing markets. Debt limits have 
been reached. Living standards have been forced 
lower.

Moreover, say some of those who poll consumer 
feelings, the repeated failure of the nation to do very 
much about its problems has eroded confidence, the 
very confidence needed to get things done.

It now takes $20,187 pre-tax income for a family of 
four to equal in buying power the $10,000 income of 
1970, the Ckmference Board reports. And $3,406 of 
that is in federal income and Social Security taxes.

Nevertheless, there seems to be a common per­
ception that government is failing to fulfill its part of 
the bargain, and among those who complain are 
recipients of greatly increased Social Security bene­
fits.

A sense of insecurity seems to prevail about the 
Social Security system. The threat of eventual if not 
immediate collapse is the theme of repeated com­
mentaries in the media and among pension consul­
tants.

If, asks one of them, the Social Security system 
were operated like a private pension plan, how much 
would have to be in its fund to pay all benefits earned 
to date by currently employed and retired people?

The correct answer, according to Hay Associates, 
a consulting group, is $3.75 trillion, an amount equal 
to 60 percent of the net worth of U.S. households, or 
almost fives times the national debt.

In contrast, it points out, the system’s actual 
reserves total Just $30 billion. It operates on a 
piy-as-yoii-go plan, in wMck dolían coming In are 
simply paid out — rather than being invested for 
growth.

The country’s inability to do much about another 
central problem, that of inflation, has clearly dis­
couraged millions of people, as (kicumented in sur­
veys of consumer intentions and of actual buying 
patterns.

Despite their daily experience with it, inflation is 
still very much a mystery to both professional and 
amateur observen. And if you don’t undentand it, 
how can you solve it?

Most consumers, for example, seem to believe that 
food prices are at the top of the inflation list when, in 
fact, such items as potatoes, eggs, milk, chicken and 
white bread have risen much less than the CJPI.

It seems likely also that most people would put 
rents, gasoline prices and the price tags of automo­
biles high on the inflation list. But a Univenity of 
Chicago professor claims that all have been falling.

Apartment rents, says Prof. Roger C. Kormendi, 
are actually lower than they were in 1948, and have 
been declining since 1964.

On what basis? They’re lower when related to 
other prices in the same period. Or, alternatively, 
when measured by the number of hours one must 
work to pay the rent.

On these bases, Kormendi insists that gasoline 
prices in 1977 were lower than in 1947, and he says 
that relative car prices have been dropping fast 
since a post-war high in the years 1958 and 1959.

Whatever, the net impact is to make some people 
feel that they and their institutions are going no­
where, except perhaps into reverse.

If, after a decade of dealing with crises in person­
al, institutional and governmental budgets, the 
problems aren't even fully understood, it isn’t any 
mystery why so many sense a lack of progress.

Marine guilty in 
pigpen incident

NEW RIVER AIR STATION, N.C. (AP) — A Camp 
Geiger marine private has been sentenced to 30 days 
hard labor and a reduction in rank for refusing to 
seach for military silverware at a pig farm.

A five-man military Jury deliberated for only 30 
minutes Wednesday before finding Marine Pfc. Scott 
Duncan, 18, guilty and ordering him confined at 
nearby Camp Lejeune. The Jury also reduced Dun­
can’s rank from private first class to private, and 
ordered his pay cut by $291 a month for four 
months.

The conviction will automatically be appealed to 
MaJ. Anthony Zinni, the convening authority for the 
court-martial and Duncan’s commanding officer. 
Zinni could reduce the sentence, but there was no 
indication Wednesday when he would make a deci­
sion.

An appeal also may go to the Naval staff Judge 
advocate.

Earlier Wednesday, the Jury found Duncan guilty 
of willful disobedience in the case. But it found him 
innocent of a second charge of disrepect to a com­
missioned officer, which stemmed from the pig farm 
incident. He was found guilty of an unrelated charge 
of using provoking language and obscene gestures.

The charges stem from a Marine contract with an 
Onslow (bounty pig farmer, William Kearney, who 
buys leftover fo(xi from the Camp Geiger mess hall 
and feeds it to his pigs.

Men assigned to mess-hall duty traditionally have 
been required to go to the pig farm to check the food 
for discarded military silverware. Duncan, saying 
the practice was unhealthy, refused to go.

The Marine C^rps has stopped the practice since 
the incident.

A second marine, Pfc. Dana Gidney, 20, of Buffalo, 
N.Y., also faces charges in the June 10 incident.
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
