Midkiff plane crash kills pilot

Falling aircraft misses houses,

MIDKIFF — A small, single-seat
crop-dusting plane crashed in Midkiff
shortly after 3 p.m. Thursday, barely
missing the scattering of houses and
businesses there, and killing the pilot.
The crash occurred about half a mile
from a landing strip known to the
pilot.

Late Thursday, officials had not
confirmed the identity of the plane’s
occupant, although Jerome
Hoelscher, the first person at the
scene of the crash, said he thought he
recognized the body before it was
badly burned. .

Midkiff residents speculated that
the dead pilot, who was burned be-
yond recognition, was a crop duster
well known in the area and who was
expected to be flying in that day.

Officials Thursday night confirmed

the residents’ fears. The pilot was
Royce Young of Elgin, who had a
scheduled meeting with a Midkiff

,\)rmer to discuss a crop dusting job
45 minutes after the crash.

According to witnesses, the pilot
had been flying low over the town.

“He had buzzed the town three or
four times,”’ said Mrs. Hoelscher, who
recalled the buzzings because she
had been trying to take a nap. “Then I
heard a pop — it wasn’t an explosion
— and that was when he hit the
tower.

Edward M. Kennedy seeks to block in the name of
an “open convention.” If in fact the delegates are freed of commitments,
and wind up disregarding the primaries, the marathon system of the past
three presidential campaigns will be in for change.

Would-be reformers already are pressing for an overhaul of the
primary system, arguing that it has become a campaign trial by ordeal
that substitutes numbers for ideas. Carter won 24 primary elections in
fashioning the delegate majority Kennedy now seeks to undo. Kennedy

Two decades ago, Kennedy’s brother, John, gained the Democratic
nomination after displaying his vote-pulling powers in a half-dozen
primaries. In those days, the primaries were laboratories, pre-season
contests that enabled a candidate to prove he could get votes outside his
own political territory. They served to eliminate losers, but didn’t

As late as 1968, it was possible for Vice President Hubert H. Humphrey
to win the nomination as the candidate of party leaders and power
brokers. He hadn't entered a single primary.

That wouldn’t work under the new rules. As an outgrowth of Democrat-
ic reform efforts that were intended to give rank-and-file voters the
power to pick nominees, the number of primary elections increased
steadily, and they became the arena for selection of nominees.

I was
the first one there.

““The plane was completely in
flames and already had burned the
numbers off. I saw there was nothing
I could do here so I went back to the
telephone and called the FAA (Feder-
al Aviation Administration). I came
back over here with a fire extinguish-
er and tried to put out the fire the best
we could.”

Many others also tried to extinguish
the flames with fire extinguishers,
including oil trucks passing the scene
on a nearby road, and Burl Pillows,
who owned the radio tower.

According to Pillows, Young flew
over his company, C.J. Penn Truck
Service, and barely cleared the high-
line wires. He then banked and his
wing struck the tower.

ew eruptions
at St. Helens

VANCOUVER, Wash. (AP) — A
series of blasts from Mount St. Helens
— the fifth eruption in three months —
spewed plumes of ash and steam
more than eight miles high and sent
superheated gases down the moun-
tain’s north slope, leaving a light
dusting over ash-stricken towns.

There were no reports of injuries.

The ash plume and seismic activity
subsided to nothing by dawn and ex-
Aremely heavy clouds had enveloped
the volcano, said Federal Emergency
Management Agency spokesman Joe
Sears.

Rain was falling north of the peak
and local travelers advisories were

‘issued by the National Weather Ser-

vice for slippery roadways due to ash
fallout mixed with rain.

The eruptions were no surprise to
volcano-watchers, and one scientist
said “the long-term prediction is for
more of the same."”’

The blasts began at 4:23 p.m.
Thursday and continued through the
night. One ash plume shot more than
eight miles high and others were
more than four miles high, but the
eruptions were described as the least
forceful of the five major blasts that
began on May 18.

Harmonic tremors, subterranean
shivers that have occurred before
other blasts, preceded the eruptions
and signaled officials to evacuate sci-
entists and forestry workers from the
restricted zone around the volcano.

Pete Rowley, a U.S. Geological Sur-
vey geologist said the tremors, be-
lieved to indicate the movement of
magma, had subsided early today.

After four hours of low-level har-

monics on Thursday, Craig Weaver, a
USGS scientist at the University of
Washington, said “‘I'm reasonably
confident it will erupt within six
hours.”

But within minutes, seismograph
needles in the lab began waving wild-
ly, signaling the start of an eruption.

“There she goes,” said Steve Ma-
lone, UW seismologist.

The gray and white ash cloud which
carried lightning with it assumed an
anvil shape as it spread north-north-
east from the southwestern Washing-
ton volcano. However, erratic wind
patterns carried the ash in different
directions at various alttitudes.

Ash fell lightly in a wide swath at
least 100 miles north from Grays Har-
bor County on the west coast to Wen-
atchee in Eastern Washington and
south to the Portland, Ore., area.

But fallout was light and residents
of Eastern Washington, who were hit
especially hard by the ash that fell on
May 18, breathed an ash-free sigh of
relief. - N

Following the initial eruption
Thursday, the volcano “pulsed” in
several small blasts between 7 p.m.
and 7: 30, then erupted again at 10: 32
p.m., said Sears. Three sharp pulsa-
tions after the 10: 32 blast sent higher
concentrations of ash around the
mountain and to the north-north-
west.

During the first eruption, a pyro-
clastic flow — superheated gas and
ash — slid down the mountain’s north
slope, stopping short of Spirit Lake.

Texas authorities were holding
planning sessions today with repre-
sentatives of 35 federal and volunteer
relief agencies that would go Into
emergency action if the storm hit.

Thousands: of Gulf homeowners
stocked up on candles, food and ply-
wood to hammer down windows. Hos-
pitals boosted orders for bottled
water and Red Cross and Salvation
Army officials prepared relief cen-
ters and placed workers on alert.

Insurance companies sent in teams
to handle those who could be dis-
placed, and oil companies evacuated
2,500 workers from offshore rigs and
production platforms.

One helicopter carrying 13 people
from one platform crashed 60 miles
off the Louisiana coast Wednesday.
Coast Guard authorities said at least
four of those on board were found
dead.

Allen buffeted Mexico’s northern
Yucatan Peninsula with 185 mile-an-
hour winds and 15-foot waves Thurs-
day but caused no injuries or serious
damage, government officials said.

Mexico declared a state of emer-
gency on the peninsula’s eastern side
and Red Cross authorities mobilized
relief efforts. Thousands of people
fled the storm, including some 5,000 in
Cancun, the lush resort on the Yuca-
tan mainland across from Cozumel.

Since becoming a hurricane Mon-
day near the eastern Caribbean is-
land of St. Lucia, Allen has followed a
basically west-northwest route in its
killer journey across the Caribbean,
through the Yucatan Channel and into
the Gulf.

Allen rates
rare status
for danger

MIAMI (AP) — All hurricanes are
dangerous, but the National Hurri-
cane Center says Allen is extremely
so because it has achieved rare “‘cate-
gory 5" status — the highest rating a
storm can get.’

To make storm comparisons easier
and to make the predicted danger
clearer to emer, y forces, fore-
casters use a Saffir-Simpson “‘disas-
ter potential” scale which assigns
storms to one of five categories.

Category 1 is a minimal hurricane,
with a central barometric pressure of
980 millibars or more and winds
speeds of 74 to 95 mph.

Category 5 is the worst possible
case, with a central pressure of less
than 920 and winds of more than 155
mph.

There have been only three catego-
ry 5 Atlantic storms on record and
Allen is the second most powerful of
the two, having already had a central
pressure of 899. The strongest, the
Labor Day Hurricane of 1835, swept
across the Florida Keys with a baro-
metric pressure of 892. The third
strongest, Camille, had an interior"
pressure of 909 when it slammed into
Mississippi and Louisiana in 1969.

The rating scale is named after two
former forecasters who devised it.

Plumber's plug ends huge traffic iam

NEW YORK (AP) — In the end, it
was a simple plumber’s test plug that
stopped a leak in a 9,000-gallon pro
pane tank truck on the George Wash-
ington Bridge and ended a two-state
traffic jam that slowed some parts of
Manhattan to a near-standstill

The 14-lane bridge, the biggest en-
tryway to the city, was closed for
nearly eight hours Thursday while the
truck sat on an exit ramp on the
Manhattan side of the span and anx
ious officials tried to figure out how to
stop the hissing propane gas

Fears of a fiery explosion prompted
officials to evacuate an estimated 2,-
000 people from apartments near the
bridge, close a Port Authority bus
terminal and shut down a subway
station nearby at 175th St.

Traffic backed up for 15 miles in
New York and neighboring New Jer-
sey — one of the biggest tie-ups in
New York City's history. Buses and
cars on the West Side of Manhattan
slowed to a crawl and sidewalk ven
dors had a field day keeping motorists
supplied with juice and soda as tem
peratures climbed past 90.

During the emergency, four women

required treatment for inhalation of
noxious fumes and heat exhaustion. A
fireman also was treated for burned
fingers suffered when he touched a
truck exhaust pipe.

Concern that the truck, property of
Ritter Transportation Inc. of Rah-
way, N.J., would explode into a fire-
ball 600 to 700 feet wide began shortly
after 10 a.m. when the driver heard a
hissing noise, sped across the bridge,
and called for help

The leak continued, despite efforts
to cap a defective valve, until 5:20
p.m., when a plug costing less than
$10 was borrowed from a Bronx
plumbing supply house.

The plug was the brainstorm of
Officers Donald Thacke, 37, and Chris
Brauer, 31, both former plumbers.
Brauer hurried to the store and re-
turned, handing the plug to Ritter
representative John Triffenbach as
fire companies poured water over the
tanker to cool it and wash away the
gas

““As soon as I handed it to him, he
said, ‘That’s it. That’s what's going to
work,"””” Brauer said.

Meat company warns
against ‘plastic’ bacon

DALLAS (AP) — Citing a “plastic
odor and flavor” that could cause
nausea and mouth irritations, Wilson
Foods Corp. has warned consumers in
five states against eating certain
brands of bacon.

The plastic odor and flavor ap-
parently was picked up from a sub-
stance being used to resurface the
floors at an Oklahoma City plant.

A spokeswoman for Wilson said the
company ‘‘has no evidence to indicate
a serious health hazard” to consum-
ers in Texas, Louisiana, New Mexico,
Arkansas and Oklahoma.

Barbara Mueth, spokeswoman for
the Oklahoma City-based company,
said of an estimated 369,200 pounds of
bacon shipped out of the Oklahoma
plant, 204,200 pounds ‘“may have had
a plastic odor and flavor.”

She said 174,000 pounds of the
shipped bacon was “under Wilson's
control”’ and company investigators

and U.S. Department of Agriculture
officials were working to recover the
rest.

Ms. Mueth said the brands with
possible odor included Corn King, Sa-
vory and Certified marked with es-
tablishment number 20Q and dated
Sept. 22-26 and Sept. 28-30.

The odor apparently came from a
substance called Styrene, used to re-
surface some floors in the Oklahoma
City plant, she said.

“The odor from the project was
absorbed into bacon stored in another
department,”’ she said. “It’s still
under investigation exactly what hap-
pened because all the precautions
were taken. It was absorbed at low
levels.” .

The problem was discovered late
last week, she said, and the company
has received ‘10 confirmed reports of
nausea or mouth irritation in Oklaho-
ma.” s

Tenement fire
kills two girls

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) — A fire that
raced through a tenement early today
killed two girls, including a 15-year
old deaf-mute who may have died
because she wasn't aware of the fire
in time to escape, authorities said

The blaze, which left about 15 peo-
ple homeless, began just before 2a.m
on the first-floor back porch of a
three-story frame tenement which
was equipped with smoke detector
alarms, said Fire Director John Cau-
field. The building was heavily da-
maged.

He said the two girls were found on
the second floor by the wall and may
have been trying to get out a window.
Five other people in their family
escaped unharmed

up by a wall of water,” saild Dr.

“You really need tremendous
forces.

At this
stage of the game it is difficult to
make a valuable prediction,” he
said

Dr. C.A. Bedinger, project manag-
er for a Southwest Research Institute
study of environmental impact of the
tar masses, added, ‘‘Your gues is as
good as mine.”

The Administrative Discharge Board had deli-
berated for 30 minutes Thursday. Ms. Gaskins, 25,
was_the first of eight women to face a hearing
on allegations of lesbianism aboard the missile test
ship.

Ms. Gaskins had testified briefly, denying she had
ever committed a homosexual act, but saying she
had been threatened and vilified aboard ship since
the allegations were made public.

In a brief written statement, she denounced the

Navy investigation of alleged homosexual activi-
ties.
“I do not intend to expose my private sex life any
more than has already come out,’” she said. “But I
feel a denial is in order.”

Senior board member Cmdr. Francis G. Knipe told
her the panel ‘‘finds there is no credible evidence the
respondent engaged in homosexual acts and recom-
mends retention.”

After the decision was read, Ms. Gaskins dashed
from the room, saying she was going to call her
fiance, then her mother, - A B R U

Both her fiance, Kevin Ruth, 21, of Long Beach,
and a former boyfriend testified Wednesday they did
not think she was a homosexual. .

Cowboy hats
fashionable

DANBURY, Conn. (AP) — Just like
in an old Western movie, a hero has
ridden out of the West to save one of
the oldest industries in the place once
known as the Hat City because of its
No.1 factory product.

Except this time, the good guys and
gals aren’t wearing just white cowboy
hats, they’re wearing cowboy hats of
a variety of colors, shapes and de-
signs.

Cowboy \nts, once considered prop-
er attire only in the West or on the
movie sets of Hollywood, have be-
come fashionable everywhere, even
in the urban East.

fall, comp with cowboy boots
leather vests, fringed leather jackets
— and cowboy hats.

The sales boom in cowboy hats
parallels a resurgence of interest in
Western movies from Hollywood. And
to fit Eastern tastes, hat makers, like
auto makers, are offering ‘‘down-
sized” versions of traditional hat de-
sign

attire has given Danbury Hat Co., a
subsidiary of the famous Stetson Hat
Co. of St. Joseph, Mo., a transfusion.

“We expect to make 60,000 dozen
hats this year,” says Don Rafferty,
the plant’s general manager. That
figures out to 720,000 hats.

The upturn at its only remaining
hat factory has produced a small
booom in this western Connecticut
city 70 miles from New York.

“We can’t make enough. We turn
away business daily. The recession
has not affected us a bit right now,”
Rafferty said.

The plant is the sole survivor
among more than 35 hat factories that
operated in Danbury as recently as
the early 1960s. It makes the hat
bodies that are then shipped to the
main plant in Missouri for final shap-
ing. .

“The hardest part is making the
body,” said Rafferty. He explained
that a variety of rabbit, hare and
beaver fur must be sorted, cleaned
and then blended in different weights
and colors before being made into a
hat.

Making the hat body “is a very
skilled, laborious type job,"” he said.
““There are not that many people who
can make hat bodies.”

The company’s 170 employees are a
mixture of young and old, and some
have been with the company for as
long as 50 years, he said.

Today, Danbury Hat Co. is all that
remains, and it is not the original
Danbury Hat Co., but an offspring of
Mallory Hat Co. It still occupies the
Mallory factory, parts of which were
built in 1851. Stetson acquired the
company in 1967.

In addition to the well-known Stet-
son cowboy hat line, priced from $50
to $200, the company still makes a
dress hat. But the popularity of that
hat is on the decline, Rafferty said.

Part of the reason may be that a
new, lighter, smaller cowboy hat de-
signed for Eastern customers, has
“really taken off and may replace the
conventional hat sometime,”’ Raf-
ferty said.

“Some feel out of place with the big
hat in the East,” he explained.

The traditional hats have a 4-inch
brim and a 7-inch crown. The down-
sized version has a 3-inch brim and a
5%-inch crown, he said.

In the late 1960s and early 1970s, the
company was at its low point, making
about 40,000 dozen hats a year and
watching the other hat factories close
down.

Had the company gone below 40,000
dozen, Rafferty said, ‘““We would have
been in trouble.”

But what prevented the company
from going under, he said, was that
“the cowboy never gave up on the
hat.”

Afgho'n initiates gasoline

NEW DELHI, India (AP) — Afghan
authorities have begun rationing gas-
oline in Kabul because of a fuel short-
age, a traveler from war-torn Afgh-
anistan said today.

““The government has told taxi driv-
ers that they can buy only five liters
(1% gallons) of (gasoline) at a time,”
the Western traveler told a reporter.
He did not know why the Soviet-
backed government had taken this
step.

He said that there iy’ widespread
resentment among Afghans over the
issue because Soviet Union military
personnel and advisers in the Central
Asiau country do not seem to feel the
pinch.

“The general feeling is that the
Russians arg looking after theem-
selves pretty\well," said the traveler,
a former Kaljal resident who asked
not to be identified. He was returning
to New Delhi after a two-week stay in
the Aafghan capital.

An Afghan source here said Afgh-
anistan, which produces no oil itself,
is totally dependent on the Soviet
Union for its oil supplies.

The Westerner said that roads to
Jalalabad and Ghazni, cities located
east and south of Kabul, have been
cut off by Moslem rebels fighting the
Soviet-installed regime of President
Babrak Karmal. His report could not
be confirmed independently.

The Soviet Union sent in some 100,-

000 troops last December to oust Kar-
mal’s predecessor, Hafizullah Amin.
Intelligence reports indicate some 85,-
000 remain.

Ghazni was the center of a reported
mutiny last month by the 14th Afghan
Armored Division that was said to
have been crushed by the Soviet
troops.

“I heard that at least 100 Soviets
were Killed in the fighting,” the tra-
veler said. An earlier report indicated
at least 200 Russians were killed\by
the mutineers. r

In another development, a Kuwait
newspaper reported today that Irani-
an authorities have banned the activi-
ties of some Afghan rebel groups in
Iran and arrested a number of their
members.

The clampdown followed the disco-
very that these Afghan groups were
using U.S. military experts to train
their members inside Iran, the news-
paper Al-Anbaa said.

““The Iranian officials were ou-
traged by this and became suspicious
about the rebels’ true feelings toward
the Iranian revolution, especially
since they believed the American ex-
perts training the Afghan fighters
maintained relations with officials of
the deposed shah,” the newspaper
added.

Sheldon came to novels late in life

NEW YORK (AP) — Sidney Sheldon spent more
than 30 years as a successful producer-director-writ-
er before he decided ‘‘by sheer accident” to try
writing novels.
And, as has been the case throughout most of his
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life, the 63-year-old Chicago native was a smash-
ing success in his ‘“mid-life second carecr.”

“I like the freedom of writing novels,” Sheldon
says. “‘You have one hundred collaborators in
movies and TV. A screen play doesn’t come to life
until the actors speak the lines. But as the novelist, I
cast, direct and produce. I love it.”

Sheldon went to Hollywood as a reader at the age
of 17 and used-to get up at 4 a.m. to try his hand at
writing screenplays. He finally sold ‘‘South of
Panama” and began his Hollywood career.

After serving as a pilot in World War II, Sheldon
returned home, not just to Hollywood but to Broad-
way as well. He wrote a new book for “Merry
Widow,” collaborated with Dorothy Kilgallen on a
play, “Dream of Music,” and, in 1948, collected an
Oscar for the screenplay of ‘“The Bachelor and the
Bobby Soxer.”

His screenplays for ‘“‘Annie Get Your Gun" and
“Easter Parade’ won Screen Writers Guild Awards
and his Broadway show, ‘‘Redhead,”” added a
Tony to his collection.

He was producing the TV series ‘I Dream of

Jeannie” — and he says ‘“‘writing 95 percent of the
scripts” — in 1970 when he decided to try his
hand at ‘‘something serious.”

. He wrote in the mornings and produced in the
afternoons, losing money, he says, because he turned
down projects in order to stay with the book.

“The feeling was marvelous,’’ he recalls. “Writing
the book was such a freedom of feeling."

The first book was ‘“The Naked Face,”’ a mystery
about a psychiatrist convinced someone is trying to
kill him. It received mixed reviews and a nomination
for the Edgar, a prize for mystery writing.

While his first novel may not have set the world on
fire, his second, he says, ‘‘changed my life.””

“The Other Side of Midnight,”” an international
tale of love and revenge, was an immediate sugcess
and continues as a best seller today, now in its
65th paperback printing.

“I.was totally stunned and surprised by the suc-
cess of it,” he admits. “It was a hard act to fol-
low.”

His third book, “‘A Stranger in the Mirror,”” wasn’t
as popular as™*The Other Side of Midnight.” But the
fourth, “Bloodline,” is challenging the success of
“Midnight.”

it was-the-unhappy conversion of *“Bloodline*into
a movie that made Sheldon decide to produce the
film version of his latest novel, “‘Rage of Angels.”

“I didn’t realize what would happen in the cutting
room,” Sheldon says of the earlier film, which
starred Audrey Hepburn and was panned by critics.
“I'm determined that won't happen with ‘Rage of
Angels."’

As do his previous novels, ‘‘Rage of Angels” deals
with characters who are larger than life and who live
extraordinary lives in exotic places.

“My ambition,” Sheldon says, “is to tell stories
that entertain. People like vicarious living. They
read to go to faraway places and totally escape.
That's what I do. I'm a storyteller and entertainer. I
make no pretense to being a great artist.”

While Sheldon's characters may be too rich, too
bright, too evil or too lucky to be real, the places they
roam are authentic

“I'm a meticulous researcher,” he says. “‘If I put a
palm tree in a restaurant somewhere, a reader can
go to that restaurant and see that palm tree I want
the reader to identify, no matter what the locale.”

He can spend more than a year researching a book.
He says he spent three months touring European
pharmaceutical companies, then went on to inter-
view various European police officials and lived in
Rome before starting “‘Bloodline.”

A first draft — which he dictates — can run 1,200
pages. Then he'll spend more than a year rewriting.
He never reads a book once it's published. “I'd
want to rewrite it.”

“Writing novels is so exciting — to create a world
and decide who will live in it and what will happen to
them. I find it awesome and tremendously power-
ful.”

While he may sometimes miss his old Hollywood
life, Sheldon says, ‘I want to go on writing novels for
the rest of mv life.”

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) — Hollywood cowboys
have long been digging their booted toes into the red

tah dust, ting into the camera under the
desert sun. days, the state is more than a
backdrop — it's home to the whole show.

A growing community of film makers, alienated
by Hollywood's morality and high costs — or both —
has found fertile soil in Utah’s economic and social
climate.

‘“People are shocked when they learn how many
films are being made here,” said Paul McGuire, a
former New Yorker now with Utah’s Linton Produc-
tions. ‘““Utah is a phenomenal place for movie pro-
duction — but it’s still almost a secret.”

Hollywood film companies often use Utah for
location shooting. Director John Huston and actor
John Wayne made some of their best-known west-
erns on the state’s vast deserts, among its delicate
sandstone arches or high in its mountains. And actor
Robert Redford, who lives in Utah near his Sundance
ski resort, filmed *‘Jeremiah Johnson™ and parts of
‘“The Electric Horseman’’ here.

But the state is more than scenery. In the past
decade, about 50 feature films — for TV and cinema
— have been shot almost entirely in Utah, many by
home-grown companies,

One lure for film makers is Utah residents’ strong
: Utah film makers

Sixty percent of Utah’s residents are members of
the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints — a
faith that emphasizes wholesome family activities.

Except for Walt Disney Productions, most G-rated
films now hail from Utah, including hits like “The
Life and Times of Grizzly Adams,” ““The Lincoln
Conspiracy,” ‘“Where the Red Fern Grows,” and ““In
Search of Noah's Ark.”

‘““The Utah films don’t have the big budgets, but
they have a certain kind of integrity,” said McGuire,
whose company makes only G-rated movies. ‘‘We're
making films for Middle America. These people are
not thrilled with what they’re seeing from Hollywood
— they're offended.”

He said the Mormon emphasis is apparent in most
Utah films, but religion is not. “We don’'t make
religious films, but we make films that are healthy,
positive and uplifting.”

Another Utah film company, Osmond Productions,
owned by the singing family, acknowledges its phi-
losophical tie to the church.

President William Critchfield, a former Mormon
bishop, called the Osmonds ‘‘among the strongest
missionaries of the church,” attributing 35,000 con-
verts worldwide to Donny, Marie and the family

New York police
rounding up hookers

NEWYORK (AP)=With thousands-of Demoerats
expected to prowl the streets during next week's
political convention, police are filling the jails with
hookers rounded up in a new “‘sweep.”

Judge Rena K. Uviller, who is temporarily presid
ing over prostitution cases this week, has been
meting out fines of $150 or a 10-day jail term to all
prostitutes found soliciting in residential or heavily
traveled commerical areas in Manhattan between 8
a.m. and midnight. Prostitutes are usuatly charged
between $25 and $50

The judge said Wednesday that she was getting
tough because prostitution “‘intrudes on a citizen's
perception of life in New York.”

She said she warned the women last week that if
she saw them again it would automatically mean
five days in jail. She added, however, that she was
“torn with pity for thése girls.”

Inspector Emil Ciccotelli, head of the police de
partment’s Public Morals Division, also has joined
the fight to clear the streets

Ciccotelli said he was appropriated $7,000 to pay
for overtime and extra plainclothes officers to be
stationed around the Madison Square Garden, Times
Square, and the Lexington Avenue “‘strips” to await
propositions

One officer said the word filtered down through
police ranks is that “‘the department wants the
streets hooker-free by Sunday night.”

A “sweep” that began Saturday had netted 213
hookers by Tuesday

But one problem is that city jails are filling up

“Right now we're about at capacity,” said Correc-
tion Department spokesman Al Anderson

After a 1978 G-rated film starring Jimmy Osmond
flopped, the next Osmond film, ‘“Going Coconuts,”’
starring Donny and Marie, was PG.

One character was killed on screen to win the
rating. “We found a lot of peoplé were offended at
that,”’ said Crutchfield. ‘‘They couldn’t believe
the Osmonds would make anything other than a G
film. But when you see it, it’s.so cute and so hilarious
you see it’s done in good taste.”

The Utah boom also is, partly due to the changing
industry, with its new markets of cable and syndi-
cated TV and foreign sales, said John Earle,
director of films in the state Division of Industrial
Development, ‘““These are voracious sorts of mar-
kets. It'’s no longer the bailiwick of some pro-
ducers in Hollywood. Any Joe Blow can have access
now,” he said. 3

Film producers have become more competitive
and more decentralized, Earle said, adding needed
services were once confined to Hollywood, but
now are available elsewhere.
