The entire reduction solution hangs 
on the question of securing sufficient 
signatures for required amount 
land to be taken out of cotton produc­
tion, and if suffiicent is not secured 
throughout the United States generally 
it is understood nothing will be done 
by the government in this direction. 
However, it is freely anticipated that 
there will be no difficulty in securing 
the required acreage reduction. Acre­
age may be reduced from 25 to 50 
per cent.

The Government offers two different 
plans for handling the reduction. 
One plan calls for the payment of 
from $6.00 to $12.00 per acre reduction 
according to the average yield of the 
land during the past, and also permits 
the taking of options on government 
cotton based on the number of bales 
the land would have produced, cash 
payment to be made sometime dur-

17,000 Acres Bailey 
And Cochran Co. Land 
To Go On The Market % % %
More than 17,000 acres of land in 

Cochran and Bailey counties belong­
ing to Childress County as school land 
is to be thrown on the market in a 
short time, the commissioners' court 
has decided. About 60 per cent of this 
land, or approximately 10X00 acres is 
located in Bailey county, most of it 
classifying as among the best land in 
the county. The date of sale has not 
yet been made public and it is not 
now known whether the sale will be of 
a private or public nature.

V. E. Hafner, county agent, and 
Leonard White, who recently visited 
the land, classified it into three 
groups. Good improved land and good 
unimproved land was placed in Class 
A; medium improved and medium un­
improved land in Class B and poorer 
land in Class C.

Prices for land will range from $25 
an acre on down to $8. The top price 
is for good improved land; $22.50 for 
good unimproved and for medium 
improved land, and $20 for medium 
unimproved land. Poorer lands will 
range down from the lowest price.

There are 42 farms grouped 
Class A, 30 in Class B and 10 in Class 
C. Each tract comprises 177 acres. 
There are due $7,200 in back taxes for 
1931 and 1932 on these tracts. The 
court will take care of the taxes.

The court hopes to lease the land. 
It believes that enough income from 
rentals can be had to insure $2 to $4 
scholastic per capita tax.

June 30th To Be 
Tax Deadline For 

Second Half Fees 
s  % %

Friday, June 30, is the last day or 
which the secojid half of split-pay­
ment 1932 taxes may be made without 
the adition of penalty and interest, ac­
cording to an announcement made by 
employees at the tax collector’s office.

On July 1, the taxes become delin­
quent, and second half payments were 
not provided for by the recent act of 
the legislature which removed the, 
penalty from delinquent taxes. A pen­
alty of 10 per cent will be assessed 
against taxes not paid before July I, 
and interest will be charged at the 
rate of six per cent until they are paid. 
Only those taxpayers who paid the 
first half o f their 1932 taxes before 
November 30, 1932, are eligible to pay 
the second half of their taaes now.

No penalty or interest will be charg­
ed to delinquent taxes if paid before 
September 30, provided the taxes be­
came delinquent on or before January 
30. A one-per cent penalty will be as­
sessed to pay expenses. It is not be­
lieved that the legislature will votfe 
to remove the penalty on delinquent 
taxes after this year.

Heat Wave Over 
Southwest Running 

High, Rains Needed
Friday, Saturday and Sunday past 

were exceptionally hot days through­
out the entire southwest area, plenty 
of temperature running as high as 
102 to 104 degrees above the zero 
mark, according to newspaper reports, 
and in some particular sections the 
mercury shot up as high as 111 de­
grees.

Temperature on the Plains also went 
higher, there being plenty of it report­
ed as high as 94 to 100 degrees above 
zero. While sunstrokes and overheats 
are freely reported in various spots 
east and north of here, yet the Plains 
country remains quite safe from the 
health standpoint. There being little 
humidity in the atmosphere at this 
altitude no serious consequences have 
been felt.

During the past week there have 
been various thundershowers over this 

., but the country generally is in 
dry condition. Cotton and feed crops 
that have sprouted and come up, seem 
to be getting along fairly well, and 
some cotton is reported in excellent 
condition. Lack of recent raih at plant­
ing time is cutting down considerable 
acreages which otherwise would now 
be growing crops. Irrigationists of this 
section, however, feel quite safe and 
are running their pumps as needed.

Monday afternoon there were light 
showers in this section.

$2^00,000 To Come 
To Texas Growers Of 

Wheat, Prices Rising % % %
Wheat prices are gradually rising, 

according to market quotations, and 
present indications are that this grain 
will go to $1.00 per bushel, as has 
been freely perdicted by leading 
grain men. Last week several carloads 
of wheat sold on the Ft. Worth mar­
ket for as much as 93% cents per 
bushel.

is now being freely estimated 
that the Texas short crop, estimated 
at around 15,000,000 bushels, will bring 
growers double what it did in 1932, 
since the price is now more than 
double that paid last year.

Many farmers now harvesting are 
holding their grain in prospect of 
still further rise in prices, though most 
grain buyers are not recommending 
such proceedure because of storage 
cost and damage liabilities including 
that of weevil infestation. West Texas 
grown wheat is said to be high in pro­
tein, yet this fact does not yet seem to 
be considered in price paid. Wheat 
grown in this area in the past has 
rated as high as 20 per cent protein, 
and bringing as much as 10 cents per 
bushel premium.

On the basis of the Federal process­
ing tax, it is expected the allotment 
coming to Texas wheat growers t 
year will run in the neighborhood 
$2,200,000.

VERNON PORTER KILLED WHEN 
MOTORCYCLE CRASHED IN WIRE 
FENCE ON HIGHWAY 7 SATURDAY

Two Others Body Cut on Wire When Wheel of 
Side Car Brreaks Off Axle, Porter Buried 

At Dallas, His Home
Vernon Porter was almost instantly 

killed while G. B. Stevens and Wm. 
Lawler more or less seriously injured 
Friday afternoon when the motor­
cycle they were riding left the rbad 
going through the barbed wire fence 
on the Santa Fe right-of-way about 
three miles north of Muleshoe on 
state highway No. 7.

Porter, who was driving the machine 
was almost decaptitated, the cycle 
evidently striking the wire fence, at 
an angle of about 45 degrees, breaking 
off one of the fence posts, and sliding 
down the barbed wire for 20 feet or 
more. Blood stains on the top strand 
of wire indicate the drivers head was 
literally sawed off when it came in 
ocntact with the wire, only the verto-

Bailey County Would 
Borrow $5,000 For 
Improving Highway

At a meeting of the County Com- 
misisoners held Monday it was voted 
to make application to the Federal 
government for a loan of $5,000 with 
which to survey, obtain additional 
right-of-way and throw up grade on 
the highway leading south from Mule­
shoe toward the southern Pne of 
Bailey county toward Morton in 
Cochran county.

It is understood that as soon as 
these preliminary steps have been 
taken the State Highway Commission 
has tentatively agreed to take over 
this particular road and give it fur­
ther improvement looking toward com­
pletion.

A committee recently appointed by 
H. T. Davis on request of Lawrence 
Westbrook, Austin to have future 
charge of Federal relief funds in 
Bailey county was confirmed by the 
court, the personnel being as follows: 
Jess Osborn, Muleshoe; Roy Sheriff, 
West Camp; W. M. Pool, Jr., Bailey­
boro; A. J. Nordyke, Bula; W. P. Evans 
Goodland.

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brae and about one-half inch of skin 
at the back of the neck remained In­
tact when he was afterwards picked
up.

G. B. Stevens, who was riding in the 
side car of the cycle, suffered a cut 
about six inches on the left side of 
his neck which required several 
stitches to close. There were also cuts 
on his shoulders, breast and a deep one 
on his left ankle Just below the 
joint bone. His trousuers were tom  
nearly o ff of him.

Wm. Lawlis escaped the easiest of 
the unfortunate trio, He sustained a 
cut about three inches long across his 
forehead, another of similar length 
cn the left fore arm and still another 
on a leg. together with several minor 
cuts and abrasions.

Porter lived at 1001 Dale street, Dal­
las, while Stevens and Lawliss resided 
in Los Angeles, California. Porter had 
been in Los Angeles visiting a bro­
ther and sisteer who reside there, and 
at the time of the accident was return­
ing to his home in Dallas, where his 
parents reside, accompanied by his 
two friends. They had left Los An­
geles. Wednesday, June 14, coming 
across the country in easy stages, tak­
ing their time from choice and also 
because of much bad roads. When the 
accident occurred, Lawlis, who was 
riding on the cycle behind the driver 
jumped as he came in contact with 
the wire fence, thus probably saving 
himself from a similar fate met by 
Porter.

The tragedy happened about 3:30 
o ’clock in the afternoon. Sheriff Jim 
Cook,, Highway Engineer H. N. Roberts 
Dr A. R. Matthews and T. 
had gone up the highway „ -
gate some caliche beds in connec­
tion with the improving of state 
highway No. 7 and were returning to 
town. About three miles northwest of 
Muleshoe, or probably 500 yards be­
yond the D. L. Butts home, they wire 
passed by the motor cycle on which 
the three young men were riding. 
Cook estimated that he was traveling 
about 25 miles per hour at that time 
and said the motor cycle and side car 
was not going fast. Lawlis, one of the 
occupants, estimated they were travel­
ing 35 miles per hour, at most not over

I miles per hour.
Highway No. 7 had been recently 

dragged following the rains the first 
of last week and considerable loose 
dirt had been drawn up on the road­
bed. Lawlis said his first intimation of 
danger was when the car skidded in$o 
the lose dirt alongside the road bed 
Poster had considerable difficulty in 
pulling the cycle back into the road 
and when he did succeed in doing so 
could not guide it at all, the machine 
taking a tangent across the road and 
heading into the barbed wire fence of 
the railroad right-of-way.

When the accident was over, it was 
discovered that the right wheel of the 
side car was broken entirely off. 
whether it was sprung as they came 
out of the lose dirt on the highway 
or broken off coming in contact with 
one of the fence posts which was 
borken off a few inches above the 
ground by impact of the car, Lawliss 
did not know, but he said the car acted 
peculiar from the time it started in a 
tangent direction diagonally across 
the highway. The motor cycle was an 
“ Indian" make and belonged to Por­
ter who was driving it.

The body ol Porter was brought into 
Muleshoe shortly following the acci­
dent, being token to the Sneed under­
taking parlors where it was given at­
tention by the embalmer. Porter was 
about 25 years of age, of a rather 
slender type build, had curly brown 
hair and blue eyes. He weighed about 
140 or 150 pounds.

The body of Porter was token to 
Clovis, N. M „ Friday night for em­
balming. Saturday evening a brother 
living in Dallas arrived to take it in 
charge, shipping it back to Dallas Sun­
day for burial.

Required Nine Days 
To Plow A Furrow 
Around Spade Ranch

Numerous storied have in the past 
been told about the big ranches of 
West Texas, some of them true and 
some more or less exaggerated. There 
Is the story of the rancher who went 
out to attend a big roundup and when 
he returned found his eldest daughter 
had grown up, got married and had 
twins, and the story oof the family 
that all went into tears because the 
husband was just going across to thl 
other side of the ranch to salt the cat­
tle; but he would be gone so long it 

; was almost like a funeral in the fam- 
j ily because of the parting, 
j A truthful story, however, is told 
| about the Spade ranch, located in 
Lamb and Hockley counties, gradually 

j cut down in size until only recently 
j it contained 100.000 acres. J. L. Glover 

a cowboy on that ranch, now 
living in Lubbock, tells the follow­
ing story and vouches for its truthful­
ness.

Once it was decided at that time 
to plough a fire guard around the en­
tire ranch. The outfit rigged up f8r 
this purpose was a sulky turning plow 
to which was hitched several horses. 
A wagon containing a camping outfit 
and two or three barrels of water ac­
companied the plow and arrangements 
were made to pitch camp wherever 
night overtook the party. The outfit 
left the headquarters and returned 
nine days later, having made the first 
furrow around the ranch. The grass 
was rather rank in those days and 
was estimated that it would require 
from six to eight furrows to stop even 
an ordinary fire and that to proceeded 
along the plan which the porject Had 
been started would require too long.

Other plowing crews were organized 
and given sections of the job and it 
was finished in perhaps a month. In 
the older ranching days fire was a 
great hazard, and in the fall and whi­
ter, driven by a wind the flames some­
times covered large areas and caused 
g reat damage to live stock aside from 
the loss of the grass.

IT’S UP TO THE COTTON FARMERS 
TO CO-OPERATE WITH GOVERNM’T

The Government's cotton leasing 
plan, intended to take 10,000,000 acres 
out of production this year, will be 
either an assured certainty or will be 
deflnilitely abandoned within the next 
two weeks. The decision will be made 
by the cotton farmers themselves. If 
a sufficient number of acres are tend­
ered by individual farmers to be ‘ sold” 
to the Government and plowed under, 
the plan will b# put into effect. If 
the number is not sufficient, the 
plan will be dropped. Obviously, the de 
cision must be reached shortly, as the 
crop, already growing, is moving rap- 
iadly toward harvest.

It will save a great deal of trouble if 
farmers and landlords, considering 
the Government's proposition, realize 
thoroughly that the chief concern of 
the cotton production administration 
in this scheme is to reduce the size 
of the 1933 crop by taking a definite 
producing acreage out of production. 
If this is understood at the beginning, 
a great many questions which farmers 
will inevitably be asking will have been 
answered. For instance, the question 
arises whether late-planted cotton can 
be considered for leasing. The answer 
is obviously yes. if this land represents 
a prospective addition to the size of 
this year's crop.

The federal pain calls for a sort of 
appraisal jury of competent men famll 
iar with local conditions who will pass

on the status of all such border line 
cases, in which cotton was planted af­
ter other crops had been harvested or 
after a previous failure of any crop. 
Thus the Government will be protected 
against plantings by any who might 
do so only to get in on the leasing ben­
efits, without any real prospect or 
any real intention on the part of the 
planter of producing cotton. In other 
words, the Government is willing to 
pay for actual reduction in the size of 
the coming crop, but it will not pay 
for anything that does not actually 
reduce the number of bales likely to 
be on the market in the Fall.

In general, the leasing plan will be 
made as nearly as possible proof 
against imposition and subterfuge on 
the part of thosfe who might wish to 
sell the Government a gold brick. 
There will be local committees, compos 
ed of practical men, who will pass on 
acreage tendered before and after 
the signing of the contract with the 
Government.

Urges Care In The 

Observance Of 4th% N %
Austin, June 26.—On July Fourth 

Texans will celebrate the One Hundred 
and Fifty-Seventh anniversary of our 
National Independence. Thousands of 
people will lay aside their business 
cares and in various ways celebrate 
the occasion. The Texas State Depart­
ment of Health believes in this ob­
servance but desires that it be as 
free from accidents as possible and have 
issued a warning in this connection.

Perhaps it is asking too much of 
Young America" to insist that the 

use of blank cartridges, firecrackers, 
and other dangerous noise makers be 
dispensed with, but certainly their use 
should be indulged in with great cau­
tion. If accident should happen with 
any of the above articles, the first 
thought should be of lockjaw or te­
tanus. Every wound should be cleaned 
thoroughly and all foreign matter re­
moved. Every puncture or lacerated 
wound should receive prompt atten­
tion. A doctor should be consulted at 

and tetanus antitoxin administer­
ed if necessary. The use of this serum 

preventive of lockjaw. Care 
should also be used in case of bums.

If swimming is to be a part of the 
day’s activities, care should be taken 
to select a safe place. Of course pools 
that have guards are the safest places, 
but unprotected places will claim their 
number of bathers and those that can­
not swim should be very careful and 
not venture beyond their depth. In 
case of acidental drowning artificial 
respiration should be started at once 
and continued until medical assistance 
arrives.

According to the Vital Statistics re­
