DAMASCUS. Ark. (A P ) —  A fiery 
explosion that lit the night sky “ like 
daylight’’ rocked an underground 
Titan II missile silo early today, in­
juring at least 22 maintenance work­
ers. the A ir Force said. The Strategic 
Air Command would not say whether 
theirrtsslle carried a nuclear warhead 
or whether any radiation leaked.

Authorities evacuated the area 
within a five-mile radius, routing 
about 1,000 people mostly in the tiny 
towns of Damascus, Bee Branch and 
Gravesville. Physicists from the state

In 
short, rum ors, speculative theory, 
cofljerture, and public curiosity will 
not suffice ”

Lawyers for British author Michael 
Eddowrs. who tried to have the body 
dug up, said they were studying the 
ruling and would decide later whether 
to appeal

The dispute started when Kddowes 
received permission to have the body 
removed and an autopsy held to de­
termine if Oswald or a Russian spy 
were buried there

Oswald's brother Robert filed suit 
to stop the exhumation

Wright rejected Eddow es' a rg u ­
ment that the consent of Lee H arvey 
Oswald’s widow, Marina Oswald P o r­
ter. to exhume the body was a control­
ling factor.

It was not im m e d ia te ly  kn o w n  
whether the missile itself or only fuel 
exploded The silo, covered by con 
crete doors, was “ Just a big rubble 
inside”  after the blast, Clinton said.

The explosion occurred as a mainte 
nance crew tried to neutralize a fuel 
leak in the flnl-stage of the missile, 
said SAC spokesman Col. Richard 
Kline

The fuel tank had been punctured 
by “ some form of human erro r, ap 
parently" and 10,600 gallona of fuel 
began leaking, according to Clinton.

The Air Force said at least 10 work­
ers were Injured. Six were taken to 
Conway Memorial Hospital, most suf­
fering from burns, said hospital ad 
ministrator Bill Langford. He aaid 
four would be admitted in good condi­
tion and the others treated and re­
leased

Three workers were taken to Bap 
tisi Medical Center in Little Rock, 52 
miles away, where one was reported 
in critical condition, one In serious 
condition and thi third In fair condi 
tkm It was not immediately known 
where the lOth injured person was 
treated.

It was the second accident this 
week involving sophisticated A ir  
Force weaponry. On Monday, a B-52 
bomber caught fire at Grand Forks 
A ir Force Base in N orth D akota.

Midland County Hospital District 
board of directors approved a motion 
Thursday to Join in the Cham ber of 
Commerce’s Objectives for Midland 
—  The Eighties program in a study of 
the needs of east and southeast M id ­
land

Approving a motion to pay 16,000 of 
the necessary $50,000 for the Urban 
Land Institute study east Midland, 
the directors agreed the study would 
be most helpful to the hospital in 
learning the problems of a population 
where many of the hospital’s indigent 
patients and emergency outpatients 
live

Ed M a gru d e r, pre sid e n t of the 
board.told board members about the 
group doing the study. " T h e y ’ve done 
this sort of thing before in this area 
(in 1967 in the downtown area). It ’s a

highly professional group Th e y  are a 
non-profit organization that is well- 
v e rs ^  in the problems of urban econ­
omy," he said

"They will do a good Job and what 
comes out of It will be worth It,”  
Magruoer said Although he a d d e d .. 
“ It might be a little far-fetched to 
advocate the good that comes out of 
I t "

All five directors agreed the study 
would help the hospital and the city.

Magruder added he expected to 
"specifically incorporate questions 
on outpatient needs." He said it was 
important for the hospital to learn 
from this study the residents’ needs 
for "health care and its delivery as it 
bears on the hospital’s responsibility 
and on the district’s responsibility.”

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Port six: Not o fluke of history, but a president

Within a few hours of John F . Ken­
nedy’s assassination, everybody in 
the world with a television set knew 
what Lyndon Johnson looked and 
sounded like: A huge Texan with pre­
posterous ears and a Texas accent.

But beyond that, most people knew 
very little about him, and m any of 
those who did. or thought they did, 
didn’t care much for what they knew. 
The impression was that Johnson was 
a legislative wire puller and m anipu­
lator

Bill Moyers, a former White House 
press secretary: “ He knew that he

jkgkt A If gfi**"̂  ****'W b D flUl 0 X/Am
stitutionally, he was president. Poli­
tically, he had not been asked into 
that office by the people. Th is  made 
him very uncom fortable H e also 
knew many of the people who had 
been for Kennedy considered him an

i

intruder.”
The first occasion for Johnson to 

present himself as president to the 
nation was an address to both houses 
of Congress It was a resounding suc­
cess, remembered mainly for one line 
—  "Let us continue,”  a fam iliar refer­
ence to K e nn edy’s in a u g u ra tio n  
speech, with its them e, ’ ’ L e t us 
begin”

Even the New York Herald T r i ­
bune, which rarely had a good word 
for any Democrat, editorially praised 
the Johnson speech. “ Fine words, fit­
ting words, at times inspiring words 
As he stood before Congress and the 
nation not a fluke of history but a 
president.”

During the month of mourning for 
Kennedy, Johnson built bridges —  by 
calling organizations, business peo­
ple, labor people, church people, eth­
nic groups, telling e a ch ,'I n e ^  you I 
need your help more than Jack Ken

nedy did. and I ’m the only president 
you’ve got.' He enlisted their sym ­
pathy and understanding, and built a 
strong and im p re ssive  base that 
way.

J A M E S  R O W E  J R . ,  a Jo h n so n  
friend and adviser; “ The one thing I 
used to say when Kennedy died and 
Johnson came into office, I used to 
say my boss Roosevelt had both style 

tn d  substance. And Kennedy had 
style And this fellow Johnson had 
substance. I still think this is true. 
Kennedy looked fine, m ade nice 
speeches, but he 'didn’t get m uch 
done ’’

Everyone, it seemed, had some­
thing to say on that subject. Charles 
De Gaulle once called Kennedy the 
mask on the face of Am erica, while 
Johnson WAS America.

Benjamin Bradlee of the Waahing- 
lun Post: " I f  you read the dictionary

about style the fact is that Johnson 
had mofe style than Kennedy. If style 
is individuality —  that Individuality 
by which one distinguishes a person 
—  he (Johnson) was Just a goddamn 
bank vault of atyle.”

Hubert Humphrey may have said it 
beat; "O f course, every presidency 
has its own personality. Kennedy’s 
had great grace and charm and class. 
Johnson’s presidency was more like a 
developer moving into an area that 
needs rehabilitation. I think when you 
look back, you will see that with 
Johnson —  he didn’t get all the little 
paintings on the wall, and he didn’t 
gel the gold plate on the dome and 
didn’t ihine up the doorknobs, but he 
got the foundation in, got the side­
walks up. got the b e a m rp a t across. 
The structure was there.”

One piece of legislation alone, the 
1164 Civil Rights Act, illustrates the 
difference; Lyndon made sure he got

everything he asked for. Kennedy, 
faced with Inevitable Senate opposi­
tion, would almost surely have com ­
promised somewhere, traded the de­
letion of one section, say, for the 
passage of the rest. Lyndon refused to 
delete, refused to compromise, any­
where.

The first two preoccupations of the 
Johnson adm inistration w ere c iv il 
rights and a tax cut, plus an investi­
gation of the Kennedy assassination.

T H E  S P E C IA L  C O M M IS S IO N  to 
Investigate the Asaaasination of Pres­
ident Kennedy, Sis it was officially 
named, delivered its report on Sep­
tember 28, IBM, saying that Lee H a r­
vey Oswald, acting alone and unaid­
ed, and slightly crated, killed John F .  
Kennedy. There were some who re­
fused to believe the report told the full

Bomb scare in Manila

difficult to maneuver In 
the mountainous terrain 
favored by the guerrillas 
as bases for their hlt- 
and run attacks

Instead, the Soviets 
are using h e lico p te r- 
b o rn e  c o m m a n d o s , 
barked by columns of

motorized infantry, to 
strike at the fast-moving 
rebels, the Times said, 
adding that Soviet fight­
er-bom bers are often 
used to soften up guerril­
la targets ahead of the 
commando strikes

The newspaper said

Drug may prevent 
angina attacks

Dear D r. Solomon: M y husband continues to play 
tenriis even thoui;h he is bothered by attacks of 
angina when he exerts himself. When this occurs, he 
Is able to relieve the sym ptom s with nitroglycerin. Is 
there any reason he should not take the nitrogly­
cerin before he begins to play in order to prevent an 
attack? —  M rs. A  S.

Dear M rs. S .: F o r m any people, taking nitroglyc­
erin a few minutes before starting an activity that 
usually precipitates an anginal attack ve ry  often 
prevents the attack. Some patients follow this proce­
dure routinely whenever they anticipate becoming 
involved in an emotionally charged situation, or 
before participating in any physically stressful ac­
tivity, such as sexual intercourse, tennis or golf. 
Check with your doctor to make sure It’s O K .

D ear D r. .Solomon: M y closest friend recently was 
killed in an automobile accident at the age of 34. I 
find it ironic that he didn’t smoke, drank only 
moderately and generally took good care of himself. 
In fact he used to kid me about the need for losing a 
little weight. His death has got me to thinking that we 
have little control over what happens to us, and that 
we might as well enjoy life while we can. If  that 
means smoking a couple of packs of cigarettes a day 
or putting on a few extra pounds while indulging in 
favorite foods, so be it. Whether a person lives or dies 
apparently is determined by fate. What good did it do 
m y friend that he didn’t smoke? —  Casey

D ear Casey: I can understand why the death of a 
close friend at such an early age might make you a 
fatalist, but 1 cannot agree w ith y o u r co n clu ­
sions. Although accidents do happen, m any events

are not beyond our control.
F o r  example: Eve ryth in g  else being equal, peo 

pie who are heavy smokers generally will not be as 
healthy or live as long as people who do not smoke 
Possibly even more Im portant, the quality of life of 
nonsmokers —  that is, their ability to enjoy them 
selves and get satisfaction out of life —  will be 
superior to that of smokers.

Just consider the extent to which personal beha­
v io r co ntributes to the developm ent of serious 
injuries and diseases. M any of our more serious 
health problems are attributable to such habits as 
smoking, excessive drinking, inadequate nutrition, 
excessive use of medication, careless d rivin g  habits 
and unrelenting pressure to achieve. Do you doubt 
that at least some of these problems could be avoided 
if people only practiced greater discretion in these 
areas?

N o r are environmental influences caused by fate. 
T o  a considerable extent, contamination of our air, 
food and water, as well as excessive exposure to 
radiation and to dangers pn the job, is a product of 
conscious decisions made by people in positions 
of authority.

Y o u r friend’s death emphasizes that no one can bt* 
guaranteed long life; accidents do and will continue 
to occur. But some aspects of health care are well 
within our ability to control.

M an gets a rush from Rushmore 2 DAYS ONLY.

M O U N T  R U S H M O R E , S .D . (A P )  —  A  man with a 
fear of heights has no business dangling from a cable 
over Mount Rushm ore, but Bob Crism an would not 
trade that duty with anyone.

“ I ’ve come to have very strong feelings about that 
sculpture,”  hf was saying the other day, safe on the 
ground under the gaze of those four presidential 
faces.

“ It ’s hard to put Into words, but once you’ve been 
out there, touching it, m oving over every square inch 
of it, you develop a certain attachment to It, a pride 
such as the men who actually carved it must have 
felt.

“ I t ’s a personal m atter. I asked for the job, they let 
me have it, and I don’t want anyone else to do it but 
m e.”

T h e  National Park Service titles Bob C rism a n ’s 
job “ sculpture m aintenance," an accurate but juice­
less description of what he actually does.

What he does is strap him self in a bosun’s chair 
and allow himself to be lowered over the face of the 
mountain, or rather the faces, by two trustworthy 
friends above operating a hand winch that was left 
for that purpose when the carvings .were finished in 
ISMI. Same old winch, same old cable.

Fro m  below, he looks like a tiny puppet on a string. 
Thus deployed, 300 feet above “ impact level,”  as he 
puts it, he goes about filling hairline cracks in the 
granite so that water won’t get in them, freeze, and 
possibly break off somebody’s nose, or lip, or eye­
brow.

“ Don’t w o rry ,”  he said. “ These are not cracks that 
have developed. The y were always there Th e  rock is 
crazed, sort of like an old plate, with cracks from the 
size of a hair to the size of a pencil lead.

“ When the sculptor, Gutzon Borglum , finished it, 
he filled all those cracks with a m ixture of granite 
dust, white lead and linseed oil I use the same thing 
The  cracks I fiil are in the fillings. 1 have never seen 
any new cracks.”  ,

Bob C rism an’s affection for the monument is 
apparent —  he has read every word he can find about 
it —  and also ironic.

He was born and raised on a ranch 13 miles from 
here and never troubled to go look at the sculpture, 
except a few times from a distance. When he got out 
of high school and then the A ir  Force, seven years 
ago, he took a job with the Park Service at age 24.

'That was when he got his first close-up look at 
Mount Rushmore. "O nce I saw it,”  he said, “ 1 was 
really awed.

meowners shouidn't suffer much from Saudi A ra b ia ’s 
decision to raise the price of its crude oil by 12 a barrel, 
industry analysts say.

Th e  Saudi increase will add “ less than a cent a 
gallon" to average U.S. retail gasoline or heating-oil 
prices if dealers choose to pass the increase to 
consumers, said To m  Peake, m anager of the econom­
ics department of Standard Oil Co. of California.

There will be “ an insignificant increase" in oil-prod 
uct prices in the United States, amounting to as little 
as “ a quarter-cent-a-gallon,”  said economist John 
Lichtblau of the Petroleum Industry Research Founda 
tion in New York.

Th e  new Saudi Arabian price of $30 for a 42-gallon 
barrel of crude, announced Wednesday after a three- 
day meeting of the Organization of Petroleum Exp o rt­
ing Countries, is 125 percent above the $l3.34-a barrel 
O P E C ’s largest m em ber was charging on Jan. I,
1979.

O P E C  oil ministers also agreed to cut the cartel’s 
official base price from,$32 a barrel to $30 and to freeze 
prices of all mem bers except the Saudis’ until the 
ministers meet in Ball, Indonesia, on Dec. 15.

Because no m em ber’s price will decline as Saudi 
A ra b ia ’s rises, the cartel’s move amounts to a 70 cents- 
a-barrel, or 2 percent, increase in the average O P E C  
price to about $32.20 a barrel, analysts said.

But Lichtblau cautioned the Saudi increa.se “ was a 
clear move toward a $32-a-barrel level" for the country 
that produces one-third of O P E C ’s oil. Saudi A ra b ia ’s 
price had been $4 under the form er official O P E C  base 
price.

Saudi Arabia provided the United States with 1.35 
million barrels of oil a day in the first five months of
1980, equivalent to 8 percent of U .S. oil needs, according 
to Department of En e rgy statistics

Th e  im pact of the $2-a-barrel Saudi price boost will 
bi‘ “ less than the effect of decontrol," said Ppake, re ­
ferring to the lifting of federal price controls on crude 
oil produced in the United States.

Despite the upward pressures on crude prices, U.S. 
retail gasoline and heating oil prices have risen little 
since early sum m er becau.se demand has been slum p­
ing.

“ The  oil m arket is extrem ely soft”  following the 
more than 130 percent ju m p  in O P E C  prices since 
Ja n u a ry  1979 which came after the revolution in Iran 
and subsequent Iranian oil production cutbacks, said 
Peake.

“ Th e re ’s a surplus of oil in world markets in excess of 
I million barrels a d a y,”  said W'illiam Brown, an econ­
omist at Chase Econom etric Associates Inc. in Bala 
Cynw yd , Pa. According to Peake, the slum p in oil use 
has left industry storage tanks “ about as full as they 
can get”

Saudi A rabia said before its price increase was 
revealed that it would not cut its 9.5 million barrels-a 
day oil output this year despite the world oil oversup- 
ply.

The  Saudi refusal to reduce production could extend 
the oil glut, bring pre.ssure on O P E C  hawks including 
Lib ya, Algeria and Iran, to lim it future price increases, 
and unify the c a rte l’s cu rre n t fre e -fo r-a ll p ric in g
system.

The cartel’s prices traditionally have been based on 
the charge for crude oil from  Saudi A rabia, and the 
-Saudis since last year have been attempting to win 
acceptance of a long-term program  of moderate O P E C  
price increases every quarter.

Th e  plan would tie the price of O P E C  oil to changes in 
inflation, economic growth and foreign-exchange rates 
in the West and could be adopted at the Decem ber oil 
ministers’ mi>eting in Indonesia

“ To w ard  year-end, price unity will be reached," 
Lichtblau said.

You could if you answered an ad 
vertisement that ran this week in the 
I,os Angeles Times and other publica­
tions across the United Stales 

The ad, headlined “ Buy a silver 
ingot for $10 until Oct 14," tells con 
sumers that they can purchase a 
“ troy gram bar" of silver for $10 plus 
$2 in shipping, handling and insur­
ance costs With 31 grams in a troy 
ounce, about six of these bars —  
costing a total of $60 —  equals one 
troy ounce of silver The metal now is 
priced at about $20 an ounce on the 
commodity exchanges 

It could not be learned how many 
consumers rushed to buy these 
“ ingots" —  actually one and one 
fourth inch long, wafer thin rectan 
gles —  at a price that is significantly 
above even the record for the metal of 
just over $50 an ounce, set during the 
shortlived period of panic buying ear­
lier this }’3ar

Efforts to reach any top officials at 
North American Minerals Ltd., which 
placed the advertisement, were un 
successful. Although the ad tells con 
sumers to write to an address in 
Hicksville, N Y ., an informationbper 
ator told a reporter that the company 
is located at 1200 .Shames Ave in 
Westb7r> . N Y

Th3 telephone number for North 
American Minerals —  516-334-2099 —  
is the .same as for H .M  Fisk Ltd and 
Abernathy and Closther L td ., two 
other firms that have used sim ilar

marketing methods
In June, Fisk ran ads across the 

United States for $5.1-carat emSralds 
plus $1 for shipping, insurance and 
handling Abernathy and Closther ad 
v e r t j^ d 0.25 point. 10 facet round 
diamond earrings in Ju ly  for $5 plus 
$1 for shipping Earlier this month, it 
publlcired 14-carat gold flo$ting heart 
pendant charms for $5 plus $1 fur 
shipping Each company has a differ 
ent address in the ads. but the tele­
phone number is the same

The ads appear to give an accurate 
—  though limited —  description of the 
merchandise The emerald was an 
emerald, although of poor quality. 
The earrings came with a small, in 
dustrial type diamond set in the mid 
dir of what looked like a cut glass 
setting and th<‘ heart pendant was a 
thin outlim' of a heart

l^st year, a Washington Post re 
porter tracked down li .M Fisk to 208

The F T C  announced its complaint 
at the same time as an agreement 
with Mobil Oil C^rp to settle the case 
Mobil agreed either to stop the adver 
Using claims or to add that some cars 
wiUuse more oil and that users .should 
check oil levels frequently- ,

“ The purpose of the order is to alert 
consumers to check their oil levels 
carefully when first using Mobil I to 
determine if Mobil I is appropriate 
for their vehicles and to make sure 
there is sufficient oil in the crank­
case," the agency said

The F T C  did not disagree with the 
advertising claim for most cars. How 
ever, it said some older cars, those

with rebuilt engines and high perfor­
mance sports cars use less oil when 
they gel a thicker type than the low 
vi.scosity Mobil I Tlie low viscosity, 
or thinness, allows Mobil 1 to e s c a ^  
quickly through openings between en­
gine parts in these cars, the com m is­
sion said

The F T C  staff said Mobil received 
about 3,600 consumer com plaints 
about .Mobil I from March 1976 to 
April 1979

Mobil said in a statement that its 
ads were 'accurate and inform ative" 
but said prolonged argument over the 
phrasing would waste time and legal 
expense

“ .Since its introduction (four years 
ago), the numbers of motorists using 
Mobil I has increased, while com 
plaints have decreased Based on the 
latest full-year's sales figures, con 
sumption complaints occur with only 
four one hundredths of one percent of 
customers," the cofnpany said.

Carter conference 
raises O O P ’s ire

W ASHINGTON (A P ) —  President 
Carter’s nationally broadcast news 
conference raised not only some ex­
pected ire from his Republican oppo­
nent—  whose aides called the perfor­
mance a “ political com m ercial’’ —  
but also some surprising concern by- 
television network executives.

Carter, who has refused to take part 
in a televised debate Sunday between 
presidential candidates Ronald Rea­
gan and John Anderson, held sway 
before the T V  cameras Thursday for 
about 30 minutes, four of them devot­
ed to an opening statement in which 
he gave a “ good news”  report on his 
administration.

He talked about the adm inistra­
tion’s efforts on Mldeast negotiations, 
the economy, norm alization with 
China, the hostages in Iran, auto im ­
ports, energy, and nuclear arms talks 
with the Soviets.

When it got down to questions, the 
preamble was mostly dropped and 
the president was asked repeatedly 
about recent campaign statements in 
which he linked Republican nominee 
Reagan’s pronouncements on states’ 
rights and the Ku Klux Klan with 
racism and hatred.

F'our out of 12 questions dealt with 
that, prompting Carter to say he does 
not consider Reagan a racist and to 
reject any assertion that he is running 
a mean campaign

“ I think my campaign is very mod­
erate in its tone," he said.

But what concerned the Reagan 
camp was the opening statement. 
Reagan’s campaign director, W illiam  
Casey, called it “ an obvious partisan 
announcement”  and asked that the 
Republican be given equal time under 
the Federal Communications Act.

Network news executives seemed 
concerned, loo. CBS News President 
William Leonard said the statement 
was "pretty obviously self serving. I 
was a little bit shaken, frankly ”

And David Burke, vice president of 
ABC News, said it “ did not distin­
guish the press conference in the tra­
ditional sense And we will keep that 

—  in mind when requests are made in 
the future.”

The equal-time law specifies that 
broadcasters who permit candidates 
to “ use”  their stations must give an 
equal opportunity to other candidates 
for the same office. An exception is 
co v e ra g e  of “ b o na f id e  n e w s  
events ”

Despite the opening statement, the 
president’s 5»th news conference 
since taking office was dominated by 
Carter’s campaign conduct.

In Atlanta on Tuesday —  two weeks 
after Reagan had mentioned the Klan 
—  Carter told a partisan audience of 
black southi>rners that the campaign 
has seen "the stirrings of hate and the 
rebirth of code words like ‘stales 
rights’”  and tfu’ Klan 

“ Haired has no place in this coun 
try,”  Carter added “ Racism has no 
place in this counto 

Bui when press«^ on the matter 
Thursday, the president said he did 
not believe Reagan was “ running a 
campaign of racism or hatred and I 
think my campaign is very moderate 
in its tom* ”

“J did not raise the issue of the Klan 
nor did 1 raise the issue of states’ 
rights,”  he said. “ And I believe it’s 

^best to leave these words, which are 
code words to many people in our 
country who suffered from discrim i­
nation in the past, out of the election 
this year.”

When it was p o in te d  o u t th a t 
Carter’s secretary of H ealth and 
Human Services, P a tricia  Roberts 
Harris, first questioned Reagan’s en­
dorsement by the Ku Klux Klan —  an 
endorsement that Reagan a lready 
had rejected at the time —  the presi­
dent said:

“ 1 am not blaming Governor Rea­
gan That is precisely the point. The  
press seems to be r a is in g  th is  
point.”

He also said: “ I do not indulge in 
attacking the personal integrity of m y 
opponents and hope I never shall.” 

While his campaign director was 
concerned about getting equal time, 
Reagan still was trying to get Carter 
to join the League of Women Voters- 
sponsored debate Sunday night be­
tween him a]kd independent candi­
date Anderson.

The former California governor, in 
a statement, said the news conference 
was “ Jim m y Carter’s desperate at­
tempt to fill the empty chair at Sun­
day night’s debate."

“ It is time for M r. Carter to stop 
hiding in the Rose Garden and partici­
pate in open debate where I can have 
the opportunity to refute his false and 
partisan version of his record,” T le a -“  
gan declared.

Carter insists he wants a one-on-one 
debate with Reagan before hehde- 
bales other candidates He said he 
would debate Reagan at the White 
House if the G O P candidate agreed.

Questioned about public opinion 
polls that now show him approximate­
ly even with Reagan, Carter predict­
ed a “ sobering”  among Am ericans 
voters as Election Day approaches.

"The issues begin to become para­
mount,”  he said. “ The personal ch a r­
acteristics of the candidates ... be­
come less important."

There were also these develop­
ments on the political scene Th u rs  
day:

— The U.S. Supreme Court ruled 
that Anderson’s name must appear on 
the general election ballot in Ohio. 
The court upheld an opinion that 
found Ohio’s March 20 filing deadline 
for independent candidates unconsti­
tutional because Republican and 
Democratic candidates did not have 
to file until later.

— Secretary of State Ed m u n d  S. 
Muskie said the administration plans 
tl trillion in defense spending by 1985 
and assailed the Republicans for say­
ing that was not enough It was an 
unusually political statement for a 
secretary of state.

— Kal|^ Nader, the consumer advo­
cate, said he would not endorse a 
presidential candidate but added that 
he found Carter to be probably the 
best choice from a consumer point of
view.

Carter has said he will not appear 
for the league’s debate m atching 
Ronald Reagan and John Anderson 
because he wants a ime-on-one debate 
with Reagan first

“ I have the strong conviction that 
Jimm y Carter will lx* shooting h im ­
self in the foot if he is not present ' 
Sunday.” Clements said " I  know it 
will hurt him in Texas He will pay a 
price by his absence.”

Clements said he believed Ander­
son’s candidacy as an independent 
would hurt Carter more than it would 
Reagan, “ although I think Anderson’s 
status is being vastiv overstated in  
Texas"

“ My polls show he has about 9 
percent now but I think by election 
day he will do giKid to get 2 percent of 
the votrt.”  Clements said 

He said two recent polls, on Aug. 27 
and on Sept 13. showed 46 percent for 
Reagan in Texas, 37 for Carter and 9 
for Anderson “ It’s been about steady 
at that in the state for three weeks

He said the Reagan-Rush cam paign 
would make another statewide poll 
within the next 10 days to determine 
the effect of Carter’s and Reagan’s 
visits to Texas earlier this week.

Clements estimated Reagan would 
get from 25 percent to 35 percent of 
the Mexican-Amertcaa.vote in Texas. 
Both Reagan and Carter visited San 
Antonio, the Rio Grande Valley and 
Houston in obvious efforts to sway 
Mexican-American votes.

Clements said he got 32 percent of 
the M exican-Am erican vote in his 
1978 campaign.

On other subjects, Clements said: 
—  He fell ho was booed by Un iversi­

ty of Texas students during a ’Tuesday 
appearance of vice presidential can­
didate CH*orge Bush and former Pres­
ident Gerald Ford, b ^a u se  he favors 
a college tuition increase

now

—  He feels no rebuff from the State 
Republican Convention passing plat­
form planks against any increased 
severance taxes while he. Lt. Gov. 
Bill Hobby and Speaker Bill Clayton 
have been discussing a possible sever­
ance lax increase. “ I did not pay any 
attention to it.”  he told the news 
conference. " T h e y ’re the plaform  
writers, and I ’m the governor."

Dick Thornburgh said today that a 
grand jury has determined that the 
April 24th drawing of the slate’s $3.8 
million Daily Num ber lottery game 
was fixed and recommended that six 
people be indicted.

Thornburgh said the people recom ­
mended for indictment by the sta­
tewide -grand ju r y  included N ick 
Perry, the television announcer for 
the lottery drawing at W T A E -’TN’ in 
Pittsburgh

Thornburgh said pingpong balls 
used in the drawing were rigged by- 
injecting them with a liquid. The  re­
sult was a drawing of ’ 'BBS." which 
paid out a record $3.8 million.

“ The grand jury  found that a small, 
clase-knit group of persons, including 
several members of the same fam ily, 
purchased e x tra o rd in a rily  la rg e  
quantities of lottery tickets (for the 
April 24th d ra w in g ) and r e ce jved 
winning tickets valued at $1.18 m il­
lion,” Thornburgh said.

The grand jury  alleged that securi­
ty at the lottery- drawing was so lax 
that Perry had control of the ping- 
pong balls used in the draw ing “ and 
set them up for use in two of the three 
machines used in the official draw -
ing.

Acting Atlorney G eneral H a rv e y  
Bartle said no charges had been filed 
against the people named in the grand 
jury presentment.

‘Road to, recovery’ not 
happy journey for some

NEW Y O R K  (AP) — Here we are 
on the road to recovery, according to 
the statistics, and some of the people 
who should be happy about it all are 
glimmily, sourly, sometimes angrily 
saying it doesn't mething.

■There is nothing to cheer about, 
housing officials say. even though 
housing starts ruse in August for the 
third month in a row. “ It's a disas­
ter." growli'd an executive of a morl 
gage lending association.

Detroit seems likely to improve 
sales in light of the new, economy 
cars that are finally off the drawing 
board and into production "No con 
elusions; just wait and set*,” said a 
grumpy sales executive.

Factories operated at 74.5 pcTcent 
of capacity last month, the first rise in 
to months, the government said. 
"DcMi't make a lot out of it; It ruse 
only one-tenth of one pc'rcent." said 
another government man.

The stcK'k market again has ri.sen 
above 9UU points on the Dow Jones 
industrial average. “ Nothing to cheer 
about," said a mail-order purveyor of 
gloom. “Rased on the 1970 dollar it's 
only half that”

I)ot*s anyone have confidence in the 
“ recovery?" Does anyone, aside from 
those whose political fortunes are In­
volved, b«*lleve it i.s for real?

Sure, you can find some who be 
lieve, lots perhaps, but when you strip 
the vent*er of optimism you often find 
them full of doubts and tensions. Even 
Chrysler’s L«h> lacm'ca might b«‘ sus­
ceptible to those failings

■The housing p«‘ople, fur example, 
are depresst*d about rising interest 
rates and low savings, a combination 
some of them say is almost certain to 
pull the rug from under their market 
The damage is already felt.

Millions, of course, were happy to 
see the jobless rale fall to 7 6 p«‘rcent 
in .August from 7.M percent in July 
Hut they have seen this sort of thing 
before, they fear the worst numbs'rs

have not yet appeared.
It takes time, the statisticians say, 

for industry to gear up and begin 
rehlring. And If the recession is over, 
why is Congress talking about about 
extended jobless benefits and an anti­
recession program?

Those who study the level of factory 
operations know that the tiny im­
provement can be a statistical error 
and that even if it is not it can be 
n ‘vised out of existence as new data 
continue to come in.

Yes, there are doubts, and plenty of 
fuel for them Immediately after 
Courtenay Slater, chief Commerce 
Department economist, stated that 
the recession probably ended in July, 
several economists challengt'd her.

That sort of thing always happens 
at turning points because, simply, 
econom ists arc forever doubting 
themselves, their discipline and their 
colleagues, and because nobody 
knows when a recession ends until 
after it has been over many months 
and the num bers have been pro­
cessed

Whatever, throughout the width 
and breadth of the land, in assessing 
the content of casual conversations, 
political stalemenls, consumer sur­
veys and ubiquitous statistics, a sense 
of conviction is missing.

George Katona, one of the founders 
of what is called behavioral econom­
ics — economics that places a high 
value on studies of consumer atti­
tudes — probably came close to iden­
tifying the missing ingredient.

Writing earlier this year, Katona 
staled that “ what is necessary is that 
new p<ilieies catch the public imagi­
nation and create an atmosphere of 
confidence that they will succeed.

''Only then can they be seen as 
representing a new start, terminating 
the era of the 1970s”

The suggestion that arises from the 
current lack of conviction is that the 
nation is simply relying on the old, 
dated, weary, discredited formulas of 
the I97i)s, when many of (he tradition­
al hopes were smashed.

made a mistake ‘I withdraw my ob 
jeclions,’ he said "

Goldenson went ihi to say he consid­
ered Cosell to be “ unique Howard 
Coseil is probably the most discussed 
p<Tson I know of in the sports field 
I'm glad he's on our team “

Since then, there have 
been four other m ajor 
eruptions and a n e a r­
constant plume of steam 
and other gases from the 
southwe.stern Washing­
ton volcano.

The scientists, who ex 
plained their work at a 
n e w s  c o n f e r e n c e  
Wednesday, said infor­
mation on (he impart of 
emissions in the upper 
atmosphere is sketchy 
and speculative 

The scientists fnim the 
National A eronautics 
and..Space Administation 
and the universities will 
take laser radar read 
ings of MiHjnt .SI Helens’ 
emissions that are sti[l 
hanging in the strato 
sphere.

Meanwhile the moun 
tain continued more than 
a month of quiet.

There was no notice 
able earthquake activity 
on a seismograph moni 
tnred by the F'orest Ser- 
v ice-(in  Va n c o u v e r ,  
Wash . early today, said 
spokesman Steve Konz

The emission studies 
will use a satellite that is 
aiming its instruments 
at the volcano and a sp<‘ 
r i a l  NASA p l a n e  
crammed with laser and 
electnMiic sensing equip 
menl.

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Alger Hiss trying 
to clear his name

NEW  Y O R K  (A P ) —  Elderly and 
frail but atlll adamant about his inno­
cence, Alger Hiss today is returning 
to the courthouse where he was found 
guilty 30 years ago of lying about 
being a Com munist In the famed 
“ Pumpkin Papers”  case.

Hiss said he wanted to set straight 
“ whole currents of history "

Hiss, 75, served three years and 
eight months in prison in the eariy 
lOSOs for his conviction. He had been 
accused of lying about charges that 
he was a secret Communist in the 
Rooseveit administration and gave 
government information to the Soviet 
Union.

Hiss says he'li use material from 
more than 60,000 government files 
that he gut through the 1975 Freedom 
of Information Act to prove he didn't 
get a fair triai in 1949 and that his 
constitutional rights were violated

“ I have been struggling for more 
than 25 years to correct the injustice 
that was done," he said Thursday

"Anybody who has b«‘en wrongfully 
charged would naturally feel a great 
sense of accomplishment to correct 
the re< ord

“ But my Interest gw s beyond the 
personal, be( ause my conviction has 
been used to ('onfuse the whole cur 
rents of history I think my effort to 
correct the injustice i> Im portant 
quite apart from my p4>rsunal inter 
est."

Hiss, a former State Department 
official who had acciimpanliKl Rcmisc 
veil to the Yalta Conference near the 
end of World War II, was indicted in 
I94N following grand jury  testimony 
by exTim e magazine editor Whit 
taker Chamb<Ts Chamb<>rs was a 
farmer espionage courier fur Soviet 
agents in the United States and test! 
fl(^ he and Hiss had bi‘en part of the 
same Communist cell In the 1930s

The trial came at the outset of the 
Cold War and helped launch the politi­
cal career of Richard M. Nixon, then 
a 36-year-old member of the House 
Un American Activities Committee.

Hiss said he had never met Cham ­
bers, but Nixon arranged a meeting of 
tbe two men at a New York hotel and 
later announced that Hl.ss had admit 
ted knowing Chambers years earlier, 
but still denied charges of Communist 
activity^

Nixon also went to C h a m b e rs ' 
Maryland farm to disclose finding the 
famous “ Pum pkin P a p e rs,”  docu 
menLs which allegedly incriminated 
Hiss and were so named because they 
were hidden In a pumpkin patch.

Hiss pins to argue his case under a 
writ of "coram nobis," a Rritish com 
mon law action aimed at righting an 
alleged injustice caused by failure to 
bring certain facts before the court.

In addition to other charges. Hiss 
maintains the assistant U.S attorney 
who was chief prosecutor, now a 
semi retired federal judge here, con 
cealed evidence a n d iim s le d  the 
court C

Hiss' suit, filed in I97H, also charges 
that the government employed an in 
former who "infiltrated" the Hiss 
counsel during the trial

“ I have nothing on my conscience 
bet ause I did nut do the things that 
are charged against m e,”  Hiss said 
“ I have b<‘en struggling for more than 
25 years to correct the injustice that 
was dune, and I now have the opportu 
nlty to get back into court to do 
that "

He declined to expand on the legal! 
lies of his case, saying “ I don't want 
lo try the case in the newspap«‘rs. I 
think the lime for me to talk is after 
the opinion comes down ”

Relatives can collect 
damages from airline

CHIC'AtfO (A P ) —  Relatives of Illl 
nuis residents killed last year in Ih«* 
nation's worst air disaster can collect 
damages from American Airlines if 
they ran prove that the victims suf 
fered in lh«> final seconds of their

Disease could devastate poultry
HO USTO N (A P ) —  Di.scovery of an 

exotic disease has forced a Houston 
pet shop owner to kill all 552 birds to 
help the Department of Agriculture 
prevent the spread of an infection that 
could be “ devastating" to the coun­
try's poultry business

I

Gary Henderson, owner of Pet Shop 
and Bird Inc., said US D A  veterinari­
ans destroyed all his birds, "including 
the tiniest little finch,”  Wednesday 
night after officials confirmed one of 
his parrots had Exotic Newcastle D is­
ease

"It was bad enough that I had to 
watch them kill them ," Henderson 
said The birds were placed in sealed 
boxes and fumigated with carbon 
monoxide, a USDA spokesman said.

Other Houston pet stores reportedly 
purchased the exotic birds from Pet 

• Farm  Inc., of M iam i, .said Karen 
Warlick of the USDA regional office 
in Dallas.

Tests were being run at several 
shops in Brownsville, San Antonio, 
Harlingen, Dallas, E l Paso, Lubbock, 
New Caney and Wichita Falls, she 
said

Confirmed cases also have been 
found in other states, and officials 
fear the disease m ay have spread to 
Canada, the Bahamas and the Neth­
erlands Antilles, she said.

USDA ofHcials have taken responsi­
bility for allovving infected birds to 
enter the country through its M iam i 
inspection station.

“ When you buy birds through the 
proper channels you expect to get 
good healthy birds,” Henderson said 
"Normally-yeu-expect to find this 
kind of thing only in birds that are 
smuggled into the country."

-Ms. Warlick said the infection could 
be “ devastating" to the co un try 's  
poultry business and cause higher 
prices for eggs and poultry in super­
markets.

Foreign birds are immune to the 
virus. However, domestic chickens 
are “ particulary vulnerable”  to the 
disease spread through direct contact 
or the bird's feces.

“ .Sometimes they also appear to 
have black eyes and have fluid ru n ­
ning from their eyes," Ms. W arlick 
said. A vaccine can be given to com ­
bat the disease, she said

An outbreak of the exotic virus 
spread through Southern California in 
the early 1970s after a shipment of 
tropical birds was imported into the 
country.

Officials said 12 million laying hens 
either died or had to be destroyed and 
cost poultry farmers about $56 m il­
lion.

Ms. Warlick said an outbreak ear­
lier this year led to the destruction of 
3.000 birds in California, Pennsylva­
nia, Massachusetts and Virginia.

Henderson said his bird had been 
quarantined for 10 days, and a bird 
was sent to the U S D A ’s laboratory in 
Ames, Iowa, for tests. He was notified 
Wednesday that tests were positive 
and ordered the other birds to be 
destroyed.

“ I didn't have sick bird in the store, 
but we couldn't take a chance. There 
might be the possibility of more being 
infected," he said.

Ms. Warlick said the U S D A  already 
has paid about $455,000 to store 
owners whose birds have been des­
troyed.

Henderson said he was unsure how 
much he would get from the govern­
ment, but said he thought he would 
probably lose money.
