Iranian protesters mark 
U.S. embassy takeover

Tens of thousands of Iran ian s 
marched on the U.S. Em bassy in 

' Tehran and in a camival-like atmo­
sphere entered the grounds on the 
first anniversary of the takeover 
today. The Iranian Foreign Ministry 
asked the Carter administration for a 
quick, public response to its demands 
for the release of the 52 U.S. hos­
tages.

The d e m o n stra to rs , shouting 
“ Death to American Imperialism" 
and c a rry in g  p la ca rd s  say in g  
“Shame on Carter,’’ were Joined by 
Iranian troops carrying their newest 
w eapons and m e rch a n ts  from  
Tehran's basaar. Police helicopters 
dropped leaflets over the crowd, the 
official Pars new agency reported.

A Western reporter at the rally said 
a sea of Iranians filled the embassy 
grounds and spilled into the sur­
rounding streets. Thousands of school 
children were M pftendance as well as 
soldiers and revolutionary guards 
who paraded with flowers in the bar­
rels of their rifles. Brightly-colored 
banners decorated the em bassy 
grounds.

The reporter said the militants did 
not allow the demonstrators to enter 
the embassy buildings, where the 
hostages are believed held. Estimates 
of the size of the crowd ranged from 
tens of thousands by Western report­
ers to hundreds of thousands reported 
by Pars.

Speeches were broadcast to those 
outside the grounds by loudspeakers, 
and reporters said the rally could be 
heard for blocks.

None of the buildings was open to 
the public, and revolutionary guards 
manned the various entrances inside 
-the compound, whose law ns and 
buildings appeared well-kept. West­
ern reporters said papier-mache effi- 
gie^of President Carter were burned, 
and one described the scene as “rela­
tively calm and happy.’’

Hostáge^

Prim e M inister Mohammad All 
Rejai addressed the crowd, saying 
that regardless of the outcome of the 
hostage crisis the United States would 
remain Iran’s No. 1 enemy. “The U.S. 
will continue its assault against us,’’ 
he told the crowd gathered on the 
warm, sunny day.

The rally opened with an address by 
Hojatoleslam Moussavi Khoeini, the 
spiritual adviser to the militants who 
seized the embassy and the head of 
the parliam entary com m ittee that 
drew up the conditions for the freeing 
of the captive Americans.

Meanwhile, Iran ’s Foreign Min­
istry said a U.S. government note 
delivered by the Swiss ambassador in 
Tehran Monday contained “ some 
provisions ... which are contrary” to 
the demands, the official Pars news 
agency said.

It said the Algerian ambassador in 
Washington has been asked to request

the Carter administration to reply as 
soon as possible to Iran’s official text 
of the conditions for the hostages’ 
release “and they should notify the 
peoples of the worid through the mass 
media of this matter.’’ It did not 
elaborate.

The Israeli daily newspaper Maariv 
reported today it reach ^  one of the 
militants by telephone, and he told 
their reporter the militants would 
issue a statement following a meeting 
on “when and how to free the hos­
tages in accordance with the decision 
of the MgJIis and the government.’’

The militants said earlier in addi­
tion to the demonstration there would 
be a special program inside the em­
bassy . But d etails were not an­
nounced in advance.

Forty-nine of the hostages are be­
lieved still inside the 27-acre com­
pound, despite claims by their cap- 
tors that they were transferred to 
other cities after the unsuccessful 
U.S. attempt to rescue them on April 
25. The other three have been prison­
ers of the Iranian Foreign Ministry 
since the embassy was occupied last 
Nov. 4.

The official English-language text 
of the Iranian Parliament’s condi­
tions for releasing the hostages was 
delivered to the State Department 
late Monday by Algeria, which repre­
sents Iran’s interests in Washington 
and has been designated to act as its 
intermediary in the negotiations for 
the release of the Americans.

State Department officials said the 
negotiations were not likely to start 
soon. Spokesman John Trattner said 
the American response to the Iranian 
communication would not be drafted 
until the government has tim e to 
“think about it and study it.’’

Secretary of State Edmund S. Mus- 
kie said the developments in Tehran 
and Washington “should be viewed as 
initial steps in a process which will 
require tim e, patience and diplo­
macy.’’

WASHINGTON (AP) — Their long, 
sometimes bitter campaign over. 
President Carter and Ronald Reagan 
could only cast their ballots and wait 
today for a troubled nation to decide 
the outcome of the one of the most 
closely fought elections in recent 
times.

On the first anniversary of the cap­
ture of American hostages in Iran, 
one of the darkest moments in his 
p resid ency . C a rte r returned to 
Plains, Ga., early today and voted in 
the old brick high school of his home­
town. “ I think it’s very close,’’ he told 
reporters.

Asked if he expected to win the 
election. Carter replied: “I hope so. 
We’ll see. I’ve always felt confident. 
I ’ve always come out well.’’ He said 
the size of the voter turnout wouid 
a big factor in the outcome.

W hile C a r te r  g av e em o tio n al 
thanks to-supporters who rallied at 
the Plains railroad depot, Reagan, his 
Republican challenger, awaited the 
voters’ decision at his oceanfront 
home at Los Angeles.

The 24 registered voten in Dixville 
Notch, N.H., traditionally the first to 
cast their votdt for prMident on Elec­
tion Day, gave Reaffin a 174 lead 
over Carter shortly after midnight. 
Independent candidate John B. An­
derson got two votes. Libertarian 
candidate Ed Clark got one and one 
ballot was left blank.

“ 1 hope it’s the forerunner of things 
to come,” Reagan said in Lea Angeles 
before going to bed. But Dixville 
Notch has voted for the loser In every 
presidential election since I860, with 
the exception of 1672.

After months of Reagan’s harping 
on Carter’s handling of the economy 
and the president’s hints that Reagan 
could start a war, the final days of 
their campaign were dom inate by 
swiftly moving events in Tehran that 
encouraged specuiatkm that the or­
deal of the 52 American hostages soon 
may end.

No one could say how those events 
would affect the outcome of the presi­
dential ra c e , and the candidates 
reacted cautiously.

“Don’t know yet,” was the presi­
dent’s response on Monday when 
asked if he was encouraged by the 
news that the Iranian militants hold­
ing the hostages had agreed to relin­
quish custody to the Iranian govern­

ment.
Referring to the hostages in an 

election-eve address for which his 
campaign purchased tim e on the 
three television networks, Reagan 
said, “Like you, there is nothing I 
want more than their safe return — 
that they be returned with their fami­
lies after this iong year of imprison­
ment.”

Another unpredictable factor in the 
presidential race was Anderson, who 
insisted on Monday, despite polls 
showing him far behind the others, 
that there could be “dramatic shifts” 
to his candidacy on Election Day.

Carter, concerned that Anderson is 
)ore likely to draw support from him 
than from Reagan, appealed Monday 
to dissident Democrats to reconsider 
any plans to vote for Anderson. Hie 
president said he and the Illinois con­
gressman have goals “very close” on 
such issues as energy conservation 
and controlling the spread of nuclear

weapons.
Then he added, “I ask you to consid­

er the consequences to jrour lives If 
you should wake up W ednesday 
morning and find a new administra­
tion ready to take over the Oval Of­
fice, not cmfnmitted to these goals.”

During a long day cam painiBg in 
Ohio, Illinois, Michigan, Missouri, 
Washington and Oregon, Carter cou­
pled his appeals to iwtential Anderson 
voters with sharp attacks on Rea­
gan.

“You can rewrite the lines in the 
movie industry and you can rewrite 
the lines in the history of some busin­
esses, but there’s no way to wipe out 
20 years of rlrtt-wing Republicanism 
exemplified by Governor Reagan," 
he said.

In a last-minute schedule change. 
Carter dropped plans for a c lo sli^  
day campaign stop in Callfornta and 
added an appearance in Detroit.

When McCabe announced he would go to war in Iran, Whitaker’s mouth 

fell open and she tried to interrupt and disagree. McCabe kept talking 
and left her pouting and teary.

After his inaugural speech, Seymour said he would rather not be 
president because “the Job U too much trouble.”

But, he said, he will bw running for re-election In 1684.

Long lines reported at polls
Early sanfples of voting at a few 

polling  p la ce s  around M idland 
showed voter turnout to be heavy this 
morning with long lines report^ at 
several places.

Iraq claims 'massacre' of brigade

BAGHDAD, Iraq  (A P ) — Iraq  
claimed today an entire Iranian bri­
gade was “massacred” while trying 
to break through the Iraqi siege bf the 
Iranian refinery city of Abadan.

There was no immediate reaction 
from Iran, but if confirmed, the ca- Z' 
sualties could be the highest yet for a 
single encounter in the 44-day-old 
Persian Gulf war.

The Insitute for Strategic Studies in 
London, in iti latest survey, says Iran 
has tended to adopt U.S. military 
organization, and that a U.S. armored 
br^ade has about 4,500 men, and a 
mechanized brigade about 4,800.

Iraq ’s defense m inister, Adnan 
Khairailah, announced the “brigade 
m a ssa cre ”  In an Interview  with 
Iraq’s daily newspaper, Al Hiawra.

“It was a foolish attempt to try to 
break from the siege,’’ he said, ‘"niey 
got thinnselves annihiilated.”

The m inister, brother-in-law of 
President j^ddam Husseip. accused

Iran’s chief isiamic Judge, Hojatoles­
lam Sa d e ^  Khalkhali, of being re­
sponsible for the “brigade massacre, 
because he ordered the foolish at­
tempt to break out.”

Khalkhali, who sent hundreds of
supporters of Iran’s ousted monarchy 
before firing squads, has been taking 
an active role in the fighting in Iran’s
oil-rich Khuzistan Province.

P ars, the official Iranian news 
agency, said the Abadan governor’s 
office reported several attempts to 
penetrate the city during the n i^ t  but 
“the defenders of the revolution coun­
tered the attempts.!’

“The sound of cannon was heard 
throughout the night,” the report 
added.

Iran dtimitted earlier that Iraq i 
forces crossed the Bahmanshir River, 
on the east side of the city, and fought 
their way into the eastern suburb of 
Zolfaqar Monday. But the Iranians 
claimed the “remnants of the aggres-

sor forces that penetrated Abadan 
have been completely annihilated.”

Pars also said two Iranian air force 
planes destroyed enemy positions on 
the west side of the river, while Iraq 
said its air force shot down an Iranian 
Phantom Jet in a dogfight over the 
city. , <•

No confirm ation  of any of the 
claims was available since Western 
reporters were barred from the battle 
fronts.

Besieged Abadan is Iran ’s last 
stronghold on the disputed Shaft al- 
Arab estuary and produced 80 percent 
of ite refined petroleum products be­
fore Iraqi forces invaded Iran on 
Sept. 22. The city has been bombed 
and shelled every day since then, and 
Iraqi forces are pressing In on it from 
all of its landward sides, but the 
revolutionary guards defending it are 
still holding out.

The capftire of Abadan would give 
Iraq cpmplete control of the Iranian

side of the Shaft al-Arab, part of the 
pre-war border between the two na­
tions and Iraq’s only waterway to the 
Persian Gulf.

I r a q ’s two daily  com m uniques 
Monday reported mostly on the air 
war.

One said Iraqi MiGs bombed an 
army camp near Ahwaz, the capital 
of Khuzistan Province 80 miles north­
east of Abadan, and attacked troop 
installations west of Kermanshah, at 
the northern end of the 200-mile inva­
sion front.

But Cutler said, “There may well be 
a way in which something that we can 
do consistent with our laws and our 
principles will be found ... to meet 
their conditions."

But Travis claim ed that it was 
V em a^ failure to drill a "straight 
hoJe’/abd Verna’s ne[^igence in not 
using adequate "m ud" to lubricate 
the string and Mt and used too much 
water which led to the sticking of the 
drill string.

Friends, family display 
ribbons, light candles 
on hostage anniversary

Families and friends of the Ameri­
can hostages in Iran displayed yellua 
ribbons and lit candles today to mark 
the first anniversary of the U.S. Em 
bassy’s capture, but some said wear! 
ly that Day 367 seemed no different 
than the previous 366.

" I t ’s Just another day to be en 
d u red ," said P a tr ic ia  Boggs of 
Elyria, Ohio, mother-in-law of hos 
tage Joseph Hall. "We'll be watching 
television for the latest news out of 
Iran and voting to make sure our 
country doesn't turn into one like 
Iran”

“ It probably will be Just another 
routine day, except for the voting," 
said Margaret Lauterbarh of Dayton. 
Ohio, mother of hostage Steven Lau- 
terbach. "W e’ve always had hopes, 
but whatever happens, we try not to 
get'too enthusiastic."

In Los Angeles, candles were being 
lit every hour in the Civic Center and 
giant yellow ribbons were tied around 
trees lining Hollywood Boulevard.

A 24-hour candle-lighting vigil 
began at noon Monday. County Su­
pervisor Kenneth Hahn urged the 
crowd of 200 “to rejoice" when the 
hostages are released, “ whether it is 
an hour from now, or a day from now 
or a week from now”

In H erm itage, P a ., relatives of 
some of the hostages marked the 
anniversary Monday with a flag rais­
ing at a cemetery. One flag has been 
raised for each day since the embassy 
at Tehran was captured by militants 
seeking the return of Shah Moham­
mad Reza Pahlavi, now dead, from 
the United States.

“ It strikes me hard to see all these 
flags waving in the land of the free,” 
said Richai^ Hermening of Cudahy, 
Wis., father of hostage Kevin Her­
mening. “ I hope they will be home 
soon to be free, too."

Hermening was Joined by Eleanor 
Kupke of Francisville, Ind., mother of 
hostage Frederick Lee Kupke, and 
Gary Cooke of Pittsburgh, brother of

hostage Donald Cooke. All three wore 
yellow ribbons in their lapels, h ges­
ture of support for the hostages that 
derives from a popular song of a few 
years ago.

‘T v e  had to ma.sk my emotions 
throughout the crisis," Mrs Kupke 
said

“ All of the ups and downs are really 
hurting m e," she said, adding she had 
to fight bark tears when a high school 
chorus sang the “Star-Spangled Ban­
ner” as the 366th flag was raised.

In New York, a class of schoolchil­
dren and 200 tenants of an apartment 
complex al.so wore yellow ribbons in a 
simple ceremony near Times 5^uare 
commemorating the anniversary

They prayed that the hostages will 
be "re tu rn ^  unharmed in body and 
mind”  Behind them, yellow ribbons 
fluH^red from the balconies of apart­
ments in the 43-story, twin-tower 
Manhattan Plaza apartments.

It was announced Monday that cus­
tody of the hostages would be trans­
ferred from the militants to the Irani­
an government. Carol Elledge of Ken 
newick. Wash., sister of hostage Joe 
Hall, said the latest developments left 
her quivering “ like a bowl of Jell-

“ I'm trying to tell myself not to get 
too excited, but I'm afraid I'm not 
doing too well," Mrs. Elledge said.
