The Bailey County Cotton com­

mittee completed ita tabulation 
Tuesday afternoon, which is as fol­
lows:

That the 10,000,000 cotton acreage 
reduction is assured is the statement 
of Secretary Henry Wallace given out 
Friday of last week, and by the latter 
part of this week several million acres 
of this contracted land will have wit­
nessed the beginning of the plowing 
under plan. Farmers, however, 
warned not to start plowing up any 
of their cotton crops until they have 
received official instructions to do so.

All contracts have not yet been re­
ceived at Washington, but Wednesday 
of this week was set as a dead line for 
receiving such and by the latter part 
of this week full tabulations will have 
been completed and the information 
made public.

When the several contracts have 
been finally approved, notice of such 
approval will be given the various com­
mittees in charge who, will in turn, 
notify the farmer contractors and 
which committee will see that said 
cotton has been destroyed. When in­
formation has reachad Washington of 
the destruction of certain contracted 
cotton then checks will be mailed to 
the contracting farmers for such de- 

r Struction.
The reduction plan now appears will 

take out approximately 3,540,000 bales 
of cotton from a potential 13,000,000 
bale crop, and there is a possibility 
that all contracts will not be accepted 
or else eccepted only in part.

Present figures indicate that Texas 
farmers will receive around $33,300,000 
dollars from the crop reduction plan, 
nearly half this sum coming to West 
Texas cotton growers, all of this 
money to be distributed within the 
next 60 to 75 days.

Federal Farm Loan 
Rate Is Reduced To 

5 Per Cent Per Year

A. P. Stone, local representative of 
the Federal Land Bank, Houston, and 
the Muleshoe Farm Loan Association, 
last Monday received information from 
A. C. Williams, president of the Hous- 

institution to the effect that all 
loans made by the bank through 

the National Farm Loan association 
has been reduced to five per cent, ef­
fective July 11, all notes and mortga­
ges on and after that date bearing the 
new interest rate. The district em­
braced in the Houston bank's territory 
takes in all the state of Texas.

The letter also says: “While the 
basic five per cent rate is written in­
to the note and mortgage on such new 
loans under the provisions of the 
Emergency Farm Mortgage Act of 
passed by Congress, borrowers whose 
loans are closed before May 12, 1935, 
as well as borrowers whose loans were 
outstanding when the act was pass­
ed, have an automatic reduction in 
interest to four and one-half per cent 
per annum on all semi-annual in­
stallment payments maturing during 

period of five years commencing 
July 11, 1933.”

It is understood that the difference 
between the rate provided by the note 
and mortgage and the rate paid by 
the farmer during the five-year period 
will be paid to the Federal Land 
Bank by the United States government 
Farmers who keep their loans in good 
standing may also postpone payments 
on the principal of their loans for the 
five year period.

The general funds made available 
for the wheat program will be appor­
tioned among the wheat producing 
states, on the basis of the five year 
average production of the years 1928 
to 1932 inclusive.

The state’s portion of these funds 
will then be allocated to each wheat 
producing county in the state, on the 

such county’s average produc­
tion for the same five years.

requirements that his wheat acreage 
be reduced for the year 1934 in such 
amount (not to exceed 20 per cent) as 
may be fixed by the Administration. 
It may be necessary for him to sign a 
second year contract, but in that 
event he would receive additional pay­
ments for 1934.

To illustrate: I f  a farmer produces
2.000 bushels in 1930, 3.000 in 1931, and
1.000 bushels in 1932, his average pro­
duction would be 2,000 bushels.

Assuming that 60 per cent of the 
wheat produced in America is needed 
for domestic consumption, then this 
farmer's average production would be 
60 per cent of 2,000 bushels, or 1,200 
bushels.

Muleshoe School 
Gets IOV2 Credits
Making 17!/2 Total

That the Muleshoe public school has 

been granted 10 additional credits of 
affiliation is the statement of W. C. 
Cox, superintendent, in a letter receiv­
ed this week, the announcment being 
based on notice he had Just received 
from the State Department of Educa­
tion.

Last year the Muleshoe school, under 
direction of Prof. Cox, received its 
first state recognition of curriculum 
and was granted seven units of affil­
iation. The credits granted now as re­
sult of last year’s work are: English 
III, 1, American history H ; economics,

algebra 2, solid geometry %, Span­
ish 2, chemistry 1, commercial arith­
metic % , Texas History, V4, and 
home economics I. This with the 
credits received last year makes a to­
tal of 17 H now enjoyed by this school, 
and is two and one-half credits more 
than are necessary for college en­
trance without examination.

In the letter of transmissal to Prof. 
Cox, the State Department also spoke 
in very complimentary terms regard­
ing much of the exhibit sent to the 
Department at Austin, of the high 
character of work it represented and 
of the exceptionally fine work put 
forth last year by the superintendent 
and his corps of excellent teachers.

Thus, while more than 200 schools 
throughout Texas are losing their a f­
filiation this year because of short 
terms, insufficient teacher force and 
lack of funds with which to carry on 
the school work because taxes had 
not been paid, patrons and citizens 
generally of the Muleshoe district may 
well feel proud of these gains during 
the past year. Pupils, also, of the com­
ing graduation classes, will rejoice 
over this added recognition of e ffi­
ciency and the fact that examinations 
for entry to higher institutions 
learning will not be a future require­
ment.

Much credit for this Victory is also 
due members of the local school board, 
for their efficiency in handling the 
finances of the district, as well as to 
the property owners, many of whom

Texans Can*t Get 3.2 
Beer Before Sept. 15 
If Voted On Aug. 26

As the time for voting on repeal 

of the Eighteenth amendment and 
permission to sell 3.2 beer in Texas 
draws near, both pros and antis are 
industriously busy with their propa­
ganda, it appearing, according to 
newspaper report, that the question 
will be closely drawn in Texas on Aug­
ust 26 when the vote is to be taken.

Citizens favoring repeal of the 
amendment and the 3.2 beer and vin­
ous liquor act are loud in their dec­
larations both measures will pass, and 
are already anxiously making prep­
arations to satisfy the “dry” public as 
quickly as possible after results of 
the voting has been tabulated. How­
ever, it appears, in event both mea­
sures pass sales can not be started be­
fore September 15.

Numerous applications have al­
ready been made to the state comp­
troller for sale permits, while brew­
ing concerns are endeavoring to get 
quantities of their liquors located 
various points in the state so as to be 
ready to accomodate customers at the 
earliest possible moment.

Here another difficulty arises, for 
permits to sell beer must be obtained 
from county officials and such forms 
can not be printed until after results 
of the election are determined.

It is already being surmised that in 
case these measures carry, there will 
be considerable illegal selling of beer 
and wine throughout the state before 
the measures become effective, 
state thus losing several thousands of 
dollars tax revenue.

Drastic State Rules 
Made At Austin For 
School Managements

There will be more than 200 school-, 

in Texas whose accredited standing 
with the State Department of Educa­
tion wlil be effected because they did 
not have at least 170 full teaching 
school days last year, according to re­
port eminating from Austin following 

meeting of the State educational 
committee in charge of that particular 
relation.

All schools that taught at least 150 
days last year will be given opoprtunity 
to make good their losses the cominng 
year, if the matter is taken up wifh 
the State superintendent.

High schools of less than 100 will 
not be permitted to teach more than 
18 affiliated units of work hereafter.

The minnimum salaries to be allowed 
accredited high school teachers was 
cut from $100 to $90, and elementary 
teachers from $80 to $75 per month.

A new regulation was passed to the 
effect that one year from next 
ber, all schools of the first class must 
emplooy only teachers possessing col­
lege degrees. High school teachers will 
be allowed to teach only subjects 
which they specialized in during their 
college career, either major or minor 
work.

As long as teachers remain in their 
present school systems, they will not 
be required to possess degrees but if 
they transfer to another school organ­
ization, this ruling will be enforced. 
State Superintendent, L. A. Woocft, 
states that he will enforce the regula­
tion that all teachers In the school 
which receives state aid must have two 
years of college training or its equiva­
lent before state aid will be extended 
these schools.

C. The printing business is going to 
be no exception in the world of Federal 
controUed industry and a code of bus­
iness ethics, schedules for material 
prices, labor, hours, advertising and 
job rates, is now being prepared by a 
committee appointed from a recent 
nation-wide meeting held in Chicago. 
Just how it is all going to turn out, 
like the innovations in other lines of 
industry, is and will for some time be 
a moot question.

Newspaper men, as a rule, spend 
more time in the interest and looking 
after the welfare of other folks' bus­
iness than they do of their own. That 
is one of the functions of the business 
—not only to record actual news hap­
penings, but to also offer suggestions 
to the public generally that will be of 
wide spread benefit to all.

Some of the commercial printing 
houses, being in business for purely 
selfish monetary reasons alonfe have 
taken more or less advantage of the 
public interest of newspapers in cut­
ting and slashing prices on commer­
cial printing, frequently to a point oh 
som^staple jobs where it is impos­
sible®!or smaller concerns to meet 
the *j^?etition without a direct loss.

exclusive printing concerns have 
even followed the policy of printing 
one job, which they know the average 
country printer is not capable df 
handling in his smaller plant, at an 
exorbitant price, and then make a 
cut-throat price on some other job 
which the local printer could handle at 
a reasonable price.

Now the Federal government pro­
poses to Step in and establish a sched­
uled rate of prices that will be fair to 
all printing establishments. It is hop­

ed the plan will work out to the ben­
efit of all concerned. Everyone is en­
titled to a reasonable profit on his 
labor. Printers have large Investments 
in their business in proportion to the 
profits they obtain. They do not ob­
ject to paying a reasonable profit on 
the things they buy and are cer­
tainly entitled to the same reasonable 
consideration for what they sell. We’ll 
see what we see!

three quarts of milk from soy beans 
for only two cents, and that the pro­
duct is every bit as good as cow’s 
milk. He offers as proof his daughter 
and grand-daughter, who he says 
have been raised entirely on soy bean 
milk.

Mr. Kloss’s process consists of merely 
soaking the dried raw beans in water 
over-night and then grinding them. 
He then presses the milk from the 
pulp. This method, he says, removes 
the strong Oriental taste to which so 
many persons object. The milk should 

treated like real milk, since it 
sours at the same temperature. He 
has also made buttermilk and cheese 
from the bean milk, but has never tried 
butter.

Manchuria is the greatest source of 
the soy bean, which is a staple article 
of diet in the drient. During the past 
two years there have been considerable 
soy beans raised around Muleshoe ir. 
Bailey and adjoining counties, and 
they have all done well, proving their 
adaptabilitiy to this section and cli­
matic conditions.

For many years past Chinese and 
Japanese have used this particular 
bean in numerous and various ways 
for diet, and for ought we know, 1$ 
may not be many years before it will 
come into popular use in this country 
and the farmer will be growing another 
very profitable crop.

It is 'said that 75 percent of an 
economic depression is psychological. 
In other words, 75 percent of it is 
traced to fear. People become scared 
and run to cover; they draw their 
money out of bank and hide it and 
they quit buying the things they ought 
to buy.

A bit of heat makes us 
slightly uncomfortable; we talk about 
it; we worry about it; we condemn it 
and then we try to escape it.

But ask 
the next cool and comfortable look­
ing citizen how he manages to keep 
that way and he will tell you he 
keeps his mind on something besides 
the weather.

C. Hot, dry weather has been ultra- 
prevalent in this section for some 
weeks past, being broken only inter­
mittently by light showers; but there 
is at least one spot in Bailey county 
that has shown no effects of the 
drouth, that is the court house lawn 
which is a veritable oasis of beauty. 
Both farmers and towns people gaze 
with green-eyed envy upon it, but 
Alex Paul goes ahead and turns on 
the sprinklers, looking wise but not 
saying a word.

C. So far as Muleshoe folks can deter­
mine, Congress under direction of 
President Roosevelt passed its regula­
tory acts upon about everything now 
needed with one exception. It didn’t 
stabilize the weather, or if they did, 
they overlooked some of the country.

BRANDED EGGS ARE 

OF HIGHEST GRADE

College Class Makes Study 
of Various Types.

Bjr O. O. OLEHON. Extension Editor. Um h - 
ehusott* Slate Oolleg-.—WNU Service.
A wide difference between the price 

and value in eggs and the superiority 
of values represented by brunded or 
trade-marked eggs were found by a 
class in poultry marketing recently, 
when the students made a study of 
several different grades of eggs. The 
students, under the supervision of 
John H. Vondell, their Instructor, pre­
pared a score card, assigning values to 
such characteristics as weight, clean­
ness. Internal quality, size of air cell, 
which is an Indication of freshness, 
and uniformity of size and color. Eggs 
which could not be faulted on any of 
these characteristics were assigned a 
value of 53 cents, which was the re­
tail price of Massachusetts Special 
eggs at that time

The students examined eggs of each 
grade, scoring them carefully and rat­
ing them on the basis of the total 
score. The results indicated the wide 
variation between price and quality In 
eggs handled by some stores.

The highest quality eggs available 
were those sold as Massachusetts 
Specials, bearing the label provided 
by the State Department of Agricul­
ture. These eggs had a quality rating 
of 52 cents, while priced at 53 cent*. 
Perhaps the best values for price were 
trade-marked brands of cold storage 
eggs, handled by a local store. These 
eggs were priced at 33 cents and had 
a quality value of 43 cents. Another 
lot of trade-marked cold storage eggs 
sold at the same price and had a qual­
ity value of 39 cents.

Helpful Hints on How
to Run the Incubator

Chick raisers will find It worthwhile 
to select a really good place for the In­
cubator. says Miss Cora Cooke, exten­
sion specialist In poultry. University 
farm, St. Paul "A well-ventilated 
basement,” she explains, “Is best The 
next best place Is a north room. Any 
room must be well-ventilated and free 
from odors and gases, such as come 
from decaying vegetables.

“A good scrubbing and disinfecting 
of the incubator before putting In the 
eggs will help prevent pullorum dis­
ease. Dry and air out the machine 
with the lamp going. Here are some 
dro’s and don’ts:

“Set up the Incubator and run It 
several days before the eggs should 
be set.

“Supply moisture regularly, every 
day, If needed at all.

“Test the eggs before setting to 
weed out those with very porous 
shells.

“Don’t crowd eggs In trays so they 
stand on end.

“Don’t run the Incubator In an air­
tight room.

“Don’t open the machine oftener 
than absolutely necessary after the 
eighteenth day—not even for visitors.

“Don't fall to keep the lamp clean.”

Use Cod Liver Oil
With dark, gloomy days at hand It 

la time to provide the laying hens with 
cod liver oil to take the place of sun­
shine. The value of this vitamin D 
Is that it stimulates better utilization 
of the minerals In the feed, enabling 
the birds to use the surplus materials 
not needed for body maintenance and 
for production of egg shells. The beat 
method is to add two quarts to each 
100 pounds of feed, or to use a good 
commercial feed that already contains 
the vitamin in proper proportion. If 
mixed at home, put the oil with a 
small amount of feed and then mix 
this In the larger supply.

Breeding From Pullets
Although breeding from pullets Is 

not generally recommended frequent­
ly very good chicks may be obtained 
from them. On an average old hena 
will probably give thriftier chicks, but 
pullets which have not been greatly 
forced for egg production should give 
satisfactory results. If pullets are used 
only the best matured ones having 
good slsed eggs should be selected.

PRICE PAR ITY FOR FARMERS

C. E. Strawn, of Littlefield, com­
missioner in Lamb county, was here 
Monday and stated he was one of the 
delegates before the State Highway 
Commission at its meeting held last 
week In Austin.

Every once In a while folks are run- 
Ang across words that are new to 
them, or It may perchance be an old 
word they have frequently seen or 
heard but didn’t pay much attention 
to its meaning. Just now the word 
•parity’’ is being used largely in con­
nection with prices and products. 
Here are some illustrations oi its 
meaning:

•Parity,” of fair exchange value of 
farm prices, is a situation in which 
the prices of farm products will enable 
the farmer to buy on the average the 
same amount of goods and services 
with the same amount of farm pro­
ducts that he could buy in the pre­
war period. The base period which is 
fixed by the Farm Act is in general 
the pre-war period August, 1909, to 
July 1914 (for tobacco, August, 1919, 
to July 1929).

Since that 1919-1914 period, farm 
prices were above ’’parity” for only 
two years during the World War. Ill 
the depression of 1920 farm prices drop 
ped so much lower and quicker than 
prices of other products that 25 per 
cent disparity resulted. It has contin­
ued ever since, and in intensified form

i the past three years.
In order that farm products be on a 

parity with goods that farmers buy, 
prices of farm products must be 
doubled even if the prices of other 
products do not rise. As prices <JT 
non-agricultural goods rise, farm 
prices must rise even more to come to 
a parity level. It is not the plan of 
the administratlors of the act to ac­
complish complete parity at once.

A parity price is not necessarily «  
stable price at any particular level but 
merely bears a certain definite relation 
to other prices. Parity between farm 
products and things farmers buy can 
be maintained either on a high or low 
price level but farm prices tend to de­
cline to lower points and more quickly 
than other prices in periods of de­
pression.

Although farm prices were above the 
pre-war level during the period 1920 to 
1930 a constant disparity continued. 
This disparity was smallest in 1925, due 
to small crops. Then the ratio of prices 
received to prices-paid by farmers was 
92. A decline in farm prices then fol­
lowed, making this ratio as low as 
48 in February, 1933, the lowest point 
on record.

The long continued disparity since 
1920 has prevented farmers making re­
pairs and replacements to such an ex­
tent that the condition of their build­
ings and machinery has seriously de­
clined. Prices must continue for some 
time at a parity level at least in or­
der to make up for the losses of the 
post-war years and to restore agri­
culture to the same condition relatively 
that it held during the 5 years 1910 

1914.
