Cattlemen’s Capltol Concerns

The CCC is a weekly report
from Washington D.C. giving an
up-to-date summary of top policy
initiatives concerning the cattle
industry; direct from National
Cattlemen,s Beef Association

(NCBA).

Incidences of E. coli on
Decline: E. coli O157:H7
incidence declined 36 per-
cent last year compared to
the previous year, and the
overall incidence of E. coli
0157:H7 infections has de-
clined 42 percent since
1996, according to data re-
leased today by the Cen-
ters for Disease Control' and
Prevention (CDC). Work-
ing in collaboration with the
Food and Drug Administra-
tion (FDA) and the Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA),
the CDC report shows a
sharp decline in other
foodborne illnesses as well.
NCBA,s producer-mem-
bers have played a leading
role in many of these food
safety efforts.

“Industry groups, live-
stock producers, USDA's
Food Safety Inspection
Service, the FDA and the
academic community have
worked collaboratively on
these efforts for years with
a strong focus on using sci-
ence based systems to en-
hance food safety,” says
NCBA Director of Food
Policy Leah Wilkinson.

CDC'’s full report, “Pre-
liminary FoodNet Data on
the Incidence of Infection
with Pathogens Transmitted
Commonly Through Food

States, 2003" is available
online at www.cdc.gov/
mmwr/.

Mexico: Cattle produc-
ers are pleased that Mexico
shall resume purchases of
tripe from the U.S., easing
import restrictions imposed
after December 23. Mexico,
the second-biggest importer
of U.S. beef products, last
year purchased $196 million
of U.S. tripe. Their total pur-
chases of beef products
reached $854.6 million.
According to the USDA,
Mexico has reopened trade
for more than 90 percent of
U.S. beef, beef variety
meats, veal and cattle prod-
ucts.

Canadian Trade: Cana-
dian Prime Minister Paul
Martin is currently in Wash-
ington D.C. and has plans
to meet with President Bush
tomorrow at the White
House to discuss key trade
issues. According to an ad-
dress by the Prime Minister,
the leaders will discuss the
BSE and border issues.
NCBA will report on the out-
come of these meetings in
next week's edition of the

CCC.

Animal Identification:
NCBA's Animal Identifica-
tion Commission met for the
first time in face-to-face
meetings this week to dis-
cuss NCBA activity regard-
ing the issue. The Fort
Worth, Texas meeting al-
lowed the group to review
the current United States
Animal Identification Plan
(USAIP) and USDA activity
to date and make recom-
mendations on the develop-
ment of a national animal
identification system. NCBA
responded with a letter to
Secretary Veneman indicat-
ing areas of agreement with
the current USDA strategy
and areas of possible con-
cern. The framework of the
final system shall allow for
improvements in animal
health systems and allow for
producers to utilize the sys-
tem for value added uses.

Trade Hearing: The
House Agriculture Commit-
tee hosted a hearing on
trade negotiations this
Wednesday. Only govern-
ment witnesses testified.
The Committee heard from
Secretary Veneman and
U.S. Trade Representative,
Robert Zoellick. House Ag-

is no immediate impact on
our farm programs. But we
will be working closely with
members of Congress and
the agriculture community as
we move forward.”

Senate Agriculture, Nutri-
tion, and Forestry Committee
Chairman Cochran (R-MS)
said, “While this is a disap-
pointing development, it does
not change the provisions of

current law. I'm sure the ad-
ministration will continue to
support the interests of U.S.
farmers in this WTO process.”

The Chairman and Rank-
ing Member of the House Ag-
riculture Committee,
Goodlatte (R-VA) and Sten-
holm (D-TX) issued a joint
statement indicating support
of an appeal of the WTO de-
cision. They noted that under
the WTO rules, “countries are
permitted to support their
farmers in ways that are the
least trade distorting.

WTO rules govern the

amounts countries may pro-

vide their farmers. The United
States abides by the WTO
rules and is, and has been, in

accord with its rules on agri-

culture.”
Both representatives

stated that changes to coun-

tries’ agricultural policies
“should come through the give
and take of negotiations, not
through decisions that do not

appear based on WTO rules.”

Resolution underway
on WTO ruling

In separate statements,
U.S. Trade Representative
Robert B. Zoellick and U.S.
Ambassador for Agricultural
Negotiations Allen Johnson
called on other countries to
avoid seeking to resolve trade
disputes dealing with agricul-
ture through litigation in the
WTO and vowed to appeal an
unfavorable ruling on the U.S.
cotton program.

In a hearing before the
House Agriculture Committee,
Zoellick stated, “we believe
U.S. farm programs are fully
consistent with the WTO rules

WTO uproar

U.S. farmers have re-
acted with an expected level
of outrage and frustration to
press reports generated
from recently leaked high-
lights of a World Trade Or-
ganization (WTO) panel's
preliminary ruling in a case
brought against the U.S.
cotton program by Brazil.

The panel, which is ap-
parently set to decide that a
large part of the U.S. cotton
program oversteps the lev-
els of support allowed by the
current WTO agreement,
released its preliminary re-
port to both U.S. and Brazil-
ian officials on April 26.

The preliminary report is
supposed to be kept confi-
dential so that both parties
have an opportunity to re-
view the panel's findings,
submit comments and re-
quest changes to the final
document.

Initial reaction in the U.S
has been both forceful and
to the point. The cotton in-
dustry and the Bush Admin-
istration have been quick to
point out that current U.S.
farm policy is written to spe-
cifically fit within the WTO
rules and limits agreed to
during the negotiation pro-
cess.

Administration officials
have also said it is their in-
tention to seek changes to
the panel's findings, and if
necessary, appeal the deci-
sion to the fullest extent pos-
sible.

In Congress, and else-
where, observers are also
coming to the uncomfort-
able realization- that the
WTO decision, if allowed to
dictate U.S. policy, amounts
to the giving away of at least
a portion of this nations sov-

Ticks are common in
our area, but they prefer to
spend their time in places
with some protection from
intense sunlight, but which
give them a good chance
of grabbing a host if it
should walk by. Yards with
high grass, un-raked

leaves, large shrubs, or

other vegetation that pro-
vides shelter from direct

sunlight are especially

hospitable for ticks. Ticks
are moved around in the

environment by the ani-
mals on which they feed,

including rodents, dogs,

and birds. Eventually, ticks
arrive in our yards and in-
fest our pets.

We usually notice ticks
first on our pets because
the pets are outin the yard
walking around in the
places ticks like to restand
walit for their blood hosts.
If you find one or more
ticks on a pet, then con-
sider a comprehensive
approach to tick control on

your property. Comprehen-
sive control relies on elimi-
nating ticks from the yard,

our pets, and from within our
houses if necessary. It does
little good to simply elimi-
nate ticks from our pets, and
then allow them to become
re-infested in the yard.

Tick control in the yard is
not too difficult. Mow all tall
grass, cut hedges back as
much as possible, rake
leaves, and generally elimi-
nate tick hangouts as much
as is practical. These ac-
tions will reduce the number
of ticks in the yard, but in-
secticides will most likely be
needed as well. The EPA
has eliminated Dursban and
Diazinon, common tick pes-
ticides, but homeowners
have access to some newer
products. These include the
relatively new synthetic
pyrethroid insecticides.
Carbaryl (Sevin) is still avail-
able for outdoor use as well.

Be sure to read the la-
bels for any pesticides you
plan to use. Your pets and

children will be exposed to

these products in the yard.

Protect your pets from ticks

It is often not necessary to
treat the entire yard with a
pesticide. It may be better
to treat only those areas
preferred by ticks.

Tick control on the pet is
not as difficult as it once
was. Veterinarians now pos-
sess many different, safe
insecticides for control of
ticks on pets. It is no longer
necessary to dip pets in vats
of insecticide unless they
are severely infested. Less-
toxic approaches are avail-
able, and it is certainly worth
a few minutes on the tele-
phone to get a good recom-
mendation from your veteri-
narian. Various factors like
your pet's age, health prob-
lems or allergies, etc.
should be considered be-
fore making a tick control or
prevention recommenda-
tion.

Timely removal of ticks is
very important in preventing
the transmission of disease.
Whether ticks are removed
chemically, as discussed
above, or physically the im-
portant thing is to get the tick
removed quickly (before it

can transmit disease) and
without spilling the con-
tents of the tick’s body into
the wound.

Always wear rubber or
latex gloves when remov-
ing ticks. Remove as much
of the tick as possible from
your pet by grasping firmly
at the base of the tick's
mouth (where it attaches to
the skin) with a tick re-
moval tool or tweezers.
Pull gently, but firmly.

Try to allow some time
for the tick to loosen its grip
on the skin. After the tick
has been removed, disin-
fect the bite area with rub-
bing alcohol.

Shortterm, U.S. growers
will likely see very little, if
any, effect on the way they
do business or in the way
U.S. farm programs are ad-
ministered and delivered.

Longer term, the poten-
tial effects are simply too di-
verse, and the mechanics
that will determine them to
numerous, to even begin
speculation.

The key thing to remem-
ber is that, whatever the
WTO report says, the time-
table for any impact to U.S.
farm programs or future
trade deals will most likely
be measured in years not

months.

High Plains planting

season begins

Excellent subsoil mois-
ture and warming soil tem-
peratures are adding fuel to
the normal calendar induced
anticipation felt by cotton
producers across the High
Plains.

With those hardy few that
always seem ta get a little
bit of seed in the ground
before May 1 getting started,
the bulk of the producers on
the High Plains are quickly
wrapping up last minute
preparations and getting
ready to kick off the 2004
growing season.

It is estimated that the
High Plains will plant 3.5-
3.75 million acres in 2004.
It appears that an estimated
100,000-acre increase pro-
jected early in the year for
the northern panhandle will

not materialize. Cotton acre-
age is still expected to in-
crease and total 50,000-
60,000 acres.

The decision to plant
fewer cotton acres in this
newly developing produc-
tion area is being influ-
enced by stronger grain
prices and a downturn in
cotton prices over the past
couple of months.

For growers in the rest
of the High Plains, cotton
will continue to be the crop
‘of choice. Higher than nor-
mal winter rainfall puts the
area in an excellent subsoil
moisture situation going in.

As is always the case,
however, warm days and
steady spring winds are
quickly drying the top layer
of soil and most producers
agree they will heed an-
other rain to get the 2004
crop started off right.

for 24 years. "By owning
our own warehouse, we're
hoping to enhance the cot-
tonseed value by selling di-
rectly to the end user such as
the Muleshoe area dairies
and feedlots.”

Olton Co-Op Gin also pur-
chased three warehouses in
Springlake. Location and
space played a major role in
the gin's acquisition of the
new facilities. ;

“The Muleshoe ware-
house is on rail, enabling us
to economically market our
cottonseed to California,
Mexico and the Northwest,
while the Springlake ware-
houses are conveniently lo-
cated between Olton and
area dairies, a large cotton-
seed customer,” explained
Breedlove.

Combined, the four cot-
tonseed warehouses will hold
up 32,000 tons of cottonseed
or the equivalent of 80,000
bales of ginned cotton.

In 2002, Olton Co-Op Gin
stockholders generated
36,000 tons of cottonseed
ginning near 90,000 bales of
cotton, making Olton Co-Op
Gin the number one produc-
ing gin in the state of Texas.
Due to hail on much of the
2003 cotton crop, production
wasn't quite as prosperous,
said Breedlove. But hopes
are high for the 2004 crop
year.

“Timely rain along with
higher cotton prices have
producers optimistic about
this year—we’ll just keep
praying that the hail holds off
and this timely rain contin-
ues,” Breedlove said. A new
marketing pool offered to Ol-
ton Co-Op Gin stockholders
with one of the largest cotton
marketing merchants in the
world, also has producers
looking up. ;

Olton Co-Op Gin was
founded in 1946. The gin,
owned by approximately 200
stockholders (producers),
runs two plants at the gin site
east of Olton, generating at
least 1,500 bales of cotton

per day during the ginning
season.

Fianancial Services, Inc, of Colleyville, Tex., was sen-
tenced to a 15-year prison term by a Bailey County
jury.

The jury had earlier convicted Landrum of theft of
more than $200,000 for the sale of viatical settlements
to senior citizens in Bailey, Lamb, and Howard Coun-
ties in West Texas.

A viatical settlement is a purchase of the right to
receive the future death benefit paid under a life in-
surance policy of another person. In recent years,
schemes involving viatical settlements have been the
subject of numerous administrative, civil, and criminal
actions by regulators throughout the United States.

The evidence at trial showed that Landrum used
investors funds for expenses unrelated to the purchase
of viatical settlements and for personal expenses in-
cluding payments to casinos and resorts in Louisiana
and the Bahamas.

The case was investigated by the Texas State Se-
curities Board and was prosecuted by an attorney of
the Agency, appointed as a Special Prosecutor by the
287th Judicial District Court, Bailey County, Texas.
