GRAND ISLAND, Neb. (AP) — President Carter has
come and gon®, leaving Grand Island residents with the
back-breaking chore of rebuilding their tomado-gutted
community.

The president stopped briefly in Nebraska's third lar-
gest city Tuesday to meet with officials and inspect first
hand the damage inflicted by a series of tornadoes that
lashed the city June 3, claiming five lives and injuring
more than 200.

““You won’t be abandoned,” he told several residents of
one of the town’s hardest-hit areas. *“The nation is behind
you,” he said to a group of people filling out assistance
applications. They applauded.

And while standing on the foundation of a home that had
been blown away, the president said the government ‘“‘is
trying to help out in any way we can, to help you build it
better than it was before.”

Carter urged this central Nebraska city of nearly 40,000
to maintain its spirit of cooperation after the volunteers
and neighbors now lending assistance leave.

“I'hope a week or two or three from now you'll still keep
the same unselfish attitude,” Carter said. *“I don’t want
you to feel alone when a lot of the volunteers have left.”

But federal officials say the worst of the psychological
trauma that Carter warned of is about two weeks away
Federal Emergency Management Agency officials who
may remain another six weeks say there is always a “low
point” following a disaster. Grand Island, they say, hasn't
reached it yet.

“You can see it building now,” said Bill Connor of the
federal agency. ““People still have good Samaritans.

After Carter completed his two-hour tour and left Hall
County Airport aboard Air Force One, some people still
wore stunned looks as they stood amid the heaps of scrap

“I think it was just awfully nice,” Mary McCormick
said of Carter’s stop en route to Washington from the U.S
Conference of Mayors in Seattle. “But I know he can't
really help.”

Mrs. McCormick’s husband, Gene, refused to go out and
see the president. “It's been a week. A week of promises
and we've had no help to date,”” said McCormick. ‘I want
to see action. Then I'll go out to hear what a man has to
say

Carter met with federal, state and local officials in the
temporary disaster relief headquarters, then shook hands
with a crowd outside before touring storm-damaged
areas

Some here believed the stop was politically motivated.

“He didn’t do anything,” said Joe Ewoldt as he swept
the floor of his roofless home. Jerry Spahr, who was
helping Ewoldt, added: “Except hunt votes.”

But the president obviously buoyed the spirits of some,
like Pat Cross, who asked him to sign the cast she wore on
her arm.

“The Secret Service told me not to,” Carter told her
“But we won't tell the Secret Service.”

‘announce more

oil price hikes

ALGIERS, Algeria (AP) — The
world oil cartel, after a bitterly divi-
sive three-day meeting, set%n motion
today another round of price in-
creases that could eventually force
American consumers to pay as much
as 3 cents a gallon more for gasoline
and home heating fuel.

Kuwait, quickly announced a price
increase of $2 a barrel effective July
1, and Venezuela said it would raise
its price by between $1 and $2 then.
Sheik Ahmed, Zaki Yamani of Saudi
Arabia, the leading price dove and
world’s largest oil exporter, said the
Saudi price might go up $1 or $2, but

- the world oil glut probably would rule

that out for the moment.

The 13-nation Organization of Pe-
troleum Exporting Countries set a
refezce. or benchmark price of $32
a barfel — roughly halfway between
Saudi Arabia's $28 and Iran's $35
OPEC also fixed a ceiling of $37 a
barrel, which will prevent hawks Al-
geria, Nigeria and Libya from mak-
ing large price hikes in a new round of
‘leapfrogging.” \

But the “‘compromise’’ agreement
was mostly for public consumption,
because individual members may
wait as long as they like before put-

ting theirrzrices in line with the new
benchmark.

Oil industry analysts in New York
said the latest OPEC decision will not
immediately affect prices in the Unit-
ed States as long as Saudi Arabia does
not raise its prices. But the energy
commissioner of the nine-nation Eu-
ropean Common Market, Guido
Brunner, said in Brussels that the

.new price standard was “‘a further

considerable burden for the world
economy' that would worsen ‘‘the
tendencies toward recession and in-
flation."” ’ -

Under the accord, middle-priced
countries, led by Iraq, are to raise
current prices, about $30 a barrel, by
$2. And according to industry ana-
lysts, gasoline and heating oil prices
in the United States go up about 1%
cents a gallon for every $1 increase in
the price of an OPEC 42-gallon bar-
rel.

But prices at the lower and upper
ends of the spectrum will remain
unchanged — at least for now.

Saudi Arabia, for one, apparently
ruled out a price increase for the
moment, although conference sources
said a Saudi increase would come in
the next few months. Iran, which sells
oil virtually identicialto that of Saudi
Arabia and Iraq, said it would not
decrease the cost of oil,

Dratft action delayed

Senate meets through

WASHINGTON (AP) — After
meeting through the night, the Senate
was snarled today in round-the-clock
parliamentary wrangling that
blocked a final vote on renewing
peacetime draft registration.

Every major test vote pointed to-
ward eventual approval of a House-
passed program requiring an esti-
mated 4 million young men to register
this summer.

But opponents fought efforts to
bring it to a resolution, and when the
24-hour mark of marathon filibuster
passed at 10 a.m., there was no indi-
cation when a final vote would come.

In theory, the Senate could stay in
session around the clock until 3:23
p.m. Saturday — 100 hours since de-
bate limiting cloture was invoked —
before a vote could be forced on the
iISsue

The registration plan calls for
spending $13.3 million to register 19-
and 20-year-old men at local post
offices, probably in mid-July. Two
weeks would be set aside for registra-
tion — one for persons born in 1960
and one for persons born in 1961.

Failure to register is a felony that
carries a maximum penalty of five
years in prison and a $10,000 fine.

A court challenge of the program
seems virtually assured following a
51-40 vote late Tuesday blocking
women from registering along with
men. The American Civil Liberties
Union has vowed to file suit to test the
constitutionality of any registration
system that excludes women.

Registration opponents led by Sen.
Mark Hatfield, R-Ore., forced repeat-
ed roll call votes to stall final action.
Hatfield sometimes voted against his
own proposals, merely to give himself
the parliamentary right to request
that the whole vote be reconsidered.

Through the night, as some sena-
tors napped in their offices and others
slept at home, Republicans held con-
trol of the Senate floor and kept de-
bate going.

As dawn broke over the Capitol,
GOP leader Howard Baker, R-Tenn.,
told the almost-empty empty cham-
ber that the United States is “‘slipping
steadily”’ in terms of manpower and
equipment compared with the Soviet
Union. He said a big increase in de-

"I know of no other issue the Senate
will take up that will be of more
importance,” Hatfield said in Vowing
to try to keep the Senate working on
registration the full 100 hours.

C. Byrd accused Hatfield of waging a
‘“post-cloture filibuster” and urged
the Senate to move onto other busi-
ness.

“If the citizens don't want it,
we have to protest, The council has
voted down an application from
Phase I twice.”

Phase 1 is a nightclub disco located
at 500 E. Nobles Ave., and has been in
operation for several months.

Several hundred opponents of the New Hebrides
government here, already beset by a two-week-old
native rebellion on the island of Espiritu Santo 280

Tanna is 300 miles southeast of Espiritu Santo.

Alexi Yalou, 32, leader of the moderate opposition
to Lini, was killed by a shotgun blast, and a police-
man was injured in the rioting. The rioters stormed
a local jail and released 29 prisoners, officials said.

It was the first reported death in the New Hebrides
since political upheveal began-two weeks ago. At
that timé, British police fired on rioters in Tanna
who tried to dynamite police vehicles.

Stuart said the attack on the jail and an attempt to
close the Tanna airport bysdynamiting the runway
was co-ordinated with the revolt on Espiritu Santo.
Stuart said it was not known who killed Yalou. He

The policeman was shot Tuesday by
a sniper perched on the stone walls
surrounding the Old City, authorities
said. Police and troops immediately
cordoned off the area and several
suspects were detained

Earlier, two bombs planted by Arab
terrorists exploded in a Tel Aviv sub-
urb. Authorities reported no injuries
or damage.

One bomb was planted in a trash
bin in Peah Tikvah, about six miles
from Tel Aviv, and the other was
placed at a military pickup point in
the town for soldiers traveling to their
base

In Damascus, Syria, a Soviet-
backed faction of the PLO called the
Democratic Front for the Liberation
of Palestine claimed responsibility
and said the commandos were able to
withdraw safely.

Tel Aviv police, meanwhile, warned
that Palestinian guerrillas might be
planning a letter-bomb campaign.
“Check all your mail carefully for
name, return address and size. If you
have any suspicions, report immedi-
ately to the police,” a spokesman
said.

Palestinian guerrillas have vowed
to retaliate “‘in the next days and
weeks’’ for the attempted assassina-
tions of three Arab nationalist mayors

on June 2, one month after six Israeli
settlers were killed by guerrillas in
the West Bank town of Hebron

Six Israeli extremist groups
claimed responsibility for the car
bombing attacks, which maimed two
of the mayors and an Israeli soldier

On Saturday, Israeli troops crossed
the Jordanian border — for the first
time in a decade — in pursuit of
Palestinian guerrillas attempting to
launch a revenge attack against Isra
el. Two guerrillas were killed

In Beirut Sunday, a radical Pales
tinian leader threatened kamikaze
raids against Israeli cities and settle
ments if Israel does not halt attacks
against Palestinian areas in southern
Lebanon. Israeli authorities, who
have long maintained the attacks are
needed to deter raids into Israel, said
a number of guerrillas were killed in
their most recent raid last Thurs-
day

In Brussels, officials of the Com-
mon Market's executive branch said
the European heads of state who meet
Thursday in Venice, Italy, would not
call for recognition of the PLO but
instead ‘‘acknowledge’’ the PLO’s
role as an interested party in Mideast
peace talks.

Earlier, there were reports the Eu-
ropeans would recognize the PLO and
Palestinian demands for statehood.

“It was Egyptian coolness to the
initiative that has made it less than
what it might have been,” said one
Common Market executive branch
official.

The Europeans were also consider-
ing sending a special mission to the
Middle East to hear the views of all
concerned, possibly including those of
the PLO, sources said.

An armed group blew up an oil
depot in western Iran with a rocket-
propelled grenade and also attacked
an Iran-Europe railway station,
Tehran Radio reported today.

Police pursued the attackers but
did not capture them, the broadcast
sald. There was nc indication who was
responsible and no mention of casual-
ties in the incidents late Tuesday at
Salmas in Azerbaijan, a region near
Iraq and Turkey where saboteurs
have been active in recent months.
Fire at the oil depot was still raging
today, the broadcast said.

Midlander claims police brutality

A 47-year-old Midland man who
claims he was arrested without prob
able cause, manhandled and “brutal
ly" harmed by two police women at
Midland Regional Airport on May 17
Is trying to get evidence in the case
suppressed. Nevertheless, he may
face a jury trial on resisting arrest in
Midland County Court on Monday

“The man, Richard Buckley Beals of
1814 W. Kansas Ave., is charged in
county court with resisting arrest and
in municipal court with public drunk
enness and 'disorderly conduct. He
has ‘pleaded ‘‘not guilty'' to the
charges

The arresting officers, Theresa Ava
Marie Gallagher, 21, and La Veda

Skitter'' Lay, 38, testified before
Midland Couynty Judge Bill Ahders on
l'uesday thal Beals appeared drunk,
was uttering foul language and be
came belligerent after deplaning fol
lowing a Saturday night flight

He was handcuffed in the course of
a scuffle. Color photographs of Beals
indicated he had bruises, about the
face, particularly about the mouth,
following the incident

“AFTER HE BEGAN CURSING
and cussing, she (Ms. Lay) told him
he was under arrest,” testified Ms
Gallagher

I'he women said they were wearing
the brown-and-tan uniforms of police
officers. But Beals' defense attorney,
Bill Smith, held that his client was
ynaware the women were peace offi
cers

‘No, sir, 1didn'f (identify myself as
a police officer), " said Ms. Gallagher

I felt that was evident. . felt like he
was intoxicated."”

But Smith contended that Beals, a
geologist, could not have resisted
arrest, for he was not aware that he
was under arrest by bona fide police
officers

Smith said that the women, who
could have beén dressed for a cos
tume party, did not fit the sterotype of
rough-shaven, big police officers
‘husky enough to get the job done™
and that Beals could have mistaken
the women as stewardesses or jest
ers

“She (Ms. Gallagher) is slender;
she don't look like a policeman,”
said Smith

“HOW DOES THIS GUY know that
he's dealing with the genuine thing —
with the real thing — and not an
imposter?” Smith asked

Smith said Ms. Lay should have
told Beals “I'm a police officer,” for,
he said, a state statute says that
a peace officer must identify himself
as a lawman in the course of making
an arrest,

“Outward appearances...doesn’t
get the job done,” Smith said. ‘I
guess I kind of look like an FBI man,”
said the suited defense counsel. *'I
hope I do.”

Smith maintained that Beals was

“resisting his tormentors,"” as he was

going to the rest room to ‘‘answer a
call of nature,” when the two women
“in costume’ accosted him. Beals

Was placed under arrest after he
started using “profane’” language,
the women testified

Niki Graham, 24, another police
woman assigned to the airport, had
notified the other officers that a man
who appeared to be intoxicated was
coming down the ramp and into the
terminal lobby

ANOTHER WITNESS, J.T. Harri
son, a former Odessa policeman and a
former Midland County deputy sher

iff. testified that Beals was assisted in
leaving the airliner by a *‘couple of
stewardesses.”’

“There was quite a commotion,”
Harrison said ““He was cussing them
and using quite a bit of foul language
He was really belligerent, staggering,
stumbling and falling down the
ramp.”’

Harrison said he helped the police
women ‘‘load him in the patrol car.”

Smith faulted the Midland Police
Department for putting the women in

“combat’’ situations

“The error is with the police de
partment,” Smith charged, saying he
doesn’'t know who put these women
‘in combat slots.’

Carter favors but won't push
prosecution of Ramsey Clark

WASHINGTON (AP) President
Carter says he would be inclined to
prosecute former Attorney General
Ramsey Clark for traveling to Iran,
but will leave the final decision to the
present attorney general

Clark responded that the presi
dent’s remarks have effectively poi
soned any case the government might
have had

In an impromptu news conference
aboard Air Forte One, Carter said
Tuesday that the trip by Clark and
nine others to a conference on “The
Crimes of America’ against Iran was

damaging to the nation's foreign
policy and to carrying out sanctions
against Iran."”

But the president said the decision
of how ani whether to proceed
against Clark and his companions
would be up to Attorney General Ben
jamin R. Civiletti

“Mygruess would be he would seek
civil penalties,”” Carter said

Conviction for violating the crimi
nal section of the International Emer
gency Econamic Powers Act, which
Carter invoked to ban travel to Iran,
is punishable by up tg 10 years in
prison and a $50,000 fine

The president’s talk of prosecuting
Clark and the others contrasted with
a statement Sunday by Secretary of
State Edmund S. Muskie, who said
the travel ban was intended to pre-
vent people from going to Iran rather
than punishing people who violate the
policy

However, Carter noted that it is
Civiletti and himself — not Muskie —
who bear the responsibility for decid
ing who to prosecute. ‘““And my own
inclination is to enforce my directive,
which I presume to be legal, and when
people violate it, to see that an appro-
priate punishment is levied,"” he
said

The president referred to Clark as a
“misguided American’ whose inter-
ference threatened to ‘‘exacerbate an
already serious situation.”

Clark, reached in Paris by CBS
News, had this response to the presi-
dent’'s comments:

“Well, I'm saddened by it, a little
bit. I love our country and I believe in
the presidency, but I don’t think Pres-
ident Carter understands what law is.

Though Carter offered the
mayors more austere commitments
of federal help than either Reagan or
Anderson, who both u:pend earlier,

the Democrats among them endorsed
him for re-election and pointedly
asked Kennedy to bow out.

Kennedy, reduced to making his
urban speech to a union group in
Anaheim, Calif., promised on the
other hand a $12 billion package of
anti-recession aid, most of it going to
create 820,000 public service jobs.

In other developments:

— Syndicated columnists Rowland
Evans and Robert Novak reported
that White House Chief of Staff Ham-
ilton Jordan will soon move from the
White House to take active command
of the Carter campaign, pending final
approval from the president.

BOARD MEMBERS apparently
were pleased when they received the
results of the California Achievement
Tests for the second grade through
the 10th and the Texas Assessment of
Basic Skills exam for fifth and ninth
grade students

In the overall test battery, Midland
students performed above the 50th
national percentile rating in areas of
reading, language, mathematics and
other skills, according to CAT re-
sults

Even though minority students’
scores did improve from last year,
black and Hispanic students’ results
were low, a factor which remains a
concern the district needs to address,
Mailey remarked.

About 22 percent of Midland's ninth
grade students did not master read-
ing skills and, by coincidence, an
other 22 percent showed they were not
proficient in mathematical skills, ac-
cording to the Texas Assessment of
Basic Skills tests given in February.

BUT SOME 38 percent of the ninth
grade students were not able to mas-
ter writing skills, TABS results re-
ported. These students might have to
be re-tested before they can graduate
should the school board decide to
establish minimum competency
graduation standards, said Byrant
Saxon, director of program develop-
ment and research for MISD.

TABS results for fifth grade stu-
dents were used to predict CAT re-
sults, Saxon said, adding the test is
currently a good predictor as well as a
remedial tool.

In reading, TABS showed a norm
percentile rating of 55 percent where-
as the CAT reading scores were 58
percent. For math, both tests showed

Potts won't get another

last fall

O'Kelley's warning
“might not be the last
word if Potts were
seriously interested in
resuming his appeals,”
said Henry Schwarzs
child, director of the
Capital Punishment
Project of the American
Civil. Liberties Union in
New York. ’

But the odds of stop-
ping the execution are
poor, Schwarzschild
said

Superior Court judges
in the two counties in
which Potts was sen-
tenced to death must now
reschedule the execu-
tion.

State law
requires the execution
date be from 10 to 20 days
after the death order is

WASHINGTON — The current issue
of Ebony proclaims that Richmond,
the former Confederate capital, has
finally fallen to blacks. 1 always
thought it was Ulysses S. Grant who
struggled in frustration for years be-
fore capturing Richmond from that
fine gentleman, Gen. Robert E. Lee. 1
wasn't aware that conquering Rich-
mond was also the goal of our contem-
porary black bourgeoisie.

Anyway, with so many of us news-
sniffers in Washington — only 110
miles from Richmond — it is remark-
able that it took three years to discov-
er that Richmond’s tor governmental
offices are held by blacks. It is less
remarkable that courtly, dignified
Richmond, with a porulatlon half
black and half white, is living with the
new power structure, though there
are frictions.

For the record, Richmond’s mayor
is black, and so are the city manager,
school superintendent, fire chief and
five of the nine city councilpersons.
The director of public safety and his

chief are white. The Richmond
Braves professional baseball team
had a black manager in 1977-78, but
nobody, not even Nlustrated,
seemed Interested, That manager,
Tommy Aaron, brother of famous
Hank, is now a coach with the Atlanta
Braves.

WASHINGTON MERRY-GO-ROUND

- Justice D'epqrfmehf orders ' bewilderéd FBI

WASHINGTON — In an earlier col
umn, 1 told how eight members of
Congress were caught in the AB-
SCAM trap, but seven others were let
out before the trap was sprung. Sever-
al of the eight were filmed accepting
bribes from FB¥ undercover agents.
The same intermediaries who
brought in the eight legislators for
their payoffS also offered to produce
another seven. Bit curiously, the Jus-
tjce Department was not interested.

The FBI agents and their star wit
ness, Mel Weinberg, “were frustrated
and bewildered at a series of orders.
from the Justice Department in

* Washington which prevented them

from pursuing what they regarded as
promising leads.” .

This sensational allegation is con-
tained in a confidential book proposal
prepared by Bob Greene, whose in
vestigative reporting earned News-
day a Pulitzer Prize. It is clear from
the text that one of Greene's infor-
mants is the government’s own chief
witnes€, Weinberg himself.

Five weeks ago, I reported that the
Justice Department had been selec
tive in pursuing ABSCAM leads. I
noted that some of President Carter’s
political opponents had been pursued
while some of his supporters had
not

I reported that the FBI had an
intense interest in House Speaker Tip
O'Neill. There is no evidence that the
FBI agents could have netted him,
but they were eager to try. Then the
Justice Department sent word that
“we don't think (the O'Neill investi-
gation) is profitable to pursue.”

Here are two other big fish who
escaped the ABSCAM net:

HOUSE JUDICIARY CHAIRMAN
PETER RODINO, D-N.J. — Just as
the FBI agents were about to draw
Rodino into their net, the Justice De-

mond’s public schools to set an exam-
ple, while Northern liberal Democrat-
ic politicians hid theirs in private
schools or fled to the whiteness of
suburban school districts.

The South has a way of accommo-
dating itself to social change that the
North hasn’'t yet mastered. There
have been several blacks elected
mayors of Northeru cities, but few

Consider the chronic troubles of cities
like Cleveland, Gary and Newark.

Now it is Ebony’s business to render
this succession of black power in
Richmond as a titanic struggle, but I
gather it wasn't all that titanic. When
Ebony declares that “the political
forces in aristocratic West End,”
pushed a referendum to cut city taxes
and limit city government — thus
implying racism - it doesn’t quite tell
the truth.

When Ebony refers to a ‘‘vitupera-
tive press and hostile foes’’ opposing
the black leadership which under-
standably opposed the referendum, it
neglects to say that the city’s newspa-
pers were also against the referen-
dum.

Sure, with Richmond being 50-50,
black and white, and having a city
council which is 5-4 black, and having
liberals and conservatives (mostly
conservatives), Democrats and Re-
publicans, the political pot is fated to
boil. And sure, there is a degree of
racial tension in Richmond, as there
is to a far larger degree in other
cities, South and North.

But I think it is to Richmond’s
credit that the affairs of that city have
been conducted smoothly enough in
the past three years — with black
leadership — that nobody paid atten-
tion to who wa.Lr'unning this old Con-
federate capital until Ebony hap-
pened onto it, and 1 happened onto
Ebony.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Consumeér Product Safety Commission is
backing hml that would let it regulate the safety of cigarettes,
are

Specifically, the lation would empower the agency to require that
cigarettes and little gars be self-extinguishing after not being puffed for
several minutes.

The commission regulates the safety of 10,000 types of products, but
Congress has refused to include cigarettes. The Tobacco Institute, a
ng group, opposes the proposed regulation.

On the question of regulating cigarettes, Commission Chairman Susan
King said, “‘Although we do not know whether a technically feasible and
effective standard could be developed, the research effort should be
pursued since it could significantly reduce injuries, deaths and property
damage from smoldering upholstered furniture and mattress fires.” .

Her comments came in letters to congressional committees consider-
ing the legislation. She said the National Bureau of Standards is looking
into technical questions and added, ‘*Until this work has been completed,

technical feasibility remains an open question.”

Ms. King said the commission does not want to be required to develop a

standard, only to have the authority to do so.

WASHINGTON (AP) —sThe McNeil Island, Wash.,
federal prison shouldn’t have to worry about having
enough pillows and raincoats to last until it closes
this October. And there’ll be plenty of soap for years
at the Englewood, Colo., federal prison.

A study by the U.S. General Accounting Office of
prison management found that McNeil Island has a
41-year supply of pillows, a 61-year supply of nylon
raincoats, 46 years’ worth of anti-freeze and enough
motor oil to last six years. Even if the prison were to
stay open, the GAO said, many of those supplies
probably would deteriorate before they were used.

Investigators also said McNeil Island purchased
400 pairs of khaki trousers for $2,480 when it had 1,454
pairs on hand or on order and only needed 270 pairs
for the next quarter. The prison also bought 400 pairs
of shoes for $5,780 when it had 632 pairs on hand or on
order and only needed 289.

At Englewood, which the GAO said goes through
one case of soap bars a year, the study found officials
had 18 cases on hand and spent $1,366 for 40 more.

McNeil Island and Englewood were two of the five
federal prisons covered by the GAO report, request-
ed by Sen. Sam Nunn, D-Ga., chairman of the Senate
permanent subcommittee on investigations. The
others were in Atlanta, Ga.; Ashland, Ky., and New

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Anderson elated at chance to debate Carter

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — John B.
Anderson says he will gladly accept
President Carter’s condition for de-
bating him this fall, and attributes the
chief executive’s reversal of a once-
flat refusal to ‘‘the hot breath of
public opinion.”

An obviously elated Anderson said
Tuesday he is convinced his name
will be on-enough ballots in November
as an independent to make hiin a
credible challenger to Carter and Re-
publican Ronald Reagan.

Talking with reporters aboard Air
Force One, Carter indicated Tues-
day he would be willing to debate
Anderson separately from Reagan if
the Illinois Republican congressman
is on enough state ballots to demon-
strate *‘at least a theoretical possibili-
ty of winning.”

Carter previously had ruled out any
debate with Anderson on ground that
it would be foolhardy for him to con-
test issues with two different Republi-
cans,

Two weeks ago, White House
spokesman Jody Powell said it was a

“fantasy’’ to believe that Anderson
could win the presidency.

At a hastily-called news conference
which followed word of the presi-
dent’s change of heart, Anderson said
he was “‘delighted to have the presi-.
dent reconsider his decision not to
debate me.

““The hot breath of public opinion
registered strongly against his refus-
al to debate,” the congressman said.
As to Carter’s requirement that he
be on enough ballots to make him a
genuine challenger, ‘“That is a qualifi-
cation I would gladly accept,” he
said. .

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. Ed-
ward M. Kennedy, still insisting he
can capture the Democratic presiden-
tial nomination, also is conceding for
the first time he could wind up work-
ing for President Carter's re-election
this fall.

But the Massachusetts senator flat-
ly refused in a conversation with re-
porters on his campaign plane Tues-
day to say he would automatically
back the president should he win ren-
omination.

In the past, when asked whether he
would endorse the president this fall,
Kennedy has always replied that he
expects to be the ndminee himself.
And while he repeated that state-
ment, he also said it was possible he
could work for the president’s re-elec-
tion if the two of them resolve their
differences on economic policy.

“I don’t count anything out. But I
don’t count anything in. I know what
I've been trying to battle for, for some
period of time,” said Kennédy, who

elect to leave him out, Anderson
said, he still would press his cam-

paign.

Advances made
about diabetes

GENEVA (AP) — Remarkable ad-
vances have been made in under-
standing diabetes and i{s control dur-
ing the past 15 years, it was reported
at a recent meeting of the WOrId
Health Organization’s Expert Com-
mittee on Diabetes.

Data collected showed the d!sease
is a universal health problem af-
fecting rich and poor countries alike.
Some 1-to-1%% percent of the world’s
population suffers from diabetes. The
rates are increasing as populations
age and data collection improves.

In some societies obesity is a major
risk factor in the disease; in others,
malnutrition may be an important
cause. Infective and toxic causes also
may play a part. All of these fac-
tors interact with the individual's
inherent susceptibility.

A corking idea

NEW YORK (AP) — The wine's
bouquet may be just as good but “the
cork’ will be artificial.

According to the editor of Food
& Drug Packaging, a trade mag-
azine, by the end of next year many
lmported table wines will come with
artificial corks made of expanded
polystyrene. Such cork is already
gaining popularity in France, said
Ben Miyares.

“The artificial cork feels like real
cork and will function like natu-
ral cork, so that most people will
be unable to tell the difference. Natu-
ral cork has become expensive and
hard to get, prompting change,”
Miyares said.

DEAR ABBY: Somegne wrote in
asking if a friend who had served time
in prison was eligible to vote

You said, ¢'Unless your friend re-
ceives a full pardon from the gover
nor of his state, he is ineligible to vote
(And for a federal offense, one needs
a pardon from the president of the
United States.)"

Abby, in California, anyone re-
leased from prison Is considered as
having paid society for his mistake
and once again is a citizen with the
right to vote.—B.D K, OF CALIFOR-
NIA

DEAR B.D.K.: I referred your let-
ter to my friend, Justice Stanley
Mosk, who serves as a judge on the
Supreme Court of California. His
reply

“Released from prison is almost
invariably subject to parole condi-
tions. One in prison, or one on parole,
may NOT vote in California. (Article
11, sec. 4 of the California Constitution
provides, in relevant part, ‘.. for the
disqualification of electors while
mentally incompetent or imprisoned
or on parole for the conviction of a
felony.")

“Thus, for example, a person who
had been given a life sentence and
released on parole for life would
never be able to vote unless pardoned
by the governor. However, one who
complgtes his parole may vote in
California

“California is somewhat unique in
this respect, and more tolerant of
ex-felons than most states. Your reply
is undoubtedly comrletely correct for
the vast majority of states.”

Since the average household fur-
nace uses about half the total family
energy consumption in a year, give it
top priority.

You won’'t use the furnace until next
fall, but now's the time to get it in
shape.

Make sure the filter is clean—and
promise yourself you'll clean the fil-
ter or change it every two months
when you're using the furnace. This
can save money. 2

Some filters just need a taping and
a good vacuuming for cleaning—or
you can wash them with a hose or
under a faucet. Most are disposable
now.

Check all the drive belts for proper

tension. If belts are properly adjust-
ed, you should be able to press them
together one-half to one inch. Replace
cracked or frayed belts.

» CLEAN AIR CONDITIONER

Clean the air conditioner next.

Inspect the filter. Clean it or re-
place it every month during the cool-
ing season.

Make sure the condenser is clean. If
not, the unit will have to run longer to
do the job.

Regular lubrication is important
here, too, if reguired by the manufac-
turer.

Have a professional.repairman
check the air conditioner every other
year. .

OTHER ENERGY SAVERS

Here are some other energy-saving
things you can do:

Keep the condenser coils on your
refrigerator and freezer clean—to
help them work their best during the
hot summer months when demands
on them are heaviest.

Think about repainting the walls
with lighter colors to reflect more
light and reduce lighting costs.

Keep all lighting equipment clean.

- Dust and soil reduce lighting efficien

cy.

Check lampshades for discolora-
tion. White reflects more light. If the
insides of your shades have darkened,
clean the shades, reline them or re-
place them. : .

Draperies, kept closed, will go a
long way taward keeping hot summer
sun from heating your home—and
they will reduce air-conditioning
costs. In winter, they can help keep
out cold air, and thit reduces heating

" costs. Make sure your draperies are

clean and in good conditien for the
greatest efficiency

“Summer” cleaning means heavy
laundry chores, too—bedspreads,
curtains, blankets, and other bedding.
Be sure to use full washer loads to
saye energy, but don't overload.

For heavily soiled items, use hot
water. For the rest, use warm or cool
water to save energy, if possible.

Line drying is fashionable again, so
cut even more energy costs by drying
clohes cutdoors in good weather.

During balmy days of late spring
and early summer, save energy by
opening windows more and using air-
conditioning less—but make sure
your screens are clean to allow opti-
mur ai circulation.

When operating your air condition-
ing unit, remember that for each
degree you raise your thermostat,
you save one-to-four percent in en-
ergy, cepending on the efficiency of
your unit. i

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Kennedy gets piece of Rose Garden at Carter’s expense

‘ WASHINGTON (AP) ~ There's a
lesson for campalgning pnsldenu in
‘the political show at the White House
the other day: Never give your chal-
lenger a piece of the Rose Garden. Or
the front lawn.

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy got both,
at President Carter’s expense. Carter
wanted to make peace — but Kennedy
wanted to make points. He did.

Not that it's likely to make much
difference in their contest for the
Democratic presidential nomination,
. now that Carter is nearly 300 dele-

gates past the majority he needs to
win, ;

Kennedy still is bent on undoing
that majority, but the odds are over-
whelmingly against him.

* Carter s ted the White House
meeting with Kennedy, after saying
that their campaign was over because
he’'d won it. That was on June 3, after
he'd picked up enough delegates to-
command a convention majority,
while losing five of the last eight
presidential primary elections.

He tried twice to telephone Kennedy
that Tuesday night; Kennedy didn’t
refurn the call until Wednesday after-
noon. Disregarding that snub — presi
dents are accustomed to having their
calls returned promptly — Carter
invited Kennedy to drop by the White
House one day soon.

His guess, apparently, was that
after thinking the situation through,
Kennedy would be ready to drop from
the race and help unite the party.
It turned out to be a bad guess.

Kennedy not only au.ep(ed ?I‘(* invi
tation, he accepted it for Thursday. So
Thursday it was, Kennedy arriving
with eight aides — three of them
public relations people — and a erowd
of reporters.

While they waited, Carter and Ken

sion cameras and all, was waiting

“1 finally got to see the Rose Gar

Kennedy had said in advance he
would challenge Carter to debate
him. He did, three times, to no avail,
According to the Carter people, the
president asked whether, if they did
debate, the challenger would premise
to support the ticket. They said Ken-
nedy wouldn't make such a commit
ment

In his account of the meeting, Ken
nedy said nothing he hadn’t been say-"
ing for weeks: he won’t quit, wants a

debate, thinks the economy is in sorry
shape. But he got to say it to the
president’s face, and to recount it on
the president’s doorstep

I'hat magnified what otherwise
would have been more of the same.
Since Carter was trying to make

peace with a rival ig his own party.
concessions to Kennedy on arrange-
ments and timing were understand-
able, if apparently fruitless.

That made them no less unusual.
On White House territory, presidents
usually manage events, and what is
said about them.

That's the way it was at Lyndon B.
Johnson’s White House when a cam-
paign rival came calling. Sixteen
years ago, Sen. Barry Goldwater, the
Republican presidential nominee,
said he would welcome a meeting
with Johnison to discuss ways to avoid
inflaming racial tensions in their
campaign.

Johnson promptly announced that
he wasn’'t doing anything to inflame
tensions, and would happily hear any

Goldwater proposal “‘te follow suit.”

He then invited Goldwater to the
White House. They met on July 24,
1964, for exactly 16 minutes. John-
son’s spokesman did all the talk-
ing, saying that the president had
reviewed steps already taken to avoid
inflaming racial tensions, and that
Goldwater' said he thought they-
should be avoided, too.

simply didn’t fiddle around

' ROME (AP) — Jet-lag thoughts of an insomniac strolling about
the Forum at dawn In the company of a few Roman cats:

The Roman Empire might not have slipped into decay had the
Emperor Nero stuck to music, his first love. After himself, of
course.

Nero faniced himself a great singer. He even made a profes-
sional debut as a Neapolitan tenor, having Mario Lanza’s girth'if
not gifts. The historian Suetonius, who wrote.a gossipy “Lives of
the Twelve Caesars,” carped that his voice was “‘feeble.’

Maybe so, hut on at least one occasion he brought the
house down. Just after the emperor's performance, the roof of
the theater collapsed. Nero scoffed at reports of an earthquake in
the area and sald it was a mark of divine favor, an ovation from
the gods.

THE EMPEROR PROBABLY invented the opera claque. He
hired Roman mobs to applaud his concerts, which became his
own unique version of the command performance. The audience
was commanded to attend. No one was permitted to leave under

pain of becoming the Piattidel Fiorno in the lions’ den while Nero
was responding to calls from his well-paid claque for yet another
encore.

Women gave birth during his performances, history records,
and men played dead so they could be carried out of the arena in
mid-aria.

The Emperor, as every “Quo Vadis” movie fan knows, had his
kinky side as well as his artistic nature, although the Helly
wood of Hays Office days did not even come close to portraying
his perversions. ““There was no family relationship which he did
not criminally abuse,’\ wrote Suetonius, my guide on this
dawn stroll )

NERO KEPT IN SHAPE fof his sinfing -career by racing
chariots and testing his skills at the art of the gladiator against
opponents who were tied up and sometimes blindfolded

He was obsessed with fears of plots, poisonings and regicide
Rightly so, as there was a good deal of that going around at the
time. Uncle Caligula was murdered by his own bodyguard. The
Emperor Claudius, whom his mother went to the trouble of mar
rying so Nero could inherit the throne, was poisoned. But when

#Mom got too bossy, Nero had her put to death, along with his
wife, Octavia, his foster brother Britannicus, and his old
tutor and speech writer, Lucius Annaeus Seneca, who became too
boring to have around the palace

Just when Nero was in danger of running out of enemies to
bully and torture by means other than his singing, a new religious
movement aroused his fears

“PUNISHMENTS WERE DEVISED against the Christians,”
Suetonius tells us, “'a sect professing a new and mischievous
religious belief."”

Across the Tiber now, the first shafts of sunlight are
gliding the magnificent dome Michelangelo devised for St
Peter’s Basilica, which dominates the square once known as the
Circus of Nero

From the Janiculum Hill, now occupied by the North American
College, Nero used to watch the martyrdom of the early Chris
tians, accomplished with the emperor's imaginative fair

“Dressed in the skins of wild animals,” the historian Tacitus

wrote, “they were torn to pieces by dogs, or were crucified, or ,
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burned to death.”

NERO TOO WAS an insomniac. He often strolled at night in the
hillside garden that now looks down on the Vatican. Tacitus tells
us ‘he used for lamps to light his way on these fear-filled
nocturnal walks ‘‘the living bodies of Christians, ‘covered with
pitch and set afire.”

In AD. 64, the famous fire swept Rome. Nero blamed the
Christians and put many to death on charges of arson. But Sue-
tonius claims he set the fire himself and ‘“‘watched it singing ‘The
Fall of Hium’' (Troy), while arcumpanying himself on the
lyre.”

I wonder how the tune went

Anyhow, Nero didn't fiddle while Rome burned, because the
Italians took an awful long time inventing the violin. Nicole
Amati and his genius pupil, Antonio Stradivari, were 16 cen-
turies away 7

FOUR YEARS AFTER the great fire, Roman legions in Spain
revolted and recognized Galba, their leader, as emperor. Others-
joined the uprising. In panic, Nero fled Rome but was soon
overtaken. He elected suicide, the noble Roman exit, but needed
help. The scribe ever at his side ta jot down imperial
lyrics and bits of melody had to guide the dagger to his throat.

The emperor’s last words were not of the grandeur that was
Rome but of the glory that was his voice: ‘“Dead, and so gseat an
artist.” 5

Daylight has fully come now to the Forum of the Caesars, the
sun pinking these ancient stones with the spectral blood of the
foul deeds done here. In Rome, the Eternal City, history is a daily
encounter, the past is present in the old aqueduct out the
train window, in'the shadow of a temple column falling across the
bus stop, in the ruins of an old wall that anchor the clothes lines of

a modern block of flats, in the énormous sandaled foot

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Pryor jokes with

visitors at hospital

SHERMAN OAKS, Calif. (AP) —
Richard Pryor cracked jokes with
visitors, but doctors warned that the
comedian, critically burned when an
alleged cocaine mixture exploded,
faced less-than-even odds in his fight
for survival.

The 39-year-old Emmy and
Grammy winner, known for his biting
' street-wise humor, was ““fairly alert”
Tuesday as he rested in criticat but
stable condition with third-degree
burns over the upper half of his
body. . s
Pryor told byrn specialist Dr. Jack
Grossman his clothes caught fire
when liquid ether — used to make g
cocaine derivative called ‘‘free base”
— exploded, according to Police Lt.
Dan Cooke. “Free base,” which is

smoked in a pipe, is made by mixing .

cocaine with the volatile solvent.

Cooke said it was not known what -

sparked the Monday explosion and
‘“we may never know."” Early reports
indicated a cigarette lighter had ex-
ploded, sending the comedian running
from his home in flames.

Cooke said no charges against
Pryor were contemplated.

Grossman said the next three to
four days would be critical for Pryor.,
He was encouraged that Pryor spent
a restful Monday night but cautioned
that people his age who suffer such
serious burns have just one chance in
three of survival. '

Pryor will undergo whirlpool treat-
ments at the hospital’s burn center to
help clean off the burned skin, said
hospital spokesman Gary Swaye.
Grossman said the comedian may
undergo a special treatment known as
a hyperbaric-chamber operation, in
which the patient is sealed into a tube
The atmospheric pressure is doubled
or tripled, pushing ‘oxygen into the
blood and speeding up healing twenty-
fold

On Tuesday, he was wrapped in
gauze and lay+on g soft material
called “‘egg crates,” which is con-
structed in a series of cones to lessen
the contact with skin

. Swaye said Pryor apparently was
wearing a polyester shirt at the time
of the fire."“They stick to your body
when they melt,” he said

Swaye said Pryor was allowed to
see a few friends and family mem-
bers Tuesday. Jim Brown, actor and
former pro football star, said Pryor
asked to see him. “We're very close
friends. We chatted briefly and he
cracked a couple of jokes,”” Brown
said.

Grossman said Pryo‘r may need six
to eight weeks of hospitalization.

Meanwhile, arson investigators
searched Pryor's Northridge home
and said no cocaine or ether was
found.

When the explosion occurred, Pryor
screamed and his aunt, Jenny Pryor,
rushed in, grabbed some bedcovers
and put out the fire, said Fire Capt.
Terry Dickeson. Pryor then ran from
the house and was found by two police
officers on routine patrol.

Officer Riehard Zielinski said
Pryor yelled “I can’t stop, I can’t
stop, I'll die if I stop,’”” and then began
jogging. The officers followed him for
about a half ‘mile until paramedics
arrived and forcibly subdued him.

“Pryor was very wigged out when
he came in (to the hospital),” said a
source who insisted on anonymity.

Pryor currently is on probation
after pleading mo contest in 1978 to a
malicious mischief charge stemming
from a fracas with two women at his
home. He rammed the women's car
and fired several shots into it after the
women were out of the car. As a part
of his sentence, Pryor was ordered to
perform 10 public service benefit con-
certs. :

In August 1974, Pryor was sen-
tenced to 10 days in jail, fined and
placed on three years probation after
pleading guilty to a charge of willful
faiture to file a federal income tax
return

Pryor's humor won him Grammy

awards for two comedy albums —
‘That Nigger's Crazy" and ‘‘Bicen-
tennial Nigger” — and an Emmy for
a Lily Tomlin television special he
wrote

His latest.film, “Wholly Moses," is
to be released this week by Columbia
Pictures, and he recently compjeted
filming *'Stir Crazy,” with Gene
Wilder, and “Family Dream,” with
Cecily Tyson.

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Free base: rich man's drug

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Free base — the drug police say was connected
with cemedian Richard Pryor’s burn injuries — is a rich man’s drug that
causes "‘extreme euphoriza,” a UCLA psychiatrist says.

The drug is extracted from cocaine that has been treated with ether or
ammonia. Once the chemical evaporates, the free base is usually smoked
in a glass pipe held over a steady flame. Users say the drug provides a
powerful rush, similar to the high received from shooting cocaine with a
needle. ¢

. Cocaine is an expensive drug, and free base users can go through $2,000
to §12,000 worth in a week, according to Dr. Ron Siegel of the department
of psychiatry at UCLA Medical Center, who has been studying frée base
use since 1974,

‘“The type of accident that apparently occurred with Richard Pryoris a
very dramatic example of what has been going on in the closets of Los
Angeled for several yedrs now, ®Siegel said. : ,

“It’s very hazardous — you have an open flame juxtaposed with a
volatile solvent, the ether, and we are seeing a large number of accidents,
people who have been burned whien they come down from thé euphd¥ia or
‘nod out.’ .

“When you come down from the high — which lasts for only a few
seconds — you crash very hard,” he said. ‘‘Many users nod out into their
food or into the torches."” ~ _

Siegel said he first heard about free base in 1974 from people returning
from South America, where a paste similag to free base has been smoked
for at least 50 years. .

In Los Angeles, free base has become very popular in the music
industry. Siegel said he now talks to two to three users a day, who are
coming to him from as far away as Florida and New York for information
and counseling. :
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United Airlines to test
new telephone service

CHICAGO (AP) — United Airlines
will begin a six-month test Thursday
of a new service for passengers —
air-to-ground. telephone service, the
airline has announced.

The telephone, installed -on one of
the airline’s DC-10s, is a standard
12-button wall model that works by
radio transmission, according to
Steve Grosvald of United's planning
department, Passengers will press
each of the buttons until they hear a
cledr tone that means they have
reached an operator at the ground
station nearest the flight path.

The operator will take billing infor-
mation and then connect the passen-
ger with the number he is trying to
reach. The charge is $10 plus cost of
the call.

““An airplane is one of the few
places left now where you can't make
a telephone call,”” Grosvald said
Tuesday.

And although some people would

probably like to keep it that way —=
‘“it’s one place you can't be dis-
turbed” — United thinks the new
service may be ap&uuu to business-
men, Grosvald said.

Telephones have been used for
years in private and corporate jets as
well as government planes, he said.

“We expect that businessmen will
be the users — but there may also be
pleasure travelers who will want to do
it for the enjoyment of it,”” he said,
“And if there is a delay because of
weather, you could call ahead and
say, ‘we’re on our way.'"’

a deficiency may cause
lip sores and poor vision.
Large amounts of ribo-
flavin are found in leafy
vegetables, liver, cheese,
lean meats, milk, eggs
and breads,

No surprises during NBA
college draft Tuesday

NEW YORK (AP) — Golden State,
Utah, New Jersey and Denver, four of
the National Basketball Association’s
have-nots, appear to have improved
their lot significantly in Tuesday's
college draft.

And the Boston Celtics, who had the
best record in the league las®season,
didn't do badly, either

There were no surprises among the
early selections of the 10-round draft,
which drew a boiterous throng of
more than 1,000 spectators to a mid-
town hotel. They booed NBA Commijs-
sioner Larry O'Brien and hooted
when Dallas, picking right before
New York on the first round, grabbed
the player the Knicks had wanted,
UCLA'’s Kiki Vandeweghe.

And they cheered when the Knicks,
after taking Indiana small forward
Mike Woodson on the first round,
grabbed 6-foot-9 forward DeWayne
Scales of Louisiana State on®the sec-
ond round :

The Warriors opened the proceed-
ings by taking Joe Barry Carroll, the
7-1, 240-pound center who led Purdue
to the NCAA semifinals. Golden State
Coach Al Attles called Carroll “a
devastating force inside, a very phys
ical center.”

Golden State, which won the NBA
title in 1975 but finished last in the
Pacific Division the past three sea-
sons, had obtained the first and 13th
picks in the draft on Monday from
Boston in exchange for Robert Par
ish, a four-year veteran center, and
the No. 3 pick

That deal, which Warriors execu-
tive Scotty Stirling called ‘“‘the first
step in the major restructuring of our
club,” gave Golden State four of the
first 25 picks in the draft.

Later in the first round they picked
6-10 forward Rickey Brown of Missis
sippi State, whom Attles said “may
be the outstanding shooting big man
in the draft.” And with the first two
picks of the second round they
grabbed 6-7 forward Larry Smith of
Alcorn State, the nation's top re
bounder with a 15.2 average last sea-
son, and Iona center Jeff Ruland

Hours later they dealt Ruland, a
20.8 career scorer who had applied for
the draft as a junior eligible, to Wash
ington for future considerations

Utah, which like Golden State won
just 24 games last season, picked
second and took Darrell Griffith, the
glamour guard who led Louisville to
the NCAA championship and was re-
garded by NBA scout Marty Blake as
““the only sure thing in the draft.”” And
later in the first round the Jazz draft
ed playmaker John Duren of George-
town, who.set school records with 228
assists last season and 583 for his
career 2

Together they could give the Jazz
an all-rookie backcourt next season.,

Boston picked third and- grabbed
6-11 Kevin McHale of Minnesota, a
college center who will probably be
switched to forward. He sh8uld fit in
well with frontcourtmen like Parish,
Dave Cowens, Larry Bird and Rick
Robey and will providecinsurance in
case the Celtics are unable to sign
Cedric Maxwell, who is a free agent

The selection of McHale completed
a major coup by Celtics General Man
ager Red Auerbach. A year ago he
signed M.L. Carr as a free agent and
persuaded Detroit to accept Bob
McAdoo — a player the Celtics didn’t
want — as compensation, with the
Pistons also sending the first and 13th

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Dallas Mavericks happy
over NBA player draft

DALLAS (AP) — The Dallas Mav-
ericks came out of their first National
Basketball Association draft Tuesday
with big smiles and big players who
should make them less of a pushover
in their opening season.

Now, they need a coach

General Manager Norm Sonju was
openly delighted over obtaining such
talent as 6-8 forward Kiki Van-
deweghe of UCLA in the first round,
and 6-11 center Roosevelt Bouie of
Syracuse in the second round after
stealing free agent 7-2 center Ralph
Drollinger.

Drollinger, the star of the traveling
Athletes in Action, signed a three-
year contract for an undisclosed
amount,

He played four years for AIA with
his top salary at $10,000 a year

The Mavericks were proud of the
fact that they did not have to outbid
Los Angeles or Seattle for Drol-
linger’s services.

“Money was not the final answer,”
said Sonju.

“Until this morning our biggest guy
was a forward,” said Sonju. “We had
a real weakness in the middle but now
we feel very happy about it.”

Drollinger will be battling Tom La-
Garde, ohtained in the expansion
draft, and Rouie for the No. 1 center
job.

! Vandeweghe was the 11th player
chosen and Sonju said ‘‘He is the type
of player who will get better in the
long run. We can build our team with
a player like Kiki.”

In a telephone call from New York,

Vandeweghe said “It's kinda excit-
ing, like getting on the ground floor of
a situation. I'm very happy and hon-
ored to be selected so early.”

Bouie was a second round pick, the
34th player chosen and Sonju said,
“We were delighted to get a center of
this quality. It never occurred to me
that he would still be available. We're
excited to get him.”

In the third-round, the Mavericks
selected 64 guard David Britton of
Texas A&M and picked 68 forward
David Johnson of Weber State in the
fourth round. The Mavs chose Van-
deweghe teammate 6-8 forward Dar-
rell Allums in the fifth round

In the final five rounds, Dallas
chose NAIA all-America guard Leroy
Jackson of Cameron, Okla., forward
Tony Forsch of Midwestern, forward
Clarence Kea of Lamar, guard Ken
Williams of Houston and forward
Tom Morgan of California State-Full-
erton.

“Britton is a talent,” said Sonju.
““He came on like crazy the last half of
the year. He is a decent, solid pick.”

Vandeweghe’s .570 career shooting
percentage standss third in Bruin his-
tory behind Bill Walton and Kareem
Abdul-Jabbar. Vandeweghe's
strength is a radar-controlled 20-foot
jump shot.

Bouie averaged 16 points and 8§ re-
bounds per game for Syracuse.

“We feel like we got two first-round
players in Drollinger and Van-
deweghe,”” said Sonju, who said Bouie
had also been listed as a likely first-
round selection.

ST. LOUIS (AP) — The staunchly conservative
new president of the Southern Baptist Convention
says his election is attributable to a ‘‘back-to funda-
mentals’’ conservatism rising in the nation’s largest
Protestant body.

“Our people know that any denomination that has
gone liberal has gone down,” the Rev. Bailey E.
Smith of Del City, Okla., said Tuesday in an inter-

 view.

“Our people are.saying that if we have turned a
little to the left, then let’s turn back right and get this
matter settled so we can be the great, evangelistic
Bible-believing force we cam be in this world.”

Smith, 41, a commanding preacher who insists the
Bible must be viewed as. totally without error, won
the top office of the 13.4 million-member denomina-
tion Tuesday over five other candidates with a
surprise first-ballot majority. ;

Mobster’s son slain

LAS VEGAS, Nev. (AP) — The son of a reputed
Las Vegas underworld figure has died from 10
gunshot wounds after allegedly pulling a gun on
plainclothes officers, Las Vegas Metropolitan police
say.

Frank Bluestein, 35, a maitre d’ at the Hacienda
Hotel, was shot by police about 11:45 p.m. Monday
after being pulled over while taking a pizza to his
girlfriend. '

Lt. John Conner, head of the homicide department,
said the car was stopped because of outstanding traf-
fic-violations.

Police say when two plainclothes detectives ap-
proached the car, Bluestein started to open the door,
flashing a revolver.

Police fired through the car door, mortally wound-
ing’ Bluestein. He died an hour later at Sunrise
Hospital, Conner said. It was not immediately
known whether Bluestein fired any shots and there
were no witnesses, he added.

Bluestein, whose father Louis has been linked to
organized crime in southern Nevada, moved to-Las
Vegas sig months ago from Chicago. {

Equal Rights Amendment to the U.S. Constitution.
Women ‘‘can’t improve on what God meant them to
be,” he said.

Smith is pastor of the 14,237-member First South-
ern Baptist Church of Del City, a suburb of Oklaho-
ma City. The congregation is one of the 10 largest
churches in the denomination. ;

He also is president of the Oklahoma Baptist
Convention. Born in Dallas and educated at South-
western Baptist Theological Sgminary in Texas, he
previously served churches in Hobbs, N.M., and
Warren, Ark.

He won the national office with a narrow 52 percent
majority of 5.739 votes.

NEW YORK — The sophisticated robot that will be
able to see, hear, feel and even talk, is coming.
Cheap, efficient, coordinated by the central com-
puter, - he'll work side-by-side with humans in the

. future factory — and may even take away the

human's job permanently.

“It could be the solid citizen, the producer in your
plant who will be the one replaced,” says M.LT, re-
searciter Robert T. Lund, quoted in an article in the
June issue of Science Digest on the rpbot population
explosion

“Robots,” says the magazine, “happily will push,
pull, Hft, turn, spray, weld, grind and.drill those
little micro-electric hearts out. Already, tens of

‘thousands of industrial robots are performing such

tasks around the world.”

In the next decade, the robot industry is expected
o grow from a $60 million-a-year business to a
predicted $3 billion.

The industrial robots, who now consist mainly of a
single computer-controlled arm with a pincer-like
claw_ will see with the aid of TV cameras, will feel
with the aid of force sensors, will be closer in size to
pumans. will be able to move around the factory to
do their tasks and even will talk with their handlers
and listen to instructions.

Where will the displaced factory workers go? In
the past, much factory unemployment was soaked
up by the office as the American work force
over the decades exchanged its blue collar for a
w hite one

Bet the future will see humans being ejected from
the office. too, as cheap electronics, word-processing
machines and computers eliminate much of the work
m typing. filing, record-keeping and communica-

.ton Society of Financial Analysts meeting.

““This is the most encouraging thing we have encoun-

tered so far,” Garvin said.

However, based on previous statements by oil indus-
try executives, government officials and industry ana-
lysts, the Exxon strike eventually could confirm the
first commercial field.

Exxon’s discovery is the ninth gas or oil find in four
wells ‘drilled off the mid-Atlantic coast, all within a

very small area of the Baltimore Canyon Trough
geological formation.

Leak causes no problems

‘The radioactivity of the water re

leased to the Susquehanna River was
too low and too diluted to be detected
or to present any risk to the public,”
Harper said

PE said the water leaked through a
condenser tube between March 31 and
April 7, and again on April 21. Ex-
treme dilution prevented detection of
the release by monitoring instru-
ments at the York Codnty plant,
Harper said

The leak was discovered June 6
when an in-plant survey showed that
some water had been accidentally
released, he said

Exxon makes strong bid for shale oil

WASHINGTON — Exxon Corp., the
world's largest oil company, wants
the United States to help meet future
energ needs by producing oil from
shale rock in a massive $500 bll!i(m
industrial effort that would pour more
than 1.5 million people into a thinly
populated area of Colorado over the
next 30 years

The company’s proposal, which was
made available to the Los Angeles
Times, envisions an oil shale industry
far more ambitious than any pre-
viously considered by government or
industry

The plan is certain to stir controver-
sy throughout the West, particularly
in states such as California that use
water from the Colorado River. Pro-
duction of oil from shale uses tremen-
dous volumes of water

Because the country’s output of
conventional oil and gas will decline
steadily, only synthetic fuels can fill
the ehergy gap, Exxon planners say
in a report on the proposal. Other-
wise, they say, the United States will
continue to depend on imported oil
“through the 1990s and beyond.”

Clifton C. Garvin, Exxon’s chair-
man, presented his company’s plan at
a closed meeting Monday of the Busi-
ness Roundtable, a group of chief
executives uf the nation’s biggest cor-
porations.

Exxon planners foresee two major
sources of synthetic fuels: oil shale
and coal. Under their proposal, pro-
duction from oil shale would reach
eight million barrels daily by the year
2010, In addition, coal deposits would
be converted to liquid and gaseous
fuels yielding the equivalent of seven
million barrels daily.

Most of America’s energy needs
could be met by synthetic fuels within

30 years, Exxon said. To do so would
¢cost more than $800 billion at current
prices for both shale and coal produc-
tion facilities, with production from
shale accounting for $500 billion of the
total. Inflation would make the final
price tag much higher

The $800 billion cost would be borne
over a 30-year period by companies in
the synthetics business. Presumably’
Exxon and other major oil companies
would be the biggest spenders. Rais-
ing the money “is within the capabili-
ties of private companies,’’ the Exxon
report says

The federal government should
provide leadership to speed growth of

the new industry, according to Exxon, °

by generating “public awareness of
the critical national need” for syn-
thetic fuels, and eliminating “‘inordi-
nate delays of the sort that have
slowed energy projects so often in the
past.”

The goal is *“*highly ambitious — but
not beyond achievement by a deter-
mined America,” according to the
report, titled “The Role of Synthetic
Fuels in the United States Energy
Future.”

Synthetic fuels from coal would call
on a diversity of sources, using coal
from Appalachia, the Gulf Coast re-
gion, the Midwest and the Rocky
Mountains.

The shale industry would be con-
centrated in a relatively small area of
Colorado and Utah.

The richest shale deposits are found
in two Colorado counties, Rio Blanco
and Garfield, which would presum-
ably be dotted with shale plants, at a
cost of $5 billion each, if Exxon’s plan
become a reality.

Shale rock is mined, either under-
ground or through surface strip min-
ing. The rock is crushed and heated to
produce a thick heavy crude oil.

“After processing to remove im-

purities and lighten the oil, conven
tiongl refining methods can turn it
into a variety of oil products — in-
cluding gasoline, jet fuel, heating oil
and fuel ofl,”” Exxon said

Northwestern Colorado, which has
75,000 people now, would become a
metropolitan area of 1.5 million in
three decades if the plan was imple
mented, ateording to Exxon offi-
cials

Exxon’s ambitious plan surprised
government officials.

“I haven’t heard anything about
such a proposal,” said Rep. 4im
Johnson, R-Colo., whose district in-
cludes the heart of shale country
“It’s contrary to any of the studies I
have seen which indicate, on the out-
side, a two million barrel a day capac-
ity.”

A study of the region by the Depart-
ment of the Interior indicated several
years ago that there is ample water to
support a shale industry with a daily
production of 500,000 barrels.

“Whether there is enough water to
process eight million barrels a day, 1
Just don’t know,"” said James Elling-
boe, chief of planning for the Water
and Power Resources Service at the
department.

Two to four barrels of water are
needed to help produce one barrel of
oil from shale.

Exxon has made clear its interest in
oil shale by spending $400 million to
buy Atlantic Richfield’s 60 percent
share in a project near Grand Valley,

Colo. The project involves a small

plant scheduled to produce 46,000 bar-
rels daily in 1985,

The company is now trying to per-
suade the Department of the Interior
to grant it permission to swap leases
with other companies on shale lands.
Exxon has leases on scattered tracts
and wants to assemble large blocks of
land for its shale activities.

Nippon Oil, Japan’s biggest refiner
and distributor of oil, had profits of
$179.1 million, and a spokesman said
the company had no choice but to pass
OPEC price increases on to consum-
ers.

But every evening, while millions of other Ameri-
cans contentedly watch their favorite programs, idly
changing -stations, residents of Green Spring peer
vainly into a blurred, wildly dancing picture accom-
panied by buzzing static.

Like most residents, retirees Albert and Camilla

night in the tiny hamlet whose inhabitants drive 40 or
50 miles to work or shop.

“Talk about backwoods folks,” sighed Mrs. Hol-
land, as she tried to follow a movie whose characters
faintly appeared every few minutes before being
swept back Into the heaving interference. “Maybe
one evening a week we’'ll get something we can
watch."”

In the area of sharp, ragged highlands where West
Virginia meets Maryland, television signals are
shredded before they reach the small towns tucked
away In the high valleys and hollows.

The hills and weather patterns play infinite tricks,

picture of another hundreds of miles away. Occa-
sionally a Washington, D.C., station will filter in,
obliterating signals from closer to home.

‘“There's times when we get Pittsburgh voice and
Baltimore picture,” said Holland, who depends for
news on a Washington station he picks up about once
a week.

Although there are stations fewer thar' 50 miles
away in Pennsylvania and Maryland, the nearest
one the Hollands ever see is some 200 miles away in
Harrisonburg, Va. “Once in a great while we get it. It
don’t average once a year,”” Holland said.

For years local residents have schemed and ex-
perimented to get intelligible pictures on their TV
sets. Antennas of all shapes and sizes festoon the
houses, aerials perch on hillsides and steel reception
towers dot backyards.

Ray Crevinson, owner of Green Springs’ tavern,
grunted in disgust as the picture on his television
alternately spun and cojlapsed. ‘“The only thing to do
around here is watch television. But it don’t stay
around too long,” he said.

Bunk Carter stared at the set over the tavérn
counter and declared, “What makes me mad is you

sit down and get interested in something and boompf
— it's gone.”

Across the Potomac in Oldtown, Md., residents
tired of years of maddening static and pictureless
television, started their own community cable televi-
sion corporation. :

With help from the U.S. Rural Electrification
Project and the U.S. Commerce Department, a
satellite dish is being installed that will capture
perfect pictures from local channels as well as from
stations in New York, Atlanta and Los Angeles.

In the center of Green Spring, residents 'can
subcribe to a limited commercial cable system. But
the Ronald Holland, Albert and Camilla’s son, the
cable, which depends on a giant antenna on the
highest hill, offers little improvement.

“You gét lines going in all diréctions. And the roar
of its static is unbearable. You can’t stand to watch |

it,”” he said.

Outside town, where homes are miles apart, cable ‘

is too expensive and people listen enviously to stories
from across the river about arguments over which
stations the Oldtown system should carry.

airs tonight on PBS

I suppose that Public
TV, impervious as it is to
the ratings numbers
compiled by A.C. Niel
sen, is the perfect televi
sion forum for the docu
mentary. Document
aries can be'dry going,
and on PBS, the sound of
viewers stampeding to
other stations rings rath
er softly

A great many docu
mentafies,that would
never make it to the air
on a commercial net
work find life, if not wide
audience, on PBS. Even
the notorious ‘“‘Death of
a Princess'*would not
have met the entertain
ment standards of a
commercial network,
and its "high rating on
PBS owed more to the
accident of controversy
stirred publicity than to
dramatic value

Forgive me, but I find
a great many of Public
TV's documentaries —
serious-minded and drip-
ping of import as they
may be — just too dull to
bear. Still, I can’t be-
grudge them their time
on the Public Broadcast-
ing Service

1 suspect such ambiva-
lence will greet tonight’s
PBS documentary offer-
ing, “Guess Who's Preg-
nant? An Update.”

Public service itself,
this, an update of an orig-
inal 1977 documentary
that painted a dark pic-
ture of the teen-age preg-
nancy problem. It is in-
formative, thoughtful,
painstakingly re-
searched and thoroughly
frank ... and oh, so dull.

However, braced by
the advice that ite pur-
pose is not entertain-
ment. but information,
you might find the view-
ing well worthwhile.

Public TV, “Guess Who's
Rregnant’’ eschews the

mative approach. Num
bets take place over
shots of steamy cars in
drive-in lots

And the pumbers are
scary. In 1977, the docu-
mentary found that one
in 10 American teen-age
girls become pregnamt
every year. That figure
still stands, with one dis-
turbing difference: In
the age-rangee10-19, (ex
panding the survey to
girls aged 10-12) another
300.000 girls become
pregnant each year

Of girls age 14 today,
the documentary finds,
“four in 10 will be preg-
‘nant by age 20."”

Youngsters are engag-
ing in sex at ever youn-
ger ages, one in five
American kids having
had sex by the age of 15.

““What's so terrible
about teen-age pregnan-
cy?" itis asked. The eco-
nomic burden on society
and the moral question
aside, says Dr. Mary
Calderone, ‘‘The younger
the teen-age girl, the
higher the health prob-
lems for both her and her
baby.” .

The documentary’s
preference for statistics
and a cold eye does not
mean it doesn’t take a
point of view, On the con-
trary, government, par-
ents, schools, the media
and teen-agers them-
selves are roundly as-
sailed

“Guess Who's Preg-
nant I1"" tackles a heavy-
duty social problem, and
is bold enough to ask
questions and suggest
answers. It's not much
fun. but its point is well
made — if not well taken.
Alas, the families and
teen-agers for whom it is
intended will be watch-
ing reruns of ‘“Charlie’s
Angels.”
