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Soviets withdraw one troop division, tanks
MOSCOW (A P ) * -  Radio Moscow 

announced today one Soviet troop di­
vision, beiieved to have 7,000 to 11,000 
men, and 108 tanks were being with­
drawn from Afghanistan and re­
turned home. That would leave about 
75,000 Soviet troops in Afghanistan.

it was the first time the Kremlin 
has said how many of its troops were 
being puiied from the war-tom coun­
try at its southern border, where an 
estimated 85,000 Soviet troops were 
sent last Christmas.

Soviet President Leonid I. Brezh- 
' nev was quoted by the official Soviet 
news agency Tass as saying the 
troops were l^ing puiied because iife 
in Afghanistan is “ gradually return­

ing to normal.”
But Brezhnev also was quoted as 

saying: “ Naturaily we will continue 
to heip Afghanistan create a new life 
and to secure the gains of the April 
(1978) revolution.”

The statement suggested the So­
viets have no pians to comply with 
Western demands that they withdraw 
aii their troops.

The Communist Party newspaper 
Pravda said today that tanks, ar­
mored personnel carriers and infan­
try aiready had begun withdrawing in 
keeping with the K rem lin ’ s an­
nounced partial pullout from Afghan­
istan — a withdrawal that has been 
greeted with heavy skepticism in the
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West.
The official Tass news agency re- 

porled from the Afghan capital of 
Kabul Sunday that “ according to in­
formation from the command of So­
viet military contingents now staying 
in Afghanistan, .some army units 
whose stay in Afghanistan ts not nec­
essary at present , are being with­
drawn these days to the territory of 
the Soviet Union on agreement with 
the Afghan government.”

In a followup labeled an eyewitness 
account from the Afghan cap ita l, 
Pravda correspondent L. Mironov de­
scribed suntanned Russian soldiers 
saying goodbye to grizzled Afghan 
villagers after battling anti-commu-

nist Moslem rebels for six months, and 
"fulfilling their international duty.”

“ Early this morning from the city’s 
outskirts a long line of tanks and 
infantry began to stretch out 'The 
residents of the villages and towns 
came out to see them off. The Soviet 
and Afghan friends made their part­
ing handshakes and em braces,’ ’ 
Mironov said in a dispatch dated Sun­
day.

He said after all the farewells were 
said the Soviet troops and war ma­
chines began their SOdmile journey 
home by road.

President Carter said he and the 
other Western heads of state meeting 
in Venice believed the Soviet an­

nouncement “ can only be Judged as 
significant if it’s accurate, if it’s per­
manent and if it’s the first step to­
ward total withdrawal.”  He suggest- 
t>d it was designed to increase partici­
pation in the Olympic Games next 
month in Moscow but said the U.S. 
boycott was "Irrevocable.”

Zbigniew Brzezinski, Carter’s na­
tional security adviser, told report­
ers, " It  is much too early to label this 
as the beginning of a peace offen­
sive.”  Secretary of State Edmund 
Muskie added: “ Don’t believe any­
thing you don’t see.”

And the seven Western leaders at­
tending the two-day summit in Venice 
called the Soviet intervention in Afgh-

anistan “ unacceptable”  and demand­
ed the complete withdrawal of Soviet 
forces. Some 85,000 Soviet troops have 
been in Afghanistan since December 
helping the Marxist government bat­
tle anti-communist Moslem rebels.

Tass responded to the American 
statements in Venice with scorn, la­
beling them “ slanderous”  and an at­
tempt to “ camoflauge with verbiage 
U.S. actions aimed at heightening 
tension....”

leading diplomats here speculated 
the partial pullback announcement 
was timed to cause dissension among 
Western leaders meeting In Venice 
and might be more cosmetic than 
real.

A llied  leaders  
have liffle to say  
as summit closes
VENICE, Italy (A P ) — President Carter end^ the Allied summit today with 

a declaration that the “ ruthless”  Soviet invasion of Afghanistan would be 
opposed with “ our combined strength.”  He called this a moral and strategic 
imperative, but other Allied leaders said little on the subject.

The summit was convened to forge an Allied economic strategy, but the focus 
shifted Sunday when the Soviets announced a partial withdrawal of troops from 
Afghanistan.

Allied leaders were skeptical of Soviet motives and demanded a complete 
withdrawal. Carter emphasized the situation in his closing remarks, but none of 
the other six leaders discussed Afghanistan in strong terms.

“ We have committed our combined strength and our influence and our voices 
against a ruthless power’s invasion of a nearby defenseless neighbor which 
threatens the stability of a crucial area,”  Carter said.

He called the Soviet move into Afghanistan on Dec. 27 “ a profound assault 
against the laws of nations and a grave threat to the stability of that vital 
region.

“ We pledge to oppose this Soviet invasion with the means at our disposal,”  
Carter said. “ We do this because it is a moral imperative and also a strategic 
imperative.”

Carter and leaders of the other six industrialized nations — West Germany, 
Great Britain, Italy, France, Canada and Japan — gave individual speeches as 
the two-day summit closed with agreement on energy and economic issues.

The allied command called for declining reliance on imported oil, and the 
summit communique noted “ the vital contribution of nuclear power,”  calling 
for an increase in atomic energy use and expanded conservation techniques.

The meeting was convened to discuss energy and economic issues but was 
dominated by the situation in Afghanistan 

British Prime Minister Margaret Thatcher called the occupation of Afghanis­
tan a new manifestation of the old difference between East and West. In their 
remarks, the German-and French leaders ignored the Afghanistan situation 
entirely.

In his address. Carter also said the challenges facing the free world “ are both 
political and economic in nature,”  and said the nations were “ resolved to break 
the link between our economic growth and our oil consumption.”

The leaders developed new goals to reduce oil imports, double coal production 
by 1990, and expand use of nuclear power and other alternate fuels. The 
participants also declared combating inflation to be their No. 1 priority and 
ranked energy concerns second.

The economic and energy agreements amounted to ratification of almost 
identical goals set last month by the 20-nation International Energy Agency. 
There was little debate on the goals and agreement was so perfunctory the 
conference ended 2Vi hours early.

The economic summit was dominated'more by politics than economy. On 
Sunday, as the Allied leaders met for the first time in a year, the Soviet Union 
announced it was making a partial withdrawal of troops from Afghanistan.

Carter and his colleagues had planned all along to issue a fresh condemnation 
here of the Soviet intervention in Afghanistan, but they speeded their timetable 
by 24 hours and issued their declaration Sunday. The Allies were cautious in 
discussing the Soviet move.

Carter said the Soviet announcement would have “ very little significance”  
unless it signified a permanent and complete withdrawal of Soviet troops.

On Monday, the economic issues were finalized.
'hie leaders of the United States, Britain, France, Germany, Italy, Canada 

and Japan estimated that over the next decade they could increa.se energy 
sources other than oil at the equivalent of 15 to 20 million barrels of oil a day.

'They pledged to make “ a coordinated, vigorous effort to realize this 
potential”  by increasing use of coal, nuclear power and synthetic fuels.

A doubling of the production and use of coal, long a neglected energy 
resource, would mean boom times for the coal mining sections of the United 
States, which have a significant export trade.

In addition, the leaders agreed that oil conservation goals set a year ago at the 
last economic summit in Tokyo will be made obsolete because of an anticipated 
reduction in world oil output in the years ahead.

As a consequence, the leaders decided to call for a further oil import cutback 
of 4 million barrels a day, to about 22 million barrels, by 1985. Individual targets 
for each country were not set.

If all the goals are met, the seven nations expect that oil will be reduced from 
53 percent of their energy demand to 40 percent.

Carter had personally assured his summit colleagues on Sunday that the 
United States will resist pressures for “ premature or excessive stimulation of 
the American economy.”

White House press secretary Jody Powell reported that Carter's pledge was 
welcomed by the other leaders.

The American president ate a breakfast of bread, milk and cheese with 12 
monks at a Benedictine monastery today and then held individual, private 
meetings wiUi Prime Ministers Pierre Trudeau of Canada and Margaret 
'Thatcher of England before attending the final summit sessions.

Other summit objectives included:
,—Reducing health and safety hazards associated with nuclear power and 

minimizing risks of secret nuclear weapons production.
—Ending construction of oil-flred generating plants to conserve oil, and 

converting currently operating oil-fired plants to other fuels.
'The summit schedule was derailed a bit Sunday by the Soviet announcement 

on its claimed withdrawal of troops from Afghanistan.

DAINGERFIELD. Texas (A P ) — 
Alvin King III was supposed to go on 
trial today. His daughter had filed a 
charge of incest, and King needed 
some character witnesses. But sever­
al members of the F irst Baptist 
C îurch, where he used to go to ser­
vices, had turned him down.

On Sunday, police say. King kicked 
open the doors of the church as the 
congregation sang “ More About 
Jesus.”  People in the back rows 
turned around and saw a man in steel 
helmet and flak jacket, carrying two 
rifles and two handguns.

He shouted, “ 'This Is war!”  and 
opened fire

In the next few moments five peo­
ple, including a 7-year-old girl,« were 
fatally shot. 'Three of the five were 
fatally wounded in the congregation, 
and two ushers were fatally wounded 
as they wrestled King outside. It was 
not known whether the ushers were 
wounded before or after they got King 
outside. Ten others were wounded. 
The gunman then ran across the road 
and shot himself in the head.

He was listed in critical condition 
early today as surgeons prepared to 
operate.

King, 45, a former high school math 
teacher with a Ph.D. in psychology 
who had quit teaching seven years 
ago and become a farm er, was 
charged with capital murder.

The tragedy in this east Texas town 
of 2,600 began at about 11:20 a m. with 
the gunman’s abrupt entrance into 
the church. Police said he carried M-1 
and AR-15 rifles and .38-caliber, and 
.22-caliber revolvers.

He fired first with an M-1 rifle.
‘ "Those bullets were flying,”  said 

Arthur Greaves, 69, who was shot in 
the shoulder. “ Some of the congrega­
tion started falling in between the 
pews and some started jumping up 
and down. People were screaming 
and crying and taking on. Boy, was it 
pitiful!”

11)0 sounds of the shooting were

broadcast live on radio station 
KEGG, which normally carries Sun­
day .services.

“ Everybody started screaming and 
they saw it was for real,”  Greaves 
said. “ 'Then I saw this poor little girl 
lying in a puddle of blood. The little 
girl was sitting next to us in the back 
row. I ’ll never forget that. 'There she 
lay.”

Police said the gunman fired at 
random, hitting 13 people in the first 
fusillade Of those, Otna~ttnam, 7, 
and Thelma Richardson, 78, were 
killed immediately. Both were shot in 
the head. Gene Gandy, 50, died of a 
gunshot wound to the stomach about 
U hours later in a nearby hospital.

The toll could have been much 
higher, officials said, but for three 
mei\’s heroics.

Chris Hall, a general contractor 
who had once been a student o f 
King's, was the first to reach the 
gunman. He stripped him of both 
rifles.

71)00 ushers Kenneth Truitt and 
J.Y. “ Red”  McDaniel, both 49, man­
aged to wrestle him out of the church, 
only to be shot to death during the 
struggle.

“ They just bear-hugged him out the 
door, and all the time I could hear a 
gun shooting,”  said Hall. McDaniel 
was shot in the stomach four times 
and died on the church steps. lYuitt 
was shot in the side and d i^  shortly 
after noon in a hospital.

District Attorney Charles M. Cobb 
said King was indicted last fall on 
charges of incest based on a com­
plaint filed by King’s 21-year-old 
daughter, Cynthia, who now lives in 
Dallas. The indictment alleges that 
the act took place in 1977. The trial 
was to have begun today in Sulphur 
Springs, about 50 miles northwest of 
here.

Sanjay Gandhi killed in crash
In d ia  s h a k e n  b y  d e a th  o f  p r im e  m in is te r 's  so n

NEW DELHI, India (A P ) — Sanjay 
Gandhi, politically powerful son of 
Prime Minister Indira Gandhi, and 
his flight instructor were killed Mon­
day after their light plane stalled then 
spun into a clump of trees, witnesses 
said.

India’s vice president said Sanjay’s 
death left India “ thunderstruck.”

Sanjay, 33-year-old grandson of 
Jawaharlal Nehru, India’s first prime 
minister, and Capt. Subash Saxena, 
chief instructor of the Delhi Flying 
Club, were pronounced dead at a hos-i 
pital where they were taken from the 
scene of the crash in the southern part 
of New Delhi.

Officials said it was uncertain who 
was at the controls but an earlier 
unconfirmed report said Sanjay was 
piloting the plane at the time of the 
crash. Other reports had said the 
plane caught fire and crashed into a 
bloc of municipal apartments.

But witnesses said thp two-seater, 
single-engine Pushpak, an Indian-de­
signed trainer plane, was not aflame

when it stalled and crashed into the 
trees.

Sanjay, who had been taking pri­
vate flying lessons, took off from a 
local airport for what was to have 
been a one-hour flight.

The plane crashed barely  two- 
thirds of a mile from the airport and 
from the prime minister’s residence 
where his mother lives.

Mrs. Gandhi sped to the scene of the 
crash, which was cordoned off by 
hundreds of police.

At the hospital, a solemn Mrs. 
Gandhi was seen trying to comfort the 
mother of instrdctor Saxena.

Gandhi started flying in 1976 and 
got his licen.se the following year, 
during his mother’s first administra­
tion as prime minister. He piloted 
small planes during the 1977 election 
campaign.

The license was suspended after 
Mrs. Gandhi’s election defeat in 1977, 
He resumed flying recently and would 
often go up for an hour in the eariy 
morning.

“ The life of a very enthusiastic 
young man of high quality and prom­
ising career has been snatched 
away,”  Vice President Mohammed 
Hidayatullah said. “ The death of Mr. 
Gandhi, who was anxious to do a lot of 
good to the masses, has left every­
body thunderstruck.”

Speaking in the upper house of Par­
liament, Hidayatullah added that 
Sanjay was “ more in love with the 
people and the country and we are! 
much poorer after his departure.”

The mention o f Sanjay ’ s name 
stirred deep e’ .iotion among Indians. 
They ranged from deep dislike to 
blind adoration.

Even as he stood trial in a number 
of criminal cases, including one of as­
sault and battery of a police official, 
he was considei^ by some political 
observers to be India’s second most 
powerful political figure after Mrs. 
Gandhi herself.

Sanjay, a prematurely balding man

who favored the homespun cotton 
clothes popularized by Indian inde­
pendence leaders like his grandfa­
ther, Nehru, served as one of his 
mother’s closest advisers.

Opposition leaders charged that she 
was grooming him as a successor, 
which Mrs. Gandhi denied. But the 
nickname, the “ crown prince,”  re­
mained in use by his numerous crit­
ics.

Sanjay’s influence in national poli­
tics surfaced during the 1975-77 state 
of emergency proclaimed by Mrs. 
Gandhi, giving her and other officials 
extraordinary powers. Although he 
did not hold an official post at the 
time, he wielded enormous power.

He inspired a controversial birth 
control program which led to many 
allegedly coerced sterilizations and, 
ultimately, a voter backlash against 
his mother’s regime. She was ousted 
in the 1977 general elections, after 11 
years in office.

Five Palestinians wounded in border clash
TEL AVIV, Israel (A P ) — Five 

Palestinian students were wounded 
today in a clash with Israeli border 
police in the occupied West Bank, 
hospital officials and the Israeli mili­
tary reported. The clash came hours 
a fter the death o f a Palestin ian 
woman wounded in the neck after 
authorities said a border policeman’s 
machine gun fired accidentally in 
Bethlehem.

Meanwhile, in a move sure to spur 
protesto from Washington, Cairo and 
the United Nations, Prime Minister 
Menachem Begin said he will move 
his offices to East Jemaalem, the 
largely Arab sector o f the city an­
nexed by Israel after Ha capture from

Jordan in the 1967 war.
An official at Ramallah Hospital, 

said four students from Bir Zeit Uni­
versity were wounded slightly but 
another student whose right arm was 
shattered by a bullet was undergoing 
surgery.

A spokesman for the Israeli mili­
tary government of the West Bank 
said the students at the university, 12 
miles north of Jerusalem, set up a 
makeshift stone-roadbloack and 
hurled a firebomb at an Israeli border 
patrol. The police fired  into the 
crowd, wounding the students, the 
spokesman said.

The woman, Taghrecd Al-Butmeh, 
was wounded last TiHiraday In whatc

police described as an accidental ma­
chine-gun burst. She died in a hospital 
today. Bethlehem University, which 
Miss Butmeh attended, was closed for 
a period of mourning but students 
who tried walking to the funeral were 
turned back at police roadblocks.

An Arab gunman shot a policeman 
in the eye on Saturday near the Beth­
lehem square where Miss Butmeh 
was. wounded.

Meanwhile, Israeli security forces 
stepped up their search for Palestin­
ian terror bombs as explosives went 
off today in Tel Aviv and Jerusalem. 
A bomb Illast in a ’Tel Aviv grocery 
store injured an elderly woman and 
two other customers, poUcc said. No

casualties were reported in the sec­
ond explosion at a Jerusalem bus 
stop.

'The transfer of the prime minister’s 
office, announced Sunday, underlines 
Israel’s determination to retain con­
trol of East Jerusalem, with its 100,- 
000 Arabs and religious shrines re­
vered by Christians, Moslems and 
Jews.

Texas GOPs settle differences in caucus
HOUSTON <AP) — Listening to a 

call from state Republican leaders for 
unity In this election year, the 3.875 
delegates to Texas GOP convention 
settled most of their differences in 
caucus, keeping them off the floor and 
leaving with no major divisions in 
their ranks

There was a brief flareup over a • 
tough anti-abortion resolution that 
eventually was approved. Some dele­
gates grumbled about the fact they 
would be represented at the Detroit 
national convention by those pledged 
to George Bush, who has unofTicially 
ended his campain for the nomina­
tion.

But that was settled in a May pri­
mary when Reagan won 61 delegates 
and Bush 19 Bush has said he would 
ask his supporters to vote for Reagan 
on the first ballot

Gov William Clements. Sen John

Tower. R-Texas; Rep. Bill Archer, 
H Texas; and former ambassador 
Anne Armstrong took turns In lashing 
out at President Carter and the dele­
gates gave them each numerous 
cheers.

Clements brought the loudest re­
sponse from the crowd, which Inter­
rupted his speech at least 50 times.

The controversial anti-abortion res­
olution called for a constitutional 
amendment “ protecting the unborn 
child at any stage of biological devel­
opment”

Lila Rehkop of Athens, a member of 
the resolutions committee, said she 
opposed the final version because It 
made no provisions for special cases 
and “ there are exceptions to every­
thing.”

Debate on the resolution, one of 19 
passed by the convention , was 
stopped before opponents had pre­

sented their arguments.
The convention also extended a rule 

providing for presidential primaries 
every four years. The rule had been in 
effect only a temporary basis for 1980, 
but now is permanent.

Others resolutions opposed the 
Equal Rights Amendment, the life­
long appointments of federal judges, 
forced busing, and supported the re­
duction of taxes, and the right to bear 
arms. The delegates also called for 
the abolishment of the Department of 
Education.

A question that could have spoiled 
the quiet of the convention never 
came to the floor for debate. Some 
delegates wanted a resolution setting 
standards to be applied to potential 
vice presidential nominees, but later 
decided to scrap it.

Clements told the delegates, “ We

A thunderstorm pelted this Nolan 
County town o f 12.000 Saturday 
night.

The rain ended a drought so severe 
that 500 persons had held hands, 
prayed and sang hymns on the 
grounds of the Nolan County Ĉ ourt- 
house June 1.

The Saturday night deluge eclipsed 
overnight the less-than-flve inches of 
rain that had fallen the previous six 
months here, bringing the annual 
moisture toUl up to nearly normal for 
this time of year in West Central 
Texas.

The Rev. Orval Brantley, a Baptist

pastor who had organized the prayer 
service, had asked “ God to give us 
rain in your own good time”

Benton said it was the biggest rain­
fall here in more than a year.

The city manager said that "while I 
wasn’t at the prayer service because I 
was out of town, I will most certainly 
endeavor to be present at all prayer 
services for rain in the future.”  

Public water usage had been cut 
back drastically because of the low 
water in the city’s reservoirs. The 
rain produced at least a two-foot rise 
in the level at Oak Creek Lake, at 
least 6 inches at Lake Sweetwater and 
a slight rise at Lake 'Trammell.

Before the rain, the three lakes 
were holding less than 9,000 acre feet 
of water, compared with total capac­
ity of 52,000 acre feet.

The rain was widespread enough to 
benefit other communities with acute 
w ater sh ortages , such as R oy, 
McCaulley, Sy lvester and Long- 
worth.

Plane crashes claim 14 lives

Airplane crashes in seven states 
claimed at least 14 lives in the nation 
over the weekend, authorities report­
ed.

Among the accidents causing Sun­
day’s 13 fatalities was the crash of an 
old-time airliner in Columbus, Ind., 
which killed three people. Authorities 
said the Lockheed Super Constella­
tion that crashed and exploded short­
ly after takeoff from Bakalar Munici­
pal Airport at 2 p.m. had been under 
surveillance for several days as part 
of an on-gding criminal investiga­
tion.

However, Columbus Police Chief 
Robert D. Talkington refused to dis­
close any details of the special inves­
tigation, which he said was far from 
complete.

Five people were injured in the

crash of the plane that had been 
converted to carry cargo.

Other Sunday crashes;
—Three people were killed and one 

was injured when their rented Piper 
Cherokee crashed Sunday evening 
near Coeur d’Alene, Idaho.

—Two men died when the World 
War Il-vintage airplane they were 
flying plunged into the ground near 
Bowling Green, Ohio. The crash oc­
curred after the AT-6 trainer had 
been in a flying exhibition by mem­
bers of the Confederate Air Force, an 
organization of pilots and others in­
terested in restoring and flying Wbrid 
War II aircraft.

—In Milford Square, Pa., the pilot 
of an experimental plane and his pas­
senger died when the craft crashed 
into the town’s fire station at about 
11:45 a m. The firehouse was des­
troyed.

. —Near Dunedin, Fla., a 21-year-oid 
St. Petersburg man died and a pas­
senger was injured when a twln-en- 
gine Piper Cub crashed into the Gulf 
of Mexico at about 1; 30 p.m.

—And two people were killed when 
their single-engine plane crashed 
around 2 p.m. in a field about seven 
miles east of Clifton, III., authorities
said.

On Saturday, an Ogden, Utah, man 
was killed when his experimental 
plane crashed three miles north of 
Brigham City while he was perform­
ing aerobatics.

In addition to the weekend crashes, 
two separate small plane crashes 
claimed eight lives Friday night. The

NEW YORK (A P ) — Assassination 
has been ruled out as the motive for 
tĥ r break-in at the East Side town- 
house occupied by reiatives of the 
deposed Shah of Iran because the 
gunmen had an opportunity to carry 
out such a plan, detectives say.

The two Intruders, disguised as de­
liverymen, may have wanted to bur­
glarize the exclusive Beekman Place 
townhouse Saturday or the break-in 
may have been a ’ ’ harassment 
move,”  Detective Dennis Caufield 
said.

The incident was foiled by private 
security guard who struggled with the 
gunmen after they entered the foyer 
entrance of the five-story building.

"They were amateurs,”  said Cau­
field. " I f  they wanted to assassinate 
anyone, they had all the opportunity 
to do it. The only obstacle was the 
guard. So why didn’t they contin­
ue?”

Caufield said Sunday that detec­
tives also were discounting an anony­
mous call made in Beirut to the 
French news agency. Agence France- 
Presse, that the break-in was the 
work of Red June, an Iranian group 
s.sid to work against opponents of the 
Islamic revolution.

He said detectives had no informa­
tion about such a' group and believed

"someone got wind of the incident and 
took responsibility fqr it.”

The caller said the bungled intru­
sion was an attempt to murder the 
deposed shah’s twin sister, Ashraf 
Pahiavi. The call was made about 
five hours after the 9;05 a.m. inci­
dent.

The townhouse at 29 Beekman 
Place is now the home of Princess 
Chafik, widow of the shah’s nephew, 
who was assassinated Dec. 7 outside 
his mother’s Paris home.

Princess Ashraf moved to a Park 
Avenue apartment last Wednesday.

Princess Chafik told police she was 
in the building with her two sons at 
the time of the incident, but said she 
was unaware of the scuffle in the 
foyer below.

M o u n t St. Helens 
enters quiet p erio d

VANCOUVER, Wash. (A P ) — Mount St. Helens has entered another 
quiet period, and even though the volcano has napped before, scientists 
are still unsure of what to make of it.

The quiet "means the same as it did before,”  said Tim Hait of the U.S. 
Goelogical Survey. "W e didn’t know what it meant then, except that it 
was quiet

“ But as far as we’re concerned, there’s still a chance for an explosion, 
some ash eruptions, some small lateral blasts ... It’s still real danger­
ous."

Seismic readings showed no activity by Sunday evening and the Nation­
al Weather Service radar picked up only slight venting from the 
crater.

Earlier Sunday, scientists recorded what they believed to be ava­
lanches crashing down the inside of the volcano’s crater. In addition, a 
very small earthquake was recorded — the first in three days — the 
University of Washington reported.

The crater itself was still filled with clouds and steam that obscured the 
growing dome of crusted lava.

“ The steam in the crater is not dissipating — it appears to be sucked 
back in,”  said Earl LaOrange, a spokesman for the U.S. Forest Ser 
vice. Because of the clouds, scientists have not had a good look at the lava 
dome since Friday.

Scientists estimated then that the dome was about 250 feet high and 600 
feet across.

LaOrange added that what makes scientist especially skittish about the 
quiet of the mountain is that it rumbled for just 90 seconds before the 
May 18 eruption that killed 24 persons. Forty-four others are missing 
and presumed dead.

Federal officials in Vancouver have received hundreds of requests 
from geologists, scientists and college officials who want to monitor the 
volcano, LaOrange said.

“ We can use the help and are trying to coordinate how to put some oi 
the.se people to work,”  he said. “ Geologists have seen plants growing on 
the mountain, but can’t identify them. We need qualified botanists and 
biologists, in addition to other scientists.”
- But, LaOrange said, safety is the first priority before putting anyone on 
the mountain.

Firefighters clean up debris 
of desert fire in Carlsbad

C A R LS B A D , N .M . 
(A P ) — Firefighters at 
the Carlsbad Caverns 
National Park  have 
started cleaning up de­
bris and unbumed fuel 
left by a four-day, light­
ning-caused fire  that 
consumed nearly 3,600 
acres of desert vegeta­
tion.

The blaze at the 46,755- 
a c r e  p a rk  b u rn ed  
through rocky, steep 
canyons and narrow  
ridge tops before fire­
fighters controlled it 
Sunday by setting back- 
flres that burned addi­
tional acreage but also

encircled the flames.
A spokesman for the 

U.S. Forest Service said 
cleanup operations had 
begun and some of the 
190 firefighters who bat­
tled the flam es would 
begin going home today.

“ We are now burning 
unbumed fuel within the 
fire area to insure there 
is no new start,”  said 
Mike Funston.

The f i r e  scorch ed  
heavy grass, juniper, 
oak, desert shrubs and 
cactus in the northwest­
ern area of the park, but 
never endangered the 
c a v ^ s  or visitors’ cen-

ter, according to Bob 
Chrisman, administra­
tive assistant for the cav­
erns.

NEW YORK (A P ) — 
Pentagon officials who 
planned the aborted 
April mission to rescue 
S3 American hostages in 
Iran proceeded even 
though they estimated 
that 45 lives could have 
been lost, according to 
Newsweek magazine.

O fficia ls estimated 
that casualties could 
have included 30 U.S. 
commandos and at least 
15 hostages, the maga­
zine says in its current 
issue.

Thus, the magazine re- 
p o r ts , th e re  w as a 
chance that only 38 hos­
tages would be rescued 
at a cost of 45 lives.

In addition, Newsweek 
said that the rescue team 
never practiced how to 
abort the mission at the 
desert landing point, lo­
cated 250 miles south of 
Tehran, although they 
had anticipated tnat it 
might happen.

The Pentagon declined 
to comment Sunday on 
the report.

Eight RH-53D Sea Stal­
lion helicopters were 
sent from the aircraft 
carrier USS Nimitz in the 
Gulf of Oman about 600 
miles to the desert land­
ing point on April 24. The 
choppers were to rendez­
vous with eight C-130 
transport planes carry­
ing men, fuel, and equip­
ment from  a base in 
Egypt. They were then to 
fly  by h e licop ter to 
m ountains 50 m iles

southeast o f Tehran 
where they would have 
attempted to rescue the 
hostages.

The mission, however, 
was called off by mili­
tary commanders after

three of the eight helicop­
ters failed. Before the 
men and equipm ent 
could be evacuated from 
the desert, one of the 
transport planes collided 
with a helicopter, killing 
eight soldiers.

Terrorist kills state 
prosecutor in Rome

ROME (A P ) — A Red 
Brigades terrorist got off 
a motorcycle and fired 
three bullets into the 
back of the head of an 
assistant state prosecu­
tor who was standing at a 
crowded bus stop in a 
residential quarter north 
of Rome today, killing 
him instantly, police re­
ported.

Police said the gun­
man, wearing a helmet 
with a dark shield cover­
ing his face, stepped 
from a powerful motor­
cycle driven by an ac­
complice, approached 
Mario Amato, a 43-year- 
old anti-terrorist investi­
gator, and calmly fired 
the three rounds into the 
back of his head.

An anonymous caller 
phoned a newspaper in 
Genoa and said Amato’s 
killing was the work of 
the Red Brigades, Italy’s 
most feared ultra-leftist 
urban guerrilla group. 
“ This is the Red B ri­
gades. We have killed 
m agistrate Amato. A

communique w ill fo l­
low,”  the caller said.

Police quoted numer­
ous witnesses as saying 
that after his attack the 
gunman walked on foot a 
few yards on a street in 
the Montesacro area 
where hhr accomplice 
was waiting and both 
sped away.

Pollution 
is reduced 
in Portland

P O R T L A N D , O re. 
(A P ) — An intensive 
weekend cleanup effort 
reduced air pollution in 
the Portland area notice­
ably, prompting environ­
mental authorities to dis­
continue the week-old 
pollution warning.

But an air pollution 
alert — a step lower than 
a warning — remained in 
effect, as it has since the 
eruption o f Mount St. 
H e len s  on June 12 
spewed ash toward the 
city.

Jim Swenson of the 
state Department of En­
vironmental Quality said 
a pollution alert in three 
northwestern counties — 
Multnomah, (Clackamas 
and part of Tillamook — 
and a m ore serious 
warning in a fourth — 
Washington — would 
continue at least through 
this afternoon.

He said these may be 
lifted today, depending 
on pollution readings 
after the commuter rush 
hour.

"W e did on June .1 and 6 
when the error was caught within 
two to three minutes, I see no 
reason to ch ange the p ro c e ­
dures."

.Since the fal.se alerts earlier this 
month, the malfunction has been 
traced to a dime-sized computer

circuit costinjj 46 cents.
We are pleased with the perfor­

mance of the rnilitary men sta 
tinned at the com m and posts.
They responded quickly and with 
expertise to the initial soundinjt of 
the attack a4erl.

But it cimeerns us that the m ili­
tary is placed in the position this 
frequently, apparently, o f having 
to rapidly determine whether this 
nation actually is the object o f a 
.Soviet attack.

It has bi‘en speculated in the 
past that the final war o f this 
world will not bi* started by men, 
but by the machinery invented by 
man. Can we make liftht o f such a 
theory in view of the events that 
occurred earlier this month? SJO

C erta in ly all e ffo r t must be 
made to m inimize this type of 
occurrence. A fter all, once the 
missiles of a nuclear strike have 
been launched there’ s little that 
can b<‘ done to avoid the nuclear 
holocaust that undoubtedly will 
follow.

We can only hopt* that such false 
alarms will be minimized in the 
future.

WASHINGTON — Perhaps the 
most prominent victim of the econom­
ic recession will be Jimmy Carter’s 
precariously balanc€*d federal bud­
get. Another casualty may well be the 
whole congressional budget-reform 
prcK-ess that has been trying lo re­
strain the free-spending habits of our 
lawmakers for the past six years.

The direct impact of hard times on 
unemployment and welfare benefits 
will be bad enough. But the most 
drastic effect may be indirect — and 
the impact may be more lasting.

As long as there was still a po.ssibili- 
ty of achieving a balanced budget — 
which politicians perceive as impor­
tant to the voters — members of Con­
gress were willing, however reluc 
tantly, to sacrifice their pet pro­
grams. It was the greatest exercise in 
congressional self discipline w ithin 
recent memory

But in a sinking economy, the first 
reaction of politicians to the distress 
cries of voters is lo throw them a 
purse string. The $200 million surplus 
voted into next year’s budget, there- 
fort>, will be pitifull> inadequate as a 
cushion against unavoidable anti-re- 
cession spending So many congress­
men are ready to break ranks and try 
to get budget cuts restored to their 
favorite programs This revolt 
against the budget-reform system 
will have many p«iwerful supporters 
in Congress, including the chairmen 
of committees and subcommittees, 
who resent the curbs put on their 
power by the Budget Committees.

"W e don’t like to be constrained,’ ’ a 
House staff aide admitted to my 
associate Peter Grant in a rare mo­
ment of candor. “ We want to bo as 
independent as we can.’ ’ The House 
Budget Committee’s concern with 
specific programs is “ a limitation on 
the freedom of our political action,’ ’ 
he said.

Refusal to dump Brock reveals problems with advisers

WASHINGTON — Ronald Reagan’s 
decision to keep William Brock as 
Republican national chairman after 
all corrects two widespread miscon­
ceptions, showing that Reagan is a 
better politician than suppo.sed and 
that his political operation may be 
worse than Its severest critics imag­
ine.

Shortcomings of his political high 
command were revealed in unani­
mous advice that he needlessly out­
rage party moderates by dumping 
Brock. Besides falling to recognize 
these consequences, Reagan’s senior 
advisers were guilty of naivete. While 
dumping Brock, they were trying to 
hire his closest friend and associate, 
William Timmons.

In overriding this advice, Reagan is 
not the marionette liberals take him 
for but a politician who covets the 
presidency. “ 1 never appreciated be­
fo re ,”  one moderate Republican 
deeply involved in the Brock affair 
tola us, “ how much Reagan wants to 
be president." That lesson has been 
learned during the past two years by 
longtime associates heaved over­
board by Reagan as excess baggage.

These lessons are in trinsically  
more important than who occupies 
Uic office of national chairman, which 
is mainly intramural politics. A l­
though Brock’s ability either to hurt 
or help Reagan’s campaign is mini- 
mai, his fate was ck»sely watched by 
politicians as a test of Reagan and his 
canm ign staff.

Whatever they may say now. all 
Baofan’s senior staffers urged him to 

' rMOfe an his month-old promise to

Evans Novak
retain Brock. Apart from falling to 
anticipate the flrestorm within the 
Republican Party, their ineptitude is 
reflected in the simultaneous effort to 
enlist Bill Timmons as Reagan’s na­
tional political director. Timmons 
was Invited to California the same 
week Brock was to be administered 
the coup de grace.

That would be asking Butch Cas­
sidy to join the posse before it lynched 
the Sundance Kid. Timmons, a senior 
White House aide under Presidents 
Nixon and Ford and now a Washing­
ton lobbyist, was Brock’s lieutenant 
in national Young Republican politics 
(in the right-wing Syndicate faction) 
in the early 1960s and later was his 
congressional aide. The two Tennes­
seans remain intimate political col­
laborators.

In Los Angeles last week, two of the 
Reagan campaign triumvirs — Wil­
liam Casey and Edwin Meese — ur­
gently sought Timmons’ expertise 
and prestige (The third. Dr. Richard 
Wirthlin, was ill.) Reagan insiders 
believe the decisive thrust was deli­
vered by Timmons when he made 
clear to Casey and Meese that what­
ever slim prospect they had of getting 
him to walk away from Ms bwiness

would disappear the moment Brock 
was axed.

Simultaneously, Gerald R. Ford, 
about to undergo knee surgery, told a 
friend he would consider it “ a person­
al affront”  If his endorsement of Rea­
gan were followed by Brock’s purge. 
Party liberals and moderates, never 
before known as Brockaphiles but 
looking for an excuse to desert Rea­
gan. declared solemnly this would 
alienate them, irrevocably. Early 
Reagan backers in Congress (Rep. 
Jack Kemp, Rep. Tom Evans and 
,Sen. Orrin Hatch ) pleaded for 
Brock.

Yet all such advice seemed futile in 
the face of a contrary position by Sen. 
Paul Laxalt of Nevada, the Reagan 
campaign’s national chairman in 1980 
as in 1976 and a man much beloved by 
Ron and Nancy Reagan. Backed by 
such stalwarts as Meese and Lyn 
Nofziger, Laxalt seemed certain to 
carry the day. That certainty derived 
from Reagan’s presumed manipula- 
bllity.

Ideology was not the issue in the 
Brock affair. But while ideological 
strife is declining in the Grand Old 
Party, factions formerly based on 
ideology endure. Reagan’ s choice, 
in spurning Laxalt’s advice, was 
strictly a political one. Although 
Brock ’ s foes were interested in 
avenging old grievances and achiev­
ing new party control Reagan fol­
lowed a different agenda: to get 
elected.

This has been the pattern for two 
years during which Reagan fired 
trusted ai()es at the insistence of cam-

Eaign m anager John Sears, who 
randed them liabilities, and then 

fired Sears when he h in ^ f  became a

liability.. Once Reagan perceived the 
furor inside the Republican Party 
that would be set o ff by Brock’ s 
purge, he did not hesitate in keeping 
him.

This clashes with the myth, held by 
friend and foe, of a Reagan no better 
than the men who advise him. If few 
critics would agree publicly that Rea­
gan is, as one respected reporter re­
cently wrote, "an ignoramus," many 
would agree in private. The benign 
side of the indictment is the assump­
tion by many pro-Reagan economists 
that he would dilute and downgrade 
his 30 percent, three-year tax cut once 
they intervened — and their disap- 
poinlment that he has not done so.

In sticking to conservative-populist 
economic views that helped get him 
nominated and in retaining Brock, 
Reagan showed that the problem 
is not him but his advisers. While he 
staved off disaster In the Brock affair, 
it enlarged the doubts about the cam­
paign’s readiness for Jimmy Carter.
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He’d just use the courtroom as a 
soapbox.

The first thing you have to do is 
understand him. He is not an honest 
critic. If he were honest and truly 
interested in peace and human rights, 
then he would have been as critical of 
the North Vietnamese as he was of 
us; he would have condemned PLO 
terrorism as well as Israeli retalia­
tion; he would have criticized the 
Soviet Union for arming the PLO as 
well as the U.S. for supplying arms to 
Israel: and he would have condemned 
the barbarism of Khomeini as well as 
the crimes of the Shah.

But, you see. Clark takes a very 
one-sided view of things. He appears 
to adopt totally whatever the propa­
ganda line our enemies are offering 
and just at the very time it will help 
them mo.st.

Am I saying Ramsey Clark is a 
communist? No, I ’m saying that on 
three separate occasions he has in­
jected himself into foreign policy 
issues and supported the communist 
position. Why he has done so, I don’t 
know and his motivation really 
doesn’t matter. When my father was 
teaching me to shoot a pistol, he used > 
to say, “ If you kill a man with this 
thing, he won’t care whether you did 
it on purpose or by accident." I detn’t 
care whether Clark is helping our 
enemies out of stupidity, misguided 
idealism or malice. The result is the 
same.

President Carter de.serves whatev­
er discomfort Clark causes him. The 
president chose Clark as one of his 
early envoys in the hostage crisis. If 
you chouse to pick rats for pets, don’t 
complain when they bite you.

The proper attitude to display to­
ward Clark is contempt. He has 
earned it. The fact that he can show 
his face in the U.S. without getting 
pelted with old eggs is evidence of 
apathy. People who can’t distinguish 
betwt*en friends and enemies are peo­
ple who themselves stand for noth 
ing

MILAN, Italy (A P ) — Maybe it was the Italian 
orange brandy, but there was something faintly 
.Shakespearean about the two gentlemen who got on 
the train at Verona. ^

One was selling coffee from a large stainless steel 
um strapped to his back like a knapsack. He wore a 
jacket-like apron, resembling an Elizabethan dou­
blet, and sang a falsetto song that .sounded strangely 
like:

“ Who is Sylvia? What is she?”
It must have been the brandy.
The other gentleman, was selling watches. His 

arm, in fact, was covered with them from wrist to 
elbow.

“ Buy watch?”  he asked, sliding up his sleeve to 
display his wares and gazing sadly around the 
compartment for customers and furtively over his 
shoulder for the authorities 

The hairy arm carried a dazzling array of men’s 
watches, but there was also a ladies department con­
cealed in a rather soiled handkerchief In his inner 
coat pocket. These he revealed to select prospects, 
like the elegantly coiffured contessa-type across the 
aisle.

“ Quartz, very good, cheaper than Switzerland,”  he 
testified in a voice as pleading as the soulful eyes 
that suddenly registered panic at the approach of 
two men in uniform They were only soldiers, going 
home on leave or back to their bases, both a 
little drunk, but the merchant of Verona cut short his 
spiel and was gone before any of our fellow passen­
gers looked up from their newspapers.

Both soldiers wore the broad brimmed five gallon 
hats topped with long ostrich feathers that identified 
the crack mountain troops. These they doffed with a 
lurching, reverend flourish, punctuated by a partial­
ly suppres.sed hiccup, at a group of elderly nuns 
returning from a fruitless search for the dining car. 
The car was supposed to have been attached at 
Venice, but like the conductor or whoever it was who 
was supposed to take the tickets, it never did turn 
up

The sandwich man came by, then the newspaper 
vendor and the candy butcher. At Brescia, a jolly 
little old lady selling fresh strawberries and a 
rather ripe cheese hopped on and off, and somewhere 
near the Swiss border, the passport control officer 
made an appearance, followed by a traveling banker 
who changed money from a large schoolbag like 
those carried by the bookies at Ascot. I also recall a 
peddler pushing a cart piled high with liter-sized 
botiles of Chianti in straw baskets called fiascos and, 
out on several platforncs, vendors who retailed hot 
lunches — steaming macaroni and hot sausages — 
through the train windows. But no conductor and 
no dining car.

That is what makes traveling on Italian trains so 
interesting An unending panorama of humanity 
passes inside and outside the carriage. •

Just outside Milan, the train — the so-called Paris 
Express — stopped for a long time at a grade 
crossing. Traffic could be seen piling up fur more 
than a mile in both directions across that flat 
landscape The crossing attendant went inside his 
little shack and em erged with an arm chair, 
which he tilted back against the drop-gate and then 
pnK-ceded to peel an apple with such surgical precis­
ion that the skin unwound in a great unbroken 
corkscrew curl. We figured it would be an even 
lunger wait, when his wife brought out a large 
portable radio and placed it at his slippered feet.

Life is almost snuHed out between the “ ah .”  and 
the “ choo”  — or so they have been telling each other 
since the time of the Black Death. Shouting “ salute”  
— good health — jolts the victim back from the. 
brink. Gondoliers on the Grand Canal skip'a stroke to 
holler a “ salute”  at a sneezer.

As we threaded our w ay through the foothills of the 
Alps, with the sun slanting lower through the tall 
lx>mbardy poplars, the train rumbled through many 
long pitch-black tunnels that left us in complete 
darkness.

When it was night, of course, the lights in the car 
came on The conductor, wherever he was hiding, 
probably consulted a schedule and threw the switch 
at the pre-ordained track milestone. Traveling in 
Italy, one should always expect the regularly sche­
duled unexpected Where else can you park your car 
illegally by tipping the authorized (by himself) 
illegal parking attendant, who proudly bears the 
name of his illicit occupation on his cap.

I can understand what 
is prompting him to do this because I 
would even go to another country for 
surgery If I thought It would improve 
the odds. But 1 wonder whether the 
choice of a hospital is all that impor­
tant.

Dear Mr. >'or some kinds of 
surgery, the choice of a hospital does 
appear to be an important considera­
tion. For example, researchers at the 
University of California — San Fran­
cisco and Stanford University report 
that for open-heart surgery, coronary 
artery bypass grafts, vascular sur­
gery and prostate surgery, hospitals 
in which at least 200 operations are 
done each year have mortality rates 
from 25 to 41 percent lower than 
hospitals with lower volumes.

For other procedures, however, in­
cluding removal of the gallbladder, 
the> found little difference in mortali­
ty rates as long as the hospitals per­
formed more than one such opi'ration 
a year.

Their findings are based on mortali­
ty rate data for 12 surgical proce­
dures obatined from almost 1,500 hos­
pitals In the United States.

Dear Mrs. L.: There is serious 
question about the validity of reports 
of people living well into their lOOs. 
The information about their longevity 
is essentiallly anecdotal in nature, 
with no firm proof in the form of birth 

.certificates or similar official docu­
ments.

Moreover, while advances in medi­
cine and sanitation during the past 40 
years have increased life expectancy 
at birth, the maximum human life 
span — estimated at about 110 years 
— has not changed. In fact. Dr. Ri­
chard D. Cutler of the Gerontology 
Research Center in Baltimore says 
the maximum human life span has 
remained about the same for the past 
100,000 years.

It is the average life span that has 
shown a signigicant increase over the 
years. For example, the average age 
at death during the time of the Greek 
and Roman empires was about 30 
years: even as recently as 1900, the 
averagif age at death was still under 
50 years. Today that figure has risen 
to 75 years in the United States and 
other developed nations. But even in 
1900, life expectancy for a person who 
reached his or her 65th birthday was 
almost as high as it is today.

Unless’ there is a major break­
through in our understanding of the 
aging process, we are not within 
reach of any significant increase in 
the maximum human life span.

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Two die trying to stop gunman
By LAUBA BICHABDSON

OAINGERFIELD, Texas (APX — Three men bat­
tled the heavily armed gunman who directed hb 
deadly fire into the crowded First Baptist Church 
sanctuary. Two of them died trying to stop the 
fusillade.

Church ushers Kenneth Truitt and James Y. 
“ Red”  McDaniel, both tS. were killed Sunday as they 
struggled with man clad in combat gear and a 
flak jacket and armed with two rifles and two 
pistols. -

In all, five persons were killed and 10 others 
wounded in the attack by Alvin Lee King 111.

Church member Chris Hall. 28, a Daingerfield 
general contractor, was the t i n t  to reach the gun­
man after he burst into the santuary, shouted.

“ This is war! ”  and opened fire.
Hall “ really saved the day. He attacked him and 

got both rifles,”  said church deacon Harold Ed­
wards.

“ I ’m really not a brave person. I ’m not a hero. I 
just lived to tell about it,”  said Hall. “ As a Christian, 
all 1 can say is the Lord just took control of 
me.”

He said he was sitting on the extreme left side of 
the church when the gunman rushed in.

“ I was about five or six feet away from him on his 
blind side. He didn’t see me until 1 grabbed~the 
rifle.”

He said he struggled with the gunman and both of 
them fell against the main entrance to the church. As 
the rifle fell to the floor. Hall lost his balance and fell 
forward on his hands and knees.

“ I turned and looked at him and saw he was 
reaching for a gun in his holster. I was looking for 
cover. I crawled and scrambled for the stairs 
into the basement and skimmed down. He fired three 
rounds at me .but missed,”  said Hall.

T o w n  s tu n n e d  b y  s h o o tin g s

d a in g e r f ie l d , Texas ( A P ) — A steady stream 
of cars rolled slowly down Webb Street on Sunday, 
past the First Baptist Church where five peo­
ple were killed in a violent outburst that stunned this 
Northeast Texas town.

“ You just never dreamed it would happen in the 
town of Daingerfield I think everybody’s in a state of 
shock,”  said Mayor W.O. “ Bo”  Irvin.

The normal quiet of Daingerfield, a close-knit 
' community of steelworkers, farmers and small busi­
nessmen, was shattered Sunday when a gunman 
burst Into the church as the congregation began the 
third hymn of the morning service.

The service was being broadcast live by a local 
radio station, and townspeople rushed to the scene.

“ It was announced over the public address system 
in the Methodist church where I was. a block and a 
half away,”  Irvin said. “ I was terrified. My daughter 
was over there

“ When I got there the men were still lying on the 
sidewalk Everybody was trying to help. I took 
several people to the hospital myself.”

Irvin said this town of churches — there is a church 
for every 100 residents — is now turning to comfort 
the bereaved.

“ We’re doing what we can for the living.”  he said. 
“ I guess when we get all our wits together we’ll think

of something more but now we’re just visiting those 
who’ve been hurt and their families.”

County Attorney William R. Porter said, “ It’s the 
type of wound only time can heal. We’re trying to 
help the immediate families but there’s not much we 
can really do.”

At the Nall-Haggard Funeral Home, two blocks 
from the church on Webb Street, mourners gathered 
and spoke of the killings in hushed tones.

The funeral home was arranging services for three 
of the dead. The guest books were filled with 
names.

At the police station, one block from the church 
also on Webb Street, officers — many of them pale 
and unshaven — sounded bewildered as they discus­
sed the case.

Jacky Hlles, the first officer on the scene,'said he 
was “ exhausted and dared”  after he returned from 
guarding the marr charged with murder in the 
shooting, Alvin Lee King III, 45. Hiles sat in the office 
of Police Chief James R. Keene, staring at the wall 
while Keene photographed the arsenal of weapons 
and blood-spattered combat garb arranged on the 
floor.

" I  still can’t believe it.”  he said.
Across the street from the 75-year-old brick church 

is a mural on the wall of McKellar’s Department 
Store. It features a bright sun, a pale blue sky 
and the words, “ Walk in love. God is watching.”

Accused gunman called 
‘egotistical, withdrawn’

DAINGERFIELD, Texas (A P ) — A co-worker 
says the man accu-sed of opening fire on a crowd of 
worshipers at a Daingerfield church Is an egotis­
tical and withdrawn man disliked by the high school 
students he once taught.

Alvin Lee King III was charged with capital 
murder Sunday afternoon, just hours after the attack 
that left five persons dead and 10 others wounded 

Police said King, who was to have gone on trial for 
Incest Monday, turned a pistol on himself after he 
was pushed out of First Baptist Church of Dainger­
field by two ushers who were fatally shot during the 
struggle.

Edwards said Truitt and McDaniel then jumped
up

“ They just bear hugged him (the gunman) out the 
door and all the time I could hear a gun shooting,”
said Edwards. .

Truitt ran an electric store In Daingerfield. 
McDaniel was a foreman for the "rNN Railroad at 
nearby Lone Star Steel. McDaniel’s wife, Laverne, 
was wounded In the arm and chest by the gunfire in 
the church.

“ I went out the back door when I saw what was 
happening,”  said Edwards. “ I saw two men lying on 
the ground. Truitt was holding his stomach. McDan­
iel obviously was dead.”  '

The gunman then ran to a nearby fire station yard 
and shot himself in the head, police said.

Authorities said he was critically wounded, but 
expected to survive. The former high school math 
teacher faces capital murder charges, police said.

“ I ’m still kind of in shock.”  Hall said. “ He (King) 
was a teacher of mine. But I didn't recognize him be­
cause he looked like a soldier to me. I never really 
saw his face.”

PARIS (A P ) — While Americans 
talk about bringing back the draft, the 
French Parliament l.s talking ab«)ut 
shortening con.sciiptlon — and per 
haps even abolishing it.

Pacifists want the draft abolished 
on moral grounds, while .some gener 
als and civilian defense exp<‘rts are 
saying it should be eliminated bt* 
cau.se it nets far more recruits than 
France needs.

The most concrete proposal before 
the parliamentary committe«' prob 
ing France's military readiness Is to 
shorten the period of con.scription 
from 12 months to four.

The proposal was made by commit 
tee head Yves Lancien, a Gaullist and 
veteran of France’s Indochina wars

Several persons questioned
in conspiracy in Jam aica

KINGSTON, Jamaica (A P ) — Se 
curity forces are questioning one ci­
vilian and members of Jamaica's De­
fense Force in connection with "an 
alleged conspiracy" and subversive 
activity on the Caribbean island. 
Prime Minister Michael Manley an 
nounced.

Sources close to the Jamaica De­
fense Force said early today the secu­
rity forces were alerted to the con 
.spiracy by Americans. John Keller, 
public affairs officer at the U.S. Em­
bassy in Kingston, said the embassy 
had no immediate reaction to the 
allegation.

In his announcement Sunday night, 
Manley did not name those detained, 
but sources said they included 28 
army personnel including .sergeants 
and corporals as well as a former 
army officer and another civilian, 
reportedly the leader of the minor 
political party.

Other security forces declined to 
discuss the prime minister’s state­
ment.

Manley made his announcement 
shortly after a pre-recorded televi­
sion and radio broadcast replying to 
opposition charges that his govern­

ment was planning a "hiilitary .solu 
tiun" involving international forces.

Manley, in power since 1972, is In 
the midst of a hard fought re-election 
campaign against Jamaica Labor 
Party leader Edward Seaga. Manley 
has acknowledged polls that indicate 
his Pt*oples National Party will lose 
heavily when elections are held, prob­
ably in September.

Jap a n ’s LDP scores thundering victory
TOKYO (A P ) — Japan’s ruling Liberal Democrat­

ic Party, rallying from the death of its leader and 
putting aside bitter internal rivalries, scored a thun­
dering parliamentary election victory to assure its 
grip on power.

Final but unofficial returns gave the strife-tom 
party a total of 284 seats in the Sll-mcmber lower 
house of the Diet, or Parliament. It also won 
at least 47 of 78 local seats being chosen in the 
less-important.upper house.

The lower house total was the most for the Liberal 
Democrats since 1968, when it governed with 288 
seats and 12 independent allies. A handful of inde­
pendents elected Sunday was expected to boost its 
margin again.

The triumph, leaving opposition parties far behind 
with a total of 217 seats, set the stage for the Liberal 
Democrats to choose a new prime minister to re­
place Masayoshi Ohira, 70, who died June 12 of a 
heart attack.

The outcome destroyed all chance that Japan 
might wind up with a coalition government for the 
first time since 1948. The Socialist Party had held out 
faint hopes for that after winning a no-confidence 
motion against the Liberal Democrats last month.

It was the first time since 1972 that the LDP, a 
loose conglomeration of conservative and business- 
oriented groups, had itself won more than 270

seats — considered a safe margin in the Diet. The 
party has dominated Japan’s political scene and 
promoted its strongly pro-West policies for most 
of the past three decades.

Sunday’s election was the first in Japan’s history 
in which votes were cast simultaneously for both the 
lower house and the upper house, known as the House 
of Councillors. In the latter, half of the 252 seats were 
contested.

Some 63 million people, about 75 percent of the 
eligible voters, took part in the balloting.

Since a surprise election setback that nearly cost it 
control of the Parliament last October, the LDP had 
held precariously to power with 257 seats 248 of its 
own plus nine independent allies.

The LDP’s victory was sure to be well-received by 
U.S. officials, who were stunned when the LDP lost a 
no-confidence motion in Parliament on May 16, 
forcing then-Prlme Minister Ohira to call for a new 
election.

The fio-confidence move had beenorganized by an 
opposition coalition led by the Socialist Party, but it 
won only because some 50 LDP mémbers — rivals of 
Ohira — boycotted the session.

Following Ohira’s unexpected death, other faction 
leaders within the party called for a closing of ranks 
to assure that the LDP did not lose its grip’ on the 
reins of government because of internal squab-

bling.IIKg.  ̂ MM i C*
That strategy appdired to have paid off in Sun­

day’s balloting, but renewed Intraparty strife ap­
peared likely as LDP leaders continued discussions 
to choose a successor to Ohira. Sieveral closed-door 
meetings already have been held, with no clear 
choice emerging.

Principal contenders include Toshio Komoto, 69, a 
businessman and a leading rival of Ohira; Yasuhlro 
Nakasone, 62, an LDP faction leader known for his 
strung pro-military views, and Kiichi Miyazawa, 60, 
a former foreign minister and political ally of 
Ohira.

Those returned to office in Sunday’s voting includ­
ed former Prime Minister Kakuei Tanaka, still being 
tried for alleged involvement in the Lockheed pay­
offs scandal, and former Prime Ministers Takeo 
Miki and Takeo Fukuda.

Two drug dealers spared  ̂
six others executed in Iran

Iran’s most feared prosecutor spared two suspected drug dealers, 

married them in prison and provided them with a house and $800 to start 
a new life but had six others executed by firing squad today, Tehran radio 
reported.

Ayatollah Sadegh Khalkhali, head of Iran’s anti-drug campaign, an­
nounced the six rnen were executed in Tehran on charges of smuggling 
and distributing drugs and wide-spread “ corruption.”

“ A young couple arrested by the drug squad in prison were married 
and freed,”  Khalkhali added.

“ We found out that the couple is deeply in love with each other. Since 
they were young and had no guilt, just they were addicted and unem 
ployed with no money, I took care of their marriage ceremony, provided 
them a house in which to live and gave them 50,000 rials ( $ ^ )  cash to 
start a new life. I made a promise to them that whenever they need 
money to come here, I will help them.”

Khalkhali, who is well-known for his harsh judgments, supports a trial 
of the American hostages who spent their 233rd day in captivity today.

Meanwhile, Newsweek magazine reported Sunday that Pentagon offi­
cials who planned the aborted April 25 mission to rescue the hostages pro- 
cec^ded even though they estimated that 45 lives could have been lost. 
Officials estimated that casualties could have included 30 U.S. comman­
dos and at least 15 hostages, it said.

The Pentagon declined comment
In New York, detectives ruled out assassination as the motive for the 

break-in at the East Side townhouse occupied by relatives of deposed 
.Shah Mohammad Reza Pahlavi.

The two intruders, disguised as deliverymen, may have wanted to bur­
glarize the exclusive Beekman Place townhouse Saturday or the break-in 
may have been a “ harrassment move,”  Detective Dennis Caufield 
said Sunday.

The townhouse at 29 Beekman Place is now the home of Princess 
Chafik, widow of the shah’s nephew, who was assa.ssinated Dec. 7 outside 
his mother’s Paris home Princess Ashraf Pahlavi, the shah’s twin sis 
ter, moved to a new apartement on Park Avenue last week.

Bill w ould ease access to records
WASHINGTON (A P ) «-T h e  Carter administration 

today proposed legislation making it easier for feder­
al prosecutors to get certain tax records for investi­
gations of crime syndicates, narcotics rings and 
white-collar crimes. ’

The administration said, however, that the law 
must preserve strict protection for the privacy of 
individual income tax returns and the personal 
financial records that support them.

The administration view, the result of months of 
negotiations, was outlined today by Irvin Nathan, a 
deputy assistant attorney general and a key supervi­
sor of the Justice Department’s most sensitive in­
vestigations of organized crime and corruption.

In testimony to a Senate Finance subcommittee, 
Nathan said the White House, the Justice Depart­
ment and the Internal Revenue Service now support 
some easing of the restrictions imposed by the 1976 
Tax Reform Act.

That post-Watergate law was designed to prevent 
the use of tax records for political purposes. But 
Nathan noted that it was not federal prosecutors but 
White House aides to former President Richard M. 
Nixon who delved into tax records to punish political 
enemies.

“ There is no question that such abuses were 
improper,’ ’ Nathan said, adding that the law should 
continue to ban political use of tax records.

But the statute went too far, he asserted. It 
generally prevents IRS agents from telling the FBI 
and the Justice Department about evidence of fraud, 
drug smuggling or other non-tax crimes discovered 
through tax returns or during the course of investi­
gations of tax crimes.

The Justice Department can gain access to most 
Ux information only by getting a federal court 
warrant. To get such a warrant, prosecutors must 
prove that the information is vital to their investiga­
tion and cannot be obtained in any other way.

“ This standard is a Catch-22 test,”  Nathan said, 
contending that it requires prosecutors to know 
almost exactly what Is in the records before they can 
see them.

Because of that and other time-consuming re­
quirements, he said, “ we have found it extremely 
difficult to investigate and prosecute complex finan­
cial crimes,”  especially drug trafficking, corporate 
bribery, public corruption and syndicate crimes.

“ We believe that many investigations and prosecu­

tions of complex financial crimes have been jeopar­
dized or frustrated for want of Information known 
only to IRS.”

As a remedy, the administration proposed amend­
ments that would require the IRS to alert prosecu­
tors to evidence of crimes turned up during its own 
investigations when that evidence is obtained from a 
third party and not from the taxpayer’s individual 
return or his personal tax records.

The IRS also would be required to alert other 
agencies to evidence of non-tax crimes contained in 
any corporation records except tax records.

The administration took the position that prosecu­
tors still must get a federal court warrant to obtain 
an individual’s tax returns except when the IRS has 
clear evidence that the individual has submitted a 
fraudulent return.

The administration proposal would ease the bur­
den of proof on prosecutors applying for court 
warrants for an individual tax return.

Nathan said the administration cannot support a 
proposal by Sen. Sam Nunn, D-Ga., to give prosecu­
tors access to individual tax returns without court 
orders.

“ We recognize that the Nunn proposal would 
greatly assist law enforcement,”  Nathan said. “ But 
we believe that this involves an area where the 
taxpayer has a legitimate expectation of privacy.

“ We believe that the information which should be 
protected are the tax returns themselves and the 
financial books and records which an individual 
keeps and submits to IRS to support the accuracy of 
his orYier return,”  the Justice Department official 
added.

But if a taxpayer intentionally files a false return 
and the IRS is certain of this, he said, “ then the 
confidential protection for his return and underlying 
books and records is lost.”

HOUSTON (A P )— Edward F. Gib­
bons, chief executive officer of F.W. 
Woolworth Co., believes retail mer­
chants will get a preview of things to 
come when the back-to-school sales 
begin in August.

Gibbons, talking with newsmen be­
fore speaking to Woolworth share­
holders in Houston, said August 
“ would be a clinical test of the econ­
omy, how much consumers have to 
spend, how much they will spend for 
the children’s clothes and shoes and 
other things."

And, he said, Christmas sales also 
will be a barometer. “ We are being 
careful about our inventory level, but 
the shelves won’t be bare. You can 
never tell about the American con­
sumer. They may say things have 
been so tough, lets have a good 
Christmas anyway.”

The Woolworth chairman predicted 
the current recession would continue 
through this year and probably into 
the first months of 1981.

He said “ ’There is something unusal 
about this recession, and that this Is 
an election year. There are devices in 
Washington available to make the 
recession easier and shorter, siich as

tax reductions, and that could hap­
pen.

"Another difference In this recess­
ion as to the one in 1974-1975 It that is 
geographical. In the Midwest, be­
cause of the auto industry layoffs, 
sales have fallen flat. In other sec­
tions sales seem to be going along as 
usual.”

Hardest hit. Gibbons said, have 
been the sales qf furniture, rugs, ap­
pliances. He explanied, “ with the 
home mortgage money dried-up, peo­
ple were not moving, as they had In 
the past, from the two-bedroom to the 
three-bedroom homes. So the sales of 
home furnishings plunged.”

Despite the cloud of recession. Gib­
bons said the company would open 10 
J. Brannam stores, a name-brand 
outlet of Woolworth, in Houston on the 
same day in August.

“ We think this Is sound business 
now,”  Gibbons said, “ because the 
people of Houston are the type who 
want style, want name-brands, but 
because of the recession will be shop­
ping for bargains.”

“ August is the back-to-school tales 
and of course December is Christmas. 
These will tell us something,”  he

Mrs. Byrne's announcement came 
after the newspaper published in its 
.Sunday editions parts of a previously

suppressed report on city govern­
ment. The mayor had opposed release 
of the 600-page document, prepared 
last year to ease the transition when 
Mayor Michael Bilandic left office.

The report criticized the perfor­
mance of several city departments 
and urged several firings, including 
the commissioners o f aviation, 
sewers and health, the corporation 
counsel, the personnel director and 
the chairman of the Chicago Housing 
Authority.

The Tribune story said the report 
“ was apparently ignored...as the 
mayor and top offlcials of her admin­
istration deemed its recommenda­
tions...politically inexpedient.”

But mayoral aide Andy Bajonski 
said the administration didn't put 
much faith in the report because

much of the research for it was done 
by students in a college class of for­
mer Alderman Dick Simpson, one of 
the authors of the report.

Bajonski said the administration 
fought release of the report because 
potions of it were libelous, referring 
to at least one city official as “ a 
drunk.”

The Sun-Times also published a 
front-page story about the report but 
there was no indication of retaliation 
against the paper. McMullen is a 
long-time reporter on leave from the 
Sun-Times.

Copies of the study were obtained 
by the Tribune and the Sun-Times 
after a Circuit Court lawsuit was Bled 
in December by the Chicago Lawyer, 
a periodical published by the Chicago 
Council of Lawyers.

Pilot suspended a fte r  
wrong a irp o rt landing

TAMPA, Fla. (A P ) — A veteran 
Delta Air Lines pilot, who landed a 
Boeing 727 at an Air Force base when 
he should have gone to nearby Tampa 
International Alport, has been su­
spended pending an inquiry, a spokes 
man for the Federal Aviation Admin­
istration says.

" It ’s quite an embarrassment for a 
professional who's been flying that 
long,”  Delta spokesman William 
Berry said of the pilot, whose name 
has not been made public. He has “ an 
outstanding record”  and IS years of 
commerical flying experience. Berry 
added.

“ The Investigation will be pn'tty 
much, 'Now, how the hell did you do 
this?” ’ said Jack Barker, an FAA 
spokesman in Atlanta

Barker said the pilot was taken “ off 
line”  at the request of the FAA after 
the Friday incident 

The pilot “ Just made a mistake. 
That's all there is to it,”  said John 
McGinnis, assistant tower chief at 
Tampa International. “ Fortunately, 
It didn't have disastrous conse­
quences. The poor guy, I can imagine 
his feelings.”

After tite un-scheduled stop at Mac-

Dill Air Force Base, Delta flight 604, 
with 90 passengers aboard, proceeded 
to a safe landing at Tampa Interna­
tional Airport.

Delta blamed the incident on poor 
visibility because of overcast .skies.

The flight from Atlanta, which ori­
ginated in Columbia, S.C., was de- 
.sciibed as routine until the 5:36 p.m 
landing, which came after the air­
cra ft was cleared for landing at 
Tampa International, eight miles 
from MacDill.

The pilot thought he was in the right 
place when he broke through heavy 
clouds and saw the air base landing 
strip below. Delta officials said.

N o  bugs in G O P  offices
WASHINGTON (A P ) — Weekend searches by 

private electronic experts and then city police unco­
vered no bugs in the office of the Republican 
National Committee’s No. 2 official. But party co- 
chairman Mary Crisp says that doesn’ t mean her 
office was not under surveillance last week.

M.s. Crisp, highly criticized in recent months by the 
conservative wing of the party, ignited five days of 
tense meetings by top-ranking GOP officials and 
concern about another political bugging scandal 
when she said Wednesday that her office might be 
under surveillance.

District of Columbia police, who ñrst said the case 
was not within their Jurisdiction and then entered iL 
issued a report Sunday saying that a sweep of the 
office uncovered no eavedropping devices and that 
two suspicious loose wires actually led to a musical 
intercom system.

A private electronics expert hired by Ms. Crisp 
last week surveyed her Capitol Hill office and discov­
ered the two wires running through the office 
ceiling and detected with electronic gear *‘an odd 
magnetic Held’/ near her desk, possibly coming from 
microwave suireillance through a nearby window.

Two private experts said Saturday night that an 
electronic search showed no signs of a magnetic 
Held.

"Our scan of the office and examination of the 
main telephone wires disclosed no type of electronic 
surveillance whatsoever,’ * said the police state­
ment.

Ms. Crisp was playing tennis near her Shoreham 
Hotel apartment when the report was issued and 
later she indicated little assurance that it told 
the complete story.

She said she would “ like to see some resolution”  
between the findings by her own investigators 
Wednesday and the police conclusions reached dur­
ing a nightlong canvass of her office Saturday night 
and Sunday morning.

Could her office have been bugged and the dev ices 
since removed?

"Who knows? I don’t know,”  said the Sd-year-oM 
Arizonan, who already has said she will not seek 
re-election to her party post next month. "Now 
it’s Sunday and that was Wednesday."

Ms. CYisp said she had been in the office for 3Vi

years and only within the Last two weeks detected 
"beeping” during teiephone cooversatians Further 
more, she noted there was yet no expUnatioa for the 
magnetic field detected Wednesday during the initial 
sweep

The magnetic flekl. detected by sarveillance ex­
pert Richard E Govignon on Wednesday, has not 
resurfaced since ia either the police iavestigatioo or 
in a three-hour scan of all coaceivaUe radio freqtien 
cies by private experu hired by the committee.

But police spokesBiaa Jose^ Gentile conceded 
"we dM 't know what was dam  on WTedaesday, if 
anything.”

Other GOP offleiab welcomed the police findings 
and generally considered the matter dosed. “They 
couldn't find any evidence of any eavesdropping or 
any communication interceptian.” Donald Ivers. the 
committee counsel, told reporters

It was just over eight years ago — June 17, If72 — 
when the break-ia occurred at the Democratic Na­
tional Committee offices across town at the Water­
gate.

Ms. Crisp, who ranks behiad chairman Bill Brock 
on the committee, said she has been concerned about 
ber phones being tapped or other surveillance at her 
apartment since April and becanae worried about 
privacy at her office two weeks ago. At times, 
she said, she used pay telephones to make calls 
because she feared ber trlephones were bugged.

She has declined to speculate who — if anyone — 
might be involved ia the illegal evesdropping. Brock 
said at a news confereace he didn’t think “any­
one in the party woold do anything like this” and 
considered H “utterly and totally aad absolutely 
inconceivable” that the party’s r i^ t  wing would be 
responsible.

(A P ) — One 
hundred million dollars a year in 
rents from 31,000 tenants pour into 
one office here. It is the headquarters 
of one of the country’s superland­
lords, the Robert A. McNeil Corp.

The McNeil Corp. manages real 
estate worth about $1 billion, made up 
of apartment houses, office buildings, 
and shopping malls and centers. It is 
almost always in the market — to sell 
as well as buy.

Together with its many partners, it 
is perhaps the country’ s largest 
owner of garden-style apartment 
buildings, which it customarilly sells 
at considerable profit after about 6 to 
8 years of ownership, when it has used 
up the larger portion of the tax bene­
fits that accrue to owners.

The McNeil company is a type of 
landlord that many Americans are 
only vaguely aware of, a syndicator 
who sells limited partnerships to in­
vestors, just as stock brokers sell 
shares in a manufacturing concern.

Investors become partners in the 
ventures, of which more than 20 are 
now active, by putting up a minimum 
of $5,000 through their brokers. Most 
have done well. Two ventures, now 
liquidated« returned 24 percent.

"We believe real estate to be a truly 
capitalistic form of business,”  eays 
Allen Cymrot, president.

By that, he said, he meant that 
“ prices and costs should be deter­
mined by supply demand, with rea­
sonable (tenant) protection re ­
straints.”  The Robert McNeil Corp. 
avoids rent-control areas.

Not that tenants are to be viewed 
solely as rent-producers. A well man­
aged building, says Cymrot, serves 
tenants well, and he laments that 
"landlords have permitted them­
selves to have a bad image.”

“ Many of the good things that land­
lords do don’t get publicity,”  he said. 
“ Such as providing a better way to 
live, and providing transportation to 
shops and care of children.”

Real estate, said Cymrot is a busi­
ness and it must be operated as a 
business. His point became clear be­
fore he reached his conclusion: If the 
landlord doesn't make a profit, he

can’t provide housing.
The Robert A. McNeil Corp., found­

ed in 1949 as a single-office home 
mortgage company by its current 
chairman of that name, is run as a 
business (Should it not be, it would 
run afoul of regulators.)

Central tb the head<]|uarters opera­
tion is it? library, over which Cymrot 
puts no budgetary limit. It includes 
any items that might affect invest­
ments in 114 cities. His goal is 200.

“ We study all the state capitals 
carefully,”  he says. “ Capitals gen­
erally have good interstate highways, 
railroads, airports, good schools and 
hospitals.”

The presence of these is important 
to industry, and industry means jobs. 
Government mean jobs too, and sta­
bility as well. “ It tends not to lay off,”  
says Cymrot.

Among the more interesting areas 
to investor Cymrot, a former securi­
ties executive, are Tulsa, Tucson, 
Denver, Seattle and vicinity, Austin, 
Nashville, Raleigh-Durham, Char­
lotte, and Stamford, Conn.

"The future is reasonably predict­
able if you have sufficient informa­
tion,”  he says, pulling maps and files 
from the library shelves. He hopes 
eventually to have the information 
available on video display terminals 
so senior, executives will have instant 
access.

Since Cymrot’s regional executives 
size up properties all over the nation, 
he pays particular attention to popu­
lation shifts. "Tremendous changes 
are taking place,”  he says. What, for 
example?

“ Well,”  he said, “ prior to the latest 
census less than 50 percent of the 
Americans lived west of the Mlssissi- 
pi. Now we’ ll discover that more than 
50 percent of the country live to the 
West of it.”

He attaches great significance to 
the shift — changed attitudes, a dif­
ferent House of Representatives, a 
younger population to the west, less 
union power, which he associates with 
the industrial Notheast.

Whatever trends Cymrot and his 
staff are studying, one will never be 
out of mind. Rent control is anathe­
ma. It destroys investments, and be­
cause it does it leads to housing short­
ages and decay, he said.

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WASHINGTON (A P ) — You proba­
bly don’t think of poison ivy in terms 
of an allergy, but that’s just what it is. 
An itchy, uncomfortable allergy that 
afflicts millions every summer.

That red rash is a symptom of 
allergy to the poison ivy plant, reports 
the Department of Health and Human 
Services. Similar rashes bother peo­
ple allergic to poison oak or sumac.

The rash usually develops with 24 to 
48 hours after contact, but It can vary 
depending on sensitivity.

The department reports that the 
rash appears only where the sap has 
touched the skin and, contrary to 
common belief, scratching won’t 
spread the lesions unless the poison 
hasn’t been completely washed off.

Poison ivy and oak grow almost 
everywhere, making them hard to 
avoid, but wearing long trousers, 
gloves and long-sleeves will help in 
heavily weeded areas.

Also, animals can carry the poison 
from these plants on their fur, so if 
your pet has been around these 
plants, give it a thorough bath.

The simplest way 1o avoid problems 
is to destroy the « f *  I**
your yard. Ib e  Agriculture Depart­
ment recommends chemical herM- 
cides for this, but they should be used 
with great care becauM they can alao 
damage valuable plants ai| l may be 
harmful to humans.

Uprooting the plants is also effec­
tive as long as you don't touch them. 
Uprooted poison ivy and oak plants 
should be buried, not burned or left 
for an unsuspecting trash collector.

Never burn these plents, even after 
they have been sprayed by chemicals, 
because the smoke can cause reac­
tions not only on the skin but in the 
nose, throat and lungs.

For persons interested in more de 
tails of dealing with these plants, thè 
government has available a booklet 
entitled “ Poison Ivy Allergy.”

C arter likely to celebrate  
energy Independence on 4 th

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Congress is 
likely to give President Carter the 
chance to celebrate an “ energy inde­
pendence day”  on the Fourth of July 
with final approval this week of a 
multibillion-dollar measure to devel­
op synthetic fuels.

T^e legislation, which includes a 
variety of energy-related programs, 
features a $20 billion, five-year pro­
gram to launch a domestic synthetic 
fuels industry as an alternative to 
imported oil.

Last week, the Senate passed the 
compromise bill 78-12, and House ap­
proval is expected 'l^ursday.

Congressional leaders have said 
they hoped to get the bill to the presi­
dent for his signature by July 4 as a 
demonstration that the nation is mov­
ing to become independent of foreign 
oil.

In addition, the House could take 
action this week on another energy 
measure the president wants — legis­
lation to establish an Energy Mobili­
zation Board designed to cut red tape

for high-priority projects. Critics say 
such a panel would just expand the 
bureaucracy.

The House and Senate have passed 
different versions of the bill and a 
compromise measure now is awaiting 
action.

TULSA, Okla. (A P ) — Declining 
demand fir  gasoline in the United 
States has given refiners time to pro­
vide the higher octane unleaded fuel 
needed by many vehicles, the Oil A 
Gas Journal reports.

Demand has increased for unleaded 
premium gasolines, said the Journal 
in its Monday issue.

“ While overall demand is drop­
ping...components of gasoline de­
mand are shifting rapidly. Most obvi­
ous is unleaded gasoline’s swelling 
share of the gasoline market,”  said 
thé Tulsa-based petroleum maga­
zine.

“ Even within that well-established 
pattern, refiners are having to adjust 
to some demand changes and regula­
tory snares.”

Cars equipped with catalytic con­
verters require higher octane levels 
than the standard unleaded grades, 
the Journal said.

"That has triggered strong refiner 
interest in unleaded premium. Devel­
opment of that market may be de­
layed to a degree by knock limiting 
devices on automobiles and pricing 
problems for unleaded premiums that 
have octane ratings between those of 
leaded  re g u la r  and prem ium  
grades,”

The lead phase-down, delayed last 
year, will resume in October unless 
the Environmental Protection Agen­
cy changes its rules, the magazine 
said. EPA allowed refiners to use a 
manganese substitute to boost octane 
from last June through October.

To meet future octane require-* 
ments, refineries are expanding ca-

pacities of reforming and other oc­
tane-boosting processes, the Journal 
says. Plans are being developed for 
plants able to produce anti-knock ad­
ditives allowed by the government 
such as methyl tertiary butyl ether, 
tertiary butyl alcohol and ethyl alco­
hol.

$1 trillion in petroleum  m ay be p r iz e

WASHINGTON — The federal gov­
ernment has launched a search that 
could lead to $1 trillion worth of oil in 
a growing new frontier of the geolo­
gist and w ildcatters: A m erica ’ s 
coastal waters.

After a 20-month-long study. Secre­
tary of the Interior O c ll D. Andrus 
announced plans last Tuesday for 36 
lease sales over the next five years of 
federal waters encircling most of the 
U.S. coastline — from Maine to the 
Bering Sea.

The plan carries out a 1978 congres­
sional order to speed up the Outercon- 
tinental Shelf leasing program to in­
crease domestic oil production and 
reduce America’s reliance on imports 
from the politically unstable Persian 
Gulf.

There is nothing new about offshore 
drilling in the United States. The fed­
eral government has collected more 
than $15 billion in bonuses and fees 
during 50 lease sales since 1954. The 
oil companies boast that they have 
drilled 23,000 offshore wells and have 
produced 8.4 billion barrels of oil with 
only one serious incident — the Santa 
Barbara (^annel oil spill off the coast 
of Southern California in 1969.

But the bulk of the drilling so far 
has be Mexico and off Southern Cali­
fornia.

The new leasing program opens up 
millions of acres of frontier areas to 
leasing for the first time, particularly 
in Alaska, and it offers one of the best 
prospects of finding another giant or 
super-giant domestic oil field of the 
dimensions of the Prudhoe Bay disco­
very in Alaska in 1967, now producing 
1.5 million barrels of oil a day.

As with all such programs, it is a 
compromise. More lease sales were 
scheduled than environmental groups 
and state and local governments 
wanted. And fewer sales are sch^ 
duled than the oil companies and 
some members of Congress wanted.

Department of the Interior officials 
view the plan as pragmatic, consis­
tent with the nation’s energy goals, 
sensitive to state and local govern­
ments, and protectiveronment.

But announcement of the plan may 
only trigger a new series of battles. 
CoMider, foi^instance, the contrast­
ing views on the proposed lease sale 
scheduie ftrom Robert Gark, an aide 
to Alaska Gov. Jay Hammond, and 
Robert ns, a Shell OU Co. vice presi­
dent for exploration and production In 
the western states and Alaska.

O a it  said that the ^ato schedule 
threatens one of the world's most

productive fisheries. "The world 
needs protein perhaps more than it 
does oil,”  he said in a telephone inter­
view.

Nanz took this view: “ I am shocked 
at the failure to develop adequate 
lease sales for the Alaskan offshore to 
meet the nation’ s critical energy 
needs.”

'The Alaska attorney general and 
Hammond’s advisers will decide in a 
few days whether to sue the Depart­
ment of the Interior over the lease 
schedule. Gov. Edmund G. Brown 
Jr.’s office in California is consider­
ing similar action.

The stakes involved are staggering. 
Gologists theorize that the lease areas 
could contain as much as 57 billion 
barrels of oil, worth well over a $1 
trillion at current market prices. An 
estimate of the undiscovered Alaskan 
reserves is about 20 billion barrels.

Shell offlcials have testified in Con­
gress that the oil industry is prepared 
to spend $60 billion to build platforms 
and drill development wells in Alas­
kan waters, not including bonuses and 
lease fees, exploration and other 
costs.

Balanced aga nst that are the argu­
ments of the environmentalists and 
politicians who contend that the risks 
are too great to warrant going full 
bore ahead with a plan of this magni­
tude. Often, the values opponents 
stress are intangible ones with no way 
of assigning them a dollar value.

John L. Burton, D-Calif., 
assured the House Select OCS Com­
mittee during a California hearing 
that after touring the Marin (Ounty 
coast, they would “ see for themselves 
why so many Californians feel their 
blood pressure rise when oil compan­
ies talk about drilling there.’ ’

Drilling off Northern California 
should be abandoned or postponed 
until all other options were exhaust­
ed, Burton said.

After the tour, Marin (Ountry Su­
pervisor Gaiy Giacomini eloquently 
described a fragile lagoon, ’Tómales 
Bay, and the view from Ten Mile 
Beach where one "coiild  envision 
what would happen if there were oil 
fdatforms IS miles from that beach*’ 
— all of this the roost compelling 
testimony as to “ bow critical It is that 
we not saciifce the most important 
coast in probaMy tbls enttro nation."

With characteristic ceofresslonal 
dignity and courtesy, acting chair­
man WlUiam J. Hu0ies, D-N.J., ra-

marked on “ the grandeur of Califor­
nia.”  He could sympathize, he said, 
since his own district had six nuclear 
power plants, offy’ore oil and gas a,e 
ocean dumping.

In the e e, owever the committee 
recommended a speed-up in the leas­
ing schedule for a total of 38 sales, and 
no change in Lease Sale 53 set for next 
May.

Nor did Andrus cancel the sensitive 
California sale as state officials had 
demanded, or several of the Alaskan 
sales as Alaska ficials had demand­
ed.

The secretary did indicate that he 
might delete three of the particularly 
controversial areas from the Califor­
nia sale including one off Point Reyes 
near the site of the congressional 
hearing. In fact, Andrus accelerated 
the decision schedule so that an an­
nouncement could be made before the 
November presidential election.

One of the goals of the 1978 Outer- 
continental Shelf legislation was to 
allow state and local governments to 
have a strong role in offshore oil 
leasing. Their concerns includes 
spilled oil, the impact on coastal com­
munities, air pollution from tankers, 
pipelines crossing into state lands, 
onshore storage tanks, and the effects 
on industries such as fishing.

The mechanisms allow for the state 
governor to review each proposed 
lease sale at three different pointsc 
said Heath3r Ross, a deputy assistant 
secretary of the Interior in charge of 
coordinating the leasing program.

She described the process leading 
up to Andrus’ announcement as "two 
years of Jumping through hoops’ ’ but 
believes the result is a balanced pro­
gram that serves the general national 
interest ~  environmental protection 
as well as meeting energy needs.

’The plan is not written In concrete, 
she said. “ It’s a planning schedule...It 
is the beginning of the process...It is 
only to get us looking at the right 
places.’ ’
