WASHINGTON •> The main topic wax the Oval Office desk. Not that it 
was cewed fhMS the oak tiasbers of a Biitiah man-of-war for its first user, 
Praildaat Rutherfard B. Hayes. Jimmy Carter explalaed to Ronald Reagan 
what was on top of the desk.

For almost an hour of their one-hoor-and-M-mlnute meetliig In the White 
House TiHirsday, Carter gave Reagan a taste of what will be waiting 
whan he Is transformed bom peesldent-elect to president. “Some of the 
Issues I have faced as president,” Carter toM the press. After it was 
over. Reagan looked like a maa with food poisoning.

It was all aiatka whan Reagan arrived with Ida wife, Nancy, at the 
awning revsrrd diphwnatic Mirie es on the South Lawn a ndaute before

the designated I p.m. arrival. The Carters were late but friendly.
“I think you’ll like the place," Carter told the Reagans. The bright 

sunshine had taken the fall nip out of the air, but Reagan’s cheeks were 
apple blight as he beamed.

After what Reagan caOed a comprehensive briefing by the president, 
the color had vanished from his face. He was pale, nervous and plainly 
uncomfortable as reporters were brought Into the Oval Office to wit­
ness history. He denched and unclenched his bands. His gaxe wandered. There 
was no hint of the smile that makes him look boyish. He looked every bit of 
ae.

Mrs. Reagan, In a camel-color suit with a fox collar, sensed what report­
ers were viewing. She winked at the press and produced a smile that re­
main fixed. But It did littie to change the stares of the top staff of both men, 
who had also crowded into the Oval Office to view the ceremonial end of

the meeting.
When the television cameras and lights arrived. Reagan made an effort 

at small talk. But it was labored and soon faded into silence.
Neither camp would disclose details of the session that was so apparently 

disturbing to Reaun.
One Reagan adviser who Is a veteran of past Republican adnslnietra- 

tiens denied that any single Itcni from either Carter or the CIA J sited the 
president-elect.

“Many of these things that were political targets of npportnnitj duriug 
the campaign are soon going to be our problenu,” the veteran ŝ dd. "It's 
going to be different for Ron."

As Reagan was leaving the White House grounds, a Marine hiMeapter 
swooped onto the South Lawn.

The Midland County Hospital Dis­
trict’s board of directors voted Thurs­
day to absorb a loss of tax revenue 
created by the error In the tax rolls 
made public last week.

meeting at the hospital, the officials 
voted to let part of the lost revenue

sinking fund account and the rest to 
come from deterred equipment pur­
chases or excess funds from the hospi­
tal’s patient revenue.

Ed Msgruder, president of the 
board, said because the hospital dis­
trict’s tax ftinds paid for renovation

bond repayment, hospital equipment 
and indigent care costs, the hospital 
could easily absorb those costa.

The difference In the hospital dis­
trict’s tax base would mean a loss of 
about M5.000 of the total I2-84 million 
originaHy budgeted to come from tax­
payers for the current 1960-81 fiscal 
year expenses.

Of the 188.800, Magnider said, $80,- 
808 was to go to the bond sinking fond. 
Tlw fiscal year-end figures showed a 
surptaa of $110,000 la that acconnt. 
However, Megruder said the loss 
coMd be edeoMtely covered.

‘Hm $41,471 that the houitel wUI 
loae from fto Indlgwrt cere Amds will 
be abaorbed by  excess operational

funds from the hospital’s increased 
patient revenues, Magnider said.

“I feel that we (this district) can 
really adequately cover that shortfall 
by simply not buying some of the 
equipment we were asked (by the 
hospital) to buy or defer purchas­
ing those pieces of equipment,” Ms- 
gnider told the board members. ‘T 
feel that the hospita! is already gen­
erating enough revenue that really we 
(the district) are not going to be 
called on to purchase thc^ pieces of 
equipment.”

Magnider went on to say that he 
will write a letter to city officials 
“asking for an investigation and a 
report as to their findings.”

The board approved a new figure of 
$2.140,829,800 to be used for the tax 
rolls Instead of the old $2,229,318,020 
figure.

Magnider said, “It has also been 
pointed out to Mr. (Ted) Kerr (the 
hospital’s attorney) and to me that 
that figure is nearly $8 million too 
high bMause it contains exempt prop­
erty that was entered on this tax roll 
incorrectly.” However, Magnider 
suggested waiting to approve an 
exact figure change after City Tax 
Assessor-CMlector Virgil Jones has 
completed the new calculations.

Mapuder said, “I think that it is 
appropriate that the operations of the 
hospital share in this shortfall (in 
deferring equipment purchases). 
Therefore, the money does not have to 
come out of surplua dtatrict ftmds.” 

He went on to say the board’s ap­
proval to absorb the ftinds meant “we 
won’t have to go throngh any leal 
procedures,” tnch aa calNag 
bearings to set a now tox rate tar the 
district.

Mine swallows lake, oil rig, barges
JEFFERSO N  ISLAND, La. (AP) — "The end of the worid is coming ” 

yelled s fisherman as a voracious whirlpool drained Lake Pelgneiir 
right out from under his boat.

Alto ^  big question after the collapse of an abandoned salt mine shaft 
— which also drew a |5 million oil rig, a tug boat, 10 barges and a boUnical 
garden into iU gaping maw — was whether this entire Island might be 
next.

Tlie island is part of a massive outcropping of salt If the lake waters 
sucked into the mine during the shaft’s coUapee Thursday dissolve the 
fobtorranean piUars of salt, the salt dome beneath this marshy Island 
could go crashing inward, officials fear.

The island, 10 miles square, was evacuated Thursday after a 1,300- 
foot-deep abandoned salt mine shaft coUapaed when it apparently was 
punctured by oil drilling and seeping lake water caused a cave-in

“The whole dome is susUined by »-foot pilisrs of salt If the water eats 
up tboae pillars, the dome itself will go in ," he said.

On or near the dome Is Jefferson Island with s Diamond Crystal Salt

resting above an abandoned shaft.
Seven men on the rig escaped by tugboat. 90 men in the salt mine got to 

safety, and no injuries were reported, officials said
Once the shaft collapsed, a crater grew rapidly, devouring two Texaco 

rigs, the lake, a tug, a string of salt barges, thousands of gallons of water 
and mud and nearby Rip Van Winkle Gardens, a tourist botanical attrac 
tion.

“That water was roaring I’m not kidding you a bit”  said fisherman 
Leonce “Spec” Viator J r , who was fishing on the lake at the time "The 
wind was blowing and everthing seemed to go dry on the earth and we 
were sitting on the mud”

At one point, water in the Delcambre Canal, a shrimp boat channel 
linking Lake Peigneur with Vermilion Bay in the Gulf of Mexico, was run.

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Helping senior citizens

I Senior citizens have recently  
been caught in the double vise of 
ni|Mly Inflating prices and fixed 
iRComes, leading to a financial 
crunch that could spell disaster 
fbr many of them.

Many are on fixed Incomes, re­
lying primarily on their Social 
Security checks to get them by 
fTom one month to the next. They 
don’t always make it com fort­
ably, to say the least.

To make m atters even worse for 
the nation’s older citizens, news 
accounts have increasingly re­
ported the uncertain state of the 
Social Security system . As re­
cency as his debate with Ronald 
Reagan, President Jimmy Carter 
attempted to mislead senior citi- 
mns when he said the Social Secu­
rity system Is on a sound financial 
basis.

Unfortunately, that isn’t the 
ca se . A recen t congressional 
study imUcated that by late IMI 
or 1H2 the system may not have 
enough moMey to pay all the pro­
mised benefits to senior citizens. 
That is not what la normally coo- 
stdered a sound financial footing.

And that congressional study 
did tak e Into accou n t tax  in- 
creaaea that will take effect in 
January. ’ .

The outlook, while bleak, is not 
hopeless by any means. Presi­
dent-elect Reagan already has 
proposed naming a task force of

Insurance m anagem ent and actu ­
ary experts to study ways to pre­
serve the system ’s integrity in the 
long-range.

T h at’s a good first step. 'The 
Social Security  system , if it ’s to be 
preserved, must be fa ir , im partial 
and provide benefits for those who 
contribute to it. At the ra te  the 
system  has been deteriorating in 
recent years, it wili not be around 
much longer unless positive a c ­
tion is taken soon.

Of course senior citizens, like all 
A m ericans, will benefit from a 
reduction of the inflation rate, 
which should be a top priority of 
the new adm inistration. Inflation 
lite ra lly  is a tax  th at red u ces 
o n e’s buying pow er. T hose on 
fixed incom es have no way of 
com bating inflation, though, and 
m u s t  s u f f e r  th e  d ir e  c o n s e  
quences.

But m ore is needed than a re ­
duction of the inflation rate. Se ­
nior citizens in the United States, 
those individuals who worked long 
and hard throughout their lives 
and contributed to the system , 
should have the assuran ce they 
will continue to receiv e  the bene­
fits they deserve and depend on.

Coming up with a creativ e  pian 
to salvage the system  without un­
duly burdening those contributing 
to it today should be a prim e 
ob jective of the R eagan adm inis­
tration.

WASHINGTON MERRY-GO-ROUND

Administration muffed hostage negotiations
WASHINGTON — 'The American 

public won’t know tor sure how com­
petently the Iranian hostage situation 
was handled until it’s all over, but a 
number of experts have already given 
their opinion: ‘The Carter administra­
tion blew every chance at successful 
negotiation of the crisis because it 
failed to recognize It for what it was — 
an act of terrorism. .

When the Tehran embassy was 
seized on Nov 4, 1979, the White 
House called on private experts in the 
arcane field of terrorism and hostage 
negotiations, as well as specialists in 
the FBI and the CIA, to give guidance 
to the Iranian Task Forc^ that had 
been created to deal with the situa­
tion.

Many of the experts tried, as one of 
them put it, to Impress on the task 
force that the hostage seizure was 
“ the Persian version of ‘Dog Day 
Afternoon“ ’ — a reference to the 
movie, based on a real-life episode, in 
which authorities tried to resolve a 
hostage situation that developed from 
an attempted New York CMty bank 
holdup by men of different and con 
fiicting motivation.

The experts’ advice, which was 
largely ignored. Is contained in clas­
sified State Department reports. Here 
are some of the rules the experts 
recommended in vain;

— “ If Americans perceive this ad­
ministration as ‘doing nothing,’ indi­
viduals and groups will break ranks 
and some may even take reckless 
action on their own”  This prediction 
came true, as Rep. George Hansen, 
R-Idaho, and former Attorney Gener­
al Ramsey Clark made controversial 
individual attempts to free the hos­
tages.

“Hostage taking is perceived by the 
terrorist as an effective way for a 
weak organization or nation to extort 
concessions from a much more pow­
erful institution or government ... 
Khomeini worships strength and has

no compassion for weakness as evl 
denced by toleration or humility ”

— On the other hand, another report 
warned, “ (Khomeini) is God’s agent 
and to humiliate him in their eyes, we 
risk the lives of the hostages There 
fore, we must be prepared to make 
concessions to the Ayatollah to ‘give 
him a way out.’’’

— The United States must “ in 
crease the psychological pressure on 
Iran by heightening its sense of isola 
tion in the world,” the experts said

— “Success calls for the ability to 
sustain the tension without flight or 
fight. It should be remembered that 
patience without pressure is often 
perceived as paralysis and offers lit­
tle protection to the vulnerable hos 
tages."

— “In expecting kindness and com­
passion from Khomeini and his cler 
ics, it is helpful to remember an old 
Persian proverb: ”There are three 
things I have never seen — the eye of 
an ant, the foot of a snake and the 
charity of a mullah.’’’

— Khomeini should be dealt with 
personally, if possible, but always 
bearing in mind that “he operates 
with sensitive antennae finely tuned 
to the public temper in accordance 
with the old army maxim, ‘Never 
give an order you know might not be 
obeyed” ’

To this list of don’ts, several knowl­
edgeable sources added one should

have done; The United States should 
have moved in immediately Failing 
this, we should have made conces 
sions only after the Iranians had 
made some

As one expert told my associate 
Dale Van Atta, referring to the Irani 
an Task Force ’T m  totally disgusted 
with them. TYtey missed too many 
opportunities and did silly things like 
telephoning the embassy terrorists, 
posing as newsmen, and trying to sow

ap|>earance

Now, naturally, man.'- of the pundits 
are pontificating about whom Reagan 
should appoint to which jobs, what his 
mandate is and is not, and what his 
policies should be Unfortunately for 
them and fortunately for tiie country, 
Reagan never has listened to them 
and won’t now

People are going to be surprised at 
how well Reagan governs and how 
“smart he has become”  Th,»t they 
will be surprised Is not R eag an ’s 
fault

The fault lies with the pundits who 
have persisted in perpetuating their 
own myth that the man is a dummy 

In 1976, while my big city cousins 
were pontificating about the wonder 
ful new president e lect, Jim m v  
Carter, I brought the wrath of G0.I 
down on my journalistic head by as 
serting that Carter was a liar, an 
opportunist, and would be the worst 
president in history I don’t even real 
ly hate to say, “ I told you so.”

So now, I will tell you that Reagan 
will be one of the greatest presidents 
in this century. Four years from now, 
the pundits will be saying th;d Rea 
gan was certainly lucky that he had so 
many smart people in his administra 
tion Pundits, you see, are like south 
enters they may not always b<* 
right, but, by God, they are never 
wrong

Record defense spending 
bill due for vote soon

WASHINGTON (AP) — A defense appropriation bill totaling a record 
$161 billion — $6 $ billion more than President Carter requested - is sche 
duled for .Senate action next week

The .Senate Appropriations Committee approved the bill Wednesday but put 
off action on a new Carter administration proposal for $1 5 billion for the Rapid 
Deployment Force being developed to move quickly into combat in trouble spots 
around the world

The committee rejected a new appeal from .Secretary of Defense Harold 
Brown to cut out (2 1 billion added to Carter’s request for weapons But it 
approved Brown s request to add $3 1 billion to the House bill and then tacked on 
an additional (3 4 billion besides

.Sen John C Stennis, D Miss , chairman of the defense appropriations 
subcom m ittee, said he hopes to get Senate approval of the bill next 
week, possibly in one day

He said Senate and Hou.se conferees can then work out a compromise with 
the $157 2 billion bill already approved by the House so Congress can 
approve a final bill before the lame-duck session ends 

Stennis said he believes Congress will approve new money for Carter's 
Rapid Deployment Force next year He said his subcommittee agreed that 
Congress first needs more details on the force itself, ultimate costs, and 
how much U S allies will share in defending Middle East oil supplies 

The biggest part of the $6.5 billion Increase In the .Senate committee bill 
over Carter’s request is $5 billion for new weapons 

The committee bill also includes $1 billion more for personnel than the 
president asked, $500 million more for research and development, and $200 
million more for operations and maintenance 

Brown and Carter have appealed to Congress to spend less money for new 
weapons and more for operations and maintenance programs needed to im 
prove U .S military readiness

But the Senate committee included appropriations money for all the new 
weapons Congress already has authorised, primarily more ships and planes, 
and added relatively little more money for the operations and maintenance 

The committee rejected several amendments introduced by .Sen Thomas 
Fagleton , D-Mo., before approving the bill. Eagleton said he will introduce 
them on the Senate floor.

One of the amendments would have had the Senate join the House in 
cutting $130 million from the $1.5 billion in the Senate bill for the MX 
nuclear missile system.

Eagleton said the House Appropriations Committee found that the De 
fense Department cannot effectively spend the $1.5 billion in one year 

The MX system ordered developed by President Carter would move the 
U S nuclear missiles up and down valleys In Nevada and Utah to hide 
them from Soviet attack. ,

The $161 billion bill includes $47 billion for military personnel and re­
tirement pensions, $51.4 billion for operations and maintenance, $45.6 billion for 
military hardware procurement and $17 billion for research and develop 
ment

During World \Var II, the American 
Federation of Labor gave the United 
States a no-strike pledge for the dura­
tion. The doubtful kudos for breaking 
that fragile pledge went to the Holly­
wood unions.

As early as March 1945, the first of a 
series of a half-dozen strikes was 
called  in the m ovie ca p ita l. The 
strikes contributed substantially — 
along with television and the 1948 
anti trust federal action that split the­
ater ownership away from the major 
producers — to the Anal dlslntegra- 
tloo of Hollywood as the key movie 
manufacturer of the world.

What made this acceleration of the 
decline and fall of a $5-billion business 
particularly ironic was the fact that 
the strikes were unnecessary. They 
were almost entirely jurisdictional 
squabbles between unions

IN in s , A NOVICE in Hollywood. 1 
suddenly found myself on the board of 
the Screen Actors Guild The reason 
was not my fame nor fortune nor 
talents — but simply that the board 
had created a policy of a broad repre­
sentation of all segm ents of the 
actors’ world

I belftve in the SAG with all my 
heart. It is a damned noble organiza­
tion The ones who made SAG work in 
the early days were the ones that 
didn't n e ^  It: Eddie Cantor, Edward 
Arnold, Ralph Morgan, Robert Mont­
gomery, Jam es Cagney, Walter Pid 
geon, George Murphy, Harpo Marx, 
Cary Grant, Charles Boyer, Dick 
Powell — and a hundred other stars 
who could call their own tunes on 
screen salaries They were willing to 
use their personal power In order to 
better the lot of their fellow actors.

I had to resign from the board when 
1 went into the Army but I kept in 
touch. Almost as soon as I got out in 
1945, I was reappointed to the board 
and found myself swept into a mael 
Strom of the most rugged decisions 1 
have ever had to make

WHAT I HEARD and read in the 
papers placed me on the side of the 
strikers 1 was then and continue to be 
a strong believer in the rights of 
unions, as well as in the rights of 
individuals I knew little and cared 
less about the rumors about Commu

nista.
Finally, I was a near-hopeless he­

mophilic liberal. I bled for “causes; ’’ 
1 had voted Democratic, following my 
father, in every electioa. I had fol­
lowed FDR blindly, though with some 
misgivings The story of my disillu­
sionment with big government is 
linked fundamentally with the ideals 
that suddenly sprouted and put forth 
in the war. years.

Meanwhile, I was blindly and busily 
joining every organization I could 
And that would guarantee to save the 
world. I was not sharp about Commu­
nism: the Russians still seemed to be 
our allies. In that era, the American 
Communists were high on the Holly­
wood hog, but only by reason of de­
ception Most of us called them liber­
als and, being liberal ourselves, bed­
ded down with them with no thought 
for the safety of our wallets.

THUS IH Y FIRST evangelism came 
in the form of being hell-bent on sav­
ing the world from neo-Fascism. I 
considered myself quite a success 
until one evening in the spring of 1946.
1 had made my usual energetic pitch 
to howls of applause, but afterward a 
rather diffident local m inister ap 
proached me

■ I agree with most of what you 
said,’ he murmured, "but don’t you 
think, while you’re denouncing Fas 
cism. it would be fair to speak out 
equally strongly against the tyranny 
of Communism?"

I agreed it was fair I wrote a new 
last paragraph to my speech, doing 
just that As it happened, my next 
address was as a substitute speaker 
for Jimmy Roosevelt I took the ros 
trum In a forty minute talk, I got 
riotous applause more than twenty 
times Then I denounced Commu 
nism

The silence was ghastly

TWO DAY.S IJkTER, I received a 
letter from a woman who had attend 
ed the last meeting ”rm  sure you 
were aware of the reaction to your 
last paragraph," she wrote "I  hope 
you recognize what it means”  At the 
moment, I didn’t, but from that time 
on, 1 commenced to back off from 
speaking engagements A series of 
hard nosed happenings began to 
change my whole view on the Ameri­
can dangers Most of them tied in 
directly with events in my own baili­
wick of acting

Long before it became irrefutably 
documented by the Senate Fact Find­
ing Commmlttee on Un-American Ac­
tivities in California (1959), the InAu- 
ence of the Communists on the 1945-47 
strike was clear While others had 
been dodging the question, the SAG —

prompted by the strike — had ta k n  
the strongest possible posltloa on the 
question. A statement of policy by the
board of directors In IP M ________
that the SAG “has In the past, does 
now, and will In the future rigorously 
oppose by every power which Is with­
in its legal r ^ t s ,  any Fascist or 
(Communist influence In the motion 
picture industry.’’

In all the battles over the weary 
months the Screen Actors Guild never 
used the word Communist except in 
general terms, nor did we point a 
finger at any Individual. We fought on 
the Issues and proved that if you keep 
the people Informed on those Issues, 
they won’t make a mistake. Some of 
the people against us were Commu­
nists, some were knowing fellow tra­
velers, and many were innocent

Bul l will say of the Commualsla— 
they were the cauee of the labor 
strife, they used mlaer JurladkOoual 
disputes as cscusaa for thahr adiaiBe.

The E n erg y  D ep artm en t an 
nounced it had given conditional ap̂  
provai for a $15 billion loan guaran 
tee to the Great Plains C:oal Gasifies 
tion plant in Beulah, N D

The department acted with unusual 
speed in approving the guarantee 
The period in which companies couW 
apply for the first $5 Mllion available 
ended only last Friday Great Plains 
and 17 other companies put in bids for 
government aid.

Energy Depsrment officials said 
there was nothing unusual in the 
speedy decision because the Great 
Plains project is much farther along 
than any of the other synthetic fuels 
plants

Officials said the plant had already 
received a $250 million loan guarantee 
from the government in July with the 
understanding that its request to 
bring the full guarantee amount to 
$1.5 Mllion would receive expedited 
processing.

Because of the size of each project,

The Indictment alleges he was con­
victed of armed robbery In Midland 
County in 1966 and in federal court in 
Del Rio in 1966 of importing 10^ 
pounds of marijuana

also of Midland, and Pat McAlister, 
owner of the restaurant, to burn down 
the facility.

Iran claims win at north Iraqi front
BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Iranian 

and Iraqi troopi/tettled for a strate­
gic chain of h e lo ts  along the foothills 
of western Iran’s Zagroa Mountains 
today.

Both warring nations on the north­
ern rim of the Persian Gulf reported 
rocket-firing helicopter gunships 
backed raids on the hills overlooking 
Iran’s border towns of Mehran, GUan 
Gharb and Sar-Pol-e-Zahab.

The three towns, conquered by in­
vading Iraqi forces in the first week of 
the 61-day-old war, control the routes 
from Iran’s western border to the 
Iraqi capital of Baghdad, 90 miles 
farther westward.

Military communiques from the 
two sides suggest the battle for the 
heights m ight becom e cru cia l to 
Iran’s week-long counter-offensive at 
the northern and southern sectors of 
Iraq’s 300-mile invasion front.

Control of the heights is essential 
for holding the three towns as well as 
the m ajor border-crossing Iranian 
city bf Qasr-e-Shirin, which also is in 
Iraqi hands.

Iran claimed Thursday it recap­
tured the strategic heights, killed 590 
Iraqis and drove the invaders back 
three miles from their positions.

Iraq said it killed 85 Iranians in the 
same area Wednesday and 90 Iranian 
troops in helicopter gunship attacks 
Thursday in Susangerd, 100 miles to 
the southeast

None of the claims could be con­
firmed because Western reporters 
have been barred from traveling to 
the battlezones on a regular basis 
since Iraq invaded Sept. 22.

The capture of Susangerd would let 
the Iraqis drive 36 miles farther 
southeast to Ahwaz, capital of Iran’s 
oil-rich Khuzistan Province, and the 
oil wells beyond

The Iraqis are shelling Ahwaz from 
the south, having pushed there after 
taking most of the port of Khorram 
shahr and surrounding the nearby

reflnery city of Abadan. 61 milas to 
the aoutfa on the Shaft aJ-Arab aa- 
tuary, Iraq’s only waterway to the 
Persian Gidf.

Iran’s Pars news agency said one 
Iranian was killed and 25 iitjurad in 
Iraqi sbeUlng Abadan and the araa 
was “ relatively calm ”  during the 
night after Iranian forces aftaclud

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If your “waiting Ume” in 
the supermarket, bank or de­
partment store is more than one 
minute, you’re waiting too long, 
according to a time manage­
ment expert.

“ The a v e ra g e  A m erican  
spends two hours a day wait­
ing,” according to Dr. Schwartz, 
a sociologist at the University of 
Georgia who has researched 
why and how people wait.

“Conduct as many transac­
tions as possible by phone,” is 
one piece of advice the professor 
suggests to avoid long waits 
“ You’ll receive your answer 
while the line of customers at 
the counter is put on hold Fair 
or not, the ring of the telephone 
usually gets waited on first,” he 
said

Dr Schwartz advises revamp­
ing your schedule, changing 
your store or bank, serving no­
tice of a new “no-walt” attitude 
to your habitually tardy friends, 
and bringing along work to be 
done when waiting ca n ’t be 
avoided

“ You win by not pacing, not 
by demanding, not by seething, 
but by incorporating the fact of 
waiting into your daily plan,” he 
explained

Although not as dan­
gerous as for manual la­
borers, office w orkers’ 
ties, jewelry and other 
objects can get caught in 
some typew riters and 
other office m achines, 
possible damaging ap­
parel. people and m a­
chinery.

Worse yet, office work­
ers often are ill-prepared 
for occasional lifting or 
other manual labor so 
high-heel shoes or men’s 
slick-soled leather shoes 
can interfere with even 
simple phtsical tasks.

There is probably no 
way for office workers to 
avoid wearing ties and 
other possibly dangerous 
clothing. But just being 
aw are of hazards can 
help avoid m any m is- 
hajpe, TMA says.

Carrots contain a nerve toxin, carotatoxin, that in 
large enough doses is acutely toxic

Peanuts are carriers of a mold that is one of the 
most potent carcinogens known to man.

And shrimp are naturally rich in arsenic, contain­
ing more than the Federal Food and Drug Adminis­
tration would permit in processed foods.

These examples are not meant to scare, but they 
are just a few of the natural foods that contain 
minute amounts of substances that — in the eyes of 
the American Food Safety Council — could be 
dangerous if ingested in large quantities.

“Food safety Is one of the most perplexing issues 
affecting business and consumers.” said J  B. Cor- 
daro

He is executive director of the Food Safety Council 
and formerly food program manager of the U S. 
Congress Office of Technology Assessment.

The council, formed in 1976, is a non-profit, 
industry-funded research organization composed 
equally of industry and public representatives. 
The public representatives are from government, 
academia, consumer organizations and professional 
societies, including Dr. Frank J .  Rauscher of the 
American Cancer Society.

The council’s mission is to develop a systematic 
approach to the évalutation of foods for determining 
safety and wholesomeness 'The current Food, Drug 
and Cosmetic Act, which has dictated food safety 
from the 1930s, is seen as outdated and inade­
quate

Among Its harshest critics is Jere  Goyan, commis­
sioner of the Food and Drug Administration.

Goyan said recently that much more is known 
about drugs than about the hundreds of chemicals 
contained in even the most common foods.

He described the food section of the Food, Drug 
and Cosmetic Act as “obsolete, confusing and almost 
impossible to administer.”

Currently, while most foods must have ingredients 
labeled in descending order of predominance, the 
words “artificial coloring” or “artificial flavoring” 
do not have to be defined In terms of chemical 
content, even though many consider them to be

Processing can also pose a problem in food safety 
monitoring. For instance, an olive is processed by 
being soaked in lye, washed and brined, leaving it 
with a dangerously high sodium content. Olives also 
contain tannins which are known, in large enough 
quantities, to cause intestinal damage in animals 
and have been implicated in cancer of the esophagus 
in humans.

” It bolls down not to whether food Is perfectly 
safe, but whether It Is safe enough to eat,” Cordaro 
said during an interview “’There is risk in all food 
but we think we have learned something from our 
thousands of years of eating these foods. You can’t 
ban every food substance, so we are looking for a 
mechanism whereby we can help regulators do a 
better job for society.”

Cordaro pinpoints the 1958 cranberry scare as the 
first major public panic over food safety in contem­
porary times. A crop of Midwest cranberries was 
found to be contaminated by a pesticide. Since then, 
many substances have come under governm en­
tal scrutiny, including cyclamates, saccharin, mer­
cury, red dye no.2, nitrites and most recently caf­
feine.

Food processors have long criticized the famous 
“Delaney clause” enacted in 1958 as being outmod­
ed. The Delaney clause requires a ban of any food 
substance shown in laboratory testing to be linked to 
cancer in animals or humans.

For instance, conclusions in a study published 
with great fanfare in 1978 linking nitrites (used in 
curing bacon) to cancer have since been found in 
subsequent studies to be exaggerated, however the 
cancer danger still did exist.

If the Delaney rule was applied as written, nitrites 
should have been banned by the federal government 
immediately. But because there was no adequate 
bacon curing substitute for it, the FDA reasoned that 
the risk of people getting botulism poisoning from 
improper storage of uncured bacon was greater than 
the long-term cancer risk. So the FDA set a lower 
level of nitrites that would be acceptable in bacon 
instead of banning it immediately.

What’s the point in hav 
ing the patient sign a 
form that is way over his 
head? — Raymond

Dear Raymowd: I can 
only say that I agree with 
the thought expressed in 
your letter, and so do 
many other physicians. 
A consent to treatment 
form implies that the pa 
tien t understands the 
contemplated procedure, 
including the lisks inher­
ent in it, well enough to 
agree to it. Such consent 
should not be based only 
on the patient’s confi­
dence in the surgeon — 
although this is a very 
important consideration 
— nor should it require 
a college or advanced 
degree to be understood.

I ca n  a s s u r e  you, 
though, that doctors are 
also concerned about 
how to make “ informed’’ 
consent truly informed, 
and are working on it.

Dear Dr. Solomon: I
am married to a man 
who has an id entical 
tw in , and two of his 
brothers are also twins. 
There is no history of 
twins in my family. What 
are the chances of my 
having twins? — Clara

Dear Clara: The possi­
bility of having fraternal 
twins is related to hered­
ity, but this is not a fac­
tor in the case of identi­
ca l tw ins. One set of 
identical twins is born 
for approximately every 
250 live births, but this 
fact appears to be unre­
lated to race, the moth­
er’s age, the number of 
other ch ildren  in the 
family, or the mother’s 
use of fe r tility  drugs 
prior to conception.

On the other hand, fra­
ternal twins, which ac­
count for two-thirds of 
the sets of twins bom, do 
follow definite patterns. 
Race is a factor, with 
more twins bom to black 
families than to white. 
According to one study, 
one of every 100 preg­
n an cies am ong white 
women resu lts  in the 
birth of fraternal twins; 
among black women, the 
corresponding figure is 

I one in every 79 pregnan­
cies. The ratio is lower 
amoqg O rientals, with 
one study in Japan show­
ing one set of twins in 
every 155 births.

According to informa­
tion gathered by the Uni­
versity of Texas Health 
Science Center at Dallas, 
st i l l  another  study 
showed that women who 
were fraternal twins 
gave birth to twins at 
a rate of one set for every

58 pregnancies. Howev­
er, if their husbands 
were fra te rn a l tw ins, 
they gave birth to twins 
at the rate of one set for 
every 126 pregnancies. 
Thus, the heredity of the 
mother appears to be a 
more significant factor 
than that of the father.

PUC chairman, 
consumers differ 
on basic changes
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AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The chairman of the 
Public Utility Commission says only a few changes 
are needed to improve the way utility rates are set 
for Texans.

However, consumer groups told senators Thurs­
day that basic changes are needed, such as electing 
utility commissioners Instead of appointing them.

An East Texas mayor said the commissioners 
should not be elected or appointed — they should be 
abolished.

The Senate Subcommittee on Consumer Affairs 
asked for Ideas on how to improve the PUC system, 
and there was no shortage of suggestions at the 
hearing.

"I  have some very simple legislation for you,” said 
Nacogdoches Mayor A.L. Mangham “Abolish it (the 
commission) and turn it back to the cities.” 

Mangham, a bank president and the East Texas 
city’s $5-a year mayor, said he thought PUC was a 
good idea when it went into operation in 1976 He 
looked on it as a "big brother” ready to help cities 
with expert advice.

The mayor said the big brother has grown too 
much

'It’s out of our hands now We really don’t have 
any input on holding rates down, " said Mangham 

PUC Chairman George Cowden agreed cities have 
lost much of their rate-setting power 

The Texas Consumer Association and Electric 
Consumers of Texas both talked about restructuring 
the commission They want six members, elected by 
districts, rather than the three appointed by the 
governor

“The current methixl of selecting PUC commis­
sioners, by appointment, removes them from any 
accountability to the general public,” said TCA 
Director Rebecca Lightsey "Election of the com 
missloners would force them to be accountable to t)»e 
public they were created to serve”

After the hearing, Cowden said elected commis­
sioners would have trouble maintaining objectivity, 
because of campaign support from utility compan 
les He said he would not run for the post he now 
holds

Jack Hopper of Electric Consumers of Texas said 
the current system of appointments is equally 
fraught with pressures from the companies PUC 
regulates

"I'll take my chances with an election. Hopper 
said at a news conference 

The consumer groups also complained the rate 
payers are not represented at PUC hearings Hopper 
said Gov Bill Clements and Attorney General Mark 
White killed opportunities to get federal money for a 
consumer representative at the rate setting hear 
ings

Cowden had a "laundry list" of changes he wants 
the 1981 l<egislature to consider

— Authority for PUC to ask a court to appoint a 
receiver to run a utility having problems

— Cut in half the assessment utility companies pay 
the state The assessment is now one sixth of I 
percent of a company’s gross receipts Cowden said 
the money was meant to fund the commi.ssion Ijist 
year It brought in about $M million, the PUC budget 
was only |3 million "That money is paid by the 
consumers," he said

— Clarification of the rule barring PUC employees 
from going to work for a regulated utility within two 
years after leaving the commis.sion Cowden said the 
rule could be interpreted to include utilities régulât 
ed by the Railroad Commission

Elimination of PUC regulation of water com­
panies with less than about 200 customers In Octo­
ber the commission set rates for a company with 
three customers. Cowden said Under the proposal, 
customers of the small companies could appeal to 
PUC if they felt an unfair increase has been put Into

The Tass report made no mention of 
the sixe of the vote against the Soviet 
Union.

Soviet A m bsssador Oleg A. 
Troyanovsky told the assembly the 
United States and China were respon­
sible for tbe Kremlin’s military inter­
vention in its Central Aslan neighbor

because they were waging "an unde­
clared war’’ against Afÿianlstan.

Troyanovsky called the resolution 
"an inadmissible interference In the 
internal affairs of Afghanistan and a 
gross violation of the United Nations 
charter."

An estimated 29,000 Soviet troops 
have been stationed in afghanUUn 
since tbe Kremlin first intervened 
last December to replace pro-lfarxlst 
Afghan President Haflsullah Amin 
with Babrak Karmal, another pro-So­
viet leader.

The trial of Mao's widow, Jiang Qfog, her three 
radical associates In tbe so^aUed "Gang of Four ” 
and six supporters of the late Defense Minis 
ter Lin Piso opened Thursday In Peking with the 
reading of the 20,000-woyd, 4«-count Indictment.

Chinese sources said no session was scheduled 
today, and there was no Indication when the trial 
would resume.

The two groups and their allies are accused of 
causing tbe deaths of more than 94,8M peo^ during 
the 1MB-7B Cultural Revolution, of framing other 
top leaders In an attempt to Uke over the govern­
ment, of plotting to murder Mao and stage an armed 
coup and of plotting to stage an armed rebellion in 
Shanghai after Mao's death.

"Some force was necessary to protect our territori- 
sl integrity end bring t e  Haltisa mob under con­
trol,’’ Home Affsirs Secretary Ctooicnt Maynard 
said Thursday in a preiimlnary report to t e  Houae 
of Aiaembly.

The government has promised a foil inveatiga- 
tion.

The IM Haitians, including several pregnant 
women, were returned to Haiti Sunday abMrd t e  
Lady Moore, a buoy tender, after being stranded 
for 40 days on t e  tiny Bahamian island just north of 
Cuba.
