If inanimate objects could talk,
a smal. leaden box replaced in
she cornerstone of the BSherrill
Building when it was remodeled
recently pmhahh would declare
“The firs{ 50 years are the hard-
est."

The box was placed in the ori-
ginal cornerstone of the building
when it was laid in 1807,

Remodeling plans for the build-
ing after a fire had damaged the
second floor, called for an entire
new front, and the box came to0
Jdght when the old front was re-
moved.

When opened, its contents were
perfectly preserved after being
sealed in the box for almost 50
years.

In the box were a Bible, the
Presbyvterian Confession of Faith,
several letters dealing with the
early history of Haskell County,
a copy of the Christian Obeserver,
along with copies of two Haskell
newspapers, The Free Press and
the Haskell Herald.

The letters, written by early
sottlers C. D. Long, F. C. Wi.fong,
and others told of features of the
country in earlier days. Wild
game was abundant. including
antelope and turkey, with a few
deer and occasional bear being
killed in the breaks of the Brazos.
From the descriptions given in
the letters, noticeable changes had
transpired from ploneer days un-
til 1907, and Haskell was becom-
ing a ‘‘modern city."

All of the objects were kept in-
tact, and with other material,

which was again sea.ed and
placed in the cornerstone of the
new building front, Addition] ma-
terial includded a current copy of
The Free Press and a story of
the fire damage to the building
which resuted in its remodeling.

In its second depository, the
sealed container is capable of re-
taining its contents intact for an-
other half century. If that occurs,
somewhere around 2006 A, D. the
inhabitants of Haskell will prob-
ably marvel at the transition of
the city from its old-fashionel
predecessor of 1958,

Like
most other programs devised by
Federal, State, and local govern=-
ment and private concerns, {here
were many policies which re-
quired changes after the incep-
tion of the program., When dis.

as Veterans Land Program acte
lon was taken to correct those dis-
crepancies and an appropriate
prison sentence was given to the
person guilty of misapplication of
the law.

1. Severe hide damage; 2, Un-
sightly and devalued carcasses
due to trimming; 8, Lower feed-
lot gains; 4. Reduced milk pro-
duction; 6, Frightened running
cattle during heel fly season fur-
ther reduces gain and production.
A recent survey by the Ameri-
can National Cattlemen's Asso-
clation showed grubs in second
place among harmful parasites of
cattle, by the cattleman's own
estimate; yet the same survey
showed only 37.7 per cent of the
cattlemen appiying any control
measures,

Recent research by the U. 8.
Department of Agriculture in
Washington state showed a re-
duction in grub infested cattle up
to 98 per cent and a reduction in
numbers of grubs up to 98 per
cent, The top figures given were
for cattle treated so as to destroy
the greatest number of grubs at
one time. In the whole area a
voluntary control program over
three years reduced the number
of grub infested cattle by 85 per
cent and grub infestation by 46
per cent. p

The time honored method of
control is the application of rot-
enone 69 as a spray, or dust ap-
plied three or four times during
the period when the grubs are in
the back., Newer methods of con-
trol by use of a system poison
show promise but have not been
approved for general use.

The heel fly, the adult stage of
the cattle grub, lays its eggs on
the hair of the legs during the
first warm weather of spring.
These hatch in two to six days and
the larvae immediately bore into
the skin. They migrate through
the animal's body and months
later reach the animal's back.

., 'made the trip, the Kennedys, Mr,

Hunting Season
On Ducks, Geese,
Opens Nov. 2

Although only 5 few flights of
ducks have been observed in this
Area, prospecls for the waterfowl
hunting season opening in Texas
at one-half hour before sunrise
Nov. 2, were described as ‘‘prom-
ising”” by the Executive Secre-
tary for the Game and Fish Com-
mission.

He said the situation represent-

ed strange angles since the mi-
grating duck and goose popula-
tion "'seemed to be tremendous’
but that the flocks may not be
able to occupy favorite wintering
areas because of fresh water
shortage.
“The most acutely dry area
now,"” sad the Executive Secre-
tary *ls the Upper Texas Gulf
Coast where unfortunately there
it such a great concentration if
hunters. If we can get some sube
tantial rains right away, the in-
coming birds will stop at their
old haunts because feed there is
reported adequate,'

He said “'the back country hunt-

er'' apparentiy will get some
breaks since recent rains filled
up ponds, tanks and small

streams ‘‘which are always irres-
istible to touring ducks and geese."'’
The duck and goose season open
simultaneously thig fall, with the
sixty day goose season closing
on December 31, while the duck
shott comprising seventy days
continues through Jan, 16,
Regulations otherwise are-iden-
tical with last year—five ducks a
day, ten in possession; five geese
a day and five in possession;
daily hunting from one half hour
before sunrise to sunset,

In Rate ('ases

Iin a decision which may have
far reaching effests on telephone
rate making in Texas, the Tex-
as Supreme Court October 3 re-
versed the decisions of the dls-
tricy courts and appeal courts de-
nying General Telephone Company
of the Southwest temporary in-
junctions in the Wellington and
Eden rate cases and remanded
the two cases to the regpective
district courts.

In both Wellington and Eden,
General had asked the city coun«
eils for rate increases. The Eden
City Council turned the rate ad-
justment request down complete-
Iy while at Wellington a small
increass was granted.

General then went (o0 the dis-
trict courts seeking Iinjunctions
restraining the cities of Welling-
ton and Eden from enforcing
their present rate ordinances and
alowing the company to raise
telephone rates. Both District
Judge O. L. Parish and District
Judge Luther Gribble turned the

requesis for temporary injunce
tions down, Their rulings were
urheld by the Civil Appeals

Courts

Streamflow was critically defi-
cient in moal Texas sireams as
the drouth intensified during the
month of September, the Board of
Water Engineers reports. New
record-low flows occurred in the
Sabine, Neches, S8an Jacinto, and
Trinity River basins, Flow in the
lower Brazos and Colorado Rivers
was maintained by releases from
upstream reservoirs, Most of the
United States’ share of the flow
of the Rio Grand River below
Falcon Reservoir was made up of
releases for domestic and live-
stock uses, and for the salvation
of citrus orchards,

Total conservation storage for
all uses in 35 major reservoirs in
the State was the lowest end-of-
September content during the past
six years of severe drouth, Com-
bined storage was 42 per cent of
useable capacity about one-half
of that avalable a year ago. The
most critical deficiencies were in
storage supplies for municipal
HiSes,

Water levels in south, central,
and west Texas declined in four
uhservation well and rose in 4 in
September.

Mechanization can go a long
way in solving the basic prob-
lems of cost and quality, thus in-
suring cotton a bigger and better
future in its compstitive battle
for present-day markets,

Such was the consensus of rep-
resentatives of the cotton indus-
try and allied interests ag the
‘enth annual Beltwide Cotion Me-
chanization Conference recently
in Atlanta. -

Haskell Housing Authority is an
institution of our Federal Govern-
ment, It was planned and design-
ed to provide better homes for
the low-income families and those
living in untenable houses,

Our housing program has been
in operation since March 7, 1952
During that time we have housed
approximately 170 families and
some have lived heére as many as
three times, We have one couple
who has lived here continuously
since March 7, 1952, which was
opening date.

Brick Village, which houses
white tenants, was named by Jan
BEastiand, a grade school student.
She submitted the name in a
contest offered (o the grade school
children some two years ago.
Brick Village has 42 apartments
ranging from one to four bed-
rooms each. Each apartment has
all modern conveniences includ-
ing a gas refrigerator and range,
and is comfortable in every re-
pect. A playground covering a
city block and enclosed with a
eyclone type fence, provides play-
ground equipment consisting of
swings, seesaws, and space for
ball games, ete,

Oasis Homes, named by one of
our colored children, has eight
apartments, with one and two
bedrooms each. These are exactly

Each tenant is responsible for
the upkeep of his grounds and the
ordinary upkeep of his apartment.
Any repairs requiring skill are
performed by the maintenance
man who also cares for all va-
cancies and surrounding grounds,
and checks periodically for any
necessary repairs which have not

| been reported.

Rents range from £16.00 to $50.00
| per month per unit, and ulilities
|are paid by the managemeft ex-
cept for excessive use which Ia
paid by the tenant. Meters are
read quarterly and charges made
accordingly for excess use,

Upkeep of the housing sites is
paltr with the rent income, and
any excess Income s used to
create a reserve fund, until the
required reserve is accumulated.
The Housing Authority has a

Board of Commissioners consist-
ing of five members who are
Haskell businessmen, and is op-

erated by an executive director
and maintenance man. Payment
in lieu of taxes |s made to the
City each year, and is computed
on the basis of 109 of ter
rent. Distribution is made to the
3 tax departments by the eity.

We have had the pleasure of
seeing a number of “our' fam-
ilies move into their own homes,
and we feel that their living hers
has created or promoted a desire
to better living conditions, and
the low rents charged has af-
forded them an opporiunity to
save money with which to buy
their homes.

Biggest Bu;iness
Building Boom
Began In 1906

Buliding of the Wichita Valley
Railway into Haskell in 1908 set
off the town's biggest building
boom, particularly in the busi-
ness district, .

In turn, the initiative gnd en-
terprise of two brothers, the late
R. B. and W. E. Sherrill, can be
credited with having a major part
in getting the construction of
buildings underway.

Sherrill Bros. Company, In
making plans for erecting , large
two-story building on the north-
west corner of the square, real-
ized that securing of suitable
bullding material in quantities
needed was thelr biggesi prob-
em,

After considerable study and
experimenting, coupled with vis-
its to the North where concrete
blocks were being guccessfully
used in building construction, they
decided to set up their own man-
ufacturing plant here in Haskell,

That was done, and the con-
cern made the concreate blocks,
including al. ornamental work, for
their own building. Also, they
found a ready market for the
“new" building. material and its
availablLity here spurred addition-
al building plans.

As a result, during and after
the time the Sherrill Building was
under construction, their plant
manufactured material for almost
the entire block of business build-
ings on the west side of the
equare. All were built in 1808 and
1807 from whal was known as the
‘‘Sherrill corner’’ south to the
lone brick buiiding on the south-
west corner, then occupled by a
drug store,

Also, the locally manufactured
building material was used in con-
struction of the two-story Mec-
Connell Building on the north
side, and for several other build-
ings erected during the ‘‘boom’
caused by the advent of the rail-
road.

The ground floor of the build-
Ing was designed for occupancy
by the Sherrill Bros. hardware
and implement concern while the
second foor was arranged into
Attractive office quarters.

A

Freight Elevator in
Sherrill Building
Was Town’s First

Building now occupled by By-
num's, built in 1906-1907 by Sher-
rill Bros.,, and still owned by the
Sherrill Estate, originally was a
two-story building, and in addl-
tion to other modern facilities,
was the first building in Haskell
to have a freight elevator.

Actually, the origina: building
had three floor levels, a large
basement being included, which
was used as a warehouse and
cioreroom,

The elevator was located in the
rear of the building near a large
entrance, and served the base-
ment, ground floor, balcony, gnd
second floor. It was capable of
handling the heaviest of loads,
and was used principally for
transferrisg heavy merchandise,
impiements, etc., to and from
the different ﬂa:r levels.

Since most Texas livestock, due
to the prolonged drouth, are being
fed. the job of controlling lice
and ticks can be effectively and
economically carried out.
