RT DISEASE.

OLD AGE.ALCOHOLISM, RHEU-
MATISM AND GOUT.

These Are the Malu Disturbers of the

Rules It Is Necessnry for Persous Thus
AMietod to (Vharrvm,

It is oy latention to explain the
various onuses of heart disease, 1o
point out the way to svold it, and
especially to indicate the various hy-
gienle rules to which it is necessary
to submit one's salf, il afected by
hoart trouble, in order to attenuats
its unfortunate results

The usual oauses of heart trouble
are old age, alcoholism, rheumatism
and gout

The heart of an elderly person is
almost alwaysdeteriorated from hav-
ing worked, often to excess, for wse
many years, during which period ft

as been fastened on by morbld germs
that will multiply or by disorlers
that will become more marked. Old
§ge is in fact the period when obesi-
ty acquires pathologlcesl proportions.
when the arteries harden and gout is
most dangerous. It ia then thit the
heart muscle, flabby, soft and dis-
tended, with little power of resist-
ance, may be stopped in its action or
ruptured by any too violent shock.

The disorders produced in the
heart by a slow and natural process
ol wearand tear in the courss of
years may be brought on prematurely
by the alopholic habit by a process
of rapid and artificial overuse. Al-
coholism is at the bottom nothing
but anticlpated old age, with (its
trembling and general detoriora
of the organism. Old age and 0-
holismn produce these changes by a
chronic proceds, but rheumatism may
bring them on in an acute ferm. It
is in the form of an inflamed state of
its membranes that the heart pays
ita tribute to this diathesls. As a
usual thing the joinis are seized be-
fore the heart, but it sometimes hap-
pens that they are affected simul-
taneously, while in the case of a few
persons the heart symptoms are the
first to appear, and that with such
intensity that they absorb all the at-
tention In the course of the vheu-
matic attack.

Gout also engenders heart disease,
but with much less frequency than
rhematism. In many instances s
gouty patient only suffers from the
heart during an attack through being
predisposed thereto by some old dis-
order, the attack of gout only scting
in such cases as u predisposing
agent.

In order to be complete on the
question it should be mentioned that
chorea and infectious fevers may also
give rise to cardiac disorders.

Nothing, unfortunately, can pre-
vent the deterioration of our tissues
caused by advancing years. To grow
old is a diseasa in itseli. Siace, how-
ever, there is no panacea that can
give us everlasting youth. let us bow
before this inexorable law, but en-
deavor to prepare for ourselves a
green old age by avoiding every
other source of organic daterioration.
Sobriety and temperance will pre-
serve us from that great enemy, the
aleohol habit.

Violent exercise in walking or in
long runs may give rise to some dis-
orders of the heart. This is aiso the
case with some forms of clothing,
which, through being too tight at
the neck. prevent the ecirculavion,
press on the chest and hinder fts
proper expansion. In this connection
it may be well to mention the dis-
astrous effect of a corset that is too
tightly laced,

A person afflicted with a lesion of
the heart is not necessarily an invalid
in the rigorous sense of the word.
These persons come and go, take part
in ordinary life, and in some in-
stances occupy a high position in so-
clety. But although they are not ill,
they ave through the fact of their
leslon continually exposed to serious
trouble. Over fatigue or a sudden
emotion may bring on disorders that
are always serious and sometimes
rapidly fatal. The hygiene of such a
person can be summed up in the fol-
lowing formula: To gvold everything
that may over-excite the heart, to
follow a healthy course of diet, to
avoid all ceuses of anwmin and to
kaep up the strength.

In the case of the child it is neces-
sary to forbid games that arve too en-
ergetic—running, jumping, dsocing,
gymnastics, riding, swimming. cold
baths, in whichfthere is a temptation
to remain too long, and sea bathing
in general. It is best to recommend
moderate exercise, a daily cold
sponge bath or short sea bath, with
prolonged exposure to the sun on the
beach while avoiding any damp or
cold atmosphere. The' path of life
to be ultimately chosen for the child
should be one that entails neither a
sedentary nor a too active existence.
nor one too full of responsibility.

It the heart trouble is acquired
later in life in a person who has
already adopted a career, the part of
the medicsl sdviser becomes much
more difcult. 1If the patlent is a
political man and insists on continu-
ing to be ome, it will soon be up with
him, as was the case with Ferry and
80 many other politicians of our day.
But in the case of persons placed in
more normal circumstances and on
whose physical and normal existence
we can have some control, modera-
tion in all things. and especially a
course of diet, are o be advised.

A person with heart trouble should
avoid all excess in eatiag, and the
nature of the food must also be
taken into consideration As =
general thing it should not be too
stimulating, and & certain form of
dry diet, on account of the small
amount of llquid taken. prevents the
total quantity of blood to be re-
moved from being so great as to
fatigue the heart Consequently
not too much soup or boullion, plenty
of roast or holled meat, eggs in every

In some experiments in the wetal
In of bismuth by Mr. Matthey of
the Royal soclely, London, in which
large quantities of bismuth containing
arsenic were melted, it was found that |

posed to the alr, arsenical fumes ap-
ared, and that as the temperature of
he metal was raised, the ursenic came
off in denwe white fumes. An alloy of
bismuth containing 0.05 per cent of
arsenic was carefully rated upon
and freed from the whole of its arsenle
contents, the temperatures being noted
at which the sepuration takes place.
When raised to s tempersture of 511
d es (U, and mamntained at
this for a short period, the bismuth
was found to be sbsolutely free
from arsenic. While engaged in fas-
ing some 400 or 500 kilogrammes of bis-
muth containing antimony, it was no-
ticed thata peculiar oily flim formed on
the surface of the alloy, which, on be-
ing removed and tested, was found to
cvontain a considerable percentage of
antimony: by continning the opers-
tion and removing the film from time
to time as it formed, the melted metal
became ht and was then found to
be ec free from satimoay.
Again, a quantity of about 350 kilo-
grammes of bismuth containing 0.80
per cent of antimony was mel and
the tempersture obs>rved at which the
antimony separated. By maintalning
8 temperature of 438 degrees C. the
whole of the antimony separated, leav-
ing the bismuth free from any trace of
this metal.

FPhotographing the Solar Nystem.

From the fact that un astronomer
may sit in his study and, with a
micrometer, examine & photographic
plate, securing In this way an exact-
ness of detail unattainable by dircet
telescoplic observations, it is clalmed
that half the astronomical observa-
tions will henceforth be carried on
without looking at the heavena
Photographic lenses can be used in

Among the most interesting researches
in this line are those by Dr. Wolf in
Heidelberg, who by means of a five-
inch wide aplanat, an ordinary photo-
graphic glass for an astronomical tele-
scope, was enabled to discover five
new planetoids in thespace of a few
months, besules & great many nebulw.
The planetoids show themselves as
small streaks on the plate, and the
length of the streak iepresents their
vourse during the time of exposure.

An Eleetric Firlag Gun.

The multiplication of deadly
weapons, rival nr each other in effec-
tive capacity, still goes on, one of the

six-inch gun, just sdopted for the
British naval service, after having sue-

the extreme regulation tests. It is a
long gun of about forty calibres, weighs
seven tons, carries an elongated shot
of one hundred pounds a distance some
seven thousand yards, and will strike
a ship or fortification at the great dis-
tance of four miles. Its action is
stated to be so rapid that, fired with
cordite at a long range, it has three or
four shots in the air at the same time.
Each weapon contains several miles of
wire, it having been found that s gun
made up of this wire is stronger than
when manufactured of homogeneous
metal. Wire is also claimed to stand
the first shock of the elastic foree of
cordite or gunpowder better than
iron or steel.
