= At this time, when
the whole conntry
is convulsed with a
question of the greatest moment, it
may prove restful to all to take & peep
at the benutiful retreat whers the
mun who controls the welfare of sixty
millions of people secks quiet and do-
mestie felicity.

Woodley, for that Is its name, given

presumably from the densely wooded
land upon which the mansion Is bullt,
h'n o history second in interest to
nfne in the District of Columbia,
whereln romantle and patriotic sergi-
ments are charmingly blended. The
originnl part of the mansion was built
one hundred years ago, and the
grounds then covered am nren of one
bundred and one scres. Away back
In those coloninl days stately dmnes
and princely courtiers held grand
levees there, for in those duys they
flirted and danced, lnughed and made
merry, and Joyous echioes flonted back
from woodland and dell.
- Gen, George Washington, stand-
ing upon the steps of the old manor
house and viewing the surroundings,
sald:—""Here is the where the
capitol should be bmilt.” The finest
view of the city is from the rear part
of the house, and as the sun's slanting
ruys full upon steeples and spires they
glitter and dance in merry gambols
over the thousands of housetops in the
oity of “magnificent distances.”

Woodley was, too, the site selected
by Gen. Winfleld Scott for the Sol-
diers’ Home, but owing to some misun-
derstanding with the owner it could
not be purchased. Its value seems not
to have diminished with the pussing
years, for guite recently the commis
sion appointed to select ground for the
new naval observatory had [t in con-
sideration, but some scientific member
interposed un objection and suggested
the *Barber” place in preference.

It was rebuilt in 1800 by John Plater
or Philip Barton Key, as they were
brothers-in-law and owned the prop-
erty conjointly. Francls Bceott Key,
the father of Philip Barton, spent
most of his boyhood days at Woodley,
and his name may be seen cut on the

~panes of glass in the window of the
front hall. It scems suggestive and
real that as hie drank in the inspiring
scene his loyoal heart burst forth in
grand and patriotie nrdor, and upon the
bulmy breeze genins unfurled the “Star
Spungled  Banner,” the words and
melody of which awaken the fires of
freedom in evegy loyal breast.

Another distinguished resident at
Woodley was Baron Gerault, the Ger-
mun minister at Washington, who
made his home theve during the Mex-
fean war.

Mr. Cleveland is not the first Presi.
dent who has found a happy retreat
there. Van Buren, Tyler and Polk ull

. recogpized its advantages and sought

It ns their snmmer home.

Woodley is very easy to reach, for
the electrie railway runs within o
short distance, und to drive ont re-
gquires but about twenty minutes. The
house is approached through two wide
gates thatswing far buck on their post-
erns, admitting the visitor to a broad
avenue lined on either side by giant
onks. which cast deep shadows, as their
boughs almost meet, making it always
a plensunt walk.  As you ndvance you
see o preat rumbling strocture, bailt
ofter the style of the old English
countiry sents, amd, by the wuay, of
bricks that were brou-ht all the way
from Englund.  Only uu ujtist's brush
conld do justice to the benutics of
nature there revealed: a pen picture is
entirely inndequate.

Reaching the house and stepping
upon the porch wa enter its portals,
We nre ina wide vestibule to the left
of which is the stulrway, and opening
from the vestibule on the left is a door
which leads into the President's oftice,
Even here the cares of office sometimes
invade, and he is prepared to meet the
emergency. To the rear of the Presi-
dent's office isthe dining room,spacious
and elegant, and with a capaeity for
accommodating 0 great mony guests,
for while the Clevelunds are happlest
In thelr quiet, domestic life, their hos
pitality is superlotive in its broadness

dining room, and that lmportast ine
dividunl finds especinl  delight  there
because of its complete equipment.

MENTAL DISEASES IN FRANCE,

Consumption of Alecohol.

Dr. Charles Fere, a well-know,
anuthority on nervous and mental di
souses, says that these disorders are
increasing at a terrible rate n
France, and attributes the fact tothe
increanse of beer drinking, absinthe
drinking and bars, says the New
York Evening Post. There was
scarcely such a thing as a bar twen-
ty-three years ago, he says, but now
thoy are all over the town, and al-
ways crowded. Bars and low eating-
houses where aleohelle drisk s sold
with or without food are the conters
ol resort for small tradesmen, ocab-
men, cooks, artisans and so on, who
wunt to get tips for sporting specula-
tlone Dr. Fere studled this in con-
nection with the increase of spine
and bralo diseases in yourg children,
whioh he attributes to drick. It ls
well known that drunkenness in the
long run leads to depopulation. The
children of drunkards are deformed,
or idiote or violently impulsive, and
are destined to swell the runks of
the army of erime. Dr Fere noticed
the number of infants thus suffering
from the sins of their parents in the
north of France, which has & large
pereentage of drunken women. To
show tho offect ot aleohol on embry-
onla life, ho exposed hens' egge
during the perlod of Incubation to
tho fumes of aleohol. BSome wore
thus treated during twenty-six and
some during forty-clght hours He
observed that this delayed the
growth of the chick in the shell and
oocasionsd many monstrosities.

'A SNAKE HUNT INDEED.
UP THE AMAZON AFTER MEN-
AOQOERIE SPECIMENS

An Attempl te Capture a Full-tirowh
Annconds In B Boulh American Forest
Leads to the Death of the Captain of

l the Expedition,

James Romayne, a bright young
. colored man who has followed the ses
| for the last elghteen years, has just
‘returned from a voyage to the port
of Spain. His previous ono was so
curions in its Incidents as to be

worthy of telling.

In April, 1802, he was a sallor on
tho schooner Romeo, from st John,
N. B, and just off Montevideo she
was run into by a Norweglan barque
at midoight and much damaged.
After making necessary repairs the
Romeo salled north,and off the mouth
of tho Amazon was struck by a pam-
pero and completely wrecked, only
three of the crew gotting ashore In
the hoat, and they found themselves
at Para without money or clothes.
James at once went to work for a
Gorman named Klefler, who waa col-
lecting wild animals and bound up
1o the head waters ol the Amazon,
' and this, according to the Philadel-
phia Times, is his own narrative of
the adventure

**The boat was about elghty feet
long with a deck-house two-thirds
her longth, only one mast, & big
square seil and sweep rudder. The
river is so big that one hundred
miles from the sea the shores are
out of sight.

*The crew beside mysell conaisted
of two Englishmen, a Danish boy and
five natives—two of these were guide
| and Interpreter. We were fiva wooks
getting to the mouth of the Madeira
river, about 800 miles.

“For three days we kept up the
main river to a village they called
Itacco, and here met the real wild
natives, armed with bowsand arrows.
Thoy sold ustwo half-grown jaugars,
a lot of poison snakes, some bright
scarlet in color, and five armadillos
that got so tame that we handled
them, and they slept in our bunks

**Here we learned that a native had
found nng,l -grown agaconda, and h
measu e length on the san
with his bow, forty feet. Kleffor was
, anxlous to get this for some German
prince that fancied such pets, and
next moraing our whole force started
, off through a wet meadow, piloted
by the hhtive hunter.

“There were thirty in tho party,
each man carrying his own pro-
visiona The march was horrible,
and after walloping through the mud
all day dry ground was reached at
nightiull

“‘Hore we slept, noarly eaten up by
bugs, and the heat was like an oven,
About 10 o'elock next day the guide
came back. He had found the snake,
it was torpid after a feod and could
ba taken easily.

*The way was through a swamp
with bushes six feat high, and these
had to be cut away, Finally we
eame to a place where the grass was
beaten down as if a hogshead had
been rolled along. The guide went
ahead and then stopped. holding up
his bow. Creeping forward we saw
an opening with a number of palm
trees around and in & low place lay
something & bright yellow in color.
This was the snake, cailed up, the
head. big as a barrel and covered
with scales, lving on the edge of the
colls and I could see the dead eyes
plainly.

I'd have given
all I'm worth to have been locked up
in some jail 1n Pennsylvaniu about
then.

*The captain sent Gordon, one of
the Englishmen, a powerful sallor,
and a native hunter around through
the high grass to fetch a elump of
trees back of the snake, and then
got a hit:h on the brute's head.

Police prefer a view of
the face and head, the larger the
better, to a full length view., Where
there ave peculinrities of carrlage or
eccontricities of form, such as short
legs, long body, long, ape-like arms,
or & pecullar slouch, additional ple-
tures are taken. but, as a rule, these
matters ave left to the descriptive
ciroulan™

In her book entitled “Customs and
| Fashlons In Old New England” Allce
Morse Earle gives some good infor-
mntion about what our ancestors ate
and drank, from which the following
is taken:

There is a current impression that
the dlet of our New England fore-
fathera was, for the most part, re-
stricted to corn meal, pork and beans
and pumpkin ples. As a matter of
fact, In 1684, a French refugee bore
witness that beel and mutton, as well
as pork, were but twopence a pound
In Boston, and Joseelyn, writing In
1671, recorded that ha had bought in
Boston, 8 dozen pigeons, all dressed,
for threepence. Johnson, in his
“Wonder Working Providence," says
that New Englanders then had ap-
ple, pear and quinece tarts, instoad of
the former pumpkin ples

They haa also apple mose, apple
slump, buttered apple pies and apple

orowdy. Josselyn syas that the
| *"quinces, cherries and damsons set
| the dames a-work. Marmalade and

preserved damsons are to be
with in every house.”

The New England women had not
| forgot the lessons learned in thelr
' English homes. They made not only
presorves and conserves, marmalades
and *‘quiddonies,” but also hypocras
snd household wines, usquabarbs and
cordials. They candied fruits and
made sirups.

They preserved everything that
would bear preserving, Including,
besides the things mentioned, plums,
peaches, oranges, lemons, artichokes,
green walnuts, elecampane roots, er-
ingo roots, and burberries. One
flads regeipts for conserves of roses,
of violets, of borage flowers, rose-
mary, mint, lavender and marjoram;
rules for making poppy water,cherry
| water, thyme water, rngelica water,
oto.

The pages of Judge Sowall's diary
gave many items of his dally fare.
He speaks not only of boiled pork,
bolled bacon and pork and beans, but
of boiled pigeons, boiled venison,
roast becl, roast lumb, roast fowls,
roast turkey, fricasses of fowls, *joll
of salmon,” oygters, iish ana oll,
pastry, bread and butter, mince ple,
apple pie, gingerbread, sugared al-
monds, glazed slmonds, honey, curds
and cream, sage checse, green
cheesa, barley, chocolate, figs,
oranges and shaddocks, besides the
fruits and berries grown in New
England.

An English traveler named Ben-
nett, who visited Boston in 1740,
was enthuslastie ubout the markets
He says: «Thelr voultry of all sovts
is a8 fine as cun be desired, and they
have plenty of fine fish of various
kinds, all of which are very cheap.
Take tho butchers’ meat altogether,
in every season of the year, I believe
it is aboyt two pence per pound ster-

ling.

A8 good a turkey may be bought
| for about two shillings sterling as
we can buy In London for six or
seven, and as fine a goose for ten-
pence as would cost three shillings
and mxpence or four shillings in
London. 'They sell a fine [rosh cod
that will welgh » dozen pounds or
more just taken out of the sea, for
about twopence sterling.

«They have smelts, too, which
they sell as cheap as sprats are in
London.

“The salmon, which they sell for
abouta shilling apiece. will weigh
fourteen or fifteen pounds. They
will sell as fine a hauach of wvenison
for half a crown as would cost full
thirty shillings in England. Bread
is much cheaper than in FEngland,
but mot nearly so good. Butter is
very fine, and cheaper than I ever
bought any in London; the best is
sold all summer for tnreepence a
pound.”

For many years the colonists dined
exactly at noon, and on farms half
an hour earlior. On Saturday all
ate flsh for dinner. Judge Sewall
often speaks of his Saturday dinner
of fish. Fish days had been pre-
seribed by the king in England, in
order that the fisherles might not
fail of support, owing to the in-
creased consumption in meat in-
duced by the reformation in religion

New Englanders obeyed the man-
date, but ate codfish on Saturdays

| beeause the Papists ate fish on Fri-
days. As rogurds the method of
serving a meal in colonial times, all
we know s that the husty pudding
came first, for the purpose, perhaps,
ol breaking the force of the boys'
appetites,

given at the house of ex-Presiaent
John Adams, as late as 1817, the
first course was a pudding of Indian
corn, with molasses and butter; the
second course consisted of veal, ba-
con, neck of mutton and vegetables.
There is, however, some reason to
belleve that New England tables
weore less lavishly sot forth in the
firat quarter ol this century than in
“the good old colony times, when
wo lived under the king."

He is a son of Rev. William Mulkey
who died at his home in Waxahachie

in September 1886.

The subject of this notice, Rev,
Abe Mulkey, is a citizen of Corsi.
cana; was born at Center Point, Ark.
Apr. 14,1850;when two years old went
to Nashvilie, Tenn., with his parents
and from 8 to 9 years of age was a
newsboy in that city; then went to
Waxahachie, Texas, with his parents
and at 17 years of age opened a gro=
cery store there; married Miss Lou
P. Kerr, daughter of Judge S. H.
Rerr, of Corsicana; store burned in
1873 with a stock valued at 88,000
(no insurance) and left him 85,500
in debt: came to Corsicana in 1875
with 84,005 built him a nice resi-
dence, loaned 81,000 at interest and
during the following three years
clerked in dry goods houses: in 1876
professed religion, turned over all his
property including his piano and
watch to his creditors; afterwads
borrowed §500 and went into the
grocery business, built up a fine
trade and paid every dime of the
35,500 indebtedness remaining; in
1888-9 did evangelic work with Rev.
B. H. H. Burnett! weat out of the
grocery business in the latter year;
and for two years longer was with
Burnett, and since that time has
evangelized alone, His wife is a
fine singer and has been a useful co-
laborer with him in his great and
successful work of saving souls.
