LESSENING COST OF PRODUC-
TION IN DAIRIES,

A Suceesaful Woman Tells HHow She Does
1t Goines Fowls - Keeplng  Healthy
Cleaning & Slek Hoomn  Parm Notes
aud Home Hiunis.

A Woman's Dairy.

Mre. E. M. Jones, Brockviile, Ont.,
is & very suecessful dairy woman. In
a paper remd before the Queboe
farmer's congress, she says: We
must inerease our products and  in-
crease our profits too, And  one
great way of making moro profit is
to follow the teachings of all great
daley schools and colleges.  Thoy
continually tell us to “lessen the cost
of produesion.™ How i« this to be
done? By starving our cows? Far
from it. But by keeping a bettor
class of cows, fooding and earing for

them Detter, and using more skill
and eare o making our butter. We
thus incrense our output, and at the

sate time we lessen the cost of pro-
daction.

1o not thiok 1 advocate too high
feeding for this is nlmost as grent un
error as starving your eattle. Food
gencrously and gf suitable material,
but find out each cow’s capucity, und
feedl hor up to tho highest point at
which sho pays for the fead, and not
one bit beyond it

In my herd the usual grain ration
for each animal in full milk wvarles
from soven to ten pounds per cow,
eaneh day. This Is composed of
ground oats, ground pews, wheat
bran and occasionally a “little oil
meal. The ration Is divided inte
two feeds, and given night and morn-
ing. upon tho silage. Should the
silo be empty, the grain 15 alwaya
fed vpon hay that has been eut and
molstened.

The quantity of silage fed is thirty
to forty pounds a day. At ncon my
cattle get o very small feed of cut
carrots or mangels, and any further
supply of food requived consists of
bright, early-cured, long hay put in
their mangers. They get all the
sult they need, all the water they
want twice u day, and each cow s
well eurried and brushed over every
day. Whenever weather permits,
thoy are turned out for a short time
about noon, but are never left our
till eold or tired. The barns are
thoroughly cleancd out twied a day.

With this feed snd care, | have
two-year old leifers, making from
twelve to fourteen pounds of butter
a week and mature cows making
from sixteen to nineteen pounds o
week., Toa very uncommon cow, |
feed a larger ration. My famous old
“Massena'' is now eating more than
the quantity 1 have just now men-
tioned; but what is her yield? Be-
ing in her sixtoenth year when I
wested her, she gave in eloven months
and nine days, 8 2001 pounds of milk,
which churned 654 pounds of magni-
ficent butter, and then dropped n
fine heifer calf.  With her previous
owner, when she was younger, she is
credited with 900 pounds of butter
in & year, and her record s necepted
by everyone.

A thrifty animal full of robpst
health s more capable of resisting
the poison of contagious disesses
successfully than an unthrifty animal
With all classes of stock then in
order to maintain good health it is
essentinl that all reasonable care be
taken for that purpose. Give them

clean quarters, dry bedding, whole- |
some, nuiritious food, pure water

and an opportunity to take abundant
exerolse when necessary. The breath-
ing of impure air, the drinking of
filthy water, of sleeping in a wet or
nasty bed and the eating of unwhole-
some food are tho principle causes of
disease. There Is something In the
breeding, as some animals lack vigor
from the start: but even these cun
often bo brought through all right
with good care when a little neglect
would eertainly cause a loss. But it
is not only In thelr ability to resist
disenso thut mukes it dosirable to
keep the stock thrifty. With good
health the nnimuals will make & much
better gain in proportion to the
amount of food consumed and this of
itsclf Is no Inconsiderable item.

establishing threa Federal prisons
big enough to sccommodate 1,500
guests, but the necessary clause

appropriating money to bulld them
was omitted from the law by acci-
dent.

The pardoning power of the presis
dent is above congress, which
cunnot curtall it in any manner, be
cause it is a part of the constitution.
Mr. Cleveland can remit fines and
penalties imposcd under the revenue
laws. At the same time he cannot
cause the amount of a fine to be re-
turned after it has been pald into
the treasury. He may, and olten
does, mitigate scntences of court-
martial, but he eunnot change the
manner of the punishment prescribed.
For example. he could not compel an
ofticer of the army or navy to pay &
fine Instead of undergoing suspen-
sion from rank. He can pardon an
offender before he is sentenced, or
even before conviction; but that is
not often done.

Etiguette has its place in the
matter of pardons. On one ovccasion
General Arthur referred an appli-
cation to his secretary of war. The
latter appealed for counsel to
Attorney General Brewster, But Mr.
Brewster refused to give it, because
to do o would be merely to advise
the secretary as to whatadvice he
should give tothe president Gover-
nors of territories can grant reprisves
but they can only pardon with the
approval of the chiel executiva A
governing decision in the de
ment of justice {s to the effect thas
any distriet attorney may assure s
pardon to a counterfeiter who betrays
his accomplices und gives up his
plates or molds, together with all
imitated paper or coin in his posses-
slon. In Massachusetts a picturesque
custom holds, one convict being re-
leased from prison by the governor
of the state every Thanksgiving day.

One of the most notable pardons
granted by Mr. Cleveland during his
former term was that to Cyril T.
Benedict, who had charge of the
Adams express company's office in the
treasury hare. He stole several
thousand dollars. He was prosecuted,
sentenced, and served one year in
prison. Then he was relemsed. at
the soliciiation of ths company
whom he had robbed. The latter
has since employed him in another
capacity, The fact that respectable
employment awalts a conviet on his
release has somo weight in obtaining
his pardon.

Several of thise cases
are of long standing and the parties
will probably never be apprehended,

In the case of Walter Dobson,

charged with burglary,bond was for-
feited at lormer term and defendant
still at large.
