
Craig James spokesman denies threat to university

A  spokesperson for Craig James denied in a 
statement Wednesday that the father of Texas 
Tech receiver Adam James tried to bully the 
university into investigating former head coach 
Mike Leach.

Documents obtained by The Daily Toreador 
on Thursday say Tech “reasonably” expected 
a lawsuit on Dec. 20, 2009, after Craig James 
“indicated that litigation could ensue if T T U  
did not proceed to investigate Leach for the 
improper treatment o f an injured student- 
athlete.”

“Craig James never threatened to sue Texas

Tech University,” said James’ 
spokesman Scott McLaugh­
lin. “Further, Texas Tech 
initiated its investigation of 
its own accord.”

Two days after he was 
suspended during a pending 
investigation into the treat­
ment of Adam James, who was 
suffering from a mild concussion, Leach was 
fired. The termination came before a hearing 
for a temporary restraining order, which Leach 
and his attorneys filed.

Tech administrators did not see it that way, 

according to the documents.
“The threat did not appear to be an idle 

threat as the parent expressed genuine concern 
for the health and well-being of his injured child, 
as well as other student-athletes,” according to 
the document.

Dobrowski said the contents of the docu­
ments will not affect the angle Leach’s legal 
group has taken in the lawsuit.

“They still gotta abide by Mike’s contract; 
what’s he gonna sue over?” Dobrowski said. 
“Mike didn’t do anything wrong. They conduct­
ed an investigation and knew that Mike didn’t 
do anything wrong. Mr. James’ threat was an

empty threat and they should’ve realized it.”
Tech attorneys claim the university falls 

under sovereign immunity as an arm of the state, 
which is part of a U .S. Constitutional amend­
ment disallowing private citizens from suing the 
state without its consent.

Dobrowski said with Tech taking that posi­
tion, he doesn’t understand why Tech didn’t 
apply the sovereign immunity claim to the 
James family.

“If 1 were on Texas Tech’s side,” he said, “and 
you hear so much about their vaunted claim 
that no one can sue the university because it’s 
a state agency because of sovereign immunity, 
they wouldn’t care.”

In a court ruling Jan. 20, Judge William

Sowder, of the 99th District Court in Lubbock, 
denied a motion for expedited discovery on 
behalf of Leach and said he had major prob­
lems with six out of the seven causes of action 
claimed by Leach’s legal group. Those actions 
include breach of contract, violation of the 
Texas Whistleblower Act and violation of due 
process rights.

He also said the waiver of sovereign im­
munity claim, which he will rule on before the 
case continues, presents questions.

Attorneys for Leach claim the university’s 
egregious behavior regarding the coach’s termi­
nation provide a waiver by conduct to override 
sovereign immunity.

T h e  T exas Tech  Em ergency C om m u n ication  S y s­
tem  sent an  e-m ail and tex t m essage to students and 
faculty  T h ursday  sta tin g  classes w ould be can celled  
after 12 :30  p .m . T h ursday  and un til 10 a.m . today 
due to w inter w eather.

Jerald  M eadow s o f  the N atio n a l W eather Serv ice  
said  the L u bbock  area received  about 2.2 inches o f  
snow fall. H ow ever, little  chan ce  o f  con tin ued  p re­
c ip ita tio n  ex ists today.

T em p eratu res sh ou ld  flu c tu a te  w ith in  the 20s 
today, he said , and are expected  to  rem ain  around

freezing un til Saturday.
D riv in g co n d itio n s, he said , w ill be dangerous 

through  at least the m orn ing hours.
“ If you d o n ’t ab so lu tely  need  to be driv ing, th in k  

tw ice about gettin g  on  the ro ads,” M eadow s said .
T exas T ech  President G u y  B ailey  said  the c an c e l­

lation  o f  tod ay ’s classes is a possib ility , depen din g on 
w eather an d  road  con dition s.

“ Ice on  the roads is our m ain  con cern ,” he said .
B a iley  sa id  a d e c isio n  ab ou t c an c e llin g  a ll o f  

today ’s classes w ould n ot be m ade un til ad m in istra­
tors an d  po lice  h ad  a better grasp on  today ’s w eather 
forecasts.

“ It all depends on  w eather co n d itio n s,” he said .

T e ch  ad m in istra to rs  w ork w ith  w eath er fo re ­
casters and try to an tic ip ate  the severity  o f  storm s, 
Bailey  said . T h e  ad m in istration  an d  po lice  h ad  been  
m onitoring the progression  o f T h ursday ’s storm  since 
W ednesday.

D uring the early stages o f  T h u rsd ay ’s storm . Tech  
took  precau tion s to ensure the safety  o f  students and 
faculty alike, said Sa lly  Post, d irector o f  C om m u n ica­
tion s an d  M arketing.

“O u r prim ary con cern  is to m ake sure the Tech  
fam ily  is sa fe ,” she said .

Post said , represented  a 
hazard due to  the p o ten tia l for fa llin g  ice and Tech  
was ob ligated  to close areas o f com m uter w est u n ­

dern eath  the tower.
C p l. Jo n  G onzalez o f  the T exas D epartm en t o f 

Public Sa fe ty  said  w hile L ubbock  driv in g con dition s 
are hazardous, it is fortun ate  th at the storm  was n ot 
as severe as in areas to  the northw est.

T h ose  who m ust drive, he said , should bring food, 
b lan kets and pillow s w ith  them  in case they becom e 
stranded.

“ If you get stranded, it is best to stay in your car,” 
G onzalez said . “ M ake sure you carry a fully-charged 
ce ll p h o n e .”

T h e  city  o f  Lubbock , he said , is w orking to m ake 
the roads safe for driv ing as soon  as possib le.

Rare bird sighting could be first confirmed in US

L A R E D O  (A P ) —  Laredo could 
be home to a female Am azon king­
fisher, a species o f bird never pre­
v io u sly  re p o rte d  in  th e  U n ite d  
States.

O n  S u n d a y  a fte rn o o n , A la n  
W orm ington of Leam ington, C an ­
ada, and his friend Robert Epstein 
were down at Zacate C reek when 
they spotted and photographed the 
bird.

W ormington was on  his way to 
the R io  G ran de  V alley w hen he 
made a stop in Laredo, caught sight 
o f the bird and photographed it.

“H e immediately posted it from 
his h o te l room  (Su n d ay ) n igh t,” . 
said local birder Tom  Miller. “A l­
ready, people drove up (M onday)

morning.
T h e news has already hit the U .S . 

birding community.
Bill M aynard o f the A m erican  

Birding A ssociation  blogged about 
the kingfisher in his Peeps column.

In that blog, Maynard noted that 
the kingfisher is typically found no 
further north than southern Tamau- 
lipas and Sinaloa.

Th e appearance of the kingfisher 
coincides with a recent sighting of 
the bare-throated tiger heron in the 
R io Grande Valley region.

T h e bird has already attracted 
many birders to South  Texas. Now, 
with the sighting of kingfisher, many 
o f those birders are m aking a stop 
in Laredo.

Afghan president predicts long NATO stay

LONDON (AP) —  Afghan Presi­
dent Hamid Karzai warned Thursday 
that foreign troops must stay in his coun­
try for another decade, as world powers 
agreed on an exit map including a plan 
to persuade Taliban fighters to disarm in 
exchange for jobs and homes.

Divisions emerged between the U.S. 
and its partners over Kabul’s willingness 
to offer peace to Taliban leaders who 
once harbored al-C^ida, instead of the 
more limited deal for lower-ranking 
fighters emphasized by the Americans.

All agree that reconciliation means 
bringing on board what Mark Sedwill, 
N A TO ’s newly appointed civilian chief 
in Afghanistan, called “some pretty 
unsavory characters.”

The conference was called to help 
the U .S. and its allies find a way out of 
the grinding Afghan war amid rising 
U .S. and N A TO  casualties and falling 
public support. N A TO  has agreed to 
accelerate the training of Afghan secu­
rity forces and gradually transfer more

combat responsibility to them.
“With regard to training and equip­

ping the Afghan security forces, five to 
10 years will be enough,” Karzai told the 
BBC. “With regard to sustaining them 
until Afghanistan is financially able to 
provide for our forces, the time will be 
extended to 10 to 15 years.”

The 70 nations and international 
organizations backed Karzai’s plan 
to reintegrate Taliban willing to “cut 
ties with al-Qaida and other terrorist 
groups and pursue their political goals 
peacefully.”

Karzai said neighboring Pakistan and 
Saudi Arabia— which worked together 
to facilitate the rise of the radical Islamic 
movement in the 1990s— would play a 
key role in the reintegration process.

The Afghan leader will convene a 
peace jirga —  or conference —  within 
weeks to involve Afghan leaders, mem­
bers of civil society groups and clerics, 
Afghanistan’s outgoing foreign minister 
Rangin Dadfar Spanta said.

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Apple iPad promising, 
not paradigm shifting

W ell folks, it’s finally here. After 
years o f rumors, m ock'ups and specu­
lation, Apple has finally released its 
m ost im portan t dev ice  sin ce  the 
iPhone.

I will assume you haven’t buried 
your head in the sand for the last 
couple o f days and have a pretty de­
cent understanding of the iPad. Th at’s 
good, because I’m going to start by 
talking about what the iPad is not.

First, the iPad is not the m ost 
well-named device in the world. N o 
one really expected Apple to go with 
a name that prompts many people to 
think of women’s personal care. T hen 
again, anybody remember the Wii?

Now it’s the best-selling video game 
console in the world.

Apple is 
trying to make it sound like the iPad 
hits some pricing “sweet spot,” but it 
still feels just a tad too expensive.

Finally, the iPad lacks some es­
sen tia l features. It does n ot have 
integrated G P S, so no placing it on 
your dash to navigate around on long 
trips (which, on second thought, is

W e h ad  a n t ic ip a te d  
Jo bs’ possibly last, great product 
would be a revolution, a paradigm 
shift greater than the M acintosh 
itself. We wanted it to change the 
world.

Yet m uch  as ou r p re sid e n t 
has fallen short o f his supporters’ 
expectations during the past year, 
the iPad as well has failed to fulfill 
all the hopes o f many technology 
enthusiasts.

The slate format is the future 
o f casual computing. The iPad is 
the best one yet, but there’s plenty 
o f room  for im provem ent. S tay  
tuned. It’s going to be an exciting 
decade.

NEW  YORK (A P )— You wouldn’t 

think T-Pain was inhibited at all. But 
the rapper-singer, know n for his 
synthesized vocals and catchy hooks, 
says he sometimes feels creatively re­
strained when it comes to music.

He says he was able to express his 
true self in “Freaknik: The Musical,” a 
one-hour animated special based on an 
annual, raucous and now-defunct A t­
lanta street party. It premieres March

7 on the Adult Swim.
“You can’t do what you want to 

do, you can’t be as silly as you want 
to be (and) people won’t take you 
seriously in music,” T-Pain said in a 
telephone interview from Los Angeles 
Wednesday.

“It was .a g ift ... 1 always wanted to 
do a cartoon and 1 didn’t know it would 
be this g(X)d,” the 25-year-old said, who 
executive produced the special.

Freaknik was a college street party 
in Atlanta held each year from 1983 
to 1999, and was full of images o f sex, 
drinking and violence. It was held on 
the city’s downtown streets, initially 
for local black college students but 
developed into a spring-break destina­
tion that attracted more than 200,000 
partygoers from across the country. 
Eventually, massive traffic jams led city 
officials to shut things dowm.

Dual meet at Nebraska on deck for Tech

Lubbock isn’t the only place with 
poor weather conditions forecasted for 
the near future.

And the Texas Tech track and field 
team is about to find that out first hand.

The Red Raiders will be on the road 
for the first time this year for a dual 
meet against Nebraska in the Devaney 
Center Indoor Track in Lincola, Neb. 
Coaches for both the Cornhuskers and 
Red Raiders anticipate bad weather for 
the indoor meet, but do not believe it 
will pose any delays.

“We try and get there and relax, have 
a shake-out as we call it, and then get a 
good dinner and a good night’s rest,” Tech 
coach Wes Kittley said. “That’s the plan, 
but if we get stuck in bad weather, we may 
stay in the airport for hours.

“It wears your kids down. Any time 
you travel those situations may happen 
or may not happen.”

Kittley said his teams know how to 
handle traveling for extended periods 
of time —  evidenced by the 2005 men’s 
outdoor track and field team that won the 
2(X)5 Big 12 Conference Championship 
after riding in a bus all day to Kansas 
City, Mo.

Tech track and field already has had 
success early in the season, and Kittley 
said they hope to build on that early 
momentum.

But just because it’s a dual meet 
against a conference opponent doesn’t 
mean it’s the pinnacle of the season for 
either squad.

Both Kittley and Nebraska coach 
Gary Pepin agree the meet is a great 
tune-up to see where each program stands 
before the Big 12 Championships take 
place Feb. 26 and 27 in Ames, Iowa.

“We try to keep things in perspec­
tive,” Pepin said. “That’s what we tell 
them. The goals of our team are at the 
conference and national level, and 
being competitive in those is what’s 
important.”

Pepin is the all-time winningest track 
and field head coach in the Big 12, and 
seems to always have a highly competi­
tive team.

This season proves to be no different 
as the U .S . Track &  Field and Cross 
Country Coaches Association rank the 
Nebraska men No. 5 nationally, and the 
women No. 12.

The Tech men are ranked No. 11, 
while the women are unranked.

“These rankings don’t mean a whole 
lot to me right now,” Kittley said of the 
early polls. “I think once we get to about

Snow, ice, and sleet are causing Texas 
Tech men’s tennis coach Tim Siegel and 
the Red Raiders to lose a day of practice 
and hit the road earlier than expected.

Instead of traveling Friday, the team 
left Lubbock on Thursday to avoid the 
bad weather conditions. Tech faces No. 
33 California on Saturday and either No. 
56 Middle Tennessee or No. 8 Texas on 
Sunday in Austin.

This weekend marks the first round of 
the ITA National Team Indoor Champí' 
onship. The winner of this weekends’ 
matches will punch their ticket to Char­
lottesville, Va., to participate as one of the 
final 16 teams in the championship at the 
University of Virginia on Feb. 12-15.

“We are excited to play a team daat 
strong,” Siegel said of Cal. “If we arc 
fortunate to win we play Texas, basically a 
top five team. If we happen to lose against 
Cal we have another tough opponent 
in Middle Tennessee, every match w'e 
play this year will be against ranked op­
ponents.”

If the Red Raiders want to make it to 
UVA, they have to get through some tough 
teains. Cal, Texas and MTSU are some of 
the most solid programs in the nation, con­
sistently showing up in the rankings.

With so much riding on this weekend’s 
matches Siegel has not changed anything 
in die routine.

Cal is undefeated so far this season, with 
wias against SMU, Tulsa and Santa Clara.

Texas has not played much this season. 
The Longhorns have a win against Arkan­
sas — the only team they have faced so far. 
For the Blue Raiders, this w^eekend is their 
season opener.

“Just like any other week, we are 
confident that our guys are going to play 
well,” he said. “They are feeling good 
about themselves, based on last weekend, 
but California is stronger dian San Diego 
State. So we’ll have a bunch of tougher 
matches ahead of us.”

If Tech wins its Saturday match they 
will play the winner of the UT-Middle 
Tennessee State match. If the Red Raid-

Tech coach Todd Petty said it is nice 
to get a week off early in the season.

“Definitely use this time to get 
healed up, to rest the legs,” he said. “To 
refocus and reset some goals. Sit down 
and see w'here do we need to go from 
here and get the rest.”

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Tech aims for win against 
Aggies in College Station

John Roberson and the Texas Tech 
basketball team know they’re going 
to need a win or two on the road to 
stand out to the postseason selection 
committees.

Tech lost at No.6 Texas on Wednes­
day, but the Red Raiders have a second 
consecutive opportunity to grab a 
marquee road win when they play a 
good Texas A & M  team at 8 p.m. in 
College Station.

“It’s real important,” Roberson said. 
“Especially since we lost to Missouri at 
home, we have to get that one back. 
This is a winnable game for us and I 
think we’ll get it done.”

Things did not go as well as the 
Red Raiders hoped when they played 
Texas.

Tech (14'6, 2-4 in Big 12 play) led 
at halftime 50-47, but was outscored 
48-33 in the second half on the Long­
horns’ way to a 95-83 victory.

The Red Raiders also allowed five 
Texas players to get into double-digit 
scoring —  something that will have 
to change for Tech to have a chance 
at A & M .

D arko C oh adarevic  missed the 
game serving an indefinite suspension 
and D ’wal^m Roberts was out with a 
foot injury.

R oberson  said  he expects C o- 
hadarevic to be back in the lineup 
Saturday, but Roberts’ status is still 
uncertain.

But A&iM needs a win, too.
T h e A ggies were the first team  

out o f the polls just a few weeks ago, 
but losses at Texas, Kansas State and 
Oklahoma State have the Aggies sit­
ting .500 in the Big 12 Conference 
standings.

A  Tech win could put the Red 
Raiders, tied for ninth, in the top half 
o f the conference standings —  tied 
with A&JVi at 3-4.

A n  A & M  win would give the A g­
gies (14 '6 ,3-3) a bit o f separation from 
other teams seeking the last N C A A  
Tournament and N IT  bids.

More than any other team, com­
mon opponents might give an insight 
to how the Red Raiders and Aggies 
stack up against each other. Aside from 
conference rivals Texas, Oklahom a 
and O k lah om a S ta te , the A ggies 
played several o f the same teams the 
Red Raiders did in nonconference 
play.

A & M  lost to New M exico in a 
neutral site game in Houston and lost 
at Washington —  teams Tech lost and 
won against, respectively. A & M  also 
posted wins against Samford, N orth 
Dakota and Northwestern (Louisiana) 
State  at hom e —  team s Tech also

defeated in Lubbock.
The Aggies are 11-0 at home this 

season.
“We know that they ’re a good 

team,” forward Mike Singletaiy- said. 
“A nd we think we’re a pretty good 
team . A ll that stuff we did before 
conference really doesn’t matter to us 
right now. It’s all about what you do 
in conference and who you beat in 
conference.”

A & M  is led by senior guard Donald 
Sloan, who averages more than 20 
points per game. Additionally, guards 
Derrick Roland and B.J. Holmes and 
forward Bryan Davis average about 10 
points per game.

Tech lost both regular season meet­
ings against A & M  last season, but 
clipped the Aggies 88-83 when Single­
tary scored 29 consecutive points for 
the Red Raiders in the first round of 
last season’s Big 12 tournament.

Both  S in gletary  and R oberson  
believe the Aggies will be looking for 
payback Saturday— especially against 
Singletary.

“I just expect the worst,” Singletary' 
said. “I think the fans are going to be 
pretty bad and everything like that. 
But that’s what I’ve got my teammates 
for is to back me up and I’m here to 
back them up and we’re just gonna go 
down there and try to get a win.”
