Payroll corrects errors in W -2 forms

Many Texas Tech  system em ­
ployees received  in accu rate  tax 
statements on their W -2 forms from 
the university this year, but they can 
be corrected with the completion of 
a separate tax form.

S a lly  Post, d irecto r o f C o m ­
m unications and M arketing, said 
out of more than 22,000 W -2 forms 
sent, more than 5,000 inaccurately 
depicted employees’ income.

The error resulted when software 
was not properly set up to compute 
and produce W -2 forms. Post said. 
Tech’s Banner system, she said, was

not at fault in the issue.
Janet May, assistant vice president 

of Human Resources, said the error 
was discovered Feb. 2 and all af­
fected employees were notified Feb. 
3 through e-mail alerts from Payroll 
Services Director Babar Khan.

“Payroll caught (the error) imme­
diately, and those folks were notified 
immediately,” Post said.

The “Wages, tips and other in­
com e” box in the W -2 forms, ac­
cording to an e-mail from Khan, was 
missing the imputed income of the 
employees.

Im puted incom e, th e  e-m ail 
explained, is the term given to the 
Internal Revenue Service’s require­

ment that Tech must report dis­
counted life insurance premiums 
on coverage amounts exceeding 
$50,000.

May said corrected W -2c forms 
were available online Friday and 
have since been mailed to each 
affected employee.

Khan’s e-mail said employees 
should file both the original, inac­
curate W-2 and the new, corrected 
W -2c forms.

K han refused to speak with 
The Daily Toreador and other of­
ficials with the Payroll Services 
Departm ent were not available 
for comment.

Democrats unveil jobs package

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  Sen­
ate Democrats circulated a jobs bill 
Tuesday that’s light on new initiatives 
on boosting hiring and heavy with 
provisions sought by lobbyists for busi­
ness groups, doctors and the satellite 
broadcasting industry.

Senate Democrats were working 
to round up Republican support, but 
more snow in the nation’s capital 
made it unlikely the Senate could 
pass it this week and hand President 
Barack Obama a quick, badly needed 
political victory. Republicans are will­
ing partners because much of the bill 
is made up of tax breaks they support, 
though many GO P senators said they

were still waiting to see the details.
The 362-page measure is still in 

draft form and has not been officially 
released. The draft has very few new 
ideas for creating jobs, other than a 
$ 10 billion plan to exempt companies 
from paying the employer’s share of 
Social Security payroll taxes for new 
hires if they are unemployed and hired 
this year.

The idea, by Sens. Chuck Schum- 
er, D-N.Y., and Orrin Hatch, R-Utah, 
is regarded as more workable than 
President Barack Obama’s plan for tax 
credits of up to $5,000 for new hires 
because it is simpler and gets the tax 
breaks to businesses faster.

T he plan does give employers, 
however, a scaled-back credit of 
$1,000 for new hires kept on payroll 
for at least a year.

Haiti dealing with second stage of medical emergency

P O R T -A U -P R IN C E , H aiti 
(A P ) —  Fo u rteen -m o n th -o ld  
Abigail Chariot survived H aiti’s 
cataclysmic earthquake but not its 
miserable aftermath. Brought into 
the capital’s General Hospital with 
fever and diarrhea, little Abigail 
literally dried up.

“Som etim es they arrive too 
late,” said Dr. Adrien Colimon, 
the ch ief of pediatrics, shaking 
her head.

T h e second stage of H aiti’s 
medical emergency has begun, with 
diarrheal illnesses, acute respiratory 
infections and malnutrition begin­
ning to claim lives by the dozen.

And while the half-million people 
jammed into germ-breeding make­
shift camps have so far been spared a 
contagious-disease outbreak, health 
officials fear epidemics. They are 
rushing to vaccinate 530,000 children 
against measles, diphtheria, tetanus 
and whooping cough.

“It’s still tough,” said Chris Lewis, 
emergency health  coordinator for 
Save the Children, which by Tuesday 
had treated 11,000 people at 14 mo­
bile clinics in Port-au-Prince, Jacmel 
and Leogane. “A t the moment we’re 
providing lifesaving services. W hat 
we’d like to do is to move to provide 
quality, longer-term care, but we’re 
not there yet.”

H aiti’s governm ent raised the 
death toll for the Jan. 12 earthquake to

230,000 on Tuesday— the same death 
toll as the 2004 Asian tsunami. Com­
munications Minister Marie-Laurence 
Jocelyn Lassegue said she expects 
the toll to rise as more bodies are 
counted, and noted the number does 
not include bodies buried privately by 
funeral homes or families.

The number of deaths not directly 
caused by the quake is unclear; U.N. 
officials are only now beginning to sur­
vey the more than 200 international 
medical aid groups working out of 91 
hospitals —  most of them just collec­
tions of tents —  to compile the data.

Som e 3 0 0 ,0 0 0  people are in ­
jured. A t Port-au-Prince’s General 
Hospital, patients continue arriving 
with infections in wounds they can’t 
keep clean because the street is their

home. The number of amputees, esti­
mated at 2,000 to 4,000 by Handicap 
International, keeps rising as people 
reach Port-au-Prince with untreated 
fractures.

Violence bred of food shortages 
and inadequate security is also produc­
ing casualties. Dr. Santiago Arraffat 
of Evansville, Ind., said he treats sev­
eral gunshot wounds a day at General 
Hospital.

“People are just shooting each 
other,” he said. “There are fights over 
food. People are so desperate.”

Nearly a month after the quake, 
respiratory infections, malnutrition, 
diarrhea from waterborne diseases and 
a lack of appropriate food for young 
children may be the biggest killers, 
health workers say.

ATF blames Texas church fires on serial arsonist

TYLER (AP) —  A spate of recent 
fires that destroyed or damaged sev' 
eral churches in eastern Texas were 
intentionally set, likely by the same 
person or group, federal authorities 
said Tuesday.

Fires that broke out at two church­
es near Tyler on Monday have not 
yet been ruled arson, but authorities 
are investigating them as such. They 
were reported within an hour of one 
another and there were signs that at 
least one of the churches had been

broken into.
Since Jan. 1, eight chi, 

seven in eastern Texas and "one in 
the central part of the state —  have 
been set ablaze deliberately, authori­
ties have said.

T h e  U .S . Bureau of A lcohol, 
Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives, 
which is heading the investigation 
into the blazes, believe they are the 
work of a serial arsonist or group of 
arsonists, said Clay Alexander, the 
head of the bureau’s office in Tyler.

Despite all the nice talk, partisanship reigns

WASHINGTON (A P)— Partisan- 
ship is reaching new heights in Washing­
ton, even as President Barack Obama 
makes almost daily pleas to get along.

He’s scheduled a bipartisan health 
care summit, and just Tuesday he hosted 
GOP leaders at the White House for the 
first time in two months.

But he often undercuts his overtures 
with his own jabs at Republicans. And 
there’s little indication the GOP is taking 
his comments as anything but political.

Both sides’ stances might be summed

up this way: We’re ready to cooperate 
right riow. All you need to do is go along 
with what we want.

On Capitol Hill, the minority Repub­
licans routinely require a super-majority 
(60 votes out of 100) to move Senate 
bills. And only one GOP lawmaker, a 
House member, voted for the landmark 
health care bills approved separately by 
the House and Senate in December. The 
Democrats, meanwhile, wrote the House 
and Senate health care bills with virtu­
ally no input from Republicans.

Iran begins controversial new nuclear process

TEH RAN , Iran (A P) —  Iran’s 
state T V  says the country started en­
riching its uranium to a higher level 
of 20 percent, over the objections of 
the international community.

The Tuesday report said enrich­
ment began after Iranian scientists 
injected 25 kilograms of 3.5 percent 
enriched uranium gas into a cascade 
of centifuges in a laboratory in Na- 
tanz, south of Tehran.

It says inspectors from the In ­

ternational Atom ic Energy Agency 
were present during the process.

Uranium has to be enriched to 
fuel nuclear power plants.

Iran needs 20 percent enriched 
fuel for a research reactor producing 
medical isotopes.

Enriching uranium to 90 percent 
creates material for atomic bombs.

T h e  W est fears Iran’s nuclear 
program will be used to produce 
weapons. Iran denies the charge.

“S he has a w ealth o f experi­

T h e  fo rm a l c o m m itte e  for 
choosing the n ex t museum direc­

munity, he said, possibly w ith a 
Board o f Regents representative.

A lth ou gh  no com m ittee  has 
been formed yet, he said he hopes 
to form one soon.

O n ce  a com m ittee is formed, 
S tew art said they  w ill post n a ­
tional and international searches 
in  th e  acad em ic m useum  c o m ­
munity. He said he hopes to have 
a d irector named by Sept. 1, but 
it could take until Jan . 1, 2 0 11 , 
depending on the tim ing.

Stew art said Johnson  has the 
option o f applying for the director 
o f the museum w hen the selection 
process takes place, but Johnson

said she does not know if she will 
put in to be the director.

Edson said Johnson is an exce l­
len t ch o ice  for in terim  director 
because she has a long history with 
the museum.

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NY governor says he won’t drop out of re-election bid
ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) —  New 

York Gov. David Paterson, defying 
calls from even fellow Democrats to 
drop out of the race for a full term, 
said Tuesday that he would leave only 
if the voters turned him out through 
the ballot box, or “in a box.”

Paterson spoke to reporters after 
several days of mmors sweeping the 
state Capitol about carousing in the 
governor’s mansion, all of which 
Paterson strongly denied.

Since Paterson took over from 
his predecessor, who resigned in a 
prostitution scandal, his popularity 
has plummeted and many Democrats 
have voiced their preference that 
Attorney General Andrew Cuomo 
run for governor when Paterson’s 
term is up.

That infighting and the recent 
mmormongering have further frac­
tured state Democrats and added a 
decidedly weird edge to the national 
party’s struggle to maintain ground it 
gained in the last election.

Facing challenges from coast to 
coast amid voter frustration with 
incumbents of both parties. Demo­

crats in particular are girding for losses 
that could see states’ chief executives 
go into Republican hands. New York, a 
traditionally Democratic-leaning state, 
would be a devastating blow to a party 
that just two years ago saw a landslide 
amid the election of Obama.

Paterson appeared to take heart from 
an interview earlier in the day with The 
New York Times, which had been widely 
anticipated to be preparing a story deal­
ing with his personal conduct. He said 
that in the interview he was not asked 
about dmg use in the governor’s mansion 
or partydng with women.

“The only way I’m not going to be 
governor next year is at the ballot box, 
and the only way that I will be leaving 
the office before is in a box,” Paterson 
said during a news conference.

Paterson had decried the allega­
tions Monday in an Associated Press 
interview.

He has been tiydng to end one of the 
weirdest travails yet in a weird place, a 
political “Twilight Zone” he often refers 
to as Planet Albany. This time, media 
coverage alternately derided as a feed­
ing frenzy and a circus, involved one of

the world’s most influential newspapers 
and became a scandal about a scandal 
that was yet to be written and which, 
according to Paterson, won’t be.

“Obviously we are not responsible 
for what other news organizations are 
reporting^i-said Times spokeswoman 
Diane C. McNulty. “It’s not coming 
from The Times.”

Paterson attributed the rumors to 
news outlets and blogs other than the 
Times. He said that three sources con­
tacted reporters at the start of Sunday’s 
Super Bowl to leak word that he was 
about to resign, which he said he never 
contemplated.

“It seems to be somewhat orches­
trated,” Paterson said Tuesday of the 
rumors, on whose source he has declined 
to publicly speculate.

One item by the New York Post on 
Jan. 30 stated he was caught by state 
police in a utility closet with a woman 
other than his wife. The Post has stood 
by its story. Paterson said a Times re­
porter who interviewed him Tuesday 
in the mansion couldn’t even find such 
a closet.

He said Tuesday that after his in­

terview with the Times, he expects its 
article to he a profile, not about sexual 
escapades or drug use.

“No such questions, really, to any of 
that was asked of me,” he said.

He said his two children and his 
wife have been supportive through the 
week of innuendo, with one consistent 
message: “Don’t give up, even if you are 
ridiculed.”

Most of Paterson’s fellow top Demo­
crats were silent as the governor sought 
to snuff out the rumors. Cuomo refused 
to comment on the unsubstantiated 
tales, and his office wouldn’t comment 
on whether he supports Paterson in 
his battle.

“We don’t comment on rumors,” 
a Cuomo spokesman said. “There are 
serious problems facing our state and the 
attorney general is busy doing the job he 
was elected to do.”

Many D em ocrats have voiced 
wishes that Cuomo run for governor 
instead of Paterson, a former lieutenant 
governor who took the post in 2008 
upon the resignation of Eliot Spitzer, 
named in a prostitution investigation 
23 months ago.
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He said the Board of Regents ap­
proved a long-term consulting agree­
ment with the organization for three 
years with an option of up to five years 
on Aug. 8,2008.

The visit to campus about advis­
ing and retention was one of several 
separate engagements Tech has with 
the company, he said.

Teagan said the consulting also was 
about tweaking the ŝ 'stem to support 
ways to become more effective.

By working with the systems in 
place, Teagan said, one goal is to in­
crease retention.

“It’s rarely a people problem, it’s usu­
ally a system problem,” Teagan said.

According to the agenda, Williams 
stayed in Philosophy building Room 
25IB and focused mostly on advising 
while Trites stayed in English build­
ing Room 201 and focused mostly on 
student success.

According to the Noel-Levitz Web

site, Williams has received numerous 
scholastic and professional awards and 
has more than 35 year of experience in 
higher education.

Trites has 20 years experience in 
higher education, including as dean of 
Student Services at Alexandria Techni­
cal College.

The written statement the consul­
tants will give to Tech is being worked 
on, Trites said, and it will be ready in 
about two weeks. He said the statement 
will include observ^ations, analysis of 
what is going well, what needs improve­
ment, and specific recommendations 
about what can be expanded.

During the consultants’ time on 
campus, numerous representatives of 
the university community met with 
the consultants including President 
Guy Bailey, Smith, associate deans, 
student support groups, the Strate­
gic Enrollment Planning Council, 
Resident Life professional staff, Student 
Government Association officers and 
college ccaordinators and advising and 
retention groups.

Nigerian VP to run country 
while president is absent, ill

A B U JA , N igeria (A P ) ~  N i­
geria’s parliament empowered Vice 
President G oodluck Jo n ath an  to 
run A frica’s most populous nation 
Tuesday in place of an ill and absent 
president, striving for a political end 
to a crisis that ground the govern­
ment to a virtual halt and triggered 
the resumption of an insurgency in 
the vital oil sector.

But the move is not con tem ­
plated in the con stitu tion , legal 
experts say, and could cause more 
fr ic t io n  betw een th e C h ristia n  
south, which gains the presidency 
at least temporarily, and Muslim 
north, which finds itself out of the 
seat of power.

Jonathan told the nation in a 
televised address Tuesday night that 
he had assumed power as acting 
president and commander in chief 
of the country of 150 million people. 
He urged all Nigerians to continue 
to pray for elected President Um- 
aru Yar’Adua, who left Nigeria for 
Saudi Arabia on Nov. 23. Yar’Adua’s 
physician has said the 58-year-old, 
who long has suffered from kidney 
ailments, is being treated for acute 
pericarditis, an inflammation of the 
sac surrounding the heart.

“T he events of the recent past 
have put to the test our collectiv e .

resolve as a dem ocratic n a tio n ,” 
Jonathan said. He later added: “We 
have all shown that our unity as a 
people, our love for this country, and 
our hope for its great future cannot 
be shaken.”

M uch o f th e  N ig e ria n  g o v ­
ernm ent has been at a standstill. 
Yar’Adua did not write a letter to the 
vice president alerting him of the 
medical absence and empowering 
him to act as president, as called for 
in the 1999 constitution. Yar’Adua’s 
absence has caused a cease-fire he 
negotiated with insurgents in the 
country’s o il-rich  Niger D elta to 
unravel and oil contracts have gone 
unsigned. The political turmoil in a 
powerful country with a long history 
of coups and military dictatorships 
recently prompted U .S. Secretaty'^ of 
State Hillary Rodham Clinton and 
European leaders to call on the na­
tion to follow its constitution.

N ew spapers began w o rry in g  
about possible coup scenarios as 
Yar’A dua’s absence grew longer. 
However, military leaders insist they 
have no ambitions to take power and 
will respect the constitution. Jona­
than thanked the security services 
during his Tuesday night address “for 
their loyalty and devotion to duty 
during this trying period.”

Activists vowing to stop the killing 
of whales exchanged water-cannon 
fire with a Japanese whaliiig fleet 
they are tailing in the A ntarctic 
Ocean, as sea confrontations that 
have led to collisions and a sunken 
vessel continue.

The Sea Shepherd conservation 
group said its ships, the Steve Irwin 
and the Bob Bark­
er, confronted the 
Japanese factory 
shipNisshin Maru 
early Monday.

“T h e  factory 
ship  turned  on 
their water can ­
nons and were 
surprised w hen 
the Steve Irwin 
responded w ith 
a more powerful 
water cannon that 
had a couple of the 
whalers diving for 
the bridge doors,” 
said  a M onday 
s ta te m e n t from  
the group.

On Saturday, the Bob Barker and 
a Japanese harpoon boat collided in 
icy A ntarctic waters, causing minor 
damage to both vessels. A  Jap a­
nese whaler struck Sea Shepherd’s 
high-tech speed boat Ady Gil and 
sheared off its nose on Jan. 6. The 
Bob Barker then came to rescue the

crew of the Ady Gil, which sank a 
day later.

Japanese Fisheries Agency offi­
cial Shigeki Takaya condemned the 
use of water cannons after Monday’s 
confrontation. “As we have always 
said, we condemn the act. It is to­
tally unforgivable,” he said.

A  Japanese foreign ministry offi­
cial said Japan lodged a protest with

over the water 
cannon fire in 
the A n ta rc tic  
O cean  —  the 
countries w'here 
the Steve Irwin 
and Bob Barker 
are registered.

“W e asked 
the respective 
governments to 
stop the ships 
from obstruct­
ing our whaling 
activities,” the 
o f f ic ia l  said , 
speaking anon­
ymously, citing 

departmental policy. He declined to 
elaborate further.

Sea  Shep herd , a U .S .-b a sed  
activist group, sends vessels to con­
front the Japanese fleet each year. 
Two major clashes have already oc­
curred this year, one a collision that 
destroyed a Sea Shepherd vessel.

Sea Shepherd founder Paul 
Watson said his activists have pre­
vented the whalers from catching 
any whales since Saturday.

“W e in ten d  to  turn these 
three whaling-free days into three 
whaling-free weeks,” Watson said 
in the statemeitt. “I am confident 
that once again we will severely 
cut their kill quotas and we will 
once again negate their profits.”

Japan has a six-vessel whaling 
fleet in A ntarctic waters as part 
of its scientific whaling program, 
an allowed exception to the Inter­
national W haling Commission’s 
1986 ban on commercial whaling. 
It hunts hundreds of mostly minke 
whales, which are not an endan­
gered species. W hale meat not 
used for study is sold for consump­
tion in Japan, which critics say is 
the real reason for the hunts.

Watson estimated the whaling 
fleet has so far killed about 350 
minke whales.

Sea Shepherd  activ ists  try 
to block the whalers from firing 
harpoons, and they dangle ropes 
in the water to try to snarl the 
Japanese ships’ propellers. They 
also hurl packets of stinking rancid 
butter at their rivals.

The whalers have responded 
by firing water cannons and sonar 
devices meant to disorient the 
activists. Collisions have occurred 
occasionally.

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Police question living statue 
at firs t TAB mystery event

Rather than taking his marketing 
degree and joining the workforce after 
graduation, Mark Abbati chose to fol­
low his passions and become a living 
statue.

Tech Activities Board brought in 
Abbati, from joyUNSPEAKABLE, after 
seeing him at a National Association for 
Campus Activities conference. The day­
time events committee wanted to bring 
him in because his act is unlike anything 
they’ve seen done before, said Christi 
Figueroa, a junior psychology maj or from 
Katy. TAB kept not only students, but 
faculty staff, and the campus police out 
of the loop on the event because part of 
the fun of a living statue is for people to 
not realize it, she said.

This plan worked until the hour 
before Abbati was set to leave, an 
officer stopped him from interacting 
with students to ask him why he was 
on campus.

Because real statues can’t speak, Ab­
bati was forced to find a way of showing

the officer why he was there in a manner 
that wouldn’t be considered evading 
arrest. He picked up a TAB event cal­
endar and slowly made his way, with the 
officer, to the TAB members’ table that 
explained why he was there.

“I thought that was ridiculous,” said 
Kristina Fore, a .sophomore psychology 
major from Plainview. “I thought that 
it was pretty silly because it was obvious 
that he wasn’t posing a threat. He’s been 
here for a while and the campus police 
just now stopped him.”

TAB members explained why the 
live statue was there and he was free to 
continue interacting with students for 
until he left campus.

“We advertised this as a mystery 
event and we did not specifically say 
that we were having a live statue man 
because we wanted it to be a .surprise for 
people,” said Sonia Moore, unit coordi­
nator for student activities.

Throughout the day, Abbati dressed 
in his most popular bronze costume and 
spent the day in the Student Union 
Building.

TAB-chose the costume because he

originally was supposed to pose outside 
among the other statues between the 
library and the SUB. Because of the 
cold weather, he was moved inside, 
Moore said.

Because he’s a living statue, Ab­
bati wasn’t limited to simply standing 
in one place all day, but interacted with 
students and faculty walking by.

“He walks pretty funny; he’ll be 
pretty robotic,” said Erin Rinderknecht, 
TAB event daytime coordinator and 
sophomore pre-communications disor­
ders major from Taylor.

Student’s reactions toward Abbati 
varied from fascination to fear of what 
was happening, Moore said. Since he 
moved from one position where he ap­
peared as just another statue to reaching 
out to students to interact with them, 
.some students were taken by surprise.

“1 was scared and freaked out because 
it looked so unnatural,” said Shannon 
Ector, a sophomore finance major from 
Grand Prairie.

The young couple broke up 
after the birth of their son, Tripp, in 
late 2008.

T h e  upcom ing Playgirl print 
spread includes an interview with

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Romance novels unhealthy
T he strong w hiff o f vari­

ous perfumes at the mid­
n ight release o f “Dear 

Jo h n ” was n ot shocking. If any­
thing, it was expected. This latest 
ch ick -flick  allowed rom antics an 
excuse to cry and live vicariously 
through the characters.

“Dear Jo h n ” is not the begin­
ning or end to rom ance movies. 
M ost importantly, it  —  along with 
other rom ance novels and movies 
—  inspires and, at tim es, blinds 
rom antics.

“Dear John” was released Friday, 
and is based off N icholas Spark’s 
novel. Sparks is a recognized name 
to most women, having written the 
acclaim ed “T h e  N o teb o o k ” and 
“A  W alk to Rem em ber,” both of 
course rom ance novels.

Rom ance novels are categorized 
through their focus on the rom an­
tic  re la tio n sh ip s o f people and 
their consistent fairy-tale ending. 
There is also another common trait 
of rom ance novels: the struggle.

T h e re  are g en era l basics  in 
storytelling: the beginning, co n ­
flict, rising action, clim ax, falling 
action and the resolution. O ften 
the con flict arises betw een other 
love in terests , lack  o f in terest, 
physical and em otional distances

and, for som e, th e  paranorm al. 
T h e  latest exam ple of this being 
the “Tw ilight” series.

However, despite the struggle 
there is always a satisfying ending 
to  rom ance novels. T h a t being 
said, rom ance novels are fairly 
predictable and if read consistently 
can be mundane.

But why wouldn’t writers want 
to produce these predictable, mun­
dane novels?

F irst o f a ll, rom ance novels 
have, and will always be, on co n ­
stant demand. T he 2008  RO M stat 
report, conducted by the Rom ance 
W riters o f A m erica, reported ro­
m ance novels not only generate 
$1 .37  billion  in sales but also hold 
the largest share o f the consumer 
book market at 13.5 percent.

In short, people —  especially 
w om en —  en joy  reading happy 
endings. For some it is an escape 
from their reality and for others a 
hopeful future.

Yet, the fictio n  aspects o f ro­
mance novels are at times ignored, 
and w ith-N icholas Sparks produc­
ing “inspired by a true story” nov­
els, it gives some reality to hopeless 
rom antics.

In  reality , th e  happy ending 
isn’t always achievable. C hances 
are slim the bad-boy in your life 
will change for you. O r that the 
cheater will never cheat again. It is 
also near impossible your first love 
will be your final love or that you 
will find a secret vampire to give 
yourself to.

T h e  im p licatio n  all rom ance 
novels im plant false hope in all 
readers is untrue. H ow ever, for 
some it subconsciously introduces 
unhealthy relationship habits.

T h e  belief it is worth the loss of 
one self’s being, career and friends 
for their significant other is absurd 
in m ost cases. I t  is im p o rtan t, 
especially at our age, to be selfish 
and focus on ourselves. It is most 
im portant to m aintain  and hold 
our self-esteem  at its highest.

A  good read for w'omen is “H e’s 
Just N ot T h a t In to  You,” a short, 
coffee-table like book turned into 
a movie. U nlike rom ance novels, 
it does not fulfill women’s excuses 
for their hopeful significant other.

It causes readers to reconsider 
why he hasn’t called back —  not 
because h e ’s playing games, but 
because he doesn’t like you.

T h e truth o f “H e’s Just N ot 
T h a t Into You” is too hard for 
m any'w om en and is sim ply a 
laugh. This simple-laugh book’s 
con tent needs to im plant itself 
into all women’s minds; it will 
not only give answers but pro­
vide a healthy alternative.

Despite the possible negative 
messages rom ance novels pro­
duce, they are read by millions 
o f readers across th e  U n ited  
States.

Rom ance W riters o f A m erica 
2 0 0 9  R ead er survey reported  
74.8  m illion A m ericans read at 
least one rom ance novel a year 
and the rom ance fictio n  market 
has more than 29 m illion regular 
readers.

K n o w in g  th e re  are m ore 
than 29 m illion regular romance 
novel readers, we can only hope 
these readers are not expecting 
the same em otionally satisfying 
ending.

Job openings plunged by one-quarter last year
W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  Find­

ing a job got much tougher last year, 
as the number of available openings 
fell by nearly one quarter.

A t the same tim e, the unem ­
ployed population soared by more 
thait one-third, leaving more laid- 
off workers com peting for fewer 
jobs.

A ll told, there were 6.1 unem­
ployed workers in December, on av­
erage, for every available position, 
according to Labor D epartm ent 
data released Tuesday.

T h a t ’s a sharp increase from 
3 .4  jobless workers per opening in 
December of 2008, and much worse 
than the 1.7 unemployed people per 
opening in December 2007, when 
the recession began.

The economy grew in the second 
half of last year and gross domestic 
product, the broadest measure of 
output, rose by a healthy 5.7 per­
cent in the fourth quarter.

That should lead to more hiring.

but employers are reluctant to add 
jobs. Many companies are unsure 
about w hether the recovery will 
continue, economists say, and how 
health  care reform and other gov­
ernm ent policies will affect them.

“N o business hires into uncer­
tainty and right now th ere ’s too 
much uncertainty in the markets,” 
said Harry G rien d lin g , C E O  of 
DoubleStar Inc., a consulting firm 
specializing in recruitment.

M uch of the economy’s recent 
grow th stem s from  governm ent 
stimulus and one-tim e factors such 
as restocking o f inventories. As 
those supports evaporate, many 
analysts exp ect the econom y to 
grow at a slower pace.

“Businesses can’t look forward 
a q u arter or two and say, ‘I ’m 
definitely going to be growing,”’ 
Griendling said.

T h e re  were 2 .5  m illio n  jobs 
available at the end of December, 
according to the Labor D epart-
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m en t’s Job  O penings and Labor 
Turnover survey. T h at includes all 
jobs publicly listed by companies 
and government agencies.

T h at may seem like a lot given 
the severity of the recession, but 
th a t’s down from 3 .2  m illion  in 
D ecem ber 2 0 0 8 , a drop o f 22 .5  
p ercent. And it ’s way below the 
4.8  m illion openings that existed in 
June 2007, the peak reached before 
the recession.

T h e  drop is a slight improve­
ment from the 26.4 percent annual 
decline experienced in 2008.

The picture eased slightly in De­
cember from the previous month, as 
available jobs increased by about 
60 ,000 from November. December’s 
ratio o f 6.1 unemployed workers 
per job was better than Novem ber’s 
6 .3 , the highest on records dating 
from 2001.

As a result of the uncertainty, 
many companies are hiring tempo­
rary workers rather than creating 
permanent jobs, Griendling said.

But the Labor Departm ent’s sur­
vey on job openings doesn’t include 
temporary agency jobs. Temp jobs 
have been one of the job markets’ 
few bright spots recently, adding

about 2 5 0 ,0 0 0  jobs in the past 
four months.

Sm all businesses, which cre­
ate most of the new jobs in the 
U nited States, are still reluctant 
to hire, according to a survey 
released Tuesday by the National 
Federation of Independent Busi­
ness.

M ore small com panies plan 
to cut workers in the next three 
m o n th s th a n  add th em , th e  
N F IB ’s rep o rt said . O n ly  10 
percent of small firms had jobs 
available last m onth, the same 
as December, but far below the 
21 p ercent w ith open jobs in 
December 2007, when the reces­
sion began.

T he Labor Departm ent’s re­
port on job openings shows that 
even in a recession, millions of 
Am ericans are hired and fired. 
Employers hired  more than  4 
m illion people in December, the 
report said, while about 4.2 m il­
lion were laid off, fired or quit.

T he gap betw een those two 
figures is roughly equivalent to 
the net loss of 150 ,000  jobs in 
December that the Labor Depart­
ment reported last week.

Southwest launches 3-day fare sale
D A LL A S (A P ) —  Southw est 

A ir lin e s  C o . is o fferin g  a sale 
geared tow ard leisure trav elers 
who want to make short trips this 
spring.

T h e  discount carrier said Tues­
day it will sell tickets starting at 
$39 each way on some routes under 
50 0  miles.

As usual, the airline didn’t say 
how many seats it will offer at the 
sale prices, and Friday and Sunday 
flights aren ’t included. T h e  sale 
ends Thursday and covers travel 
from M arch 15 through May 25.

Delta, A m erican, U nited, C o n ­
tinental and U S  Airways matched 
the sale prices on routes where they 
compete with Southwest, said Tom 
Parsons, C E O  o f BestFares.com . 
Fellow  discount carriers Je tB lu e

and A irT ra n  m atched  on some 
routes, he said.

Southwest has reported steadily 
rising traffic  for several m onths 
—  up 7 .1  p e rc e n t  in  Ja n u a ry  
compared with a year earlier. The 
Dallas-based airline broke its own 
record for average occupancy in 
January. S till, 28 percent o f seats 
were empty.

T he sale shows that airlines are 
struggling to fill planes, especially 
during the relatively slow travel 
period betw een spring break and 
summer vacations.

“In order to fill up those last 20 
percent of seats. Southwest still has 

, to discount to get people off their 
couches and on to their computers 
booking tickets,” said R ick Seaney, 
C EO  of FareCom pare.com ..

S in ce  the sale is mostly lim ited 
to short hops, the airline can still 
charge a reasonable price per mile. 
Parsons said.

“T h a t’s still money, and cost per 
mile is what they go by,” Parsons 
said.

A t $3 9  one way from D allas 
to Houston, Southw est would get 
more than 16 cents per m ile. In 
2009, the airline’s operating costs 
were a bit more than 10 cents per 
m ile tim es available seats, so it 
can make a profit even at the sale 
prices if it can fill the planes.

But flights betw een San  Fran­
cisco and Los A ngeles, w hich are 
longer and bufti more fuel, would 
barely break even if every seat were 
taken at $39.

Foxx wanted to entertain a group 
of musically inclined high school 
students with a few bars from his 
Grammy winning h it, “Blame It.” 

But since the song is an ode to 
the effects of alcohol, he changed 
the lyrics to “Blame it on the a-a-a- 
apple ju ice .” The kids roared.

“I changed it so you guys could 
sing it,” he joked.

Students from four high schools 
gathered Tuesday at W alt Disney 
C oncert Hall, where Foxx helped 
present new violins, flutes, French 
horns, trumpets and drums valued 
at $ 5 0 0 ,0 0 0  to students from 16 
schools nationwide.

The instruments are .part of the

Fidelity FutureStage program, an ef­
fort by the investment firm to enrich 
arts education in public schools.

Founded in 2006, the program 
provides instruments, specialized 
training by professional musicians, 
and a chance for aspiring artists to 
perform with renowned orchestras 
such as the Los Angeles Philhar­
m onic and Boston Pops.

Foxx told students he began as 
a classical pianist and eventually 
won a scholarship to study the in­
strument in college.

“That allowed me to come to L.A. 
and work on my craft,” he said. “Then 
I went into acting and comedy, and 
then it was Ray Charles ...”

Foxx, 42 , who won an O scar

for his portrayal of C harles in 
“Ray,” got the crowd fired up 
and had them  chanting “mu-sic, 
m u -sic” before students cam e 
on stage to accep t shiny new 
saxophones, clarinets and other 
instruments.

“This is way better than our 
old stuff,” one student said.

Angelina Jolie visits Haiti with U N  refugee body
PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti (AP) 

—  Angelina Jolie began two days of 
meetings with Haiti earthquake victims 
Tuesday in her role as a goodwill ambas­
sador for the U.N. refugee agency.

The actress, representing the U.N. 
High Commissioner for Refugees, met 
with U.N. officials in Port-au-Prince 
and visited an SO S Villages camp for 
orphans outside the capital, where

she was cheered by Haitians yelling, 
“Angie! Angie!”

That same camp took care of 33 
Haitian children after a U.S.-based 
Baptist group was arrested at the Do­
minican border trying to take the kids 
out of the country. It wasn’t known if 
Jolie spoke with any of the children, 
and journalists were kept at a distance 
throughout her visit.

The American missionaries have 
been accused of trying to take the 
children out of Haiti without proper 
documentation. The group says it was 
heading to a Dominican orphanage 
following Haiti’s quake and had only 
good intentions.

Jolie also toured a Doctors Without 
Borders hospital in a Port-au-Prince 
suburb, waving to onlookers.

Much of the rave in Texas Tech 
men’s tennis has been about Raony 
Carvallio and Gonzalo Escobar.

. That may be expected since they 
are ranked among the best singles 
players in the nation.

But assistant coach Marcelo Fer­
reira knows the Red Raiders are not 
going to get far without production 
from the No. 4, 5 and 6 spots in the 
lineup.

“We had matches where our No. 
1 ,2 , and 3 guys won the match for 
us. In other matches the No. 4, 5, 
and 6 were just as important,” he 
said. “That’s the good thing about 
our team right now. I feel like I can 
rely on anybody.”

Even in support of the top spots, 
victories this season have come from 
players at the top and bottom of the 
lineup. The No. 3 through 6 spots in 
the lineup have posted a combined

Part of this supporting cast is 
where the youth of this team lies. 
Freshmen Vitor Manzini, Raphael 
Pfister and sophomore Rafael Garcia 
are receiving their most extensive 
action this season.

In the No. 5 spot, Manzini is 3-1 
so far. Manzini has three national 
championships under his belt already, 
notching those as a junior player in 
Brazil. He also has a Confederation 
Cup 18 Championship on his resume 
as well.

Expectations are high even to­
ward the bottom of the lineup, 
Manzini said.

With so many teams loaded from 
top to bottom on 
the schedule, Pfis- 
ter said playing in 
the No. 6 spot has 
become more of a 
challenge.

“We have a re­
ally tough sched­
ule,” he said. “We

Garcia holds all matches at all spots 
in high regard.

“Every single match is important 
in the lineup,” Garcia said. “Doesn’t 
matter if you’re playing one or six, 
your match is important as well.

The 23-year-old Vallejo cut tendons 
in two fingers while preparing a meal at 
his home in the Dominican Republic 
during the Christmas holidays.

Tech survives on road with 72-71  victory

T H E  RED  RA ID ERS survived a late rally and outlasted the Oklahoma 
Sooners 72- 71  on Tuesday in the Lloyd Noble Center in Norman, Okla.

NORMAN, Okla. (AP) —  John 
Roberson scored 22 points, Darko 
Cohadarevic added 12 and Texas Tech 
barely held off a second-half rally to 
beat Oklahoma 72-71 Tuesday night, 
snapping the Sooners’ 31-game home 
winning streak against unranked op­
ponents.

Willie Warren and Tommy Mason- 
Griffin each missed potential game­
winning 3 -pointers in the final 5 
seconds as Oklahoma (13-10, 4-5 Big 
12) absorbed a disheartening blow to 
its postseason hopes.

Texas Tech (16-7 , 4 -5) built a 
12-point lead early in the second half 
and was able to stave off a series of 
comebacks to break a six-game losing 
streak and sweep the season series from 
the Sooners.

Warren had 18 points while playing 
his most significant minutes since miss­
ing two games with a sprained ankle, 
and Tony Crocker added 16 points and 
11 rebounds for Oklahoma.

The Sooners played without sus­
pended freshmen Steven Pledger and 
Andrew FitzgeralcL who were cited for 
petty larceny on Saturday, and had a 
12-game home winning streak snapped. 
The run started with their final regular 
season home game last year.

Former Oklahoma star Blake Grif­
fin, the No. 1 pick in last year’s NBA 
draft, was presented with the NCAA 
Sportsmanship Award during a halftime 
ceremony.

The Sooners, who went 9 for 16 
from 3-point range to build a command­
ing first-half lead in their win against 
then-No. 9 Texas on Saturday, were off 
the mark against a Tech defense allow­

ing a league-high 74.6 points per game. 
Oklahoma, which is first in the Big 12 in 
3-point attempts but is shooting only 35 
percent from long range, hit just three of 
its first 17 shots from behind the arc.

When the shots finally started fall­
ing, Oklahoma cut into Tech’s 12-point 
advantage. Cade Davis followed a series 
of baskets inside by reserve Tmy Gallon 
to get the Sooners within 53-48, ̂ but 
the Red Raiders scored the next seven 
points to'restore their lead.

Mike Singletary staved off the next 
rally by hitting a 3 -pointer and a pair 
of free throws to extend a five-point 
lead back to 67-57. But the Sooners 
kept coming.

Gallon followed Mason-Griffin’s 
four point play with a right-handed 
jam to get Oklahoma within four, and 
Mason-Grifiin’s driving layup made it 
72-69 with 2:12 to play. Crocker missed 
a potential tying 3-pointer before steal­
ing the ball and hitting two free throws 
to make it a one-point game with 55.6 
seconds left.

Roberson lost the ball out of bounds 
with 21.5 seconds left to give Oklahoma 
one last chance at the win, but Warren 
was off target from the left wing and 
Mason-Griffin’s contested shot from the 
right side caromed off the rim.

Oklahoma ended up 6 for 26 from 
3-point range.

Texas Tech finished the first half 
with a 16-5 run which started when 
Roberson connected on a tying 3-point­
er from the right wing. He then set 
up D’walyn Roberts for a two-handed 
jam. Roberson’s two free throws at the 
end of the half gave the Red Raiders a 
36-28 lead.

Good times roll at 
Saints SB parade

NEW ORLEANS (AP) —  Only a 
Super Bowl victory parade could upstage 
Mardi Gras in New Orleans.

Carnival floats carrying Saints 
players, coaches and team owner Tom 
Benson rolled past tens of thousands 
of jubilant fans in downtown New 
Orleans on Tuesday, two days after the 
43-year-old franchise won its first NFL 
championship.

Players, wearing team jerseys instead 
of traditional Carnival masks and cos­
tumes, tossed beads into the crowd and 
signed autographs for throngs of scream­
ing fans. Benson shouted “Who Dat!” 
into a microphone from his perch atop 
a float. Head coach Sean Payton blew 
kisses and held the Lombardi Trophy 
over his head.

“Here’s to the best Mardi Gras week 
in the history of this city,” Payton said, 
raising a glass of champagne during a 
toast outside the city’s historic Gallier 
Hall.

The parade, a week before the city’s 
signature Fat Tuesday celebration, 
started outside their home turf at the 
Louisiana Superdome. Black, gold and 
white confetti floated over the crowd 
and a man wearing a Saints jacket held 
aloft a sign that read, “Happy Lombardi 
Gras!”

The floats stopped at a reviewing 
stand so elected officials, including 
Mayor Ray Nagin, Gov. Bobby Jindal 
and Sens. Mary Landrieu and David 
Vitter, could toast the team’s 31-17 win

over the Indianapolis Colts.
“How’s the ‘Who Dat’ nation feel 

tonight?” Super Bowl MVP Drew Brees 
yelled when his float stopped at the 
reviewing stand. “This toast goes out 
to you. We love you and we won that 
championship for you.”

Ten Carnival krewes lent floats for 
the team to ride. More than a dozen 
marching bands joined the team on its 
route, which passed by the edge of the 
French (garter and ended at the city’s 
convention center. An official crowd 
estimate wasn’t immediately available, 
but many fans said the gathering seemed 
larger than any during Mardi Gras.

“This is wilder than Mardi Gras,” 
said Frank V. Smith, 55, a lifelong New 
Orleans resident who shot photographs 
of players from the rear of a pickup tmck. 
“I’ve never seen so many people out here 
like this. This is beautiful, man.” 

Shannon Cobb, 28, of Metairie, said 
the parade was a party with a purpose.

“Everybody is here for one reason: 
their love for the city and their love for 
the Saints and to show our appreciation 
for what they’ve done for us,” she said.

The Super Bowl win, which capped 
just the ninth winning season in fran­
chise history, was a stunning reversal of 
fortunes for a team once derided as the 
“Aints.” Few players could appreciate 
that better than fan favorite Deuce 
McAllister, the team’s retired all-time 
leading msher who joined the team on 
the sidelines for the Super Bowl.
