
Perry  ̂White win gubernatorial nominations

Republican Rick Perry and Democrat Bill White were 
announced as the winners of their respective primaries late 
Tuesday for the general election in November.

Although Lubbock County total votes exceeded those 
of the election in 2006 by 57.5 percent, the two Texas Tech 
voting precincts were among the lowest participation in the 
county on Election Day, according to the Lubbock County 
Elections Office.

White garnered about 76 percent of the Democratic vote 
state wide among six other candidates Tuesday, and was de­
clared the winner of the race early in the counting process.

U.S. Rep. Kay Bailey Hutchison withdrew from the Re­
publican gubernatorial primary before all votes were tallied, 
according to The Dallas Morning News.

Chris Winn, chairman of the 
Lubbock County Republicans, said 
he believes Hutchison’s decision to 
concede and support Perry’s campaign 
served only to strengthen the GOP.

Although White is a well-qual­
ified contender for governor, Winn 
said, he believes Perry will win in 
November because he has solid ex­

perience in governing the state with 
conservative principles.

Stuart Williams, a member of the Tech Student Demo­
crats, said participation by Democrats in Tuesday’s primary 
election demonstrated White’s capability to properly govern 
the state.

“I believe Democrats are united going into this fall elec­
tion,” he said. ‘W e’re united against Perry, who has been in 
office too long.”

Former Tech student Zach Brady 
lost the race for state representative 
for District 83 to Delwin Jones and 
Charles Perry, who will face each 
other in a runoff. Former Tech 
Regent Mark Griffin also will be 
engaged in a runoff election against 
John Fmllo for state representative 

WHITE of District 84.
For the Democrats, Linda Chavez- 

Thompson won the lieutenant governor race and Barbara 
Ann Radnofsky was uncontested in the attorney general 
race.

In Republican primaries, Lt. Governor David Dewhurst 
and Attorney General Greg Abbott went uncontested in 
their respective incumbency runs.

Student, musician Cruise Duke won’t leave home state behind

Hailing from Lipscomb County in the north­
eastern corner of the Texas panhandle. Cruise Duke 
is as Texan as they come.

He wears a cowboy hat, has small-town charm 
and a southern drawl.

Band mate Seth  Lynch, a senior political sci­
ence major from Chapel Hill, N .C ., said talking to 
Duke for just five minutes will make it apparent 
that he is a stand-up guy and an all-around great 
person.

Like many musicians, Duke, a senior agriculture 
com munications major at Texas Tech, has been 
around music his whole life. A t church, his dad 
worked the sound board while his mom played 
piano and his brother played guitar. He even 
majored in music for a short time at South Plains 
College, w hich is when he first started playing the

acoustic guitar.
“I started at South Plains in the music program,” 

he said. “I tried the fiddle at first and then moved 
on to acoustic guitar.”

S ince coming to Tech, he has put together two 
Texas country bands: Cruise Duke and the C olo­
nels and his current band. Cruise Duke and the 
County Road Ends. Cruise Duke and the County 
Road Ends consists of Duke on vocals and guitar, 
and members of the Seth  Savage Band —  Lynch 
on hass, Thomas W alker on lead guitar, and M att 
Newsom on drums.

His band has been playing together for more 
than two months, but even from the very beginning 
the band sounded more like they had been playing 
together for years.

“We first met at Bash’s No. 1,” Duke said. “I 
had an acoustic show the next night at Confer­
ence. Over a beer, the guys from the Seth  Savage 
Band decided they’d come out and play with me.

We hadn’t ever played together, hut we still rocked 
out on stage.”

W alker, a senior general studies m ajor from 
Houston, said Duke’s writing style meshed with 
the band’s playing style and the audience’s reaction 
after that first show was encouraging.

Duke said he enjoys getting to speak with the 
audience during breaks and after the show.

“They are there to support me and the band and 
our music” he said. “I absolutely love getting to 
talk to them. Musicians really don’t spend enough 
time with the fans but I like that part of the jo b .”

In addition to God and Texas, talking to the au­
dience and fans is often where he finds inspiration 
to write songs, he said. He also finds inspiration by 
hearing stories from his friends and family.

Lynch said one of Duke’s musical strengths is 
his songwriting skills.

GOP primary could reshape Texas board, textbooks

SAN ANTONIO (AP) —  What 
millions of students read about science 
and history could hinge Tuesday on 
a Republican primary in Texas for 
several seats on the state board of 
education, a panel whose decisions 
affect the content of textbooks sold 
nationwide.

Five of the eight seats on the bal­
lot are Republican-held, setting up a 
unique battle within the GOP that 
in some races pits a bloc of Christian 
conservatives against challengers who

believe the incumbents have pushed 
their pro-religious views too far.

Among those seeking re-election 
is former State Board of Education 
chairman Don McLeroy, who faced 
perhaps his most difficult race in his 
nearly 12 years on the influential panel 
that sets standards for Texas’ public 
schools. He is part of the conserva­
tive Christian bloc that controls the 
15-member board, which has unusual 
clout because textbook publishers 
have few clients bigger than Texas.

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  A  

senator who had been single-hand­
edly holding up stopgap legislation to 
extend help for the jobless and keep 
federal highway dollars flowing has 
finally relented.

A  spokesman for Sen. Jim Run­
ning says the Kentucky Republican 
will permit a vote Tuesday evening on 
the measure. That means hundreds

of thousands of unemployed people 
would no longer face the loss of more 
generous unemployment benefits and 
health insurance subsidies.

Running has been holding up a 
vote for days seeking to find ways 
to finance the $10 billion measure 
but relented in the face of withering 
Democratic attacks and dwindling 
support within his own party.

Post-quake chaos, looting wound Chile’s pride

C O N C EPC IO N , C hile (A P) 
—  Chile’s president defended herself 
Tuesday against charges of government 
incompetence in a disaster that not 
only shattered lives and property but 
challenged the nation’s very identity.

A society built on pride in its 
wealth and orderliness found itself sud­
denly facing gangs of rioters, a wounded 
economy and a shaken sense of civic

responsibility. A government that sent 
15 tons of food and medicine, a search 
and rescue team and 20 doctors to 
Haiti after the earthquake there found 
itself seeking emergency aid from other 
countries.

In Lota, a former coal mining town 
of 30,000 along the heavily damaged 
coast. Mayor Jorge Venegas said Tues­
day that a “psychosis” had taken hold.

Ronald Warqe'f,-the director of 
the Travel Medfc^^;, C linic at th e T  
Texas Tech University Heaith- S d - 
ences Center, lectured about the 
dangers of traveling 10 days before 
spring break at the Academic Class­
room Building on Tuesday.

M any students at Tech  travel 
outside of the country during spring 
break, and Warner said dangers ex­
ist when going to a different country 
w ithout' adequate v a cc in a tio n s. 
Proper planning would reduce-or 
elim inate disease transmission for 
travelers.

“It’s about wearing a seat belt, not 
fixing the injuries after the crash,” 
he said.

Malaria, which kills about 1 mil­
lion to 3 million people each year 
and has no real vaccine other than 
a pill taken to reduce the chances 
of contracting the disease, was dis­
cussed at the lecture as well as other 
dangerous diseases around the world. 
Warner said most deadly viruses, such 
as dengue fever and yellow fever, can 
be eliminated with vaccines.

“The Community Medical School 
is a great way for us to help the com­
munity understand what we do on 
a day-to-day basis here within the 
School of M edicine,” Warner said, 
“and it’s honestly beyond the School 
of Medicine. It’s encompassing all of 
the Health Sciences Center.”

Lectures are prepared for the com­
munity to understand and attendees 
do not have to be a second-year 
medical student to understand the 
information, Warner said. After the 
lecture, the professors are prepared for 
questions the public may ask, which 
is also another way to expand com­
munity knowledge about a particular 
medical subject.

B ill Goodw in, an 80-year-old 
retired banker, tries to attend every 
class each semester. He has gone to

the school since it began in 2008.
“I think it’s an opportunity for 

those of us that have a number 
of years attached to our nam e,” 
Goodwin said. “It’s an opportunity 
to become generally familiar with 
some of the newer techniques, and 
it also, I think, provides opportunity 
for each of us to perhaps know a 
little more in detail about what we 
need to do to help continue a good 
longevity of life.”

W ith  m edical technology ad­
vancing so rapidly, Goodwin said it 
was good to see the H SC  reaching 
out to inform the community about 
cutting-edge technology.

The H SC offers a small semesters’ 
worth of classes to the community 
every Tuesday until April 13. The 
community is welcome to attend 
one or two classes for free, but to go 
to them all will cost $20.

C om m unity M edical S ch o o l 
began in 2008 under the leadership 
of Dr. John Baldwin, former H SC 
president. The classes are an hour 
long and begin at 6 p.m.

R ia l R olfe, Ph.D . and senior 
vice president for Academic Affairs, 
now directs the program. Donations 
and the $20 fee keep the program 
running, he said. The Community 
Medical School offers lectures that 
inform everyone from high school 
students to older residents and show 
a gllliipse of what medical school 
is like.

“It’s an opportunity for life long 
learning,” Rolfe said. “I think one of 
the great things about a university 
town like Lubbock is that there are 
so many opportunities for people who 
want to explore areas that they nor­
mally wouldn’t be able to explore.”

Professors at the H SC who spe­

cialize in certain fields of medicine 
give lectures and all areas of medi­
cine are taught by faculty members of 
the H SC to the community school. 
About 200 people attend each se­
mester, and Rolfe said he hopes to see 
the number of attendees increase.

“I think there is a hesitation on 
some people. They’re kind of scared 
to come here into the Health S ci­
ences Center,” Rolfe said. “I would 
just like to see even more people at­
tend. I really would like to see more 
of the community take advantage 
of it, more of the Tech students for 
example.”

The next lecture will be given 6 
p.m. March 9 by Dr. Valerie Robin­
son on child psychology. She is an 
assistant professor at the Depart­
ment of Psychology in the School 
of Medicine.

Compared to a typical guberna­
torial e lection , W inn said, voter 
participation was higher this year 
by an amount betw een 5 percent 
and 10 percent.

Pam  B rin k , ch a irw o m a n  o f 
the Lubbock County D em ocratic 
Party, said th e  p a rtic ip a tio n  o f 
D em ocrats in  L ubbock  C ou nty  
doubled betw een th e  2 0 0 6  and 
20 1 0  gubernatorial primaries.

She said she expects the partic­
ipation o f Dem ocrats in Lubbock 
C ounty to  con tin u e to increase 
th rou gh  th e  up com ing gen eral 
e lection  in Novem ber.

A c c o rd in g  to  th e  L u b b o ck  
County E lections O ffice, votes in 
both, the R epublican and D em o­
cra tic  primary e lectio n s totaled  
3 5 ,8 2 8 , up from  2 2 .7 4 4  in th e  
2006  gubernatorial primaries.

L u bbock C ou nty  voters cast 
3 1 ,1 1 0  votes for R epublican gu­
bernatorial candidates, and 4 ,253  
votes for D em ocratic candidates.

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Baylor spoils Tech’s chances at postseason

Texas Tech basketball coach Pat 
Knight and his Red Raiders may be 
out of chances to make a postseason 
tournament after an 8 6 '6 8  loss to 
No. 21 Baylor on Tuesday in the 
United Spirit Arena.

K night said he doubted Tech  
can make the National Invitational 
Tournament following the loss.

“1 don’t know if we can now,” 
he said. “Really, with six losses like 
this, you’ve got to win at Colorado 
and then a game at the Big 12 (C on­
ference tournam ent) to even be 
considered. But it’s not up to me, it’s 
up to the selection committee. No 
matter what, we’ll finish with a win­
ning record, but 1 don’t think that’s 
enough. I think we have to at least 
add some more wins to this.”

The defeat spoiled Tech’s senior 
night w hich honored guard N ick 
Okorie and forward Darko Coha- 
darevic, in addition to injured Red 
Raider Trevor Cook who did not 
play this season.

But Tech started out strong.
T he Red Raiders took a 22-13 

lead to the 9 :37 mark of the first 
half thanks in large part to four early

3 -pointers.
From there, however, the Bears 

(23-6, 10-5 in Big 12 play) got in a 
rhythm and cut Tech’s lead to 38-37 
by halftime.

Baylor came out in the second 
half and outscored Tech 49-30  on 
its way to the win.

Baylor’s Tweety Carter led the 
Bears with 18 points, followed by 
Ekpe Udoh with 17 while Anthony 
Jones, Quincy Acy and Josh hom­
ers rounded out Baylor scorers in 
double-digits. Their combined efforts 
gave Tech (16 -13 , 4 -11) its sixth 
consecutive loss.

T ech  shot alm ost 41 p ercent 
from the field while Baylor shot 52.6 
percent. Tech also shot 4-of-19 from 
behind the arc.

“W ith this stretch of six games, 
especially playing five ranked teams, 
it’s like throwing blood to sharks,” 
Knight said. “T hey’re good. W e’ll 
miss a wide open shot, and Carter 
will come down and hit a three. Or 
we’ll turn the ball over and they’ll 
get a dunk.

“I ’m kind of sad it ended with 
a loss,” Okorie said.

Woods back from family counseling
JACKSONVILLE, Fla. (AP) —  

Tiger Woods is closer to competing 
again.

Woods is back home after a week of 
family aiunseling in Arizona and is trying 
to get back into a routine that includes 
fitness and his first significant practice 
in 15 weeks, a person with knowledge 
of his schedule said Tuesday.

Woods returned to his home near 
Orlando on Saturday and has been hit­
ting balls on the range at Isleworth, not 
far from where he ran his SUV into a fire 
hydrant and a tree in a middle-of-the- 
night accident on Nov. 27 that set off 
shocking revelations of infidelity.

The person, who spoke on condition 
of anonymity because only Woods is au­
thorized to release such information, said 
golf’s No. 1 player still has not decided 
when he will return to competition.

Woods was photographed hitting 
balls at isleworth on Feb. 18, the day 
before he ended nearly three months 
of silence by speaking to a small group 
of associates at the TPC Sawgrass in a 
131i-minute statement that was tele­
vised around the world. Those photos

of Wtxxis were arranged to counter the 
paparazzi trying to follow his every move 
since Thanksgiving.

Woods has not practiced in earnest 
since winning the Australian Masters 
in Melbourne on Nov. 15 for his 82nd 
victory worldwide.

“1 do plan to return to golf one day, 
I just don’t know when that day will 
be,” Woods said in his statement at 
Sawgrass. “1 don’t mle out that it will 
be this year.”

Woods said he had attended inpa­
tient therapy “for the issues I’m facing” 
for 45 days, from the end of December 
to early February. He said he was leaving 
the next day for more therapy, without 
saying what kind. The person who spoke 
to The Associated Press said he went to 
Arizona for a week of family and mar­
riage counseling with his wife, Elin.

Woods said at Sawgrass of his infidel­
ity, “As Elin pointed out to me, my real 
apology to her will not come in the form 
of words; it will come from my behavior 
over time. We have a lot to discuss; 
however, what we say to each other will 
remain between the two of us.”
