Students compete in annual TECHStyle fashion show

Showcasing the work they’ve
done since the fall semester, the
graduating seniors in the Apparel
Design and Manufacturing Program
will show off garments they have
created throughout the year in the
program’s annual fashion show,
TECHStyle.

Since the beginning of the fall
semester, students learned various
techniques to help make their gar-
ments, said Anna Michell, fashion
show coordinator and a senior ap-
parel design and manufacturing and
interior design major from Dallas.

Each student will show a collec-
tion of a minimum of four pieces,
but some have up to 10. Because
the students have been working on
most of the garments throughout

the year, she said some students may
not want to show the first garment
they made.

“It depends on the quality and it
depends on what the designer wants
to show or not to show,” Michell
said. “Techniques are learned in
class, and through their applica-
tions we are able to produce gar-
ments without instruction.”

TECHStyle will take the stage at
5:30 p.m. Saturday in the Student
Union Building Allen Theatre.
Unlike last year, TECHStyle will
not be co-hosted by the Interior
Design Program.

Previously, some shows had the
interior design seniors present a gal-
lery of their work before the fashion
show, but this year the Apparel
Design and Manufacturing Program
wanted to go back to its traditional
show of showcasing only its seniors,

said Su-Jeong Hwang Shin, director
and assistant professor of the Ap-
parel Design and Manufacturing
Program.

Also new this year is the support
of the Plains Cotton Coopera-
tive Association and the Cotton
Council International, which have
been working with the program
on Denim Runway, a jean design-
ing competition for Texas Tech
students.

The competition was announced
to students in January, giving them
more than three months to create
their jeans. The challenge was to
design a pair of jeans for an 18- to
24-year-old market for either males,
females or both, Michell said.

Originally, PCCA wanted to
become more active with the Ap-
parel Design and Manufacturing

" Program, which prompted the idea

of the competition, said John John-

~son, PCCA director of public and

legislative affairs.

“We are delighted with the
cooperation of the faculty and the
students really have embraced the
contest,” he said.

The competition has students
designing a pair of jeans that could
potentially go into commercial
production. The winners will also
visit a denim manufacturing plant
in Guatemala and to attend a trade
show in Columbia.

“This is the most exciting
(award) because of everything
they are offering,” Michell said.
“The chance to go to Guatemala
and Colombia, all expenses paid,
is an incredible opportunity for any
designer.”

Tech grad, Iraqi official visits campus

. 2:The president and chairman of
Irag’s largest financial institution,
a Texas Tech altimnus, -returned to
Lubbock to speak on the state of the
Iraqi economy Thursday during a
luncheon at the International Cul-
tural Center.

Hussein Al-Uzri graduated from
Tech in 1985 with a degree in electri-
cal and computer engineering. Next
month will be the 25th anniversary
of his graduation, and he says it’s
been a dream for him to come back
to visit Tech.

“The influence Texas Tech has
had on my journey until now has been
great,” Al-Uzri said. -

In 2003, he returned to Iraq after
the American-led liberation of his
homeland. He said it was not a hard
decision.to go back when the oppor-
tunity presented itself.

Al-Uzri is the head of The Trade
Bank of Iraq, a government-owned
trade bank created to help facilitate
trade with outside nations and eco-

nomic regeneration. It is also the
first completely automated online
banking system in Iraq.

He said the primary challenge
to Iraq’s economic development is
overcoming the legacy of a 30-year
wartime economy and transitioning
into a private market.

“In the private sector, new proj-
ects are taking place,” Al-Uzri said.
“It was not possible before because it
was a state economy.”

When asked about working with
the Obama administration versus the
Bush administration, he said they
have been about the same. Al-Uzri
said even though President Barack
Obama is withdrawing troops, it
doesn’t mean less support.

. He said the country wants help
now with education and technology.
It wants to develop and establish
better educational opportunities in
Iraq.

“Universities in Iraq need help
getting established” Al-Uzri said.

He wants to help his fellow coun-
trymen gain experience and -educa-
tion and said they hope for help from

Tech students prepare fashion, chef programs for campers

Imagine being 13 again and having
the dream of being a fashion designer
or a celebrity chef. Then imagine being
able to spend a week at a camp that fo-
cuses entirely on preparing kids for these
industries.

For three summers, the Retailing and
Hospitality Programs at Texas Tech have
been hosting camp sessions for junior high
and high school students who display an

[ interest in going into the hospitality and

retail management industry. Deborah
Fowler, an associate professor in nutri-
tion, hospitality and retailing, said she
brought the program with her from
another college.

“I did the camps at the University
of South Carolina when I taught there,”
she said. “I started doing the camps here
three years ago.”

Fowler said she always has had stu-
dents help her out with the camps and
really likes to focus on the students
learning event planning skills. In fact,
33 undergraduate students in apparel
design, retail management, journalism,
business, personal financial planning,
arts and sciences, and restaurant, hotel

and institutional management, and 10
graduate students in hospitality and retail
management will be working the camps
this summer.

Amy Reed, a graduate hospitality and
retail management student from Midland,
is one of the graduate students in charge
of the Fashion Camp. Reed said the stu-
dents involved have been working since
the beginning of the year to prepare for
these camps.

“The students met everyday for the
first two-and-a-half weeks of school to
prepare and plan all the activities for
the campers,” she said. “For instance, for
Fashion Camp they prepare activities
on accessorizing in fashion and for Chef
Camp they prepare activities on cake
decoration.”

Reed, along with her partner, Cindy
Choi, a Ph.D. student in hospitality and
retail management from Korea, try to
make sure the events that are planned
for the campers on hands on for the
students as well.

“All the activities throughout the
week lead up to the big fashion show at
the end of the week,” Reed said. “The
food at the fashion show reception will
be prepared by those attending the Chef
Camp, so it all ties in.”

Lee said the Chef Camp has
two levels: beginner and intermediate.
In the beginner level, students focus on
basic skills such as knife skills and bakery,
whereas the intermediate level focuses on
presentation, Lee said.

“This is the first year for the Chef

Camp,” Lee said,” but we are hoping for
about 20 campers per session.”

Campers stay on campus in the dorms
to get the full experience, Fowler said.

“For my students, both graduate and
undergraduate, this experience is really
about event planning and being able to
learn those skills,” Fowler said. “I really
just want them to have good skills in
teamwork and event planning, and work-
ing these camps provides those.”

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- Uninformed arguments give views bad name

n April 15, Tax Day,
Conservatives flocked to
Washington, D.C., as part

of the growing Tea Party movement.

Among the protestors, at least one man
can be seen in many pictures online
(including the Washington City Paper
website) carrying a sign that says “God
hates taxes.”

But when the Pharisees approached
Jesus in Matthew 22 and asked him, “Is
it right to pay taxes to Caesar or not?”
Jesus showed them the image of Caesar
that appeared on their coins — not
unlike the American iconography that
appears on our own bills and coins —
and said “Give to Caesar what is Cae-
sar’s. Give to God what is God’s.”

Telling people to give Caeser his
money doesn’t really seem like an
anti-tax message, does it? Quite the
opposite, in fact.

Trying to pull the religion card
purely to further your agenda is already
a shady practice, and many in the
anti-religion camp are quick to point
out (perhaps not wrongly) that such
attitudes are the source of too many of
our most horrific wars and events.

Trying to spread what you believe
to be God’s message might be one
thing. It’s quite another if you're com-
pletely and utterly wrong.

In the aforementioned photograph,
the “God hates taxes” sign bearer

appears dressed in a monk’s garb and
wearing a large wooden cross around
_his neck. [ would imagine this outfit
is entirely for show, and that the man
has no official affiliation to any church
or monastery (though I could be mis-
taken), but I would still expect some-
one who is brazen enough to attend a
rally in such attire, with such a sign,
to be familiar with at least the basic
teachings of Christ. And the passage I
quoted above seems pretty basic.

I've mentioned in previous columns
that ’m a Christian. I understand the
desire to preach the message of the
Bible and to use Scripture to guide
your actions. However, if you're going
to go out in public and try to protest
your government or preach on a street
corner, you should at least have some
idea of what the heck you're talking
about.

I confess that I'm not exactly a test
case for what an “average” Christian
should know. I spend a lot of free time
studying philosophy, theology and
world religion. I'm far from an expert
and farther from a priest, but I can
hold my own in a discussion or debate.
But Jesus’ message about taxes in Mat-
thew 22 seems pretty rudimentary to
me. I'm pretty sure | was aware of his
comments at least by high school, if
not far earlier.

Everybody is ignorant at some point
or another. Ideally, we should leave
behind as much ignorance as possible
as we grow older, but sometimes we are
confronted with new ideas and need
to retrain ourselves to think about the
world differently. There are certainly
people out there, religious and not,
who are walking around with false or
uninformed ideas in their head, but in

some cases it’s understandable; they
just don’t know any better.

But if you make it your mission to
go on the offensive, to protest and rally
and debate, then you need to make
sure to hit the books first.

It’s not just religious people who
need to worry about this. Political
views from both sides of the aisle are
often skewed and mutilated until
they're barely recognizable. How many
times have you heard a comment (or
even read a column) in which the per-
son speaking was obviously ignorant of
the views they were presenting?

It’s easy to see when the opinion
is in opposition to yours — it’s much
easier to sniff out problems with an
argument if it’s one we don’t agree
with — but we sometimes ignore the
people on our own side who spread
ignorance and lies. Whether it’s a stu-

dent saying, “Coffee makes you sober,”
an atheist saying, “King Solomon cut
a baby in half’ (a real argument I've
heard based on a story out of context)
or a conservative saying, “God hates
taxes,” people spew ignorance ev-
erywhere, and it usually makes them
look stupid.

I’'m personally tired of being a
conservative Christian who constantly
has to correct the misconceptions
others have based on things they've
heard from other “conservative Chris-
tians.” No matter your views, try to be
informed about them before you go
imposing them on others. Otherwise
you just make things harder on your
potential allies.

By SAM BLAKE
Minnesora Dawy (U, Minnesota)

recent court ruling and the

resulting actions of the Fed-

ral Communications Com-

mission have brought the sporadically-

debated issue of net neutrality back into
the limelight. First, some background:

Comcast, currently the nation’s largest

provider of high-speed Internet access,

got in trouble with the FCC in 2008 for

intentionally throttling certain user con-

nections. Specifically, Comcast throttled

ave our net neutrality and eat it too?

peer-to-peer services (BitTorrent being
the predominant one) on the grounds

that they take up massive amounts of

bandwidth and are more often than not
used for illegal sharing of copyrighted
materials.

Comcast’s customers complained to
the FCC (why they didn’t complain to
Comcast instead is beyond me), which
slapped Comcast with an order to desist in

discriminating against particular kinds of

network traffic. Since then, however, the
U.S. Court of Appeals has unanimously
ruled that this action goes beyond the

authority of the FCC. Specifically, the
FCC only has the authority to regulate
telecommunications services, whereas
broadband Internet is currently classified
as an information service.

Since the ruling, the FCC has made
it clear that it has no intention of losing
its ability to regulate broadband. Strictly
speaking, the FCC has the power to
reclassify broadband Internet if it wants
to (it was the FCC itself that originally
classified broadband as an information
service); however, it will have to find a
solid legal basis to do so lest it embroils

itself in another stodgy legal battle.

Some U.S. senators (mostly Demo-
crats) have stated their support for this
reclassification, though they've made it
cleat thiat Congress is unwilling to get
heavily involved in the net neutrality
debate at this time. The Open Internet
Coalition, an organization of heavily-
invested Internet companies such as
Google, Amazon and Facebook, is lob-
bying strongly for the FCC to enact this
classification change.

On the other side of the equation,
Comcast and other large telecommuni-

cations companies have hinted that they
will once again bring suit if the FCC tries
to reclassify their industry once again.
Given that, in 2005, the Supreme Court
ruled 8-1 in favor of the FCC' classifica-
tion of broadband as an information
service, the legal battle that comes out
of a reclassification is bound to be fierce
and protracted.

Most people do agree that net neu-
trality is something that they want. The
problem, as with most difficult debates, is
in the terminology; people don’t agree on
what net neutrality actually is.

First, there is market-regulated net
neutrality. Under this system, some cor-
poration that provides Internet access (an
Internet service provider, or ISP) has the
ability to selectively direct your Internet
usage — they can block particular sites,
they can affect your search results, what
have you. As part of the contract yousign,
they agree to provide some service as they
define it, not necessarily as you envision
it should be.

To demand net neutrality in such a
case is to say to the ISP, “Look, you have
to give me unhindered access, and you
need to be able to convince me that you
will provide unhindered access, or else 1
will not pay you.”

Second, there is government-regulat-
ed net neutrality. Under this system, the
government ensures that all ISPs behave
by the official standard of what constitutes
unhindered Internet access. Under cur-
rent proposals, this includes stipulations
about things like customer rights as well as
requiring telecommunications companies
to share their bandwidth. And, of course,
with government regulation generally
comes censorship, as it has with televi-
sion and radio.

~ Which of these two options, then, is
the better one? The first option is riskier,
since you lack a guarantee (orascapegoat,
depending on how you look at it) that
the product you're purchasing is in fact
what you expect it to be; however, the
market has the ability to freely provide
the services customers want.

The second option eliminates the
risk but at the cost of more government
regulation and, inevitably, higher taxes.
(Corruption and graft are also a threat,
but let’s give the government the benefit

of the doubt here.)

So we're essentially choosing between
efficiency and security; the nature of gov-
emnment interaction in an otherwise free
market necessarily creates that trade-off.

Finding a balance between the ef-
ficiency of freedom and the security of
regulation is pretty much impossible. Both
angles have merit, and both corporations
and government have their motives, good
or bad, to prefer their option. The problem
as usual is that people want to have their
cake and eat it too.

Nebraska, Kansas State and Oklahoma. _

But Tech notched a fourth consecutive
conference series win at Kansas that
season.

The Red Raiders acknowledge their
recent surge, but Tech utility player Bar-
rett Barnes said it is important for this
team to not get overconfident.

Barnes said that showed a little in
Tech’s 3-0 win against Alabama A&M.

IDING ON HOPE

A FIRST-HAND LOOK AT HOW THE ABILITY TO GET AROUND
IN THE AFTERMATH OF THE EARTHQUAKE IN HAITI

CAN MAKE ALL THE DIFFERENCE IN THE WORLD

water in a rural area near the Hai-
ti-Dominican Republic border.

The 100-pound earthquake
survivor, Jean, is unable to walk
— a virtual prisoner in the shack.

As he is peeled from the sheets,
he moans quietly. He is placed in his
new wheelchair and taken outside. He
looks to the sky, lets out a gasp and fills
his lungs with fresh air.

I'm the Daily Toreador photo edi-
tor. Last week, [ was supposed to be in
class finishing up my degree. Instead,
I found myself in the Dominican
Republic, distributing wheelchairs
to Haitian earthquake survivors who
desperately needed them.

My parents invited me on this hu-

" manitarian trip that was a joint project
- of Rotary International and The

Wheelchair Foundation. Our mission
was simple: eradicate immobility. Our
nine-member group, accompanied by
three Dominican relief workers, spent
three days delivering 70 wheelchairs,
free of charge, to earthquake victims in
villages, hospitals and clinics through-
out the Dominican Republic.

We all take our legs, our mobility,
for granted. But for people without
the use of their legs, wheelchairs have
an enormous impact on their lives. It
gives people back their independence.
Children can go back to school, adults
can go to work, and the elderly can
get out of their homes and have some
social interaction. It also alleviates
the burden on family members who
otherwise would have to carry the
person around.

For perspective’s sake, a 7.0 mag-
nitude earthquake tore through Port-
au-Price, Haiti, on Jan. 12. It killed
250,000 people, injured countless thou-
sands and left about 1.5 million home-

~ less. Some of the catastrophic damage

can be blamed on poor or nonexistent
building codes. Many displaced Hai-
tians took refuge with family and
friends in the neighboring Dominican
Republic. The Dominican hospitals,
clinics and orphanages are filled with
Haitian earthquake survivors.

Austin-area Rotary clubs raised
enough money to purchase 560 wheel-
chairs. Each chair costs $150 and
comes in everyone’s favorite colors:
red and black. :

[ was supposed to chronicle the trip
with photographs. But, the first time 1
saw a child with a missing leg whose face
lit up when he was placed in a wheel-
chair, [ knew I had to put down the
camera and be an active participant.

I took some pictures. But, now that
I'm back in our world on the Tech
campus, ['d like to share a few of the
many stories | heard and saw as our

group hand delivered wheelchairs.

Michelle was lying in bed at a
clinic in Santo Domingo, gripping her
college-aged daughter’s hand. Before
the earthquake, she was akindergarten
teacher and homemaker in Haiti. The
earthquake destroyed her two-story
home. Her children escaped with mi-
nor injuries. Michelle, who was with
her sister on the first floor during the
quake, had her left leg crushed; the
bone protruded from both sides. Her
sister died in her arms as they waited
to be rescued.

Michelle was full of hope because
she could now move her toes. The
wheelchair we provided will allow
her to continue physical therapy. If
she shows promise, there is a chance
she will go to Atlanta to learn to
walk again.

At a hospital in Santo Domingo,
my parents decided the mood was a
little damp. My father conducted a
wheelchair race. The halls filled with
sounds of screeching tires and laughter.
My mother danced with an amputee
in one of the wheelchairs. She wanted
to show her that she could have a
normal life. They twirled around the
hospital room, patients and doctors
cheered and laughed. Dancing with
the stars, beware.

Our original plans had us distrib-
uting wheelchairs in Haiti, but the
Haitian government recently closed
the border to undocumented vehicles.
Miles of trucks filled with expired food
and medicine lined the boarder, un-
able to reach the earthquake-ravaged
people. We continued into Haiti on
foot, weaving through hundreds of
islanders carrying supplies and food
on their heads and in wheelbarrows.
I wonder what they thought of nine
camera-wielding Americans slather-
ing sunscreen on their pale faces.

The boarder trip was not a waste,
however. One of our guides, Hector,
obtained the proper documentation to
bring hundreds of wheelchairs to Haiti.
According to Hector, it is paramount
that each chair be hand delivered. It is
the only way to guarantee each chair
goes to a person in need.

Our group had adventures away
from the villages, hospitals and clin-
ics as well. We ate fresh watermelon
and coconuts at roadside stands, saw
an overtumed 18-wheeler, and were
temporarily stranded by a roadblock
of burning brush and tires.

It will take years, perhaps decades,
to rebuild Haiti. But for now, I can
smile knowing that Jean, Michelle
and 68 other earthquake victims have
hope to rebuild their lives.
