The Lubbock Dog Park Asso-
ciation needs about $2,500 to gain
non-profit standing, he said. Select-
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ing the right park and then putting
a fence around a section of it would
be the majority of the work required
to have a dog park.

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“It was always going to hap-
pen,” Keith said. “It’s just that
this year we didn’t advertise
publicly on the social network-
ing pages.”

Although some bad publicity
somewhat ruined the reputation
of the tour at the last running,
he said, he is hoping this tour
will help it regain some of its
legitimacy.

The fall tour got out of hand
enough to draw complaints from
Tech Terrace residents about lit-
tering, trampling yards and public
urination. Police intervened and
the tour officially was broken up
after the eighth out of 10 stops.

The real controversy hap-
pened when a Tech student was
pinned to the ground and Tasered

by police, which was captured on
a cell phone video by one of the
participants in the ride.

Assistant Police Chief Thomas
Esparza, who is in charge of the
patrol division, said about 15 to
17 officers were patrolling the
area for the safety of everyone
involved this year.-

Although he worries about
safety in events like the tour, he
said, most people seemed to be
having a good time.

“I think everybody involved in
this situation is a little more aware
of what happened (in the fall),”
Esparza said, “and is trying to keep
it from happening again.”

Police officers in cars and on
bicycles and motorcycles flanked
the tour throughout the several
hours, including a patrol car that
brought up the rear of the pack, to
keep an eye on the events.

Helen Liggett, a Tech Terrace

Neighborhood Association rep-
resentative joining in the tour,
said she was there as a presence of
support from the association and
to help in any way possible.

She said rumors circulated that
the association was not supportive
of the tour, but she was there in
part to help itremain safe.

The organizers also did a
good job even though they were
denied off-duty police officers
and a permit for parade status,
Liggett said.

The police officers at the
event had the ability to arrest
those participating, she said, but
instead decided most of the timé
to issue citations and allow those
people to continue in the tour.

“I have huge respect for what
the police are doing,” Liggett
said. “They are showing restraint,
in my opinion.”

Keith said he and other vol-

unteers tried to stay on top of
the situation more this year and
tried to help bicyclists realize
they have a responsibility to
stay safe and follow the law.
He said because word of
mouth about the event spread
so much, the group approached
the neighborhood association

saying they could not

stop the-

event despite being denied a

parade permit.

One student was arrested,
Keith said, but he was toldthe
student later was released a few
blocks down the road instead of

being taken to jail.

He will begin planning for
the event as soon as possible,
he said, in hopes to earn more
sponsors for portable toilets,
trash bins and he hopes he can
attain a parade permit for the
next running of the event.

“undergo an ultrasound and listen to a
detailed description of the fetus before
getting an abortion. The person who
performs the ultrasound must describe
the dimensions of the fetus, whether
arms, legs and internal organs are vis-
ible, and whether the physician can
detect cardiac activity. He or she must
also turn a screen depicting the image
towards the woman so she can see
them,” according to ABC News.

The law makes no exception for
sexual abuse victims, making a trau-
matic event even more so.

Conveniently missing from the
bill is the requirements for the physi-
cian to tell the woman what kind of
life the child might have if she does
give birth. Apparently telling the
mother that the child could also be
born with a drug addiction, doomed
to a life with birth defects or be
forced to live on the street would be
too much.

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Tech drops dual meet to Nebraska, Lamb sets top NCAA mark

For Bryce Lamb, setting a top national
mark in the long jump during Saturday’s
Nebraska dual meet at the Terry and Linda
Fuller Track Complex doesn’t mean it’s
time to relax.

Instead, it just means it’s time find more
ways to improve his technique.

“There’s never a perfect jump,” said
Lamb, after jumping 26 feet, 5 inches to
reach the top of the NCAA descending
order list in the men’s long jump. “The
ones that are like that at 26™-5”, 26'-8”
— as much as you want to say ‘that was
a perfect jump,’ there’s always something
you can fix. Me and my coaches have got
to go to the lab and dissect it and put it
back into the works.”

But Lamb didn’t stop there.

With a triple jump of 52’-10”, Lamb
placed himself in the Top 10 on the
NCAA descending order list for that event
as well. After Saturday’s events, Lamb is
ranked in the top 10 in both the long and
triple jumps.

The marks are just more additions
to what has been a successful freshman

campaign, which Lamb said has been more
than just an honor.

“It’s a blessing — it’s not only me, it’s
God,” he said. “Everything I do is for his
glory and without him I'm nothing. [ have
to give it all to God and everybody who’s
praying for me, it’s a blessing.”

Despite the jumps, the No. 4 Red
Raiders fell short to No. 20 Nebraska,
losing 104-98.

The No. 12 Lady Raiders participated

in their first event since moving into the
rankings, but lost as well. The No. 14
Cornhuskers defeated the Tech women
99-98.

The Lady Raiders earned most of their
points in the running events, winning nine
of the 11 events.

Freshman Candace Jackson won the
200m with a time of 23.61 seconds, with
Tech representing the top four times in
that event. Jackson also participated in
the women’s 4x100m along with Erica
Alexander, Terra Evans and Taylor Evans,
winning the event with a time of 44.74.

Shade Weygandt defeated the reigning
Big 12 Conference champ in Nebraska’s
Natalie Willer, clearing 13’-6.25” to win
the women's pole vault. In the men’s pole

vault, senior Brian Porter finished out his
final home meet by clearing a season best
17"-3.75” to win his event.

Possible deciding factors may include
Ozie Okolie’s third and fourth-place
finishes in the javelin and hammer throw,
respectively, along with Tori Smith’s ninth-
place finish in the 100m hurdles after tak-
ing a spill toward the end of the race.

But the men, despite losing to Ne-
braska, also made their mark in the run-
Tihg events.

Markus Henderson helped himself
crack the top 10 in the NCAA in the
100m by running a personal best of 10.27.
He also helped the men’s 4x100m team hit
39.73, something the group was focused
on reaching.

“Coming into the meet, 39.99 was our
fastest time,” Henderson said. “We were
just really focused on running a good time
for conference. Coach just wanted us to
run at least 39.7 or 39.6, so when we saw
the time we felt like we did really good.”

But the team sees Saturday as a step-
ping stone toward potentially winning a
Big 12 outdoor title. The Big 12 Outdoor
Championships begin May 14 and end
May 16 in Columbia, Mo.

Texas Tech coach Dan Spencer
and the Texas Tech baseball team
were out of pitchers by the end of
Sunday’s wild, four-hour 16-15 win.

With Tech closer Chad Bettis
throwing extensively in the series’
first two games and Tech using five
other relievers by the eighth inning
Sunday, the Red Raiders were so
desperate that they threw catcher
Jeremy Mayo on the mound.

“(Spencer) went out there to the
mound to change and said he might
throw me in there,” Mayo said.

- Spencer knew he wouldn’t have
to worry about pitching anymose as
the bottom of the ninth would be the
final half inning of the game with a
flight home looming for Mizzou. So
with two outs and men on first and
second, the skipper elected to pinch
hit Stephen Hagen for Bruening
and the move paid off with an RBI
single that batted in Barrett Barnes
for the win.
