“I b e lie v e  th is  law is w rong b e ­

H u tso n  said. “It  isn ’t fa ir for a law 
e n fo rc e m e n t o fficer to  ju s t  ask a 
p erson  for a u th o riz a tio n  b ecau se  
h e  su sp ects h im  to  b e an  illeg a l 
a lie n  by th e  c o lo r  o f  h is  s k in .”

H u tso n  said sh e is n o t  going 
to  tu rn  a n y o n e  aw ay fro m  h e r

c h u rc h  b ecau se  th e y  are n o t  c a r ­
ry ing th e ir  a u th o riz a tio n  papers 
w ith  th e m , and  sh e w ill n o t  dare 
ask  a ll m em b ers o f  h e r  c h u rc h  to  
show  th e ir  papers b e fo re  th ey  are 
a llow ed  in to  th e  c h u rc h .

“T h e  c h u rc h  is a b o u t a c c e p t­
ing  e v e ry o n e ,” H u tso n  said , “and 
I am  n o t  g oin g  to  tu rn  so m eo n e  
a w a y  w h o  is h u n g r y  fo r  t h e  
L o rd .”

said. “A ll  th ey  h av e  to  do is show  
th e ir  au th o riza tio n  papers and  n o  
h arm  d o n e .”

G reg o ry  and  h is  frien d , R ic k  
B u ssin ger, said  th e ir  m ain  reason  
for agreeing  w ith  th e  A rizon a  law 
is b e cau se  o f  th e  drugs and  k i l l ­
ings th a t  are ta k in g  p la ce . T h e y  
also  b e lie v e  it is n o t  r ig h t, esp e­

c ia lly  in  th is econom y, for anyone 
resid in g  in  th e  U n ite d  S ta te s  to  
n o t  pay an  in co m e  ta x .

“T h e r e  are 12 to  2 0  m illio n  
illeg a l a lie n s  in  th e  U .S . ,” B u s- 
s in g e r  sa id . “G o d  k n o w s w h a t 
th e y  are  d o in g  an d  h o w  m an y  
jo b s  th ey  are ta k in g  aw ay from  
A m e r ic a n s .”

B o th  G reg o ry  and  B u ssin g er 
said  th e  law  is n o t  a b o u t c o lo r  
an d  is s im p ly  a b o u t fo llo w in g  
th e  ru les.

T h e  c a n d le l ig h t  c e r e m o n y  
en d ed  p ea cefu lly  a t 9 p .m ., bu t 
th e  d e b a te  is s t i ll  g o in g  stro n g  
in  L u b b o ck .

First US execution of woman
since 2005 set for Sept. 23

RICH M O N D , Va. (A P) —  A  Vir­
ginia woman who used sex and money 
to persuade two men to kill her husband 
and her stepson to collect a $250,000 
life insurance policy was scheduled 
Thursday to be executed in two months, 
which would be the first U .S. execution 
of a woman in five years.

A  judge set a Sept. 23 execution 
date for Teresa Lewis, 41 , the only 
woman on Virginia’s death row. She 
would be the first woman executed in 
the state in nearly a century'.

Lew is offered  h e rse lf  and her 
16-year-old daughter for sex to two 
men who committed the killings. She 
provided money to buy the murder 
weapons and stood by while they shot 
her husband, Julian Clifton Lewis Jr., 
51, and stepson Charles J. Lewis, 25, in 
2002 in Pittsylvania County in south- 
central Virginia.

Lewis rummaged through her hus­
band’s pockets for money while he lay 
dying and waited nearly an hour before 
calling 911.

T h e gunmen, Rodney Fuller and

Matthew Shallenberger, were sentenced 
to life in prison. Shallenberger commit­
ted suicide in prison in 2006.

Lewis’ daughter, C h ristie  Lynn 
Bean, served five years because she knew 
about the plan but remained silent.

Lewis’ attorney James Rocap III 
claims Shallenberger said about two 
years before his suicide that it was him, 
not Lewis, who planned the killings 
and that he was using Lewis to get to 
her husband’s money.

“T he tmth about her involvement 
in the tragic deaths of Julian and C.J. 
Lewis does not require or justify her 
execution, especially in light o f the 
fact that the lives of those who actu­
ally gunned down Julian and C.J. were 
spared,” Rocap said.

Lewis would be the first woman exe­
cuted in the U .S. since Frances Newton 
died by injection in Texas. Newton shot 
her husband and two young children to 
death to collect insurance money.

Lewis would also be the first woman 
executed in Virginia since 1912, when 
17-year-old Virginia Christian died in 
the electric chair for suffocating her 
employer.

Women commit about 12 percent of

the murders in the U .S. annually, and 
few ever reach the execution chamber.

Out of more than 1,200 executions 
since the U .S . Supreme Court rein­
stated capital punishment in 1976, only 
11 women have been executed. O f the 
more than 3,200 inmates on death row 
nationwide, 53 are women.

Women usually don’t commit tor­
ture murders, they aren’t serial killers 
and often don’t have a history of other 
violent crimes compared with men who 
get sentenced to death, said Richard 
Dieter, executive director of the Death 
Penalty Information Center. They also 
typically kill someone they know.

“I think it’s those facts, rather than 
just gender that make the difference,” 
he said.

Lewis’ first attem p t to k ill her 
husband failed. T h e plan was for the 
men to kill her husband as he came 
hom e from work and make it look 
like a robbery, but a car was too close 
and foiled the plot. A  few days later 
she found out her stepson was coming 
home on leave from Army National 
Guard duty, and they decided to wait 
and kill him, too, so they could get all 
the insurance money.

Southwest Airlines reports 2Q  profits

D A L L A S (A P ) —  Southw est 
A irlines C o. added an upbeat note 
to a strong quarter for the airline 
industry by reporting a $ 112 m illion 
profit for spring and early summer.

T h e  n a tio n ’s biggest d iscount 
airline also said Thursday th at it 
sees no evidence travel demand is 
weakening, despite persistently high 
unemployment and consumer j itters 
about the economy.

S o u th w e s t  said  its  ad ju sted  
earnings were 29 cents per share in 
the second quarter, enough to beat 
an aly sts’ e x p e c ta tio n s . R ev en u e 
rose 21 p e rce n t th an k s to  a 15 
p ercent increase in average fares 
during the start o f the summer vaca­
tion  period.

T h e  D allas-based  airlin e  said 
business travel has stren gth ened  
hut no t fully recovered from pre­
recession levels. But its core cus­
tom er —  the leisure traveler —  has 
been packing planes.

July traffic “looks really good,” 
and Southw est could set a company 
record for the percentage o f seats 
filled this m onth, said C E O  Gary 
C . Kelly. H e said the airline expects 
revenue per passenger to keep rising 
in the third quarter, w hich began

July 1.
Southw est was the last o f the 

big six carriers to report second- 
quarter results. A ll except A m eri­
ca n  A irlin es p arent A M R  C orp. 
made money.

T h e  other big carriers —  D elta, 
U A L  C orp .’s U nited, C ontinen ta l 
and U S  Airways— all earned bigger 
profits than Southw est, led by D elta 
at $ 467  m illion. Those airlines alao 
raised fares while likely benefiting 
m ore from  th e  im p rov em en t in 
business travel.

T h e  other airlines also brought in 
hundreds of m illions o f dollars w ith 
new fees on passengers. A lthough 
it has imposed several new fees in 
the last two years. Southw est alone 
among the largest airlines doesn’t 
charge customers to check  one or 
two bags. Kelly said that policy was 
attracting new passengers.

A ir lin e  rev en u e tra iled  on ly  
the second quarter o f 2008 , w hen 
airlines were im posing huge fuel 
surcharges to cope w ith record-high 
fuel prices.

“Business and vacation travelers 
put off a lot o f trips the last two years 
and decided they were going to do 
them  this year,” said Bob H erbst, 
a financial analyst who tracks the 
airline industry.

Southw est’s net incom e equaled

15 cents per share, compared with 
$91 m illion, or 12 cents per share, 
a year earlier. T h e  gain  was 29 
cents per share after excluding what 
So u th w est ca lled  sp e cia l item s. 
A nalysts, who also exclude those 
items from their forecasts, expected 
27 cents per share.

Revenue clim bed to $3 .17  bil­
lion , slightly above the analysts’ 
forecast o f $3 .15  billion. Kelly said 
th e  a irline  exp ects third -q u arter 
revenue w ill rise from  the $ 2 .6 7  
b illion recorded last year.

Southw est boasts about offering 
low fares, but th a t’s no t how it h it 
its financial targets. Traffic rose a 
modest 2 .2  percent over the same 
quarter last year, while the average 
fare rose to $ 1 2 8 .6 0  from $112 .1 3  in 
the same quarter last year.

A nalyst M ichael L inenberg of 
D eutsche Bank said the fares were 
high for Southw est, and he ques­
tioned w hether consumers worried 
a b o u t u n em p lo y m en t and d eb t 
could pay them .

Kelly pointed out th at So u th ­
west planes were more fu ll this year 
than  they were last summer.

“W e had these kinds o f revenue 
increases and more passengers,” he 
said. “I t ’s not like we’re raising fares 
and losing business.”

Though the Fourth of July has come 
and gone, there were still rockets flying 
on Monday evening at Urbanovsky Park 
on Texas Tech’s campus.

Attendees of Lubbock’s inaugural 
Exxon Mobil and Bernard Harris Sum­
mer Science Camp gathered at the park 
to launch their rockets into the wild 
blue yonder. The rocket-building —  and 
launching— project was just one of many 
activities that campers have completed 
during the two-week camp that concludes 
today.

The chance to construct and then 
launch their rockets was a good experi­
ence for the students, camp director Jana 
Winter said.

“It was an all-day project,” she said. 
“They started building at 9 a.m. and now 
they’re launching. They get to see the full 
turn in one day.”

T h e camp offered students from 
underrepresented populations entering 
the sixth, seventh and eighth grades an 
opportunity to participate in classroom 
sessions and hands-on activities, execu­
tive director Beccy Hambright said.

The educational aspect of the camp is 
not the only perk for the young campers, 
though. Hambright said the opportunity 
to visit a college campus is also a valuable 
experience for the students.

“Many of these students have never 
been on a university campus before,” she 
said. “This is really a new experience for 
them —  especially getting to stay in a 
dorm for two weeks.”

Those opportunities were afforded by 
Exxon Mobil, which works alongside The 
Harris Foundation to put the camps on. 
Exxon Mobil supplied an $80,000 grant to 
help fund the camp, Hambright said.

Since the camp began on July 18, 
campers have been exposed to various 
aspects of the disciplines of science, 
technology, engineering and mathemat­
ics (STEM ).

O n July 19, the students were able to 
attend the 2010 Hunt-Winston School

Solar Car Challenge before beginning 
their first classroom session, Hambright 
said.

The third day of camp, media day, 
was equally exciting for the attendees as 
Bernard Harris, a Tech graduate and the 
first African American to walk on the 
moon spoke to the campers.

The 48 students —  24 male and 24 
female —  that attended the camp had to 
meet certain criteria in order to qualify. 
The prospective campers had to complete 
a 250-word essay, hold at least a “B” aver­
age in their science and math classes and 
have their math and science teachers 
write them a letter of recommendation.

W ith the male-to-female ratio being 
equal, female campers were given an 
opportunity to explore STEM  fields that 
they may not have had on their own.

“Girls from this area have a real 
problem with science and math because 
it’s not perceived as a female genre but it 
really is,” Hambright said. “These girls 
have been proved positive that (math 
and science) are. They really dive into 
this and love it.”

Rebecca McGaughey, one of the 
22 instructors at the camp and a junior 
Tech engineering student echoed that 
sentiment.

“W e’re getting girls interested at a 
young age and encouraging them,” Lub­
bock native McGaughey said. “We’re tell­
ing them it’s okay to be smart. It will help 
them as they go into higher education.”

The camp draws to a close today with 
a special presentation by Exxon Mobil 
major program officer Lauren Dohrer 
at 12:45 p.m. in lecture hall 202 in the 
Rawls College of Business Administra­
tion. Following the presentation, campers 
will have a reception at Silent Wings 
Museum, Hambright said.

In light of the success of the camp’s 
first year. Winter said it should be back 
again next year.

“It’s been very rewarding,” she said. 
“I’d work 24-hours-a-day again because 
it’s been worth it. I look forward to 
next year.

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Feds: As many as 6 ,600  
Arlington graves mixed up

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  Esti­
mates of the number of graves that 
might be affected by mix-ups at Ar­
lin gton  N ation al C em etery grew 
from hundreds to as many as 6,600 
on Thursday, as the cemetery’s former 
superintendent blamed his staff and a 
lack of resources for the scandal that 
forced his ouster.

John Metzler, who ran the historic 
military burial ground for 19 years, said 
he accepts “full responsibility” for the 
problems.

But he also denied some of the 
findings by Army investigators and 
suggested cemetery employees and poor 
technology were to blame for remains 
that may have been misidentified or 
misplaced. He said the system used 
to track grave sites relied mostly on 
a complicated paper trail vulnerable 
to error.

“Personally it is very painful for 
me that our team at Arlington did not 
perform all aspects of its mission to 
the high standard required,” he told 
a Senate panel. He was subpoenaed 
to testify.

Metzler and his deputy, Thurman 
Higginbotham, were forced to retire 
after Army investigators found that as 
many as 211 graves were unmarked or 
misidentified. The report by the Army 
Inspector G eneral’s office accused 
Metzler of repeatedly failing to ensure 
burials were being done properly and of 
failing to respond after unmarked graves 
were discovered. i

Sen. Claire McCaskill, chairwoman 
of an oversight panel on the Senate 
Homeland Security and Government 
Reform Com m ittee, said Thursday 
that her investigation has revealed 
far higher estimates of the number of 
graves affected. McCaskill, a Missouri 
Democrat, said she believes that be­
tween 4,900 and 6,600 graves may be 
unmarked or mislabeled on cemetery 
maps.

Kathryn Condon, who was hired 
to fix the cemetery’s problems, testified

that the Army was still trying to de­
termine exactly how many burial sites 
could be affected. But, she said, “I am 
confident there are probably other map 
errors” beyond the 211 sites initially 
identified by Army investigators.

Metzler said an inspector gen­
eral finding that more than 100 graves 
lacked a headstone or burial card was 
not entirely accurate and that it was 
mostly internal working maps used 
by cem etery employees that were 
mislabeled.

Metzler insisted that discrepancies 
on those maps wouldn’t necessarily 
affect operations.

He also said any problems that came 
up over the years were quickly fixed and 
suggested he was surprised by the find­
ings of the Army’s Inspector General.

His testimony angered and confused 
lawmakers.

“The notion that you would come in 
here and act like you didn’t know about 
it until a month ago is offensive. You did 
know about it, and you did nothing,” 
McCaskill said.

A  visibly frustrated Sen. Sco tt 
Brown abruptly ended his questioning.

“I’d have a lot of fun with you in a 
deposition because I don’t think we’re 
getting straight talk here,” said Brown, 
R-Mass.

Higginbotham testified in general 
about his tenure at the cemetery but 
left the hearing early after asserting his 
Fifth Amendment right not to respond 
to many of the lawmakers’ more pointed 
questions.

A s deputy superintendent who 
ran day-to-day operations at the 
cemetery, Higginbotham is accused 
o f d ire c tly  c o n tr ib u tin g  to  th e  
chaos. W hile  Arm y officials have 
described Metzler as an ineffective 
m anager who turned a blind  eye 
to the cem etery’s problems, inves­
tigators accuse H igginbotham  of 
botching contracts and creating an 
“unhealthy organizational clim ate” 
for employees.

I see som ething quite often  in 
L ubbock —  a fish on  the back  of 
som eone’s car or som eone w ith  a 
tattoo o f a cross. I see something very 
similar in sports as well; athletes will 
write bible verses on their eye black 
or their shoes.

Som e people see this as a great 
witnessing tool, but 1 see it as taking 
on a whole lot o f responsibility.

W h en  you have any o f these sym­
bols on or around you, w hether you 
like it or not, you are representing 
something far greater than  yourself. 
Many people get cross tattoos sim ­
ply because they look good, but are 
unknowingly representing a single 
pivotal m om ent in history.

W h eth er you believe Jesus is the 
son of G od or just a good man, no 
one can  deny the day he died on 
the cross changed our world forever. 
C hristianity began on that day, and 
it is still growing to this day.

T h e  tattoo o f a cross is a symbol 
of this day. W hen  someone wears this 
symbol they are, for lack of a better 
term, advertising for G od. T h e  sad 
thing is people do not know or even 
care that they are doing this.

W heth er the person knows it or 
not, w hen some people see the fish 
or a cross on someone they look at 
them  differently. 1 myself will always 
wonder if the person is a C hristian 
or not. Unfortunately, 1 will be very 
quick to judge this person —  as will 
m any o th er p eople w ho see th is 
symbol.

People will expect the. person to 
act differently, and if they do not, 
their perception of that person will

be changed instantly.
A nother instance of this is a trend 

I am seeing very often  in  co llege 
sports these days. M ore and more 
athletes are putting verses such as 
Phllippians 4 :13  on their eye black 
or shoes. T h e  verse says, “I can do 
all things through him  who gives 
me strength.”

T h e  problem 1 have w ith this are 
the liberties athletes take w ith the 
verses. T h e  clearest example was in 
the N C A A  Basketball Tournam ent 
in 2 0 0 8  w ith D avidson’s S tep h en  
Curry. H e wrote this on his shoe: 
“Phil. 4 :13  —  I can do all th in g s ...”

For so m eo n e w ho know s th e  
verse, this has the p otential to  be 
upsetting. Som e people w ill look 
the o th er way. M aybe h e  did not 
hav e  en ou gh  room  to  w rite  th e  
w hole verse, or maybe they th ink  
that people know the whole verse 
anyway. So , w h atjs  the point o f tak­
ing offense?

But the people who do get upset 
at it will look at it this way: the way 
he has the verse w ritten says he does 
not need any help. He is essentially 
saying he 'can do anything on his 
own, and people who are w atch ­
ing th e  gam e w ho do n o t know  
the verse might jump to that same 
conclusion.

Som ething else that could hap­
pen would be curiosity. People may 
w ant to see w hat com es after the 
words h e  has w ritten  dow n, and 
they will go into their living room 
and dust off the bible they have not 
used in ten years to look up the verse. 
But the truth is, people are lazy and 
probably will not do so.

1 am , personally, m ore on  the

negative side because the verse was 
taken out o f context and could give 
people the wrong idea. W e need help. 
People always need help. W hen  we 
start thinking we can do things on 
our own, things go dow nhill very 
fast.

Step hen Curry had a bible verse 
w ritten on his shoe, w hich makes 
him  a representative o f G od. If  he 
were to do som ething wrong, people 
who had seen the verse on his shoe 
would judge him  and could conse­
quently have a negative opinion of 
Christians.

A nother player who wears bible 
verses is T im  Tebow . Tebow  was 
anointed  the “Jesus C h rist o f c o l­
lege football” by ESPN  over the last 
four years and, quite honestly, did 
a good job  of representing a model 
Christian.
