Tech-themed jeans support 

local cotton producers

W ith new GAMEDAY jeans, 
sporting the Double T  not only 
shows off school pride but also 
supports the  co tto n  farm ers of 
West Texas.

Local re ta il stores will soon 
sh e lf th e  Texa- T ech -th em ed  
denim  apparel, c reated  by the  
Plains C o tto n  C ooperative A s­
sociation.

“W e’re in the denim and jeans 
business here, which means we 
m a rk e t c o tto n  and  we m ake 
denim and jeans, so we’re fully 
in tegrated ,” said John Johnson, 
d irector of public rela tions for 
the association. “W e’re the only 
company like this in the W estern

Hemisphere. We saw an opportu­
nity to combine school pride with 
people’s love of denim  jeans.”

The jeans should h it stores no 
later than mid-February, Johnson 
said, although the price is still 
undetermined. They are currently 
in production at the Denimatrix 
subsidiary in Guatemala, and will 
ship soon.

“We’ll have men’s and women’s 
denim apparel,” he said. “There 
will be six different styles; three 
men and three for women, includ­
ing women’s capris. We will prob­
ably be making and selling shorts 
when the season is appropriate.”

Initially  the jeans will sport 
the Double T, Johnson said. It will 
either be embroidered on the hack 
pocket or burned onto the jeans

using laser technology.
“We are one of the few com­

panies in this area tha t have that 
capability. You can do amazing 
things with the laser,” he said.

S h am eem  S id d iq u i, p ro fe s ­
sor o f p e tro le u m  e n g in e e r in g , 
purchased the  C T  scanner from 
U n iversa l System s using gran ts

and start-up  money.
“T here  was n o t a scanner in 

the  petroleum  engineering depart­
m en t w hen  I a rrived ,” S idd iqu i 
said. “I felt th a t it was som ething 
we needed, so I purchased one .” 

CT, or com puted tom ography, 
scanners are special types of X-ray 
m achines th a t make detailed  p ic ­
tures of the  item  being scanned.

Siddiqui uses th e  scanner to 
test how  different types of rocks 
hand le  oil and water.

“W e have sam ples o f rocks 
called  plugs,” he said. “I place 
the  plug in  a m etal plug ho lder 
an d  p lace  th e  h o ld e r  in  th e  
scanner. I th e n  pum p oil and 
w ater th rough  the  sam ple. I can  
th e n  see any abnorm alities or 
obstructions in  th e  rock .”

T h e  C T  scanner uses X-rays 
to  go th ro u g h  dense  ob jec ts.
It sends X-rays from  all sides 
and  projects a 3-D  image o n to  
a com puter in  th e  C T  lab, he 
said. T h e  im age can  th e n  be 
m an ipu la ted  in  all d irections.

S idd iqu i said C T  scanners 
are com m on in  hospitals; how ­
ever, th e  type of scanner being 
used in  th e  petro leum  engineer­
ing  d e p a r tm e n t is re la tiv e ly  
new.

“H osp ita l C T  scanners try 
and  keep th e  p a tie n t h ea lth y  
w h ile  th e  p a t i e n t  is b e in g  
scan n ed ,” S idd iqu i said. “W e 
d o n ’t have  to  worry about this

w ith  o u r sc a n n e r  s ince  we are 
only looking at rocks and  no  one 
is being harm ed. W e can  get very 
in -d ep th  w ith  th is scanner.”

T h e  M useum  o f Texas T ech is 
using th e  scanner as well. Sankar 
C h atte rjee , cu ra to r of pa leo n to l­
ogy a t th e  m useum , has e v e n  
discovered a new  dinosaur using 
th e  scanner.

“T h is scanner is like m agic,” 
C h a tte rjee  said. “W e have dis­
co v e re d  b o n es  we n e v e r  ev en  
knew  existed using th is scanner. “

T h e  d in o sa u r  d isc o v e re d  is 
a re la tiv e  o f  th e  m o d e rn  day  
c ro co d ile . D oug C u n n in g h a m , 
research assistant at th e  M useum  
of Texas Tech, has been  w orking 
o n  reconstructing  th e  dinosaur.

“W e are calling  th is dinosaur 
P a tric ia ,” C u n n in g h am  said. “It 
is a re la tive o f today’s crocodile, 
b u t it w ould have  looked m ore 
like a fox th an  a crocodile. T h is 
type o f dinosaur was originally a 
lan d  d inosaur, bu t it m oved to  
the  swamps w hen larger dinosaurs 
began fighting for territory .”

C h a tte r je e  said C T  scanners 
are th e  wave of th e  future. H ow ­
ever, on ly  a h an d fu l o f schools 
use th e  k ind  of scanner T ech is

cu rren tly  using.
“ I k n o w  th e  U n iv e r s i ty  o f 

Texas uses a sim ilar scanner,” he 
said. “I have a friend a t th e  U n i­
versity o f O h io  w ho is also using 
a scanner.”

S id d iq u i said T ech  s tu d en ts  
should  be in te rested  in  th e  C T  
scanner since it is a new  te c h n o l­
ogy and  m ight be com ing to  new  
departm ents.

S tu d e n ts  sh o u ld  care  ab o u t 
th e  scanner because they  m ight 
be using it soon ,” S iddiqui said.

“I t is a lready  b e in g  used by 
p e tro leu m  en g in ee rin g  and  th e  
M useum  of Texas Tech. I can  see 
civil engineering  using it to  look 
a t concre te  sam ples. A fte r th a t, 
e v en  m ore d e p a r tm e n ts  m ig h t 
start using it .”

Siddiqui encourages th e  use of 
the  scanner by o ther departm ents. 
H e said th e  scanner has m ade his 
job easier, and  he hopes it w ill do 
th e  same for o th e r professors.

“T h e  s c a n n e r  is a w o n d e r­
ful to o l,” S idd iqu i said. “It has 
opened  my eyes in th e  petro leum  
eng ineering  field, and  I hope it 
does so for o thers in  th e ir respec­
tive fields.”

But now is the chance for others to 
continue Tech’s tradition of the Masked 
Rider. An honor since 1953, the next 
Masked Rider will be the 50th and will 
take the reins of Midnight Matador.

Sam Jackson, an associate professor 
in the Department of Animal Science, 
is a part of the committee that chooses 
the Masked Rider and supervises the 
care of the horse. “I have always had that 
fascination and draw to the mascot, and 
the chance to work with these Masked 
Riders has been fulfilling for me,” he said.

The intensity of the tryouts is due 
to the great responsibility the student is 
given as a Masked Rider.

“It is a difficult position for a student 
to be in,” Jackson said. “The smdent has 
to have a very unique skill set to properly 
fill that role as a rider and a representa­
tive of Texas Tech. That is why we have 
the riding test, driving test, interview, et 
cetera, because we want a student that 
can fulfill all the roles.”

The first step.to becoming a Masked 
Rider is the exam that covers basic eques­
trian care and knowledge.

“We need somebody in that position 
who understands horse care and manage­
ment so we feel comfortable giving them 
the responsibility to take care of the 
horse,” Jackson said.

Jackson is also referring to the physi­
cal equestrian tryout in which applicants 
must be able to handle the horse, a big 
safety issue.

“We can’t afford to have any mishaps. 
Safety is a big issue,” Jackson said. “The 
horse is a big, strong, powerful animal, and 
we need to make sure the person who is 
on that horse can control that horse and 
keep the people around the horse safe.”

The Masked Rider interview process 
is just as important to the committee as 
equestrian skill and knowledge.

“They are really a representative of 
Texas Tech, and we would like somebody 
in that role who can communicate ef­
fectively, who understands the traditions 
of Texas Tech, who understands what we 
represent,” Jackson said.

Stephanie Rhode is the assistant 
director for the Center for Campus Life 
and serves as a chairperson for the Masked 
Rider Advisory Committee.

Rhode spoke of why the Masked 
Rider is an irreplaceable image of Texas 
Tech.

“Of the universities who use live 
animals as a mascot, such as USC or the 
University of Oklahoma, we are the only 
one who uses a student to ride instead of 
commissioning somebody else.”

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Program helps new 
students to connect

Being a new student is daun t­
ing to many, particularly when in 
an unfamiliar town and w ith new 
people. The Honors College has a 
solution for that.

The Passport Program gives hon­
ors students a chance to learn more 
about their city, program and school.

Thom as Reynolds is the coor­
dinator for the program, which is 
supplem ental to the Honors C ol­
lege’s mandatory First-Year Experi­
ence program, a transition class for 
first-year honors students.

“FYE is a Tech transition class 
and has been shown to be successful 
in the Honors College,” Reynolds 
said. “T he Passport Program is a 
supplementary program that is avail­
able spring semester after the student 
has successfully finished their FYE 
class the previous fall.”

T he Passport Program requires 
students to partic ipate  in one of 
two tracks. The first is the art and 
academics track, which means stu­
dents must attend 10 to 15 hours of 
community events in Lubbock and 
Texas Tech.

T he second option , the  com ­
munity track, requires students to 
partic ipa te  in 10 to 15 hours of 
community ser\uce through a service 
organization. The students are asked 
to also write a reflection paper, which 
provides them with the opportunity 
to win one of six scholarships.

Reynolds, who has been involved 
with the FYE program since 2008, 
said the  program is a welcoming 
program for new students of Lubbock 
and the Tech campus.

“It serves as a tool in the resumes, 
so when interviewers from jobs or 
colleges ask about it, the students 
can explain the program and give a 
little more to the interview,” Reyn­
olds said.

Michael Harrington is currently 
the associate director of the Center 
of Campus Life and supervises Red 
Raider O rientation and other tran­
sition programs. He was involved 
w ith  th e  Passport Program from 
2005 to 2007 and said the program

M otley C rue 
singer gets two 
week jail sentence

LAS VEGAS (AP) — Motley Cme 
singer Vince Neil will take a plea deal 
and serve two weeks of jail time, plus two 
weeks of house arrest, for driving drunk 
in his Lamborghini last summer near the 
Las Vegas Strip.

Neil agreed Tuesday to plead guilty 
to misdemeanor driving under the influ­
ence when he appears before a Las Vegas 
judge on Jan. 26, said Tess Driver, an 
aide to Clark County District Attorney 
David Roger.

Neil’s publicist, Jill Siegel, released a 
statement on Neil’s behalf.

“I have recognized that you can’t 
drink and drive at all,” it said.

Neil’s lawyer, David Chesnoff, noted 
that Neil could have faced up to six 
months in jail and said there were legal 
defenses to the charge.

“Mr. Neil recognized that he needed 
to take responsibility for his actions,” 
Chesnoff said.

Driver said Neil is scheduled to begin 
serving his sentence Feb. 15. That will be 
a week after Neil’s 50th birthday.

Police said Neil was stopped in his 
black sports car late June 27 after leaving 
the Las Vegas Hilton. Less than a week 
earlier, he had declared his sobriety.

“There’s just a point in your life where 
you kind of stop, that’s what happened 
with me,” Neil told an AP reporter in an 
interview about a tell-all book. Neil said 
he hadn’t used dmgs in 20 years arid had 
stopped abusing alcohol.

Neil is the front man for a four- 
member hea\7 metal band known for 
bad behavior, hard partying, famous 
girlfriends and hard-driving hits like 
“Girls, Girls, Girls” and “Dr. Feelgood.” 
He and his fourth wife, Lia, live in Las 
Vegas, where Neil also owns tattoo shops 
and two bars.

Police said following Neil’s arrest in 
June that they were also investigating a 
report of an incident that night involving 
Neil, a female fan and a broken camera 
in front of the Las Vegas Hilton, home of 
Neil’s Tres Rios Cantina.

is advantageous for the students who 
participate.

“I w anted the program to no t 
focus on the stipend as the motiva­
tor,” said Purinton. “I wanted the 
program to enrich their undergrad 
experience.”

M egan C onley, a sophom ore 
from Cahom a and an honors arts 
and letters major, participated in 
the program in Spring 2010 and 
com pleted  the  program  through  
comm unity service at the Ronald 
McDonald House.

“It makes people go out of their 
boundaries,” she said.

Tori Crawford, a junior nutrition­
al sciences major from San Antonio, 
is still involved with the volunteer 
work she did her freshman year for 
the program.

“W ith guidance from the college 
and the coordinator, who was at that 
time a student, I was able to find 
volunteer opportunities, which I’m 
still volunteering w ith.”

Crawford did th e  jo in t track, 
w hich involves h a lf  com m unity  
service and half community events 
in the spring of 2009.

“It ended up being a great, great 
opportunity” Crawford said. “It was 
a fantastic program.”

album, which Wilkinson produced. 
“W hen you’ve got a student like that 
and they’re that good, you want them 
to do well,” he said.

Green’s first album, “Dangerous 
Man,” was released in 2(308. After that, 
he said, he toured everywhere from 
Houston to Kansas. Though he said 
two months straight of performing every 
weekend was exhausting, he knew it was 
what he needed to do.

While Green said he doesn’t label 
his own music with a certain genre, 
he said the Texas Cbuntry community 
has been great, and he has played with 
some of the genre’s biggest names, like 
Josh Abbott, Randy Rogers and Casey 
Donahue.

“For him to perform with guys such 
as these, it only helps him get exposure 
to people that might not be familiar 
with him yet,” Yates said. “I know for 
a fact that Josh Abbott has been like a 
big brother to him and has given great 
advice to Will when needed.”

Green said he begins the songwriting 
process with an idea or a feeling, and will 
just pick up his guitar and come up with 
different chord progressions until one 
sounds right for the mood.

Green said he writes to fulfill his 
own “musical appetite” and is glad oth­
ers enjoy it.

“We appeal to a very wide range 
of listeners,” Green said. “We aren’t a

one-sided band at all.”
The William Clark Green Band 

consists of Green and three other Red 
Raiders. Austin Davis, who plays the 
electric banjo, and Cameron Moreland, 
the bass player, also graduated from 
Tech. Jay Saldana plays the drums and 
is currently attending Tech.

The William Clark Green Band has 
a new album on the way called “Misun­
derstood.” Yates said she cannot wait for 
the CD to be released; she has heard the 
music on it and cannot get enough of the 
raw, from-the-heart sound.

“(Green’s) work has progressed a 
lot,” Wilkinson said. “He was great to

start out with, and now he is a lot more 
solid on the musical side.”

Wilkinson says one of the band’s 
greatest strengths is its originality.

^hen I joined the editO' 
rial board of this news­
paper, I expected to 

deal with an occasional misspelling. 
A n occasional grammatical error. The 
far-too'often disregard for AP style. 
W hat 1 didn’t expect to be infuriated 
so much by was double spacing.

Farhad Manjoo over at Slate.com 
published a pretty good and well- 
researched piece recently on why 
putting two spaces after a sentence 
is always and completely wrong. You 
should look it up if you’re interested. 
I’m not going to spend my time here 
talking about how typographers have 
supported single spacing, for a long 
time now, nor am 1 going to try to 
cite scientific studies 
that prove that I’m . 
right and you’re ”  
o h - s o - v e r y  
wrong. Instead,
I want to speak from 
my heart for a mo­
ment and share mv 
personal testimony 
on  how  d o u b le ­
spacing ruins lives.

OK, maybe th a t’s a little  d ra­
m atic , b u t it is a p rob lem . I’ve 
dabbled in several areas of publishing 
now — from newspapers to fiction to 
screenplays to the In ternet— and in 
all of them, one space after a period 
is the rule, not just a preference. It’s 
not a m atter of, “W e’d like you to 
use only one space, but do whatever 
feels right to you.’’ It’s a m atter of, 
“D on’t use two spaces or our copy

editor will hun t you down and gut 
you like a fish.”

In the case of newspapers it can 
be especially crucial. W e’re given a 
limited (and diminishing) amount 
of space as it is, and while we work 
pretty hard to make sure the paper 
is aesthetically pleasing to you and 

words don’t look cramped 
or clustered when you 

read them , we do 
w ant to give you 
m o re  q u a l i t y  
c o n te n t .  Every 
unneeded space 
takes away room 
for p o te n tia lly  
good writing.

Yes, personal 
aesthetic prefer­

ences do play at least a small role in 
this argument. W hen I’m editing a 
colum n or a letter to the editor and 
I see th a t it makes use of double 
spacing, part of my soul dies simply 
because I hate the way double spac­
ing looks. But it also makes my job 
just a little more frustrating at times, 
seeing as how I’m the one who has 
to remove all the redundant spaces 
before the piece goes to print.

“But master,” you say, “w ith mod­
em  technology’s ‘find and replace’ 
tools, fixing tha t mistake only takes 
a couple of clicks.” You’re right; fix­
ing the problem isn’t typically a huge 
ordeal. However, those few clicks 
are a few clicks I could have spent 
on  Facebook instead of editing, and 
really, which clicks are more valuable 
when it comes to that?

Plus, there’s always the issue of 
spacing typos. Occasionally a single 
spacer will accidently put two spaces 
after a period. T hat’s fine, it happens. 
But when a double spacer similarly 
slips up, you end up with the dreaded 
three spaces after a sentence, and 
tha t just makes kittens cry. I’ve even 
dealt w ith a few instances of four 
spaces after a period, and I th ink  
there’s a verse in the Bible some­
where about G od considering that 
an affront to His glorious creation.

Some people try to defend their 
ugly habits by saying it doesn’t m at­
ter w ith today’s fonts, as two spaces 
in Times New Roman isn’t as gargan­
tuan as two spaces on a typewriter. 
But th a t’s just an addict’s lie. I can 
tell if you’re high, and I can tell if you 
used more than  one space.

Look, I can typically let the older 
typists out there slide on this thing. 
T hey learned to  type back w hen 
Moses was mass-producing copies 
of the  Ten C om m andm ents, and 
old habits die hard. W hat frustrates 
me is tha t schools are still teaching 
children that putting two spaces after 
a period is the right thing to do. It

hasn’t been right since the time 
of typewriters.

A  quick Google search will 
b rin g  up In te rn e t posts from  
people who say they’re still be­
ing taught to double space, even 
today. A  quick poll of my friends 
and colum nists confirm s th is. 
Teachers are still teaching the  
practice because th a t’s how they 
were taught, and it’s a cycle they 
don’t plan on ending.

T h e  problem  is, th a t’s like 
teaching students the earth  is flat 
just because th a t’s w hat w e’ve 
taught them  for years and we don’t 
w ant to invest in better textbooks 
or risk confusing people. We need 
to fix this.

If no th ing  else, the  Tw itter 
genera tion  should realize th a t 
using two spaces means you have 
fewer characters with which to tell 
people how much you love/hate 
“Twilight.” Consider that.

Putting two spaces after a peri­
od is wrong. The sooner we accept 
that, the sooner we can all recover 
from this unhealthy addiction. If 
you’re currently struggling w ith 
double spacing, my advice to you 
is to seek help and to stop now 
while you’re still young and can 
make something of yourself. It will 
only get harder to quit the longer 
you continue to do it.

Facebook advertisements and 
recom mendations can even change 
on request based on likes and dis­
likes. O ur environm ent is molding 
to us as if we were all m agnificent 
sculptures, and I am no t so sure I 
am OK w ith this.

Is th is  really  th e  fu ture  th a t 
we w ant our ch ild ren  liv ing in? 
W asn’t it already too m uch w hen 
it was just TV  advertisem ents tha t 
targeted  ch ild ren  and teenagers, 
the  segm ent of shoppers who are 
most likely to overspend?

Prince Fielder, Brewers 
settle at $15.5 million

N EW  YORK (A P) —  Setting 
himself up for an even bigger payday 
a year from now. Prince Fielder agreed 
Tuesday to a $15.5 million contract 
with the Milwaukee Brewers in the 
largest one-year deal for a player not 
yet eligible for free agency.

O n a day w hen 67 of the 119 
players who filed for salary arbitration 
reached agreements, AL MVP Josh 
Hamilton, major league home run 
champion Jose Bautista and Houston 
pitcher Wandy Rodriguez submitted 
the largest proposed salaries when 
players and teams swapped proposed 
figures.

H am ilton asked Texas for $12 
million and was offered $8.7 million; 
Bautista asked Toronto for $10.5 
million and was offered $7.6 million; 
Rodriguez asked for $10.25 million 
and was offered $8 million.

Only 37 players exchanged with 
their clubs, and three of those already 
have agreements.

Boston and closer Jonathan Papel- 
bon settled at $12 million, and Texas 
agreed with left-hander C.J. Wilson at 
$7 million and outfielder Nelsori Cruz 
at $2.65 million.

Those among the remaining 34 
players who don’t settle will have 
hearings before three-person pan­
els during the first three weeks in 
February.

Owners won five of eight hearings 
last year, bringing their advantage to 
285-210 since salary arbitration began 
in 1974. Still, players are winners in 
the process. Last year, a study by The

Associated Press found the 128 players 
in arbitration averaged a raise of 121 
percent, down from the record 172 
percent increase in 2009.

Fielder’s agreement topped Mark 
Teixeira’s $12.5 million deal w ith 
A tlanta in 2008. Both are represented 
by agent Scott Boras, who encourages 
clients to test the free-agent market.

“We’re just focusing on this year,” 
Brewers general manager Doug Mel­
vin said during an interview with the 
AP. “It’s the best thing for all parties 
involved, with him  going into his 
free agent year and us going into a 
year where we want to have a lot of 
success.”

Fielder hit .261 with 32 homers 
and 83 RBIs last season, when he made 
$11.25 million. It was the lowest bat­
ting average in his big league career.

“We took into consideration his 
previous years — the 50 homers, the 
46 homers. I know last year he had a 
little bit of a decline, but I expect him 
to bounce back,” Melvin said. “We feel 
he’s ready to bounce back and have a 
big year.”

T he $3.3 million gap between 
Texas and H am ilton was the larg­
est, and the $2.9 million difference 
between Toronto and Bautista was 
the second biggest. Hamilton made 
$3,275,000 last year, when he led the 
majors with a .359 batting average, hit 
32 home runs and had 100 RBIs de­
spite missing most of the final month 
because of broken ribs. Bautista h it 
.260 with 54 homers and 124 RBIs, 
and he made $2.4 million.

Red Raiders continue 
skid, lose 8 3 -7 4  at OU

NORMAN, Okla. — Another 
poor shooting effort — and 20 turn­
overs — by the Red Raiders led to an 
83-74 defeat Tuesday night to Okla­
homa in the Lloyd Noble Center.

The loss puts the Red Raiders 
(8-11,0-4 in Big 12 Conference play) 
in sole possession of last place in the 
Big 12. Tech coach Pat Knight said he 
believed this season had a chance to 
be a special one, but in the back of his 
mind he knew this was a possibility.

“To be honest. I’m not that sur­
prised,” Knight said about his team’s 
slow start to the season. “But you can’t 
talk that way before the preseason. 
You’ve got to talk about how good you 
think you can be, and I really thought 
we had a chance to be good.

“But on the other side, this group 
of kids, they’ve struggled in the Big 
12, so you’ve got that in the back of 
your mind.”

The Red Raiders started the game 
out strong, leading 17-11 after a J aye 
Crockett put-back with a little more 
than 11 minutes to play. Tech did well 
on the offensive glass early on, grab­
bing four offensive boards, resulting 
in six second-chance points after the 
Crockett put-back.

But that’s when the bad habits 
started to creep back up for Tech.

“We started taking quick shots 
again, missed them and turned the 
ball over, went back to our bad 
habits,” Knight said. “We’re getting 
a lead by just sticking with the game 
plan, and then it’s like we just can’t 
help ourselves.

“We get a lead and we’re going to 
put our hand back in the cookie jar, 
and it just gets us every time.”

The Sooners (9-9, 1-3) took ' 
advantage of the Red Raiders’ bad 
habits, responding with a 20-5 mn 
spanning the next eight minutes 
where the Red Raiders turned the ball 
over six more times. Cklahoma took 
a 31-24 lead into the half.

Tech brought the game to within 
reach early in the second half, 35-32, 
but a 17-3 Sooner mn put the Red 
Raiders in a hole with less than nine 
minutes to play.

Tech clawed back, creeping back 
to within six points with 58.6 sec­
onds remaining, but the Sooners 
would hit 10 of 10 free throws in the 
final minute, making the Red Raider 
comeback attempt fiitile.

EXiring the final 4:04, Tech was 
unable to get key defensive stops

that could have piit the game back in 
contention.

“We could just never get over the 
hump,” Knight said. “We just play in 
spurts and we’ve had that problem all 
year. And when we play badly in spurts 
we play bad and it’s really hurt us.”

Guard Mike Davis returned to the 
lineup after undergoing foot surgery Dec. 
22, scoring six points and pulling down five 
rebounds in a strong 20 minutes of play.

“You’ve got to give the kid credit, the 
kids got a screw iiT his foot, came back 
within four weeks, had one day of practice 
and he plays in a game,” Knight said. “I 
wish some of these other kids had his guts 
and his mentality we wouldn’t be having 
these problems.”

Davis said the team had a bunch of 
good looks, but they were unable to make 
key shots vTen they had the oppormnity, 
including potential 3-point plays down

low. The Red Raiders shot 39 percent 
from the field.

“We’ve just got to make shots, that’s 
what it comes down to,” Davis said. “We 
got pretty good looks -  we’ve just got to 
capitalize on them.”

Even though the Red Raiders missed 
the majority of the shots. Tech guard John 
Roberson singled out the 15 first-half turn­
overs as a big mming point in the game.

“I’ve got to take care of die ball bet­
ter,” he said. “I’m the point guard, so I’ve 
the ball in my hands the majority of the 
time, so I definitely have to do a better 
job of taking care of the ball.”

Roberson led Tech in scoring for the

second straight game with 21 points, 
including a 4-9 shooting performance 
from behind the 3-point line. Brad Reese 
added 15 points, while Mike Singletary 
added 10.

Roberson said he was trying to do 
everything he could to bring Tech back, 
but it just wasn’t enough offensively.

“We’ve just got to move and cut and 
work together as a team,” he said. “The 
motion offense isn’t difficult, we’ve just 
got to execute and take good shots.”

Texas Tech faces Nebraska (14-4, 
2-2) at 6:30 p.m. Saturday in United 
Spirit Arena.

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Lady Raiders travel to Norman 
to play against No. 14 Sooners

The Lady Raiders have developed a 
habit of trailing their Big 12 Conference 
opposition throughout a game then 
edging out a win once crunch time rears 
its head.

This week, however, Texas Tech may 
not be so lucky if it is to fall behind again, 
considering the quality of the opponents 
this week provides in No. 14 Oklahoma 
and No. 1 Baylor.

But if the Lady Raiders do happen to 
find themselves trailing either of those 
teams, Tech head coach Kristy Curry 
said this team has the talent to mount 
a comeback.

“I think the thing Fm most proud of 
right now is the mental toughness that 
this team has shown,” she said. “You got 
to, in this league, have mental toughness 
and be able to persevere because you’re 
going to get knocked down, and it’s how 
you get back up.”

After three consecutive comeback 
wins in conference play, the Lady Raid­
ers have begun to receive some attention 
from the polls.

Tech (16-1, 3-0 in Big 12 play) was 
left just outside of the Associated Press 
Top 25 on Monday — Tech comes in 
at the 26th slot —- but got the nod from 
the DSA Today/ESPN Coaches Poll on 
Tuesday, breaking into the poll at No. 25.

The Lady Raiders probably would 
like to try and hold onto the ranking for 
an extended period of time, considering 
the last time they were ranked in any 
poll was Nov. 27, 2006. Tech entered 
the 2005-06 season ranked No. 13 in the 
preseason polls.

Maintaining the ranking is just one

of many things the Lady Raiders will at­
tempt to preserve as Tech seeks to remain 
unbeaten in Big 12 play and extend its 
overall winning streak to nine games.

The first challenge of the week is No. 
14 Oklahoma (13-3, 3-0), with tip-off 
slated for 7 p.m. today in the Lloyd Noble 
Center in Nomtan, Okla.

The last time the Lady Raiders beat 
the Sooners in a regular season meeting 
was Feb. 23,2005, also inNorman, 83-70.

In its last performance, Oklahoma 
defeated Texas in overtime, 71-67, behind 
a 30-point outing by Danielle Robinson. 
Robinson was named the Phillips 66 Big 
12 Player of the Week on Monday and 
is considered one of the best guards in 
the country.

Robinson leads Oklahoma this season 
in scoring, averaging 19 points per game, 
and is an 87-percent ftee-throw shooter.

She is not the only player that may 
raise some major concerns for Tech, as 
Aaryn Ellenberg continues to have an 
impressive fteshman campaign. Ellenberg 
is the Sooners’ second leading scorer 
behind Robinson, averaging 15.9 points 
per game.

The addition of simply having to go 
on the road to play an opponent like the 
Sooners is worrisome, but Tech forward 
Jordan Bamcastle said it is nothing the 
team has not experienced before.

“It’s just not being at home, and 
having a crowd, and that intimidation 
factor, and that comfort,” Bamcastle said. 
“We’ve played road games previously in 
the season, and I think that those will 
prepare us for this week.”

Tech’s only loss this season was on the 
road at Penn State in December—the 
only game in which the Lady Raiders 
have allowed more than 70 points.

Tech’s bench has been key to many 
of the victories this season, especially in 
the conference games.

Chynna Brown, a bench player, leads 
the team in scoring during conference 
play, averaging 14.3 points per, and has 
not missed from the free throw line in 
those three games.

The last time Tech traveled to Nor­
man, the Lady Raiders lost by four, 70-66.

Brown remembers that game, saying

the Sooner fans provide opposing teams 
with a tough atmosphere, but also a big 
opportunity.

“Going into Oklahoma, I feel like, 
will be a great opportunity,” Brown said. 
“They have a great team, great fans. Just 
going diere playing last year was kind of 
tough, so 1 know it won’t be too much 
different this year.

Packers’, Je ts ’ success shows what 
impact low playoff seeds can make

NEW YORK (AP) —  The NFL 
can’t be upset with so many upsets in 
the playoffs.

W hat better evidence is needed 
that the “anybody can win at any time” 
mantra is accurate when two No. 6 
seeds are in the conference champi­
onship games? A nd nobody would 
be shocked to see both the Green 
Bay Packers and New York Jets in the 
Super Bowl.

Indeed, the wild-card Packers are 
favored for Sunday’s NFC title game at 
Soldier Field, home of the champions 
of their division, the Chicago Bears.

“Yeah, we’re championship cali­
ber,” Packers linebacker A.J. Hawk 
said. “But championship caliber to us 
isn’t getting to the NFC champion­
ship game. We have a lot higher goals 
than that. We’re where we want to 
be. We’ve been saying all year, ‘Just 
give us a chance to get here.’ Now, 
its up to us.”.

And up to the Jets to set up the first 
Super Bowl involving non-division 
winners.

“The idea is to win the Super Bowl, 
whether you do it by winning your divi­
sion or as a wild card,” Jets comerback

Darrell Reeves said. “Keep winning.”
Long shots going far in the playoffs, 

even winning Super Bowls, is not 
unheard of. Consider that since the 
league went to six playoff teams in 1990 
— there were three divisions and three 
wild cards until 2002— wild cards have 
made the title game 14 times. Count­
ing the Packers and Jets, eight of those 
have occurred since 2005. Two of those 
wild cards, the 2005 Stealers and 2007 
Giants, won the whole thing.

In ‘05, ‘08 and this year, a wild card 
got to the conference championship 
match. No Super Bowl has featured a 
pair of non-division winners.

“We have a lot more, our season 
is bigger than just beating the Falcons 
and going to the NFC championship 
game,” Packers defensive tackle B.J. 
Raja said. “We’ve got bigger goals than 
that. ... We expect to win no matter 
where we go.”

They go to Chicago, where the 
Bears beat them 20-17 in Week 3, 
a horrendous performance in which 
Green Bay set a team record with 18 
penalties. And barely lost.

The Packers won 10-3 at Lambed 
Field in the season finale to clench

their wild-card spot. They’ve beaten 
Philadelphia and top-seeded Atlanta 
in road playoff games, and now are 
a victory away from becoming the 
second No. 6 seed to win a conference 
championship.

Don’t expect the Bears (12-5) to 
treat the Packers (12-6) like some rank 
outsider standing in their way. Not with 
all that history accompanying the lon­
gest rivalry in pro football. Not with the 
way Green Bay”s defense has stymied 
two of the league’s best offenses the 
last two weeks, or the way quarterback 
Aaron Rodgers is playing.

Rodgers, though, has not done 
much against Chicago this season, 
throwing for 545 yards, two touch­
downs and two interceptions in the 
1-1 split.

Bears coach Love Smith expects 
the usual animosity between the teams 
who will face off for the 182nd time, but 
just the second time in the postseason 
and first since 1941.

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Tech returns from Florida; Carvalho 
earns most outstanding player honors

T he Texas Tech m en ’s tenn is  
team  began the ir spring season just 
the way they like: playing against 
ranked opponen ts .

Last w eekend, the  No. 15 Red 
R a id e rs  co m p e ted  in  th e  I l lin i 
O pen  in Sarasota, Fla. T he tourna- 
m en t — w hich was conducted  in 
the typical dual form at, although  
only ind iv idual rankings were at 
stake — p itted  Tech against No. 16 
Illinois and  N o. 27 F lorida State.

In  th re e  days o f  a c tio n , th e  
R ed R aiders w ere 10-12 in  s in ­
gles m atches and  3-7 in doubles. 
T h o u g h  it may seem  like T ech 
struggled, head coach T im  Siegel 
said  he was n o t too  co n ce rn ed  
abou t his team ’s perform ance.

“I’m n o t d isappo in ted  because 
we played two tough team s,” Siegel 
said. “I’m a big believer in playing 
ranked team s every m atch you can. 
T he way the rank ing  system works, 
you get c red it fo r w ins — p la in  
sim ple.”

O f the  three team s com peting, 
the  Red R aiders undoub ted ly  had 
the m ost d ifficult tim e preparing 
for th e  to u rn a m e n t. Siegel said 
due to inclem ent w eather som e o f 
his players were n o t able to make it 
back to Lubbock from  the holiday 
break  as schedu led . As a resu lt. 
Tech had just one day o f practice 
while Illinois and Florida State had 
four or five days.

T h e  l im i te d  p ra c t ic e  tim e , 
how ever, d id  n o t  a ffec t R aony

C arvalho. A fter three days o f solid 
tennis in w hich he w ent 4-2 overall 
and 3-0 in singles, C arvalho  was 
n am ed  th e  to u r n a m e n t’s M ost 
C u ts tan d in g  Player. His m arquee 
w in came Saturday against Illinois’ 
D enn is  N evolo , w ho cam e in to  
the contest ranked N o. 11 in the 
country.

B u t C a rv a lh o  h a d  an  even  
longer layoff than  m ost o f his team ­
m ates, having n o t played in a tou r­
nam en t in nearly three m onths.

“I was ex trem ely  in te re s te d  
to know  how  he w ould perform  
know ing  he h a d n ’t played since 
C c to b e r,” Siegel said. “H e really 
came to play and had three ranked 
w ins.”

In doubles play, C arvalho was 
p a ire d  w ith  V ito r  M a n z in i o n  
T hu rsday  an d  R afael G arc ia  on  
the final two days. Siegel said the 
shuffling  came as a result o f him  
looking at som e differen t things. 
C arvalho and Garcia were partners 
last year and will likely con tinue  to 
play together the rest o f the season.

“W h a t’s b e s t fo r o u r  team  
overall is to p u t G arcia back w ith 
C arvalho ,” Siegel said. “(Gonzalo) 
Escobar can really hold  dow n the 
p o s itio n  for us a t N o . 2. H e ’ll 
probably play w ith M anzini, and 
th en  we’ll see w hat we do w ith the 
No. 3 team .”

Escobar, ranked N o. 20 in the 
country  in singles, was able to win 
two o f three m atches in singles and 
one o f two in doubles.

So between Escobar and Carvalho, 
Siegel feels confident moving forward.

“O u r  to p  two players are as 
good as anybody’s in the coun try ,”

Even for generous Clijsters, 
no charity for Dinara Safina

MELBOURNE, Australia (AP) -  Kim 
Clijsters is one of the friendliest players on 
the women’s tour. Cheery in the locker 
room, generous, polite.

That’s off the court.
She learned by losing three Grand 

Slam finals that intensity is essential to win­
ning a major, something she’s hoping to do 
outside the United States for the first time.

Clijsters started her Australian Open 
run with a 60, 60 romp Tuesday. Such 
domination is not uncommon in the early 
rounds of a Grand Slam tournament when 
top seeds face lowly ranked players, quali­
fiers or wild cards.

To do it, however, against three-time 
Grand Slam finalist and former No. 
l-ranked player Dinara Safina was re­
markable.

Safina had no answers for Clijsters, 
who sprayed winners all over the court. 
And Clijsters, a three-time U.S. Open 
champion, offered no letup.

“When you feel that your opponent 
is not playing their best tennis, you really 
just try not to focus on that too much,” 
she said. “You try not to become a little 
bit more easygoing.... You try to keep that 
same mentality as when you started 00.”

Clijsters had been focused on the first 
round since last week’s draw. She realized 
that even an injured and outof-form Safina 
can spring an upset in the first round of a 
tournament left wide open by the absence 
of defending champion Serena Williams.

“I expect my opponent to come out 
and play their best tennis. She obviously 
didn’t do that today,” said Clijsters, who 
has won the U.S. Open twice since return­
ing to the tour from a break to have a child. 
“But my attitude still was there to try and 
finish it off and not let her get back in 
the match.”

The first-round match involving Lley-

ton Hewitt, Clijsters’ ex-fiance, was alto­
gether different — a 4-hour, 48-minute 
five-set loss to David Nalbandian that 
ended at 1:10 a.m. Wednesday.

Jo-WilfredTsonga, the 2008 Australian 
Open finalist, came back from two sets 
down for the first time in his career in 
another late five-setter.

Hewitt, a two-time major winner, usu­
ally revels in the late finish — he once beat 
Marcos Baghdatis in an Australian Open 
match not completed until 4:34 a.m. Na­
lbandian lost the 2002 Wimbledon final 
to Hewitt and the pair have a tense rivalry.

The Argentine drew begrudging ap­
plause from the parochial Rod Laver Arena 
crowd for his grit — he was a point from 
going two breaks down in the fourth; he 
wasted a chance to serve for the match in 
the fifth; saved two match points; then 
finished with a pinpoint lob as both players 
struggled with cramps and fatigue.

“What I take out of today? I take the 
brave heart that I put on the court,” he said.
