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Campus, Lubbock get first 
snowfall of fall semester

The Texas Tech community experienced the first 
snowfall of the school year Monday and chilly con­
ditions are expected to persist throughout the week.

Classes today were delayed by Tech until 9:30 
a.m. as of press time Monday.

Officials at the Lubbock Police Department 
reported more than 100 auto accidents Monday, 
and at least 60 of them occurred throughout the 
course of four hours.

The Texas Department of Transportation cited 
several city bridges and overpasses as being covered 
with ice and snow and mentioned that drivers 
should travel with caution.

Joe Jurecka, a meteorologist with the Lub­
bock W eather Service, said as conditions move 
further into winter weather, people can expect

temperatures to drop below freezing.
“We’re going to continue to see cloudy condi­

tions tonight, and temperatures northwest of Lub­
bock will get into the single digits,” he said. “Here 
in Lubbock, we’re probably going to see something 
along the mid-teens or below tonight across the 
South Plains.”

Several students were thankful for the snowfall, 
especially after the 100-degree weather they have 
become accustomed to from the statewide drought.

“It was really awesome,” said Michael Nelson, a 
freshman mechanical engineering major from San 
Antonio. “It was a unique experience and it made 
all my friends (back home) jealous.”

Jurecka said students should bundle up as much as 
possible because today the weather is expected to get 
no higher than 25 degrees and will slowly decrease as 
the day continues.

People across the nation  are 
beginning to notice the change 
in C o ca-C o la ’s cans and bottles, 
and two students at Texas Tech 
are working to make sure college 
students know the reason for it.

For the first tim e in history, 
C o ca-C o la  is turning its sign a­
ture red cans to white to raise 
awareness about polar bear con ­
servation.

R yan  R am o s, a so ph om ore  
business accounting m ajor from 
A m arillo , and Jaclyn  H erbst, a 
junior marketing and cultural an ­
thropology m ajor from Bellville, 
were selected by M ister Youth, a 
marketing agency, to promote the 
new face of C oca-C o la  to Tech 
students.

“ It really stan ds out on the 
shelf now,” Herbst said. “T h is is 
the most dram atic change they’ve 
made with their cans, from the 
red to the w hite.”

Tech is one of 25 universities 
across the nation  chosen to be a 
part

N o t only do they plan to educate 
students about C o ca -C o la  and 
polar bear conservation , Ram os 
said, but he and Herbst plan to 
interest students by having raffles 
outside the Student U nion  Build­
ing this week and by giving out 
food and school supplies during 
finals.

“ It ’s hard to conn ect with a 
co lle ge  s tu d e n t,” R am os sa id . 
“C ollege students are busy, and 
we’re not really concerned with 
anything outside our own u n i­
verses really, and I think our job 
as cam pus bran d am b assad ors 
is to raise awareness about this 
issue.”

C o c a -C o la  is a lso  p ledgin g  
up to $3 m illion dollars to the 
W orld W ildlife Fund’s polar bear 
conservation efforts, H erbst said. 
The company is making an initial 
d o n ation  o f $2 m illion  and is 
encouraging others to donate one 
do llar to the W W F by textin g 
their package code to 357357. 
C o c a - C o la  w ill m a tch  every  
donation  made with the package 
codes until M arch 15, 2012, with 
a ceiling of $1 m illion.

Herbst said white bottle caps 
have replaced the ones on C oca- 
C o la  drin k s, in c lu d in g  C o k e , 
D iet C ok e, C oke Zero, Sprite , 
M inute M aid and other bever­
ages.

“We want to help the polar 
bear —  a b elov ed  C o c a -C o la  
icon  since 1922 —  by helping 
conserve its A rctic habitat,” said 
Muhtar Kent, chairm an and C EO  
of C oca-C ola, in a news release. 
“T h at’s why we’re using one of our 
greatest assets to raise awareness 
tor this important cause. A nd, by 
jiartnering with WWF, we can 
truly make a positive difference 
lor these m ajestic anim als.”

T h e re  h as a lw ays been  an  
association  betw een C oca-C o la  
and polar bears, H erbst said, es­
pecially around the holidays, and 
it would be great for as many stu­
dents as possible to contribute.

“ I th in k  i t ’s good to reach  
our age group because i t ’s our 
generation  and our k id s’ genera­
tions that are really going to be 
affected ,” she said. “ If children 
n ever get to see a p o lar  bear, 
th at’s sad. So , th at’s why I think 
i t ’s im p o rtan t to  ge t younger 
people more aware of the prob­
lem. W e’re going to be the ones 
who will have to look for a so lu­
tion, so we m ight as well get it 
started now.”

said the university is using Foursquare to 
its full advantage.

Since its launch in September 2010, 
i he number of students using Foursquare 
I in campus has increased dramatically, 
she said.

“At first, we only had one page 
I f  ‘tips’ for people checking in at the 
library,” Daniels said, “but now we have 
I iver four pages of students checking in 
and commenting on the services the 
library provides.”

Using Foursquare as a “social guide” 
on Tech’s campus began through the 
network’s Universities Program.

“We want to keep all of our audi­
ences engaged with the campus,” said 
Allison Ralston, senior editor for public 
relations in new media at the Office for 
Communications and Marketing at 
Tech. “When people check into the dif­
ferent places on campus, they can learn 
information they didn’t know and also 
learn of places on campus they are not 
familiar with.”

Foursquare has also helped in adver­
tising the university, Ralston said.

“Not only do we use Foursquare to 
share historic information about the 
buildings on campus, but we use it for 
marketing purposes too,” she said. “We 
keep track of how many people are 
checking into places on campus and get 
their feedback.”

Tech’s Foursquare has come a long 
way since being implemented last year, 
Ralston said.

“We partnered with Foursquare 
as part of their educational outreach 
program,” she said, “but before using 
Foursquare across campus, (Tech staff 
members) had to use it to get a feel for it.”

Foursquare now provides students 
with more than just historical facts.

As part of their Bookworm Bender 
Badge, Tech’s library is promoting its 
services through the site by allowing 
students to gain rewards.

“If students check in after 2 a.m. in 
the library, they can earn points, and 
after a certain number of check-ins, they 
can earn prizes,” Daniels said. “This also 
allows us to see immediate feedback, live 
and uncut. I would encourage everyone 
to use it on campus because there are 
a lot of opportunities to win prizes and. 
discover deals on campus. It’s also helpful 
for us because it lets us see what we can 
improve upon.”

Joey Martinez, a sophomore health, 
exercise and sport sciences major from 
Lorenzo, said he finds using Foursquare 
on campus beneficial.

“I find a lot of my friends who are on 
campus by checking into buildings on 
campus,” he said. “Another benefit is that 
restaurants around campus give a lot of 
discounts to Foursquare users.”

You may w ant to  consider 
g iv in g  your p ostm an  a little  
som eth in g  m ore th an  a h o li­
day fru itcake this year, for his 
job  may be gone before n ext 
C h ristm as.

A  press re lease posted  on  
the U n ited  S ta te s  P ostal S e r­
v ice (U S P S )  w ebsite th is past 
N ov em b er reported  th a t the 
U S P S  w o u ld  be e n d in g  its  
2011 fisca l year w ith  a $5.1 
b ill io n  n e t lo ss. H ad  it n o t 
b e e n  fo r p a s se d  le g is la t io n  
postp on in g  a con gression ally  
m an dated  $5.5 b illio n  to pre- 
fund retiree h e a lth  ben efits, 
th at loss would h ave been  at 
$10 .6  b illion .

T h is  is n ot good news. For 
m onths now, m edia sp ec u la­
tio n  h as p re d ic te d  th a t  the 
236-year-old in stitu tion  could 
be c lo s in g  its d o o rs so o n e r  
th an  we think.

T h is May, B loom berg B u si­
n essw eek ’s cover story, “T h e 
U .S . Postal Service N ears C o l­
lap se ,” pred icted  th at w ithout 
a m a jo r  m a k e o v e r , U S P S  
w ould “ im plo de .”

A  S e p t e m b e r  o p in io n s  
h ead lin e  in the In tern atio n al 
B usiness T im es pred icted  the 
U S P S  could be fin ished by the 
end o f th is year.

Yes, the U .S . Postal Serv ice  
may be going away for good —  
but do we care?

For the vast m ajority  o f  to ­
day ’s tech -gen eration , where 
b ills can  be p aid  on lin e  and 
e m a ils  c a n  be se n t  an d  r e ­
ce ived  anyw here in the world 
w ith an  In ternet co n n ectio n  
in stan tly , th e U S P S  h as e s ­
sen tia lly  becom e obso lete .

If  th a t  i sn ’t en o u gh  o f  an  
answer, check  your m ailbox. My 
m ailb o x  u n v e iled  an  In tern e t 
b ill (likely  to be paid  o n lin e), 
two coupon  cata logu es (likely  
to be throw n in the trash ) and 
on e p ack ag e  ad d ressed  to  my 
room m ate (sen t v ia  U P S ) .

S o  yes, for many, the closin g 
o f  the U S P S  may very well go 
un n oticed .

Its own govern m ent agency, 
the U S P S  has been  legally  o b ­
ligated  to  de liver the m ail six  
days a w eek anyw here w ith in  
the U n ited  S ta te s , “bind in g the 
n a t io n  to g e th e r  th ro u g h  th e  
p erson al, ed u ca tio n a l, literary  
and business correspo n d en ce  o f  
the p eo p le .”

Because of this cross-communica­
tion learning, the students can earn 
a Texas high school diploma without 
having to leave the country. Mason said.

T T U ISD  is also looking into 
expand its program into other inter­
national countries.

“There is the possibility of us work­
ing our distance learning program 
into other South American countries, 
including C hile and A rgentina,” 
Schettek said. “Because we have had 
such valuable experience working 
with the Brazilian institutions, we 
want to explore more possibilities with 
other diverse schools.”

NEW  YO RK  (A P) —  Andrew 
Luck, R obert G riffin  III, Trent 
Richardson, Tyrann M athieu and 
M ontee B all are the H eism an  
Trophy finalists.

Th e group, announced Mon- 
day on E SP N , includes the pre- 
se a so n  f a v o r ite  —  S ta n fo r d  
quarterback Luck —  and at least 
one player, M athieu, who was low 
profile when the season began.

Luck is a finalist for the sec­
ond stra igh t season , while the 
other Q B  on the list, G riffin , 
is the first Baylor player to get 
an in v ita tio n  to the H eism an  
dinner in New  York. T he school 
has never had a player finish bet­
ter than fourth in the H eism an 
voting.

R ic h a rd so n  is th e  se c o n d  
A labam a running back to be a 
fin alist in the last three years. 
Former team m ate M ark Ingram 
won the H eism an in 2009.

Ball has scored 38 touchdowns 
for W isco n sin  and n eed s one 
m ore to m atch  Barry S a n d ers ’ 
N C A A  record.

M athieu, the L S U  defensive 
back nicknam ed H oney Badger, 
has made numerous gam e-chang­
ing p lay s for th e  to p -ra n k ed  
Tigers.

T h e H eism an Trophy will be

presented Saturday night.
Luck was the H eism an run­

ner-up to A uburn ’s C am  N ew ­
ton last year and passed up a 
ch ance to be the N o . 1 p ick  
in the N F L  draft to return to 
Stanford for his junior season. 
From the m om ent he made the 
decision  to stay in school in 
January, he becam e the odds- 
on favorite to win the H eism an 
this se a so n .'

Lu ck  had a n o th er  s te lla r  
season, passing for 3 ,170  yards 
w ith  35 to u c h d o w n s w h ile  
leading the C ardinal to an 11-1 
record and a secon d  stra igh t 
B C S  bid. But the com petition  
has been so fierce that it’s been 
tough for Luck to hold onto his 
front-runner status.

In fact, G riffin  seem ed to 
take the lead in the race over 
the last m onth of the season.

The quarterback called RG 3 
by Baylor fans leads the nation  
in passer rating (1 92 .3 ), with 
3,998 yards and 36 touchdowns. 
He has also run for 644 yards 
and  n in e  to u ch d o w n s. A n d  
much like Luck, G riffin  has led 
a lon g-strugglin g program  to 
its greatest success in decades. 
Baylor is 9-3 this season, its first 
nine-win season  since 1986.

BC S standings. It seems

The N ational Cham pionship 
matchup does not boast two super 
exciting offenses, it does not feature 
excellent quarterback play and there 
is a likelihood that points will come at 
a premium.

LSU  and Alabama are the two 

best teams in college football. People 
just aren’t happy with how they get to 
decide the best team.

I have always maintained that the 
BCS usually gets the matchup right. 
The BCS could be improved upon, 
though. There are people who vote 
and don’t pay attention. The computers 
could weigh more to take out bad voters, 
but this also hurts good voters. Most 
voters, especially coaches, have biases. 
It’s a flawed system due to the fact that 
most people don’t get to watch all the 
teams they put on their ballot play.

This year the final standings had 

Oklahoma State and Stanford coming 
in behind Alabama and LSU. The 
problem with the plus-one system is 
everyone ranked higher than fourth 
can gripe as well. There are less people 
deserving of being ranked one and 
two than people deserving the third 
to eighth rankings. Arkansas, Kansas 
State, Boise State, Oregon and maybe 
even Wisconsin have a case to be in 
the running for top four considerations.

With a plus-one system this year, 
there would be more excitement about 
the National Championship game, but

it would still be the same. Alabama 
would beat Oklahoma State and LSU 
would best Andrew Luck and Stanford 
in what I think would be an exciting 
matchup. It’s the same result, but well- 
earned.

The problem with the BCS is how 
people want the journey to be more 
spectacular. It has always been about 
the journey that is college football. The 
regular season is the most meaningful 
and exciting in sports. To change the 
way the champion is crowned would 
be risking the integrity of the regular 
season.

As far as the matchup goes, the 
best way I can describe it is with a 
comparison.

I would rather watch two Oscar win­
ners, Alabama and LSU, in a sequel to 
an OK film than watch an Oscar winner 
and someone who is typecast, which 
in this case is Oklahoma State’s stellar 
offense. I know I am taking a chance on

the underperformance of the two Oscar 
winners, but I would prefer a repeat of 
the mediocre performance to a blowout.

The matchup may not be popular, 
but if the game were good, would 
everyone be happy? If the game is 
competitive for 60 minutes and comes 
down to the last few drives, I think they 
would be.

Nothing is perfect. The BCS isn’t 
perfect and neither is the plus-one 
system or a large playoff. Not everyone 
can be made happy, but the current 
system angers the fewest people with 
legitimate arguments.
