A TALK WIIH FARMERS

OnanImportant Ssubject
The Organization of a Farmers' In.
stitnte in Haskeil Coanty Ad-
vocated.

REPERRING 10 the article which we
pnblished last week from Prof. J, H
Connell, director of the Texas exper-
iment station, in regard tothe Farm-
ers' Institute, the Free Press woulu
like to be able to bring the matter
before the farmers of Haskell county
in such a light as would awaken an
interest amongst them in the subject
thnt would lead to an organization
of a regular institute in our county.
Doubtless most of our readers have
read about the Institutes as conduct-
ed in other counties and know what
they are, but for the benefit of those
who are not so well posted we will
say they are not secret societies, but
purely open organizations with a few
simple rules and by-laws to regulate
the holding of the meetings, the de-
bates, essays, etc,, having a president,
secretary and executive committee,
and there is little or no expense at-
tached to them. The meetings, which
is the “Institute” in fact, are gener-
ally held twice a year at some cen-
tral point in the county and at times
most convenient to the farmers and
stockmen of the county where held,
The Institute generally oceupies two
days and farmers from a distance
come with their families prepared to
camp, and it is made an occasion ot
social intercourse and recreation as
well as one of instruction Oltenthey
assume something of the features of
a country fair by farmers bringing
specimens of their products and
young animals for exhibition, for
which there are sometimes small
prizes provided by the business men
ol the towns. The main object of the
Institute, however, is its educational
teatures as embodied in the lectures,
essays and discussions among the
farmers on the best methods of farm-
ing, what to cultivate, stockraising,
best breeds of various kinds of stock,
etc., ete., covering everything con-
nected with or relating to farming.

The following are the titles of some
of the subjects discussed at Institutes
recently held in Williamson and
Runnels counties, and will give some
idea of the scope of work:

“Forage Crops {from the Seed to
the Barn."”

“The Swine: Industry."

“Diversified Agriculture.”

“Growing Fruit on the Farm."

“Corn and Cotton."

“Propagation ol Fruits."

“What Shall a Farmer Raise to be
Successful?”

“The Best Method of Farming in
our County."

“Irrigation."

“Stockraising in General."”

“Milo Maize—preparation of soil
and Harvesting."

“How to make the Farmer's Home
attractive."

Politi al sujects are not allowed by
the by-laws to be discussed in any
form,

These Institutes have been held
in the north for many years with the
best of results, but have only reached
the south during the last four or
five years, where they are constantly
growing in fayor on account of their
spendid educational and social fea-
tures, and we believe that our farm-
ers and stockraisers would be greatly
benefitted by taking up the matter.
As will be seen by reference to Prof,
Connell's letter, it is probable that
he would send some one up from the
Experiment station to assist in the
organization and deliver a lecture.
Here is another benefit, our farmers
would be brought in closer touch
with the valuable work of the station,
[ which is being conducted atan an-
nual expenses of 15,000 by the gov-
crnment for the pursose of develop-
ing the agriculture, horticulture and
stockbreeding, etc. in our state to
the highest point of success and ex-
celence.

The first meeting would probably
devoted to organizing and

From what we have read of the In-
stitutes during several year< we have
acquired great faith in their benefi-
cial influences and are so anxious to
see one organized among our farmers
and stock raisers that we will make
this suggestion. Let every farmer

NOBLEMEN FOR OFFICERS.

A Corlous Rule In the German Army
Which Serms to Secure (HHcers

According to the latest “almanasch"
of the German army, which has just
appeared, there seems to  be little
chance for anyone not »f noble birth to
attain any but a low ranking In that
vast fighting machine. There are sixty-
slx generals in the infantey, cavaley and
artillery, and there are but two who
do not beldng to the nobility, Thesa
two, however, are what In Engizad
would be claseed as “gentry,” and are
not of common orign by any means,
Among the 75 lleutenant-generals there
are but 13 of bourgeols extraction. Of
major-generals there are 140, and all
but 38 of these are of noble birth; 208
of the 204 colonels have a right to wear
titles, It will be seen from this that
the higher commands of the German
army remain In the hands of the aris-
toeracy, which s strietly In keeping
with the theory that only those who
have been accustomed for generations
to rule over their fellow-men, by right
of birth, are fit for military command.
There are 49 regiments in the German
army where all the oficers without ex-
ception are members of the nobility,
and there are 21 othergegiments whose
rigld rule it Is never to admit an officer
below the grade of sous-lieutenant, who
Is not of noble birth,

set a splendid example for other col-
leges In sentencing Cadet Wallace B.

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CONDITIONS IN NEBRASKA,

corn Promisss & Large Yield, Except in
the State's Uardea Rpot

McCook, Neb, Aug. 20.—On crossing
the Missouri River running to Lincoln,
the Burlinglon land agents' party
found a prospect which, from an agrl-
cultural standpoint, could not be exs
celled. Corn is luxuriant and sturdy
and every stalk shows large-sized ears
sticking out from it. It is so far ad-
vanced that the uninitiatod could be
made to belleve very roadily that it I

t all harm from any source. Not-
withstanding ite fine appearance, how-
ever, it 1s not yet out of danger of frost,
and will not be for at least two weeks,

A fins crop of onts has boen reaped In
this section. Much of It is still in the
shock and a good deal of it has been
stacked, It Is thrashing out from
thirty to fifty bushels to the acre and
will average about forty, The wheal
crop bas all been harvested, and farm-
ers are now busy plowing thelr land
preparatory {o putting in another crop
of winter wheat.

Leaving Lincoln the outlook is much
jess promising. Between Waverly and
Falrmont, a distance of sixty miles, la
@ stretch of country which has usually
tbeen described as the garden spot of
Nebraska. Crops have always been
abundant here, however poorly thoy
may have been In other parts of the
state. Last year and this year have
peen the only known exceptions to this
rule. Bomehow this belt has suffered
seversly this year. It has rained copl-
ously on all sides of it and all around
it, but the clouds refused to give it a
drop of molsture until too late to save
the corn crop. Ior a stretch of coun-
try sixty miles long and sixty miles
wide the corn crop is a comparative
fallure. It will only run from a Qquarter
to hall & crop, averaging as a whole
about one-third an ordinary crop,

Oats have not faired so badly. They
are thrashing out from thirty-five to
forty bushels an acre, Heavy rains fell
over this section at the end of last week
They came too late, however, to save
the bulk of the corn. Very much of it
{8 wilted beyond redemption and a good
deal of It has already been cut for fod-
der. Wheat in this section s thrashing
-out fiflleen bushels to the acre.

West of Falrmont ths scene again
changes and an ocean of waving corn,
strong and luxuriant, Is to be seen as
far as the eye can reach in every direc.
tion, The crop from Hnstings to the
wostern boundary of the state Is prao-
tically made, and nothing but & killing
frost can now blight it. It will average
pot less than sixty bushels to the ucre,
and very many large fields will yleld
ffty bushels.

Around McCook is where the disas-
ters of last yenr were most severely
felt. The gains of this year have more
than made up for the losses then sus-
tained. The whole ssction of country
looks like & veritable garden, and the
people feel buoyant beyond expresalon.
Winter wheat is thrashing out about
twenty bushels to the acre and the best
flelds are ylelding thirty bushels,
Spring wheat ls running from twelve
to elghteen bushels to the acre. Oata
average from fifty to sixty bushels, the
best flalds thrashing out 100 bushels.

Alfalfa I8 n npnew crop here with
which the people are delighted. All
kinds of live stock eat it with relish,
and it Is proving to be fattening fodder,
The first year it yields one ton to the
acre, but after the third year it yields
three crops a year, which foot up seven
and one-half tons to the ncre. 1t Is
worth in the market $5 per ton, but to
feed cattle the results have shown it ro
be worth $70 per acre. It I8 the coming
erop all along the the flats of the Re-
publican valley,

NEW PROELEM IN INDIA.

With the Aboelitlon of Caste, Patriotism
May Spring Up.

An intelligent natlve writer on the
condition of India says that although
in the past Hindu thought soared to the
leftiest Mights and grasped some of the
grandest principles ever discovered In
anclent or modern times, puerile supers
stitions, alded by the caste system, pres

been witnessed in the west, This caste

‘was the cause, he says, of that absence
of public spirit or patriotism which is
g0 remarkable Iin Indla. On only two
oveaslons has  this  patriotism  been
evoked and on each ogension It hns been
created by an attack op religion. The
first wus the religlous persecution by
Aurangzebe, the resistance to which
shook the foundations of the empire;
and the second was the supposed at-
tuck on religion by the English governs
ment, prior to  the mutiny. “The
greased eartrldges,” says the writer,
vwere undoubtedly the Immedinte cause
of the sepoy war. The English are not
disliked: nor ean they be sald to be
liked, They keep the people at a dis-
tance. and  the people  consider
them unapproachable. The best of
them are generally looked upon with
wonder, somewhat Hke muachines In
wgood order which work with uncrring
precision.  The secret of the English
rule Tes not so much In its miltary
strength oF (n the benefits 1t I8 supposed
to vonfer, but In the caste system. in
the general Indifference of the people
to anything that is not connected with
thete religion, and In their peaceful dis-
positian, fostered by a spiritual civiliza-
tion.” WBut the caste system 18 belng
broken down, and the politieal bond,
the erentlen of British influence, In be-
ginning to compete with the religlous
bond. which has hitherto held the
Hindus together as & nation. When this
process 8 complete, the relations of
England and India will have to be re-
considercd.
