The oU minister of Nigeria, one of 
the heavily mdebted W BC  nations 
that has seen Its oil Income drop 
sharply, told reporters his country 
wouid abide by the pledge only If aU 
the other member nations did the

“U we find that one country does 
not obey the rules, we will have no 
obligation to obey the rules,” said 
minister Tam David West 

Asked If he thought a price-cut­
ting war was about to break out 
among olKexportlng natloas. David 
Weat said "No, at least not In the 
Immediate future"

Yam anl said Saudi Arabia no 
longer will bear the full burden of 
compeiwaUng for the excessive pro 
ductlon of other OPEC nations 

Since March 1883. the Saudis held 
the role of swing producer In the 
group, moaning they would raise or 
lower their output to balance OPEt 
supply with demand 

But during the latest meeting 
Yamanl declared that hi* country no 
longer felt obliged to play that role, 
which had cost It billions of dollars 
In oil revenues Saudi production 
has fallen to a » y e a r  low of about 2 
million barrels a day

Yamanl said today he did not 
expect Saudi production to rise sig­
nificantly before the OPEC minis­
ters gather In Geneva. Swltterland, 
on July 22 to try again to agree on 
concrete measures for propping up 
prices

He said the breakup of the U. ;st 
meeting "means nothing" to Saudi 
production policy for the weeks 
leading up to the next conference 

In their Vienna ulks. the minis­
ters had accepted in principle a plan 
that would automatically raise or 
lower the OPEC production celling 
to adjust for seasonal changes In 
demand for the group’s oil, said 
Indonesian OU Minister Subroto. the 
current OPEC president

'TTie principle was accepted, but 
when you come up to figures, then 
there are the differences" of view* 
among the various delegations, he 
said. ^

Subroto said the ministers would 
try again at their next meeting to 
agree on what he called a “floating" 
production celling. The cu rrent 
OPEC ceding of 18 million barrels a 
day was set last October, and it can­
not be changed wtthout unanimous 
approval of the ministers.

‘The rationale for having a floating 
ceding Is. In part, to avoid the squab­
bling that occurs wlthm OPEC each 
time the m inisters see a need to 
approve a change In the ceding. The 
first time OPEC set a ceding for lU 
production. In March 1882. the con­
cep t was abandoned  Ju st fou r 
months later when a m inisterial 
meeting broke up In disagreement 
over how to apportion share* of a 
lower overal ceding 

Some industry analyrsts said the 
o u tco m e of th e  m e e tin g  was 
unlikely to halt the erosion of oil 
price* that has eaten away at OPETs 
wealth and Influence In the past S '* 
year*

French derailment 

kills at least seven
SAINT-PIERRE-DU VAUVRAY. France (AP) — 

A passenger train traveling at about 100 mph and 
carrying hundreds of vacationers smashed mto a 
truck at a crossing on the Le Havre-Paris to e  
today, killing at least seven people and Injuring 
about 40, offIcUls said

Police put the number killed at 10, while the 
state-run National Railroad Administration said 
seven were dead. The rail administration origi­
nally said at least 15 people were killed

TTiere was no Immediate word on the nationali­
ties of the victims

OfflclaU said the train's first five cars were 
derailed In the collision at 8:15 a m at an auto­
matic crossing outside Saint-Pierre-du-Vauvray, 
about 62 miles west of Paris in the department, or 
sute, ofEure.

The cab of the truck was tossed 100 yards by 
the impact, and the driver was thought to be
among the dead. , , , .v .

The Injured were taken to hospitals In the 
cities of Rouen and Louvlers, and a first aid shel­
ter was set up In nearby Buvette

Rail officials and police declined to comment 
on the cause of the accident.

Reagan ready to fight 'confederation of terrorist states

WASHINGTON (AP) -  President 
Reagan today branded Iran. Cuba, 
Ubya. North Korea and Nicaragua 
as being part of a "confederation of 
terrorist su tes" and said they are 
engaged Tn acta of war against the 
governm ent and people of th e 
United SU tes"

“And under International law. 
Reagan said, “any state which Is the 
victim of acts of war has the right to 
defend Itself"

In a speech to the annual conven­
tion of the American Bar Assocla 
tkm. Ileagan called upon other gov

ernments to help wage war against 
terrorists

“Now much needs to be done by 
all of us In the community of civi­
lized nations,” he said

"We must act against the criminal 
menace of terrorism with the full 
weight of the law — both domestic 
and International We will act to 
indict, apprehend and prosecute 
those who commit the kind of atro­
cities the world has witnessed in 
recent weeks," Reagan added, refer­
ring to the ordeal of the 39 Ameri­
can hostage* held in Beirut and the

slaying of four Americarts in El Sal 
vador

There can be no place on earth 
left where It Is safe for these mon 
sters to rest, or train or practice 
their cruel and deadly skills, he 
decUred "We must act together, or 
unilaterally If necessary, to Insure 
that terrorists have no sanctuary,
anywhere " ,  .i, .

Reagan singled out Iran, Libya. 
Cuba, North Korea and Nicaragua In 
the prepared text of his remarks, 
saying. "1 submit to you that the 
growth In terrorism In recent yean

results from the Increasing Involve­
ment of these sutes in terrorism In 
every region of the world.

"TTiis is terrorism that is part of a 
pattern — the work of a confedera 
tlon of terrorist sutes.” he added 
"Most of the terrorlstt who are kid 
napping and murdering American 
citizens and attacking American 
InsUllations are being trained, fin 
anced and direcUy or indirectly con 
trolled by a core group of radical 
and toUllUiian governmenU, a new, 
international version of Murder, 
Inc., and all of these states are

united by one simple, criminal phe 
nomenon — their fanatical hatred of 
the United Su tes. our people, our 
way of life, our international su t 
ure ’’

He said the goal of terrorisU is to 
disorient the United Sutes, disrupt 
Its foreig n  policy , sow discord 
betw een A m erica and Its allies, 
frighten Third World countries and 
curb U.S. influence

"In short, to cause-us to retreat, 
r e tre n c h , to b eco m e ‘F o r tre ss  
America'....'' Reagan said

“That is the real reason these ter 
rorlst nations are arming, training 
and supporting atucks against this 
nation," he declared. “And that is 
why we can be clear on one point: 
th ese  te r ro r is t  s ta te s  a re  now 
engaged in acU of war against the 
g overnm ent and people o f the 
United su tes . And under Interna­
tional law. any sUte which Is the vic­
tim of acU of war has the right to 
defend Itself."

A controversy over the legality of 
County Commissioner Scott Welch 
ordering the maintenance of a road 
leading past his roping arena and 
home o i f o f  South Mldklff Road 
southwest of MkUand broke out In 

.County Commissioners’ Court this 
'morning.

Welch said the road Is a publicly- 
used county road.

Otl* Day, who lives south of Welch 
and Just north of Monahans Draw, 
contends it Is a prlvau road and not 
su b je ct to m ainten an ce by the 
county.

The SO-foot-wlde road was graded 
and covered with caliche In mid- 
June prior to the Cowboy Carnival, a

June 2M 0 event which helped kick 
off Midland's Centennial.

“It’s a county road,” Welch, 31, 
said today. “It's been malnUlned for 
(at least) 10 years."

By law, be said, a road automati­
cally becomes a county road if it’s 
used by the public for at least 10 
y e a r*  or I* m ain tain ed  by th e  
cfliunty.

"It’s as much of a county road as 
Mldkiff (Road) is,” Welch said. “I’m 
too big of a coward to do anything 
illegal,” he said.

In a Commissioners’ Courtroom 
crowded with those supporting and 
opposing maintenance of the road. 
Commissioner Durward Wright said 
Welch was “exercising his preroga­
tive’’ in maintaining the road.

"Maybe Mr. Scott (Welch) erred, 
Wright said. "1 dont think so.” 

However. BUI Harral. the county s 
consulting engineer, said f^ m e r  
C om m ission er D eW ayne 
• never did anything to it (the road) 
because It was a private road.

A petition circulated by Day askM 
Midland County officials to probe 
Into “the reason a new road was 
built from South Mldklff Road to

the Welch Arena recently by the 
county of Midland "  The spur from 
that road to W elch ’s arena and 
home is a dirt road.

In the petition, the sigtors said 
they were aware of the CentennW 
Celebration but felt a water truck 
could have handled the dust prob­
lem caused by traffic.

Gunn realized 
board 'misled'

W IC H ITA  F A L L S  (AP) 
Robert Gunn, who reportedly
will resign today as state orison 
board chairman, said it took him
years to realise prison officials 

[tlMwere misleading the board.
When he accepted an appoint­

ment to the board from then-Gov. 
Bill Clements four years, Gunn 
said he knew alm ost nothing 
about the Texas Department of 
Corrections.

“ 1 was rea lly  naive. I was 
scared. I know I looked awfully 
sjupld to them and I was. I felt 
vei7  Inadequate and very deter­
mined to learn,” the 60-year-old 
Wichita Fails oilman said.

Gunn has undergone a trial by 
f ir e  s in ce  th en , guiding the 
prison system through turbulent 
times as chairman of the board 
for the past 22 months.

But now, after pledging to help 
defeat Gov. Mark White’s reelec- 
tlon bid, Gunn will quit the board 
when colleagues try to oust him 
as chairman at the board meeting 
in Huntsville Monday, the Austin 
A m erican -S tatesm an  quoted 
board members as saying Satur 
day.

Gunn said it was only after 
almost two years on the board 
that he realized he was being 
spoon-fed m isinform ation by 
prison officials and duped into 
believing things were OK.

“You hate yourself for being 
conned by anybody. It hurts 
when you’re taken for a fool and 
a dummy,” said Gunn, who as 
chairman of Gunn Oil (^. is used 
to doing business on a handshake 
“’But I was in a situation where I 
was dealing with d eceit and 
dishonesty. Things began to sur­
face, and I realized I bad — we ail 
had — been shielded ”

The shield dropped suddenly at 
a July 1983 boaid meeting when 
Gunn, in a rare outburst of anger, 
told Estelle and fellow board

members he would not serve on a 
board whose members were kept 
in the dark by offlclata th ^  were 
supposed to oversee.

At the next board meeting, 
Gunn was elected chairman

“I was in a learning proceai 
then,” Gunn said. “So much was 
going on. So m uch had been 
withheld from us. I fe lt like a 
maverick in fighting a bunch of 
pros. The only thing I had going 
for me was not background or 
knowledge or anything etoe, but 
my own tenaciousneas. I hope it 
won.”

With Gunn’s prodding, the TDC 
took Its first reluctant steps into 
modern prison m anagem ent. 
Consultanto were hired to scruti­
nize the agency’s antiquated man­
agement and accounting proce­
dures, and federal court orders 
were obeyed instead of opposed.

“Previous chairm en I served 
under all thought it w u  their 
role to defend 'nX^. whereas Bob 
was making every effort to deter­
mine whether they deserved to 
be defended.” said former prison 
board member Harry Whitting­
ton.

During Gunn’s tenure, long­
tim e  d ir e c t o r  J im  E s te lle  
resigned under pressure, revela­
tions of financial mismanage­
ment accumulated and a land­
mark court ruling created tur­
moil and change in almost every 
area of prison conditions and 
Inmate righu.

Gunn stepped into the vacuum 
and virtually ran the beleaguered 
agency until Raymond Procunier 
was hired In May 1984 to replace 
Estelle, said Austin attorney Rick 
Gray

“It has been very, very close to 
a full-time effort for him," Gray, 
wbo was hired by the board in 
1981 to help the TDC resolve lu 
legal battles, told the American 
Statesman.

Government to test Trinity River
PALESTINE (AP) — The Department ot the Interior

Is about to undertake its ftn t atudy of a Texas river 
a look at how aewage discharged from the Dallas-Fort 
Worth area Is affecnng wildlife along the Trinity.

The federal Investigation, which Is expected to take 
45 days, will begin July 15, the Palestine Herald-Press
said.

“W ell be looking at pesticides and metals and petro­
leum byproducts," said contaminant specialist Roy 
Irwin of the UJL Fish and Wildlife Fort Worth field 
office.

He said such contaminants are known carcinogens 
and can cause birth defects.

‘T h e  Flsb and W ildlife Service has somewhat 
Increased Its emphasis in the last year or two on con­
taminant Issues. TO be starting out with a new contami­
nants program (In Texas!, the Trinity River Is the logi­
cal choice," he said.

The Fort Worth field office will test aS sites begin­
ning In south Fort Worth and ending near Palestine In 
late August.

'This will be a preliminary study designed to tell us 
if there Is a substantial problem In the Trinity If so, 
how best can we design our study next year to begin 
finding out what to do about It," Irwin said.

Earlier studies of the river have concentrated on 
oxygen deflciencloa, thought to be the chief cause of 
past fish kills on the IVlnRy and linked to Dallaa-Fort 
Worth area sewage diaduuges, Irwin said.

Tb« federal study will also consider oxygen levels, 
but the emphasis will be on fish samples, and analysts 
will search for all possible contaminants, he said.

The study will be in three stages beginning near Ben- 
brook Lake mi the west fork of the Trinity and at a 
central Dallas location between Loop 12 and Interstate 
20, Irwin said.

Five species of fish, turtles or crayfish will be col­
lected and shipped for testing, he said. Creel tests,

^ he same species captured during the first stage, 
made at 24 other sites downstream, and a n a l]^  

will compare the level of contaminants with earlier 
findings.

Irwin —m the study will focus on contaminants such 
as pesticides that often are difficult to detect 

Mme chemists and biologists attributed the oxygen 
drops to an Influx of raw sewage in the river.

“Its  a comMnation,*’ Irwin said, 'T here’s so much 
raw sewage (discharge) and so much storm-related 
bypass that there's a fair amount of raw sewage that 
ends up In the river," he said.

West Texas could go nutty on pistachios 
if salty water doesn't crack crop yields

PECXK (AP) — A C:allfornla pisuchio tree pow er 
says the tree Is adaptable to the West Texas climate, 
water and soil, but that transplanting the crop la 
another matter entirely.

“I think the trees can grow here, and they'll have 
nuts," said Corky Anderson, coowner of Pioneer Nur­
sery in Bakersfield “But we're not p in g  to tell these 
people they can have an Industry like we do (in C ^ - 
fornla)"

Anderson spoke Friday during a p isuchio  tree 
seminar attended by at least 00 West Texas farmers 
interested in learning more about the crop

Californians made 14,500 an acre on 10-year-old trees 
this year, a yield substantially higher than what West 
Texas farmers made from last year's cotton crop, said 
seminar organiser Gene Kribbs. wbo tends 1W acres of 
pisuchio trees near Pecos.

Anderson called the California pisuchio Industry "an

American success story” and added that the nuts have 
grown to a $300 million business in his su te over the 
past 10 yean.

But how the nut wUI react to West Texas growing 
conditions remains an unknown, he said, “Until some­
body grows them here, nobody really knows what to

When Henry Martinez Porter was 
15, he branded hlinaelf with utoos 
that proclaim “HATE” and TX)VE” 
on each of the fingers of his hands.

When Valerie MalUoux was 15, her 
older brotiier Henry, a Fort Worth 
policeman, was gunned down by the 
driver of a car he pulled over.

Porter was the driver.
That was nearly 10 years ago, but 

the hurt remains for Valerie Mall- 
loux.

“I feel a very big void,” she said. 
"T h ere  are a lot of Christmases 
when we miss him. On Mother's Day, 
on his birthday, my mother can't 
help but cry .”

Early Tuesday, Porter, who has 
been on Death Row for nearly eight 
years, will become the second Texas 
prisoner in two weeks and the fifth 
this year to be executed in Hunts­
ville unless last-minuU efforts to 
save him are successful. He has 
asked his attorneys to u ke no such 
action.

“I can accept whatever happens,” 
Porter said. “It doesn't do any good 
worrying about it."

Each of the fingers on his right 
band has a letter Inscribed in dark 
green. When he bolds up his hand 
with fingers close together, it spells 
the word "HATE" A similar Utoo on 
his left hand spells “LOVE.”

“I put them on myself," Porter 
said. “A lot of my friends were doing 
it. Later, I found out I couldn’t Uke 
them off ”

This is the third execution date 
for Porter, a former painter’s helper 
from San Antonio who was tried for 
th e M ailloux slaying and tw ice 
received the death sentence. The 
second conviction was appealed 
unsuccessfully all the way to the 
Supreme Court.

“Henry always has been a little 
philosophical about It,” said his 
attorney, Dennis Tor of Corpus 
C h r l^  “All he’s ever asked is, ‘Do 
anything you can for me.”’

But Tor acknowledged very little 
Is left to do.

“We have done everything we can 
do, short of some new evidence com­
ing fo r th ,” he said. "W e  have 
exhausted all of our legal avenues.

“Henry said be has accepted the 
fact, and be Is at peace with himaelf. 
He (Joesn’t want to be disturbed 
with false hope because of (appeals 
court) denials.”

Tor says the Nov. 29, 1975, shoot­
ing of liiilloux “was not a heinous 
crime. This is not like the Candy 
Man (executed killer Ronald Clark 
O'Bryan), who poisoned his kid 
There was very strong evidence of 
self defense.

“It was horrible but not as horri­
ble as some of the others.”

Valerie Mailloux vehemently dis­
agrees.

“He murdered my brother. He 
never should have been released,” 
she said of Porter, an acknowledged 
heroin addict with a long record 
that includes convictions of bur­
glary, robbery, assault, forgery and 
auto theft

Porter said he shot the officer in

th a t Soviet lead er Mikhail Gorba­
chev is firm ly  in charge, and 
consolidating power earlier in 
his ten u re than any recen t Sovi­
et leader. T h at could m ean a 
tougher, m ore assertive Gorba­
ch ev  w hen th e  S o v ie t le a d e r  
m e e ts  P r e s id e n t  R e a g a n  fo r  
th e ir  “get-acquainted  sum m it" 
th is fa ll in Europe.

T h e  p ro m p tn e ss  o f  G o rb a ­
chev’s appointm ent as ch ief of 
th e Soviet Com m unist P arty  af­
te r  th e  la te  Soviet leader Kon­
s ta n t in  C h e rn e n k o  d ied  la s t 
M arch m ade It apparent Gorba­
chev was already on a fast track . 
Q uite obviously, th e  ruling P olit­
buro had already chosen th e rel­
atively youthful, 54-year-old Gor­
bachev fo r th e  leadership’s top 
spot.

R ecently , his hold on power 
w as v isib ly  and  d ram atica lly  
strengthened. Grigory V. Roma 
nov, once considered a principal 
G orbachev rival, was uncerem o­
niously dumped from  the 13- 
m em ber Politbüro. Andrei Gro­
m yko. the Soviet U nion’s foreign 
m inister for the last 28 years and 
a staunch G orbachev ally, was 
appointed by G orbachev to be 
president of the Soviet Union, a 
cerem onial but nonetheless pres-

tlgious post.
C orrection  fo r Third editorial 

G o r b a c h e v  t h e n  e le v a t e d  
Eduard A. Shevardnadze, a party 
o ffic ia l from  Soviet G e o r ^ ,  to 
th e  Politburo  and also nam ed 
him  foreign  m inister. Shevard­
nadze’s re lative lack  o f experi­
en ce  In International relations 
could w ell signal a g reater fo r­
eign-policy role fo r his m entor, 
M ikhail G o rb ach ev . F o r  good 
m easure, G orbachev also engi­
neered  th e  appointm ent of two 
new m em bers o f th e  party s pow­
erfu l secretariat. B oth  are Gor­
bachev allies.

These personnel changes, tak­
en tog ether with th e elevation 
last April o f th ree  G orbachev al­
lies to  fu ll voting m em berships 
on th e Politburo, would seem  to 
give Mikhail G orbachev u nprece­
dented authority  for som eone so 
recen tly  elevated to  th e K rem ­
lin ’s top Job. No one in th e W est 
can  know , of course, how boldly 
G orbachev will wield this newly 
consolidated power eith er with­
in  th e  Soviet Union or beyond its 
borders.

B u t it seem s dram atically  evi­
d ent th at th e era  o f a rigidly or­
thodox Soviet leadership domi­
nated by aged, ailing m en is 
draw ing to a close. On balance, 
one m ight well surm ise th at this 
portends an even tougher chal­
lenge for th e W est.

U.S. television Is at once the 
best and th e worst at han­
dling an event like the 

TW A h o su g e crisis. It can  U ke 
us instantly to the scene of the 
crim e, show us the people in­
volved, both the victim s and the 
crim inals, and let us listen to 
them  U lk. It can answ er most of 
our questions about what is hap­
pening and why, fascinating us 
with its im mediacy and drama.

And yet —  w ithout TV th ere 
probably wouldn’t  have been a 
h ijacking in th e first place.

T elev ision  has ch an g ed  th e 
world. T he medium may not be 
the message but it is th e reason 
for many events that otherw ise 
would not occur, not because ’TV 
plans it that way but because 
th a t  is in h e r e n t  in  its  v ery  
nature.

D em onstrators dem onstrate to 
a ttract th e ’TV cam eras. P oliti­
cians hold press con feren ces be­
cause they know all th e cam eras 
will com e. Candidates fly around 
a state or a nation, stopping at 
airports and reading statem ents 
over and over in front of local 
lenses because that Is how you 
get on th e 10 o’clock news.

P u t a TV cam era in the fa ce  of 
a sp e cu to r  at a baseball gam e 
and. if  he knows it’s th ere, he 
im m ediately becom es a d ifferen t 
p erso n  —  w aving, g rim acin g , 
gesturing.

P u t a TV  cam era in the face  of 
th e  world and it, too, becom es 
d iffere n t. T erro iisU  h ijack  an 
a irp lane because they know tele­
vision will le t them  instantly air 
th e ir  grievances In fron t of an 
au dien ce o f countless millions.

B u t g rie v a n ce s  a re  n o th in g  
new  In th e  world. Fam ous griev- 
an ts throu ghou t history —  the 

barons at Runnym ede. 
th e  rebels a t F o rt Su m ter, the 
B o lsh e v ik s  in  R u ssia , th e  sit-

down strik ers at Ford Motor — 
would have loved th e TV cam ­
eras if they had only been avail­
able to help them  spread their 
com plaints of in ju stice.

Post-m ortem s of the TW A hi­
jack ing  raise the inevitable ques­
tion: W hat would have happened 
if TV  had refused to cover it, 
denying the world stage to the 
terrorists?

The question is a waste of 
tim e. TV  is not going to Ignore 
such an event, nor should it. All 
of us who sat in fron t of our TV 
sets because we wanted to see 
what was going on should know 
that.

Should 'TV people have con­
ducted them selves with m ore ci­
vility? Of course; th ere w ere 
many instances of boorish be­
havior or worse, mostly growing 
out of the com petitive pressures.

TV  also needs to set some rules 
for itself, although it may not be 
able to  en fo rce  them  except by 
holding violators up to public 
contem pt. Networks need to re ­
sist being m anipulated by news­
m akers —  especially, as in this 
case, terrorists. W hen broadcast­
ing statem ents and interview s 
w ith  h o s ta g e s , th e y  n eed  to  
m ake sure their view ers under­
stand th at the hostages still are 
prisoners and are saying only 
w hat is prudent and only what 
th e ir captors want them  to say.

B u t TV will not, cannot, should 
n o t co m p le te ly  b la ck  ou t an 
event of this kind. Governm ents 
and peoples will simply have to 
learn  how to deal with such trag­
ic occu rren ces in a world that 
te le v is io n  sh a p e s  as w ell as 
reports.

In the old days, b e fo re  PAN 
emerged as a viable opposition par 
ty, the PRI would have had nothing 
to worry about. But disturbances 
have broken out In recent years 
when vote fraud had been too 
obvious.

According to a topeecret US. In­
telligence report on de la Madrid’s 
strategy meeting, one of the two 
Cabinet ministers made an astonish­
ing suggestion; Perhaps the restive 
northern sutes would secede from

Mexico and Join the United Sutes. 
Far from being pooh-poohed, this 
off-the-wall scenario was seconded 
by de la Madrid, who said the United 
Sutes would certainly acquiesce In 
the annexation of the breakaway 
Mexican sutes.

This snatch of high-level conversa­
tion may strike Americana as totally 
divorced from reality, but that’s be­
side the point What maturs la that, 
almost a century and a half after the 
U3. war with Mexico and the annex­
ation of Texas. New Mexico, Arizona 
and California, responsible Mexican 
leaders are still paranoid about the 
poasiblllty of a Yankee conquest 
Gen. Buck Jack Pershing’s punitive 
expedition 400 miles into Mexico In 
191# may be ancient history to us. 
but It seems like only yesterday to 
Mexicans.

But If the Mexicans are still nurs­
ing psychic wounds over long-ago 
grievances, there's a certain conve­
nient »mriMta on this Side of the Rio 
Grande. In fact, one of the big diffi­
culties In U.S.-Mcxlcan reUtlons (and 
in U.S.-Nicaraguan relations, for 
that matter) is the Insensitivity of 
American officials to our Latin 
neighbors’ fear of Yankee aggres­
sion. which to them are solidly 
founded In history.

The SUU Department, at least, 
has long been aware of both the dif­
ficulties between the United Sutes 
and Mexico and the Imporunce of 
trying to erase them. 'There (are) 
forces so powerful that the com­
bined efforu of leaders here and In 
Mexico can only Influence them at 
the margin,” a secret department re­
port sUtes. T h e  problents of illegal 
ImmlgranU, narcotics and social In­
equality are forces of this magni­
tude. These problems will be Impor 
tant to us: Mexican and American 
societies are becoming Interwoven 
to the point of symbiosis."

The SUU Department’s concern 
over Mexico and lu  seemingly Insur- 
mounUble problems la shared In a 
fiighunlng way by the Pentagon 
The Defense Intelligence Agency 
has actually made a secret study of 
how many Army divisions It would 
u ke U seal off the l.aS9-mlle border 
with Mexico to stop an expected del-

uge of panlc-strlken refugees In case 
of revolu tion  ■*or widespread
violence.

Footnou; Reagan administration 
officials don’t want to talk about 
Mexico’s problems. Repeated re- 
quesu for Interviews were rejected, 
and a respected prlvau group, the 
Center for Inumatlonal Security, 
had to cancel a seminar on the sub­
ject because no administration offi­
cial would agree to take part In a 
public discussion.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Members 

of Congreea torn this week from 
Fourth of July speechmaking to the 
tougher tasks of writing new farm 
programs, agreeing on a federal

Members of House and Senate 
agriculture c o n ^ tte e s  have been

ing the need to cut soaring farm  
subsidy costs with the gloomv finan­
cial predicament of many farmers 
has so far been difficult.

Tbe way will be no clearer this 
week, as t te  full House Agriculture 
Committee begins iU line-by-line 
review of programs from milk price 
supports to wheat export subsidies.

In the Senate, where the Agricul­
ture Committee has been yappUng 
with the same questions for more 
than six weeks, senators have com­
mitted themselves to reach basic

“You’re trying to expand competi­
tiveness of American agriculture in 
foreign markets. There are concerns 
with preserving farm income at the 
time of a credit crisis.

National parks chief Mott 
plans changes, renewal

Six years after 'gentleman bandit' case, 
cleared priest aids others falsely accused

WASHINGTON — In bis o ffice 
here. William Penn Mott has cleared 
away a large wall next to his desk. In 
that space the new director of the 
National Park Service plans to hang 
a photograph by Ansel Adams, a 
huge landscape of the Big Sur coast 
that w u a personal gift to Mott from 
tbe artist's widow

P a rk  S e r v ic e  la w y e rs  h ave 
expressed some reservations If the 
photograph ts bung In a federal 
office. It Just may become the prop­
erty of the federal government But 
wherever the photographs ends up. 
IU presenution to tbe new parks 
director Is symbolic of the contrast 
betw een  Mott and most o th er 
environmental officials appointed 
by tbe Reagan administration Mott, 
a 75-year-old Californian, was a long 
time friend of Adams and his col 
league In promoting new wildemeaa 
parks in the West It Is with tome 
Irony, then, that Mott has come to 
work for an adm inistration with 
whom Adams carried on a very pub 
lie war over environmental policy 
But for Mott this kind of Irony Is 
not new

In 1907, Mott was named chief of 
CallfomU's parks by then-Gov Ron 
aid Reagan Just about tbe time the 
new g ov ern or was Issu ing his 
famous assessment about redwoods 
Seen one, aeen them all. Seven years 
later, when Mott left hU poet, tbe 
size of su te parks system nad dou 
bled

So when Mott arrived In Washing 
ton early last month, he brought 
with him the enthusiastic support of 
virtually every national environ- 
m enul organization. At his confir­
mation bearings In May repreaenu- 
tlves from  the S ierra  Club, the 
National Audubon Society and tbe 
W ilderness Society  lined up to 
applaud Mott's abilities.

Mott capitalizing on the support, 
has lost little time in proposmg ini­
tiatives that could produce slgnifl 
cant changes In many of the coun­
try's 334 national parks, monumenu. 
seashores and h is to rica l s ites 
Among the m ajor proposals are 
these

— Renewal of the park acquisition 
program that was scuttled by Watt. 
Mott says be would like to see a new 
park In tb e  F lo rid a  Keys and 
another, perhaps in Oklahoma, to 
preserve a portion of the great prai­
rie that once covered mid America

— Limiution of visttors at some of 
th e most popular areas of the 
national parks, such as Yosemite val­
ley Mott says overcrowding has 
degraded what he describes as the 
"quality experience” of the parks 
and has proposed studl« to deter­
mine the carrying capacity of most 
popular sites. Other candidates for 
limitation are portions of Yellow­
stone. Grand Teton. Mt Rusbmore 
and Grand Canyon National parks

— A management trade between 
California su te  parks in the red 
woods parks and federal parkland in 
the SanU Monica MounUlns near 
Los Angeles

1979 He was arrested aher a woman 
who claimed to have had an affair 
with him gave authorities a photo­
graph of the priest that resembled a 
composite sketch of tbe suspect in 
the holdups

Six months later, midway through 
his trial. Ronald Clouser. a Pennsyl­
vania man who bore some resem

blance to tbe tall, balding priest, 
confessed to being the robber that 
victims had described as being well- 
dressed and polite.

Tbe charges against Pagano, at the 
time a priest in Maryland, were dis- 
missed, and the prosecutor apolo­
gized in court, but the priest filed a 
civil suit against several Delaware 
police officers.

A federal Jury last year rejected 
his request for monetary damages, 
but an appeal Is pending

For the past three years, Pagano 
has been staying at Holy Trinity 
Church in Bridgewater, about 12 
miles northwest of New Brunswick, 
after being Invited there by the Rev. 
William Hewin. a long-time friend

"Tbe normal routine of being a 
parish priest Is what I've been 
doing,” he said during a recent 
Interview at St. Peter's Hospiul m 
New Brunswick, where he says Mass 
once a week.

Pagano said that the Archdiocese 
of Wilmington. Del., gave him a 
leave to pursue litigation but that he 
would like a parish of his own else­
where once the case is settled.

"With the aura of all this. 1 don’t

think it would be beneficial to tbe 
peop le I would s e r v ic e ,” said 
Pagano. “In areas like here, people 
are aware, but they aren't that much 
aware.”

Pagano, associate pastor at St. 
Mary’s Refuge of Sinners in Cam­
bridge. Md., when arrested, said tbe 
diocese did not offer support such as 
paying for an attorney or making a 
statement on his behalf.

He said he sometimes wished his 
criminal trial had nm its course so 
be could have had a chance to prove 
his Innocence. But he said be had no 
hard feelings toward Clouser

“As I walked Into the room, be 
stood up and was crying,” Pagano 
said of their first m eeting “He 
asked me to forgive him 1 said there 
IS nothing to forgive.”

The conduct (rf the Delaware state 
police, however, still angers him.

"Once they had committed them­
selves. they were not going to look 
bad." he said of four state troopers 
be sued "The court apologized, but 
the police were still saying I'm 
guilty"

Allegations about his personal life 
made during the civil trial might

have contributed to the Jury’s deci­
sion not to award any damages, he 
admitted.

The 38-year-old wonoan who pro­
vided the photographs that led to his 
arrest testified that she had had an 
affair with Pagano

“My relationship with (her) was 
not anything illicit,” he said. “In 
fact, I thought it was something very 
special. Her family and my family 
were very close ”

Pagano also denied accusations 
that he bad falsified his academic 
credentials and said he once entered 
a wrestling match, using what one 
attorney said was the name The Mad 
Monk, to help raise money for the 
retarded and handicapped

"They (the activ ities) w eren 't 
exactly acceptable in tbe eyes of the 
bishop at tbe time, but they weren’t 
bad things.” he said.

A fter his exoneration , Pagano 
appeared on television talk shows 
and was swamped with offers to 
turn his story into a book or movie. 
In 1961. CBS aired a two-hour movie 
called "The Gentlem an Bandit,” 
which was repeated recently.

Becker youngest Wimbledon champion

Boris Becker kisses trophy after becoming the youngest player 
ever to win the Wimbledon tennis championship Monday.

WIMBLEDON, England — In a kingdom 
famed for its ceremonial changings of the 
guard, the one staged at the All England Lawn 
Tennis Club was something special What it 
lacked in visual splendor, the grass on Centre 
Court having been ground to dust during the 
course of the tournament, it offset with dramat 
ic tension. Not only was youth served at Wim­
bledon, but it did some powerful serving of its 
own.

Attentiop, ladies and gentlemen. Or, in the 
native tongue of Boris Becker, achtung! The 
world not only has a new tennis champion but 
it may be on the verge of a new era. l i ie  baby 
boomers have turned over an ace.

In an event that sparkled with fresh faces, 
the brightest and most engaging belonged to a 
17 year-old son of a West German architect, a 
teen ager who was either too cool or too naive 
to know he had no business playing with grown 
men At a tournament that prizes tradition 
above all else. Becker challenged the past and 
won.

NEVER HAD anyone so young claimed a 
men's title here. Never had an unseeded player 
won a singles championship. Never had a Ger­
man male ascended to the throne of tennis 
Becker changed all of the above in the course of 
one sunlit, summer afternoon Game, set and 
match

Becker, who had won only one previous event 
on the men's tour (three weeks earlier at the 
nearby Queen's Clubi, climaxed a remarkable 
month by wearing dow n eighth seeded Kevin 
Curren. 8-3,87 (4-7), 7-6 (7-3), 84, Sunday before a 
capacity crowd that included several assorted 
princes and princesses As if to prove his hu 
manity, the youngster double-faulted twice in 
the final game, including once at match point 
But that didn't fool Curren, his 27-year-old op-

ponent who had routed defending champion 
Johh'McEnroe and Jimmy Connors in succes­
sive matches to qualify for the final.

“I should have had the advantage," said Cur­
ren, a South African native who became a U.S. 
citizen four months ago. “Being older, being to 
the semifinals in a previous year, being on Cen­
tre Court. Maybe he was too young to know 
about all that stu ff"

What it came down to, in the final analysis, 
was that Becker had the right stuff all along. 
Curren noted that the youngster hadn't been 
required to play any of the top four seeds, each 
of whom was eliminated before the final for the 
first time in 34 years at Wimbledon, and spot­
lighted his deficiency in hitting the low volley. 
Yet, the loser also praised his opponent for the 
comebacks he had made in stirring five-set 
matches against seventh-seeded Joakim Nys- 
trom and 16th-seeded Tim Mayotte and conclud­
ed. "Basically, that says he's got the qualities of 
a champion"

He proved so one last time Sunday The mo­
ment of truth occurred in the eighth game of 
the third set after Curren had forged ahead for 
the first time in the match by breaking Becker 
with a perfectly placed backhand pass down 
the line. At that point, Becker said, "I told my­
self, “Come on, let's go for It and try to win 
every point"*

And the manchild promptly broke back to 
even the set with a full-blooded backhand that 
landed just inside the baseline and sucked the 
breath out of spectators in the old arena 
Becker celebrated by pumping both his fists 
and doing a little dance that would have earned 
him a five yard penalty had it occurred in a 
National Football League end zone. “When 1 
broke him back to four," he said, “now 1 
thought. 'I'm going to win.'"

“THE TWO games I served prior to that," 
Curren said, “I felt I picked up something new I 
jammed the ball into his backhand He didn't 
make a return at all

“I just wanted to u ke something off the serve 
and keep it in. But he hit all the shou.” And, 
suddenly, Curren was down 0-40 on a serve that 
had been broken only five previous times in the 
tournament, including once in Sunday’s first 
set. He saved two of the break points with a 
service winner and a backhand voUey and, at 
30-40, he thought he had Becker pinned behind 
the baseline.

“I didn’t want to take a chance with a big 
volley," Curren said, “but I felt it was deep. He 
just ripped a good shot.” Seven months ago. he 
recalled, he had Mats Wilander down 3-S in the 
third set of the Australian Open final, lost the 
set in a tie breaker and was defeated in four 
sets. This time he fought off three set points in 
the 10th and 12th games, fell behind ¿0 in the 
tie breaker, won the next three points and then 
succumbed when Becker exploded a forehand 
at the server’s feet.

Any chance he had for a comeback was 
dashed in the first game of the fourth set. Lead 
ing 300, Curren said, "I just went into a bit of a 
slump on my first serve. And he jumped on my 
second ’’ Becker ran off the next four points, 
breaking Curren with a forehand crosscourt re­
turn off a second serve.

That was that. Curren served only 40 per cent 
in the match, compared with 65 percent in the 
demolition of Connors Part of the falloff he 
attributed to Becker’s ability to return winners 
and the pressure it placed on him to make per 
feet shots. The man did serve 19 aces, but 
Becker did even better

THE 8 2  youngster saved his 20th ace for the 
final game of the match It occurred at 30-16 
and left him one point away from victory. But, 
with the crowd screeching as he walked around 
the barren baseline, be took a deep breath, 
waited for the noise to subside and served a 
fault. The he did it again and thousands 
moaned. Still, he had another chance and made 
the best of it, booming a serve deep into the ad 
corner where Curren did well just to get the

It was the second straight victory for Unser, who won 
the U.S. Grand Prix at the New Jersey Meadowlands 
eight days earlier.

This winning effort was the team’s sixth victory In its 
last seven games. The Stars, with a 10-7-1 regular-season 
record, took a 20-17 decision over the Generals In their 
playoff last Monday night.

It has been a remarkable surge for the team that 
moved from Philadelphia before this season. The Stars 
won only one of their first five games this season.

“Somehow we ntanaged to battle back,” said Jim 
Mora, the head coach, after Sunday's game. “We fought 
off a lot of adversity. Nobody knows all that we’ve been 
through this year."

Sunday’s game was easy. Jonathan Sutton, the cor­
nerback. Intercepted the first pass attempted by the 
SUlllons' quarterback. Cliff Stoudt, and ran 36 yards 
down the sideline for a touchdown only 1 minute 46 
seconds into the game.

The Stars’ quarterback, who has started every game 
In the team’s history, performed with his usual calm 
and control. He completed 10 of 16 passes for 210 yards 
and the touchdowns to Harrison and Bryant. He was 
not intercepted.

Stoudt, an undistinguished quarterback a year ago 
when the Stallions also lost a semifinal playoff game to 
the Stars, never seemed to recover from Sutton’s 
interception.

He attempted 50 passes and completed 29 for 327 
yards, most of them without consequence.

“There were times today when I wished  ̂ could have 
crawled Into a hole,” be said later Sunday.

(GHCAGO (API — Al Lopez, the 
amUble “Señor’’ of baseball who 
twice broke the New York Yankees’ 
chain-of-pennant-command. Is as ex­
cited about the game as ever

Unlike others who have gone Into 
retirement and think the “good old 
days” will always remain the best, 
the 78year-old Lopez thinks the 
game is far better today than In the 
past.

“There’s nothing wrong with the 
game.” Lopez said last weekend dur 
Ing a visit to Comlskey Park for an 
Old Timers’ game Involving the 1959 
World series adversaries — his Chi 
cago U’hlte Sox and the Los Angeles 
Dtxlgers

“The game Is doing great,” said 
Lopez, who holds the major league 
record  of having caught 1.918 
games “A lot of things happened 
that 1 thought would hurt the game, 
but it didn’t work out that way I 
thought free agency would wreck 
the game

“T thought a team like the Dodgers 
that can draw 3 million people could 
buy up all the players they wanted.” 
Lopez said "But they didn’t do It. 
Gene Autry (the CallfornU Angels’ 
owner) and George Stelnbrenner 
(the New York Yankees’ owner) 
tried It but weren’t all that success­
ful at it.

“On the other band, look at what 
Detroit did last year working within 
the organization. They won the 
World Series.”

Winning the World Series Is some  ̂
thing Lopez never achieved, a l­
though he did win pennants at 
Cleveland In 1954 and with the 
White Sox In 1959 Managing those 
teams to pennants was a major 
breakthrough, and the only years 
the Yankees failed to win pennanu

from 1949 through 1964
“The greatest years of my life," 

said the Señor, whose Indians were 
swept In four straight by the New 
York Giants and whose White Sox 
loBt In six games to the Dodgers in 
1959

‘“1 wasn't surprised the 1969 club 
won the pennant, we bad great 
pitching and defense The club came 
together, while the Yankees had a 
bad year In fact, they finished third 
and Geveland was the team we had 
to beat ”

Lopez said he also thought the 
strike In 1961 would hurt the game 
by turning the fans off

"Fortunately, that didn’t happen.” 
said Lopez “The fans quickly forgot 
about It and came out stronger than 
ever fra  afrBid that might not hap­
pen again If there Is another strike I 
hope the owners realize that and try 
to do something and get together 
with the players to prevent a strike.

"A strike would hurt both sides. It 
would hurt baseball and I think the 
fans will say “Those guys are getting 
enough money' and that they’ll re­
sent another strike ’’

Lopez, a member of baseball's Hall 
of Fame, does not like the désignât 
ed hitter rule as far as managing 
goes, but would approve It “if that’s 
what the fans want It Ukes away

.\nd then, back to .Nicaragua. .\ s- 
- debate began in the Senate, Dole took 

to the floor to urge support for the 
president’s program.

He then shuttled to a reception for 
Sen. Jake Garn. R-Utah, who had just 
returned to Capitol Hill after a g u r­
ney aboard the space shuttle Disco- 
\ery.

The Contra aid bill passed the Sen­
ate and Dolei’̂ along with Sh ultz , 
appeared before reporters clamoring 
for reaction. Then Dole was off to rec­
ord radio spots for future airing.

Things aren’t much easier for Dole 
when he returns to his home state of 
Kansas. During a recent weekend visit, 
he stopped in Fort Leavenworth, Kan­
sas City, Olathe, Overland Park, Hut­
chinson, and. Manhattan.

He gave three speeches, held two 
press conferences and received an 
award and a key to the City of Kansas 
City, Kan. He. also made remarks at 
two association functions, held two pri­
vate meetings, attended two recepticMis, 
two luncheons, one dinner, a ground­
breaking and a ribbon cutting, and 
served as Grand Marshal of the Kansas 
Pride Day Parade.

MINEOLA (AP) — Its engines wail­
ing like giant buzz saws, the Embryo 
Express Uxled down the runway of 
the small country airport and lifted 
slowly into the air.

Uining microscopic cattle embryos, 
was stowed safely inside the passen 
ger compartment.

A pproxim ately  th re e  tim es a 
week, the prop plane Dies back and 
forth between Dallas and a small 
commercial genetics laboratory at 
the 3.(XX>acre headquarters of Long- 
crier Farms in the lake district of 
East Texas.

The small Beechcraft airplane fer­
ries the frozen embryos, which con- 
Uin the seeds of a new generation of 
supercattle, from Mineóla to Dallas- 
Fort Worth International Airport, 
where they are flown to cattle oper­
ations throughout the world.

At Longcrier Farms and a handful 
of other Texas labs specializing in 
livestock production, technology is 
revolutionizing com m ercial cattle 
breeding. Using advanced genetics 
research and intricate embryo trans­
plant procedures, veterinary embry- 
ologisU are rapidly creating new 
herds of cattle.

The new technology has helped 
spawn a potentially multlbilllon-dol- 
lar industry that is helping Ameri­
can ranchers dramatically Improve 
their herds and promises to trans­

But shortly after the polls closed Sunday eve­

ning, the Institutional Revolutionary Party — in 
power for 56 years — claimed victory for Its can­
didates in the governor’s races in the two north­
ern states of Nuevo Leon and Sonora. The party, 
though, acknowledged not having the full resulU.

Violence broke out near the Arizona border 
when about 200 supporters of the opposition 
National Action Party threw r<Kks at Uie police 
station and burned five patrol cars, authorities 
reported. They were protesting the detention of 
16 youths for electoral disturbances.

National Action, the main opposition party, 
charged widespread voting fraud.

-iliis removes the democratic mask of this gov­
ernm ent,” said Adalberto Rosas Lopez, the 
party’s gubernatorial candidate in Sonora.

Added Fernando Canales Claiiond, the party’s 
gubernatorial candidate in Nuevo Leon, “We 
won’t let the maximum authorities wash their 
hands of this.”

News reports indicated a heavier turnout than 
In past elections. Polls in Sonora and Nuevo Leon 
remained open later than scheduled so those in

The two most closely watched races were for 
governor in heavily industrialized Neuvo Leon, 
along the Texas border, and the rich agricultural 
state of Sonora, ]ust south of Arizona.

National Action, known by its Spanish acronym 
of PAN, had put together a strong challenge In 
those two sutes as well as In the central state of 
Guanajuato.

Rodolfo Felix Valdes, gubernatorial candidate 
in Sonora for the Institutional Revolutionary 
Party, or PRI, claimed a 3-1 margin of victory 
over his main opponent, Rosas Lopez.

In Nuevo Leon, PRI gubernatorial candidate 
Jorge Trevino claimed victory after receiving 
about half the resuiu. His opponent, Canales 
aarlond. gathered about 250 supporters in front 
of the governor’s palace to protest electoral 
fraud.

At San Luis Rio Colorado, near the Arizona bor 
der, police said the crowd of protesters included 
PAN Mayor Fausto Ochoa Medina, whose son was 
among the 16 youths u k en  into custody.
