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Lawmakers, 
Reagan talk 
about budget

WASHINGTON (AP) — Houie 
S peaker Thom ai P O 'N eill Jr. 
Instated today t ^ t  Preatdent Reagan 
had abandoned a con troversia l 
freeae on Social Security benefits, 
despite claims by Republican leaders 
that talk of sealing a long budget 
Impasse may be premature.

"Everybody agreed on both sides 
— the votes weren't out there to 
touch Social Security In any way, 
shape or form,'* O'Neill toM report 
ert.

O'Neill made his remarks as House 
and Seiute budiget conferees gath 
ered at the White House for a bar 
gaining seastoo with President Rea 
gan designed to get the stalled talks 
moving again

Leaders of both parties emerged 
from a private meeting with Reagan 
at the w hite House late Tuesday 
claiming that progress was being 
made toward budget accord on the 
two main obstacles to agreement — 
Social Security benefttt and defense 
spending

But Democrats present at the ses­
sion had a dtffarent Interpretatioo 
than RepubUcans of just bow much 
progress bad been made. Demo- 
crauc leaders procUlmed that Social 
Security limits ware now “off the 
table'' In terms of sssamhllng a com­
promise dendtradoctloa plan.

But S en ate  M ajority  L ead er 
Robert Dole toM reporters “tbere 
was no dedaloo to take anything off 
the table."

“I didn't get the same message 
that be lo t.'' O'Neill said today. 
"Social Security...cost of living 
Increases were absolutely off the 
Ubie"

Late Tuesday, Dole said a compro­
mise without scaling back Social 
Security benefits was “an option," 
but tlu t before H could be consid­
ered. budget negotiators would have 
to figure out how to come up with 
the 122 billion over three years that 
the Senale-paaaed Social Security 

lid have sfreete wouk > saved
'There was no m entlOD of making 

up 122 billion," O'Neill Insisted 
today,.

Still. Dole conceded that It was

unlikely that a one-year freeze on 
Social Security benefits like the one 
in the budget approved by the Repu- 
blcan-run Senate and endorsed by 
Reagan could ever win final con­
gressional approval

And be conceded for the first time 
that a firul compromise dropping 
th e  Social S ecu rity  freeze  In 
exchange for other spending cuts 
was a dhtinct possibllty

He added that, while Social Secu­
rity was not off the ubie, “It's on the 
edge."

Dole said budget negotiators 
would have to look in other pUces to 
nutch the 122 billion that the Social 
Security freeze would save over the 
next three years — and said until 
such uvlngs could be Identified. It 
was too early to talk about a com­
promise

White House spokesman Larry 
Spcakea said today, “It Is obvious 
t ^ t  there Is an Impasse It will be 
difficult to get approval of a Social 
Security CX)LA freete However, we 
have got to  find  som eth ibg  to 
replace those uvtngs.“

The top-level session came only 
hours after Reagan's budget direc­
tor, David Stockman, a nujor partic­
ipant In the effortt to reach a bud­
get com prom ise, announced bis 
resign sthm.

Budget negotiators and White 
House officials had earlier dlsclooed 
progress toward a tenUUve agree­
ment on another nujor difference 
— defense spetxllng

Both budgets call for spending 
cutt that would reduce the rution's 
1200 billion deficit by some IB0 bil­
lion next year — but the Sciute ver­
sion would include the Social Secu­
rity freeze while allowing defense 
spending to rise with the rate of 
mfiatioo.

The budget approved by the Dem­
ocratic-run House would protect 
Social Security  Increases while 
freezing defense spending at ISBS 
levels.

Teen to solo in several craft today

Today, on bis 16th b irth d ay , 
Jimmy Koonce soared Into the air 
via airplanes and soloed again and 
again.

“It was all easy and srxKWth.” he 
said momenu after he soloed shortly 
after dawn today in an 180-horse­
power Beechcraft Sundowner at 
idldland Regkmal Alrporl

The 6-foot-dVi youth seemed calm, 
relaxed, comfortable and eager to 
fly again.

"Take-offs and landings looked 
real good to me," his father and 
flight instructor. 47-year-old Jim 
Koonce of Midland, told his son. 
"Congratulations, son ”

“Great. Glad. I'm proud,” M id  his 
mother, Jeanle.

At the controlled airport. Jimmy 
soloed between flights of commer 
clal, corporate and private aircraft 

His parents and his girlfriend. 
Shelly Rumbaugh, 15, gave the stu­
dent pilot a ^ t  of aviation patches 
and  a sk y -b lu e  T -sh irt mono- 
grammed with the Pilot's Prayer;

“ Lose not thy airspeed lest the 
ground rise up and smite thee.”

He donned the T-shirt only after 
his dad, in the tradition of aviation, 
cut the tall out of his son’s solo shirt

“Do It again. Jim .” Shelly said 
encouragingly, and Jimmy climbed 
into another aircraft, a Beechcraft 
Skipper, in his quest to fly several 
aircrafts in a day's soloing. "It's 
going to be a piece of cake,” Shelly
M id

The father M id  his son has talent 
as an aviator.

“HE’S BEEN competent (to fly 
solo) for quite awhile.” Koonce saJd, 
“but legal, no.”

Sixteen is the earliest age at which 
the Federal Aviation Administration 
will perm it a person to solo in a 
powered aircraft.

“All of his life, off and on, he's 
been handling the controls," said 
Koonce, manager of the aviation 
departm ent of Adobe Oil A Gas 
Corp.

“Dsvld ^ockman has served with 
dedication and dlstlnctloo." Reagan 
said Tuesday In a W hite House 
announcement that the director of 
the Office of Management and Bud­
get was leaving.

“His tireless effort to bring fiscal 
dtsdpUne to the federal government 
and ensure economic stability for 
the country are deeply appreciated,” 
the president added.

Stockman's departure sometime 
this year had been widely assumed.

It is "something that’s been in the 
works for a long time,” said Edwin 
L  Dale Jr., Stockman’s spokesman. 
“He had told them all over tbere (at 
the White House) that he would see 
(It) through one more budget cycle.”

With the current congressional 
budget talks aiparmitly heading for 
a compromise and the administra­
tion needing to begin preparatlona 
for the budget It wlU submn to C ^ - 
gress early next year, this appeared 
to be the easiest time for Stockman 
to announce his departure.

Salomon Bros., a New York invest­
ment banking firm, said that Stock- 
man will become a m a n a g in g  direc­
tor Nov. 1 with responslDillBes for 
c o rp o ra te  an d  g o v e rn m e n ta l  
finance.

Stockman’s salary as budget dlrec-

tor was 875,100 a year. Craig Lewis 
of Salomon Brothers’ public rela­
tions firm, Adams and Rinehart, Mid 
Stockman's new salary would not be 
disclosed.

Those m entioned  as possible 
replacements for Stockman include;

—Commerce Secretary Malcolm 
Baldrlge. B. Jay Cooper, Baldiige's 
p rc M  secreury.

BEN ARNOLP, Texas (AP) — The 
afternoon sun has chased away a 
thunderstorm , and now the only 
sound around Ben Arnold is that of 
dom inoes b e in g  s lap p ed  on a 
wooden table at tbe town's most 

pular hangout ^  ^
It's an old, small shack built from 

the leftovers of a demolished house 
about 25 years ago, something to 
provide shelter for those wanting to 
play dominoes, chew tobacco and 
tell jokes with the boys now and 
then.

About a dozen men, mostly retired 
farm ers from the Milam County 
c o m m u n i t y  north of Cameron, are 
whiling away this afternoon in tradi­
tional style.

“Why don't you ]ust pass and get 
It over with?” one snaps.

“Here, try and play this,” responds 
the other, «ismmlng 1  domino at the 
end of the ivory chain.

Slam! Tbe other plays a domino on 
it. “Give me Itt”

No, they're not mad. They just act 
gruff and impatient to spice up tbe 
game. Slamming the dominoes? Just 
a little spirit

“Means the game's getting hot,” 
explains Fred “Pie” Foilschinsky, 64, 
one of the more outspoken and 
gruff members of the dally gath­
ering. “We don't get mad — what 
for? We Just argue and have fun, 
pass tbe time away. Then we go 
home and garden.”

He got his nickname for stealing 
an apple pie from his own mother 
when he was 5 years old.

No criminal records here, though. 
They don 't even gamble in this 
place. Not that there's not an urge 
occasionally. It's  lust trad ition , 
estabitehed by the founders of the 
shack to keep the womenfolk from 
worrying alMut losing tbe home­
stead

Black history 
museum to grow

AUSTIN (AP) — A buck neighbor 
hood history museum, the first of 
it's kind in Texas, has its sights set 
on expanding under a proposed $4 
million bond issue

Leaders of the George Washing 
ton (Urver Museum in east Austin 
want to have the surrounding area 
declared a black cultural district 
with Ux breaks for new businesses 
and artists

"The pUns are important because 
the city has made an informal com­
mitment to the economic develop­
ment of the east side, and this is one 
of tbe grandest opportunities It has 
to reach that obje^ve,” said Melvin 
Wade, a lecturer in Airo-American 
history at the University of Texas.

Carver curator Louis Hicks said 
expanding the museum would give 
it more space, personnel and equip­
ment to preserve and exhibit arti­
facts from the history of bUck Aus­
tinites.

“A lot of times, it's pretty impossi­
ble, for instance, to convince people 
to donate family photographs for 
exhibiU,” Hicks said. 'They want to 
know that things are professionally 
handled and, now, we don’t have tbe 
means.”

The museum's current home is a 
small building constructed in 1926 as 
the city's first public library. Tbe 
building was moved to its present 
location in 1933 at the request of 
members of the black community 
for a library of their own in the 
then-segregated city.

When a new library branch was 
bu ilt in 1980, the  museum was 
created and, three years later, it 
became part of the city Parks and 
Recreation Department.

Wade said the museum is appro­
priate because Austin was an educa­
tional and cnltural mecca for freed 
slaves in Texas. They founded six 
communities within the municipal 
boundaries from 1887 to 1894.

‘T o  the best of my knowledge, 
there is notU nf comparable to the 
C:arver..Jn the & uth, Wade said of

“There's been more hell raised 
here th a n  anywhere in the county,” 
says Herman “Foots" Dorner, also 
64. "But never has a nickel gone 
across this table. Thev decided long 
ago that there would be no drinking 
or gambling, because the women 
would get mad. There's been some 
drinking of late, but no gambling.” 

Well, there was one time several 
years ago when Dorner and two 
friends put up a nickel apiece for a

?;ame. “But there wasn't 15 cents dlf- 
erence in our pocketbooks when we 
got through,” Dorner assures.

One of his cohoru in tbe only 
recorded gambling incident there 
w u  OS. “Spud” Collins, 80, the only 
surviving member of the domino 
addicts who built tbe domino shack 
in the early 1900s. (It has never been 
given a name that could be printed.)

Collins remembers when he and 
his friends played dominoes at a fill­
ing station nearby, probably not 
long after the game of dominoes was 
invented.

After the station closed, they wan­
dered like nomads in search of a 
place to play, toting their cigar box 
of dominoes. They played on a card 
table between tbe post office and 
the grocery store. They played in a 
friend's garage.

Then someone gave them a little 
house out in the country.

"We went over and tore It down, 
and here's the lumber right here.” 
Collins says, pointing to tbe shack

Some of tbe domino players had 
carpentry skills, and they directed 
the construction of the olive drab 
green shack and similarly colored 
table.

A funeral home donated the fold­
ing chairs, and the butane heater 
that warms the place in the winter is 
fed for free by a butane company in 
Cameron.

DENTON — A fragile-looking 
biplaiR ildds through deep puddlea 
and trundles along the luni graaa of 
a pasture north of Mnton, its engine 
laboring for the speed to propel It 
beyond gravity's grasp and into the 
overcast skies.

The ancient craft slowly gathers 
speed when suddenly, Improbably, 
at a pace lethargic even by the stan­
dards of automobiles, a gap appears 
between the front wheels and the 
grass and the plane Is wondrously 
aloft.

With the faint grumble of the 
engine drifting across the field, the 
plane climbs ra«t treetops and pirou­
ettes on Its leh wing to fly across the 
grass runw ay, hundreds of feet 
higher on this return run, and reach 
for the borlson.

The scene evokes images of an 
earlier era, when human flight still 
seemed to be the stuff of nugic and 
fliers themselves belonged in that 
pantheon of demigods blessed with 
mystical powers.

But this pilot, Larry Strain, is no

When he puU on hb dated flying 
cap and cranks up the IBSOs-vinUge 
Stampe S.V.4, the plane flown by 
Toro Selleck in "High Road to 
China,” Strain relives a slice of avia­
tion history and immerses himself in 
a tradition that dates back to an age 
before Instruments more compll 
cated than an altimeter

"You get into the cockpit of the 
M archetti (a modern plane! and 
close the canopy and you're in a lit 
tie envelope.” ground crew member 
Pat Clark said 'This way, you feel 
the wind and you smell the engine 
It's a lot more exciting ”

Strain and Clark are vice presi 
dents of the Fighting Air Command, 
an organisation touted by its mem 
bers as the only aviation museum in 
the world to fly both World War I 
and World War II airplanes

Now 140 m embers strong the 
Fighting Air Command was created 
in 1M3 to preserve some of avia 
tlon s grandest memories by contin 
uing to fly the planes that are the 
source of much of Its history

L ast y e a r , g ro u p  m em b ers  
attended or gave 28 air shows across 
the country Thu year, they have 
opened a museum that eventually 
will include 17 planes — including 
the first B25 ever accepted by the 
Army Air Corps — and a wealth of 
memorabilia

The group recently moved Its 
operations to Hartlee Field, a train 
Ing base during World War II. north 
east of Denton, m accordance with 
Its goal of operating rare hutoric 
aircraft at an original Army airfield

Since moving to Hartlee. com 
mand members have erased traces 
of Its former use as a soaring field in

Willed money 
keeps youths 
from trouble

JACKSOIWILLE. Fla. (AP) — The 
people who came to know Vito "Bar­
ney'' Petraitls In the final months of 
his life called him a noble hero, a

8entle, witty man who touched the 
ves of those around him.
But Petraitls had a past. A murder 

he com m itted  when he was 19 
haunted him until his death from 
cancer a week ago.

“I learned to love the little guy,” 
said Levy County Sheriff Pat Hart­
ley, who first met Petraitls in April 
when the frail 73-year-old came to 
his office In Bronson.

Petraitls told the sheriff that he 
wanted to donate his life savings of 
tlOO.OOO to help youngsters stay out
of trouble. The money was given to 
the Florida Sheriff’s Youth Fund
and will be called the Vito Petraitls 
Endowment Fund.

“I was really shocked," the sheriff 
said in an Interview. "He looked like 
an ordinary guy 'vho didn't have 
much.”

Petraitls lived a frugal existence 
In a snull mobile home near Bron­
son, his only possessions a truck and 
a ccklectlon of books and music

“After we talked awhile, I told 
him I wanted to make him a honor­
ary sh e riff 's  d ep u ty ,” H artley  
recalled.

Petraitls told the sheriff that be 
didn't know if that would be appro­
priate

"He said, ‘When I was young, I 
killed a person trying to commit an 
armed robbery'

On July 11, 1931, Petraitls and his 
cousin, Tony Klim, 21, shot and>y Kll
killed a Windsor, Conn., grocer in a 
robbery. Both received death sen­
tences that were later commuted

Petraitls was freed from prison In 
194B and worked In Connecticut as a 
baker — a trade be bad learned in 
prison — until his retirem ent in 
1072.

"He saved and saved and saved. 
He denied himself comforts during 
his lifetime so he could save money 
to help young people,” Hartley said

Ed Waldron, vice president for 
financial development for the Flor­
ida Sheriff's Youth Fund, said he 
was impressed by Petraitls" wisdom 
and gentleness

"This man definitely was In con­
trol of himself and his life He was a 
very gentle person It was very diffi­
cult to relate that the person I was 
talking to had his past,” Waldron 
said

Because of his crim inal back 
ground. Petraitls was afraid his 
donation to the youth fund would be 
refused. Waldron said

He said the donation was to ful­
fill a promise he had made to him­
self" to help youngsters from mak­
ing the same mistakes he had, said 
Waldron.

This guy was a real hero for me. 
He had a certain sense of nobility,” 
he said "He left a real impression on
me.”

With the help of Waldron, Hartley 
and Ed Blackburn, a former state 
legislator and Hillsborough County 
sheriff, Petraitls was able to regain 
the dvU rights he lost when he went
to prison

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Supreme 
Court Justice Lewis F. PoweU reluc­
tantly has been forced to consider 
the poeslbUity of retirement as he 
recuperates from two recent surgi­
cal operations, sources close to 
PoweU say.

His decision will hinge on how 
well he recuperates through the 
summer from last January’s surgery 
for removal of a cancerous prostate 
and a hernia operation he under­
went Monday at the Mayo Clinic In 
Rochester, Minn., the sources said.

The sources spoke only on the 
condition that they not 1m identi­
fied.

Powell, 77, has told people at the 
court he wants to continue his work 
as a Justice but that the decision will

hinge on his health.
His role through most of his 13 

years on the nation's highest court 
has been that of a “majority maker” 
— a key swing vote In cases that 
deeply divide the court along Ideo­
logical lines.

Powell’s position at the court’s 
center in Its just-completed term led 
Burt Neubome. legal director of the 
American Civil Liberties Union, to 
call Powell “the most powerful Indi­
vidual In America.”

Asked about Powell’s latest sur­
gery, Virginia Eggleston, his secre­
tary, said; "The operation was highly 
successful. His doctors were quite 
pleased vrlth everything.”

Ms. Eggleston said she did not 
know when Powell would return to

Washington. Following his surgery 
In January , Powell m issed two 
months of the high court’s 198486 
term.

Sources said Powell’s wife, Jose­
phine, has urged him to retire now. 
They said the justice has considered 
the possibility of serving as a part- 
time judge on the 4 th U 5 . Circuit 
Court of Appeals In Richmond, Va., 
when he does retire.

The Powells maintain a home in 
Richmond, and the ju stice  has 
returned there each summer since 
joining the court in 1972 as an 
appointee of President Nixon.

Powell has not discussed retire­
ment with any of the court's eight 
other members. He has told people it 
1s “a very private decision.”

T here w ere no 
hecklers in tbe  crowds mocking 
th e  v e te ran s. T h e re  w e re  no 
clashes betw een police and war 
protesters. T here w ere no draft- 
card  burners. T here w ere none 
of the d istractions th a t tw o de­
cades ago diverted  the  Am erican 
public’s atten tion  from  th e  reali­
ty of tbe situation in Southeast 
Asia. There was, ra ther, only re­
spect — respect for the  veterans 
and respect for the  service they 
gave to this nation.

In recent years th e  veterans of 
th e  Vietnam  W ar have been tak­
ing their case to the  Am erican 
public, lobbying for a degree of 
tb e  re sp e c t th ey  e a rn e d  b u t 
w ere denied in far too m any in­
stances. Now there 's  a m em orial 
to the Am erican Vietnam  W ar 
dead in W ashington, D.C., and 
even  th a t m o n u m en t evoked 
controversy.

T he y ea rs  h av e  salved  th e  
wounds of a lot of Am ericans — 
Americans who opposed the war 
and who, somehow, tw isted their 
hatred  of w arfare into disrespect 
for those brave young m en who 
answ ered tbe call of duty, fought 
and died in Vietnam. How? How

could any self-respecting nation 
of p eo p le  fo rg e t  th a t  th o s e  
Am ericans in th e  rice paddies 
and th e  jungles w ere not the ag­
gressors in the  w ar bu t m erely 
tbe  instrum ents w ith which the  
w ar was waged? How could the  
Am ericans safe at hom e forget 
th a t those haunting faces in tbe 
evening new spaper and televi­
sion screen were not nam eless 
"soldiers of fo rtu n e” but th e  boy 
across the stree t who used to 
date their daughter and play 
fo o tb a ll on th e  h ig h  sch o o l 
te a m ?  T h ey  b a d  no  c h o ic e  
w hether to th ere  or any dis­
c re tio n  in how tb e  w ar was 
waged; they m erely heeded th e ir 
nation’s call and — in m ore than  
52,000 cases — paid the  u ltim ate 
sacrifice.

T he V ietnam  W ar d ro v e  a 
stake through this nation’s h eart 
when it allowed the Am erican 
people to cast aside their feel­
ings of pride and adm iration for 
ail those who w ere willing to lay 
down their own selfish in terests 
and, instead, to fight for this na­
tion w hether righ t or wrong, to 
shed th e ir blood for their coun­
trym en. Forgetting those young 
m en and their role in the  w ar 
was a tragic mistake and one 
Am ericans must not m ake again.

It came late, but the “welcome 
hom e” unfo lded  for V ietnam  
veterans in M idland’s C entennial 
Parade is a start down the long 
road of reconciliation. W elcome 
home, veterans! Bless you for 
your courage.

Another View:

M isch ievous m ove
With the  encouragem ent 

of P re s id e n t  R eag an , 
some m em bers of Con­

gress are  working to clear the 
way for a second contras front, 
ex te n d in g  th e  b a t t le  ag a in s t 
Marxist ru lers from  Nicaragua 
to Angola. This is a reckless and 
unwise move, certain  to do m ore 
harm  than good.

'The Senate already has ap­
proved legislation tha t would lift 
th e  legislative p ro h ib itio n  on 
U.S. aid to UNITA, the  guerrilla 
force battling the Marxist gov­
ernm ent of Angola. Some Re­
publicans in the House, fearful 
tha t the Senate in itiative may 
not survive a conference com ­
m ittee, plan a sim ilar action as 
an am endm ent to the  foreign- 
aid bill.

This mischievous move is be­
ing encouraged by tbe  adm inis­
tration just as Reagan personally 
e n c o u ra g e d  a c o n c la v e  la s t  
m onth of anti-com m unist guer­
rillas m eeting at a rebel encam p­
m ent in Angola. Both initiatives 
are serving once again to d ivert 
tbe nations of Southern  Africa 
from  the priorities of getting  on 
with independence for Namibia 
and bringing concerted  pressure 
on South Africa to end its ap a rt­
heid policy. And they are  serv­
ing to cloud the A m erican com ­
m itm ent against terro rism  and 
the  rule of violence.

T he congressional sp o n so rs’ 
m otivation is ideological. They 
seem to see any M arxist govern­
m ent as an in strum en t of Soviet 
policy, as the  enem y of America. 
And they see Angola, like Nica­
ragua, as particu larly  m enacing 
because both a re  hosts to Cuban 
forces. They ignore th e  fact th a t 
th e  U .S .-supported  co n tra s  in 
N icaragua, like tbe  South Afri­
can-sponsored UNITA guerrillas

in Angola, are the principal justi­
fication used by the  Marxist ru l­
ers of Nicaragua and Angola for 
m aintaining Cuban forces. And 
they  risk w eakening regional 
peace efforts, as they did last 
m onth when they opened the  
way for a resum ption of assis­
tance, albeit not arms, to  tbe  
N icaraguan insurgents.

A dm in istra tion  officials d e ­
fend their support of lifting re ­
strictions on covert aid to UN- 
ITA in Angola as a m atter of 
principle, saying tha t they sup­
port all legislative action that 
e lim inates res tric tio n s on th e  
ability of tbe president to pursue 
foreign-policy objectives. T here 
are no cu rren t plans for aid to 
UNITA, according to the State 
D epartm ent

T hat was a th reat. It was a call 
to arm s on th ree  continents. It 
was a m arshaling of CIA in te r­
vention around the world. If th e  
president was serious, he needs 
to explain the details to Con­
gress. If he was posturing. Con­
gress would be wise to leave the  
legislative restrictions on guer­
rilla aid in Angola in place, just 
as it has m aintained tbe ban on 
a rm s  fo r  th e  c o n t r a s  in  
Nicaragua.

N either AID nor the m anufac­
tu re r was In any great hurry to 
warn foreign users of the shield —

It wasn't until 1960 that Robins 
recommended removal and AID sent 
a cable to its 67 overseas missions 
warning of the shield's dangers and 
urging a removal program. Fewer 
than half of the foreign govern­
ments subsequently responded to 
the warning

device’s dangers from international 
population organizations.

Belated as AID'S action may seem. 
It was lightnlngUke compared to the 
manufacturer’s response to the pos­
sibility of an international medical 
disaster It was only late last year 
th a t Robins sent le tte rs  to the 
ambassadors of the 79 countries In 
which shields had been sold by the 
company or distributed by AID The
letters described the company’s plan 
to pay for removal of all Daikon

Of those that did, 13 reported that 
shield users had already  been 
“informed of tbe side effects and 

removal from tbe clients was done 
during 1975-78," according to an AID 
document They had learned of the

Shields still in use in the United 
States, and asked what action would 
be appropriate in the ambassadors' 
countries So far, only four countries 
have asked for Iloblns' help

AID'S effort to solve tbe Daikon 
Shield problem, meanwhile, began 
In December 1974 — six months 
after Robins took them off the mar 
ket — when it occurred to someone 
In the agency that large numbers of 
the devices were stockpiled over 
seas

AID recsdied them all, eventually 
getting refunds for about 300,000 
This, of course, did nothing to pro­
tect the thousands of women who 
were, as far as anyone at AID knew, 
still using their shields.

About a year a fte r the recall 
order, an AID official reported con 
fldentiy that "all known worldwide 
stocks of Daikon Shields have either 
been returned or have, at the 
manufacturer's instructions, been 
destroyed ”

As It turned out. this was not true 
Col Russel Thomsen, a gynecologist 
on loan to AID from tbe Army, was 
in El Salvador recently and heard 
rumors of a stock of unused shields 
Salvadoran officials denied it. but 
Thomsen and an official of the Cen­
ters for Disease Control searched a 
warehouse and found 7,000 of the 
devices. Thomsen had them shipped 
back to this country for destruction

Thomsen also reported "a bint

tha t isolated in sertions (of the 
device) continued until 1978" despite 
the recall order of 1974.

AID teams will travel to Costa 
Rica. Kenya and Tanzania — the lar 
gest recipienu of Daikon Sbleldz 
who failed to respond to AID'S warn 
Ing questionnaires — In hopes of 
tracking down overlooked stocks 
and women who are still using the 
device But Thomsen told our associ 
ate Vicki Warren be is doubtful that 
all the shield users will ever be 
found

Americans experienced in bar­
gaining with tbe Russians point out 
that Moscow's usual approach to ap­
plying agreements is to make full 
use of loopholes and ambiguities. 
The result, if definitions are less 
than exact and perfectly lucid, is to 
increase suspicion and recrimina­
tion Instead of fulfilling the purpose 
of easing tensions.

greted in flatly contradictory ways 
y each side.
There are other reasons for tbe 

collapse of d’etenta, of course. But 
Invoking expectattoni doomed M 
dbappolntiaent makes an Inevitably 
dlfffcnilt relationship much harder 
to manege. Moacow thought UB. ac­
ceptance of strategic “pertty” meant 
reco^iitlon of the quality In all 
•enaea: poUtlcal, economic, even pey- 
chologlcal. That was not only far be­
yond American Intentlona, It was be­
yond A m arly’a capclty  to amure.

The U.S. thought Moscow had ac­
cepted constraints on its ambitions 
to bring Communists to power in 
other parts of the world. That would 
imply a change in Soviet ideology 
and tbe fundamentals of its regime, 
which may or may not come some 
day but obviously will not derive 
from a mere declaratory agreement

To work effectively, accords must 
reflect currently perceived mutual 
interest. They do not create trust out 
of primeval mire. They can only ex­
press shared need, essentially to re­
duce the dangers of superpower 
war

But the fact that there la no pros­
pect of a dramatic reversal in East- 
West relations at the summit does 
not mean it would be a mere courte­
sy call where two men meet to show 
their amiability It cannot avoid be­
ing a milestone after six years of 
deterioration. The mere fact of the 
meeting engages the apparatus of 
each government and marks a new 
departure to define what is tolera­
ble, what should be considered “nor­
mal” in Sovlet-U.S. relations.............

Reagan had already planned to 
launch himself on a special cram 
course of Soviet studies, and that 
now becomes an urgent priority.

the problems of the age In a certain 
sense of security It isn't just smiling 
spectacle

Both sides have already said they 
seek strategic «tablllty. Neither 
quite believes tbe other doesn't real­
ly mean military domination. This is 
not a matter of some devious master 
plan. The lessons that the Soviet mil­
itary establishm ent drew from 
World War II. still the source of Its 
basic doctrine, were “never again to 
be taken by surprise, never again on 
our territory “

As West European analysts point 
out, “acceptance would mean If war 
were to come, we would be the ones 
to be surprls^. and on our terri­
tory.” By such a definition, the goals 
of strategic sUbility are Incompatl 
hie for both sides

The task then has to be an attempt 
to work out what stability means in 
a way both can accept. So far, the 
focus has been on mlasile counting, 
and the resulta have been disap­
pointing, to say the least. An agree­
ment in principle that arsenals are 
already much too high for anyone’s 
safety could be a start toward a new 
scorch for balance.

F ^ h e r ,  it Is evident that balance 
must Include defense as well as of­
fense.

Oxford University entomologist 
I'hris OToole told The Associated 
Press that an unusually late and wet 
spring th lt year had made the 
insects very bad tempered 

The first indication of trouble 
came on June IS. when Lionel Kass 
of London's Hampstead Garden Sub­
urb appealed In a le tter In The 
Times' letters-to-the-edltor column 
for a way to deal with the bees The

The amendment, which already 
has been adopted by the Senate In 
similar form, marks a step toward 
greater U.S. Involvement in South­

The action to freeze spending for 
the next two fiscal years at the level 
agreed on for the fiscal year ending 
Sept. 31 amounts to a 2.5 percent 
reduction from the $13.1 billion 
recommended by the House Foreign 
Affairs Committee. The panel had 
already trimmed $191 million from 
President Reagan's original request.

PARIS (AP) — Saudi ArabU baa 

threatened to more than quadruple 
oil production, a move that would 
likely trigger a price war that would 
aend oil prlcea plummeting, unleaa 

.OPEC colleagues renounce cheating 
on the group's price and production 
quotas, a senior Western official

le threat, said to be relayed by 
thé’Saudi oil minister to several gov­
ernments after OPEC's inconclusive 
meeting last weekend, was more 
severe than an earlier warning from 
the kingdom last month.

The western official, who spoke 
with reporters Tuesday during a 
meeting of the International Energy 
Agency, said Saudi Arabia is pre­
pared to increase production from 
the current 20-year low of about 2 
million barrels a day to as much as 9

million barrels a day by year’s end 
unless other members of the Organi­
zation of Petro leum  E xporting  
Countries agree to its terms.

The official spoke only on the con­
dition he not be identified and said 
he had no doubt about the authen­
ticity of the Saudi meaaage.

OPEC oU ministers ended three 
days of meetings In Vienna. Austria, 
on Sunday with a pledge to end 
cheating, but with no spedfic: agree­
ment on how to defend oil prices, 
which have been slipping because of 
oversupplies on world mark<2U and 
widespread discounting by pro­
ducers In and out of OPEC.

The organization is to meet again 
on July 2  in Geneva, Switzerland, 
and Saudi Arabia, which faces 
another huge deficit If oil itncome 
continues to slide, is seeking ijuaran-

tees that the IBnatlon group will 
comply with its own price and pro­
duction quotas.

Oil prices rebounded Tuesday on 
the New York Mercantile Exchange, 
but that Increase was attributed to 
buying only to m eet short-term  
needs, with widespread uncertainty 
over the course of oil prices in the 
future.

Stepped up production by Saudi 
Arabia could send the price of oil 
plummeting below 820 a barrel from 
current levels of about 827.

Each 81 drop in the price of a bar­
rel of oil is equivalent to a decline of 
about 2j^ cents in the retail price of 
a gallon of gasoline or other refined 
petroleum product.

Saudi Arabia’s first warning on 
stepped up production came (luring 
a meeting of nine OPEC ministers In

last month. Hiat gatheriiu received 
a message from King Fahd that 
warned that hla kingdom would no 
longer sacrifice oil production and 
revenue In face of other memberi' 
increasing discounting of prices.

OPEC also has been seeking coop­
eration from outside the organiza­
tion.

The 21-member In te rn a tio n a l 
Energy Agency, which was formed 
to fight rising energy prices and to 
unite Western countries and Japan 
behind energy cons:;rvation, on 
Tuesday rejected negotiations with 
OPEC, saying such talka could only 
lead to harmful price-fixing.

U.S. Energy ^ r e t a r y  John Her­
rington said in a speech in Paris that 
"the United States sees no merit, 
and jiotential for serious misunder- 
stancling," in a dialogue between the

agency’s members and OPEC. “Such 
activity is seen in the United States 
as opening the way for government 
action on price and production 
levels, which we believe must be left 
to the market.”

Meanwhile, Kuwait’s oil minister, 
Sheik All Khzdlfa Al-Sabah, left Lon­
don today for talks with British oU 
officials, oil ministry officials in 
Kuwait said. Al-Sabah also Is sche­
duled to visit Mexico later In the 
week.

Neither Mexico nor Britain are 
OPEC members.

‘Sheik All will try to talk British 
and Mexican (oil) officials into abid­
ing by a price ceiling, with a view to 
averting a collapse in the world mar­
kets," said one Kuwaiti oil ministry 
official, spoke on condition he not

Last week, Gramm said Texas more than likely would not be ch(v 
sen as the site for the plant Lack of positive signs from GM — and 
Texas right-to-work laws — indicated the $5 billion Saturn project 
would go elsewhere, he said then

still flying,” Gramm said Tuesday. "I’m proceeding on the assumption 
we re still In the h u n t” ____

Gramm said he had maintained daily contact with (^neral Motors 
officials In Washington for the past month as part of the state’s biparti­
san effort to bring the high technology- plant to Texas

General Motors, which has seen the Saturn odyssey wind through six 
months of courting from nearly three dozen states, plans to employ 
6,000 workers Inside the plant. About 14,000 Jobs will be created in 
related Industries, GM officials have said.

Gramm tempered his optimism about the state's chances, saying Le 
would have expected Information to leak from various state agencies 
involved in the site selection as General Motors officials attempted to 
finalize arrangements to locate to Texas.

Several sites in Texas are reportedly under consideration. Including 
tracts near Sherman, Longview and Fort Worth.

As you would expect, food pro­
video special pleasure at family re­
unions.

Wheat I heard that a friend of 
mine baked Almond Shortbread 
Cookies to take to a reçoit North 
Carolina reunion, I asked her for the 
redpe. With tt she sent this delight­
ful account of her memories of the 
foods served.

“When I was young, our family 
reunions were Sündig affairs that 
took place on my Granddaddy’s 
farm where long ubles, covered 
with snow-white ubiecloths, were 
set up under the oak trees. In those 
days I was more Interested In play­
ing with my dozens of cousins than 
in the vast expanse of food. Howev­
er, I remember vividly the sand­
wiches my mother brought, easily 
picked out from others because my 
mother cut off all the crusts. And 
her rilling« were always the same — 
some plmlento cheese, some cream 
cheese with chopped stuffed olives 
or with crushed pineapple.

“After 1 moved to New York, mar­
ried and had children, I seldom had 
a chance to attend the annual re­
unions. But two years ago, after 
more than three decades of missed

reunions, I made tbs pilgrimage. 
Would any of the old familiar foods 
be there? Yes. fried chicken, of 
course. And an aunt brought a 
N orth Carolina favo rite  called 
Chkkan and Dumplings but topped 
with pastry strips. Another aunt 

. made her old standby. Banana Cake, 
looking exactly like the Banana 
Cake I first tasted as a teenimer.

“The reeliM tor the Almond Short­
bread Cooklao came from The Caro­
lina CoUectlmi,* a fine regional cook­
book. It was published by The Junior 
League of Fayetteville, N.C., In 1978 
and Is still available."

1 cup all-purpose flour 
Vk cup cornstarch 
Vk cup confectioners’ sugar 
1 cup almonds, finely chopped 
tk cup butter or margarine, softened

Preheat oven to 300 degrees. Com­
bine flour, cornstarch and confec­
tioners' sugar. Stir in nuts. Add but­
ter; Mend ^ t h  a wooden spoon until 
a soft dough forms. Shape dough 
Into small balls. Place on ungreased 
cookie sheet; flatten each ball with a 
lightly floured fork. Bake 15 to 25 
minutes or until edges are lightly 
brow ned. Cool befo re storing.

They
dont actually roast an ox anymore 

nr^aM ]They probauy never did. But it has 
such a nice ring to it, doesnt It — 
The Sonoma Ox-Roast

H M  In the historic Sonoma Plaza 
on the first Sunday of June every 
year, the Sonoma Ox-Roast Is one of 
the many gastronomic events in the 
California wine country, and like 
the city of Sonoma itself, it has a 
long and illustrious history.

According to George Sutter, head 
cook at this year's roast (and, inci­
dentally, descendant of the man 
who owned the mill where gold was 
discovered in California), the event 
dates back to the days when the flag 
of Spain flew over the plaza. Ranch­
ers would come in for a spring fies-
ta, put an ox on a spit over the coalsid . . .  ..and then take turns turning it while 
everybody sang and danced and 
drank a little tequila.

“WE STOPPED roasting a whole 
ox a few years back,” George told 
me. “It’s not really very practical.” 
The loin and ribs get done before 
the rounds get cooked through and 
there is a great deal of difference in 
the degree of tenderness from one 
part of the a n i m al to another.

“R used to he a lot of fun, though,” 
(Seorge added. "We’d start about S 
pjB. on Saturday, build the fire, 
spike the meat and season it with 
our special ox-roast seasoning, then 
we’d roast it all night long.”

“You know how we used to tell 
when it was done?” one of George’s 
helpers asked, as he leaned on the 
handle of a rake they use to smooth 
out the coals. “We’d put out four 
quarts of tequila and When the 
cooks had finished that ‘sauce’, the 
ox was done.”

They roast boneless beef rounds 
these days, 3000 pounds of top 
round, bottom round and round tips 
(sirloin tips). The hunks of meat, 8 to 
12 pounds each, are rubbed well 
with a special ox-roast seasoning. It’s 
a secret blend, of course, and avail­
able only in Sonoma at the Sonoma 
Cheese Factory (2 Spain Street, Son­
oma, CA 95478). The recipe that fol­
lows is my own adaptation.

Any one of several cuts of beef 
may be used. The best by far, howev­
er, is a rib-eye roll. They don’t use 
that to feed the masses at the Son­
oma Ox-Roast — it is a bit too expen­
sive for that — but for the best in a 
backyard ox-roast, that is the cut I 
would recommend. It is Just the 
boneless heart of the standing rib. It 
is uniform in thickness from one 
end to the other, cooks evenly and 
turns nicely on a spit.

are two of the cuts they use in Son­
oma that I would recommend. The 
bottom round, however, is a little on 
the tough sldf cooked over open 
coals. In a covered cooker, with a lot 
of tender loving care, it can be okay, 
but noUor an ox-rout. The same is 
true of the shoulder cuts, chuck and 
shoulder clod.

Any roast cooked over coals will 
come off better, more Juicy and fla­
vorful, if cooked tong and slow over 
moderate heat. So don’t  use enough 
charcoal to cook a whole ox Just for 
a niece of one.

IT IS well-marbled with streaks of 
fat inside the meat, which bastes the 
roast as it turns. If you're using a 
grill without a rôtisserie, be sure to 
put a drip pan under the meat to 
minimize flare ups.

A recent decision by the Reagan 
administration to cut an aiirttttnn^l

ments for home health care and for 
medical education and could affect 
up to 70 percent of home health care 
specialists.

Reaction has been mixed.
— ^ t  will have a wide-reaching 

effect on the home health  care 
industry in general,"  said John 
Schmidt, of Contact Medical Service. 
"There are some things that are

Midland council 
denies permits 
to two churches

Tuesday just wasn't the day for 
religion in City Hall

Two requests by religious organ!- 
zatlODs were denied byMldland City 
Council during a regular session in 
City Hall after neighbors voiced 
their otojecUoni

In one public bearing. Christian 
Church of Midland was asking for s 
specific use permit for a day nursery 
and in the other the Seventh-day 
Adventist Church w u asking for s 
permit to bold a tent revival.

Sam Llstl, city planner, said the 
Christian Church at 2008 Neely had 
purchased a bouse adjacent to the 
church property and was converting 
it for use as a day nursery It would 
handle 22 children and operate from 
9 to 11 so a m Monday tnrougb Frl- 
day

Normally, churches are exempt 
from the requirement to obtain a 
city permit for cburcb-related activi­
ties. said Llstt. But because the nur 
sery won't be limited to church 
members, the specific permit was 
necessary

Mayor G Thane Akins pointed out 
that a "lot of church activities do 
not Involve members of that church 
There are activitl« during the sum 
mer for those who sre not mem 
hers "

"It becomes difficult to define 
what is not church-related." said 
Llstl "It becomes a gny area."

Steve Vaughan. lO tn Terrace, said 
Heritage School has been located at 
the Christian Church since 1080 and 
has had permiu from the su te  "We 
set this up as a function of the 
church It s a break-even cost for 
us." be said of the $75 per month per 
child fee

The nursery already has been 
operating in the church building, 
according to Vaughan "The prop­
erty  was purchased for church 
expansion, not for the school We 
felt It would be more ecooomlcai to 
move the children into this bouse 
We also use the bosise for Sunday 
School classes "

Objecting was John Oechner, 2215 
Huntington, who opposed what he 
called "the commercial venture It Is 
a commercial venture In a residen 
tlal ares You can make a nice profit 
by operating a day care nursery.” If 
th e  p erm it was g ra n te d , said 
OKhner. the council srould be set 
ting a precedent for a church to buy 
any property at any location and 
open a businesB

Mrs Bill Kimball. 2513 Neeley, 
said she felt "‘a commercial enter­
prise like this will tear our neighbor 
hood down so people wont want to 
come in and raise their children.”

"This Is a very difficult question 
because of the special relationship 
we like to see with a church and 
neighborhood.

"B ut they  will indeed  apply 
needed pressure on tbe higher-cost 
home health agencies to bring their 
costs into line.”

However, the department noted 
that, if present billing practices con­
tinue unchanged, about 70 percent 
of the 5,640 home health care agen­
cies participating in Medicare would 
violate the new cap and would be 
denied full reimbursement.

HHS said it expected most of those 
specialists to trim  th e ir rates to 
match the new caps, said a spokes­
man.

But according to Chairman of the 
House Aging Committee E^dward 
Roybal, D.-Cslif., they would instead

)ull out of the prograip leaving 
Medicare patients without care.

“The change would translate into 
millions of denied home health visits 
to elderly Americans,” he said.

‘The administration is only kid­
ding itself if they think tbe 70 per­
cent of all providers affected...can 
and will simply pull in their belts to 
absorb the budget cu u ,” he said 
"Many of these will be forced to 
pull out of Medicare. In the end, tbe 
squeeze on providers is squeezing 
out people from  the  care they 
need.”

Savings from the home health 
care changes are uncertain, said tbe 
article. Mrs. Heckler’s statem ent 
pegged tbe savings at |1Q2 million 
over three years, the low estinute.

Odessa murder trial continues

ODESSA — The murder trial of 
35-year-old Danny Fletcher McC'ub- 
bin continues in 161st District Court 
this morning, and Disuict Attorney 
Eric Augeaen was expected to rest 
the state 's case before the noon 
hour

A jury of eight men and four 
women Tuesday afternoon began 
hearing testimony in tbe trial of 
McCuboin. accused of tbe Sept 5. 
1964. killing of 47-year-old Curtis 
Smith

Tbe second witness to testify was 
pathologist Dr Robert Bright 
McCubbin is alleged to have fired 
three shou into Smith as he lay on 
the ground near his vehicle after 
being shot twice with a shotgun by 
32-y e a r-o ld  K e n n e th  W ayne 
Richards, who has been convicted of 
the crime and sentenced to 99 years
In prison

Responding to questions from 
Augeaen Tuesday anemoon. Blight
explained that the two shotgun 
blasts hit Curtis in the neck and 
temple area of the head and that 
bullets from the handgun hit in 
some of the same areas. He couldn't

tell which of the shots killed Smith. 
Bright said, because all of the shots 
occurred when the victim had a

DALLAS (AP) — On the eve of a 
debate on restricting protests at 
abortion clinics, demonstrators on 
both sides of the issue turned out in 
a boisterous display after an anti- 
abortion group met to dedicate a 
sign atop an abortion clink.

About 200 people, some carrying 
signs depicting aborted fetuses and 
shouting slogans, demonstrated at 
the Routh Street Women’s Clinic 
Tuesday, with one group protesting 
the clink's existence and the other 
supporting Its right to be there

The debate on whether women 
should have the right to choose 
abortion spilled over into Dallu City 
Hall today for a diacusaion on put 
ting curbs on demonstrations at area 
clinics

Owners and supporters of clinks 
offering counseling and abortion 
services contend recent antl-abor 
tk n  demonstrations at their facili­
ties mean marchers who "scream 
obscenities" at clinks and their cli­
en ts  and pose a danger to the 
patients

Anti-abortionlsts, however, u y  
their First Amendment right to free 
speech takes precedence

"I don’t know where it’s going to

go. It’s a question of harassment (of 
women) versus First Amendment 
rights" to pkket, said Victoria Hell- 
man, personnel d irec to r of the 
Routh Street clink.

An anti-abortion g r o ^  Initially 
planned the gathering ‘niesday to 
dedicate a billboard reading "Abor 
tion Is Murder” on top of the build 
Ing that houses the clink.

In response, a group of people 
who support free choke for women 
also gathered at the clink to suge a 
“silent vigil" for their viewpoint 

Although D allu  police officers 
enforced distance between the two 
factkms, a bomb threat telephoned 
to the clink temporarily forced the 
groups away from the building u  a 
safety precaution, although no bomb 
w u  found, polkc said 

And the faceoff, while not the 
first between the two groups, mir 
cored the Increuing debate over 
abortion in Dallu that h u  brought 
regular picketing of area clinics, 
repeated bomb threau and heated 
public speechmaking, spokesmen
M id

‘Our posture now Is to just moni  ̂
tor the clink It's a volatile tasue.” 
said Sgt Larry Lewis, with the

police ta c tic a l sec tio n  w hich 
watched Tuesday's demonstration 

The g roup  of abou t 200 was 
separated by about 30 police offi 
cers, but their shouted slogans and 
brightly  pain ted  signs — some 
depicting aborted fetuses — bridged 
the distance during the approxi 
mately two-hour event.

An anti-abortion member held a 
loudspeaker aloft, whkh played the 
sound of a crying baby — the “cries 
of the unborn,” be said, calling the 
pro-choke contingent ‘wretches," 

‘One of the things we wanted to 
protest.” Ms Heilman said, “w u  the 
pro-life people using bullhorns to 
scream incredibly obscene things in 
the windows of the clink.”

The clink w u  not opened Tuea 
day because of the anticipated dls 
turbance. she said
